New York, Sept. 26.—The Associated Press tonight issued the follow-
ing: Twelve towns and more than 5,000 German prisoners have been
taken by American troops, fighting in conjunction with the French, in a
“bew offensive begun with the break of day, Thursday, in the region extend-
ing from the northwest of Verdun to within 15 miles of the cathedral city
of Rheims.

The Americans advanced to a depth of seven miles, overcoming the
stubborn resistance of the enemy. Ppennsylvania, Kansas and Missouri
troops were among the fighting forces which, in less than a day, won ter-
ritory of great importance to the enemy and further depleted his army
through men killed or wounded. The gauge of battle has been thrown
down on a 40-mile front extending from the Suippe River, in Champagne,
15 miles east of Rheims, eastward through the Argonne Forest to the
Meuse River northwest of Verdun.

In the first stages of the oartle the Allied lines were pnnhed forward
for material gains—that portion immediately northwest of Verdun held Iy
the Americans to a depth »f from five to six miles and that of the French
to the west, nearly four miles at certain points.

Lateral railway lines of great importance to the German positions be-
tween Laon and Verdun lie directly in the path of the advancing Franco-
American forces. Vouziers, an important raflway junction in the main
line from Laon to Metz is but 12 miles north of Servon, which already is
in the hands of the French.

The Americans through the capture o (.'ercourt northwest of Verdun
are in the Meuse vallely, which lears northward to Sedan and a little furth-
er west at Varennes, have won the Avre valley, which winds in a north-
westerly direction of Vouzieres. A successful advance along these two
valleys for any appreciable distance would be disastrous to the German
lines from the North Sea to the Swiss frontier.

Northwest of Verdun, Mont Maucon, a German strong point of great
resisting power, is sald to be in the American hands, as likowl-e are sev-
eral other villages between the Meuso and the Avre. ?

The reason of this four
months stipulation is this, the miners
claims are based on the high cost of
Niving. At the conference, in order
to satisfy all the claims of the strik-
ers, the fuel controller proposed that
the executive should appoint a com-
mittee who would investigate the al-
leged hardship conditions of living at
present, and if their investigations
justified a still further advance in
wages per dayr them the miners
would recelve it whatever it might
come to.

This investigation committee will
be required also to carry on these re-
searches into the high cost of living
throughout succeeding four months!
period and to submit a new report
at the end of each such period, and,
{f their report justifies still further
advance in wages they will be consid-
ered. The executive committee ag-
reed to this plan. Tonight the oper-
atives held a meeting to hear the ov-
.ertures ‘of the fuel controller, and to
discuss the pros and cons from every
angle, This meeting, however, was
merely preliminary and provisional.
There was no voting. The voting will
come off tomorrow when the operat-
es will ballot for ratification or rejec-
tion.

t. 20——The officers and
men of the hant marine, who are
very rarely heard of unless their ship
happens to be torpedoed, are, neverthe-
less, facing dangers -and passing
through privations rot less hazardous
than those endured by the men in the
trenches. To them it is "all in the
day's work,” and it is difficult to get
them to talk of their adventures, which
not infrequently surpass the imagina-
tion of a Clarke Russell. Here is a
sample narrative which was with great
difficulty extracted from a diffident of
ficer of a British steamship when he
recently visited one of the mission sta-
tions established for merchant seamen.
He said:

“We went aboard and sailed, reach-
ing Halifax the day before the ex-
plosion; the next day our clocks stop-
ped at 9.10 a. m. When the thing was
over we were pretty full of water, but
otherwise all right. We had been
moored to a tug, but all the ropes
snapped like string, and a good thing,
too, for the tug got lifted ashore and
put on top of a big shed, which had
collapsed. Then we found that the next
ship had a fire in her No. 4 hold, and
we were wondering what would happen
to our'magazine, though nothing did.
We had to wait six weeks to get patch-
ed up, and as we couldn't sleep aboard
we had to trudge backward and for
ward three miles in deep snow to our
hillets every day.

