Beginning Western Tour.

SCORES “POLITICAL
JG DANCINGS”

Promises’ Definite Policy Be-
fore the Electors Are Asked
to Decide on Government.

Winnipeg, Oct. 26—A detence of the
government's course over the past
three years, an attack on whet he
termed the “Political Jig-Dancing” of
Hon, W. l. Mackenszle King in his
bresent western tour, and a statement
on the government's tariff policy fem.
tured the address here tonight of Hon.
Arthur Meighen, 2remidr of Can
in the opening meeting of his tour ‘of
the Westérn Provinces. He was pre-
ceded by Hon. J. A, Calder, who is
to accompany the premier on his trip
and who reviewed briefly tonight what
he considered some of the outstanding
achievements of the government in re-
cent years.

Must ‘Have Protection

“There must be,’ said Premier
Meighen, “such a tariff as will make
it pay Canadian industries to remain
in Canada and make it pay industrics
to grow and to make govd within this
country. Up to that point, and not
beyond that point, the tariff in Canadsa
in any class of goods should go. I ask
the people of Winnipeg, if you first ot
all decide that you must take account
of the needs of industry and the need
of keeping them in this country, can
you possibly adopt a more restricted
principle than that? We do not -
tend to go turther. There is no vaiue
whatever in a tariff that does less. |
do not see how to find out what is
necessary, except by the most careful
and thorough enquiry that can be
made.

Presents a Policy

That is the course the government
is pursuing, and before the electors
of this couatry are asked to decide
between our course and the vagaries
of our various oppesitions, they will
have a definite tariff from us in black
and white. By the principle I have
defined, by the limits I have clearly
set out, that tartft will be constructed.

With that opiniem the government
of Canada holds no sympathy and
against the prevalence of the opposite
opinion, the theory of free trade.

We do not intend any sys-
tem of shutting out imports. We must
hold the level of our tariff down to
the minimum that will maintain fair
but active competition with industries
outside.”

The speaker declared that Mr. King
was trying to get the free trade votes
as well as the votes of those who ex-
pect a protective taniff. “He says,”
declared the premier, “that he waunts
union with the farmers, and he says
I am trying to keep them from anit-
ing. In the name of common sense,
what could I do to keep them from
uniting?

Farmers’ Platform

“If the Farmers Pary want ‘to take

account of the needs of industry,” then
I tell them they want a protective
tariff, and they ought to get out in the
open and say so. I say, let them unite
if they waut to, and when they ao,
{let them tel! us just where they all
‘mmd. and don't try to hold up two
flags, and dont try wo get votes om
two utterly antagonistic poiicies. You
can’t mix sait and moonshine.”

Mr. Meighen stated that when Mr.
King himself was in office, the tarift
on implements averaged 20.18 per
cent,, and now was 14.64 per cent.
