BRITISH COMMLNT
ON TORONTO FIRE

General Opinion is That Small In-
surance Companies Will Suffer—
Dynamiting Buildings Condemned,

Montreal, April 21— (Special)—A. special
London cable says: ‘‘Among insurance
men the opinion i expressed that the To-
ronto fire may ehake the financ.al status of
one or two smaller offices that depend
chiefly upon the surplus-business of larger
companiee.

“Surprise is expressed that, -after the
Baltimore exper:ence, the Toronto fire-
men should have used dynamite to blow
up the buildings. This expedient has
been found useless when there is a high
wind, for unless the area cleared is con-
siderable, the flames are easily carried
over it, as they are frequently over wide
streets, Besides, at Baltimore the biowing
up of property only added to the destruc-
tiveness of the outbreak.

SYONEY'S TAX RATE
“TWO PER CENT, THIS YEAR

Town Has Spent $358,000 on a
Water System—Scott Act Fines
Were More Than $13,000 Last
Year—0ther Statistics.

Sydney, N. S., April 21—(Special)—The
estimates for the year were submitted at
tonight’s meeting of the city council.

McADAM GETS A VERY
SEVERE SCORCHING.

.

Sixteen Buildings, Including 'Cntholic
Church, Razed to the Ground.

Bustling C. P. R, Town Has the Worst Fire in lts History—
Started in Old Junction House and Swept Furiously—
C. P. R. Shops Saved by Galiant Fight—Loss
Estimated at $25,000.

Sixteen buildings, eleven of them dwell-
inge and stores, and the other including
the Roman Catholic church, of which Rev.
M. F. T\'[lu;)hy, of this city, is pastor, were
destroyed by fire at MeAdam Junction, on
the C. P. R., Thursday afternoon. The C.
P. R. machine shops were saved. The
total loss is roughly placed at about $25,-
000, artd thie insurance is pot known.

The Story of the Fire

The following despatch gives the par-
ticzlare: —

McAdam, N. B., April 21—(®pecial)—

One of the most disastrous fires in the his-
tory of this place occurred today about
4.30 p. m., and many pecple are homeless
tonight. The fire was first noticed in the
post office building, the second story being
occupied by Sherman Grass as a dwelling.
Almcest at the same time flames were seen
issuing from the old junction house, which
is directly north of the post office.
. It would appear from this that the old
junction house caught first, as the wind
was blowing almost directly on the post
office. However, there is a difference of
opinion as to where the fire started.

The large two and one half storey build-
ing formerly owned by Geo. Baskin and
now occupied by Chas. Moffatt & Co.,
caught next. This building and a large
amount of the stock was burned; also the
two and one-half story building owned by
Mrs. John Boyd and occupied as a shop
and boarding house by Thos. Rohinson.

From this building the fire worked north
to the double tenement house owned by
the Sam. Watts estate. Here the firemen
put up a gallant fight to check the fire
in this direction. The store and dwelling
of Thos. Caughey is only about fifteen feet
from the Watts building and only by keep-
ing water constantly pouring on to the
men who were fighting to save this build-
ing could they stay at their work.

Saved the C. P. R. Shops.

The fire in‘*the meantime was sweeping
in an easterly direction and - working
towards the C. P. R. shops. Here the C.
P. R. fire brigade put up a oig fight to
save the house of Jas. F. Gardiner, C. P.
R. policeman, and this checked the fire in
the direction of the shops and works.

R. C. Church Destroyed.

Considering the apparatus with which
they had to work, they did good &ervice
saving this building and many on the op-
posite side of the track. From the three
story building formerly known as the cld
Royal Hotel but lately occupied as a double
tenement and meat shop, the fire swept
back toward the main road, burning every-
thing in its way. Among the buildings
were the Foresters’ hall and Catholic
church. The wind was blowing very hard
at the time and the men experienced much
trouble from flames and smoke. The loss

is placed at $25,000; the insurance is un-
known.

A gentleman who" arrived in the city
Thursday and who witnessed the fire, told
a reporter that the conflagration was a
very fierce one while it lasted.

Fanned by almost a gale of wind, the
flames were not:long enveloping the old
Junction house, from building to buiiding.
They rapidly traveled and at one time it
was thought that the C. P. R. machine
shops would surely catch.

There, was a dense emoke, but despite
this and the burninj cinders nearly all the
men in the village assembled in fighting
the fire. The furniture from a number
of burliing houses wae taken and Ileft
piled up in adjoining fields, only to be
ignited by cinders and destroyed.

Sixteen building in all, including the
Catholic church, Foresters’ hall, large gen-
eral store formerly kept by George Bas-
kin; the post office and barber shop were
burned.

Shaaty on St Stephen Branch Burned.

The C. P. R. tracks near the oid Junc-
tion house were quite badly damaged, the
rails being twisted in some places. The
Boston express was the only train delayed
by the fire, and that only abeut half an
hour. A piece of burning shingle from
the fire at McAdam was hurled through
the air and caught on.the C. P. R. hand-
car house, about three-quarters of a mile
down on the St. Stephen branch, and the
shanty was destroyed.

Of the buildings burned there was moth-
ing last night but piles of ruins.

When it was learned in St. John that
the fire was becoming very alarming, J.
G. Shewan, acting superintendent, order-
ed out all of the C. P. R. employes at the
Junction to fight the flames, and it was
largely through their efforts that greater
damage than wes done was prevented.
The C. P. R. loss is not heavy, and is pro-
tected- by insurance.

