FASHION CHIT-CHAT.

New York, April 21.
SPRING HATS AND BONNETS.

New and pretty models in the spring
hats or bonnets are putting in a fresh ap-
pearance every day, and each latest mar-
vel of the milliner’s fancy seems still
lovelier than the last. The season has
been so backward that as yet few of the
new bonnets have appeared upon the
promenade, buf the advent of Easter
Sunday brought out quite enough to con-
vince one that the spring was really here,
and that the winter's velvets and furs

might now be laid aside. The hats are
now worn tilted back upon the head so as
to display the heavy cornet braid upon
the foréhead, or the mass of frizzes and
curls which now tower hﬁx up to form
the front of the coiffure. e sole differ-
ence In the hat and bonnet appears to be
the use of or dispensing with strings.
The prettiest and most becoming strings
are those of plain or dotted lace, with a
narrow border, which are tied in a neg-
lige knot beneath the chin. Ribbons of
medium width are also worn.

Straw is the prevailing material for
hats, and a novelty in the way of spring
and summer trimmings is the profusion
of feathers employed for garniture. Soft
curling plumes in the loveliest tints are
found nestling side by side with luxurious
flowers and & profusion of lace and rib-
bon upon the same chapeau. Black vel-
vet and black ribbons are much in vogue
for bonnet garniture. A verystylish and
novel hat, suitable for a brunmeite, is a
fine white chip; trimmed withblack velvet

roses, with along trailing garland of buds
and leaves, which are trimmed  around
the crown and fall-over the brim af the
back with long loops and ends of black
velvet; strings of pink ribbon. Another
hat, which is similar in style, is trimmed
with black plumes and rose-colored silk.

Ac hat of rice straw is trim-
med with turqueise biue silk and  salmon
colored crape. Upon one side is a large
bow of both materials, fastened with a
pearl buckle, and ending in side lappets
which fall at the back. A long white
flower curls spove the erown with clus-
ters of blue flowers in fyont. Strings of
blue ribbon. 4 .

Bonnets: of crape, in different tints,
and also of black lace, will be worn as
the season advances. A very stylish hat
of black lace is trimmed with a wide
black watered ribbon, lined with pale
sn‘lﬂmon grt;e grain—arranged as :ﬂgcarf-—
a cluster of ted roses and jet agraffe upon
one side, with black lﬁ :

A bonnet of pale gréén crape
of shaded green feathers
front toward the back of the crown, and
a bandean of white apple blossoms. Upon
one side a tiny humming bird nestles in
& crape rosette. -

' EVENING COSTEMES.
A1l the new evening dresses have the

|low corsage, and are generally laced in

the back, with points both back and
front.. Fichus of tulle sre somtimes
worn to help conceal the meck, while
others have a Iow bertlia of ruches and
lace. Garlands of flowers are used for
heading skirt trimmings, and are dispos
ed in bouquets upon the eorsage, and in
the coiffare. A beautiful dress for a
young belle is of rose colored silk, with
tarletan over-dress. The trained skirt
ixtas a deep flounce of silk gathered upon

The overdress of white tarletan dotted
with pink forms a puff behind, and has a
deep scalloped flounce which extends to
the waist in front. A sash of broad pink
ribbon is coquettishly looped upon one
side, Round oorsage of pink silk with
tarletan bertha and pink ribbon bows
upon the front.

A lovely costume of very light blue fa-
jlle is_richly trimmed with flounces of
wide point applique. One flounce of lace
is placed across the front breadth and
headed with a garland of roses. Another
flounce extends across the train, and is
carried up the sides of the waist. This,
also, is headed with flowers. The pointed
corsage is laged in the back, and has a
bertha of point applique, short puffed
sleeves, and rosesupon the shoulders and
front of the corsage.

White tarletan will be much used for
evening watering place toilettes and are
very beautiful with their profuse garni-
ture of flowers. They may be made up
.to wear over silk slips, or over double
skirts of tarletan. A pretty model of the
latter style is of white tarletan, has the
trained skirt entirely composed of large
puffs and flowers of the same size, alter-
nating.

A slip of blue satin has an overdress of
white tulle. Upon the train there is a
deep full puff of tulle, headed with a deep
flounce. This flounce extends across the
front breadth and is placed across the
back to simulate a tunic extending to the
waist upon the sides. The flounce is
headed by a very full, double box plaiting
of tulle. in which clusters of blue and
white flowers are placed at intervals. A
short tunic in front, with deep flounce,
headed with box plaitings afd flowers,
and long, full drapery at the back with
festooned puff. Pointed corsage of blue
satin with bertha of flowers, bordered on
either side with a deep frill of point ap-
plique. Short puffed sleeves. Pearl or-
naments, and wreath of blue flowers in
the hair. Blue satin shoes, with Louis
XV. heels.
