THE BEECHER SCANDAL. ;
NEw YoRk, July 14.

Francis D. Moulton appeared before
the Beecher Investigating Committe>,
last evening, in obedience to a request,
and made a statement declining to tell
what he knew about the scandal until
Beecher and Tilton had both gone before
the Committee together, and each made
his statement. If, after hearing them.,
the Committee could not effect g settle-
ment of the whole difficulty between tne
parties, and still desired to hear him
(Moulton), he would then tell the truth
and the whole truth. He said he was a
persbnal friepd of both parties, and had
acted as umpire between them, and he
thought that thc whole matter might be
settled if Beecher would make a state-
ment. relieving Tilton from - unjust
charges and insinuations against him- by
Plymouth Church and Dr. Bacon, and,
when he was set right, Moulton believed
that both parties should refuse to re-open
the dificulty merely to gratify. public cu-
riosity. After leaving the committee,
Moulton stated to a reportér that he
loved Beecher as he-did-the -apple- of his
eye, but that he would not stand and see
Theodore Tilton erncified.

A Lerild reporter learns from undoub’-
ed authority that Mrs. Tilton went before
the Committee against her husband’s
wishes or knowledge, and that, in conse-
qn?nce, Tilton had separated from his
wife. 5 :

The ' Brooklyn Argus says Theodore
Tilton's letter, printed yesterday, con-
vinced the public that he intended to lay
before the Investigating Committee the
sworn details in the monster scandal; and
to-day we have from the highest sources,
an admission that the friends of Mr.
Beecher are endeavoring to effect 2 com-
promise which shall prevent the publica-
tion of the lengthy statement promised
by Tiiton. The committee will consent
tone such proceedings and the inves-
tigation must go on. All the facts ob-
tainable are to be bronght cut before the
members of the Committee, who will
make a‘report. Mr. Tilton; with-his wit+
nesses, is to be heard, unless the present
effort to compromise the matter is suc-
cessful. It'is now established that Mr.
Tilton was not aware of the existence of
an Investigating, Committee in the Ply-
mouth Church ‘‘case, till ° after
Mrs. Tilton had appeared before
the Committee to give her testimony.
It farther appears that when Mrs. Tilton
appeared before the committee, she
answered only leading questions put to
her in advance by Mr. Beecher’s counse'.
It also appears that, after the publication
of Mr. Tilton's letter, addressed to' Dr.
Bacon, Mrs. Tilton left her home in
Livingston street. © Mr. Tilton and the
children continued to occupy the house,
and bie receives his friends there.  Mrs.
Tilton is now sojourning in a family who
are friends of Mr. Beecher. It is not
understood that a formal separation has
taken place between Mr. and Mrs. Tilton.
