How can we make the 
Farm Pay?

To the thoughtful farmer this is the 
question of the hour, and one of vijal 
importance. The past year has been 
one of exceedingly low prices for all 
farm pr ducts, and it has been only 
by the most careful management that 
farmers have held their own, much 
less realising any profits from their 
labors. The new year will be much 
like the old, in this respect. Wise 
and observing farmers, instead of 
being unduly discouraged, will profit 
by past experiences, and be the better 
prepared to win success where mis- 
takes and failures have occurred. 
One way to make the farm pay is to 
have something to turn into money 
every day in the year, as nearly as 
possible. The farmer who grows 
special crops receives large sums of 
money when his crops hits well and 
he happens to find a good market for 
the same. His receipts necessarily 
come in periodically. But to the 
general farmer there must be a steady 
income to meet the constant demand 
made upon him. The farmer who 
makes it a point to sell more than be 
buys every time he goes to town, will 
at the end of the year find that he has 
accumulated quite a nice little sum of 
money. Too many men think it 
beneath their dignity to grow or sell 
anything but the leading farm pro. 
ducts. They would not be caught 
taking any sort of garden truck or 
poultry products to market, even if 
they would convinced that there was 
money in it. To make the farm pay, 
the farmer must not only plough 
and sow, reap and mown intelligently, 
but must market his surplus at the 
right time. Some farmers seem to 
have a knack of hitting the market: 
when it reaches the highest point, 
while a neighbor may have the same 
crops and just as good, but by selling 
too soon or holding too long, will not 
realize more than half as much money 
from the same area under cultivation, 
—Ohio Farmer.

FARMERS’ POULTRY RAISING GUIDE,1. PALL 1886. Keeping Onions through the 
Winter Months.

Different methods are recommended 
for keeping onions through the win- 
ter, one of which, allowing the bulbs 
to freeze, may be a safe method, but 
on some accounts is not one to be de- 
wired, for the reason that it frequently 
happens that in the midst of winter 
there may be an active demand for 
onions, when the weather would admit 
of shipment, but the bulbs are frozen 
hard; for that reason to keep in a 
cellar is more desirable if the condi- 
tions are favorable. In the first place 
the crop should be well cured and 
thoroughly dried off, so that the tops 
are very dry. This is best accom- 
plished while they are lying upon the 
dry earth in the hot sun i in the next 
place the cellar should be reasonably 
dry and goal I the nearer the freezing 
point the better. The crop ma, be 
put in with or without the tops being 
cot.

The members of the Park Association held 
a meeting at the Queen last night and a code 
of rules and bye-laws for the governing of 
the association were drawn up and passed.

The following is an extract from the 
Toronto Globe's report of the proceedings in 
the Ontario Legislature, February 3, 1871:—

Mr. Blake moved the following resolu­
tion:—

€6 That ths cold-blooded murder (for his 
outspoken loyalty to the Queen) of Thomas 
Scott, lately a resident of this Province, and 
an emigrant thence to the North-West, has 
impressed this House with a deep feeling of 
sorrow and indignation, and in the opinion of 
this House every effort should be made to 
bring to trial the perpetrators of this great 
crime, who as yet go unwhipt of justice.”

After tracing the progress of the rebellion 
in 1870, Mr. Blake said —Now, sir, I turn 
to the particular event with which my motion 
has to deal. Biel, at an early period of the 
osurrection, took control. There was, as I 
bave frankly stated, some ground for dissatis- 
faction, but while 1 am prepared to admit 
this, I cannot go as far as Dr. Tupper, who 
stated in Parliament that from whet he had 
seen in the North-West the people were 
almost justified in whet they did. While I 
am disposed to treat leniently anything which 
may properly be called a political offence, I 
cannot treat this murder as a political offence, 
if it were to be so treated. 1 call your atten- 
tion, sir, to o mode in which the 'political 
offences’ of the victim were treated by Riel. 
What, I ask, was his crime Ph was loyalty 
to bit: Queen, loyalty to the Constitution, 
loyalty to the country.
