Lambeth, May 29.—Clad in their
best clothes, with faces scrubbed to
a polish and eyes bright with excite-
ment, some 80 pupils of the Lambeth
school greeted Baron Byng of Vimy,
governor-general of Canada, when
he visited that institution shortly
after noon today.

The children formed up in front of
the school, were all eyes when the
tepresentative of the king, accom-
panied by his honor, Col. Harry
C'ockshutt, lieut.-governor of On-
tario, Col. Robert McEwen and Major
Gordon, A. D. C., stepped from the
motor in which he is traveling. Un-
der the direction of Principal C. C.
Weinham and Miss V. E. Marr, the
expectant pupils welcomed his_ex-
cellency with the singing of “O Can-
ada.” Following this ths chairman,
Col. W.' H. Moore, Lambeth, intro-
duced Col. McEwen, who in turn in-
troduced Baron Byng. A short
prayer was offered by Rev Mr.
Blatchford.

Miss Beryl Nichols then read the
address of welcome to the distin-
zuished visitor. The address was as
follows: “On. behalf of the school
children, teachers and trustees of
school section No. 17, Westminster,
and the people herg assembled, 1 wish
to extend to you, Lord Byng, a
hearty welcome. It is a great honor,
indeed, to hiave with us on this oc-
casion the  representative of our
king, and especially soin the
person of one who brings with
him such an enviable war record as
joes Lord Byng. It is an honor which
wea shall not, soon forget, and I am
ure that we shall always remember
{ord Byng, not oy gs/ our governor-
general, ~but a8 one who takez a
whole-hearted interest in Canada
and in Canadian life.

pression on the gathering by

Baron Byng, in talking to the
youngsters, thanked them for their
warm welcome, He declared that to-
morrow would be a whole holiday. “I
will convey your message of loyalty
to the king,” he said, “and tomorrow
yvou will have a whole holiday. 1
want you to remember that it is a
holiday from King George, as I am
his representative here and I know
he would give you one himself if he
were here. I want you to have a good
holiday and a happy one. I thank
you again for your warm welcome.”

Following the governor-general.
Col. Harry Cockshutt, lieutenant-
governor, spoke briefly, urging the
children to study, in order to fit
themselves for the future burdens
that they will have to take up. He
told them to be honorable and truth-
ful Canadians, and to extend them-
selves to help those not so fortunate.

At th conclusion of Col. Cockshutt’s
speech, all joined in singing the Na-
tional Anthem, after which Baron
Byng mingled with the crowd, shak-
ing hands and talking to all. One
little incident stood out above the
others.

BIG CATTLE SHIPMENT

Animals Number 1,165—The
Largest Consignment Since
Beginning of War.

NEW GITY SCHOOL
WILL BE BUILT ON
ORNER PROPERTY

London West Building To
Face Empress Avenue and

Wharncliffe Road.

CHURCH IN FAVOR

As result of action taken by
the members of St. George's Anglican
Church, the new school in London
West will be built facing the corner
of Empress avenue and Wharncliffe
road. -
The members of the church veoted
almost unanimedsly in favor of ac-
cepting' $15,000 offered by the school
board for the corner property upon
which new stands the Sunday school
‘building.  The conditions governing
the sale were also accepted.
One of the most beautiful buildings
in London will ‘be built on the site,
according to B. N. Campbell, chair-
man of the grounds and building
committee of the board of education.
It will cost $180,000, and eventually
will contain twenty classrooms, suf-
ficient it is expected to serve the
whole of London West for many
years to come.

Will Beautify Front.
In accordé with the conditions
stipulated in the offer to the church
people, ithe school will stand 65 feet
back from Wharncliffe road. The
front will be made beautiful with
lawns and flowers.

identification has been so easily and
g0 quickly accomplished. Both
brothers were famous for the large
and multi-colored attoeing that cov-
ered their bodies. Sidney especially
was almost covered with the little
red and blue marks of the artist's
needle, and though William was not
g0 fully decorated yet there was
enough make identification an
easy matter for even the amateur
sleuth.

Sidney has a beautiful American
Spread Eagle on his chest, surround-
ed hy a most lifelike representation
of the greatest of the plainsmen,
“Buffalo Bill” a waslng stars &nd
stripes, and figure of the pajron #zint
of England, St. George. holding/" a
cross. On his left arm he has a
large sunflower, and this is not the
end of his personal decorations. There
is a Scotch soldier and a pugilist on
the right arm, and every finger on
both hands has some little bit of
tattooing.

Fewer Marks.

His brother William is very little
behind in the way of needle marks.
The official description of him says.
“he has a head, a leg, a star, and a
spake and hird tattooed on the left
arm, and there is also a scar on the
back of the right hand.”

SUPRENE COURT
JUDGE SALARIES
SET BY MINISTER

Department of Justice To
Amend Judges’ Act Regard-
ing Yearly Stipends.

APPLY TO PROVINCE

Canadian Presz Despatch.

