Les examinateurs représentent respectueusement que l'expérience de trois exa-
mens semi-annuels d'admission fait voir qu'il serait à propos qu'il y eût des examens
distincts et séparés, peu difficiles, pour les aspirants aux emplois du grade inférieur,
examens que les aspirants aux emplois du grade supérieur n'auraient pas besoin de
passer.

Il ne tarda pas à trouver une situation chez un passementier; son
patron, écrivant à un de ses amis; s'exprimait ainsi à son sujet:

"'Je vis entrer chez moi un garçon solidement bâti, qui avait les
yeux pleins de larmes ; sa valise ou plutôt une vieille caisse était à côté
de lui. Quand il eut essuyé ses larmes et eut porté sa valise dans sa
petite mansarde, il redescendit, se mit aussitôt à l'ouvre, et, dès cette
heure même, il fut le plus grand travailleur que la maison eût jamais

Georges Mcore s'aperçut que son éducation était très inférieure à
celle des jeunes gens employés comme lui; il se bata de suivre des cours
du soir, et il empruntait bien des heures au sommeil dans le but de
s'instruire; au bout; de 18 mois d'études aussi assidues, il eut la satisfac-
tion de voir qu'il pouvait prendre rang rarmi ceux qui l'entouraient.

Deux ans plus tard, il entra chez un marchand de dentelles; comme
il eut là tout de suite en entrant des appointements plus forts que pré-
cédemment, il se crut un homme d'une grande importance; écoutez
la leçon de modestie qu'il ne taida pas à recevoir; c'est Georges Moore
qui parle:

"J'avais alors une assez haute opinion de moi-même, mais je n'étais
pas dans la maison depuis plus de deux à trois semaimes que mon
patron commença à me dire que j'étais le plus imbécile de ses employés;
comme il me répéta la même chose durant plusieurs mois, à raison de
deux ou trois fois par semaine, je finis par n'en plus douter, et il ne me
resta bientôt plus rien de ma sotte vanité. Un fameux débarras pour
un garçon de 20 ans!"

Le patron ne t;arda pas à changer d'opinion au sujet de son em.
Igoyé, et voyant se développer son intelligence et grandir ses capacités,
il lui jugea trop de talent pour rester derrière un comptoir, et il résolut
de l'employer comme voyageur de commerce.

ANALYSE ET RÉSUMÉ.

MGR PLEssIs.

Joseph-Octave Plessis naquit à Montréal le 3 mars 1763, vers le temps où le
Canada était définitivement cédé à l'Angleterre par l'ancienne mère-patrie. Ses
parents, respectables artisans, avaient conservé le vieux type de simplicité, d'honnê-
teté et d'attachement aux devoirs religieux, qui distinguait les anciennes familles de
la classe moyenne, dans les colonies de la Nouvelle-France. Loyal, honnête et habile
dans son métier, Louis Plessis-Bélair, père du futur évêque, avait acquis une certaine
aisance, par son travail et par l'ordre maintenu dans sa maison. Ses ancêtres étaient
arrivés au pays vers le milieu du dix-septième siècle, et avaient fixé leur résidence
dans le voisinage immédiat de Montréal, au lieu connu sous le nom de Tanneries des
Bélair.

Louise Ménard, épouse de Louis Plessis, était une de ces femmes chrétiennes qui
font le bonheur d'une famille et dont les leçons et les exemples laissent de si salutaires
empreintes dans le cœur de leurs enfants.

Au sang gaulois qui coulait dans ses veines, se mêlait aussi un peu de sang bri-
tannique; car une de ses aïeules, du nom de French, était née dans la Nouvelle-
Angleterre. Toute jeune encore, elle avait été enlevée avec deux de ses sœurs par les
Iroquois du Sault-Saint-Louis. Deux des pauvres captives, placées et élevées dans
des familles de Montréal, épousèrent des Canadiens; la troisième, adoptée par un chef
iroquois, prit la langue, le costume et les habitudes des femmes iroquoises de son
village, mais elle ne voulut jamais consentir à se marier, ni avec un sauvage, ni avec
un Français.

Au sein d'une famille aussi chrétienne que l'était celle de Louis Plessis, le jeune
Joseph ne pouvait recevoir que des exemples d'ordre, de régularité et de vertu.

Rude travailleur lui-même, le sieur Louis Plessis accoutumait ceux qui dépen-
daient de lui à bien employer le temps, et à mettre de l'ordre dans leur besogne.
L'ouvrage qui devait se faire à la forge dans le cours de l'année était toujours déter-
miné d'avance; on réservait pour chaque saison le genre de travail le plus conve-
nable; et l'arrangement, une fois décidé, devait être invariablement suivi.

Les objets qui sortaient de la boutique de M. Plessis étaient presque tous don-
tinés au commerce des marchands de Montréal avec les tribus du Nord-Ouest.

L'enfant grandissait et montrait chaque jour les plus belles dispositions pour la
vertu et la science. Aussi ses parents se hâtèrent de le placer à l'école primaire,
fondée et soutenue par messieurs du séminaire de Saint-Sulpice. Les progrès rapides
du nouvel élève étonnaient son maître, tandis que sa gravité habituelle le faisait res-
pecter de ses compagnons. Sous ces dehors sérieux se cachait, toutefois, un grand
tonds de fine espièglerie, qui se manifestait de temps en temps, si bien qu'il ne lui
fut pas permis d'échapper au redoutable martinet du père Lucette.

