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JO UR N A L.

E arrived at Nootka Sound the lith of March, 1803, aHi
in good health, and anchored five miles above the 'viage

in twenty-five fathoms water, muddy bottom. Oii the 1 3th
the natives visited us and brought a plenty of fresh salmon,
which we purchased for fish hoo*s, &c.; on the 14th our
people were on shore getting wood and wat er for the ship.
The natives visited us with a number of canoes round
the ship. On the 15th Maquina, the chief, came -on
board to dine with the captain. After dinner the captain made
him a present of a double barrel musket, with which he was
much delight'd and went on shore. Our people were enm
ployed as usual until the 19th when the chief came on board
with nine pair of ducks as a present to the captain, and tokM
him that the double barrel musket was not a good one, and
that lie had broken the lock; captain Salter was very angry,
called him a liar, took the musket and tbrew it down into the
cabin and called for me to know whether I could repawi' it, T
toki him it could be done. The chief returned t'o the shore
very ýngry and the captain took no more notice cf what had
happened. On the 22d the chief carne again on board, looked
much pleased, had a mask over his face and a whistle in his
hanc, seerned to be 'ery happy and asked the captain when he
sholiid ;o to sa; "Tomiorrow," replied the captain, e Why
don't you go to Friendly cove aid fish, there is a plenty of
alrnon there," said the chief. The aptain spoke to Mr.

Deliewser, and they agreed it would be a very good plan to
get a stock of fresh salmon to carry to sca. After dinner the
captaîi -ispatched the jolly boat with Mr. Deliewser and nine
of the people. The steward was on shore washing the cap-
tain's cloaths ; the sail maker was in the main hatches at work
upon the sails ; I was in the steerage cleaning nmuskets. A-
bout one hour after the boat was gone, the captain told Mr.
Ingrahan to hoist in the long boat, saylng there was a suffîcient
number of the natives on board to help to pull at the tackle
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fills to hoist her in: When they had got the boat half way
up, the natives seized every man at his tackle fall, and likewise
the Captain, threw him over the quarter deck, and killed eve-
ry mari with his own knife taken out of his pocket, and cut
off thcir heads and threw their bodies overboard. Ilearing a
noise on deck, I went and got my musket, and ascending the
stairs was caught by the hair of the head, by three of the na-
tives. One of them struck at me with an axe and cut my
forehead, but having short hair, their hands slipt and I fell
down the steerage. !4he Chief, observing it was me, told
them all not to hurt me,for that I was an armourer and would
be of great service to him. He, ordered his people to shut
over the hatch. I lay in a most deplorable state ; being very

e weak in consequence of the loss of blood from the cut I re-
ceived. After they had taken the ship they sent canoes off
to murder the men that were in the boat, which they soon did
and brought their heads, which amounted to twenty-five, onk
board, and piacea them in a right line on the quarter-deck. -I
remained below four hours, when the Chief called me on deck
and told me that I must be his slave and work for him and
he would spare my life, to which I of course assented. The
Chief led me on the quaVte deçk, and told me to look at ail
the people's heads that were placed ina line,,at which sight
the reader can better imagine what werè my feelings than I can
describe them. It was about 5 o'clock, P. M. the Chief told
me I must get the ship under way and take her into the Cove,
where we arrived at 8 o'clock in the eveninig. The Chief
then took me ashore, and I slept at his bouse. As soon as I
arrived in the house the natives came around me and seemed
to sympatiize irMy captivity. I was very uneasy and in- a
great deal of pain. I laid myself down to go to sleep, but
was alarmed about 12 o'clock by one of the natives coming
irato the house, who told me that there was one of cur peopie
still alive. I was rejoiced to hear the news, reflecting that
I should be much more happy for having a partner in exile.
I immediately went on board and to ny great joy found it to be
our Sailmaker, Tbornpson : he had received a stab in the nose.
The Chief expressed great satisfaction in his being saved, say.
ing he would be very useful to make sails for his canoes. On
the 24th, several of the natives were employed in getting the
powder and muskets, cloth, 8&c. out of the ship, others cutting
the sails from the yards, and the masts down, making her a
complete wreck so that it should be impossible for her to pros
ceed again to sea.



Marh 26..-This day arrived two ships, one as we suppos-
ed was aboit three hundred tons with yellow sides, andi a fig-
ur.- head, but no top gallant masts up, and the other built aftei
the matiner of the French corvettes with red sides. The na-
tives being so well provided for them by the ammunition of
which they had plundered us, fired on them so briskly that
they were thrown into great consternation, but the ships were
so far out in the bay, that it was impossible to reach then,
the natives ashore having only muskets'and blunderbusses.
The'ships fired grape shot but ta no effect. -They about ship
and went to sea. Our Chief soon regretted having fired upon
them, for he feared that they. would inform other vessels and
prevent them fromi coming to trade with him. A few
days after other tribes of natives not less than twenty in num-
ber came from-the northward and southward.

On their coming into the harbour Maquina's tribe ran
down upon the- beach, and he and I went upon'the bouse top;
we were employed in drumming. Thompsonl was stationed
at the greatgIUns which had been taken from our ship. He
gives the word of cnrmand fire, but they are nôt like the
Europeans, for most of them are afraid to fiére even a-,musket.
It was curious to see them kneeling down with the lùtUend
of ticir muskets -on the ground; their dress and appearance
so •lngular'too--some with eight muskets on their shoulders-
some with eight powder horns, and stockings round their
necks, running up and down the beach in the greatest. con-
sternation. Maquina invites them into his bouse and provis-
ions are prepared for them, such as whales blubber, raw her-
ring spawn, and cold water, of which they appear to make a
hearty feast. Afttr the repast is over, they are ordered out
of the house in order that preparation may be made for the
dance which soon succeeded, and when our Chief exhibited
his child with a masque. on his face drest in a most curious
manner.

After the dance our Chief begins to give presents to the
strangers. I saw him give one hundred muskets, four hurn-
dred yards of cloth, one hundred looking glasses, twenty bar-
reis of powder, Sc.

March 28.--Maquina would not permit the strangers to
sleep in his house, but in their canoes on the beach. My
partner and myself were ordered with a brace of pistols to
keep watch all night over the ship's cargo. Other tribes of
IndLians come every day to trade with our Chief, bringing

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with them whale's ilubber, train oil, dried clams, Iierrings,
&c. and recciving in return cloth, &c.

Marci 29.--Last night one of the natives having gone on
board the ship with a lighted fire-brand in his hand with
an intention to steal, dropt a spark of fire down in the hold.
The ship immediately caught fire, and was entirely consumed,
a great part of the cargo and all the ship's provisions were
destroyed, which latter loss we regretted the more as we
should have had the ship's provisions entirely to ourselves,
the natives not eating any of them.

30. The natives regret the loss of the ship; we are still
keeping watch night and day. As we were looking over the
remaining part of the ship's cargo we found a box. of choco.
late, which much delighted us ; having had for some time
nothing to eat but whale's blubber and train oil, which can
be easily conceived by civilized people not to have been very
delicious to our tastes or our stomachs. Natives coming*as
usugl, bringing àkins, provision, slaves, &c. I was in great
hopes that I might have been sôld, so that I might have been
able to have sent letters to masters of ships informing them
that we were alive, so that they might come and release us
from the slavery of savages who had stript us of our clothes
and our provisions, and literally made us hewers of wood and
drawers of water.

