York students were founding members of the Ontario Federation of Students (OFS) in 1972.

Over the last three years, the relations between the OFS and the CYSF (now called the YFS) 
have been rocky - to say the least Troubles came to a climax when, in 1988, the CYSF voted to pull 
York students out of theOFS. The OFS contended that, according to its by-laws, the only way students 
can join or leave the Federation is through a referendum... a referendum that never took place. The 
CYSF argued that it was entitled to pull out because of the special arrangement that York students 
had with the OFS, concerning the manner in which membership dues were collected and paid. The 
OFS membership fees could not be collected through a direct levy of $3.00 per student per year 
because unlike every other university in Ontario, York student associations have never collected a 
'per student' levy. For this reason, the CYSF had paid $30,000 per year, from their budget, on behalf 
of the York student body to the OFS as membership dues.

This spring, the YFS reached an agreement with the OFS under which the OFS would waive 
the outstanding amount that it claimed the central student government at York still owed, and the YFS 
would pay $30,000 over the next three years to be members for 1990/91. The final term of the 
agreement was that a referendum would be held at Y ork this fall to let Y ork students decide once and 
for all if they wished to remain members of the OFS. In addition, York students would, for the first 
time, be offered the choice of becoming members of the Canadian Federation of Students (CFS).

Starting next year, York student associations will collect their fees through a direct levy. This 
means that, if the referendum is passed, the membership fees for the OFS and CFS will not come 
from the budget of the YFS, but that membership in the OFS will cost$0.60perstudentper full course 
and membership in the CFS will cost $0.80 per student per full course.

All members of the York Federation Students - all York undergraduates - except those 
at Atkinson and Glendon Colleges (who have their own agreements with the OFS and CFS ) are 
encouraged to vote on October 23 and 24 in the referendum concerning membership in the 
provincial and national student organizations.

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Custom essay service off the hook
be no academic penalties."

The charges were laid in 
response to pressure by York 
administration and the Council of 
Ontario Universities (COU).

A representative from the COU 
was not available for comment on 
the dismissal of the charges.

The service's owner was 
pleased with the decision.

"The judge in his wisdom has 
told us that freelance research is 
no more illegal than writing politi­
cians' speeches." said Derek Sim, 
owner of the 10-year old Collier 
Street firm

The Metro fraud squad had pre­
viously investigated the firm but 
never laid charges.

“The decision for an appeal is 
now in the hands of the crown," 
said York's legal counsel Harriet 
Lewis.

Lewis would not say whether 
there would be any pressure from 
York for an appeal

On May 29, 1989, charges of 
conspiracy to utter a forged doc­

ument and seven counts of utter­
ing a forged document were laid 
against Sim and his wife 
Elizabeth.

Each count carried a maximum 
penalty of ten years in prison.

Administration and the COU 
approached Metro 31 division 
when it became apparent that 
some students were submitting 
essays believed to be written by 
the essay service.

Police raided the service and 
confiscated its client file Police 
apparently gave various Ontario 
universities access to the files.

Many administrations, includ­
ing those at York and UofT. held 
back thousands of essays in 
spring 1989 to investigate stu­
dents found in the client file.

Barry Fox, the lawyer represent­
ing the Sims, blasted the universi­
ties, saying that it was completely 
inappropriate to bring the matter 
to the courts

Fox felt that if Sim was charged 
with uttering a forged document, 
then students using the service 
should have been charged with 
forgery. Fox likened the incident 
to that of a murder trial.

“If you are going to charge a 
person who loaded the murder 
weapon with accessory to murder 
then you have to charge the per­
son who pulled the trigger."

Last year, a number of students 
were asked to come before aca­
demic committees to answer 
charges of academic dishonesty, 
relating to the Custom Essay 
Service.

In the faculty of arts alone a total 
of 75 students were reprimanded. 
The penalities ranged from a fail­
ure on the part of the course which 
was related to the offence to a 10- 
year suspension from the univer­
sity system in Ontario.

Charges have been dropped 
against an essay service which 
provided what it called “research 
material" for students across the 
country.

The dismissal frustrated univer­
sity administrators' hopes of set­
ting a precedent against ready­
made essay services.

Last Tuesday, in a precedent 
setting case, a preliminary court 
judge dismissed fraud charges 
against the owners of the Custom 
Essay Service because of lack of 
evidence.

Shirley Katz, the associate dean 
of arts who deals with academic 
offences, expressed disappoint­
ment at the dismissal of charges, 
.but said the academic rules would 
not change.

"Students should not think just 
because htere are not criminal 
repercussions for submitting an 
essay written by a commercial 
research company, that there will

Student Centre delay 
raises ethical problemsGay rights coalition formed eral Manager of the SCC, the Stu­

dent Centre is expected to be

Gulf war waged on developing countries
1974, it will take LDCs a long time 
to recover from the devasting 
economic effects of spiralling oil 
prices.

Some analysts say many coun­
tries have still not recovered from 
the blow of 1978, in many cases 
missing their growth targets by 
billions of dollars.

