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NEW GLEBE CHURCH OPENED,

Seldom has the old doxology, Praise God
From Whom All Blessings Flow, been sung
with yuch deep feeling and sincere joy as
on Sunday morning at the onening of the
dedicatory service of the Glehe Preshy-
terian church. corner First avenue and
Pank etreet, Rev. W. T. Herridge, pastor
of 8t Andgew’s chureh. preached hoth
morning and evening. Tis sermons were
most masterly and brilliant efforte.  The
heantiful new edifice was filled at hoth
sorvices, many heing tnrned awav unable
to got sonts in the evenine. At the morn-
ine service Rev. T 1. Milne said it wae a
gouree of wnsmeakable delight to get into
tha new buildine with the inereaged faeilic
ties, We exnressed eratiSeation and thanke
that thaee eneaced in the eonstrnetion of
tha huildine had heen preserved from ace!
deont and daneer and veaved that the ren-
vle wonld have the zeal of nerceverance and
the strength of devotion to God and truth
that the new chn sh might hecome the
center of a growing influence,

Bafare commencing his germon Rev. Dr.
Warvideo afarad to the conmremation his
conovatulations on the comnletion of the
building so long desired. Tt had. he eid,
heen a nrivilase for St. Andrew’s chnrch
to assist in the work. Ability and desive
had gone together and it was a pleasure to
the members and officers of 8t. Andrew’s
church to he of assistaprn ta the Clehn
tongregation. TRev. Dr. Herridee said he
was sure the aid o mven in the building
of the heantiful adifiee wonld nat indunes
n spirit of indifferencs hut wonld have the
onposite effect and stirulate to greater ef-
forts for the material and spiritual advance-
ment of what was destined to be one of
the most influential churches in the ecity.
Much of the result, he said, was to be at-
tributed vnder God to the able. faithful
and efficient work of tae pastor, Rev. Mr.
Milne. Tle had able eo-workers but with-
out his inspiring leadersafp they would not
have suceeeded.

The theme of Rev. Dr. Herridge's morn-
ing sermon was True Religion. Many
men, he said, yield a conventional tribute
to Christianity and stop there. Their con-
duct was colored with outward respect for
Christianity but there was no deeper feel-
ing. Coing to church and religious observ-
ances, he aid, were not of no value and it
would be disastrous to individuals and the
nation if the quiet Sundays should ever
vanish away. Tt meant something to go
to church even though people did not go
in the best spirit. FEven a faint awaken-
ing of the better side of a man's nature
should make better men. But unless these
actions were backed by genuine religious
fervor, men would fall into hypoerisy.

Rev. Dr. Herridge declared there was no
dividing line in morals between the man
in the pulpit and the men who sat in
the pews. There was no argnment for
one man heing a Christian that did not
apply to other men. The church and
ministers were for a stimulus, but the
abiding sanctuary was mot in polished
stones bhut in regenerated characters.
True Christians were Christians at all
times and in all plhcs.

THE SUNDAY SCHOOL.

Rev. Mr. Milne opened the afternoon
meeting with devotional exercises after
which the Sunday school sup-rintendent
Mr. J. D. Denny, took charge. The
children occupied a reserved space in the
body of the church and led in the mu-
gie, The Sunday school orel stra, under
the leadership of Mr. W. H. Pierce, also
did good work. Dr. Chisholm, M.P.,
gave an interesting address on the im-
portance of Sunday school work for train-
ing the young. He also spoke of the

o of all d B uniting

to meet the supiritual requirements of
the west. Rev. E. A, Mitchell spoke on
love, which, he said, consisted of four
pillars, love to parents, love of home,
love of work and love to Christ. A duet
was pleasingly rendered by Mrs. W. L.
Reid and Miss Ethel MeAdam.

