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The Live Stock Trade.

@l H1E annual gatherings ol
| the Live Stock Associa-
tions are always of prime
importance and the meet-
lngs held last week, re-
ports  of which appear in the
Gazette Department this issue, are
no exception to the rule, Fore-
most among the matters discussed
was that ol interprovincial trade.
This trade, due largely, to the ef-
forts of the Dominon Live Stock
Commissioner, Mr. F. W. Hodson,
has already grown to large propor-
tions. But it is capable ol much
larger development, and it only
tequires the cooperation and active
efiort of the breeders to make this
trade with other parts of the Do-
winion of even greater benefit to
both buyer and seller. The greatest
development so far has been in the
sale of cattle. It is felt, however,
that some more determined effort
should be made to develop the mar-
ket i the other provinces for
sheep. At the sheep breeders’ meet-
ing Mr. Hodson and Col. McCrae
made a strong plea in this direc-
tion which will likely bear fruit in
more active effort along this line.
Quite a few shipments of sheep
have already been made to the
West through the Live Stock Asso-
ciations, 7The Northwest Territor-
ies and British Columbia will an-
nually take 1,000 pure bred rams
for use on the ranches, while in the
Maritime Provinces a market for
good stock is rapidly developing in
the way of supplying the local ag-
ricultural societies with high class
animals for breeding purposes. This
whole question is then of the great-
est importance and Ontario breed-
ers should give it their first atten-
tion,

Another move of importance was
that relating to the duties of the
secretary. In addition to acting
as secretary of the Live Stock As-
sociations, Mr, Westervelt has been
accountant of the Farmers' Insti-
tute Department. The Minister of
Agriculture, realizing the value and
importance of the Associations
having an oflicer who will devote
his whole time to the live stock in-
dustry of the province, suggested
to the Associations the advisability
of increasing the appropriation of
the secretary’s salary sufficient to
relieve him of other work. We
are very pleased to state that this
suggestion was acted upon and
that henceforth Mr. Westervelt will
devote his whole time to the live
stock interests and will be virtually
Live Stock Commissioner for On-
tario. This action of the Associa-
tions will fit in well with the move-
ment for the further development
of inter-provincial trade. Relieved
of his other duties, Mr. Westervelt
will be able to visit the Western
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and the Kastern Provinces and the
United States if need be, in the in-
terest of the live stock trade of
Ontario. That he is capable of do-
ing splendid work in this direction
goes without saying. le has al-
ready shown himsell a very capable
ollicer, and with his energies en-
tirely devoted to the interest ot
live stock, his services to the As-
sociations can be made much more
valuable. An extract from Mr.
Dryden's communication to the
Associations in reference to this
change Ots in very well here: )

“Mr. Westervelt 1s an energetic,
growing young man, and I think is
becoming seized with the situation
sufliciently to accomplish great ser-
vice for the live stock interests of
this country.”

We have not space to deal with
all the important matters dis-
cussed, There is another, however,
that deserves attention. In  the
seeretary's report a recommendas
tion is made in reference to Can-
ada's live stock display at the St.
Louis Exposition m i1yo3. The
breeders were unanimous in regard
to action being taken at once
toward securing an appropriation
from the Domion Parliament at
its next session for a Canadian ex-
hibit at St. Louis. At least §25,~
voo would be required to make a
creditable display and this amount
should be voted the coming session
50 as to give breeders a chance to
prepare exhibits. We sincerely hope
the Government will consider this
matter favorably. They could do
nothing that would help Canada's
rapidly developing live stock trade
more than in  making this grant
and that right early.

Freight Rates Again.

The statements made by Mr. A,
F. MacLaren, M. P., in another
column on the freight rates prob-
lem form the most important de-
liverance on this subject made by
any public man in Canada for some
time. Mr, MacLaren has made a
careful study of the question as it
affects the business in which he is
engaged, that of exporting cheese
and butter, and the figures which
he gives may be relied upon as be-
ing strictly accurate. He has not
gone into this question because he
wants something to talk about but
because he feels most keenly the
immense disadvantage the Cana-
dian producer, and more particu-
larly the Ontario producer, is
placed at as compared with the
American competitor in getting his
products to market. Mr. Mac-
Laren's statements form a most
valuable addition to the data al-
ready published in The Farming
World bearing upon the question of
unfair discrimination in freight

rates, and which our correspondent
of a few weeks back, “Viator," en-
deavored to combat,