Then we eailed o ——, and on
reaching the quay we found the bags
of flour on fire by internal combus
tion. That took five days to get out,
and we had a couple of plates buckled
in the side. We went to — for a
refit, and stayed four months. Then
we got off to ——, and on the way a
trimmer went mad aud I had to look
after him for the two. days till we got
to port. Then we went back to —,
end the Dago part of the crew dessrted.
I got made second officer of the boat,
as the other officer left her there. . .
It was bitterly cold, and on our way
to —— we had two men die of pneu-
monia, We got'to ——, and in pulling
up the anchor we yanked up the cable,
too, thanks to the pilot. i

other new crew. We got' the cargo
alogrd and picked up the convoy and
after being in the danger gone one
day our engines broke down. Luckily

Beyond this across the gardens tele-
phone wires were stretching from tree
to tree, hanging overhead and finally
disappearing through a skylight to the
marshal's study and offices below. Al
we entered the house we were ushere
into the marshal's orderly offices,
where his study, once a library, came
into view. It contains many  book-
cases, while valuable paintings hang
on the walls.

We saw only two French officers and
nothing gave to us the impression that
we were in the house where decigions
of the utmost importance as regarda
the future conduct of the war will be
taken, until suddenly the ringing of a
telephone bell brought us back to
reality.

Very Nervous but Health is Good.

A few minutes'later, after passing
through an office where two French
officers were busy, we found ourselves
in the presence of one of France's
greatest soldiers, if not her greatest.
The room was a huge one, evidently
used as a combined billiard and sitting
room in its prosperous peace times.

Today the billiard tables are covered
with large scale maps, across which
heavy black lines denote Allied or Ger-
man advance scenes and likely or pros-
pective battle localities.

Marshal Foch is blessed with good
health, He sleeps and eats well. Elev.
en o'clock every night, or rather when
matters are fairly quiet, finds him in
bed.

In one week recently he traveled
scme 1,500 miles, after*which, showing
no signs of fatigue, he quietly resumed

his duties,
Although he is extremely mervou  in
disposition, Marshal Foch allows no

event to disturb him. Good new; or
bad news leaves him to all appearan:
ces indifferent, but he cannot suffer
anyone to make a mistake.

His orders are given in a sharp, de-
cisive manner and must be executed
to the letter. He believes in giving
orders, leaving the person interested
to execute them, while he stands be-
hind and watches, ready to catch and
repair any slip.

The Marshal reads a lot, but indul-
ges in no athletics. He is a heavy
smoker, his preference going to “deux
sous” (two-cent) cigars. When not oth-
erwise engaged, he enjoys nothing so
much as a stroll through a little vil-
lage nearby, or a walk along the coun-
try roads, where he frequently stops
peasants and farmers and inquires af-
ter their crops, and asks how much
they will yield.

A BULGAR BLUFF?
Washington Views Reports of
Troubld With Open Suspic-

ion — May Be Political
Move To Pacify People.

Washington, Sept. 24.—The reported
ministerial crisis in Bulgaria is
viewed with open suspicion by offi-
cals of the government here. If peace
is really sought by the Bulgarian gov-
ernment it is assumed here that fit
will be a peace leaving the Bulgarians
all the territory they now hold as a
result of the war.

It is thought more probable, howA
ever, that Malinoff, the premier,
fears a revolution, and has engineer-
ed the ministerial crisis to forestall
this, and pacify the troublesome ele-
ment, which, according to recent re-
ports, has been incregsing in num-
bers and in its demands.

The fact that the Allied armies are
steadily advancing on the Bulgarian
front with the Bulgarian and German
forces in retreat, has greatly disturb-
ed the Bulgarians.

PREPARING T0
FIGHT AGAIN?

Recent Allied Successes Have
Encouraged People Who
Are Restive Under Hun
Rule.