Jnpanese Spies Thick in Manchuria.

Mukden, April 21—The operations of the
Russians in Manchuria are greatly ham-
pered by the immense number of spics.

ing the Ninth East Siberian rifle brigade,
says the Japanese have taken advantage
of the convenient location of Newchwang
which is full of spies.

“In the guise of merchants, beggars,
rag-pickers and lackeys,” says the general,
“these spies sniff everywhere. These in-
sects as soon' as they obtain information
cross the river into Chinese territory
where they use the telegraph. Some of
them have been caught, but the majority
wander among the troops and nothing can
be done to prevent it.”

A Chinese spy who was caught several
days, ago was sent to Liao Yang, where he
was shot.

Japanese Troops Leaving Korea.

London, April 22—The correspondent of
the Standard at Tien Tsin says that Jap-
anese troops are now embarking from
Coren and possibly are being reinforced
by the forces on the Yalu river, from
which the Russians have practically with-
drawn.

To Prey on Japanese Commerce.

St. Petensburg, April 21—The admiralty,
it is announced, intends to- fit-out two
ships purchased in Germany, and which
were formerly in the trans-Atlantic ser-
vice, together with a number of ships of
the volunteer fleet, with rapid firing gune
and to send them to the Pacific to prey
upon Japanese commerce. The admiralty
believes that by this means it can prevent
the.resumption of operations by the Jap-

" CAUSES WRANGLE
ﬂ IN PARLIAMENT.

Haggart's Suggestion That Ex-Minister of Railways May
Have Given Out Memorandum Creates Sensation Among
Liberals-~House in' Committee on G. T. P.
Modifications.

Ottawa, Alpril 21—(Special)—The house
today went into commitiee upon the
Grand Trunk Pacific resolution, when Col.
Sam Hughes took the floor and suggested
with great sincerity that the premier with-
draw the resolution, a request which wae
received with laughter from the govern-
ment side.

Colonel Hughes declared himself in favor
of a transcontinental railway owmed and
operated by the people, if need be, but in
any event controlled by them. The prem-
ier, he insisted, had been buncoed and he
had been buncoed with regard. to the pro-
visions respeecting rolling stock, and in re-
lation to the operation of the Winnipeg
dTvision the government had mnot..ng in
the agreement that would be in the inter-
ests of the people of Canada.

When the freight reaches Quebec, Col.
Hughes insisted that it would be 150 miles
nearer to Portland than to St. John, he
cared not what route it took. Under the
amended contract the Grand Trunk Pacific
had the government at ts mercy and would
operate only the section from Winnipeg
to the eastward upon their own terms,
pending the completion to Moncton.

He contended that only by government
operation could the freight be retained for
Canadian ports. §

Borden Guardian of His Own Honor

R. L. Borden then offered a few words
in reply tothe premier's épeech of last
night. He commended the ~time minister
as having made a fair progiess in tne use
of quotations. He modestly d:eclaimed the
authorship attributed to him of the verses
quoted in hie previous epcech beginning
“Tomorrow and tomorrow ard tomorrow,”
and gave the author of Macketh the cred.t
with an alteration of seven words.

His estimate of the pre aicr’'s speech wa€
that it was full of eloguznie and poetry,
signifying nothing. He denied that the
government, if it extended the Intercolon-
ial to Georgian Bay, would have to buy a
fleet of steamere, and why could not the
grain be carried by the Canadian steamers
now in commiesion, or the work pe done
by a company controlled by the govern-
ment?

He denied that he had opposed the ex-
tension of the Intercolonial to Montreai,
but only to the improvident bargain that
had been made. Some stipulation should
now be imposed en the G. T. R. as well as
on the G. T. P. railway, else the former
will carry traffic from Georgian Bay to
Portland. i

On the Blair memorandum, Mr. Borden
declared, with some tartness, that he was
the guardian of his own honor. That
document, he maintained, really formed
one of the documents bearing on Mr.
Blair's resignation, and should have been
brought down to the house.

Borden Charges Liberals With Publishing
Private Documents.

Mr. Borden cited in the sessional paper®
of 1896 several letters from Conservatives
to Conservative ministers, marked “pri-
vate,” but which it suited the party coa-
venience to publish after the Liberals
came into power.

-cruiser Retribution, which, under instruc-
tions from the imperial government, sailed
from Kingston April 11 for a Nicaraguan
port in connection with the seizure of six
Caymen turtle schooners and the arrest
of their crews by Nicaraguan officials re-
turned to port Royal from the Nicaraguan
coast today after ascertaining that the
vessela and crew had been sent to Blue-
fields. . : ;

The captain of the Retribution accused
the Nicaraguan Commandant, under whose
orders the schooners were seized, of
piracy. There 1s consternation among the
Nicaraguan officials over the affair.

In this case it had
been agreed that the Van Buren company
chould sell the lands to the government for
$4,000, and that $400 should be paid to
them for their expenses. The government

In thore daye the news of the Rus-
sian diefister at Port Arthur would have
been unkngwn ‘on this- continent for
monfths after 'ite occurrence. The battle
of Watterloo had been fought five weeks
beford New York knew of ‘Napoleon's de-
feat.