Ottawa, Ont., May 29.—Notice has
been given by the minister of justice
of intention to move a resolution ta
amend the Judges Act by providing
that the salaries of the judges of the
supreme court of Ontario shall be as
follows: The chief justice of Ontario
$10,000 per annum: the chief justice
of the seond divisional, court. $16,
000; eight justices of appeal, each
$9,000; nine judges of the high court
divigion eaeh $9,000.

“Provided,’ the resolution adds,
“that the judge who at present holds
| the office of just justice of the ex-
c¢hequer division and the judge who
at present holds the office of chief
justice of the common pleas shall,
respectively and irrespective of the
division appellate or high court, to
which he may be assigned, continue
to receive salary of $10,000 which he
is now receiving instead of the salary
which he would otherwise receive;
that upon a vacancy occurring in
the office of the chief justice of ex-
chequer division or in the office of
the chief justice of the common pleas,
the salary of such chief justice shall
cease; and provided moreover that,
when the two last mentioned offices
shall have been abolished, the chief
justice who may be. appointed to
preside over the high court division
shall receive a salary of $100,000 per
annum and the number of salaries

HUNT FOR CAUSE
OF MANY DEATHS
IN WOMAN'S HOME

Police Active While Lansing
Resident Faces Poisoning
Charge.

BOARDER IS HELD

Claims White Powders Admin-
istered To Settle Child’s
Stomach.

Lansing, Mich, May 29.—While
Mrs. Emma Kopple is awaiting trial
here in connection with the death by
poisoning of her 12-year-old foster
son Harry, police are seeking to,learn
the cause of at least nine deaths in
her household within a decade.

So the following deaths are report-
ed in Mrs. Kopple's family:

A Coldwater state schoolbey being
boarded at the Kopple home.

Mrs. Kopple’'s nine-day-old baby
Rose.

Pearly Klausg, her niece.

A little boy, unnamed, also being
boarded.

A child known only as “Shaw.”

A child of Traugetee Hedrick. (Mrs
Kopple is said to have acted as house-
keeper at the home of Otto Hedrick in
Deckerville.)

" Three children by her first husband,
Newton Higgins, with whom she said
she lived in St. Louis, Mich.

Mrs. Kopple has admitted the
deaths of the first four, but denies all
knowledge of any  child named
“Shaw” or any ‘child of Traugetee
Hedrick’'s.” No ghild died at the
Hedrick home while she was there,
she said yesterday. That there was
any mystery in connection with these
deaths Mrs. Kopple vigorously denies.

With Jim Shannon, a boarder at
the Kopple home here, Mrs. Kopple
is held in connection with the death
of her foster child. She repeated, in
her interview yesterday, that Shan-
non gave the boy “white powders to
settle his stomach’” when the child
became ill. “I wanted to get a doc-
tor, but Jim Shannon said to give
him some more powder,” she said.
“] didn’'t give it to the boy. Jim
Shannon did.”

There is another rumble from the
regions of the fire department. Ald.
Albert Judd, chairman of the finance
committee, has an appointment at
the central hall tonight with a depu-
tation of firemen. Although he left
early-this morning for Sarnia he will
endeavor to be back in time for the
desired conferance.

The chairman presumes that the
meeting pertains to the proposed “in-
vestigation” of the department, long-
heralded, but long delayed.

“One of thém' called me up and
asked if I would meet them Tuesday
night,” Ald. Judd explained to The
Advertiser last night. “I don’'t know
how many of them will be there, but
[ infer that it is the 15 or so mem-
bers of the department who recently
signed a petition to Mayor Wenige
asking for an immediate survey of
the department. I will hear what
they have to say in any event. They
bave not intimated just what they
want with me but I presume that it
is in this connection.”

At the next regular session of the
city council the cost of the suggested
probe of the fire and police depart-
ments will be submitted by Mayor
Wenige, the figures being secured,
with the approval of the aldermen
from the local branch of the citizens’
research bureau. It is said thag the
price is quite reasonable.

It was Ald. Judd’s suggestion to the
council that in view of the charges,
and counter-charges, of recent weeks,
against the fire and police depart-
ments, and the continued threats and
appeals for investigations. that they
enter negotiations with the bureau
for an impartial independent survey
of these and all other branches ot
municipal endeavor considered neces-
sary.

DE VALERA ASKS
ALL REPUBLICANS
 T0 DISGARD ARMS

Sinn Fein Chief Shows Sudden
Change of Front in State-
ment.

AMMUNITION DUMPED

Says Republic Cannot Be De-
fended by Force and Urges
Election Campaign.

Associated Press Despatch.
Dublin, May 28.—Captured docu-
ments made public today by the Free
State government show that Eamon
De Valera and his “chief-of-staff,”
Frank Aitken, have definitely ordered
a cessation of active hostilities by the
Republicans admitting that “the Re-
public can no longer be defended suc-
cessfully by your arms.”

The statement emanating from De
Valera comes as a quick change of
attitude on the part of the Republican
leader, and is regarded in Free State
quarters as proving the effectiveness
of the government's campaign.
Scarcely more than a week ago, in
a statement sent to the Associated
Press, he declared that the one-sided
truce *could not continue indefinitely,
but this brought no response from
the government, and the document
now made public shows he has
brought the fighting to a definite end.
Will Dump Arms.