Le père Lucette était un respectable laïque, placé par M. le curé de Montréal à
la tête de l'école paroissiale ; sa qualité de magister lui assurait un modeste salaire,
avec le logis et la pension au séminaire. Sans être savant, il avait réussi à maintenir
la dignité de son siège par une sévère discipline, qui tenait dans la crainte et le trem-
blement les gaillards les plus décidés.

Pendant près d'un demi-siècle, le père Lucette, dont un badin, pour se venger,
disait: lucet à non lucendo, régna en despote sur l'école paroissiale de Montréal; géné-
ration après génération venait s'asseoir à l'ombre, non pas de sa houlette, mais de son
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martinet. De tous les gamins qui se succédèrent sur les bancs, pas un seul ne fut
exempté de visiter le cabinet noir, où le maître distribuait les châtiments corporels
sans jamais faire exception de personne.

Lorsque trente ans plus tard, Joseph Octave Plessis, devenu évêque, visitait sa
ville natale pour la première fois après son sacre, le père Lucette, dont la verdeur
était passée, mais qui se rappelait avec satisfaction les services qu'il avait rendus à
la jeunesse de Montréal, fut un des premiers à se jeter aux genoux du prélat pour lui
demander sa bénédiction. "Monseigneur, votre bénédiction, s'il vous plaît. Vous
me pardonnerez, j'on suis bien sâr, l'honneur que j'ai eu de vous donner le fouet."

"ITrès volontiers, pèÉe Lucette," répondit l'évêque, "l mais à condition que vous
n'y reviendrez plus."

Au milieu des bouleversements qui suivirent la prise du pays par les Anglais, les
maisons de haute éducation restèrent fermées; le collège des Jésuites, après avoir été
pendant un siècle et demi le foyer des lettres et des sciences dans la Nouvelle-
France, avait été livré aux avocats, aux plaideurs et aux soldats bretons, à la réserve
d'une portion occupée par les anciens propriétaires. Le séminaire de Qnébec, ruiné
par la famine et la guerre, menacé même dans son existence par le gouvernement,
ne pouvait reprendre ses élèves, qui s'étaient dispersés pendant le sègede la capitale.

La situation faite aux études était déplorable; un grand nombre d'hommes ins-
truits avaient quitté la colonie à la suite des débris de l'armée française ; les rangs du
clergé s'éclaircissaient par la mort; et les moyens de procurer une instruction supé-
rieure à la jeunesse canadienne disparaissaient peu à peu.

La grandeur du danger ranima le courage des vrais amis du pays. Les finances
du séminaire de Québec s'améliorèrent si visiblement, après le traité de paix de 1763,
qu'au mois d'octobre 1765, MM. les directeurs purent ouvrir de nouveau leur pen-
sionnat aux élèves qui désiraient faire un cours d'études classiques.

Dans le gouvernement de Montréal, un respectable prêtre, M. Curateau, c>m-
mença une école latine à la Longue-Pointe, vers 1773 ; peu après, elle fut transférée
nau Chateau Vaudreuil, qui devint ainsi le berceau du collège de Montréal. Il est pro-

bable que ce fut en ce lieu, et sous la direction de M. Curateau, que le jeune Plessis
apprit les rudiments de la grammaire.

Dans l'automne de 1778, le jeune Plessis partit, avec son frère et quelques-ans de
ses condisciples, pour aller terminer ses études au petit séminaire de Québec; car on
n'avait pas encotre ouvert les classes de rhétoriquo et de philosophie à Montréal.

Vers cette époque les communications entre les deux villes étaient accompagnées
de difficultés, qui depuis longtemps ont di'garu, mais dont on peut juger par les
lettres de M. Montgolfier, grand-vicaire de l'éveue de Québec. Chaque année, vers
la fin des vacances, il annonçait à Mgr Briand que les élèves du district de Montréal
ne pourraient être présents à l'ouverture des classes.

"Je dois aussi informer Votre Grandeur," écrivait-il le 25 septembre 1775, "que
les écoliers de cette partie ne seront pas à même de se rendre à temps à Québec pour
commencer les classes à l'ordinaire. Il n'y a que cinq barques devant la ville, toutes
frêtées pour le roi...... Les écoliers ne peuvent y trouver place; les barges et les
bateaux sont aussi retenus pour le besoin du service. Il n'y aurait que des voitures
de terre, dont la plupart ne sont pas en état de faire la dépense, soit pour eux-mêmes,
soit pour leurs meubles."

Le 9 octobre suivant, il revenait sur le même sujet en ces termes: ' Les ecclé-
siastiques et écoliers destinés pour.le séminaire de Québec sont toujours ici dans le
même embarras pour s'y rendre."

Parfois, au commencement des vacances, il arrivait que lassés d'attendre le
départ d'une goëlette, qui n'était jamais prête à lever l'ancre, et sentant leur bourse
fort légère, les élèves les plus vigoureux regagnaient à pied la maison paternelle, et
se rendaient ainsi de Québec à Montréal. C'étaient les voyages les plus amusants et
ceux qui. laissaient les plus agréibles souvenirs dans la mémoire des courageux
piétons.
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La navigation par lés goëlet tes était fort lente et fort ennuyeuse, lorsqu'il fallait
remonter le fleuve. On rapporte que de malheureux écoliers, partis de Québec au
milieu du mois d'août sur un de ces petits bâtiments, eurent à passer cinq semaines
dans leur étroite prison, et arrivèrent à Montréal au moment où finissaient les
vacances.