June 1. (Wednesday.) Employed ourselves cutting fire-
wood. Our Chief out whaling. Fresh breezes from the
N. W. Our Chief returned without success.

2. This day my partner and myself invited to a feast at
another Chief's house. When we sat down they put before
us two large pieces of porpoise, but being very hungry we
ate considerable, and what was left we were obliged to carry
home with us.

Fine and clear weather. A. M. Was invited to a feast
consisting of dried clams and train oil. P. M. Employed.
cutting fire-wood.

4. Weather finç and clear. Went about, a mile. to wash
our cloaths. Tresh breezes from N. W.

5. Invited to a feast consisting of boiled salmon which.
was a feast indeed to us. Their mode of cooking salmon is
very curious. They have a large wooden vesse!, which they
fll with water which they-heat by putting red hot stones into
it. When the water boils they put in the salmon, and keep
tbe water hot by the constant appliçation of the heated stones.



Wlhen thz salmon is in this way sifxcier.tiy boiled, they put
it into a wooden dish and eat it with their fingers.

Monday 6. Pleasant weather, natives fishing; our chief
out whaling, P. M. returned without success. Chief invited
to a feast of herring spawn.

7. Thompson employed making trowsers for himself
and me. I was employ'd in cleaninig inuskets for our chief.

8. Foggy weather with heavy rains, employed as usual.
9. Fine weather. Walked from house to house begging

for something to eat, we went into a house and they asked us to
eat cockles, we accepted the offer, thanked them, and return-
ed home.

10. Clear weather, employed ourselves mending the long
boat.

11. The girls that belonged to our chief went to gather
bramble berries ; returned in the afternoon with three bushels.

12. Washed ourselves, put on clean shirts, &c. went out
amongst the bushes with a prayer book, to pray to God to send
a ship to release us. i

13. Our chief out whaling, returned without success.
Employed cleaning muskets.

14. Employed as usual. Thompson making a sail for our
chief's canoe. Invited to eat whale's blubber.

15. Cloudy weather. Thompson employed making sails
for canoes, I was cleaning muskets, our chief out whaling.,

16. A.M.employed cutting fire wood. P.M, invited to a
feast consisting of dried clams and train oil. Our chief re-
turned from fishing, having had no success was in bad humour.

17. Pleasant weather ; employed cleaning muskets.
18. Washed our cloaths. Had nothing to eat all day.
19. Invited to a feast of seal's blubber.
20. Our girls belonging to the chief went to gather bram.

ble berries. Chief out whaling.
21. The chief out~whaling. I was.employed in cleaning

muskets. Thompson making trowsers. Afternoon our girls
returned with four bushels of bramble berries, which our chief
divided among. his people. We used always to go shares
amongst them.

22. Our chief out whaling, struck one and was near to him
o4e day and one night, and then his line parted. Returned
and was very cross.

23. Employed cutting fire wood.
24. Invited to a feast consisting of train oi and dried clanas.



25. PLearsit weathler. Employed washing, &c. After.
noon retu . home-was invited to a feast.

26. Finc- clear wcather. I happened to see one of the
natives w an al nanack, which I bought ofhim for a knife and
found it ven useful.

27. Coudy weather. Employed cleaning muskets.
38. Oui chief out whaling. Fresh breezes from the East-

ward. Afternoon-returned without sucess.
29. Clear weather. Invited to eat blubber, but refused to go.
30. Pleasant weather. . This day I took a walk out in the

wood3, sat down and was reading a book when our. chief came
and asked me if I were hungry ; I told him yes ; I went home
and he ordered me some herring spawn.

July 1. Our chief out whaling. We were invited to a
feast of dog fish. Afternoon our chief returned without suc-
cess.

2. Foggy weather. Employed repairing the jolly boat.
3. Employed cutting fire wood. Afternoon, saw a ship

standing to the northward, about 9 leagues from Nootka.
4. Our chief out whaling-.no success.
5. Clear weather. Employed cutting fire wood. Invited

to a feast consisting of raw herring spawn and cold water.
6. Employed cleaning muskets, &ci Considerable thun-

der and lightning whifh frighten the natives very much.
7. We have had nothing to eat for two days but nettle

stalks which we gathered in the fields; our chief gave us this
day a piece of blubber, which to us, hungry as we were, was
very delicious.

9. One of the natives took Thompson along with him, to
slew him some turnips and some onions which the Spaniards
nad planted. We gathered some and had them boiled.

10. Pleasant weather. Employed cleaning muskets. In.
vited to a feast consisting of cockles.

I 1. Our chief out whaling ; returned without success.
12. Invited to a feast of whale's blubber.
13. Our chief our fishing ; employed cleaning muakets.

P. M. Our chief returned with twenty salmon,
14. Employed cutting -fire od ; Thompson making a

garment for our chief. P. M. In ted to eat raw herring spawn.
15. Pleasant weather. vOur chitf gave to us four yards of

canvass, of which Thompson made trowsers, &c.
16. Pleasant veather ; employed washing our, clothes;

natives fisang.



17. Clear weather; natives 1ishing ; invited to eat seal's
bluber.

18. Our chief out whaltng ; Returned, no success ; these
are very hungry times with us; for when the chief is out
whaling and ail his people with him we get nothing to eat,
and he will not let us go a fi.hing with him for fear we should
go away to another tribe.

19. Foggy weather; natives fishing; returned with plenty
of cod frsh.

.Augut 18. (Thursday.) Our days have passed away with-
out any unusual occurrence. This day a canoe arrived from
the Cla-u-quate and informed us that there was a ship laying
at anchor at the Cheenooks ; they told' as that the captain
bad a wooden leg, and that he was afraid to come to Nootka,
he having heard of our ship's being cut off.

20. Clear weather; employed washing our shirts.
21. Firne weather; took a walk in the woods with a prayer

book, and prayed most earnestly that a shlip might come
to our release.

September 3. (Saturday.) A. M. Left Nootka to go t.
Tashes, which is about 30 miles up the sound. We having
a fair wind irrived there P. M. 4 o'clock. The natives made
themselves huts of some spars. They leave Nootka every
year and go to Tashes to get their winter stock of provisions.

4. Rainy weather. This day (Sunday) washed ourselves
and went to prayers.

20. The natives fishing with little success; but told us
next month they would go home with their canoes full. This
day our chief told me, that if ever he caught me writing rny
journal any more he would burp it, for hfe said I was writing
bad about him. Notwithstanding his threats I shall continue
to avail myself of every opportunity to fill it up when he is
fishinig.

30. A canoe arrived ; informed us that the same captain
with a wooden leg was still laying at the Cheenooks; I asked
the natives, if he knew of Thompson and myself being ashore
at Nootka. They told me he did. I sent a letter by one of
the natives unknown to our chief to the king of Wickeningish.
When the natives returned they told me they had delivered
the letter to the king, and lhe said he would give it to the first
ship that arrived.