In a September statement, the 
World Bank pointed out that over­
all incomes fell in the LDCs again 
last year, and in those where there 
was a rise, it was smaller than in 
previous years

In 92 countries with some 3.9 
billion people, poverty ranged 
from that of Oman where a citi­
zen’s average income was $5,070 
in 1988 to Ethiopia where the 
average annual income stood at 
$120 per year.

Prime Minister Brian Mulroney 
issued a statement on September 
14 which would contribute $75 
million in humanitarian and eco­
nomic aid to surrounding coun­
tries such as Jordan, Egypt and 
Turkey which have been harmed 
by Gulf trade embargoes.

The Gulf crisis has produced an 
exodus of hundreds of thousands 
of Phillipino, Palestinian and 
Bangladeshi workers from 
Kuwait. An estimated 30,000 Ban­
gladeshis and 50,000 Palestinians 
have been supporting families 
through jobs in the Middle East.

“Many LDCs rely on the foreign 
exchange sent back to the home­
land by these workers,’’ said Bar­
bara Wood, associate director of 
the Inter-Church Committee on 
Human Rights in Latin America. 
“Their return home not only redu­
ces the inflow of vitally needed 
foreign exchange, but removes 
income to thousands of depend­
ent family members.”

currency (the condoba) since the 
April election of president Violeta 
Chimorra, and gas at the pump 
has jumped to $2 per gallon.

The country is currently in 
negotiations with Latin America's 
oil producers, Mexico and Vene­
zuela, looking for concessions 
History, however, points to a buc­
kling of developing world oil pro­
ducers under the pressure of 
OPEC and the major western oil 
companies.

The World Bank has argued that 
it is helping LDCs to develop their 
own oil supplies. Nigeria for many 
years was seen as the potential 
case study for Africa. In 1974, it 
supplied the U S. with some 
800,000 barrels of oil a day.

In 1978, the World Bank 
embarked on a three-way partner­
ship with Gulf Oil Corporation, the 
state-owned oil company in Pakis­
tan, to finance oil exploration and 
development. At the time, there 
was talk that projects like these 
could reduce the LCDs’ depen­
dency on oil imports up to 50 per 
cent by 1990. That has not 
happened.

In LDCs like Nigeria, Venezuela, 
Mexico, Libya, Pakistan, and Tri­
nidad and Tobago, oil drilling con­
tinues. Because these nations are 
not part of a large cartel like 
OPEC, they are subject to market 
forces and the control of Western 
oil companies.

In the past, when oil prices have 
risen on the world market, these 
nations have been quick to har­
monize their prices as well. Like 
the industrialized countries, they 
pass on the oil cost directly to 
consumers, although hundreds of 
thousands of these consumers, 
particularly in their own regions, 
can little afford it.

As economists pointed out in

Any turbulent event that leads 
to an oil crisis carries with it the 
promise of currency devaluations 
and increased control of LDC 
economies by international lend­
ing agencies, the World Bank and 
the International Monetary Fund 
(IMF).

Nicaragua along with Hondu­
ras. Latin America’s poorest con- 
try, were nervous about last 
month's IMF and World Bank 
meetings. In Nicaragua, there 
have been 36 devaluations of the

High oil prices also means cut­
backs on domestic development 
and social programmes, slower 
growth rates and severe problems 
with burgeoning balance of pay­
ments deficits as well as reduced 
purchasing power for vitally- 
needed imports.

The 1973 oil crisis led in 1974 to 
a $7 billion loss of purchasing 
power by lesser developed coun­
tries (LDCs). Most of this loss was 
absorbed by nations with per cap­
ita incomes of below $375.

While the industrialized countries 
flex their military muscle in the 
Gulf region and debate about war 
on Iraq, developing countries see 
the crisis more in terms of a war to 
be waged on their economies.

Higher petroleum prices in 
developing countries often result 
in higher transportation costs, 
increased prices for fertilizer and 
higher food prices as was the case

amendment to change the Senate 
comes through, effectively kick­
ing them out of their jobs.

Third, it seems that you are 
upset that the government has 
spent millions of dollars advertis­
ing the tax and that business has 
spent millions retrofitting their 
operations.

of what was promised to York 
University students, and what 
wasn't delivered," said YFS/FEY 
president Jean Ghomeshi

Ghomeshi supported the offer­
ing of a refund to those students 
"There is a significant contingent 
of students who would like the 
option of a refund." said 
Ghomeshi,

Chia-Yi Chua, chair of the Stu­
dent Centre Board maintained 
that this simply was not possible

"On the one hand we had a 
compulsion to make good on the 
first paragraph of the referendum 
and on the other the compelling 
responsibility to manage the pro­
ject in afinancially viablefashion," 
said Chua.

The most pressing reason for 
not issuing a refund, according to 
Chua, was the threat of York 
Administration re-assessing the 
Student Centre Management 
Agreement, and the possible, 
subsequent loss of student con­
trol over the Centre.

According to Chua, refunding 
the levy would cost the SCC 
$1 296 million and this would keep 
the Student Centre in the red an 
extra seven to eight years for a 
total of 14-15 years.