At the evening service Rev. Dr. Her-
ridge took as his text the casting ont
of the evil spirite by Christ. Many
men these days, he said, had evil spir
its in them. A mysterions relation ex-
isted between the mind and the body
and unclean thouchts and actions wrote
on the human hodies. Men were tan-
talized by the evil snirits of greed.
vride, avarice, envy and lust. Most men
had at least onme little devil in them.
“When you attack the evils of intem-
perance, one of the greatest hanes of the
Anglo-Saxon race, there are *hose who
by reason of selfishness or corrupt prac-
tices or the pathetic victims of the pas-
sion, ery out ‘Tet us alone! When the
pulpit ventures to make an attack on
corrupt practices that are bringing dis-
credit on us as a people, how many say
‘Mind your own husiness, what has the
pulpit to do with polities?” Tt is  im-
nossible to make an attack on any kind
of evil without hearing the erv. Tet
us alone.” The modern church, said Rev,
Dr. Herridge, does not alwaye want God’s
ailed children and does not do much to
encournge them, to hear the message of
salvation.  He hoped the Glebe church
would he an excention. There was, he
said. plenty of room for ereater friend.
liness on the part of the white sheep
for the black sheep. One can't definite-
Iy divide people into good and bad. Tf
circumstances had heen the same there
might have been little diffrence be
tween the judge and the man he con-
demns or hetween the grand dame and
her poor sister whom she would not
as much as brush with the hem of her
garment. Tt would be a much different
world if all good prople were attractive
and all attractive people were good.

A telegram from Cape Town states that
distress is keen throughout most of South
Africa, and the new arrivals only swell
the ranks of the unemployed.

The Bishop of Norwich, in a recent ad-

Annual Meeting of Synod at Toronto.
This court of the church convened in
Knox church, on Monday evening, with
tha retiring moderator, Rev. J. A. Me-
Keen, M. A., presiding, who preached an
appropriate sermon  on  the dominnt
characteristics necessary for the successful
teaching, of God's Word. God’s message
to the world, had ben broaght out of ob-
senrity into light, and it was the duty of
the t acher to present it in its simplicity.
The method of Jesus was to veach the
common people and to suit His sermons
to His audience. Yet His message must
be deeply studied to realize its full pur-
port, and the better trained was the
teacher the better could he expound it.
Every pastor had in the Sahbath school
a great oprortunity for Whlishing a
sort of theological colleze. e teacher
should lose himself in his teaching, since
it was only thus that he conld attain the
greatest eloouence and effect. The great
object shoukd be to deliver God's message
with the same earnestness that distin-
guished it when it came from God.

At the conclusion of My, MeKeen's
sermon, Rev, Stephen Childerhose, pastor
of 8&t. Andrew's church. Parry Somnd, and
a great h-me mission influence in norh-
ern Ontario, was elected Moderator for
the ensuing vear. In acceptine his elee-
tion Rev. Mr. Childerhose said that he
was entirely  constrained  threngh  the
great import of home mission work. and
the very evident sympathy the Synod en-
tertained for it.

SECOND DAY.

Sabbath desedration and the increase of
the vice of intemperance formed the sub-
jeet of the report on Church work, the
first order of business, at Wednesday's
session. The report which was presented
by Rev. William Farquharson, of Dur-
ham, referred to the increase of Sunday
sports, such as  hoating, hunting, and
fishing. In certain sections of society,
too, there was an increase of Sunday en-
tertainments while a complaint was made
that in many factories and on railroads
men were farced to work on that day.

Referring to temyperance, the report re-

etted that this derartinent of the

urch work was not making headway,
though in the rural districts there was
a decrease in drinking, the large towns
and cities showed an incrense. As an ex-
ample it said that there were 1721 more
arres's for drunkenness in Toronto last
year than in 1903, Regret was expressed
that there was an increase in the private
use of intoxieants and there was a tend-
ency to introduce them at parties as be-
verages, which gave the auded danger of
covering them with a cioak of respecta-
bility. Efforts should therefore be made
to encourage the principles of total ab-
stinenne,

In seconding the report, Rev. D. D. Me-
Leod, of Barrie, ‘gomed much of the fail-
ure of temperance propaganda on its ad-

" voeates. They had forgotten that it was

largely a guestion of morals, and had
dragged it into politics. Rev. James Mc-
Kinnon recommended personal contact in
fighting the liquor habit, while Rev.
Alexander Shepherd, of Markdale, advo-

cated the adoption of some educational
miethod.

Ex-Mayor |Gealmm f Belleville, indi-
cated the dittie oh hanlicapped
the police in thei fighy wiinst the abuse
of licenses by lwotelkeepers. They need-
ed the assistance of hotel provrietors in
the detection of eriminals, This they
would lose if they made war on the
license-holders,  Liccnse inspectors also
had difficulties owing to the fact that
they were well known. As a political is-
sue, either in provineial or Dominion pol-
ities, Mr. Graham thought that prohibi-
tion was a dead letter, In future he felt
that reforms must come through both
parties.s  Personally, he advocated the
stopring of the treating system and the
Lanishment of the bar. The speaker
said, in conclusion, that the women could
do n grest deal for the temperance cause
if they refused not only to have intoxi-

pe
know
too freely. In this way tippling might
be largely frowned down.