But what do Mr. MacLaren's fig-
ures show 7 They show that our
dairymen—for it is the producer
who must pay this extra charge—
have to pay over $2 more per ton
for cheese and over $3 more per ton
for butter carried irom Montreal
than the Americans have to pay
from Boston, If we take 60,000
tons as the quantity of these pro-
ducts sent from Montreal we have
in round numbers about §150,000
which Canadian dairymen have to
pay to get their cheese and butter
across the Atlantic over and above
what the American dairymen could
get the same quantity carried for,
OI course we would naturally ex-
pect a little higher rate from Mon-
treal than from Boston, as the dise
tance is greater, but the figures
given are altogether out of propors
tion in so far as distance is con-
cerned,

But coming to railway rates, Mr,
MacLaren presents perhaps a more
striking example of discrimination,
That the Canadian producer, on
the five articles named has to pay
an extra freight charge totalling
annually about $1,000,000 shows a
condition of affairs that is well
worth the best energies of our
statesmen to remedy. A million
dollars added to the returns which
the farmer receives for his butter,
cheese, bacon, apples and cattle,
for that is what 1t means if this
extra freight charge had not to be
met, would put the producer of
this country in a position to com-
pete successfully with any competis
tor the world over, It would great-
ly enhance the value of farm pro-
perty and do much to encourage
agriculture and to keep the best
young blood of the country on the
farm,

Mr. MacLaren makes a strong
argument for the development of
the magnificent water way system
which we possess. The Americans
have seen the prime importance of
doing so and have profited to the
extent of lowering the freight rates
lrom West to East to one-tenth of
the charge by rail. Then the insur-
ance rates via Montreal as com-
pared with Boston seemn exorbitant
and should not be.

Another case of discrimination
in connection with the cheese trade
and it applies to Western Ontario,
which came under our notice a few
days ago, is worth noting here. A
great many cheese exporters, when
buying {rom the factorics, have the
cheese shipped into local storage
warchouses for a month or two as
the case may be. The local freight
rate to these warchouses east ol
London and south of the main line
of the G. T. R. through Stratford
is 18%c per cwt., and west of Lon-
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don and north of this line 20}e.
When these cheese are exported the
rallways agree to give a rebate of
16.5¢ per ewt. The through rate to
Liverpool via Montreal is 68.9¢ and
via Portland 55.5¢ ; but no matter
which way the exporter wishes to
ship his cheese the railway com-
pany will ouly grant this rebate on
the Montreal basis, which only
lowers the Lual rate, after paying
the full rate to the warchouse by
3.1¢ per ewt. This scems to be dis-
crunination with vengeance and has
little equity or justice to recom-
miend 3t It seems to be & case
where the railway companies hav-
ing the shipper in their power do
not hesitate to take every advant-
age they can of hun, Surely it is
tume that something were done to
remedy matters. Let us have a
radway commission to investigate
the whole question of freight rates
and adjust them on a lair and
equitable basis,

Export Poultry Trade.

TOO MANV POOR CHICKENS. FARMERS
MUST FATIEN BLTTER,

The most notable advance in
this brauch ol agnculture during
the past season has undoubtedly
been along the Lne of the export
trade. Tue expericuce of the past
e the departiments of beel, pork,
cheese and  dairy products  as re-
gards export 15 uow being repeated
w the poultry mdustry, in a large
farmung and producing country ke
our own, with a laited population
of consumers, it 1s well known that
M a good trade in any produ.t is to
be budt up, the demand must be
treated  some other country di
fering from ours in general condi-
tious. The country that knglish-
speakiug people naturelly Lirst look
to s bkagland with per erowded
millions and enormous wealth. To
bier nearly all our overproduction
finds its way, and a reudy sale is
always found for it. i the quality
is good. After the demand is es-
tablished a certain feature always
crops up and that is the shipping
ol iuferior grade of goods. The
enormous demand leads to close
scouring of the couutry and heen
competition among buyers, causing
prices to rise. In this way a forced
supply is created and anything and
everything is sold for and expected
to do for export. At this point the
poultry industry stands to-day.