Rome, Sept. 26.—(Havas)—The sit-
uation in Rumania, according to infor-
mation received here, has become
alarming for the Central Powers. The
Rumanian peasants, made enthusiastic
by the victories of the Enteate coun-
tries, are beginning to resist openly
the German and Austro-Hungarian
military.

Each day the heavy keels become
more firmly imbedded.

New York, Sept. 26.—The German
press has lately been worrying over
the question why German submarines
cannot sink American transports. At-
{tempts to answer that question have
cost two Germans their jobs, von
Capelle, the Imperial Minister of the
Navy, and von Holtzendorft, the chief
of the German Admiralty. Another
attempt to answer that question,
which is a source of growing alarm
to the German militarists, is made in
a recent issue of the “Berliner Tage-
blatt,” by Captain Persius, the  Ger-
man naval critic, who writes:

“Why is it that our U-boats canfior
sink troop and transport steamers and
thus prevent the transportation of sol:
dlers and war materials to the Luro-
pean battlefronts?”’ This question has
often been asked. ‘In contrast to this
many statements were made like
these: “Every ship is under Cerman
control’ (Deputy Stressemann): or
“The great American army cannot
swim across the water, it cannot fly,
it will not come” (Deputy Hergt, Jan
uary 16, 1918). Have we, hibwever,
completely forgotten that in this fitth
year of the war, in spite of the ra-
tioning introduced on all fields, there

s still no rationing of words and
there are such contrasts in state-
ments?

In these days, when substi-
tutes are being generally employed it
seems advisable to substitute the
statements of those irresponsible for
their thoughts for those that can be
original in thinking. The result of
that will be that people will not be
talking with a condemning expression
of the effectiveness of our U-boats as
it often happens today to our regret
but that the usefulness of yur ’-boats
will be recognized and will rise abow}
criticism.

“What our U-boats are accomplish-
Ing can be fully realized only after
the war is over. In the meantime to-
day it can only be stated that an in-
exhaustible mass of energy and ac-
tivity is noticeable everywhere, and
that we cannot give sufficient expres-
sion to our admiration.

Words Not Facts as Alibi.

“But, in spite of all that, the ex-
pectations of some insatiable people
have not been satisfied, then those
people must be told to look for mora
information in regard to the factors
connected with the question before
they dare to express their opinions,
which might provoke unpleasdant con
Sequences among those who nced all
the moral support which we possibly
can give them.

“As to the transportation of troops
from England to France a very short
road is used, and here it is extremely
difficult for the U-hoats to make an
attack, as we have been taught by ex-
perience.

Cruisers, des-
troyers and fllers are continually
keeping guard on this road in the
British Channel, so that rarely could
the U-boats possibly succeed in at-
tacking a ship.

Aircraft Beat U-boats.

‘It is known that the U-boats can

be seen from any height when the
surface of the sea is quiet. By the
employment of the aeroplane and

the dirigible mnaval
are discovered and destroyed more
easily than before. The aeroplanes
and balloons are equipped with instru-
ments for observation, bombs explod-
ing under water and rapid-fire guns,
and in this way the U-boat is faced
by a new enemy against whom its
torpedoes are helpless Doubtless
the U-boats have done us some dam.-
age, but they play no decisive role
For that purpose the enemy has not
enough submarines especially of the
large type.’

“The best chances our U-boats have
to attack transports crossing the At-
lantic are when the ships are ap-
proaching the British and French
coasts. But one must keep in mind
in how many different places the land-
ing of the troops may take place and
what an immense extent o the sea
the U-boats have to keep under con-

Mr. Sumner Called,

Mr. Sumner called, said he had
heard the evidence of Mr. Bailey, He
remembered transferring the xﬁnm-\'
referred to but did not reall the exact
date of transfer.

The potatoes came
to West St. John by rail and were
handled by A. C. Smith & Co. His
duty was to see that only first class
stock was shipped, and this duty he
performed. All the potatoes sent
overseas were first class stock, hav-
ing been very carefully eorted in
West St. John before shipping. He
had expected that his duties would
end when 'he British and Belglan
shipments had been completed, but
he had been asked by Mr. Daggett to
remain and handle the shipments of
the surplus potatoes to Cuba.