;Slow as the world was at first to grasp
the full significance of thé telegraph, when
ite poasbilities were understood millions
upon millions were spent in linking to-
gother the ¢ 'ties of the world by wire. In the
year 1908, in Great Britain, 93,000,000 teie-
graph messages were transmitted, and in
the United States the number was almost
as great. The earth e girdled by cables
and land wires and a. rumor stanted in
Sapan or Ruesia is known herz the mome-¢
it beconies valuabl¢ enough to cable—and
frequently when it is mot worth the cost
of transmission.

Today; too, the admiral of an invisible
fleet receives news that brings him rush-
ing down upon an enemy his @couts have
enticed into a position 'favorable for at-
tuck. To prevent one combatant from in-
bercepting wireless . messages eent by
Bewspaper correspondents, the other com-
batant prohibite- the use of the wireiess
wystém by outsiders under pain of death.
““What wonders will the next sixty years
give to-the world? When one considers
the mirdcles ecience has wrought eince
the invention of the telegraph he may well
balieve that the wonders to come in the
next three score years will embrace many
tbat the most daring flight of the imagin-
etion doee not reach todey.

THE WATER SUPPLY.
_The publicity recentiy given to the
weakness of St. John's system of water
supply, the advance in the insurance ra‘e
and the Toronto fire have stirred the busi:
ness meh of ‘St. John to action. They
will mest today ‘to consider measures for
the proper protection of the city from fire
and for obtaining a supply of water suffi-
cient for heusehold and manufacturing
purposes. It is likely they will urge im-
mediute action by the mayor and common

" council whose duty it long has been to

deal with this question. It is clear that
the men who have been instrumental in
calling today’s meeting mean business. It
is mot to be expecied that they can at
snce decide what form the remedy for
existing con:di ,tions should take,but they can
at least make it immediately and abuad-
antly plain to the aldermen that a remedy
js to be found and applied wich as little
delay as possible. These business men
know that for years reports have been
prepared on this question. They knotv
that either the ocouncil distrusted the
knowledge of the men who made the re-
ports or were content to believe that the
time for action had not arrived.

But npav that time has come. Possibly

council to 'reacgnize the damger of
further delay. ‘On another page this morns:
ing are printed the views of severel citi-
| zens who have considered the water sup-
ply and who make suggestions concerning
its improvement. It may be necessary to
have an expert engineer examine the pres-
ent system and the lakes one-or another
of which it is proposed to reach directly
by & main or by an aqueduct connecting
with the reservoir. It is the opinion of some
of the gentlemen quoted that a connection
with Treadwell's Lake or Loch Lomond,
afiording a gravitation supply, would en-
able St. John to do away with the ordi-
pary fire engines and still give it a water
pressure of immense power. With such
a service, and perhaps two chemicals, the
insurance rate would fall to the lowest
notch.

Some no doubt will favor a cheaper

remedy with a pumping station of greater
. power than the existing“one. An ex-
pert’s estimate of the cost of the various
plane and the-benefits which would follow
the adoption of each would e necessary
before the council could decide which
' would be best for a city of St. John's
gize and financial resources.
_ Since this question was revived a few
days ago, many important business
lfouses have .received notice that they must
pay increased insurance. The increase in
some cases will be very large. ~ While this’
is to be regretted it will lead the business
men to push energetically for the reform
of the water supply until they get it.

STREET RAILWAYS AND CITIES.

“They are, actually making a noise in

larger portion of the earninge of the street
railway. The matter is of some inferest
here because of -the comtrast the newe
affords between St. John's eituation and
that of other cities. In many places the
citizens give the railway permission to
operate, but incist upon a ehare of the
profits. The people of St. John cannct do
that while the Street Railway Company’s
present charter holds. Some day it may
be found necessary to have it altered or
revoked. - The Halifax Echo, in repcrting
a meeting of the laws and privilegm'com-
mittee of the council there, says:—

“The matter of tram earnings was dis-
cussed and a return of the different
amounts paid to cities in Canada by tram
compani-e wae studied. One alderman raid
he noticed that Halifax had the least
favorable agreement with ite tram com-
pany as to the proportion of earnings pay-
able to the city. Halifax received from
the company last year $6,749, while the
city of Hamilton, with & population of
ebout one-fifth larger, about 51,000, received
§22,491. The committee decided to report
to the council that they were pleased to
note that the charter to the Halifax Tram
Company is for the ehorter period,
twenty-one years, and will expire in 1916,
and to recommend that a epecial meeting
of the council be called to deal with etreet
railway matters and see that the company
comply with the charter, especially with
regard to road paving, so that the prop-
erty will be kept up to a proper standard
and be a good aeset if the city decides to
take the road over when the charter ex-
pires.”

The people of St. John shou'd have
eome such hold upon the company whica
operates here. They may have it after o
while.

LEARNING FROM JAPAN,

A ‘leading British journal, discuseing
Admiral Togo’s success, regards his recent
strategy at Port Arthur as excelling any
ever displayed in similar circumetances.

By cunning and by boldness as well
Japan has eet the Powers to thinking
about the value of the battleshipe upon
which they have spent so much money. Ia
the war thus far, while the power of Rus-
sia’s fleet in Eastern waters has been re-
duced by one half, only one large vesvél,
the cruiser Variag, was sunk by gun-fire.
Al the otherw mow out of service were
destroyed or injured by torpedoes cr mines.