There will be no formal surrender
of arms, but the order signed by
Aitken that they shall be dumped is
almost the equivalent for arms dumps
are easily discovered by the I'rece
State patrols. It is believed the Re-
publicans now are likely to concen-
trate their efforts upon the election
campaign, believing that their
chances of influencing the voters are
gredter with the cessation of the
armed campaign and attacks on
property.

Definite abandonment of the state
of war is expected to prove embar-
rassing to the government, whose
imprisonment and military r..asures
have up to this time been legally jus-
tified by the decision of the courts
that they were necessary to the cam-
paign against the Irish.

ing the situation, and it is now af-
fected hyl the inclusion of the Grand
Trunk Lln'e:i and having in minud
oth(jr conditions which the re-organ-
Ization of so vast a system involyves,
Your directors feecl it necessary to
warn the owners of the system that
the present year is not likely to show
any great advance in operating pei
tormancv. except as the situation max
be improved by increased traffic, an:
}\'hlle there may be an improvement
in the traffic retdrns in the months
prior to t_ho_ crop movement, it is
rather optimistic to expect a greatc:
Seasonal movement than took place
in the last quarter of 1922. As the
rates over the entire vear will be a:

I was the only time-sen-
tence prisoner with whom they were
permitted to talk—because I was the
only one they ever saw there—and
the talk was supposed to be confined
to matters pertaining to their busij-
ness with that office, such as getting
supplies. But that rule was not en-
forced very strictly, and the result
was that I became rather well ac-
quainted with all five,

One by one, as their respective days
came round they were led out to die.
Four of them had chosen to be shot,
and one—with an expressed desire to
put the authorities to as much
trouble as possible—had chosen to be
hanged, which necessitated the build-
ing of a scaffold.

From all this I learned one thing:
for my peace of mind it were better
that I did not get acquainted with
men confined there prior to their
execution. For days after each
execution I would be so depressed
that it was a trying task to do even
the institutional work. There was

Is An Infallible 1
Of Identifying Crooks

A

Means

But Real Advantdy:s of Methods Are Not Confined to Criminal
Identification—Entire Population of America May
Have Prints T aken.

Two years ago, when Sidney Mur-
rell was arrested, prints of his finger-
tips were taken by the palice. To-
day they are the means of identify-
ing him in his cell in the jail in
California, where he lies after being
arrested by the sheriffi of Lassen
county, charged with robbery.

Below The Advertiser prints an
article by an expert on the local
police force regarding the finger-
print system, showing the practical-
ity of it as a means of sure and in-
fallibic identification, not only by the
police but also by banks, hotels and
so on. In the United States it is
proposed to take the fingerprints of
every man and woman 8o that any-
one may be traced for any eventu-
ality and to prevent the sadness o}
the ever-increasing unknown dead in
the morgues of the great cities.

THE FINGERPRINT SYSTEM.
A Science, Infallible for Personal
Identification.

It is not generally known that the
use of fingerprints for identification
purposes is becoming general
throughout the country, probably not
so rapidly in Canada as in the
United States, where the I}“:Ol’le,‘v
other than “crooks and criminals,”
approve of the innovation. .

Speaking of fingerprints, one in-
stantly has a mental vision of crime
and criminals due, no doubt, to the
fact that up to the present time great
use has been made of them by the
various police authorities throughout
the world. Outside of police work,
however, the uses for which the fing-
erprint system of identification may
be advantageously applied are almost
unlimited. .

This infallible method can and, in-
deed, should be resorted to in any
line of work, commercial or official,
where the abgplute identity of an in-
dividual is sought beyond any ques-
tion or doubt. The great demand,
still growing as it is, for application
of the fingerprint system of identi-
fication, is due directly to the suc-
cessful elimination, in part at least
of the mistaken idea prevailing in
the mind of the layman that finger-
prints could only be used in police
work.

As a consequence of the foregoing
it may be assumed with accuracy that
the general adpotion of the method
is ‘only so far distant as the time it
will require to convince the general
public of the needfulness and the
practicability of fingerprints in al-
most all walks of life.

How many lines of business could
not with great saving and profit use
fingerprints, not speaking at all of the
official world such as the police de-
{partment, army and navy, govern-
iments, yes, even the educational in-
| stitutions. The identification of un-
nown dead also frequently
brought about through fingerprint
identification. There are even now
lgreat corporations and business en-
%tvrprises which have already adopted
{the system. They could not remain
lindifferent upon perceiving and ac-
‘knowledging the wonderful results
obtained through its use in the com-
mercial world. .

Convinced of its reliability and sim-
plicity and also the very reasonable
expense of its introduction and main-
tenance, great enterprises such as
railroads, express companies, banks,
insurance companies, mercantile
houses, hotels, department stores and
others have already with great suc-
cess introduced same Its advantages
for the prevention of the re-employ-
ment of discharged employees as well
as the employment of undesirables is
generally admitted.