Bien différente était la voie de terre pour les vigoureux gaillards qui préféraient
la suivre. iRéunis dans la chapelle du séminaire, les voyageurs saluaient par un
cantique la protectrice des pélerins ;, puis la bande joyeuse défilait; elle poussait un
cri d'adieu au milieu de la grande cour, et, comme une volée d'outardes à l'automne,
se dirigeait vers l'ouest, qui pour elle renfermait la terre promise.

Avec six semaines de vacances à l'horizon, un léger paquet sur les épaules, et un
cœur bondissant de plaisir, le jeune étudiant marchait lentement, tantôt au refrain de
quelque chanson populaire, tantôt au milieu des gais propos et des rires bruyants de
ses compagnons. Vers le milieu du jour, on s'arrêtait sur le bord d'un ruisseau, ou
au pied de quelque orme séculaire; les sacs se vidaient, et les provisions étalées sur
l'herbe disparaissaient rapidement devant l'appétit des voyageurs. Le soir, on frappait
à la porte d'une de ces blanches maisons qui bordent le grand chemin de Québec à
Montréal; le costume de séminariste procurait partout un accueil favorable et une
bienveillante hospitalité. La grande chambre était mise à la disposition de messieurs
les écoliers; pour eux le feu pétillait plus ardent dans la cheminée, la nappe la plus
blanche était étendue sur la table, et les omelettes les plus rebondies se succédaient
dans la poële.

C'était dans la grange, sur le foin nouveau, que les voyageurs allaient se reposer
des fatigues de la journée; avec l'air frais en abondance, ils dormaient plus à l'aise,
et n'avaient pas à redouter de visiteurs incommlodes.

Au soleil levant, tous étaient sur pied; lorsqu'après un bon déjeuner, le trésorier
de la bande offrait à la maîtresse du logis de payer les dépenses causées par lui-même
et par ses compagnons, il était arrêté par un refus, que suivait une invitation de ne
pas oublier la maison quand ils descendraient.

Pendant la dernière année de ses études, M. Plessis comprit qu'il était appelé à
embrasser l'état ecclésiastique. Quoique bien jeune encore, puisqu'il avait à peine
dix-sept ans, il avait attentivement considéré quel serait le meilleur emploi qu'iL
pourrait faire de ses talents; et il avait conclu que c'était dans le sacerdoce qu'il lui
serait donné de produire la plus grande somme de bien, pour la religion et la patrie.
Après l'Eglise, il aimait la patrie; et dès lors ce jeune homme, qui allait s'attacher
au service de Dieu, était fortement occupé de l'avenir de son pays.

Le 14 août 1780, au moment où les élèves se préparaient à entrer en vaeances,.
M. Plessis reçut la tonsure des mains de Mgr Briand. Comme six ans devaient
s'écouler avant qu'il pUt être admis à la prêtrise, l'évêque jugea à propos de l'em-
ployer dans l'enseignecuot; et le nouvel ecclésiastique fut chargé des classes de
belles-lettres et de ]Rhétorique au collège de Montréal.

Au mois d'octobre de 1783, M. Plessis fut appelé à Québec par Mgr Briand pour
y remplir la charge de secrétaire du diocèse. Quoiqu'il n'eût pas encore reçu les
ordres sacrés, MM. les grands-vicaires de Québec et de Montréal avaient une telle
confiance dans sa capacité et dans sa discrétion, qu'ils suggérèrent cette nomination
comme la meilleure qui pût être faite.

Depuis un ans, l'évêque Briand, retenu par une grave maladie, ne pouvait plus
suivre les affaires comme il l'aurait désiré. Son coadjuteur, Mgr d'Esgly, était plus
âgé que lui et demeurait à Saint-Pierre de l'île d'Orléans; d'un autre côté, le grand-
vicaire de Québec, M. Gravé, avait à exercer d'importantes fonctions au séminaire.
dont il était un des directeurs. Ainsi, une grande partie des détails de l'adminis-
tration diocésaine devait retomber sur le secrétaire; et ces détails étaient nombreux
et fort compliqués, car le diocèse de Québec s'étendait encore, à cette époque, depuis
la Nouvelle-Orlêans jusqu'aux côtes du Labrador.

Les rapports entre l'évêque et son secrétaire devaient être bientôt modifßés, sans
4tre cependant interrompus. La santé chancelante de Mgr Briand l'empêchait de-S'occuper aussi activement qu'il l'aurait souhaité de la conduite du diocèse; il sentait.
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ses forces s'épuiser par des efforts qu'il faisait pour subvenir aux besoins spirituels der
son troupeau, et sa conscience délicate s'inquiétait vivement de cet état de choses.

En conséquence de ses représentations, le Saint-Siège lui permit de se décharger da
fardeau qui l'accablait, et le 29 novembre 1784, le prélat remettait à son coadjuteur
le titre et la charge d'évêque de Québec.