October 10. (Mond1y.) I went with our chief a fishing. It
was very curious to see them strike the saimon with a
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SaIll rod eighteen feet long with a piece of sharp boue at the
end of it. Came home with thirty salmon.

20. Went a fishing with our chief. He had a large scene
set in a fortunate place, for it had not been down ten minutes
before it was full with seven hundred salmon, which we
brought hoine in our canoe. The women are employed in,
cutting and drying them.

21. Heavy rains, with the wind S. E.
22. Thomps'on employed making a garmnent out of waist_

coat pieces for our chief; when inished he w& perfectly bat-
idSed and thought it very elegant.

23. Natives fishing. We had plenty of salmon to eat,
having caught them in great numbers.

24. Our- chief informed me, that not long ago-there were
six men ran awày in the night, on account~of bad treatment
from the captain, and for being kept on short alowance, from
the ship Manchester, of Philadelphia, at the time when she
lay at, Noetka.- He gave me a book belonging to one of the

men that had ran away, named Daniel Smith, and I found by
)ooking into it, that the other men's names were Lewis Gil-
lion, James, Toms, Beajamin Johnson, Jack, Clark. In this

book I found the following entries: "Britol, Sept. ', 1800,
shipped on board the ship Manchester, Capt. Bria. On
Monday 8th, received our notes; on Saturday 14th, do. Left

port on Sunday, Oet. 19. Iwas informed by our chief that
six of them went away in the night unknown to him, expect-
ing to get to the Wickenishes, but being very hungry, they
were obliged to stop- at the Esquates,- several miles this side
of their intended port. The natives stopt them from going
any further, knowing they belonged to our chief and brought
them back te Nootka. lie was very angry, ordered them to
be killed, which the natives did. The boy Jack did not run
away, so his life was spared, and sold to the Wickenishes.
Son -after we arrived he heard of our shipes being cut off.

He ied inMay, 1803.
25. The weather being very bad, the natives could not go

a fishing, Thompson employed making a garment for our
chief.

26. Rainy weather ; natives fishing; employed making
fish hooks out.of nails.

27. Invited to a feast consisting of fresh herrings. Heavy
rains; natives returned with a plenty of saimon.

23. • Weather stormy ;. thunder and lighting,

à I
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.9, Cicar w cather ; invited to cat fresh salmon -employ-
cd as usual.

30. Frosty and clear weather wihh snow on the mountains.
Went with our chief a fishing; returned with seven hundred
saimon, of which the Tashees abound. There were brought
to our chicf's bouse to day twenty-five hundred.

31. Fog-y veather with rain. Arrived a canoe with six
natives, from a snall village called Newchadlate, with ifraw,
which is like white beads, to put round their necks, it is called
very valuable.

A0'-enmber . (Tuesday.) This month comes in with heavy
rains and winds variable. Arrived a cane from the W ick-
eingish. Our chief was informned that they had been at war
with another tribe called Ah-char-arts, and X.illed men and
women to the amount of one hundred and fifty. They brought
ta our chief aine slaves as a present. He gave them in return
cloth, muskets, powder, shot, &c.

2. Cloudy weather. Invited to a feast consisting of train
ohi and dried fish. Our ch'ief lias nine wives, ail employed
cutting the sàlmon to dry.

3. Clear and frosty ; empIoyed washing our shirts &c.;
invited to eat seal's blubber ; natives fishing.

4. Went with our chief a fishing ; returned with two hun..
dred salmon. P. M. i went a shooting. returned with five
pair of ducks which we had cooked for supper.

5. Frosty weather. Our chief went to haul the scene;
returned with fifty salmon. Invited to eat dried muscles and
train oil.

6. Our chief's wife and her attendants went to gatber
bramble berries ; the chief went to walk upon a high mountain,
singing ail the day for whales to come that he might kill
them.

7. Our chief's wife returned with two bushels of berries.
8. Frosty and clear with snow on thne mountains ; natives

fishing,
9- Heavy rains last night. Our chief went a fishing ; I

w*s employed cleaning muskets for another chief, which hav-
ing doue he always gave me something to eat.

10. The weather foggy. Natives fishing. Arrived a ca-
noe from the Aitizarts with four skins for our chief.

11. Frosty weather. Employed rnaking copper rings Mst
of nails to go round the wrist, polished for an ornament.

12. Rainy weather. Natives fiàhing. Invited tcest bubr.



13. Thick and cloudy. Arrived a cance from Savahina
with fresh herrings a present to our chief. This being Sunday
went to prayers as usual.

14. Frosty weather. Employed as usual. Invited to eat
salmon spawn, after that whale's blubber.

15. Fine and clear. Our chief's wife out gathering
bramble berries. Arrived a canoe with six natives from Aitiz-
arts with ifraw for our chief; he gave in return cloth, &c.

16. Frosty weather. Natives fishing. Arrived a canoe
from Chewmadart with a large chest of salmon spawn for our
chief.

17. Invited to eat dried salnon and train oïl.
18. Natives Fisbling. Our chief's wife returned.
19. Rainy weather. Invited to eat sea cow's blubber.

Arrived a canoe from Aitizarts with ifraw for our chief.
20. Natives fishing. Arrived a canoe from Aitizarts with

ifraw for our ohief.
21. -Fine and clear weather. Our chief went to a small

village; returned with two baskets of dried salmon.
22. Frosty weather. Invited to eat driedclamas and train oil.
23. Arrived a canoe from Esquates with six hundred

weight of blubber, being taken from a whale that had been
driven ashore in a gale of wind.

24. Rainy weather. Arrived four canoes, one from Sava-
hina, and three from Aitizarts. Our chief had a large feast
and a dance ; after the dance ýwas over the chief gave away to
the amount, muskets two hundred, two hundred yards of
cloth, one hundred chemises, one hundred looking glasses, and
seven barrel"4f powder.

25. Fine and clear. Natives fishing, &c.; plenty of fresh
herrings.

26. Frosty weather. I was out fishing for herrings ; re-
turned with a canoe fulI.

27. Rainy weather. This being Sunday went to prayers.
28. Clear weather. Invited to eat whale's blubber. Na-

tives fishing. Arrived a canoe from Ah-ow-zerts with skins.
29. Clear weather. This day our chief informed us that

he was going to war with the natives of Columbia's Cove, and
that I must miake some daggers out of old boita. I went to
work with my fire made of green wood, without any bellows,
and a large stone for my anvil.

30. Employed making daggers ; fmished one which much
pleased our chief.
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December 1. (Thursday.) This nonth generally comes in
.with rainy weather. One of the natives caught a large bear,
for which he set a snare near a run of fresh water. As soon
as they brought him into the house they garnished him with
white feathers, and put before him a tray full of train oil.

2. Thompson employed in making an axletree for a grind.
stone for me to polish niy daggers with. Afternoon, was in-
vited to eat fresh salmon.