“VP (finance) Bill Farr in his

conversation with the General 
Manager, [of the Student Centre] 
has said he would take action if 
such an exercise was carried out," 
said Chua

"We don't know what would 
happen if there was a refund, nor 
do we know what a refund would 
entail," said Ghomeshi, and added 
that he believed it certainly would 
not involve the loss of the entire 
S 1.296 million

Ghomeshi also expressed his 
distaste with the nature of the pub­
lic forum itself "It didn't come 
across as a forum in which any­
thing could change." said 
Ghomeshi

Chua, however, pointed out that 
ads were placed in the Excalibur, 
Obitei Dicta and Lexicon when 
the problems concerning the levy 
first became apparent.

The solicitation for opinions, 
however, drew only one call: from 
former CYSF president Peter 
Donato

Ghomeshi and Chua both 
agreed, however, that while the 
decision to hold onto last year's 
money was difficult, it has been 
made.

Their primary interest now is to 
complete the Student Centre as 
soon as possible and prevent any 
further problems.

When it comes to preserving the 
environment, Paul Mayol, York's 
Waste Management Coordinator 
says that “the university has a 
moral obligation to be a leader in 
the field."

This may be so. but to date any 
efforts to recycle and reduce 
waste at York have been isolated 
and operated largely on a volun­
teer basis.

The current situation, however, 
will be changing as the adminis­
tration implements a comprehen­
sive, university-wide policy on 
waste management.

Mayol was hired in July on the 
recommendation of York's Waste 
Recycling Advisory Committee.

The committee, over the past 
year, developed proposals for 
reducing garbage and recycling 
both on the Keele and Glendon 
campuses.

It is the beginning of a much 
more ambitious scheme for Mayol 
as he plans to do things "building 
by building, site by site, product 
by product ."

Eventually, all newspapers, tins 
and glass will be collected 
throughout the university. He also 
has plans for a campus compost 
heap to turn food scraps into ferti­
lizer Although Mayol wants to 
work as quickly as possible, he 
feels there are some obstacles.

"The university simply can't 
afford to implement the various 
projects all at once," Mayol said 
Start-up costs for the coming year 
have been estimated between 
$200,000 and $300,000

In order to help offset the cost, 
Mayol is seeking outside sources 
for funding.

He has applied to Ontario's 
Ministry of the Environment for a

One of the problems that 
Envision York is trying to 
solve concerns the use 
of styrofoam containers 
in the cafeterias

Envision York, in co-operation 
with the environmental studies 
faculty, is holding an environmen­
tal awareness week beginning 
^November 5.

Blass, who in addition to his 
work at YFS, acts as Envision 
York's Undergraduate Coordina­
tor, emphasized that Envision 
York is not merely out to promote 
awareness.

“Envision York is also about 
action," Blass said "We identify 
problems and then try to solve 
them."

One of the problems that Envi­
sion York is trying to solve con­
cerns the use of styrofoam con­
tainers in the cafeterias. Blass 
admitted that this is not an easy 
problem to tackle.

"It's really hard to come up with 
a viable solution," Blass said

According to Blass. Envision 
York would welcome the chance 
to work with the administration's 
recycling program

"Perhaps we could help them 
identify problems, or they could 
give us advice on how to set up a 
student network," Blass said "If 
the students, the faculty and the 
administration all work together, it 
will be easier to accomplish our 
goal "

The University is currently form­
ing a Waste Reduction Advisory 
Committee to advise in the opera­
tion of waste reduction pro­
grammes.

Mayol said that once this com­
mittee was formed, he would wel­
come input from any interested 
group or individual.

“If recycling is to be a success." 
Mayol said. "It will require the co­
operation of all facets of the York 
community."

«
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Fine paper makes up 
50 per cent of York’s waste

©grant. A decision is expected in 
three or four months.

Mayol is also trying to get the 
Works Department of North York 
to help out by providing collection 
receptacles.

"We pay taxes." Mayol said "It's 
not unreasonable to expect some 
service for that."

To date, no outside agency has 
committed funds to York's 
programme.

Despite the initial costs, recy­
cling and waste reduction should 
one day save money for the 
university.

According to Mayol, if the uni­
versity can meet its targets for 
waste reduction (25 per cent by 
1992, 50 per cent by 2000), then 
the savings will be substantial

Mayol’s first priority is the rec­
overing and recycling of paper, 
which makes up 50 per cent of 
York's waste.

Presently, he is working on plac­
ing specially marked blue recep­
tacles in the Ross building for the 
collection of recyclable fine 
application paper, such as com­
puter paper, stationery and 
letterhead.

Between 1983 and 1988, the 

Blues were as bad as the Yeomen 
are now. As for the Warriors, 
before last year they finished 
above five hundred just once 
(1978, 4-3) and were the not so 
proud owners of the nation’s 
longest losing streak, 33 games.

But then something happened, 
the cloud of doom disappeared 
and both teams are now legitimate 
playoff contenders.