He concluded by  expressing  opinion
that the preshyteries should perate
in putting down the v With this
view the synod coincided and appointed
a committee to formulate a plin of action,
Thiz is comros:d of Dr. H. Gracey, Mr.

Augmentation.

The Augmentation Conmittee’s report,
presented by Mr. R. W. Ross, included
the recommendation, which was adopted,
that the minimum salary of a minister
he inereased by £30 to $800 and a manse,
In supporting his recommendtion  Mr.
Ross said thit the question was a  na-
tienal cne. If the future of the country
devended on the erowth of righteousness
and Christian spirit, the most practical
thing must be done for augmentation
work. There was a necessity for raising
the minimum salary of a minister. The
cost of living had increased opethird in
the country. as it had in the city. Lib-
erality to struggling ministers always led
to practieal results,

Sabbath School Work.

Reporting on the Sabbath schools in
the Synod, Rev. Alex. MaeGilliveay  in
the evening said that during the year
there had been 298 schools in overation
within the hounds of the Synod. Seventy-
two sehoels onlv had failed to report, but
there was in this respect room for im-
provement,  The work of teaching had
Teon carried en by 6,0°5 conseerated men
and women. The total envollment in the
various Sunday schools amounted to 49,
102, a loss compared with that of the vre-
ceding year of 1074, A gmtifying Tl
vance of 189 was reported in the case of
new commnnicants  received  from the
Sunday school, to the number of 1950,
In the matter of giving, a marked ad-
vanee in liberality was shown, The to-
tal amount contributed by schools for all
purposes was £37.710, an increase of $1,-
770. 1t was recommended among other
things that greater attention be given to
the memoviving of Reripture and  the
Shorter Catechism, and that the teacher
traing course be earnestly commended to
sessions and Sabbath schools.

Young People’s Socleties.

Rev. W. R. Mclntosh of Elora present-
ed the report of the Committee on Young
People’s Societies for the Synod. He
statel in introducing it that there was
a prevalent feeling that the establishment
of _\ounl\rm“lc'- societies was of little
advantage. The speaker was confident
that, granted an organized society adapt-
ed to environment, it was a veritable
handmaid of the Sabbath school. A grat-
ifying revival of interest in such socicties
was noticeable, Some 180 societies were

in operation as against 166 the year be-
fore, with a corresponding increase in
membership of 862, The success of these
societies depended more on the right man
in the right place than any other organ-
ization. A convener with a “vision
splendid” was needed.  Dr. McTavish
pointed out some errors in the conduet of
younge people’s work. He said that it
was a problem ygt to be solved. Some-
times the ministers were not §n sympathy
with the society, very often the condi-
tions were not sufficiently studied in or-
ganizing a Y.PS, for it was to be dis-
covered from them what type of socety
wans to be organized. Societies often fail-
ed because no definite plan of work was
set hefore them.
THIRD DAY,

The moderator, Rev. Mr. Childerhose
presented this report, and in detailing
the needs of home mission work, Mr,
Childerhose drew att ntion to the demand
for home missi ies. In ti
his report read:—“hy home missionary is

Tavish declared that from his personal
exnerience the sentence was auite timely
and that it wonld never offend men doing
their duty. The prevailine impression
was that if the shoe pinched certain mis-
sionaries it wight do them good and the
remark remained good. The weak home
mission fieMs in the north were highly
worthy of support. They represented the
untiving energy of conseerated men. and
needed symvathetic thought and action.
Pegarding the needs of the work, that
of men was paramount. He helieved
there was not a finer class of men to be
foond than were engagint in home mis-
gion work in this Synod. but there was a
real searcity. The work required physi-
cal antitude, enthusiasm that nothing
could dampen, and a man able to preach.
Charlatanism was soon discovered in the
lumber camps. Only the missionary who
had an ardent message to deliver wonld
.Rev. J. H. McVigar presented a glow-
ing report on foreign wmissions in the
afternoon. He said that there was an