In a recent conversation with Dr.
Boultbee, manager of the Canadian
Produce Co., he gave us the follow-~
ing facts regarding last season's
business:

The company did not begin to
get anything hike the quantity they
wished this season, in fact there 1s
no chance of the demand being fill-
ed or nearly so for years to come,
even if the prodiction is doubled
every year. The keen demand and
the inadequate supply made prices
rise this season one or two cents
per 1b. over a year ago. The price
thercfore being very remunerative,
everyone sent in everything he
could, and the consequence was, the
Canadian Produce Co, waa flooded
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for a time with wastrels, culls,
skins and dying chickens that had
to be given away or thrown out,
as they were not even fit to sell in
the local market, where almost
anything goes ; and these were sent
in for export. It is here that the
great mistake and danger to the
export trade lies—poor quality. The
fault does not lie with the export-
ing companies but with the farmers
and the remedy is also in their
hands.

The Canadian Produce Co. assert
that 33 per cent. of Canadian far-
mers do not know what a fat
chicken is, because they never own-
ed nor saw one. It was a common
occurrence with the company to
receive a crate of chickens which
the fond owners would describe as
‘‘extra fine birds,” and when they
arrived, lo and behold they were a
lot of big fowl such as Cochins,
Brahmas or Plymouth Rocks with-
out an ounce of flesh on them more
than suflicient to keep their bones
from falling apart. 7The farmer
must wake up to this matter, Fat
chickens are wanted and every
chicken must be fat, not ordinarily
or in fair condition., And it should
be no hardship to supply these as
the matter of fattening has been
gone thoroughly into by our Gov-
vrnments, and is now down to a
line point and easily within reach
of every farmer. Besides, the addi-
tionai weight gained easily pays
the expense of putting it on. This
point must be clearly understood,
chickens for exportation must be as
fat as possible, the farmers must
keep pace in quality as well as
quantity or Canadian poultry will
lose the position that it holds in
England to-day, namely, the first.

So anxious and in earnest are the
Canadian Produce Co. to have this
matter thoroughly understood that
Dr. Boultbee allows us to state
that he will speak on the subject
of export poultry before any Far-
mers' Institute meetings entirely at
his own expense, and we also un-
derstand that Mr. Creelman fully
sanctions and approves of his doing
s0. Any Institutes that desire to
secure Dr. Boultbee's services may
address him in care of the Cana-
dian Produce Co, in Toronto,

The Points of the Clydesdale.

At the Farmers' Institute meet-
ing at Brampton on January 15th,
Col. D. McCrac of Guelph gave a
talk on Clyde horses, and amongst
other things gave some of the
points looked for in the modern
Clyde.

An old Scotch farmer said lately
he wanted in his draught horses:

“Four good feet and legs, short
coupled body, plenty of room for
dinner, a ‘crisp’ mover."

This is very good as far as it
goes, but we require to go into
more minute details. The modern
market calls for size and plenty of
it, but we must have qualitv
first, and size should be second.
When you get plenty of quality in a
gelding you rarely ever get too

much size, but in a stallion it is
different. The best sire is a well
made, evenly balanced horse of
medium size " not over grown. It
will be found that this type will
more [requently sire big geldings
than will @ horse of overweight. We
want a Clyde to have a ncat head,
clean cut, not too big and me
Roman nose. His jaw should be
broad and tapering gradually to
the muzzle. Capacity of chest is
frequently associated” with a broad
lower jaw. Large open nostrils,
eyes large, clear and vigorous,
forehead broad and full between the
eyes and tapering gradually up-
wards to the ears. Kars, long and
mobile, well set and not heavy.
Neck muscular, nicely arched, well
set into body and clear at the
throat. Shouf:ler strong and well
thrown outwards to give good
space for the collar, not too up~
right but with a nice oblique slope,
giving & springy movement when
trotting. Chest wide and deep,
with plenty of room for the lungs.
Well filled behind shoulder with
good heart girth. Back short,
tairly level and strongly coupled.
Ribs well sprung and deep, giving
a thick round body. Loins short
and wide. Rump moderately
straight, broad and muscular.
Quarters long and powerful. Tail
well set on and short, indicating a
short, strong back. Thighs well
filled and powerful. Legs short
and strorg. Good legs and feet are
most important. Fore arm muscu-
lar and well filled. Knee broad and
flat. Bone below the knee strong,
short, flat and clean with well
marked sinews and fringe of silken
hair. Pasterns moderately Jong
and nicely sloping. Feet large and
sound, of fine quality, well shaped
and wide round the top of the
heels. Avoid thin feet and flat
soles. Hocks clean and flat on the
inside, Hind legs well set and
straight. Hind fcet narrower and
deeper than the front ones. Walk-
ing with a clean long step, hind
legs well carried under the body
and not far apart. Trotting with a
long stride and with good knee aud
hock action.