Only First Class Stock.

In regard to the British and Bel-
gian shipments witness had been giv-
en strict instructions to see that only
first class stock went forward and
had been told he would be held res-
ponsible for the condition of the ship-
ments, consequently he exercised spe-
cial care. Some of the potatoes that
witness had condemned in the British
and Belgian shipments were .good
stock but had been shipped too early
and were wet. He considered they
might not stand the voyage across
the ocean and condemned them. Af-
terwards they became part of the sur-
plus potatoes shipped to Cuba.

Some Culled Potatoes Sold.

Witness sold some of the potatoes
culled out of the Cuban lot and receiv-
ed between $100 and $120 for them.
This money he took to Fredericton
with him and accounted for it to the
Department of Agriculture It was
charged on account of his pay, and he

was given a check for the balance

Steel wire and concrete, if the latter
is obtainable, are (e materials most to
be depended on for the protection of
foodstuffs from the gnawing pests,
and common egense will provide di-
rection for the use.ofgihese materials

to advantage in the construction of

A farmstend as @ whole cannot be
rid of the pest of rats and mice so
long as they have access to any food
supplies on tlie premises, so it is as

important to provide protection in the
fouse, cellar and pantry as in the graim
cribs or bins at the barn. Sometimes
all that is necessary to overcome the
trouble, as it exigts in the farm-house,
is the stopping of holes in the founda-
tion with a strong mixture of concrete,
though the pest cannot be satisfactor-
ily mitigated so long as material for |
sustemance is handled within the
building with any degree of laxity

Once the household and barn stores
of food have beem provided with
adequade protection, the rats or mice
frequenting the place can be disposed
of by the introduction of a few good
cats or dogs, but it must be remem-

G. A. Kuhring who spoke on the work
of/the V. A. D. In France and England,
She was introduced by Miss Payson,
the former assistant commandant of
the V. A. D,

In opening Mrs. Kuhring explained
the complete changé in English lite
that the war has brought about, saying
in this respect that no one was able
to realize the countless visits to hos.
pitals, munition plants andy other
places paid by the King and Queen,
and that they are the hardest worked
people in the empire is common knowl-
edge. In explaining the scope of the
V. A, D, she stated that she had re-
ceived Instructions to enroll as many
girls as possible this winter as they
were urgently needed in the hospitals,

She sketched the trip taken by her-
self and the twenty-five V. A. D. work-
ers, who left 8t. John last SBeptember,
from their leaving until their arrival
at Devonshire House in London, where
they were later distributed around to
the various hospitals. She stated that
she paild an inspection trip later to
the hospitals where the girls were en:
gaged and found that they were taking
to their new duties in great style. 8he
stated that there was an enormous
need for trained workers in the hospi-
tals in England and that the Canadians
who entered upon the work were re-
markably successful at it. She then
told of her trip to France where she
inspected the headquarters of the V.
A. D. in Boulogne. She stated that one
of the most marvelous facts she no-
ticed there were the girl motor drivers
who were all under 23 years of age, the
age limit. She stated they had to take
entire charge of the large motor am-
bulances, including the necessary re-
pair work, and they thought it an or-
dinary plece of work to meet a hospi-
tal train of 700 patients and transfer
them to a hospital, all in half an hour.

She stated that at the stations V. A.
D. girls were placed to serve coffee to
the soldiers passing through, the cups

. use being cups that they had made
tiemselves out of condensed milk cany
with a soldered handle. Bhe passed a
cup around that ghe had brought from
France and many comments were
made on the fine workmanghip display-
el in its manufacture. Mrs. Kuhring's
lecture was well illustrated by a large
rumber of views, a notable one being a
ptotograph of an air raid on London.

At the close of the lecture the Na-
tional Anthem was sung.