Had Japan, before the outbreak of this
struggle, been as far advanced in the use
of sub-marines as some of the other
nations are, the future of the battleship
| might have been even more problematical
than it now i=. Certainly the “mosquito”
fleet has justified ite existence many times
over within the last few months.

It can be guessed now that had Santiago
been held by Japanese instead of Span-
iards, the torpedo boats which eought
refuge there with Cervera’s cruisers would
not have remained idle during the weeks
an American fleet watched at the harbor's
narrow mouth, and part.cularly during the
period when Admirel Schley with only the
flying squadron wae on guard outside, for
fi's condon was much less carefully drawn
than that established by Admiral Samp-
son after he reinforced his junior and as-
eumed command. And it is not likely that
under s'milar circamstances Admiral Togo
would have steamed out, in broad daylight,
with his torpedo boat destroyers traiiing
helpless at the rear of his cclumn, to en-
gage a fleet more numerous and carrying
much heavier guns and armor, as Admiral
Cervera did. No one doubte the Spanish
.admiral'e courage, but cowrage is not
enough. Admiral Makaroff had courage.

THE VALUE OF MARKSMANSHIP.

An excited Canadian writes to the
Montreal Witness protesting that this
country is likely to be plunged into mili-
tarism by the proposal to train a fairly
farge number of its young men to shoot
and to take care of themselves under field
conditions. The Witness is opposed to
war and to the fuss and feathers of a large
military establishment, and thus far sym-
pathizes with its correspondent, but if re-

Halifax because the city does not get &

defence of their homes. “Had those in-
vaders,” eays the Witness, “not been meb
with rifle shots there was nothing else to
hinder them proceeding to Ottawa and
assuming the government of the country
and plundering it at their own sweet widl.
It is not only probable, but certain, that
the result of that would have been that
those mauraders would have been followed
by other hordes who, seeing that the
country had no defenders, would come and
dispute the rule of it with the first
marauders, and the country would not
only be plundered but bathed in blood.
When those marauders crossed our border,
however, they were met by the ping of
qifle bullets. ' Some of them fell. In some
of the raids some Canadians fell. But the
country remained at peace. The most
efficient work that was done im this con-
nection was by a score or so of Town-
ghip farmers hastily gathered under the
leadership o fone of them, Asa Westover.”

Most Canadians, as the Witness points
out, have no longer tthe second mature of
hunters and woodsmen. The best way to
defend the country and to avoid the evils
of militarism, therefore, is “to have a
universal army Tatent in a peaceful people,
and to have the service of defence treatted
as a perious duty. The best way to escape
the hedboring sergeant and the bullying
political colonel is that the training should
be a part of the education of the country.”
The -Witness, in giving this good advice,
speaks a strong word for the Boys’  pri-
gade, and adds:— :

“There is no part of education for peo-
ple who have to Live in communities more
important than to teach them in chitdhood
that they are not mere irresponsible indi-
viduals, knowing no will but their own,
but that they five in relation fto society.
Military ‘movement, and authority are of
high Value'in’ tedching this fundamental
truth.” Rt

. METHODS OF KILLING.

A curious argument which has many
participants in the journals of the day
has followed the destruction of Admiral
Makarofi’s flagsh'p and 700 nren. By some
it is maintained that the use of mines en-
tailing such horrors as that attending the
killing of this battleship’s entire company
is unjustifiable. Others hold that a quick
death such as the Russiane met is more
merciful than that which is commonly a
soldier’s fate, and that a wholesale slaugh-
ter tends to disgust the world wiwa war
and eo hasten the coming of a saner
method of scttling the quarrels of the
natisna.

The rules of civilized warfare prohibit
the uce of explosive projectles of less than
a'pound in weight, the poisoning of wel's
and etreams, and the employment of pois-
oned weapons.  For the rest it can seireely
be any wonse to blow up a ship than it s
to decimate a division by hurling it upon
an entrenched enemy and losing &me
thousands of men through wounds im-
mediately fatal or those which produce
death after long and dreadful suffering.
It ie no more humane to occupy a week
in destroying a thousand humen beings
than it ie to destroy them in a minute.

It does not appear that the losses in
war today are greater than they were many
yeal"s ago. The prophecy that modern ap-
pliances would prove so destructive that
men’ could no longer be led to battie is
unfulfilled, but that which happened to
Makaroff’s ehip and men can scarcely fail
to strengthen the hands of those whose
@im it is to abolish the arbitrament of the
eword. Their number grows rapidly year
after year. In time the world may listen
to them. A terrible war may swell their
ranks and their influence. The amazing
thing is that they cannot get a better hear-
ing now.

' .BOTH SIDES OF IT.

The sum and substance of the sort of
reciprocity that Canada seeks with us i3,
in its last analysis, merely a scheme by
which her people: can invade our home
market here in the United States with the
very articles that we ourselves produce
and supply it with. In other words, she
would have us make her a competitor in
the trade that we now control exclusively.
—New York Commercial.

Canada, at present is not “seeking” any
sort of reciprocity from the United States.
Such *“seeking” as is gcing on is all on
the other side of the line. Canada, of
course, will always reject any terms which
do not appeal to her statesmen as fair
and of advantage to this country.

The United States idea of reciprocity
with Canada is that we should open our
markets for the advantage of American
manufacturers, stcp manufacturing most
lines of goods in Canada, and settle down
to the mere selling of raw material in the
market which would be opened to us.