For those readers who may not
be acquainted with the nrtgin' and
n}ethod of the system, a brief descrip-
tion may prove of interests The
earliest record we have of finger-
prints being used, is that of the
Chinese monarchs, who used the
thumbprint on their documents as a
sign manual, some two thousand eor
more years ago. Coming down to
later date, we find fingerprints being
used in India among the native Hin-
doos, where identification is very dif-
ficult for a foreigner. i

The adoption of the system in In-
dia was the result of much study
and discussion by Sir William Her-
schel, of the Indian Civil Service.
~ He dug deep down into the sub-
Ject, and found a way of using the
prints to good advantage for the
purpose of identification. Herschel
being in charge of the courts in thé
Hoogly district of Bengal, found
many impersonations
false. Adopting his own invention
of the system, he required all papers
of a public nature to be stamped by
4 thumb print. Any person who
executed a document and presented
it for registration was required to
put hijs thumb print over his name.

Herschel did everything in his
power to-induce the government to
establish the system throughout the
province, but it was turned down and

j not

Finally, when he left the country the
system was done away with, and
there was a resumption of misrep-
resentation.

However, upon his foundation, Sir
E. R. Henry, whose name the present
system bears, was able to establish
this new method of identification.
This was about the year 1885, from
which date considerable headway has
been, and is still being made with
the system.

Another man who has made a deep
study of the subject is Sir Francis
Galton, and upon his calculations he
figures that there is only one chance
in 64,000,000 of two fingers having
the same pattern. If the ten fingers
of a person’s hand were taken, it
is easily seen that the chance of
having two alike would be ten times
64,000,000. As a matter of fact, there
are no two fingerprints taken from
different persons have ever been
found that were exactly alike in ridge
markings and characteristics.

The subject is based upon the fact
that the skin on the under side of
the hands and fingers and also the
sole of the foot is covered with very
fine lines, known as ridges, which
give a patterned effect, visible in
most cases to the naked eye. Scien-
tists have not yet definitely ascer-
tained the purpose of these ridges.
Some claim they help to remove
quickly the moisture coming from the
body; others believe that these ridges
help in some way to make the sense
of touch more delicate.

So persistant are these skin ridges
or patterns, it has been found that
scratching or lacerating is not suf-
ficient to destroy them although
careful skin grafting can be used
to change the pattern. Some crim-
inals when arrested ‘have attempted
to destroy the proof of their pre-
vious criminal record by scratching
and cutting the skin on the inside ot
their fingers. Police authorities
simply bandaged up the fingers, per-
mitting them to heal thoroughly, and
except in cases where the wounds
were so deep as to create large
scars, the skin grows back into place
and the former finger print pattern
returns to the surface of the new
skin.

Fingerprints taken from the same
people during childhood and again
during early manhood, and in other
cases during early manhood and
middle-age have proved that the pat-
terns do not materially change dur-
ing the whole course of life, although
they become larger and more pro-
nounced as the fingers and hands
grow in size.

Thus it will be seen that the whole
system of fingerprint identification
depends upon the non-changeable
character of these ridges.

Easy to Read.

By spreading ink on the under sur-
faceof the fingers and then impress-
ing them upon paper or some other
white surface, one may obtain a
finger print either as a record or
for comparison with a previous print.

By carefully comparing patterns,
according to well-established stan-
dards, the fingerprint expert is able
to show whether or not the impres-
sion were made by the same per-
son. It is in this way for instance
that a bank can prove whether or
a person who cannot write his
name is actually the same person to

Although at first the patterns made
by fingerprints appear to be very
complicated and difficult to recognize,
closer study will show that wvaria-
tions in them can be detected with
comparative ease. This is aceom-
plished by classifying the various
forms of fingerprints into certain
types. The first requirements for
a person who uses the fingerprint
system of identification is to famil-
jiarize himself with these various
types of prints. Studies of the
fingerprints of thousands of persons
by men who are constantly working
with the system have led to the es-
tablishment of two groups, the first
including such patterns as loops,
arches, tented arches, while the
second includes whorls, twined loops,
central pocket loops, lateral pocket
foops, and accidentals. Now in all
the millions of prints ever taken
the above eight names are Lhe only
ones given to the -patterns or de-
signs formed by the ridges on the
finger tips, and from these the ex-
pert is able to classify and place on
file any print he may take from any
person.

So complete 1s the system of clas-
sifying and filing the prints that
the fingerprint expert, upon being
given a set of prints can locate ithe
duplicate out of thousands of scts
in a very few seconds, that i3 of
course providing a duplicate exists
and is on file,

Now let us consider the advan-
tages of the fingerprint system of
identification to a police department
where a bureau of identification is in
operation, and the fingerprints of all
persons charged with criminal
offenses, all suspicious persons who
are arrested and all tramps and
vagrants who may happen to pass
through the hands of the department,
are taken, and kept on file'together
with others that are reserved from
outside points through the co-opera-
tion of various police departments,.