Mgr d'Esgly se hâta d'appeler à son secours un ouvrier plus fort et plus jeune.
Au Détroit résidait comme curé un grand-vicaire, un respectable prêtre qui avait été
secrétaire du diocèse et supérieur du séminaire de Québec. Prédicateur distingu
par sa facilité et son onction, homme recommandable par la pureté de ses mSurs et
sa vie vraiment ecclésiastique, M. Jean-Feançois Hubert avait acquis la confiance de
son évêque, l'estime de ses confrères et le respect de ses concitoyens, lorsque son zèle
le porta à s'offrir pour la mission du Détroit, fort éloignée de la ville épiscopale, et
séparée du centre de la province par de vastes solitudes. Ce fut sur ce prêtre esti-
mable quo tomba le choix de Mgr d'Esgly.

M. Hubert, nommé évêque d'Almyre et coadjuteur de Mgr d'Esgly, par le pape
Pie VI, fut sacré à Québec le 29 novembre 1786. Il dut fixer sa résidence dans cette
ville et se charger en grande partie de l'administration du diocèse, car l'âge et les
infirmités de l'évêque titulaire le reteaaient dans sa paroisse de Saint-Pierre.

Dans ces circonstances, le coadjuteur fut heureux de profiter de l'expérience et
des lumières de M. Plessis, qui avait été promu au sacerdoce le 11 mars précédent.
Quoique le nouveau prêtre n'eût encore que vingt-trois ans, telle était l'opinion que
l'on avait de sa capacité, que son concours paraissait nécessaire dans l'administra-
tration diocésaine.

A la mort de Mgr d'Esgly, arrivée en 1788, le coadjuteur prit possession de son
siège et eut occasion d'apprécier de plus en plus les talents et la fermeté de son secré-
taire. En 1789, quelques-uns des officiers du gouvernement proposèrent de fonder à
Québec une université, qui servirait également aux protestants et aux catholiques.
Ce plan était habilement combiné pour mettre l'instruction supérieure entre les mains
des ennemis de la race française et du catholicisme; il avait surtout pour but d'em-
ployer les biens des Jésuites à enlever aux Canadiens leur langue et leur religion.
Mais le voile du bien public était si habilement jeté sur tout ce projet, que lord
Dorchester et l'évêque de Capse, alors coadjuteur, étaient tombés dans le piège et
favorisaient puissamment l'institution proposée.

Aux trames des meneurs Mgr fHubert opposa une sagesse et une fermeté dignes
d'éloges, et réussit à étouffer la mesure dans son berceau. Il présenta au gouverne-
ment un mémoire dans lequel il demandait qu'on prît "'des mesures pour assurer le
collège des Jésuites ainsi que leurs autres biens au peuple canadien, sous l'autorité
de l'évêque de Québec." Uc mémoire, remarquable par la solidité du raisonnement,
par la justesse des vues et par la clarté du style, é-ait le résultat d'une assemblêe à
laquelle avait assisté l'auton évêque de Québec et les directeurs du séminaire. La
rédaction en avait été assignée à M. Plessis, qui remplit sa iâche à la satisfaction des
deux évêques,

Les services rendus par le secrétaire engagèrent son supérieur à le fixer auprès
de sa personne, en lui assignant un poste convenable.

Enfin, une femme d'un grand cœur et d'un
grand talent, dont la p!ume incisive porte des coups dont on se relèôe difficilement,
Mme la comtesse Agénor de Gasparin, vient de publier contre l'Armée du Salut un
réquisitoire des plus éloquents, animé d'une passion généreuse.
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Il nous a semblé intéressant de chercher à démêler la vérité dans cette apparition
bizarre qui vient de figurer, quoique d'une manière indirecte et voilée, dans une des
euvres les plus originales de notre litérature romanesque. Nous aurons recours,
pour en juger, aux informations directes, soit en Angleterre, soit en France.

Je n'insiste pas sur les origines de l'Armée du Salut; elles ont été souvent
racontées en ces derniers temps. Son fondateur est le révérend Booth, pasteur de
l'Eglise wesleyenne ou méthodiste. On comprend qu'elle soit née dans ce milieu très
ardent. Le méthodisme a provoqué au dernier siècle, en Angleterre, un mouvement
religieux des plus puissants. M. de Rémusat lui a consacré une de ses études les plus
remarquables, sur ce pays qu'il connaissait si bien.

ANALYSE ET RÉSUMÉ.

(Lisez l'extrait qui suit de la biographie de l'historien Garneau et faites-en un

résumé clair et bien suivi qui n'en contienne que lei points saillants. Le travail du

candidat devra couvrir environ le huitième du travail analysé.)
François-Xavier Garneau naquit à Québec, le 15 juin 1809, d'une famille origi-

naire du diocèse de Poitiers. Le fondateur de cette famille au Canada, Louis

Garnaault, épousa à Québec, le 23 juillet 1663, Marie Mazoué, native de La Rochelle.

Le père de notre historien, François-Xavier, était le cinquième héritier du nom dans

le pays. C'était, comme on le voit, une famille assez ancienne dans la colonie, et
elle était originaire de deux villes assez célèbres en France.

Son aïeul, Jacques Garneau, était cultivateur à Saint-Augustin. Il avait été

témoin de la chute de la puissance française en Amérique, et ses récits ne furent
point sans effet sur l'imagination de son petit-fils.