3. Employed as usual. Natives fishing. Our chief in
good humour, because I was making daggers that pleased him.

4. Employed as usual. Afternoon, washed ourselves, &c.
5. Rainy weather. This day I was told that there wereonly

seven of the natives who had eaten of the bear. It was a custom
amongst them that whenever any one eats of a wild beast that
he must not for two months afterwards eat fresh salmon,
fresh herrings, nor any fresh fish out of the sea.

6. This day Maquina gave me much information on the
causes of the destruction that had befallen our ship's crew.-..
One capt. Tawnington, in a schooner, which had wintered in
Friendly Cove went on shore with fourteen of bis people.,-
Knowing that Maquina and several of the natives had gone to
the Wickeninishes to purchase a wvife, he went into his house
where were several of the natives' wives, put them into great
terror, and plundered our chief of forty skins-.immediately
returned to bis vessel, weighed anchor and went away. Soon
after this a capt. Hannah much offended the natives. One of
them had been on board bis ship, and stole from him a car-
penter's chissel. The next day there being a number of canoes
lyin'g along side the ship the captain fired upon them and kil.
led men, women and children to the number of twenty. The
chief being on board jumped from the quarter deck and swam
ashore. A little timne before, the Spanish had brutally killed
three of their chiefs. They were therefore resolved to have
revenge on the first ship they should fall in with, which un.
fortunate event happened to befal us.

7. This day our chief went to the Ai-tiz-arts, he had a in.
vitation two days before.

8. Frosty weather. The natives caught another wild bear.
9. Rainy weather. Invited to a feast of seal's blibber.
10. Very severe thunder and ligltening which much ter,

rified the natives.
1. Natives fishing, &c. Afternoon invited to cat claxns

and train oil.

12. Frosty weather. Employed as usual.
13. This day our chiefbegan a most curious farce. Whes

alI the chiefs were invited to a feast ; all of a sudden, the chief
fired a pistol off close against bis son's ear, which frightened
them all. The natives running up and down the village, pull.
ing their hair out from their heads by handfulls, crying out
our chief's son is dead. All of.a sudden came into the house
two men dressed in wolves' skins and took the child away on
their backs. W.e .were ordered out of the house, for seven
days, and if we came within that time he said he would kill us.
After the seven days had expired he called for -us to come to
the house.

21. This day the 'farce ended with a horrible sight. Three
of the natives were pierced through the flesh of each-side near
to the ribs with a bayonet. This play is performed every
year in the month of Decembeg, and is their mode of celebrat-
ing the praises of their God and .endering him thanks for all
)iis blessings for the past year.

22. Natives employed fishing. I was employed in mak-
ing daggers.

23. Rainy weather. Invited to eat whale's blubber. Af-
ternoon.-natives fishing. Employed making daggers.

24. Employed in making daggers of -a different form;
thev are nade eighteen inches long, and polished so as to see
one's face -in them.

25. This being Christmas -day, we bought our suppers,
-consisting ef dried clams and train oil. Employed as usual.

26. Arrived a canoe from Ai-tiz-arts ith train ail for our
chief. Bought a dagger of me for which I received two fath-
oms of cloth and ons-coat.

27. I was employed in inaking a dagger for another chief.
28. Employed asusual. Thompson washing our clothing.
29. Frosty weather. Natives fishing.

30. Clear weather. Thompson making a coat for our

chief.
31. This morning we left Tashees ta go to Cooptee, which

is sixteen miles down the sound, where we arrived at 2
o'clock, P. M.

January 1, 1804. (Sunday.) The new year comes in with
snow which is the first we have had this season. Invited to
eat dried salmon and train oil.

2. Natives employed in making theii houses. Thomp-
en and myself employed as usual.
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3. Frosty weather. Natives fishing, &c.
4. Invited to eat whale's blubber. At 6 o'clock., P. M

our chief went a fishing.
5. Finished our chief's dagger ; he made me a presenî of

two quarts of powder.
6. Last night a woman was delivered of a child ; this

morning I saw lier setting by a frre roasting.herring and siïg-
ing a song.

7. This morning I went with our chief to another nation,
I was invited to stop two days at the Ai-tiz-arts which is ab>ut
thirty miles up the sound. • As soon as we arrived the nativ es
came down upon the beach and fired their musquetsrecéiv-
ing us with these words wharcash, wharca8h, taat is, very g d.

8. This morning the natives began a tragedy which p-
peared very terrible to the eye. Twenty men with two
rows each run through the flesh close to their ribs ind
through their arms, having two men with strings made fast to
the arrows that were through the flesh and pulling back. as
hard as they could. After the play we returned home, ar-
rived at Cooptee at 12 o'clock at night.

9. We get plenty to eat at this place, numbers of herr ng,
salmon, small fish, &c. were caught.

10, A canoe arrived from th e Ai-tiz-arts with 600 w ht
of blubber which was taken from a whale tlhat had died at seaý
and was driven a shore by a gale of wind. At night our chief
bought my dagger for which he gave me a coat that was made
and another one that was not finished.

i1. Arrived a canoe from Esquates with our chi f's
daughter ; her husband had been beating her and she canie to
complain of it to her father. it was thougbt a war wbuld
be the consequence.

12. Natives fishiig. Employed as usual.
13. This morning the young chief that had been four

months with us went home. He belonged to the Wickeninishes.
14. Was invited to eat fresh salmon. We finishe4 ten

daggers for our chief, which pleased him very much.
15. This day there was a grand feast at our chief's h' use,

One of the natives had 5 quarts of salmon spawn boiledl aid'
four quarts of train oil mixt together, four dried salmon ty eat,
but before he began lie drank three points of oil; while he was
eating our chief gave him three musquets and one fathbm of
%loth. He eat till he puked in the dish and then gavel over.
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16. Our chief sent a canoe with ten natives to the Wick-
eninishes to invite them to come and eat with him.

17. Invited to eat fresh salmon.
1,8. Natives fishing-ernployed as usual.
19. I was employed in rnaking a dagger for Thompson.
20. Employed as usual in making a dagger for a chief.
21. Natives fishing. Afternoon-Returned with plenty

of herring. Invited to eat some.
22. Finished Thompson's dagger. Invited to a feast con

sisting of seal's blubber and dog fish.
23. Arrived a canoe from Moowachart with dried salmon

for our chief.
24. This day our thief had a dance at his house by his

son ; after the dance he invited the whole village to eat fresh
salmon. There were one hundred and twenty large sa-
mon boiled in one tub.

25. Employe d in engraving the daggen.
26. This day1 finished engraving one of the daggers,

with which the chief was much pleased. My engraving tools
were made of pieces of old files.

217. Finished engraving a dagger for Thompson which he
sold for a coat and one fathom of cloth.

28. A heavy gale of wind which took the planks from the
tops of the houses-Natives employed in securing them.

29. Arrived a canoe from Ai-tiz-arts with ifraw for our
Sebief.

30. Employed cleaning musquets; Thompson made a
sail for a canoe.

31. Made three daggers for myself and one for Thompson.
February 1. (Wednesday) This day -we were obliged to

give our chief a great coat and one fathom of cloth to keep in
bis favour. We understood that if no ships arrived next

- Spring, he meant to make us go naked like the natives.
2. Clear weather. Natives fishing. Employed cutting

fire wood.
3. Employed cutting fire wood. P. M. Returned ; invit.