might go far ahead of the ability to sup-
port them. No congregation had gone
over its head in the matter of givinz, Yet
it was encouraging to note signs of pro-
gress. This year there was a total in-
crease of $8.588.09 in vivings, and an in-
crease m the case of every Preshytery.
Orangeville had  doubled ite collections,
and North Bay nearly so. The best or-
ganized Presbyteries were doing the best
for the missionary cause. This did not
imply intricate machinery. Often a sim-
ple system accomplished great things.
The greater the frequeney with which of-
ferings were made the greater the contri-
butions were found to be. It re-
commended that Preshyterics be eznmn-
ed to effect an organized system of con-
tribution to the missionary cause. Dr.
R. P. Mackay, in moving the adoption of
the foreign missions report. said that, al-
though a splendid record was before
them, there was still a substantial defi-
cit to meet. He expressed unbounded
confidence in the peovle i the chureh.
and held that they could always meet
emergencies, .

The committee organized to sugest some
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co-operative crusade against intemperance
recommended  as  follows:—That  the
Synod approve of the present enforce-
ment of the license law, but ask for
further legislation towards the closing of
bars.

The peony revival is now in full swing
and everybody seems to be happy about it,
says “Country Life in America.” In fact,
this lovely flower never really went out of
favor, as the dahlia did. Of course, the
peony has been greatly improved in the
last fifteen years (witness, for example, the
increased number of fragrant varieties), but
even if it had not been improved it would
still rank among the six best herbaceous
pevennials in cultivation; in fact, it is
probably the best “hardy flower” we have,
and if the truth were known (and one
could ignore fragrance and sentiment), the
peony beats the rose “alt hellow.” This
may be a strong statement, but it is not
extravagant. The peony is larger than the
rose, with as wide a range of color; it lasts
Jonger, the plant is ha.ater, easier to culti-
vate, has no thorns, and is remarkably
free from insect enemies and diseases. A
rose-bush has no shape, and what little
foliage it has is generally covered with
bugs. (For its worst enemy. the rose
beetle, there ix mno practical remedy.)
Eleven months and two weeks in the year
the average rose-bush in the front yard is
an eyesore, while the peony looks wel from
fros to frost. A rose-bush is generally a
short-lived affair; peonies are almost as
permanent as trees. IHave all the roses
you want in your backyard, but if you
wish to do the big, strong, simple, master-
ful thing, pot your money into peonies
and buy lots of them!

ago that the Synod of Montreal and Ot-
tawa was to meet at Vankleek Hill, hose
who did not know the people of that
clarming locality expressed some SUYise
that they should undertake the task of
entertaining so large a delegation—por-
haps some feared that the undertaking
might result in a sort of social caticly s,
The Preshycenans of Vankleek Hill, how-
ever, were equal to the emergenvy aml
entertained the members of the Nynod
right _royally, The machinery necessary
to such  cocasions  worked  wmootily,
There was no jarving, no hurrying; o1
arrangenients were cirried out with clock-
work regularity, and the business of Sy-
nod, in consequence, was transacted with
promptitude and despateh. The weople
of Vankleek Hill “knew how to do it,”
and probably could give “‘pointers” in
such work to the citizens of more pre-
tentious localities. It is, therefore, not
a matter of smprise that not a few
members of Synod were quite willing to
linger in s inviting and hospitable a
place, where they had so well enjoyed
themselves,

The work of the Synod from start to
finish  was  marked by energy, business
qualities of a high order, and a disphy
of brotherly kindness which is  wome-
times absent frem such gatherings, os-
pecially when seriows and knotty pi-
lews—such 8 heresy trials—have to be
grappled with, The members of Syaod,
both  ministers and  elders, addressed
themselves to the task which demnaded
their attention, animated by an earness
desire to “lengthen the cords  and
strengthen the stakes™ of Zion and peo-
mote the cxpansicn of the Redeemoer's
kingdom in the world. There scemed to
be more than usual interest in dealing
with questions brought before the Synod,
notably French evaneglization, the spirit
of power, churdh iffe and work in Sab-
bath schools; there was no trifling wiih
any question bearing on the great prob-
lems which  demand the attention of
Ohvistian men and women,