You will probably, in vour mind,
be asking me what is the remedy
for all this deplorable condition of
things. I would answer vou by ine
viting vou to follow me for a few
minutes across the line, to where
our American friends have heen do-
ing things upon a most gigantic
scale. T mean in regard to the de-
velopment of their sreat 1,000 mile
waterway hetween Duluth and Chi-
cago, Milwaukee, ete., and Buffalo
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—a thousand mde water haul,

Wenty vears ago, in 1850, the rail
rate from Chicago to New York
was 19% per bus. In 1899 the
tail rate from Chicago to New
York was 1ic. During the same

riod, by water the rate was as
ollows 1880, 130, 1894, 5%,
This steady decline in rates, here
shown as Deing the direct result of
waterway improvement at the Soo
and other channels,

Now another iateresting feature
about these rates is the cost. Ac-
cording  to undisputed  authority
the great volume of tonnage which
now passes through the Soo Canal,
and which this vear exceeded 28,
000,000 tons, was moved at a cost
of So-1ooths of a mill por ton per
mile. The average cost upon 18
Trunk lnes of railway in the Unit-
ed States is shown to be 8 mills
per ton per mile, so that we have
here an object lesson that the Unite
ed States waterwayvs from Duluth
and  Chicago to  Buflalo, 1,000
miles, is carrving freight for one-
tenth the rate of the railways run-
ning parallel thereto. In other
words the waterwav is doing for
100 what the railwavs would get
$10.00 for.

By instructions of the Hon. Min-
ister of Agriculture another distri-

bution will be made this season of
samples of the most productive
sorts of grain to Canadian farmers
for the improvement of seed. The
stock for distribution is of the very
best and has been secured by the
Director of the Experimental Farms
from the record-breaking crops re
cently had in the Canadian Northe
west, It will be worth while for
farmers generally  to renew theisr
sced of oats when varieties which
have produced more than 100
bushels per acre can be had. The
distribution this spring will cone
sist  of samples of oats, spring
wheat, barleyv, field pease, Indian
corn and potatoes. Every farmer
may apply, but only one sample
can be sent to each applicant, hence
if an individual receives a sample of
oats he cannot also receive one of
wheat, barlev or potatoes, and ape
plications for more than one
sample for one houschold cannot be
entertained. These samples will be
sent free of charge through the
mail.

Applications should be addressed

to the Director of Experimental
Farms, Ottawa, and may be sent
in any time bhefore the 15th ol

March, after which the lists will be
closed, so that all the samples
asked for mav be sent out in good
time for sowing. Parties writing
should mention the sort of variety
thev wounld prefer, and should the
available stock of the kind asked
for be exhausted, some other good
sott will be sent in its place.

Emmer~A New Grain.

A new grain known as “emmer”
has been introduced into the United
States by the Department of Agris
culture. It resembles wheat and is
said to be especially resistant to
cold and drought, and well adapted
to the semi-arid sections of the
United States. It is grown extens
sively in Switzerland, but its ori-
gin as a cultivated plant dates back
to prehistoric  times. A consider~
able guantity is produced in Asia,
whence comes the best seed, and
when produced in our northwestern
States it vields a grain fully equal
in quality to the original. The cul-
ture and use of this grain in the
United States are at present in an
experimental stage, but the indica-
tions are that it will become a reg-
ular and valuable feeding crop, as
it is said to compare favorably
with oats and barlev, and contains
a high percentage of protein.~—Price