Just so long as this idea governs our
neighbors all talk about reciprocity is a
foolish waste of words. The Americans may
understand the attitude of Canada by the

time they have reconciled their own dif-
ferences in regard to the reciprocity mat-
ter. It will take them a long time to do
that, judgiug by recent developments.

On Monday next ‘the schooner Thistle,
which has been fitting out for a gold-
‘hunting trip, will sail from this port for
Abraham’s Bay, Labrador, via St. John's
(Nfild.) The vessel will carry men and
equipment for the purpose of engaging in
quartz gold mining as already told.

The Thistle is a two top master of 138
tons register, and has a carrying capacity
of 250 tons.

The Thistle is in command of Captain
L. Drew, of Newtoundland, with Rupert
Pye, of St. John, as mate. About a dozen
men will sail from this city, and at St.
John’s (Nfld.), fourteen more will be add-
ed. The value of machinery and provisions
on the Thistle is valued at $30,000.

Prospecting parties, each with two years
provisions, will be landed at Porcupine
River, Gros Water Bay, and at Hilick
Bay, and during the summer active mining
operations will be carried on at Abraham’s
Bay.

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NERCHANTS TODIY T0 THKE GRP ON
QUESTION OF BETTER WATER SERWCE

and Toronto Conflagration

Jump in Insurance Rates Started Them Thinking Seriously,

Was a Spur 1o Action—

Gravitation System from Donaldson Lake Finds
Favor — Alderman Macrae’s Views.

The merchants are to take a grip of the
question of increased fire insurance rates
this afternoon and, going further back,
they will-wrestle with the city water prob-
lem. They’re in earnest, too. This lifting
of fire insurance rates has brought mat-
ters to a head and something is to hep-
pen,.they say.

To some firms the increased rates of in-
surance means hundreds of dollars more
in premiums. They recognize that the fire
underwriters - would rather see a proper
water service than charge high rates, and
that the insurance men’s action has been
necessary for their companies’ protection.
But they do not like this increase in their
premiums, and they propose to see what
can be done for better water service.

The meeting will be held at 3.30 o’clock
this afternoon in the board of trade rooms.
When the fire insurance rates were raised
a couple of weeks ago there was t#lk of a
merchants’ meeting to discuss the situ-
ation. Then, a few days ago, notices were
sent out notifying certain firms of the
increase. This accelerated action, and
when the Toronto conflagration was read
of it made the need of action doubly neces-
sary. Yesterday the plans for the meeting

§-were decided upon.

Favors Gravitation System.

A prominent insurance man discussing
the situation yesterday said that the forty
cent increase will apply in all parts of the
city except Carleton. Being in low level
or high level service, whether situated
in a place where there is a fairly good
head of water or mnot, the increase wili
apply just the same. The city, he said,
needs two standard chemical engines, two
horses to each and a station for each.
There are certain matters connected with
the running of the fire department, he
says, which need attention also.

But what he, as an insurance man,would
like best to see is the supplying of the city
by gravitation and he believes Lake Don-
aldson will give what is needed. The lake,
he says, is 302 feet high and would give
the city a most satisfactory supply. There
would be great pressure and if the gravi-
tation system was introduced there would
be no need of a costly fire fighting equip-
ment. Two chemical engines and a re-
serve steam engine would be all the en-
gine apparatus necessary.

He pointed out that in the days of
Mayor Grant as chief magistrate of the
city an expert, Mr. Stetley, was brought
here and examined the city’s water ser-
vice and possibilities of supply. He sug-
gested and in fact gave his opinion that
the city’s water must be drawn from
Loch Lomond. But his report was pigeon-
holed and has never been acted upon.
Others have gone the same way.

The insurance man expressed his belief
that Loch Lomond and Lake Donaldson
were connected. bodies of water and that
by extending the city pipes to Lake Don-
aldson such a supply as will be entirely
satisfactory will be available.

-Suggestion That Expert Be Brought Here.
Yesterday the suggestion was made by

a business man that the city bring an ex-

pert here to look into the whole matter.

He would have Superintendent Murdoch's
information to work upon and this mer-
chant thought it would be just as well to
have an outside expert’s: views along with
the reports of the present superintendent.
At any rate the most urgent question
to be dealt with by the new city council
is that of water supply. The putting down
of a mew 36 inch main from the Marsh
bridge to the reservoir is another sugges-
tion which has been made but even that
would not give a good and constant sup-
ply in the summit houses. . e
Some contend that a much better sup-
ply than the present one could be got with
the present pipes, but that there must be
some obstruetion which reduces the press-
ure. This the superintendent flatly denies.
These matters will doubtless all have at-
tention this afternoon and the new civic
board will hear the opinions of the men
who pay much of the city bills, for they
express themselves thoroughly in earnest
over this question and mean to take action
which will lead to a better state of af-
fairs.
Ald, Macrae’s Views.