It can be readily seen that it does
not take a great time te collect a
fairly large number of prints for
filing purposes. Assuming that the
local bureau has a good collection of
prints and that a burglary or robbery
has taken place in the neighborhood
and the perpetrator got away. The
puiice are notifled and detectives at
once sent to investigate together with
a fingerprint expert, who may or may
not find some clue to work upon,

either at the place of entry or on|

It has also been noted that in many .
instances even the professional goes ;.
so far as to forget or neglect his
gloves during some portion of the j
time he was committing a crime, and .
a fingerprint. is left on some object
unsuspectingly, The fingerprint ex-
pert can tell instantly whether or
not the impression will be of use to
him. If it is what is known as a
smudge, it will be of no use at all
and time would only be wasted in
trying to develop it and trace the
owner. On the other hand, if a good
clear impression is found, the expert
may develop it and “lift” it right on
the spot, or he may have to resort to
the camera specially designed for this
work, and photograph the print. Hav-

‘ing obtained a good copy by one of

the several means at his disposal, the
expert takes his find back with him
to the bureau and by means of ridge
tracing and counting he is able to
give it a classification.

Now it may be possible that among
the hundreds of prints he possesses
in the bureau there is a duplicate of
the one found at the scene of the
offense; if not, he will try the cen-
tral bureau in the country, in the
case of Canada at Ottawa. §hould
a duplicate be found, it is known
just who the person is that com-
mitted the offense, after which it is
only a matter of time before he is
under arrest. Should no duplicate be
found at any bureau, then this par-
ticular impression found at the soene
of the crime is placed on the wanted
list and a keen watch is kept on all
new prints arriving at the bureau,
not only locally, but at the central
one also, for a duplicate of this pat_:
tern. Whenever this shows up, 1t
may be a matter of weeks or months
and even years, the expert knows the
perpetrator of that particular burg-
lary and arrest follows almost imme-
diately,

Of Value to All.

From the foregoing illustration, the
reader is able to judge how advan-
tageously the fingerprint system of
identification could be used not only
locally, but by any constable or peace
officer of the small towns and vil-
lages scattered throughout the
country, who would take the time and
trouble to educate himself along these
lines. At all times he is sure of the
co-operation of the central tz:nd 0:312‘:

Before finishing
this article, it might be well tp men-
tion a most important matter in con-
nection with fingerprint work. Police
officers, detectives and any other per-
sons at the scene of a crime where
a fingerprint expert is likely tq be
working must not tcuch any articles
there, and the first duty of the expert
is to instruct them so.

After a robbery has occurred in a
private house, you will find that
everybody (and some of the worst
offenders in this respect are police
officers themselves) wants to exam-
ine the premises in order to find out
what has not been taken. They will
open bureau drawers and small jewe!
boxes in their anxiety, and when the
expert is called it often is very hard
and sometimes impossible for him to
distinguish the individual impressions
which have been left. Some officers
will go to the scene of a crime an_d
unintentionally spoil every bit of evi-
dence that a fingerprint expert might
have use for. It is therefore im-
portant that a great deal of p_ubliclt,-.f
be given fingerprint identification
through the press, and the best in-
formation that aay newspaper print-
ing data on such eould give can be
summed up in just four words, *De
not touch anything.”

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A Look In On Things Abroa ,

Archbishop of York Was One
the Duke

of the Few Honored By Kin]

George On the Occasion of the M arriage of

of York.

Among the several honors bestowed
by King George on the occasion @of
the marriage of his son, the Duke of
York, one of the most interesting was
that of the Royal Victorian Chain

conferred upon the Archbishop  of
York. It ranks above the five classes
of the Royal Victorian Order, and
while regularly restricted to the
royal family, and its connections
abroad, also is held by the Archbishop
of Canterbury, the Marquises of
Lansdowne and Crewe, Marquis Cur-
zon of Kedleston, and Lord Hardinge
of Penshurst.

For over a thousand years England
has been ecclesiastically divided into
two provinces, each subject to its
own metropolitan. In the southern
province the head of the church has
always been the Archbishop of Clan-
terbury; while the northern prov-
ince, which comprises about a dozen
dioceses, is under the Archbishop of
York.

His Grace Cosmo Gordon Laing,d
who was elevated to be Archbishop
of York in 1907, is the 89th in suc-
cession to the See of York, which was
established in the year 604, and he is
the direct successor in. the Arch-
bishopric of Cardinal Wolsey, famous
cleric in the reign of King Henry
VIII. of England, The Archbishop
of York is fourth in rank in prece-
dence in the House of Lords;' the
King being first; the Archbishop
of Canterbury second, and the Lord
High Chancellor third.

The Minster of York, which is
dedicated ,to St. Peter, is one of the
most stately and grandiose of the
many famous cathedrals of Great
Britain. It occupies the site of the
wooden church in which King Edwin
was baptized by Paulinus on Easter
Day, 629, and is built on the founda-
tion of the great basilica of stone
erected by King Edwin. While the
more modern portions date from 1261,
a portion of the sacred edifice belongs
to the archiepiscopal reign of Arch-
bishop Thomas of Bayieux, a contem-
porary of Wmiam‘ the. Conqueror.

though Degas was not any mor
secretive about his modeling in way
than he was about his other work!

known in his lifetime to many in the
art world as well as outside it. The
models made in peculiar compositioqy
of wax and tallow that pleased Dega
but was not durable. were in such
condition that his friend Hebrard,
who guarded them during the war,
performed the very delicate task of
casting them, with all their imper-
fections on their heads and legs, pre-
cisely as Degas left them.