"CMon vieil aïeul, dit ce dernier, dans son Voyage en Angleterre et en France,
courbé par l'âge, assis sur la galerie de sa longue maison blanche, perchée au sommet

de la butte qui domine la vieille église de Saint-Augustin, nous montrait de sa main
tremblante le théâtre du combat de l' 4talante contre plusieurs vaisseaux anglais,
combat dont il avait été témoin dans son enfance. Il aimait à raconter comment
pIsieurs de ses oncles avaient péri dans les luttes héroïques de cette époque, et à
nous rappeler le nom des lieux où s'étaient livrés une partie des glorieux combats
restés dans son souvenir.

Le fils aîné, qui s'appelait Jacques comme l'aïeul, hérita de la terre paternelle; le
eadet, François.Xavier, prit à Québec l'état de sellier et épous2, en 1808, Gertrude
Amiot, aussi de Saint-Augustin.
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u boùt de gueldqe an-ées-le métier rapportant peu de ehose-il acheta une
goêlette t se livra au conmerce dans les établissements de la partie inférieure du
Sint-Laurent. Il fut encore indiris heureux dans cette nouvelle carrière. Quoique
pauvre, il ne négligea point l'éducation de son fils aîné, et l'envoya de bonne heure à
l'éc6le, cë qui n'arrivait-pas à fous les enfants à cette époque. Le premier institu-

tWur de notre historien fut un vieillard du nom de Parent. "Il tenait sa classe, dit
]¶. l'abbé Casgrain, à l'entrée dc' la rue Saint-Laurent (coteau Sainte-Geneviève).
Cette maison existe encore: c'est la seule, paraît-il, qui ait échappé à l'incendie du
fadbourg Saint-Jean en 1945. Bien des fois, lorsque M. Garneau descendait avec ses
enfants la côte. d'Abraham, il leur indiquait du doigt, en souriant, cette modeste
maison où il avait appris les premiers rudiments de la grammaire."

De cette bumble école, il passa à l'école mutuelle tenue sous les auspices de
M. Perrault, protonotaire, ce philanthrope d'un esprit si original, qui a laissé tant de
souvenirs dans le barreau et la société de Québec.

M. Perralt s'était épris du système de Lancaster et avait fondé à ses frais, des
écoles pourvues de tout le matériel nécessaire. Grave, intelligent, prenant son rôle
très au sérieux, le petit Güí-neau devint bien vite moniteur général. M. Perrault
l'ayant remarqué, lui offrit une place dans ses bureaux, et il le recevait souvent chez
lui le soir avec un autre jeun• homme qu'il hébergeait. Le bon vieillard donnait lui-
même des leçons à ses deux clercs et leur prêtait des livres.

Un peu timide et réservé, comme il l'a toujours éfé depuis, le jeune Garneau
devait paraître un bon sujet pour le sacerdoce. Mais lorsqu'on lui offrit de lui faire
faire ses études au petit séminaire de Québec, s'il avait l'intention de se destiner à
l'état ecclésiastique, il déclara franchement qu'il né s'y croyait pas appelé.

Voulant êtudier le notariat, il quitta les bureaux de M. Perrault et trouva un
second protecteur dans la personne de M. Archibald Campbell. Ce dernier, qui
aimait passionnément la littérature et les beaux-arts, lui prêtait des livres et l'encou-
rageait fortement à faire par lui-même les études qu'il ne pouvait suivre au collège.

"Son père, dit encore M. Casgrain, demeurait alors dans une maison située au
côté nord de la rue Saint-Jean, non loin de l'église actuelle du faubourg. Les citoyens
des environs ont gardé le souvenir des habitudes studieuses du jeiýne Garneau. Toutes
les nuits, disent-ils, on voyait une petite lumière briller à une fenetre de la mansarde.

Une assez longue excursion qu'il fit aux Etats-Unis on compagnie d'un Anglais
à qui M. Qampbell l'avait recommandé, ne fit qu'accroître le désir qu'il nourrissait au
fond de son cœur. Chaque sdniine qu'il pouvait épargner sur les appointements
généreux qe lui faisait son jatri, Il la mettait à part pour l'exécution de son
projet-celui de visiter la France. Admis à la profession de notaire on 1830, il partit
le 20 juin 1831 pour Londres, où il ne resta que peu de temps. L 27 juillet, il
touchait le sol de la France, la vieille pdtrie qu'il aimait tant. ",J'avais hâte, dit-il, de
fouler cette vieille terre de France ddnt j'avais tant entendu parler par nos pètes, et
dont le souvenir, se prolongeant dô génération en génération, laisse après lui cet
intérêt de tristesse qui a quelque choso de l'exil;"

Arrivé à Paris pendant les fêtés du preniir an niversaire des trois fameuses
journées, il fut ébloui par le spectacle brandiose ét nudveau qui se présentait à ses
regards, et il décrit naïvement l'impression qu'il en reçut.

Son projet étant de retourner à iuébec dans l'automne, il visita 'rapidement les
principaux monuments de Paris et rephrfit bientôt pour Londres.

Sa première visite on arrivant fut pdur M. Viger, qu'il avait déjà vu une pre-
mière fois à son passage. A sa grande surprise et aussi à sa grande joie, l'agent
diplomatique de la province, ou si l'on vent, comme on disait alors, notre envoyé lui
offrit de le garder uprès de lui comme son secrétaire. C'était une bonne fortune
inespérée; il allait vivre danus un monde beaucoup plus élevé, toucher de près aux
choses de la politique, se trouvéer en contact ave quelques-uns des hommes les plus
marquants de l'Angleterre; enfin. la seule société de M. Viger, cet homme si savant,
et si distingué, allait être pour lui une excellente Occasion de s'instruire et de se
foime.