Î ed to eat blnbber.
-* 4. Natives fishing. Employed cutting fire wood.

5. Rainy weather. Arrived a canoe from Ai-tiz-arts with
three slaves for our chief, he gave in return for them powder,
shot, &c.

6. This evening our chief's wife was delivered of a fine boy.
7. Clear weather Plenty of herrings caught by the natives.
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8. This day arrived ten canoes from Ai-tiz-arts, 'with an
hundred natives to eat at the feast of our chief, who made
them a present of muskets, coats, cloth, &c.

9. Employed making fish hooks. Natives fishing, &c.
10. Arrived four canoes from Caruquates; the chief of

this tribe came with an intention to buy me, but our chief was
not willing to part with me.

11. Invited to eat cockles. P. M. Went to cut fire wood.
12. Rainy weather. Employed cutting fire wood ; P. M.

returned. Our chief gave us. some dried salmon and train oil.
13. , Frosty weather. Natives fishing. Arrived twenty

canoes from the Michlate with salmon spawn for our chief.
14. I have been sick these last four days, owing to the

provisions I was obliged to eat.
15. Fine and clear weatlier. This day finished threc

daggers for myself.
16. Employed makihg T7hompson a dagger., Invited ta,

eat fresh saitnon. .
17. Rainy weatber. Finished Thompson's dagger.
l8. Enployed washing our clothing: Invited to eat.blubber.
19. (Sunday.) Clear weather. Went to prayera.as usuaL.
20. Invited to eat dried hallibut and train où;
21. Employed washing our clothes. Arrived a canoe

from the northward, to inform our chief there were twentyi
ships coming to Nootka ii order to destroy his tribe, which
caused him to look very sby upon us.

22. We now begbn to be down hearted, for our chief said
le would cut off another ship if he possibly could; bu t.I bopf
God will prevent him.

23. Rainy weather. This day the strangers went away..
All the natives discourse of is to cut. off another sip if one
arrives.

24. Arrived a canoe from the same tribe with eight nab
tives, who brought the same news respecting the ships, which
frightened us very much.

25, Frosty weather. This day we left Cooptee to return
to Nootka, which is about twenty mi'es distance, having been
there almost two months ; arrived.at Nootka, 4 c'clock, P. M.
laving had hard work and nothing to eat-

26. Employed making our houseg. Arrived tWro canoes
from the W ickeninishes. Went to prayers as usual.

27. Fine and clear. We entertained hopes of se.isig .a
ship in thc course of two Ionth's.tirne,
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28. Natives fishing.
March 1. (Wednesday.) Clear weather. Saw twelve

whales out in the offing.
2. This day our chief had a feast at his house.; ninety

salmon were cooked in one tub. P. M. The strangers went
away.

3. Natives fishing, &c. Employed cutting fire wood.
4. Rainy weather. Saw a great number 9f wild ducks

wd geese.
5. Invited to eat whale's blubber. P. M. Employed mak-

ing a dagger by order of the chief.
6, Rainy weather. This day one of the natives was

drowned while he was f6hing,. the wind came on to blow so
bard that his canoe upset.

7. Clear weather. Employed cutting fire wood.
8. Arrived a canoe with forty fresh salmon for our chief.
9. Employed washing our clothing . P. M. returned. In%.

vited to, eat seal's blubber.
10. Clear weather. Natives fishing, &c.
11, This day one of. the chiefs bought the daughter of

another for a wife. One of the natives ran through a large
fire naked, for which he received four muskets and five fath-
oms of cloth.

12. This day the Wickeninishes left us. Employed cut-
ting fire wood.

i &3 Eraployed washing our clothes. Gave our chief a
coat and one fat1om of cloth, which I had received of another
chief for a dagger.

14. Raifty weather. Emiployed mending our clothes.
Invited to a feast of whale's blubber.

15. This day the natives fishing ; returned with plenty of
salmon ; informed us they-saw a ship going to the southward.

16. Ciear weather. Employed making fish hooks out of
nails.

17. Rainy weather. Natives fishing, &c. Invited to eat
seal's blubboer. Arrived. a canoe from Ai-tiz-arts with ifraw
for our chief.

18. Élows a heavy gale of wind from the S. E. which
-s the severest we have experienced since coming on
shore; I make no doubt of there being very heavy gales in
the winter, but being at Tasshes, thirty miles in the country,
dici not experience them.

19.. The pes abated. Natives fishing. Wentto prayers.
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20. This day a child of our chief's sister died, a boy about
eleven years of age.. In the night after his death, our chief
with eighty men and women began to cry so loud that Thomp-
son and myself were very much frightened, so much so, that
we got up and left the house. In the morning our chief made
a large feast and burnt ten fathoms of cloth, and buried with
the boy eighty fathoms of ifraw, ten fathoms of cloth, and four
fine skins. It is the custom when a chief dies to bury all his,
skins, and whatever other property he is worth, with him.

21. This day I measured one of the natives of about thirty
years of age, he was three feet three inches high.

22. We begin to look for ships every day, hoping for our
release as soon as onç shall arrive. Our sufferïitgs as6ngst
these savages are incredible, for they are the most fifthy peo-
ple in the world, eating the vermin of their owrý bodies while
cooking their meals. We are very much disheartened.

23. Employed washing our clothing.. Invited to a feast;
2.4. Fine and cltar weather. Natives fishing, &c.
25. Employed cutting fire wood.
26. The weather thick and cloudy with rain.. Tnvited to,

a feast.
27. Clear weather. Natives filhing ;. returned with plepty

of cod.
28. Arrived a canoe from Ai-tiz-arts ; our chief was in.-

formed of an accident that lately happened there. One of the
people was trying a musket which he did not observe was
loaded, it went off and kIlled two'of his own children anl
wounded three others. P. M, They wient away'

29. Employed cleaning muskets.
30. Rainy weather Natives fishing. Employed cutting

fire wood.
31. Employed making a tent of No. I canvas fbr. our-

chief to set in to look out for whales. Our provisions at this
time consist of raw herring spawn and cold water, which we
are obliged to eat. -

.April 1. (Saturday.) Rainy weather. Last n ht otïe of
our chief's chUldren died it was threg months old. Ail the
natives in the village during 'the niglht made à most terrible
noise. In the morzing he had a daânce in his housé, a4er-
which he distributed armong the -a i - i r brels of-gún,
powder to sport with.

2. (Sunday.) Clear weater. atves liA-
ternooSn went to prayers as usual.
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3. Rainy weather. Employed cutting fire wood,
4. Clear weather. Natives fishing; littie success.
5, This day our chief went out a wh)aling, it being the first

time this season. In the afternoon he returned ; no success.
6. Thick and cloudy weather. Our chief out whaling;

struck one and was fast, but his harpoon broke and he lost
him; returned very cross.