Rev. D. Amaron, the retiring madera-
tor, gave tie cue to the Synod on French
evangelization in  his opening  sermnon
(given to our readers Jast week), demon-
struting very ably what an imporiant
bearing the evangelization of our French
Canadian fellow-citizens must have upon
the moral and national life of our coun-
try. It was not, therefore, matter of
surprise that, when the report on Frenci
evangesization was read and disoucced,
the addresses delivered should have wwak-
ened an unwonted degree of carnestaess
and enthusiasm amang the members of
the Synod and the people who attended
the meetings. 1f the temper of the Synod
was any indication of the feeling of Pres-
byteriasn t.hey are evidently ready for a
forwand movement in the work of Fronch
evangelization, one indication being the
readiness with which they are coutribut-
ing the money necessary to enlarge the
.Pointc«nux-Tmnblu schools, which are
in an important sense the key to the yit-
:A_ntiou in the work of French evangeliza-
ion. -

DEATH OF REV. DR, McNISH.

In the death of the Rev. Dr. Neil Mae-
Nish, B.D, LL.D. the Preshyterian
Church in Ca ada loses one of its most
zeslous supportevs, who was distinguish-
el for his great scholarly attaimments,
and this community is bereft of a very
highly estecwred citizen. The sad event
occurred Thursday morning, and while it
was known that the rev. gentleman's ill-
ness had assumed an exceedingly serious
b , the of his death
was a painful shock to his many friends

in from Lachute, Brockville and Ottawn.
Oftawa won out by a substantial mojer-
ity. It is now thirteen years since t(he
Synod of Montreal and Ottawa met in
thie Capital and on the second wesday of\
May, 1906, our citizens will have an op-

The Rev. Dr. MacNish came to Corn-
wall in 1868, immedintely after his ordina-
tion, and was inducted as pastor of St.
John's Church. He continued in that
position  for thirty-five years, retiring
from the active work of the ministry in
July, 1903. It has been the privilege of
few clergymen to minister to one con-
gregation for such a long period, and none
have ministered with more earnest and
unremitting zeal for the spiritual well-
being or those committed to their pas-
toral care. He was a man of eminent
position in the councils of the Presby-
terian Church in Canada. By the mem-
bers of the congregation of St. John's
Church, and by many of other denomine-
tions, who had the privilege of his friend-
ship and intimate acquaintance with him,
he was held in the warmest regard. His
death is profoundly regretted, and the
heartfelt sympathy of every member of
the community will go out to the bereav-
ed widow and daugters who survive him.

The Rev. Dr. MacNigh was born in
Argylishirs, Scotland. He was ¢ducat-
el at the University of Toronto, where
he obtained four scholarships, six College
prizes and two prizes for Latin verse, and

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MONTREAL AND OTTAWA,
‘Annual Meating of Synod.

At the close of the sermon preached by
the retiring moderator, Rev. Dr. Amaron,
the synod proceaded to elect a new mol-
erator, and on motion of Rev. Dr. Camp-
bell, Montreal, seconded by Rev. Dr.
Armstrong, Ottawa, Rev. David McLar-
en, BA., of Alexandria, was unanimously
chosen fot the position.

The moderator elect was then escorted
to the chair by his mover and seconder,
and delivered a very feeling address,
thanking the Synod for the high honor
they had conferred upon him, and asking
their earnest jaayers that he aight be
Divinely guided in the discharge of his
duties.

On motion of Dr. Serimger the thatks
of the Synod were tendered to Dr. Amar-
on, the retiring moderator.

The report of the business commitee
was presented to the meeting by the clerk,
Rev. J. R. Mecleod, Three Rivers, aml
adopted.

At the close of an hour spent in devo-
tional exercises the Synod of Montreal
and Ottawa began business of the second
day with the subject of stipend augmen-
tation. Dr. Kellock, the Convener of the
Synod’'s Committee, charged with atten-
tion to this branch of the chunch work,
gwe a resume of what had been done
since the close of last Synod. Dr. Lyie
of Hamilton, the Convener of the General
Assembly’s Committee, addressed the Sy-
nod from the Assembly view point, and
gave encouraging reasons for an tncrease
of at least fifty dollars per year to cach
participant iny the augmentation fund.
Dr, Ramsay of Ottawa followed with a
proposal from a specil Synodical (om-
mittee for a door-to-deor canvass in the
interests of this scheme, Discussion {ol-
lowed, which took up more than one &cd-
erunt. The Synod, in disposing of the
matter, agreed to a special effort to in-
crease the minimum stipend by thivty-
three per cent of what has been hitherio
provided.