In reply to vour favor asking my

reasons for being  opposed to the
beet sugar industry, I would say
that T do not know a< I am op-

posed to the industry if in some
sections they think there is money
m the business, If there is a fac-

tory heing operated close enough
8o that farmers can haul their beets
to the factory and make two or
more trips per dav, then there may
be money in growing beets, but if
only one trip a dav can be made
and then only to a railway station,
whence the beets have to be shipped
A distance, I do not see how there
cain be much money  in growing
them, as it seems the farmer only
pets 800 per ton or less where
they have to be shipped by rail, It
is sald to cost ahout $26 per acre
st to prow and get them into
prts. We would have to pav after
this at least £2 per ton for hauling,
Some state that the average vield
i 40 ton per acre, Others sav from
12 to 15 ton Now. suppose we get

Mow, Mr. Editor, vou sav that
if 1 would but do a Nittle figuring
I would tind that T pay more for
sugar than I do for flour, I am a
very busy man and could not get
time to do much figuring since I re-
ceived vour  letter, but vesterday
while working in the bush T cut my
foot and am not able to work to-
dav, so 1T thought T would look
over some figures that T have down
for running expenses for some vears
past, and I find that after buving
my {lour for some ten vears that
it costs me about $2.50 per month
for a family of five grown persons
and one child, while it has cost me
for sugar somewhere abont Soc per
month. T do not know whether
that is the average amount used or
not but I have bheen around this
country a great deal and 1 know
that anvthing that there is sugar
used inois as sweet at home as in
most places. In fact 1 had a hired
wirl for three vears and she could
not cat pie or pudding or preserves
at our place as she said they were
sickening sweet. Of course we do
not use verv much of that kind of
stuff as we consider such things un-
healthy, but anvthing we nse sugar
in we use it freelv. Besides 1 do
not see that having sugar factories
in Canada is going to make sugar
any cheaper, or at lgast The Farm-

ing World does not  say anyvehing
about .

I osee by the papers thut jn some
parts of the waorld the women and
girls work out in the fields at the
sugar bheets, Well, some  of the
girls around  here feel  insulted if
vou ask them to come for 8 week
ar two or a4 month or so, as the
case mav be. to o help vour wile
while the framers or  the masons
are with vou,  H you go out to
look for a gl and go to a house
where there are two, three or more
girls and tell vanr errand they will
tell you about two or three other
places where there are some girls,
that vou conld likely get one there
as they are not all needed, but as
for them they contd not think  of
working ont even at wages from
€6 to SMooa month, Now to ask
them to come and thin sugar beets
or work in the tields is something
1 wonld not like to do nnless T had
my life well insured. As for hiring
men or boveat is simply out of the
question. Wages  are so high and
the kind of help vou often get now-
a-davs is sickening. Tt i making
many a man's head grav thinking
ant some plan whereby he can do
without so much hired help,

Around here @ great many far-
mers are growing clover seed and
saising hogs, as there is very goad
money n these two things at pre-
sent. You sav there is a factory
going up in Wiarton and another in
Walkerton. tn so far as either of
those lactories 18 concerned they
might as well be in Liverpool. T
think T conld ship there cheaper hy
rail and water than 1 could team
across  the country  to  either of
shose places, which are each about
A0 miles distant. So vou can read-
ilv see that  around here we are
vetv little interested in the indns-
trv. The hired help problem would
be a sticker if nothing else,

1 know farmers around here who
are making from $£3:0 to S0 per
acre out of clover seed. Thev get &
lot of pasture in  the spring and
fall hesides having the straw for
bedding hogs and other stock. At
the same time the clover cleans and
enriches the soil and it takes very
little seed and very little labor.
Some have silos and grow corn and
keep a lot of cattle. T had a bunch
of pigs farrowed in October some
three vears ago. They cost me $1
for hog service. T claim it costs
nothing for a farmer to keep a
brood sow as there are enough
slops to keep her, so T put the cost
of the pigs at $1. T bought every-
thing they ate in the shape of bran,
shorts and chop peas and corn. I
fed some pulped  turnips hut not
very manv. I charged nothing for
them as T did not keep track of the
cost and kept increasing the amount
as thev grew older. They cost, not
including the turnips, $56.65, and 1




sold them for $en1.17, so I think
there was money in that. Hesides,
1 unly got $4.87% per hundred for
them. %‘his year chop is so very
dear, but still the price is much

beets $45 per acre besides paying
for all the labor, Figure out the
vat crop on the same basis as
heets and ascertain the result. Far-
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mers should grow some sugar beets
if at all possible. They can