Ald. Macrae, who has for years favored
the extension of the system to Lake Don-
aldson, better known as Treadwell's Lake,
said to The Telegraph yestérday he- was
still of opinion that this ehould be done.
Lake Donaldson is quite close to Loch
Lomond, and the two appear to be con-
nected by some underground pessage, for
the surface of Donladson ‘rises and falls
with that of Loch Lomond. He beliéves
a ‘thirty-six-inch or forty-two-inch pipe
to Lake Donaldson would solve the prob-
lem. It would give St. John a gravitation
supply, which no other city of its size in
America has. That would bring insurance
‘rates down to the lowest possible point,
and would do away with the need of fire
engines, except one for emergency and one
or two chemical engines. Ald. Macrae be-
lieves that with a gravitation system from
Lake Donaldson, hose from a “hydrant be-
side Centenary church rwould throw a
stream clcar over the church. If it Were
found that an aqueduct from :Lake'Don-
aldson to Loch Lomond were needed, it
could be made. e
* Of course, he says, this echeme would

fite, he- contends, would be commensurate.
Th's was the scheme advocated by the.late
Gilbert Murdoch, when he was engineer
of the water department.  If all the money
epent on other experiments since had been’
spent on the extension to Lake Donaldson
it would have paid a considerable share
of the cost, and there would havebeen.a
great deal less money paid for insurance.

Some firms, Ald. Macrae pointe out, ara
now asked to pay K hundreds of dollars
more insurance. That is the same in efféct
as an increase in their taxes. . T

No estimate has been made of the cost
of extension to Lake Donaldgon, but Ald.
Macrae thinks that ehould be dome; and
steps taken at once toward giving:

WAS STRUCK DOWN
WITH A A

Nesw Brunswicker Named Kelly
.” Murdered in St. Alandre,

Has Accused Suicided ?—Lamber?, Charged

. Heuses

Additional particulars are.given of the
murder of Kelly, the Comnors (N.. B.)
lumberman in a Riviere du Loup despateh,
which says:—

A New Brunswicker named Kelly was
murdered at St. Alexandre, Kamouraska,

have commibtted the crime, is ‘thougnt to
nave suicided by burning his house down
and perishing in whe flanes.

It appears that a gang of about six or
seven log drivers left St. Alexandre on Fri-
day afternoon for lake St. Eleuthere,
which i$ about thirty miles back' of that

their way up.they stopped at a hut owned
by a lumberman named Alexander Bel-
anger, and occupied by a guardian named
Lambert. The latier has been guardian
for several years past, and was [ivirig alone
in the hut, and shantymen and others who
passed over that part of the country al
Wways stopped on their way up and down,
as it was just half way between St. Alex-
andre and Lake St. Eleuthere. During the
past winter it seems that about 300 shanty-
men passed up and down, and on one oc-
casion some of the men broke into a house
situated near the hut and caused consider-
able damage. This house belonged to Mr.
Belanger, who « gave instructions to. his
guardian not to allow any men to enter
it. On Friday evening the;gang of drivers
“them' out -immediately.
Cut His Facs Op-n. .
The mnten. tried to cenvingg him. that
they, would only remai a short. while to
rest, and. as they did not.meve Lambert
| geized an axe and struck one of the men,
named Kelly, across the face, cutting his
face open from ti® left eye to the chin.
‘Phe unfortunate victim naturally fell to
the ground, and was carried outside by his
comrades, a number of whom were also ut-
tacked by Lambert with his axe, but only
received slight bruises. Lambert, who is
a very strong man, and not very intelli-
gent, locked the door, and Kelly’s friends
placed him on a toboggan and started for
the mearest house with the victim, who
Kad not lost consciousness. Some of the
party went on ahead to secure the serviges
&f a physician, and also_ notify Sherift
Pouliot, of Riviere du Loup, which is
about twelve miles from St. Alexandre
station. Mr. Pouliot immediately proceed-
dd to the scene, so as to take Kelly’s ante-
mortem statement. However, when he
reached St. Alexandre, the vietim was un-
donscious and did not recover, his death
geourring at 3 o’clock Saturday.
! Sheriff Pouliot inmmediately returned bo
Riviere du Loup, and as a jusbice of tae
peace issued a warrant for the arrest of
Lambert. The warrant was handed to
High Constable Doucet, of Riviere du
Loup, who proceeded to St. Alexandre,
but as the accused knew him, he asked
Bailiff Oulette to serve the warrant. The
latter consented, and accompanied by a
man named Patrick Belanger, proceeded 6n
Saturday to serve the warrant.

Attacked the Corstab'e

_ When they reached Lambert’s hut the
latter said: “If you have come to arrest
me, you had better get out.”

The bailiff wanted to speak to him, but
he again seized the axe and aimed at Ou-
lette, the blow, however, not causing much
injury, as it struck the bailiff on the
ghouider. Oulette pulled out a revolver
and aiming at Lambert, fired, but the
shot went wild and both Oulette and Bel-
anger left the hut, and went to the nearest
house for help. The distance to be cov-
ered was about one mile, and after secur-
ing the services of six men, Bailiff Qulette
returned tb arrest Lambert.

Upon approadhing the place on their re-
turn, great was the surprise of the party
%o see the hut in flames, which in a short
while had completely destroyed tae prop-
erty. The alleged murderer was nowhere
to be found, and there wére no traces in
the snow around ' ‘tie’ property; conse-
quently it is surmised that seeing the pesi-
tion in which he tas, Lambért'set fire' to
the hut and committed suitide. This hap-
pened on Saturday ‘evening,’ an® whether
or not Lambert is in ithe ruins’canmot be
ascertained - untt' search thas beén made
after the debris has-cooled. * Coroter Lan:

Conflagration Raged Tt 7.30 A. M. Wednesday—More Than
200 Business Houses Swept Away—Bills Partially -
Through Legislature Burned and House's Sitting
Indefi-itely Prolonged — What Diffcrent -
Insurance Companies Lose.