In a sense they are student works;
bat, in a sense, all Degas’ work was
student work—the work of a man
who labored incessantly toweards the
tmastery of the inexhaustible truth
and beauty in a comparatively narrow
field. These many studies of dancing
gitls in the nude and of horses are
stages in the incessant study of
dancing girls and horses—a stage
when they were studied “in the
round.” Degas, as this exhibition
showed, would do the same study
twice, three times, four times, get-
ting it better and better as he went
on.

The figures seemed full of learning
about the dance, about the ways of
the dancer, and about the muscles
and poses and structure of the
dancer.

Many unauthorized
and misleading statements have ap-
peared, but Professor Bell has set
forth a preliminary report of his in-
vestigations in the Lancet.

It may bpe said at once that his
treatment is extremely technical, and
the results obtained. though interest-
ing and encouraging, are in no way
wonderful. Of a tlotal of fifty cases
treated, only four are believed i»
have been cured, and twelve are more
or less improved. Twenty-one of the
patients died.

PITTSBURG EXPECTED
0 STOP GIANT MARCH

National League Clubs Dis-
appointed When Pirates
Fail.

New York, May ?8.—With the excep-
tion of the Glants, owners and man-
agers in the National League are today
in a sad state. Each is wishing and
hoping .that the other may develop
punch sufficient to stop the onward
procession of the New York National
League Club. -

At least six clubs cannot quite figure
out why the ®Pirates have -not flashed
under the wire more frequently than
they have. Not that they would not &l
like to burn the Pittsburgers whenever
they can, but that they are extremely
anxjous for the men from the Smoky
City to slam New York.

As a matter of fact there is splendid
reason why the Pirates have not been
winners more often than they have. The
reason is found in their pitching staff.

The Pirates were thought at the start
of the season to have the best pitching
staff in the circuit. But today that
pitching staff is warped to the point of
being bowed. Ry the records the Pitts-
burg pitchers have lost twenty per cent
of the effectiveness as compared with
Lwo years ago.

Thus far only one four-hit game has
been twirled by a Pirate hurler. It was
against St. Louis. One five-hit game was
pitched against the Phillies. There have
been two six-hit zames and five seven-
hit zames on the Pirate record sheet.
That ends the good pitching. The sum
records show three elght-hit games,
three for nine hits, five for ten hits,
three for eleven hits, five for thirteen
hits, one for fourteen, one for fifteen
and two for seventeen hits.

An amazing record for a supposedly
great pitching staff. And a condition
which puts heavy tax‘on the Pittsburg
batters.

Against Pittsburg's record the Giants’
sheet of figures shows one game in
which opponents made one hit, and
another in which only two were regis-
tered. There are two three-hit games,
two of four hits, one of five hits, five
six-hit games, one of seven six eight-
hit battles, two of nine hits, one of
ten, three of eleven®four of twelve, two
of thirteen, one of sixteen and one game
of seventeen hits for the enemy. Add
to this record of pitching the Giants’
record of batting, and it is easy to get
the reason for Giant supremacy.

No club in the history of baseball has
been so frequently reported sold ‘as the
Boston Americans, and no club, natur-
ally has more frequently denied being
sold. That a matter of legal procedure
has taken place in Boston, however,
showing that a transfer is under way,
perhaps will end the present crop of
reports and denials.

The prospective buyers of the Boston
Americans are Columbus men. One
had experience in baseball. Whether
Bostonians will take more kindly to
them than they have to Harry Frazee
remains to be seen. Frazee started out
with a popular attitude which he after-
wards shifted. He fell into the same
fault that is over-prevalent today of
holding the theory that the game can
be exploited as a show, and retain its
hold on the public. It cannot be done.
Destroy the theory of home pride stuff
and the game is gone.

WILLE MEEHAN JOINS
JACK DEMPSEY'S CAMP

Fat Boy Has Two Decisions
Over World's Champion,
An Unusual Distinction.

: to
the writer today

that Willie Meehan,
the champion fat heavyweight of the
world, has started for Montana to
serve as one of Dempsey’s sparring
partners in his preparations for Tommy
Gibbons. Those who know the curious
ring relations between Dempsey and
Meehan in the past will be very much
interested in this association. There is
the theory on the west coast that
Dempsey has put Willie on his salary
list for the simple purpose of proving
to himself--and incidentally to Meehan
—something that he has never been able
to prove in the ring. which is that he
can hang the old sock on the fat one
effectively.

Meehan holds two decisions over
Dempsey, the last one being obtained
when Jack was pretty high up in his
climb toward the championship. He
and Jack Downey, aged and bald-
headed, who is now a trainer for the
Pacific Coast League team at Salt Lake
City, are the only two men who ever
obtained decisions over the world’s
champion.

Dempsey in turn has one decision over
Meehan, and there were two draw
affairs, which
as no slouch at all.
two men fought was
fit for the war camp community ser-
vice. Denpsey paid all his expenses
from New York to the coast—no fighters
were paid a cent—and the exhibition
netted $18,000, all of which went for the
enlisted men.