MoNsiEUR,-J'ai l'honneur de vous informer qu'il a été reçu à ce département
une dépêche de Son Honneur le lieutenant-gouverneur d'Ontario, disant qu'il voit

que les journaux ont annoncé récemment'que le gouvernement du Canada avait pris
sur lui de vendre, moyennant un prix nominal, l'île connue sous le nom de "La
Cloche," située près de la rive nord de la baie Georgienne, entre l'île Manitouline et la
terre ferme, en se fondant sur la prétention que l'île "La Cloche " avait été donnée à
ce gouvernement en fidéicommis pour les sauvages.

Son Honneur dit que son gouvernement serait bien aise de savoir si cette nou-
velle est vraie ou fausse, et si elle est vraie, il demande respectueusement à connaître
les raisons sur lesquelles étaient fondées les prétentions du gouvernement fédéral sur

52-1
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cette île, vu que, d'après ce qu'en connaît le dit gouvernement d'Ontario, les sauvages
n'ont jamais réclamé cette île depuis la conclusion du traité fait avec sir Francis Bond
Head à Manitowaning en 1836, et que s'il a jamais existé quelque doute sur le fait de
la cession complète de "La Cloche " en vertu du dit traité, ce doute semble écarté
par le traité de 1862.

Il représente toutefois qu'il n'y a jamais eu de doute qu'en vertu du traité de
Manitowaning, cette île, de même que les autres îles nombreuses situées le long de la
rive nord de la baie Georgienne, est devenue la propriété de la couronne, libérée de
tout fidéicommis en faveur des sauvages, et que le plus qu'on ait jamais supposé être
réservé aux sauvages en vertu de ce traité se compose des trois îles connues sous le
nom de "Manitoulines," savoir : la 2ème Manitouline ou île Cockburn, la 3ème ou
Grande-Manitouline, et la 4ème Manitouline, ou île Fitzwilliam, et le droit donné sur
ces îles n'était pas un droit général de propriété appartenant à tous les sauvages ou à
une tribu ou à des tribus quelconques, mais un droit d'habitation devant être conféré
aux sauvages qui établiraient là leur résidence.

Il est de plus représenté par Son Honneur qu'au temps de la conclusion de ce
traité, on s'attendait qu'un grand nombre de sauvages irait se fixer dans ces îles;
mais comme cette attente a été trompée, il fut fait une nouvelle convention par le
traité de 1862 cité plus haut, et les sauvages renoncèrent à leur droit et à tout intérêt
ou avantage qu'ils pouvaient avoir sur les îles Manitoulines, à l'exception de la
Grande-Manitouline, ou sur toutes les îles voisines, le gouvernement se chargeant de
vendre à leur profit les terres de la Grande-Manitouline qui devaient être cédées aux
sauvages pour être occupées par eux.

Son Honneur ajoute que dans le cas où une vente aurait été faite effectivement,
son gouvernement serait heureux d'être informé du prix de vente et du nom ou des
noms de l'acquéreur ou des acquéreurs, car la rumeur prétend que le prix d'achat a
été de $1,500, et l'île comprend environ 40,000 acres dont la plus grande partie
consiste en terres d'excellente qualité.

Son Honneur fait observer qu'il a été dit également que le gouvernement du
Canada avait pris sur lui de vendre les îles au Canard, situées à une distance considé-
rable au sud de la Grande-Manitouline ; et il représente que son gouvernement désire
savoir si cette assertion est fondée, et, si elle l'est, il demande le nom de la personne ou
des personnes à qui la vente a été faite, et le prix obtenu par cette vente.

Il ajoute que si le gouvernement fédéral a pris sur lui de faire ces ventes, son
gouvernement proteste avec la plus grande énergie contre toute vente ultérieure par
le gouvernement du Canada de toute portion de terre dans aucune des îles de la rive
nord de la baie Georgienne, excepté dans la Grande-Manitouline, à moins que ce ne
soit avec le consentement du gouvernement d'Ontario.

Je crois que la question soulevée par le gouvernement d'Ontario est celle de sa-
voir si "La Cloche " et les autres îles désignées, sont ou non comprises dans la des-
cription que contiennent les traités cités. Il vaudrait mieux déférer au ministère de
la justice, pour qu'il en fasse rapport au ministère de l'intérieur, les documents avec
les extraits au complet des traités ou renvoi à ces extraits, et un exact exposé des faits,
le tout avec des cartes indiquant la situation de ces îles.

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(Mfémoire.) DÉPARTEMENT DES AFFAIRES DES SAUVAGES, OTTAWA, 13 juin 1882.
Le sousigné a l'honneur de soumettre une lettre du sous-secrétaire d'Etat, datée

le 30 du mois dernier, et communiquant le contenu d'une dépêche de Son Honneur le
lieutenant-gouverneur d'Ontario relative à l'île de "La Cloche " et à d'autres îles du
lac Huron, gardées en fidéicommis par ce département pour être vendues au profit
des Ojibeways et des Chippewas de l'île Manitouline.