7. Fine and clear weather. Natives fishing, with no suc-
sess. Our provisions.as well as the natives' consist-of cockles
and muscles, the winter stock of provisions being all ex-
pended.

8. Cloudy weather. This day there were ten canoes out
whaling, they struck five whales, but their harpoons drawed,
and they returned without having caught any.

9. Rainy weather. The times are now very hard with
us, for we cannot get any thing to eat except what we are
obliged to sell our wearing apparel for. The natives eat only
once a day, and their meal consists of cockles, muscles, &c.
Thank God, we have been very healthful during the las* thir-
teea months. But saw we begin* to hav a very heavy flux
upon us, which is owing to the provisions we are forced to eat,
'%ent to prayers for our release. -

10. Our chief out whaling; returned, no success.
i1. .Last night our chief informed me he was concernedi

for his life, because there were no fish ~to be caught; he told
me that bis own people were going to kill him, and he order-
ed me to keep watch over him night.and day with a brace of
pistols and a cutlass.

12. Thick weather, with rain. Our chiefout a whaling;
returned with no success. Employed as usual keeping watch.

13. Clear weather. Our chief~out whaling, struck one
but bis harpoon drawed, which caused him to lose the whale,
and he returned very angry.

14. Thick weather. Our chief's harpoon *as made of a
very large muscle shell, but so thin that as soon as he struck
a whale the shell broke. I told him1 could make him a very
gool one out of steel, and it should be as sharp as a knife;
he ordered me to go·to w.ork. upon it immediately, which i
didi and fixed it for him.

15. Our chief employed trying bis new harpoon, which
he thinks will answer eery- well ; he was very much pleased
with me for it, and said if le killed a, whale he would give me
plenty to eat.,

16. Fine and clear weather. Our chief out whaIHng,
Hard times with us; eat only once a day; no fish can be
caught by the natives, they are afraid there will be a famine
amongst them. About two o'clock, P. M. our chief struck a
whale and killed him, about five-o'clock he was towed by forty
canoes, into the cove. The chief was very much delighted
with the harpoon I had made for him.

17. This day one of the natives struck a whale and killed
it, and gave to our chief six hundred weight of blubber.

18. Employed at cutting up our chief's whale. The na-
tives have now a great plenty, they eat twenty times in the
course of the day. Our chief gave me an hundred weight of
blubber, and told me I might cook it as I pleased, and I used
to boil a piece of it with some young nettles which serred for
ggens.

19. This day employed making lances for our chief eigh-
teen inches long to lance whales; he had never used any be.-
fore, but he liked the form of them, and said he knew they
would answer and was very well pleased with them. Noth-
ing to eat but whale's blubber.

20. Fine and clear. This day finished two lances made
out of a fiat bar of iron.

21. Natives fishing ; no success.
22. Our chief out whaling; returned without success.
23. Rainy weather. Natives employed cutting the whale

up. Hard times with us, being drove about like dogs ; noth.-
ing to eat but whale's blubber, which is so disagreeable that
we are almost inclined to refuse it, but hunger drives us, and
we are obliged to eat it.

24. Clear weather. There is in oar chief's housean hun.
dred cwt. of blubbler banging over the place where he sleeps.

25. Our chief out a whaling; returned with no success.
Employed cutting fire wood.

26. Employed washing. Natives fishing. P. M. Invited
to a feast consisting of whale's blubber.

27. This day one of the natives killed a whale, and he
gave to our chief six hundred weight of blubber. I was in-
vited to eat of it.

28. Theé is such feasting of blubber amongst the natives
they eat twenty times a day.

29. Our chief out whaling; natives fishing, &c.
30. This morning the natives weie alarmed at hearing

two guns fired in the offing, but could see no ship,

21
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May 1. (Monday.) Natives fishing,-with no success.
2. Rainy weather. Our chief out whaling ; returned, no-

success.
3. Fine and clear. Employed washing our clothing. Our

chief out whaling ; returned,.no success.
4.. Our chief whaling. Arrived six canoes from the Wick--

eninishes with forty bags. of herringspawn for our chief.
5. Rainy weather. Employed cutting fire wood ; P. M.

returned. Invited to eat blubber.
6, Fine and clear weather. We begin to be very uneasy

at not hearing of the arrivai of some ship on the coast.
7. (Sunday.) Went to prayers as usual for our release.
8. Rainy weather. Our chief out whaling.; P. M. struck

one, but his line parted, and he returned with no success.
9. This day the natives had a meeting at the chief's houte

to determine what should be done with us in case a ship shouid
arrive. Thé common natives were always- for killing us, but
the chiefs would not consent to it.

10. Employed making tompkins for the guns.
11. Fine and clear. Natives fishing. Our- chief out

whaling; returned with no success.
12. Rainy weather. Invited to eat dried hallibut. Our

chief out whaling ; returned with no success.
13. Fine and clear. This day our chief was informed that

three of his captains intended to kill him, of which he'inform-
ed us; we were ordered to keep watch over bim night and
day with a brace of pistols.

14. Natives fishing. This being Sunday went to prayers.
15. This day arrived two canoes from the Wickeninishes

with natives who intended to kill our chief, but having had in-
telligence of it, we were ready to receive them: it was also
their intention to have killed Thompson and myself. - I will
leave it to the reader to judge our situation at this time.

16. This day the natives went home without accomplish-

ing their design. They were frightened at seeing us with a
brace of pistols and a.cutlass by our side.

17. Natives fishing. We walked ail last night before our
huts to keep watch, and at twelve o'clock fired one of the great-
guns off for an. alarm, in order to terrify the natives who had

left us the day before, qnd as a signal to them, that we were
on our guarcL

l-8. We constantly fire one of the great guns at twelve
ociock in the night and at four in the nornum.

-
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19. Thompson employed making a sail for our chief's
.canoe.

20. This day a whale drove ashore about six miles fron
Nootka ; the natives employed cutting it up and bringing it
home in their canoes ; the stench of it was very disagreeable,
but it does not all affect the natives. .

21. This day I am twenty-one years of age. I now begin
to give up all hopes of ever seeing a Christian country, or a
Christian face, for the season being so far advanced and not
hearing of the arrival of any ship on the coast, we feel ourselves
very unhappy. We have lived very well during the -last week,
because our chief was afraid of bis life, and had Thompson
and myself to guard him night and day. If we could hear of
a ship being either to the northward or southward of us, we
could dispatch a canoe with a letter, informing of our being
in captivity. We are very much cast down at the thought of
spending the remainder of our days amongst these savages.

22. Fine and clear weather. Thompson employed mak-
ing a whaling line:for ouir chief. The summer season sets in
very soon. On the 13th instant we -eat a pint of ripe tram-
bleberries. Nootka being our Summer quarters till the first
of September, when we go to Tasshees, which is situated on
the N. . side of the sound. On the east side the sail is very
good for many miles up, low land for ten miles. Cooptee is
situated on the same side. Tasshees and Cooptee rivers
abound with salmon, herrings, sprats, &c.

23. Employed making a whaling line for our chief; he
came into the woods where:we were at work and asked us if
we were hungry ; we told him yes, and he -sent us some dried
cod fish and train oil.