French evangelization was considered
next. Dr. Mowatt reported for the Sy-
nod’s Committee, giving statistios. 1ev.
John MeKay, of Crescent dhurch, Mont-
real, acknowledged himself a convert to
this department of work, and followal
the Convener n a spinted speech. ‘I'be
Synod confirmed the appointment by e
Board of French Evangelization of Rev.
William Sheaver, late of Sherbrooke, to
the service of raising sixty thousand dol-
lars for the erection of the new build'ng
at Pointe-aux-Trembles, Principal Brandt
of the educational institution at Pointe-
aux-Trembles was listened to with special
interest.

An overture from the Presbytery of
Ottawan to the General Assembly for (ne
selection and equipment of men of bi-
lingual attainments for French work was
endorsed after being -uppuﬂcd by Rev.
Dr. Rev. R. Gamble, the
Rev. J. | Mﬂl hhn Rev. W. I.
Cruikshank and Dr. Scrimger. The latter
said that the Presbyterian College was
quite prepared to give effect to the pro-
posal of this overture in the measure in
which the institution can do it.

The Sunday school dejartment of the
work was next canvassed. Rev. G. A.
Woodside gave facts and figures for the
year. Rev. John Neil, the General As-
sembly’s Convener, was given twenty
minutes, which were ulilized to good pur-
pose, A Fiald Beoretary, doing service
under the auspices of the Pmm,n

"“"‘dm'-mowdthc
Synod, and a series of resolutions wee

passed, m\uv..; matters brought out n
the report and the discussion upon it.

The evening sederunt was devotad o a
conference on the Spiritual Power in the
Church, which was introduced by two
prepaved addresses by Dr. Ramsay of Ot-
tawa and Dr. Harkness of Cornwall, aml
participated in by several meml)era of
the court. e

This morning Dr. Armstrong gave an
interesting and encouraging report on
the Ottawa Ladies’ College, and pointed
on the great role of this institution in
the train‘ng of young women. The num-
ber enrollod was 152. This college for
young women is the only one under the
direct control of the Presbyterian Churvh.
The Synod commended the college to the
farnilies within the bounds.

The Rev. E. 8, Loggie presented the re-
port on Young People’s Societies. There
has been a marked advancement. The
membership has increased thirty-five per
cent, the givings of the young people for-
ty-nine per cent for the general work,
and twenty-five per cent for missions,
There is room for growth in view of the
fact that fifty per cent of the young peo-
ple of the Synod are not reported in con-
nection with this work., The growth in
the Montreal Predhytery has been mark-
ed. Eleven new societies have been
formed in the Brockville Presbyter: and
aggressive missionary work has bee. un-
dertaken by the youiy people.

The report on church life, presented by
Rev. J. €. Ross, dealt with the Sabbath,
church extension, sodial life and the revi-
val of religlon. The pulpit has been on
the alert on the question of Sabbath ch-
servation. The enemies of the Sabbuth
are compulsory labor and the thirst for
amusements, The sporting spir't is mak-
ing inroads everywhere. Golf playing on
the Sabbath is too frequent. Successful
efforts have been put forth to check un-
necessary Sabpath labor, games, excur-
sions and improper recreations. The ve-
port showed fidelity in enforcing total
abstinence pnciples. There is a large
number of families affected by the liquor
traffic, and the need of vigilance on the
part of sessions and Christian people
everyhere felt, In connection with church
extension, the report showed that the
number of the unchurched is not large
in country places, but in some pants of
the cities it is estimated that forty per
cent do mot attend chureh ordinances.
House to house visitation was recommen l-
ed. In an allusion to political corrup-
tion, the report deplored the faot that
the church could not plead absolute in-
nocence in the matter. There are great
evils to deplore, but the belief is encer-
tained that God's truth is asserting its
power and will soon manifest itself in a
revival of true religion, Strong rvesoln-
tions were passed on Sabbath observa-
tion, the Lond’s Day Alliance, and tem-
perance,

The attention of the Synod was diraet-
ed to the lumbermen's mission by {he
Rev. H. M. Scott. Much suitable liter-

cent removal to Toronto. The §ew build-
ing will be effective in appearance and
excellently adapted for its purpose. The
style of architecture in collegiate Gothic,
The frontage will be 160 foet, the depth
38 feet, and the height of the tower
over 50 feet. The material will he
white brick, in harmony with the col-
lege building, and the eost will be about

,000.  Great care has heen taken in
designing the building for the stacking
of books and for the conveniencs of stu-
dents.  Besides the large stackroom,
there are several reading and consulting
rooms. The upper storv will he devoted
to museam purposes. The Building com-
mittee have been at work, with consid-
erable success, securing the nec ssary
funds, and have now a large part of the
required amount subseribed.  The work
of construction will be begun at an ear-
Iv date, and when completed the Caven
Librarv will be a worthy memorial of
the distingnished man who for so many
years was Principal of Knox College.