As to loyalty to my own country 1
think there are better ways of
sbowing it than by payving two
prices  for  home manufactured
goods. 1f our home manufacture; s
will stand in their own boots and
compete with ocutsiders, then I will
Lm{rumu home every time.

ome manufacturers, who are pro-
tected by our Government, are not
loval enough to sell at their own
factories cheaper or as cheap as
they sell to foreign countries, then
I, who am not protected to such an
exteny or helped along by bonuses,
should not pay them more than I
can buy the same or as good an
article although it does come from
some other country. It our home
manufacturers can compete with
other countries in other countries
where they are not protected, then
1 for one think they should be left
to vompete with others at home or
get down and out

Now, Mr. Editor, if T bhad not
happened with the accident vester-
dav, probably you would never
have heard from me, as 1 could not
take time to write such a long let-
ter. Probably you will think I have
too much time at my disposal now,
However, be that as it may, vou
have a few of my reasons for not
being interested in the beet sugar
industry,

Dominion Live Stock Associations

Hold Successful Annual Meetings.

Report of the Secretary.

The Cattle, Shecp and Swine
Breeders' Associations were organiz.
ed o assist in promoting  live
stock trade, to assist ju giving
such instructions that a  better
class of stock may be produced,
and to generally Jook after the in-
terests ol those engaged in the live
stock industry,  The work of 1901
has been done with  these objects
specially in view,

At the Winter Fair the educa-
tional features are with each year's
experience  becoming more practi-
cal.  The facilities so far as could
be foreseen are very well adapted
for the purpose of illustration lee-
tures. The Minister of Agricul
ture for Ontario, recognizing  the
importance of the work in connec-
tion with the Fair, Lias been most
Jiberal in supplying the necessary
funds for the equipment and for
carrying it on.  The Fair of 1901,
with respect to numbers, far sur-
passed anything held previously,
The large attendance was not so
striking a feature as the apparent
anxiety to hear the loctures  and
fearn “something which might  be
put in practice in future work. The

number of admissions was  in the
neighborhood  of 20000,  almost
double that of 1900, which year

was more than double that of any
year previous.This is encouraging. It
should urge us on to still greater
efforts. It is not the largest
show on carth, but T belicve we
can claim for it the advantage of
being the one which gives the most

valuable instruction along live
stock lines.  Its oue object is to
teach,

What is an ideal animal’>  The
proper selection for breeding, how
to finish, and how and wher to
market.  All lectures are illustrat.
ed.  There is no wav in which so
clear and lasting an impression can

be recived as through the ove.
The judges before starting on their
work gave a description of the anie
mal  they considered  the proper
type. Alter each award they gave
the reason why theyv considered the

first  prize animal came closer to
that type than the one winning
second  prize, and  so on through

the different winners.  Those who

watehed  the judging should, by
giving  close  attention, have re-
ceived  some  useful and practical
lk’\snnl

The entries woere  larger  than

ever betore, and this together with
the increased attendance, made it
absolutely necessury that more ace
commodation he provided. The
Winter Fair Board this vear  will
have to undertake the work of pro-
viding suflicient space for all pos-
sible needs of the Fun

Wich regard to the hotel accom-
modation, it might be said that
last vear arrang ments were made
with private familics in Guelph to
accommodate  about five hundred
people, and a man tor billeting was
placed in charge of this work and
was paid hyv the ¢ity.  Only about

seventy  people  went  to private
houses. It wounld seent that it
will bhe necessary to  find some

other solution to the difliculty of
the accommodation.

INTERUROVINCIAL TRADE

Since  the  uppointment  of the
Live Stock  Commissioner, great
attention has beon given by him to
the live stock trade between the
provinces. The suceess of his ef-
forts in this respect have heen most
marked.  In 1899 the amount of
stock purchased through the Live
Stock  Associations, amounted to
%2, In 1000 the trade in-
d to $3,055, while since Jan-
nary, 1901, the value of stock
bought and  shipped, hoth East
and West, through the Live Stock
Assoviations, wmounted to over

-—
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$50,000, No eflort should be
spared duting 1902 to increase this
trade, and  vour dircctors  should
be instructed 1o nse evervy means
possible  to further the efiorts of
the Live Stock Comnissiones  in
this respect,