Toronto, April 20—(Special)—The latest
estimates place ‘the loss of the fire at
8,000,000, with $6,000,000 insurance. The
fire covered an area oI fAfty acres and 222
firms were burned out.

Night Watchman Johnston, who was
ghe first to see the fire, tells the following
story:

“About 8 o’clock I was standing 6n the
corner of Bay and King streets talking
with Watchman Bell. Leaving him I came
along Wellington street till 1 came tq the
west side of Currie's premises, where a
lane is. I smelled smoke and turned into
the lane to investigate. I had not gone
far when I hecard a roaring sound. [
rushed to' the back of the building and
there 1 saw a fire shooting up the eleva-
for shaft. Tt looked as if it had been going
for several minutes, Turning without try-
ing to get in, I started to run for the
fire alamn box. Before I got out of the
lane I fell losing a few seconds, When 1
got back from iturning in the alarm, the

flames completely enveloped the rear end

of the Currie building.

“Gau:e of Fire,

‘ “Ag to the cause of the fire T am not
gupe. But in my opinion it wgs electric
wires that were resporsible. There was
a heating apparatus, but I do not thimnk
that this woud have anything to do with
it. And as to anyone being in the building,

¢ 1 feel sure there was no one around. Every

door was padiocked.”

As soon as Warwick, Rufter & Co's
premises caught fire all the ladies in the
Queen Hotel were rtemoved to other
hotels, and when a slight outbreak of fire
occurred in the south ‘east wing of the
building there was a general clearing out.
Legisature Biils Burned.

At Warwick Bros. & Rutter there was
over $20,000 worth of legislative printing
under way. A number of government offi-
¢ials who were at the parliament buildings
when the fire broke out,hurried down and
succeeded in saving a great deal of the
manuscripts. All' the third reading of
bills, however, were destroyed, ‘and  as
the law requires that they must be print-
ed before the lieutenant governor can give
the assent to them, it means that the
prorogation of the legislature will be in-
definitely postponed. Beyond the delay
and inconvenience, the only loss that will
result to the Ontario government Wi. be
of a considerable amount of type.

Liquor Bill Went Up in Smoke.

The liquor bill, which had been drafted
and was lying locked up in the composing
room was' among the lost.

The struggle to save the Telegram budld-
ing was heroic. It was in the very path
of the fire, during the early part of the
night. Buildings were burned all around
it, but fire after fire was extinguished. Its
escape was due to the fact that there was
a good fire wall, and a private brigade at
work.

Senator Cox and a party viewed the
fire for several hours from b
Canada Life building. The senator said
the conflagration was the most devastating
that ever took place in Toronto.

From Wellington sireet, where stood the
massive six story warehouse occupied by
Gillespie, Ainshe & Co. and other firms
the sweep of destroying elements lass
night took the area west on Wellingtion
dtreet, north side, to the vacant lot separ-
ating the Suckling & Ivy warehouse north
on Bay street to the Toronto Engraving
Company and across the sireet to the
Telegram -(newspaper), wihich was partially
damaged, and south on that gide, com-
pletely gutting the three adjoining build-
ings; then west along Wellington street,
avoiding the low building on the north-
east corner. On the south of Wellington
street the fine four-story building of stone
and brick of Wyld, Darling Cgmpany was
garcrificed, and the flames went east to
the Union Bank. building, .which -was
saved. On Wellington street, west of Bay,
the old Brock warehouse, almost a land-
mark, fell a prey to the flames, which
came from Rolph, Smith & Brown Bros.’
factories. South the conflagration extended
into the rear of the warehouse on the
north side of Front street, from Bay to
Warwick, and scorching the Queen Hotel.
Both sides of Bay street are aiso in ruins,
involving the loss of every building in the
block bounded by Bay and Lorne streets,
and the esplanade was destroyed.

In all 123 buildings were consumed. The
printing and sibationery business will be
paralyzed, the six largest firms in Canada,
Barwick Bros. & Rutter, Buntin Reid,
Brown Bros.,, Barber & Ellis, Copp &
Clark and Davis & Henderson, have
completely destroyed. Several railways had
timetables, upon which there was an im-
mense amount of work, in ‘the hands of
these publishers.*

In the early stage of the fire Chief
Thompson sustained serious injury.. He
with several firemen was on the top floor
of a high building endeavoring to check
the @pread of the fire. When their posi-
tion became untenable it was found im-
possible o reach them wWith ladders. The
men then made the hose fast inside the
burning building and slid down ome by
one. Chief Thompson was the- last to leave
the building and did not succeed in get-
ting a good grip on the hose. His descent
was so rapid that he struck the pavement
with such force as renered him unconsei-
ous. He was conveyed ‘to the emergency
hospital. Several ‘bomes were broken in
one of his legs and the ligaments torn
away.

During the progress of the fire eight
firemen were conveyed to the emergency
hospital, but their injunies were not Very,
serious—mostly cuts and burns.

The story that a commercial traveller
probably lost ‘his life is not confirmed.

A number of government officials who
were at the parliament buildings when
the fire broke out hurried down to the
printing offices and succeeded in saving &
great deal of manusoripts. All the third
readings of bills before the legislature,
however, were destroyed, and oas the law
requires that the bills must be printed
before the lievterant governor gives assent
to them, the prorvogalion of the legislature
will be indefinitely postpened,

The labor party elected two of their
three men, and one of these, as already
stated polled the largest vote and had the
Jargest majority in the swhole list.