Dempsey went to the ring direct from
the train, and when he stripped for
action he had his left arm below and
above the elbow in bandages, the result
of strained ligaments. For two rounds
Dempsey plastered Meehan good, knock-
ing him dowm once. In the last two
rounds Meehan came back and pum-
melled Jack all over the ring, The de-
cigion in favor of Meehan given by Ed
Graney, the veteran referee, was
earned.

Dempsey was caught out of condition.
of course, but even so, Meehan's battle
was extremely creditable. There were
various times later when Jack tried to
lure the fat walloper into the ving again,
and while Meehan seemed willing
enough, promoters fought shy of the
attraction. As a matter of fact the
beating Meehan got in the first two
rounds started him on the down grade.
Several months after this fight, Harry
Willg knocked Mechan out, and Fulton
had him all but out, but prior to mixup
with Dempsey Meehan had won two
decisions over Billy Miske.

Meehan is a real character, a roly-
poly man, whose layer of fat protected
him from harm. He fought approximate-
ly twelve years, coming up from the
featheweight class and figuring in all
divisions until he became a heavy-
weight. Wills is the only man who ever
knocked him out when he was good,
and there is the belief that he was on
the skids when Harry caught him. He
could not hit for a lick, otherwise hLe
might have been a champion.

Meehan is known in the east mainly
by reputation. Two or three times
managers took him east, but upon each
occasion he would get homesick for his
beloved haunts in 'Frisco, slip out the

INDEMNITY BILL
GAINS APPROVAL
INBRITISH HOUSE

Premier Baldwin Overcomes
First Real Opposition
Since Taking Office.

LABORITES = ATTACK

Measure Is Designed To Pro-
tect Home Secretary
Bridgeman.

Assoclated Press Despatch.

London, May 28.—The new govern-
ment, completed by the appointment
of Sir Laming Worthington-Evans as
postmaster-general with a seat in the
cabinet, started its active career to-
day.in eventful fashion.

Stanley Baldwin, the new prime
minister, was elected leader of the
Conservative party in place of the re-
tiring premier, Andrew Bonar Law,
at a party meeting which was note-
worthy only for the absence of Lord
Birkenhead and Augsten Chamberlain,
the latter of whom was evidently ag-
grieved at being ignored in the forma-
tion of the government.

The new premier apd his ministers
met parliament without ceremony.
The customary speeches of culogy
and sympathy for the retiring premier
and of welcome for the head of the
new government were delivered brief-
ly by the leaders of the various
parties. Mr. Baldwin gave no direct
expression of policy, except for the
very general statement that he would
continue along the lines laid down
by Mr. Bonar Law and by Conser-
vative tradition.

The House of Commons plunged
forthwith into the debate on the sec-
ond reading of the indemnity bill to
protect Home Secretary Bridgeman
from the penalties threatening him

; as a result of the appeal court's de-

cision in the case of the Irish de-
portees. The government desires to
secure the adoption of all stages of
the bill in two days, and an all-night
sitting is not improbable.

Putting Up Bitter Fight.

The opposition parties are putting
up a bitter fight against the measure
and J. Ramsay MacDonald, the Labor
leader, opened the attack with a
slashing speech in which he moved
rejection of the bill. Premier Bald-
win had attempted to mollify the
house by announcing the government
had decided to receive claims from
the deportees for their losses in con-
sequence of arrest and deportation,
and to appoint a committee of in-
vestigation.

This, however, failed to ward off
the severity of the attack, and secre-
tary Bridgeman himself aggravated
the case by delivering a speech at-
tempting justification of his action in
which he provoked the intense anger
of the Laborites by repeating the
charges of conspiracy against the
deportees and then leavdng the house
to debate the bill in his absence.

Thus, the government, at the
threshold of its career, meets the
worst situation that it is likely to en-
counter during the present session of
parliament. Former Premier Lloyd
George, in expressing sympathy for
Bridgeman, who, he said, had acted
illegally under bad advice, declared
‘Mr. Baldwin's offer to compensate
the deportees “for their traveling ex-
penses” was quite inadequate. The
government, he contended, should
frankly assume responsibility for {he
illegality of its action and ‘“pay like
gentlemen.” He said he could neot
support the bill in its present form.
and suggested that instead of depriv-
ing the deportees of their legal
rights, the government should insert
a clause in the bill enabling the de-
portees to make their claims, a.nd
creating a judicial tribunal to do_mde
the question of fair compensation.

Cecil Gives Assurance.

Lord Robert Cecil, making his first
speech as member of the government,
expressed his readiness to give the
most absolute assurance that there
was neo intention to use the bill as
o ground for repealing the deporta-
tions. The government desired to
secure for the deportees such com-
pensation as they would be entitled
to recover In ordinary courts, and

was vprepared to insert a clause
making that quite clear. He also
urged that damages should be re-
covered before a legal tribunal.