Le soussigné a l'honneur de dire, à ce sujet, que par un traité fait à Manitowaning
le 9 août 1836 par sir Francis Bond Head avec les Outaouais et les Chippewas, qui
réclamaient les îles connues comme formant le groupe des Manitoulines, de même
que les îles de la rive nord du lac Huron, lesquelles étaient.aussi réclamées par "les
Anglais," sir Francis Bond Head renonça de la part de Sa Majesté à toute prétention
sur ces îles, dans le but d'en faire la résidence de tous les sauvages qui désireraient se
civiliser et aussi être complètement séparés des blancs.

Par le même traité les Outaouais et les Ojibeways abandonnèrent leurs préten-
tions sur ces îles, et consentirent à ce qu'olles devinssent la propriété, sous la cou-
ronne, de tous les sauvages auxquels il pourrait être permis d'y résider.

On voit par conséquent que les prétentions de la couronne sur ces îles, sauf
comme lieu de résidence pour les sauvages qui pourraient aller subséquemment s'y
établir, ainsi que la prétention des Outaouais et des Chippewas, qui contestaient le
droit de propriété de la couronne sur ces îles, furent abandonnées par sir Francis
Bond Head de la part de la couronne, et par les chefs et les principaux hommes de
la nation des Outaouais et des Chippewas, qui signèrent le traité pour les leurs.

Conséquemment, les îles en question ont cessé d'être, depuis cette date, la pro;
priété soit de la couronne ou des Chippewas et des Outaouais, et elles sont devenues
celle de tous les sauvages auxquels permission pourrait être donnée d'y résider.

Le 6 octobre de l'année 1862, un traité fut conclu par le surintendant général des
affaires des sauvages sous l'autorité d'un arrêté de Son Excellence en conseil, datée le
12 septembre 1862, avec les sauvages nommés en dernier lieu et qui, après leur éta-
blissement sur ces îles, furent connus sous le nom d Ojibeways et d'Outaouais de l'île
Manitouline. Ces satuvages, en vertu du dit traité, cédèrent tous leurs droits, titres,
intérêts et prétentions sur les grandes îles Manitoulines et sur "les îles adjacentes
qui ont été considérées ou réclamées comme appartenant aux premières," et sur chaque
partie de ces îles, à Sa Majesté, ses héritiers et successeurs, pour toujours, en considé-
ration d'une somme d'argent payée comptant, et en considération de plus de telles
sommes d'argent qui pourront être réalisées de temps en temps comme intérêt sur le
prix de vente des terres ainsi cédées devant être vendues à leur profit. Il résulte
donc de ce qui précède que ce département avait le droit de vendre "l'île La Cloche,"
qui est voisine de la Grande Manitouline, et qui certainement forme partie des
groupes d'îles dont il est question dans le traité de 1836.

Quant à la somme réalisée par la vente de cette île, le soussigné a l'honneur de
dire qu'il a été payé pour cette île $2,500, et non $1,500, comme le dit la dépêche de
Son Honneur ; et ce prix était basé sur l'évaluation faite par le surintendant local des
sauvages à l'île Manitouline.

Relativement aux îles au Canard, au sujet de la vente desquelles il est aussi
demandé des renseignements par Son Honneur, le soussigné dit que ces îles ont été
vendues le 4 octobre 1881, et que le prix qui en a été payé était de 50 centins l'acre,
l'acquéreur se chargeant des frais de l'arpentage.

Le prix auquel l'île a été vendue est le même que celui auquel sont vendues les
terres arpentées aux frais du département sur les îles Manitoulines.

En ce qui concerne les îles réclamées par le gouvernement provincial sur la
rive nord de la baie Georgienne, les faits ci-dessus mentionnés tendent à faire voir
que toutes les îles des rives nord de la baie Georgienne et du lac Huron appartiennent
effectivement au gouvernement fédéral, et que le traité de 1850, fait par l'honorable
M. William Robinson avec les Ojibewas du lac Huron, et en vertu duquel ces derniers
prirent sur eux de céder, en même temps que les terres de la rive nrd, les îles situées
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en face de ces terres, était ultrà vires en ce qui touche à ces îles, vu que les Ojibeways
ainsi que les Outaouais avaient, antérieurement à la date du traité Robinson, c'est-à-dire
le traité de 1836 conclu avec sir Francis Bond Head, abandonné toute prétention sur
les'dites îles ; ils n'avaient donc, à la date du traité de 1850, aucun intérêt à céder
relativement à ces îles.

Le soussigné est d'avis que les faits ci-dessus doivent être communiqués à Son
Honneur le lieutenant-gouverneur par la voie régulière.

MoNsIEUR,-J'ai reçu du surintendant général intérimaire des affaires des sau-

vages, instruction de vous transmettre les documents relatifs aux prétentions du
gouvernement du Canada et du gouvernement provincial d'Ontario sur l1e La Cloche
et sur d'autres îles mentionnées dans la dépêche du 30 du mois dernier, ci-annexée,
venant du sous-secrétaire d'Etat, et communiquant l'opinion et les désirs de Son
Honneur le lieutenant-gouverneur d'Ontario au sujet de la question en litige.

Je vous transmets aussi une copie du traité fait par Son Excellence sir Francis
Bond Head à Manitowaning le 9 août 1836, avec les sauvages Outaouais et Chippewas,
qui réclamaient le groupe des îles Manitoulines situées le long de la rive nord du
lac Huron, mais dont la réclamation était contestée par la couronne.