24. Fine and clear weather. Natives fishing, &c. lThis
day our chief out whaling. Finished the whaling line; took
a walk to wash ourselves, forty -of the natives threw stones at
us, when we asked the reason for so -doing, they told us they
were only playing.

25. Our chief out whaling ; returned, no success.
26. Natives fishing. &c. Chief out iwhaling ; returned, no

ýsuccess.
27. Employed washing clothes, and ablanket for our chief.
28. Natives fishing, &c. Employed cutting fire wood.

Our chief out whaling; returned, no uiccess.
29. Natives fishing. Employed Mn*idg a whaling line for

our chief. Natives retumed with good success.
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30. Emnployed making harpoons for our chief; he is out
whaling. Arrved a canoe from the Wickeninishes with the
chief, who came with an intention to purchase mae; but our
chief would not dispose of me.

31. The whaling season is now over.
June 1, (Wednesday.) Pleasant weather. Natives fishing.

Plenty of hallibut and cod fish, which the natives cut up in
pieces to dry.

2. Arrived three canoes with dried salmon for our chief.
This day we had a dance by our chief's son, to entertain the
strangers.

3. Rainy weather. Hungry times with us; nothing to eat
but smoked blubber and train oil.

4. Fine weather. This day our chief told us to buy a
canoe, fish hooks, &c. and go a fishing, or else he would give
us nothing to eat.

5. Employed furnishingourselves with the necessary uten.
sils for fishing. We were obliged to part with our great coats
and other wearin'g apparel, which used to serve us instead of
a bed. Very Cown nearted, for we are afraid thât in a few
months we shall be obliged to go naked.

6. Employed putting our fishing implements in order, for
fishing tomorrow.

7. This day went a fishing ; returned, no success; could
not'so much as get one bite.

8. Foggy weath)er. Went a fishing ; returned, no success.
9. Clear weather. Ve went a fishing p; returned, no suc-

cess. Natives fishing, with g>ood success. I told our chief
that we did not understand fishing ; he then told us to go no
more.

10. This morning one of the natives took our canoe with-
out asking us for it, and went a fishing. I informed our chief
of it; lie told me I must watck for hiM and when he returned
to let him know, which I accordingly did ; when the man re-
turned our çbief went to lim and took all the fish he had
caught an< gave them to me, told him that he niust not take
the canoe again without asking leave of us.

11. This day one of the natives killed a sea otter, we had it
eooked at our chief's house ; it was very good eating. Went
to prayers, as usual on Sundays.

12. The natives were engaged in fishkg.
- 13. This day Tewtack, -me of the chiefs died. He had

been sick ten months, was- one of the first that spoke of dc-

i
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troying our ship's company, and he killed two of the people
that were ashore drawxing the scene. Two months after he
was struck by the appearance of their apparitions, and during
the whole tine of his illness he thought they were always in
his presence. It gives us great satisfaction to think that God
has taken this fellow and two of his children out of existence,
which very much terrified al the other natives.

14. Natives fishing ; had good success-We were em-
ployed in cutting fire wood.

15. We have had nothing toeat at ourchief'shouse for three
days. I asked him for something but he told me to go upon
the rocks and gather muscles and lampreys, which wasa thing
almost impracticable, and I was driven to the last necessary
means of procuring sustenance to give my handkerchief from
off my neck for a dried salmon and a little train oil.

16. Employed in washing our cloaths.
17. This day one of the natives struck a sea otter and

brought it to our house. Employed in cutting fire wood.
18. This day being Sunday we went to prayers for our re-

lease.
19. The natives take our canoe when they please, if we say

any thing to them they tell us we are slaves and ask us where
our captain is, making signs that his head was cut off, which
grieves us very much.

20. This day there was a meeting at our chief's house of
all the natives to determine whether they should kill us when
any ship should arrive, but our chief would not consent to it.
In the afternoon I bought two axes in order to cut wood with.

21. This day one of the natives shot a wild deer ; it was
the first I have seen since coming on shore.

22. Went a wooding with empty stomachs having had
nothing to eat since yesterday. In the afternoon, our chief
gave us some dried hallibut and train oil.

23. Employed in washing our cloaths ; this day we used
the last of the soap we had saved from the ship, so that we are
now obliged to wash our cloaths in urine.

24. This day six canoes arrived from-the Wickeninishes
with dried herrings and- train oil for our shief.

25. Employed cntting fire wood. In the aaernoon return-
ed and went to prayers.

26. Employed cutting fire waod. Thompson and myselfe
are the on>yperssmr our chief makes do'thh arduous work.

c
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27. This day the strangers went away ; our chief gave
then nuskets, cloth, powder, &c. in return for herring, &c.

28. Cutting firewood. Afternoon, invited to eat fresh sal-
mon; afterwards employed in making fish'hooks to sell for
provisions.

29. This day I bought some fresh salmon, invited our
chief and his wife to eat with us, at which he was well pleased.

30. Fmployed cutting fire wood and in making fish hooks.
July 1. (Saturday.) Natives were fishing with good success.
2. This day being Sunday, I went to prayers as usual.
3. This day Thompson made a pair of canvass shbes, hav-.

ing no European ones left, which he executed very well.
4. Eraployed washing our cloathing. Afternoon, was in-

vited to eat fresh salmon ; made the natives a present of two
fish hooks.

5. Employed cutting fire wood.
6. Employçd making fish hooks; arrived a canoe with

herring spawn, for our chief; I was invited to eat smoaked
blubber.

7. Arrivéd a canoe from Ai-tiz-arts with five sea otter
skins for our chief; in return for which he gave cloth, mus-
kets, &c.

8. Employed cutting fire wood ; natives fishing. Return-
ed with plenty of salmon.

9. This day being Sunday we went to prayers for our re-
lease.

10. Employedmakigourchiefawhalingline.
11. Arrived a canoe from Wickeninishes with two large

canoes as a present for our chief.
12. Cutting fire wood ; natives were fishing.
13. Invited to eat seal's blubber.
14. This day finished our chief's whaling line.
15. Natives were engaged in fishing.
16. Arrived four canoes from Caruquates with herring

spawn for our chief; there was a large feast of salmon at his

house for the strangers, and afterwards a dance by the chief's,
son.

17. Natives fishing ; caught plenty of cod fish.
18. This day arrived two canoes from the Clar-zils which

is to the southward of Naotka, about two hundred miles.-
The natives brought us no intelligence of any ship but the one
!ayng at the CheenocsL, which we-herd of four months ago,

-I ~i i
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19. This day arrived a canoe from Check-clitz-arts which
is about one hundred and fifty miles to the north of us ; the
men informed our chief that they had been to war with an-
other tribe and killed one hundred men and women, and that
there were ships laying at the northward, which we hope wiIl
come to Nootka.

20. Fine and clear weather. We hear both from the north
and the south that the natives are massacreing one another for
want of cloth, muskets, &c. and our chief expects to be obliged
to make war with them as they have threatened him on account
ol destroying the ship Boston, which they-say hasînjurëd thTr
trade very much, and that no ship will now come tg their
ports to trade with them.