Plans are being prepared for the new
Knox Church, to be erected on Spadina
avenue. The new edifice will be con-
structed of stone, with a seating capacity
of 1,500, Thers will be no galleries.
The style of the building will be of the
beautiful decorated Gothie deseription of
the middle ages, and present a very hand-
some and imposing appearance.

Salt and vinegar will remove stains from
discolored teacups.

Broken china can be mended with white
lead, such as painters use. Smear the
edge of the broken parts with it, preas so-
gether. tie in place, and leave for two or
three days.

To clear a lionse of beetles, take a pound
of nowdered horax, armt put it into a tin
with a nerforated Tid. Next, dust the
borax lightly over the floor, on the walls,
and in the euphoards—everywhere, in fact,
where the pests are found—and they will
goon disappear. -

After earpets are tacked down they
should ‘be carefully ewent, then eone over
wth a «iff serubbing hrush dinped in naph-
tha. Spots made with sweete must he re-
moved with water, and those caused hy
gums of anv sort, varnish, or wax, must
be taken off by enirits and heat.

Fruit Souffle.—Rub peach, apricot or
auinee preserve through a sieve; if canned
fruit is used drain from the syrup; to three-
fourths cup of fruit pulp heated, add the
whites of three eggs beaten stiff, and beat
well while adding, turn into buttered and
sugared individual moulds, filling them
three-fourths full; set moulds in a pan
of hot water and bake in a slow oven until
firm; serve with a fruit sauce.

Antidote to Poisons.—It is a great thing
to thoroughly understand what simple anti-
dote to take if one is so unlucky as to
swallow poison of any kind through mis-
take or otherwise. Sweet oil is to be found
in nearly every house, however humble,
and a half-pint of it taken immediately is
an effectual antidote to almost all poisons.
Any one with a strong constitution should
take a larger quantity of this simple rem-
edy.

Graham Gems with Dates.—These are
specially nice for breakfast, delicious and
woolesome,  Beal the yolk of one egg
with a saltspoonful of salt. Next add one
cupful of milk, one-half cup of boiled rice,
a cup and a half of whole wheat or gra-
ham meal, and a scant tablespoonful of
melted butter and beat vigorously, add a
quarter cupful of sliced dates, a teaspoon-
ful of baking powder and then fold in the
whites of two eggs beaten stiff. Bake in
a hot oven. *

Delicate Muffins.—Excellent muffins are
made of graham flour, and are fried in-
stead of baked. Mix one cupful and a
half of graham flour, one and a half cup-
fuls of wheat flour, half a teaspoonful of
salt and three even teaspoonfuls of bak-
ing powder and a spoonful of sugar. Sift
the ingredients together and return the
siftings to the sifted part and mix them.
Beat two egge well, add a cupful of milk
and stir the batter uaml it breaks into
bubbles. ~ Dip a tablespoo into a cupful
of milk, then take up a spoonful of the
batter and slip it into a kettle of fat hot
enough to fry doughnuts. Let each of the
muffins fry for ten minutes. Serve them
after draining from the fat.

THE KOREAN PEOPLE.

The people of Korea are not Japanese,
and they are not Chinese. They are Mon-
gobian, and lave a polysyllable language
with a phonetic alphabet. They have a
recorded Mistory, of disputed authentie-
ity, which claims for them a continuons
existence a¢ a Korean people of about
five thoveand years, the earlier part of
which, of conrve, is shrouded in the mista
of tradition and foble. As enrly as three
centuries ago, the Koreans had made
great progress in the arts. They boilt
ships two hundred feet Jong and covered

them with plates of iron, the iron being
hamamered &

emall plates and fostened

by small spikes driven into the woal
They made woven frbrics, and wene very
skilful in metal work, in the fashioning
of jewels, and in the manufacture of pot-
tery. They were far in advance of their
Japanese neighbors, to whom they have
tanght the arts of metal-working, pottery-
making, and silk-weaving. Three centu-
ries ago. Japan overran the country and
devastated it, tmansferred whole malon-
ies of artisans to Japan, and broke down
forever the military power of Korea.
Korea has produced but little literature,
Komean students have heen largely devet-
ed to Chinese authors. The native liter-
ature consista largely of descriptions of
scenery and folklore,