During the past year there have
been fortv-tive cars of stock ship-
ped to the West through the Live
Stock Associations.  As provided
for at the last annual meeting, a
man was permanently employed to
go with the cars, but it was afters
wards necessary 1o engage further

help in order to have the stock
shippad  as requined, Fach  As-
sociation patd S towards paying
for the rvices of the man per-

manenth redy and this should
again he « Stan was donated
by the Shorthorn Vreeders' Assoe
ciation and S50 by the Horse
Breeder's Association,

STCCR FOR THE NOKTHWEST TERKI-
TORIES,

Arrangements lave hien made
with the Den: nt o f Agriculture
for the Territories, that a limited
number  of bulls  and females  for
bona fide settlers can be delivered
from Ontario to any point in the
Territories for §5 and  $7.50 per
head  respectively, It has also
been  arranged that when a care

Cooking Lessons at the OAC,
Dairy School.

No. 2.

In beginning her  second lecture
Mrs. Jov referred  to the chart,
pointing out the different constitu-
ents found in food and said she
would speak chiefly of the proteids
~the muscle  builders—during the
fesson,

The word proteid comes from the
Greek and  means 1 come first.”
Proteid found in milk, meat, cggs,
fish and the nitrogenous portion of
vegetables,

The common definition of cooking
is the preparing  of food for the
table. Mr. Kdward Atkinson savs
ecooking is the right application of
heat to food materials.

Mrs. Jov said every voung lady,
to have the proper and high idea of
the art of cooking, should commit
to memory John Ruskin's answer
to “What does cooking mean 2
Y1t means the cconomy of your
great grandmothers and the scicnce
of modern chemists. It means much
tasting and no wasting, It means
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English thoroughness and French
art and Arabian hospitality, and it
means in fine that vou are to be
perfectly and alwayvs ‘ladies,  loaf-
wivers," and as yvou are to see im-
peratively  that  everybody  has
something pretty to put on, so you
are to see yvet more 111\)1(‘1’;\!1\14}‘
that evervhody has something nice
to eat.”

The objects of cooking are: To
render food  more  digestible, to
make it more palatable, to develop
flavors due to chemical changes by
heat, to solten fibres, to destroy
bacteria, or germ life, to raise the
temperature, and  thus save the
svstem the labor ot heating the
food.

The four primary  methods  of
vooking are: broiling, bhaking, boil-
ing, Irving, or ‘o further condense
them—that of retention as in broil-
ing or baking and that of extrac-
tion as in  souping—mixing and
seasoning are  other modifications.

Proteids or  nitrogenons  foods
contain  albumins, gelatines,  and
extractives or salts. The albumins
build up tissue. Gelatines have ons
Iv one-third the power to do this
that albumins  have. The extrac-
tives or salts control or aid the
thgestion of the albumins. We have
the purest  form of a nitrogenons
food in the white of an egg. Al
bumin  coagulates by heat and
should he cooked at a low tempoera-
ture. The white of an vgg coagnu-
Tates at 165 degroes to 180 degrees,
It hecomes  firm at 212 degrees
(hoiling point) and when subjected
to oo degrees hecomes a very hard
cement. Meat for hotling shonld be
phinged into botling water to im
mediately form a skim over the
surface to hold in the juces, then
it should be allowed to cook slow-
Iv. For the same reason a roast
should be put into a real hot oven
and then the Lre checked,

Mrs, Jov prepared oystersin
three wavs,

The largest constituent part of
ovsters is water, and next albumin,
An ovster has  three parts- the
liver or  large dark  portion, the
beard, the thick tough  muscle
ahont the size of a thnmb nail, and
the gill or loose frilly part. Raw
ovsters are  almost  sell-digestive.
The specilic salts  in them give
them  their  peculiar appotizing
flavor.  When  ovsters are taken
with bread and butter or crackers,
a balanced ration is furnished,

SCALLOPED OVSTERS FOR AN
INVALID

With the fingers remove  the
beards from  1-3  cup ovsters, as
thev are  the hardest portion to
digest. Season  with pepper and
salt 1-3 cup finely  rolled  cracker
crumbs. Roll  each ovster in the
cracker crumbs and pile in a well
buttered dish. Dot the top with
teaspoon  butter and bake till a
golden brown,

ORDINARY SCALLOPED OVSTERS,
Scald 1t pint oysters until gills

frill up, stirring constantly, Strain
and add enongh milk to the liquid
to make 1Y cups, melt together 1%
tablespoonfuls  of flour and the
same quantity of butter, stir in
the milk and  ovster liquid  and
bring to the boil.