Of those elected in yesterday’s contest
the majarity , are Conservatives in pro-
vincial and federal polities, but several
Conservatives were also defeated. Party
lines, however, were not generally drawn
in the contest. One ballot, freely circulat-
ed, aimed at the defeat of three Conser-
vatives, but two of them were elected. Of
the aldermen who vwere defeated, three
were Liberals and two Conservatives.

There will be ten of the old members

WORK IN JAMAICA

Engineer Visiting the City—Sir Wm.
Van Horne's Line Completed.

W. H. Anderson, C. E., formerly of the
Glasgow & South Western engineering
staff, and latterly of the government rail-
way in Jamaica, is visiting ait the residence
of P. Campbell, Hazen street.

in later June, but as we neared Gree:ze
the weather becan.e much cooler so that
our wramest wraps were brought into use.
We landsmen concluded it was “a cold
wave.” We arrived at Pirzus—the harbor
for Athens—at 6 in the morning of March
25, and as soon as breakfast was over we
took train to Athens, a distauce perhaps
of five miles, where carriages for all our
800 awaited us. In companies and under
instructors we drove to places of interest,
as the ruins of the Temple of the Olym-
pian Jove, the Temple of Theseus, the
Tower of the Winds, the Prison of So-
arates, the Acropolis, and many other
points. We were lunched at the grand
hotels Bretagne and Splendid. On Satur-
day we had mo carriages but strolled
among the sights, illustrating our past-
reading and laying foundations for reading
in days to come. Nearly all the delegates
attended the- Sunday morning service on
Mars Hill where Dr. Potts, of Toronto,
preached. “Our own Dr. Potts,” as we
(anadians are in the habit of speaking of
him. Our United States delegates were
in rapture over him. Of more than 170
thinisters - among us, many are eloquent,
But in Dr. Potts there’ is, besides elo-
quence, a power which places him easily
first of all.
+ We have a very choiee company of dele-
gates, among which there are very few
juveniles. Many of them have at least
reached middle life, well read, intelligent
and noble charactered. But of course in
so large a company there are a few boast-
ful ones nvho' seem' mott to know that earth
was made other than for themselves alone.
The visit to Constantinople will long be
remembered. . We arrived there in the
evening, but did not go ashore 4ill the
next morning, when carriages were pro-
vided for the whole day. We visited the
old mosque of St. Sophia, a building with a
history, as other places which we visited.
: In one of the Sultan’s palaces we were
treated to light refreshments. The “Dalma
Baghtcheth” is the palace of a former Sul-
tan, and is incomparably beautiful. The
Grecian- king’s palace -at Athens is far
from being its gqual, In the royal treas-
ury were ancient relics taken in conquest.
Armour, swords and other objects blazing
with jewels rare and costly; rugs and
garments embroidered with pearls and

| jewels,-such as %e dead of, but which no

imagination can: picture ko the exteny
which we saw. ' The museums contained
sculptures, inscriptions, ete. ~Grecian,
Assyrian, Bgyptian and: other illustrating
skilled anrts, andsstrange histories of other
ages. Among these a visitor would like
to linger 'long or“go often. Our good ship
lay at the pier, dand we returned to it for
meals. This was the first time we had
put into a dockisince we left New York.

The treatment accorded us in this city
was as good as could be given to visitors
in St. John, The United States consul-
general had well prepared our way, and
we had just about the freedom of the city.
Of course there #ere soldiers, and perhaps
detectives, at every turn, but all were
courteous and Kind., Our i#mpression in
general was that these were a fine looking
lot of men. .

Of women we, of course, did not see so
mueh. Reliable informants told us that
the veil is gradually disappearing from
their garb, giving place to, the more gen-
eral European dress. The missionaries
told us that the women crave. knowledge,
and are very bright to take advantage of
it. Dogs in Constantinople are almost as
plenty as mosquitos in New Brunswick. I
counted a large mumber lying on the dock
in the length of our ship. Nobody seemed
to notice them. They are a distressed
looking lot, short haired and of a dirty
yellow color.

Qur wvisit to Robert College was #adeed
a pleasant one. The buildings are finely
situated on a high hill overlooking the
narrowest part of the Bosphorus. . Its
equipment is very thorough, and many of
us became deeply interested in the Chris-
tian educative work which such an dnsti-
tution is doing. In our hearts we prayed
that the bright looking students might be-
come a power in advancing Christ’s king-
dom in Turkish lands.

As we were leaving dock a beautiful
floral piece was sent aboard. Its size
was about three feet square. The ground
work was pink flowers, with a crescent
and star worked in white flowers. It was
addressed “To the Nobles on board the
Grosser Kurfurst,” from Roberty ILevy.
We understood:'that he was the owner of
the bazaar at which our people bought
many souvenirs.

Leaving here we sailed up the beautiful
and histonic Bosphorus until we reached
the Black Sea, when we turned and sailed
(steamed) back. This gave us a splendid
view of the pretty towns, old forts and
ancient ruins on the shores. Apart from
the associations the shores reminded me
much of the lower St. John river. Robert
College was in full view, and as we steam-
ed by the students came out and gave us
a farewell salute, to which we warmly re-
sponded, our good ship aiding nvith three
lusty whistles. Thus we Dade adieu to the
much abused. but to us very interesting
shores of Turkey, and steamed for Smyrna
our next place of landing.