This concession was accepted b\
C. A. McCurdy, National Liberal, in
behalf of the Lloyd Georgeites, and
the bill passed its second reading
297 to 143. The figures were greeted
with hearty ministerial cheers, be-
ing a much larger majority than the
government’'s normal strength, owing
to the Lloyd George group voting
with the government.

price developments have been meagre.
While new orders, as distinguished
from specifications on old contracts,

have fallen further below the total of
shipments from mills, cancellations are
negligible, and the tonnage on which
deliveries have been held up is rela-
tively small. Production in all districts
is practically at the high rate of early
May, and in the Chicago district is call-
ed the greatest one on record. Unusual-
ly cool weather has favored mill opera-
tions, and it is believed that the showing
for the month will fully equal or even
exceed that for April,

Uunder such conditions. with most
buvers about to get needed material
without paying premiumsy the market
for rolled steel may drift further without
definitely developing a new trend.
Meanwhile easier deliveries in some
lines have encouraged buyers to count
on getting material as wanted, with due
allowance for some curtailment at mills
frem swumer heat.

With the appearance of premiums on
plates and sheets in the Central West,
buyers of semi-finished steel have been
looking for some readjustment in slabs
and sheet bars, In the latter, better
shipments are belng made to sheet
mills,

Independent sheet mills have come
down to the prices recently established
by the Steel Corporation, and in one or
two cases slight further concessions
have appeared.

Fabricated steel work is still lagging.
The week’'s awards were only 7,600 tons,
while inquiries were for less than 15,000
tons, substantially the same as in two
previous weeks.

NON-UNION MINERS ASKED
TO VOTE ON STRIKE STEP

Cobalt, May 28.—Last night a meet-
ing of union men was held in Timmins
to consider the result of the strike vote
taken a week previous. Reports reach-
ing Cobalt are that of 1,200 union mem-
bers, only 532 voted, and of those voting,
four-fifths were in favor of striking.

Affairs.

There ard some members of the
city council who have evinced a de-
sire to know a good deal more about
the London & Port Qtanley Railway
{ than they profess to know at this mo-
ment.

Mayor Wenige gives assurance that
he will stage a special session of the
L. & P. 8. directorate as early as
circumstances will permit, probably
late this week or early next week.

“Certain of the aldermen want more
information, and I have not the data
at my disposal.” his worship explains.
“I'll have to call a special session of
the 1.. & P. S. board and find out just
what they want to know, enumerate
their questions and then submit them
at the regular session of the London
& Port Stanley Railway Commission.
They want information of some na-
ture, and 1 can’t give it to them.”

If the members of the Port Stanley
board do meet again this year, it will
be a departure from customary pro-
cedure. As a general rule the mem-
bers of this organization (all mem-
bers of the council) meet once a year
as lessors of the road. They have no
other business to perform other than
eollect their rent from the L. « 1.5
Commission (a body appointed by
themselves) and see that the road re-
mains in good condition. In short,
they have the same functions as a
landlord of a house.

They have frequently referred to
themselves, since the first of the year,
as “rubber stamps.” and have ques-
tioned time and again why they have
not more to say about the admini-
stration of the road.

Now it -appears that they propose
to take a hand. Mayor Wenige states
that members of the council, who
have inspécted the road recently,
claim certain improvements are es-
sential, and for this purpose infor-
mation is being sought.

«] don't know anything about tie
road-bed or the rolling stock,” his
worship explained. “1 do not ride on
the road. We will make an effort,
however, to secure the required in-
formation.”

Two
to six tablespoonfuls are considered
sufficient, be it oatmeal, cornmeal,
hominy, rice, farina.

J. M. McEvoy, K.C., appeared for
the defendant, and- Mr., Henderson of
Brantford for Mr. Osborne.

.The ‘court will open this morning
at 8 o'clock. Mr. Justice Muilock, who
s used to summer time, haq a little
discussion at the close of Yesterday's
court on the merits of daylight sav-
ing, and the old-fashioned time. Fin-
ally he decided to begin his court at
“3 o'clock, workingmen’ time, and
that's 8 by your clock.” ;'he opposing
counsel appeared a little taken aback
by the unflagging engrgy of the jus-
tice, who is in his eighty-second year,
and who had listened patiently for
tix hours to their expositions.

Found Funds Lacking.

Frank Osborne in his evidence
stated that the Independent Theatres
Limited had run short of capital
when they were building a theatre in
Kitchener. In order to carry on the
work they hadesbeen forced to raisa
funds on a mortgage which they had
given the London Loan Lompany.
Later on, still short of funds, they
_hud’applied to the loan company for
{a further accommodation for part of
whic he had. supplied the Victory
Bonds as cpllateral.

Later on. the first mortgage had
‘been discharged hy the contractors
who were putting. up the building,
Schultz Brothers of Brantford. who
had accepted a second mertgage on
the theatre.

Mr. Oshorne claimed that his bonds
were not subject to the claims of this
second mortgage, and that he. was
entitled to their rcturn or their
equivalent value. .

Clear of Claim.

The Lendon Loan Company stated
that they were clear of this claim be-
cause the burden of the second mort -
gage restedy with the contractors.
Divergent claims were made by
Schultz " Brothers to the effect that
the amount of the bonds was part of
the whole mortgage, and that this
absolved them ' from responsibility.
More than twenty exhibits were put |
in by counsel.