Je vous envoie aussi copie d'un travail publié par l'honorable M. Alexander
Morris, et je vous défère à la page 305 pour le texte du traité RZobinson fait en
l'année 1850 au Sault-Sainte-Marie par feu l'honorable M. William Robinson, avec les
sauvages Ojibeways occupant et réclamant les rives est et nord du lac Huron ; et
pour le texte du traité conclu avec les chefs et les principaux hommes des Outaouais,
Chippewas et autres sauvages en l'année 1862 par le surintendant général des affaires,
des sauvages et le député du surintendant général à Manitowaning, sur l'île de la
Grande Manitouline, je vous défère à la page 309 du même ouvrage.

Je vous envoie pareillement des plans que j'ai marqués des lettres "A " et "B."
-" A" fait voir la grande île Manitouline et les îles voisines que réclame ce
département en vertu du traité de 1862, qui lui donne le droit d'en disposer dans les
intérêts des sauvages qui étaient parties à ce traité. "B " fait voir les îles en face de
la rive nord de la baie Georgienne, dont il est question dans le traité de 1850 fait par
l'honorable M. William Robinson avec les Ojibeways ; et les deux cartes font voir les
îles dont il s'agit dans le traité de 1836 fait par sir Francis Bond fead avec les Ou-
taouais et Chippewas.

Je ne connais pas d'autres faits à vous communiquer que ceux contenus dans
mon mémoire du 13 de ce mois, aussi annexé, et qui était adressé au surintendant
général intérimaire des affaires des sauvages, au sujet de ces îles et des cessions qui
en ont été faites. Je dois faire observer, en passant, que ce département n'a pas fait
de vente des îles décrites dans la lettre marquée "B," nmais qu'il a vendu tout le ter-
rain et le bois de quelques-unes de ces îles, indiqués sur la carte marquée "A "; et
que jusqu'à la date de la lettre du sous-secrétaire dEtat le 30 du mois dernier, son
droit d'en agir ainsi n'a pas été, à ma connaissance, contesté par le gouvernement
d'Ontario.

Je vous demande do donner votre opinion sur cette question du droit de propriété
sur ces îles pour l'information du surintendant général des affaires des sauvages.

dépêche de Son Honneur le lieutenant-gouverneur d'Ontario, disant qu'il voit que les
journaux ont annoncé récemment, que le gouvernement du Canada avait pris sur lui
de vendre, moyennant un prix nominal, l'île connue sous le nom de "La Cloche,"
située près de la rive nord de la baie Georgienne, entre Ifle Manitouline et la terre
ferme, en se fondant sur la prétention que l'île "La Cloche " avait été donnée à ce
gouvernement en fidéicommis pour les sauvages.

Son Honneur dit que son gouvernement serait bien aise de savoir si cette nou-

Il est de plus représenté par Son Honneur qu'au temps de la conclusion de ce
traité, on s'attendait qu'un grand nombre de sauvages iraient se fixer dans ces îles;
mais comme cette attente a été trompée, il fut fait une nouvelle convention par le
traité de 1862 cité plus haut, et les sauvages renoncèrent à leur droit et à tout intérêtou avantage qu'ils pourraient avoir sur les îles Manitoulines, à l'exception de la
Grande Manitouline, ou sur toutes les îles voisines, le gouvernement se chargeant de
vendre à leur profit les terres de la Granle Manitouline qui devaient être cédées aux
sauvages pour être occupées par eux.

Son Honneur ajoute que dans le cas où une vente aurait été faite effectivement,son gouvernement serait heureux d'être informé du prix de vente et du nom ou des
noms de l'acquéreur ou des acquéreurs, car la rumeur prétend que le prix d'achat a
été de 81,500, et l'île comprend environ 40,000 acres dont la plus grande partie con-
siste en terre d'excellente qualité.

Son Honneur fait observer qu'il a été dit également que le gouvernement du
Canada avait pris sur lui de vendre les îles au Canard, situées à une distance considé-
rable au sud de la Grande Manitouline; et il représente que son gouvernement désire
savoir si cette assertion est faite, et si elle l'est, il demande le nom de la personne ou
des personnes à qui la vente a été faite, et le prix obtenu par cette vente.

Il ajoute que si le gouvernement fédéral a pris sur lui de faire ces ventes, son
gouvernement proteste avec la plus grande énergie contre toute vente ultérieure par
le gouvernement du Canada de toute portion de terre dans aucune des îles de la rive
nord de la baie Georgienne, excepté dans la Grande Manitouline, à moins que ce ne
soit avec le consentement du gouvernement d'Ontario.

Son Honneur demande en outre qu'il soit donné à son gouvernement un exposé
faisant connaître les îles auxquelles le gouvernement du Canada prétendait ou prétend
avoir droit sur la rive nord de la baie Georgienne, ainsi que les raisons de telles pré-
tentions; et il dit qu'aussitôt après avoir obtenu ces renseignements, son gouverne-
ment suggérera quelque mode au moyen duquel pourra être décidée la question en
litige entre les deux gouvernements au sujet de ces îles, et au sujet des îles de la rive
orientale de la baie Georgienne, au sud de la Pointe de l'Orignal.