21. Natives were fishing, &c.
22. This day arrived a canoe from Wickeninishes with

one hundred gallons of train oil. Afternoon, our chiefinvited
the whole of his own tribe to eat dried herring and train oil.

23. This day all the chiefs went about nine miles from
Nootka, where thenatives go to catch hallibut, and plundered
them of all their fish, bringing away with them about ninetyi
large baskets full.

24, 25. Employed cutting fire wood. We now begin to
enjoy life much better thab heretofore, for we can eat the same
provisions as the natives, such as sea cow's blubber, whale's
blubber, seal's blubber, porpoise blubber, and in short the oil
of those sea animals is a sauce for every thing we eat, even the
strawberries and other fruit. But we still'think our situation
is most miserable, and that we shall have to spend the re-
mainder of our days amongst these savages.

26. This day our chief went on a visit to the Wickenin-
ishes, for the first time these seventeen months. I make-no
doubt that friendship exists between the two nations.

27. .Pleasant weather;- employed cutting fire wood.
28. Our chief returned in very good humour, telling us

that the Wickeninishes were very good. This is the tribe
that Nootka has been much at enrnity with.

29. This day arrived a canoe from the Newcheemassi,
which is situated about two hundred miles to the north. Our
chief was informed there was a ship laying at Suthstat, and
that the captain's name was Briggs.

30. We are very much disheartened to think we 5fe-
quently hear of ships ariving on the -dast, and that none wilt
come off Nootka sa as to enable us to communicate with them.



S1. This .day our chief had a meeting with the other
ehiefs of histribe to determine whether he should give me a
wife, thinking it would be better for nie thaii to live single, and
said it was very uncertain when any ship would corne to our
release.

50. There is nothing but whale's blubber to eat in the
whole village, for the natives are so lazy they will not go a
fishing- whilst they have any remaining.

Our chief
out whaling. Natives making oil to save for their winter
stock to eat with dried salmon.

We live very
well, for we boil a piece of blubber and gather young nettles
to boil with it.

22. Arrived a canoe from Check-cliz-arts with the news
.f six ships being at Newlietty.

23. Employed as usual ; natives fishing,
24. This day arrived twenty canoes with one hundred of

the natives wbo had their heads drest with white feathers;
they came to buy our chief's neice for a wife to one of their
chiefs ; she is a girl about twelve years of age ; they offered
for her thirteen fine skins, forty fathoms of cloth, twenty fath-
oms of ifraw, twenty muskets, two blankets and two coats,
which our chief accepted and gave up his neice. After which
they obliged us with a dance and a song ; when they had
finished, our chief invited them to eat t'aw spawn and drink
cold water ; he then had ninety large salmon boiled for them
of which they cat as long as they could stand, and then Went
down upon the beach to'play at jumping. Thus ended the
wedding.

25. Fiie and clear weather; employed washing our cloaths.
26. Our situation would not be so bad if it were not for the

high prices the natives ask for their seal skins ; for could we
purchase four or five skins Thompson could make jackets and
t:owsers of them,'he being a good tailor.

2y. Arrived two canoes from the New-chat-laits with ten
bags of herring spawn and four of dried cockles.

28. Our chief had a large feast consisting of dried cockles
and train oil; the strangers went away.

29. Our ninds are very uneasy to think that we cannot
get our release and there being six ships laying only two hun-
dred miles to the northward of Nootka sound.

30, This day arrived a canoe from Ai-tiz-arts with three
skins for our chief. Invited to eat dog flesh.

July 1, (Sunday.) Fine and clear weather. Went to pray-
er hoping that some good captain weuld corne and release us.

2. This day arrived a canoe fromr Check-ach-lizaits ýwith
the news that a tribe of Indians a great way to the northward
of Nootka had attempted to cut off a ship ; but the crew being
apprehensive of their design prevented it with the loss of ten
men. The natives told us that the captain and officers were
killed, and that the ship fired upon the village and knocked
down their houses. We are very much disheartenedno canoc,
from Clar-zarts with a letter.

chief as he expects that there will soon be a ship'to release us; T

he wants a quantity of them made beforehand.
17. Employed making chissels for our chief to make ca c

noes with..
-le. 'Fine and clear weather; natives fshing.
19. This day I was engaged in making chissels as usual.

At nine o'clock, A. M.< the natives werealarmed at seeing a
brig in the offing. Our chief campe and told me to leave my
work and go with him to look at the brig, I accordingly went
ands-w her bearing up for Nootka ; my heart leapt for joy at
the thought of soon getting ry liberty. The chief sent off a
canoe on board of which I pui.t a letter with information that
there was no danger in cominig into the cove.- The canoo
brought me an answer by which I learnt that it was the brgs

ydia of istong Samuql Hif, commander, and that he was c
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comiig in. He arrived at twelve o'clock and came to anchor*
but not running far enough into the cove drifted out again,
and stood down the sound to look for anchorage. Ail the,
natives endeavoured to persuadequr chief not to go on board,
for they said that the captain would confine him until Thomp-
son and myself were released. I appeared to be very content'
cd being afraid that the natives would be suspirious of my an-
xiety to go on board. The brig gave us a salute of three guns,
which we returned from the shore. Our chief then came and
asked me if he had best go on board, and told me that the
whole village had been endeavouring to persuade him not to-go,
saying that the captain would confne him.- I told him t6 go
on board, that the captain would use him well, and he accord-
ingly went, taking with.him three prime skins as a present,
and a recommendation which he wished me to give him.-..
When he got on board the captain took him into the cabin,
treated him with spiritous liquor and told him that he should
not go on shore until the two white men came on board.--.
Two of the people stood over him with a brace of pistols-and
and a cutlass ; the brig was standing off and on shore. The
captain then sent the canoe with the. news that the chief was
confined, and that he wished us to come off immediately.--..
The natives were in very great confusion, crying and running
tip and down the village, saying that their chief was a slave to
the whites, and thxat I had told the captain in my letter to con-
fine him. ýBut I knew wIiile the chief was kept on board, I
should be safe, for that they durst not hutt me on that ac-
count. They sent me -off in a canoe telling me that the chief
must come ashore as soon as I got on board. And I promised

1them he should. When I got near the brig the natives in the
canoe were in doubt about letting me go on board and caled
out for their chief. But the captain looked over the quarter
and told them to come alongside or he would fire at them, for
he was determined that I should not go back again. They then
pÀit us on board, and the captain was glad to see me, and I of
cour.se was very happy at berng released. He took me into
the cabin and shewed me to our old chief, who appeared to be
much pleased at seeing me. There was another chief with
him, a fine young man, who had no concern in the taking of
our ship. He sat ini the cabin to keep our chief company..--
After I had acquainted the captain with every particular re-
specting the capture of the ship Boston, I gave hinm où ac-
couat of every thing that was ashore in possession of the chief
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tuh as skins, and what was saved from the ship's cargo. The
taptain imade him send for them, and told him he should not
on shore until every thing was brought on board.

After the goods were brbught off, the chief was released,
and the brig immediately took her departure from Nootka.