The people of Korea may be deseribed
generally as mobust, amiable, industrions,
pleasuredoving, and given rather to the
arts of peace than the ardors. of war,
They are agricultural rather than com-
mercial.  They are kindly and generouns.
They have no national religion, and nover
have had.  Confucianism, so far as re-
gards the worship of ancestors, the rever-
ence for parents, and the dignity of fam-
ilv, had a stronger hold than amy other
form of religion. Boddhism hae alwiye
bad a languishing existerce among them.
There is a widespread belief among the
neople in witches, in epivits, and in dov-
ils, There are relics of fetichism. The
costumes of the men and the women do
not differ widely from those in use thou-
sands of years ago. The wmiversal cos-
trme is cotton cloth, bleached and wun-
Headhed. Tn winter, this e padded witi
dhort staple cotton into nads for the pur-
pose of milting the dothing of the peo-
e, Their hendgear is remarkably va.
ried in form. They bave a different form
or a different kind of hat for almost every
station in life. ANl the wnmarried men
in Koren are cal'ed bove, and wear their
bair in bmide down their backs. Mar-
riage may take place at anv age from
twelve uowand, and when a boy is mar-
vied he is a man. The women of Koreu
have no legal statue. A man mev have
one wife, and her children are his legi-
timate heirs: but a Korean may have ns
many concrhines as he may have the ab-
lity or the disnosition to swport.—

Any even numbered sectlon of
Dominlon Lands In Manitoba or the
Northwest Territorles, excepting 8
and 26, which has not been home-
sieaded, or reserved to provide wood
lots for settlers, or for other pur-
poses, may be homesteaded upon
by any person who Is the sole head
of a famlly, or any male over 1B
years of age, to the extent of one-
aquarter section of 160 acres, more

or less.
ENTRY.

Entry may be made personally at
the 'acal land office for the Diatriet
in which the land to be taken ls
s'tuate, or If the homesteader de-
slces he may, on application to the
Miniater of the Interlor, Ottawa,

AOMESTEAD DUTIRS.

A wettler who has been granted
ap entry for a homestead Is reqnired
by the provisions of the Dominlon
Lands Act and the amendments
th 0, to perform the conditions

(1) At least six months' residence
upon and cultivation of the land In
each year during the term of three
years,

(2) 1t the father (or mother, 1f
the father s deceased) or any per-
sen who 1s eligible to make a home-
stead entry upon the provistons of
this Act, resides upon a farm in
the vieinity of the land entered for
bv such person as a homestead,
the requirements of this Act as to
residence prior to ohtalning patent
may be satisfled by such person
residing with the father or mother.

(8) If a mettler has obtalned a
patent for his homestead, or a cer-
tificate for the lssue of such patent
countersigned In the manner pre-
scribed by this Act, and has ob.
tained entry for a second home-
stead, the requirements of this Act
as to residence may be satisfled
hy residence upon the first home.

In the vicinity of the first home
stead.

4) It the mettle: has his per.
manent resldence apon farming land
owned by him In the vieinity of
his household, the, requirements
of this Act as to residence may
be satisfled by resldence upon the
ia d.

The term ‘vicinity" used ahove
s meant to Indieate the same town-
ship or an adjoining or connecting
township,

A settler who avalls himself of
the provisions of Clauses (2) (8) or
4) must cultivate 80 acres of his
homestead, or substitute 20 head of
stock, with bulldings for their ae-
commodation, and have besides 80
Acres substantially fenced.

Every homesteader who falls to
comply with the requirements of
the homesteader Iaw Is llable to
have his entry cancelled, and the
land may be agaln thrown open-for
entry,

APPLICATION FOR PATENT,

Should be made at the end of the
three years, before the Local Agent,
Bub-Agent or the Honntnd In-
spector. Before making application
for patent the settler must give six
Commissloner of Dominion Lands
months notice In writing to the
at Ottawa of his Intention to do so.