Mix and melt together ', cuptuls
fine cracker crumbs and 1-3 cupfirls
butter. In a well battered dish put
some of the crumbs, then a layer
ol ovsters, and some of the sauce,
Repeat until the dish is full. Fin-
ish the top with crumbs. Bake till
a nice brown. This quantity should
make an extra nice supper dish for
a lamily of five or six.

OVSTER STEW

Scald 1 pint of ovsters tll gills
frill, then strain, add to the juice
milk enough to make t pint, and
to this put in 2 tablespoonfuls of
cracker crumbs, 2 teaspooniuls of
butter, half a teaspoontul of salt
and 'y teaspoonful of pepper, bring
to the boil and add ovsters, Derve
immediately and very hot,

PARSLEY OMLET,

One  eoo, 1 tablespooninl - of
vream, milk or water, 1 teaspocniul
tinclv chopped  parsley, mix  to-
gether the volk of  the epg the
cream, parsley and a little salt and
pepper. Then add the stifflv beaten
white of the egg, ta pinch ol salt
alds in the beating ot the white).

A round « T
oblong silo is  stronger  than a
square one. However, 1 subscriber
has plenty of lumber, a fairly dur-
able frame work could be built on
the stone wall. If this were done it
might be necessary to line the in-
side of the silo all through with
limber <o as to have a continuous
smooth sarface within.,

Having a silo inside or outside of
a barn s largely a matter of room.
One inside shonld not cost as much
as an outside silo, as no roof would
he required. However, of the silos
in the country, comparatively ‘ew
are built inside. Most farmers pre-
fer 1o have them built outside
close to the entrance to the feeding
stables. While a great many so-
called “‘stave’ silos have been built
in recent years, and which render
good service, there is a tendency of
late to secure greater permanency
and consequently  more  durable
structures are being erected,

Feeding Silage—Young Pigs

E. W, Little Ont.,
writes:

(1). If one could not use silage
every day so as to keep it {from
spoiling, would it pay to cut down
one-half at a time ?

(2). What is the best fecd for

young pigs when weaned ?
(1) 1 a silo is too large to al-
woof a sullicient quantity ot sil-
ge being taken off each day to
keep it sweet, it would be advisable
to feed from one-half of the silo. To
1o this, cut the silage at the divid-
point with a good hay-knifc
and aim to keep the cut wall as
smooth as possible. 1f the silage
has been well packed in  the silo
there will be little waste. Do not
attempt to take down one-half of
the silage without cutting it.

(23 A good food for young pigs
when weaned s skim-milk. Along
with this give a little finely ground
barley mixed with middlings. A
few finely ground oats with the
hulls sifted out are also good to
mix with the milk. A few roots
such as turnips, mangolds or sugar
beets, will do good and the quan-
tity of these may be increased as
the pigs grow older. As they get
older any grain mixture with the
skim-milk will do. The aim should
pigs thrifty.

On Toronto
farmers’' market b, rolls bring 16¢
to 20c¢ and crocks 15¢ to 18c per

Cattle

There seems to he a dearth of
prime fat cattle at all the leading
markets of late. This has been
specially  noticeable at Chicago,
where real prime beeves have not
heen so scarce for some time. The
same condition applies here. And
the feeder who is so fortunate as to
have a car load or two of really
fine stuff can get his own figures
for them. At Toronto cattle mar-
ket on Friday there was a light
run of stock comprising 629 cattle
462 hogs, 226 sheep and lambs and
15 calves. The quality of the cat-
tle offered was not good, being
made up mostly of a mixed class
with a large percentage of small,
voung, unfinished animals. Trade
has been rather dull and draggy all
week and not so good as a week
aro. There are several reasons for
this: lack of space for shippers, few-
er ontside dealers and poorer qual
ity of cattle. The snowstorm had
the effect of keeping many dealers
at home. Prices were easy at auo-
tations. Heavy well bred feeders
are in demand and steers of 1,100
to 1,200 1hs. each of this class are
very scarce and sold at $4, $1.25
and up to $4.50 per cwt. There
were more light feeders of from
900 to 1,000 lhs. cach offering,
