from the Canada Foundry Co. and six passenger cars from the
Preston Car Co. The government is in the market for a
large number of refrigerator, coal and live stock cars.

Cotton seed oil, labelled in many instances as pure olive oil.
has a somewhat extensive sale in Canada.  The deception is
to be stopped. Under the Adulteration Ac¢t an Order in-
Council has been passed providing that when cottonseed oil is
offered as salad oil, the fact that the article is from cotton-
seed must be declared on the label.  The same provision is
made where there are mixtures of cottonseed and olive oils.
The cotton seed product is of a coarse globule or grain, and is

in many cases harmful to the digestion.

—The old Quicksilver Company has suddenly jumped from
5 to 67 for common and 614 for preferred.  This is the old-
est mininig company listed on New York Exchange. It was
incorporated in 1866, and for several years pa'd  handsome
dividends. The par value is $100. and in the old days tho
stock sold at or above par. Danicl Drew is said to have
made enough money out of it to found the Drew Theolog cal
Seminary.  No dividend has been paid on the common sinee

1882, and nonc on the preferred since 1903.

—Letters patent of incorporation have been granted to the
St. Maurice Valley Cotton Mills Ltd., with a ecapital stock
of $1,250,000. The chief place of business of the company is
to be in Montreal.—Other incorporations announced are: -
West Hill Land Co.. capital. $175,000; Union Land Corpora-
tion, capital $200.000: Smith Bros., capital, $400,000; Duroch-
er Construction Co., capital $50.000; all of the City of Mont-
real; General Motors Co.. of Canada, eapital $100o0; Walker-
ville. Ont.: Brewsters, Lid.. capital $500.000. London. Ont.;
and Dominion Charcoal Co., capital $40.000, of Toronto.

The minting of Canadian five and ten dollar gold pieces
will begin next month at the m nt. The new coins will meet
a long felt want in Canada. practically the only gold comnage
used here Leing Anierican. There are several millions worth
of the latter here in e‘reulation. The new coins will be ex
actly the same intrinsic value as the American gold lyim-;-vs.
and will be exchangeable at par in the United States. 1hus
obviat' ng present difficultics of Canadian  travellers visiting
the United Stated in regard to being obl'ged to discount Can-
adian bills. There will be about cight m:llion dollars’ worth

of the new gold preces coined this year,

The latest findings of the Department of Labour’s prices
record show that the past month maintained the exceptional
Iv high point reached in February. The Department’s index
number was 134.2 for March, compared with 134.3 in the pre-
ceeding month. A year ago the number was 126.3. A
feature of the past month was the decline in egg prices; on
the other hand animals, meats, vegetables and  imported
fivits advanced. It is pointed out that the Department’s
fimires are based on observations of the movements of about
260 articles seleeted for their representative character, and
tha* the price level now shown is the highest in  at least

thirty vears.

Owing to the boldness of Parisian Street robbers, who
have been robbing bank messengers in broad daylight. and to
the dealing of “‘get-rich-quick” financiers, a special “financial”
brigade of the Irench Criminal Investigation Department has
been formed with  six  detective inspectors and sixteen
“agents.” The special business of the squad will be to look
after these matters, and especially after all those financiers

who start ‘n husiness as “bankers” with unclean records be-
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hind them.  “This “financial” detective brigade has long been
a pet scheme of the Public Prosecutor, but was ovrought to
a head by the doings of “Monte Carlo Wells™ and his “one

per cent per day bank.™

—Industrial accidents oceurring to : individual workpeo-
ple in Canada during the month of March, 1912, were report-
ed to the Department of Labour. Of these 90- were fatal and
182 resulted in serious injuries . In tne preceeding month
there were 74 fatal and 178 non-fatal acc'dents reported, a
total of 239, and in Mareh, 1911, there were 104 fatal and 218
non-fatal accidents, a total of 322. The disasters of the
month involving more than one fatality were: An explosion
in a coal mine at Merritt. B.("., on March 7. which caused the
death of seven miners and the serious injury of two others;
accidental falls of coal in the mines at Sydney. N.S., on
March 11, and at Springhll, N.S.. on the 22nd, cach result-
ing in the death of two miners; a runaway car in a mine at
Westville, N.S., on March 26. which jumped the track and
struck and killed two miners.  On February 29, near Fitz-
hugh, Alta.. a premature explosion of dynamite on the econ-
struction line of the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway killed nine

employees.

In ‘handing down a decis’on in the case of the Title Guar-
anty and Trust Co. vs. Nichols. the Supreme Court of the
United States has upheld the verdict already rendered against
the company in the Supreme Conrt of Arizona.  The case at
issue is of considerable interest to these institutions whose
employees are protected by surety bonds The cashied of a
local ank had been honded by the Title Guarvanty Co.. and
later was guilty of defaleation.  The attempt was made to
avoid payment on the strength of a showing that there had
been renewals of the band. at cach of which it had bheen cer-
tied by the bank that an examination had shown the cash
ier to be up to date and in good condition with his accounts.
The question was therefore raised how far the fact that such
examinations had not been held or sat'sfactorily held war-
ranted the company in retusing to pay the bond Line opin-
ion holds that if the bank had knowintly and intentionally
refused to make the xaminations and had certified that mat-
ters were in sound condition when they were known not to
be so the contention of the title company would have been
valid, but that inasmuch as that was not the case, but the

certificate had been made in a routine way. and without much
stress upon them so that they did not constitute an essential
part of the stipulation it would be unfa'r to interpret the
terms of the Londs in such a way as to release the company.

175 feet from keel to mast head, stupendous in
power, perfect in Tuxury, theoretically immune  from
danger of sinking, thiz vessel vepresented the acme of
huwman <Kill, the sum of the teaching of all the centur-
feg. Tt was humanity’s challenge to  the  eloments.
The coodliest vessel ever floated on old Ocean’s
breast. and in the opinion of competent navigators. the
very =afest. who need fear to confide his very life to
her keeping ?

So it was that when the appalling news came  that
this great Titan had encountered an iceberg in the
North Atlantic. we regretted the had fortune  whiel
had cauged her delay and loss. but vejoieed that  she

was under her own steam. or in tow of the Allan liner
“Virginian” coming into Halifax for such repairs as
might le needed.  Ier passengers, we were told, had
Al heen transferred to other steamers summoned to
ler assistance by Marconi’s wireless and invaluable in-
vention. Names, famous in our commercial and fin-
ancial life were represented on her passenger list, and
we are all rejoiced that no weaker or poorer ship had
convoyed them, and met with the aceident.

Most terrible of all, however, was the fact which
slowly and tantalisingly broke wpon the world—for it
was more than even a national calamity—that there
had been loss of life stunning in its immensity. QOver
a thousand and a quarter of ‘precious lives, old Ocean
had strangled in the pitiless cold \\‘a101’~‘ somewhere off
the Newfoundland Banks! Some of the best known
business men in Montreal, as well as ome of world-

THE BANK OF BRITISII NORTTI AMERIC |

The fact that the last vearly genceral meeting of the
Bank of British North America held in Tondon Jast
month, was the T 6th, reminds us that the history of
this Bank is practically the history of Canadian Trade
and Commerce. The outlook i the Canada of 183G
could not have been particularly encouraging, though
even then the forces were marshalling  themselves
which resulted i the federalion of the scattered Pro-
vinees just over 30 vears later. which has rezulted in
our present prosperity. It required some faith in the
durability of British connection to establish and main-
tain in London a British North American bank, when
the patriofs of Tpper and Tower Canada wore adopt-
ing the rough and ready methods of Nelson. Macken-
zie and Papincau in the effort to secure Canadian
rights in the British federation.

Quietly and sf(‘n(m'\{. however, the Bank of British
North Amwerict has gone on, ever strengthening the
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comection between British finances and Canadian de-
velopment, without haste and without cessation. That
to-day it has a business of $62,288,506, with a paid-up
capital of but a million pounds, is prool of the success
which has attended its progress.

There was, of course, not the slightest hesitation on
the part of the British Government in extending the
Royal Charter under which this Bank exists, for an-
other 10-year period upon its automatic decennial ex-
piration last Julyv. It is noticeable, hhowever, that the
management has digposed of many  of its  English
securities, and invested more largely in Canadian
honds, and other collaterals during the past few vears.
It thus enables itself to take full advantage of ourdo-
mestic arrangements regarding circulation, and doubt-
less finds other sound reasons for  continuing  th's
course.

[t is quite commonly said when reports of fires are
made, “Was the los covered by insurance?” If so,
{hore is satisfaction expressed and the loss 1s consid-
cred to be nothing.

As a matter of fact the loss hasbeen divided over a
laree community of interests only. It is Toss, com-
plete, but its weight is takeen off individual shoulders
in wreal part and distributed among those who have
paickin cerlain amounts to help themselves to so much
protection.  This elementary prineiple underlying
tire imsurance animated the old original Phoenix com-

panies, which were built up, upon this mutality .

citizen {0 guard againgt, and in every possible manner
to tight against this mational waste. When is added
the life risk alwo.—mo inconsiderable item even in
numbers—ithe duly become doubly paramount.
Perhaps there are especial reasons why the weight
of this responsibility should he felt in New York, hut
itis there we find at the presemt moment that the citi-
zens are in organized movement to prevent the fire and
life loss which isthe shame of the United States, and
Yot us e quick to add of Canada alko.  Alarge Com-
mittee of Safety hasbeen formed in Gotham which an-
nounces ite purposes to be chiefly to protect life and

property against the bazard of fire, and it will endeav-
our to secure such changes and conditions as will make
both life and property as safe in New York as in any
other great city of the world. The committee is of
the opinion that no other city in the world, contains so
great a fire hazard as that found in New Y ork. 1t
states that mearly 400 lives and more than $1.0,000,000
of property are annually destroyed by fire in New
York; that underwriters and fire experts have shown
that three-quarters of the loss of life and property is
mnecessary, and that, awvaiting change in conditions,
many insurance companies decline to assume commit-
ments at any rates in some portions of the city. The
cormmittee has secured new laws of appropriate nature.
More than 1,600 inspections have been made to assist
the work of thecity and State authorities in correcting
evils than had the hearty co-operation of these officers.
In illustration of thisit is cited that of 74 complaints
to the State Lalour Department, involving more than
22 000 workers, orders for correction of from 2 to 5
violations were issued for each of 71 of these. And
of the complaints to the new bureau of fire preven-
tion covering 61 buildings, including about 400 occu-
pants, more than 85 per cent were given attention.
Despite the progress made during the past eight
months, the fact rermaimns, the (‘ommittee states, that
New York City to-day presents the greatest conflagra-
ion hazrd in the world. In the congested value dis-
rict of Mamhattan the type and occupancy of the
huildings, their mutual exposures, taken in combina-
tion with the enomous values involved, make so
alamming a situation that constant watchfulness day
andnightis necesarylest a conflagration occur which
willbe chronicled in history as the greatest disasterin
the world. The committee has compiled statistics
of deathsand their causes from burming in Greater

This iz an apalling list, but as we are continually
being reminded. a gquite disgracefully Jarge list ecould
be compiled for Montreal also. The Hochelaga
school, and the Herald building calamities will recur
fo many minds in this connection. The “Journal of
Commerce” would be glad o see some large minded
citizems of this ¢ity attempt such an organization as
has heen eutlined . It isevery man’s duty to recognize
sorme respongibility in the matter, since our congregat-
ine here for business has caused therisk. We have
by no means discharged our duty to the community
when Dy insurance we have joined the ranks of those
united to help one another to hear the loss caused hy
fre. Most people recognize that life insurance does
not impose the duty of guarding the public health up-
on thelife companies. Itis as well that we should
come as speedily as possible to the realization also of
our duty as regards fire loss.
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HYGIENIC CURRENCY.

1t is improbable that the decision of the Dominion
Government to avail itself of the provisions of the
Fidelity Metal Currency Act, and begin on a large
scale the coinage of gold, will do much towards driv-
ing paper bank bills out of circulation. Those who
know the convenience of bills are never likely willing-
ly to exchange them for gold coins for daily use.
There are cases where gold iz necessary, of course, and
it is well that the output of Canadisn gold mings
should be employed in this mamner, instead of making
uwse of a foreign currency as at present.

The ome great objection tp a paper cirrency is the
hygienic. No ome an tell what disease he may be
putting into his pocket with his money. And feden
where there is not absolute danger of this, it is mot
right to allow bills nauseating from their fithines to
remain in circulation.  Some of our bills are provo-
ctive of disgust, when we stop to reason out the deri-
vation of the dirt they convey with them. Navvies
and working women pass an exhalation hideous to
think upon, for strange substitutes are found for poc-
kets and purses in many cases. The Dominion Gov-
emment, as well as the banks would dowell to give
some special attention to the matter in these days)
when the schoolmaster is abroad, and is as likely as
not a hygienic crank, as is every one of the doctors.
We are learning, for instance, that small-pox, as well
as scrlet fever, rot to mention other horrible diseases
are practically epidermic in some locilities. People
there rust use sorme money,in the form of bills.
What becomes of these? Is there anysystem of furni-
gating, or cancelling them emplyed ?  What rule, if
any, prevails for dealing with the Government cur
rency in infected districts?

We have been led into these remarks by the follow-
ing paragraphs in the last number of the “American
(U.S.) Banker”:—It is estimated that it costs the
Government a million dollars a yewr to redeem the
goiled and germ-aden paper currency sent to the
Treasury for redemption.  For some time Treasury
officials have been looking for a means of cleansing
soiled bills so that the mass of paper returned may be
re-issued. At last the object of offieial search s
likely to he obtained, as two machines designed for
the washing of soiled bills are now on trial in the
Treasury in Washington.  One of the machines will
make a billlook as cdean anderip a5 newintwo min-
utes. while the other will effect the same transform a-
tion in three minutes.

These experiments are heing carried on in the Trea-
sury in Washington, and the machines are now -washing
$25,000 a day. The prowcess is regarded as of so
much importance, that German bankers are carefully
watching what is being done, and have sent a large
quantity of bills for renovation in the Government
laundry .”

While we would not go so far as to advocate thein.
stallation of a laundry in the Finance Department at
Ottawa, we believe that if the subject of keeping the
carrency clean is important enough to be considered
teriowsly at Washington, it might be given some
thought also in Canada.

DISPOSITION OF SEWERAGE.

The attention of Canadian. cities now using the
rivers of the country s drains might well be directed
to the experience of such communities elsewhere as
have adopted other methods of disposing of sewerage.
There is a growing disposition to prevent the befoul-
ing of natiomal watersin theinterestsof public health,
which is bound to puta stop toitsome day. That it
Is unnecessary alsothereis good reason to believe.

Acase in point is that of Bradford in Y orkshire,
which is distinguished from all other cities and towns
of the United Kingdom by its success in transmuting
the contents of its sewersinto profit-yielding material.
Other cities cerfainly do something of the kind, and
regard it as making the bestof a badjob; but Brad-
fordregards it 110m the outset as a good jol, and pro-
céeds to make the best of that, 'Thus last year the
Corporation actually made a profit of £30,000 out of
the sale of grease recovered from the sewage, and is
now anticipating that thisamount will be increised to
the sum of £50,000 per apnum as the resull of bring-
g inte operation new extraction machinery, which
has just been installed at a cost of £0,000.  After
the gresse has been estracted, the pressed cakes of
solid matter thatremain are sold abroad as fertilisers,
and during tne coalstike they have been in den.
as fuel for the local factories.

I'tis probable that in years to come the presenters
will le looked back upon as furnishing ridiculous in-
stancees of dunping the wealth of the country into the
water toget rid of if.

IMPIERI AL COMMERCE .

The cause of intra-imperial trade should receive
further encouragement from figures issued by the
British Board of T'rade, in reply toa question in Par-
liament by Major Archer-Shee. These show that
Australia, witha population of five millions, purchased
from Great Britain in 1911 manufactured goods to the
value of £27,810,000, while Germany, with a popula-
tion of 65 millions, purchased only £27,584,000 worth.
Again, (amada, with a populition of seven millions,
bought £16,722,000 worth of manufactures from
Great Britain while I'rance, vhose population is 40
millions, bought only £15,579000 worth. Ney Zea-
land, too, witha population of one million, took manu-
factured goods to the value of £8,612,000, while Bel-
gium, with a populationof 734 millions, teok ounly £7-,
395,000 worth, It is obwious from these figures that
the Great Dominions are- the best customers of the
United Kingdom .

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METAL DUTIES.

No doubt the increased cost of living, although due
in great measure to the more luxurious scale adopted
in Jate years, iz at the hottom ol the fierce discussions
upon the rate of customs duties now proceeding in the
United States, There are not many housckeepers
who, when worried over the difficulties ol housekeep-
ing bills, are considerate of the fact that under a sys-
tem of direet taxation, they would have to lay by regu-
larly againgt the visit of the tax-collectory whose claim
there could he no possibility of ignoring. The fact
that under the protective system, the cost of running
the country is paid in minute additions to most arti-
cles purchased, o small individually, as to be only
slightly hurdensome, is commonly forgotten by those
who have never lived under free trade conditions.

It is the expense of living doubtless which supports
the advocates of free sugarand free wool in the United
States.  The fact that sugar paid in duties to that
country, $52.000.000 last vear, iz great and important
in the eves of consumers. That they will save that in
their grocery bills, by removing the duty is the evisq
dent fact.  That the manufacturers and merchants,
who pav the corporation tax on annual incomes of
over £5.000 to make up that amount. will add this to
their hols, 1= not <o evident to them.

The new Bill would effect reductions in duties of
approximately 30 per cent, under which the pressure
of outside production would. of course, be much more
acutely felt. In fact. its supporters openly claim
that imcreazed imports wounld prevent the loss in duties
falling by maore than $1.100.000 per annum.

The loss in wages to U.S. workmen. and  through
them to the trade of the country, is not considered at
all. Nor are the claims of thousands of shareholders
in steel and metal companies, scattered throughout
the world, given any  consideration. I'ree  trade
in metals means a levelling ol the wage rate,
and presumably of the interest upon stock rate, the
world over.  No doubt Canada. (ireat Britain, the
United States and Germany could compete on equal
ferms if there were to be equalities in all the prices
paid for lahour, and other things. But since, per-
haps. the majority of Canadians, and certainlv very
many in the States, lTeft the older countries to escape
from existence under these wage and other conditions,
there would not appear to be a great deal ol sense in
making such changes.

In short. the high prices of things ave not seriously
to be worricd about. provided there iz the cash neces-
sary to pav the prices. (heapnesz and good times
do not run in harness together, but rather the  con-
frarv.  The wit of man cannot interfere with advan-
tage in these relationships. You cannot have the
cheap =teel of the small wage countries, and  good
wages For s<teel workers on the basis of pavment on
thig side the Atlantic. at the same time, “unless zome
exceptional plan is adopted for the purpose.™

We would commend the whole matter for further
consideration to the Administration at Ottawa, which
is supposed 1o be wrestling with the subject of  the
iron and <teel hounties at the present time.

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ELECTRIC POWER FROM UNDERGROUND COAL
¢« COMBUSTION.

There is in a Province down by the sea, a coal min-
ing company which utilizes its waste coal slack in pro-
ducing clectricity at the pit’s mouth for the work of
the mine. and also for sale in, a near-by town. This
has always appeared to be as near to the acme of
cconomical work as it is possible to get. A British
scientist, Sir William Ramsay has, however, an even
more elementary process to suggest.  Though daring
in the extreme, his plan has been receiving a good deal

of attention in England, owing to deprivations caused

by the coal strike, and is to he tested by actual experi-
ment this summer. If successful, there may be a
possibility of utilizing some of the poorer and smaller
seams of coal in (fanada in a similar manner.

Sivr William said.
“to put down a horchole into a statum of coal. To

“The idea is, in the first place.”

Fegin with, it would he a stratum of no value. and the
nearer the surface the less the cost of working. The
Tole would Teabout a foot and a half wide, and a tube
would he put down to keep it free from water.  There
would Fe three concentric tubes. the inside, the middle
and the outside.  Aiv would he forcer down the out-
side tube. the coal would burn. and gas  would De
brought up the middle tube. or, vather. in the space
hetween the middle and the inside tubes. With a
wood blazing fire down helow, the coal would spread
slowly and distil. The gases hrought up would be
the usval gircs, called producer eases. They are used
for working gas engines, ™

“Could they he emploved for any other purpose?”
Sie William was asked .

“Itis a question of cost. You cannot convey this
gas very far owing to the expense of piping. 1If it
could be used at a reasonable distance, perhaps ten
miles. it might pay to put down piping.  The cheap-
ext thing to do, however, would he to convert the gas
mto clectric power and distribute clectric current.
High-tension current can he conveved without any dif-
ficulty to any part of the countrv. and it can be dis-
tributed very cheaply. By this means the cost of
electric power would be reduced to about one-tenth of
a penny a unit, compared with a penny a unit that is
now the price for power. and with fourpence a unit,
or more, that i< the price for light. Here,  then,
would he the means of electrifying all the railwavs at
once. and of supplving power to all the  factiries.
This would he a start. 1t is not po=sible to v at
this moment what vou might not do hoesides. ™

As soon ax it was shown that power could be pur-
chased at once-tenth, or suppose we say onlv one-fifth,
the cost that it is at the present moment. Sir William
said he felt that there could he no doubt {hat railway
companics, factory owners and others would have no
hesitation in using it.  Indaed. they would he hound
to do <o And instead of the blazing fire on the do-
mestic hearth, and in the place of the present rather
costly system of heating rooms hy gas or the oxisting
apparatus for cleetric fires, he sugoested the mnovel
and possible alternative of obtainine heaf by means of
wires through the carpet.

“Get vour carpet at a temperature of 10 degrees.”
he said, “and your room would he quite comfortahle.”

A seam must now be two and a half or three feet
wide before it can be worked. In the new era it
might be under a foot thick, and half shale. neither
worth mining nor worth having even if it were mined.

“There are plenty of worthless seams,” Sir William
added, “where there is no population, and no harm
would be done even if the experiment failed. To
begin with. we should take a very poor supply. No
one would dream of taking a large productive coal
mine to begin with.  There may be, of course, un-
foreseen difficulties.  There always are difficulties.
But I hope during the course of the summer to prove
the value of the experiment.”

There is a fascination about the scheme as Sir Wil-
liam Ramsay discloses it, which must commend it to
most minds.  To British people. who are aware of
the prodigious speed at which their coal measures are
heing depleted, it must appear to be of the first im-
portance. We shall endeavour to inform our readers
of the progress of the experiments, as a matter of

supreme commercial importance.

SEEL  FREIGHT  (CARN.

With most commendable zeal and ability “Insurance
Ingincering™ has heen for some time past engaged in
propagating the only foundation principle for pre-
venting fire waste. This magazine realizes, as does
the “Journal of Commerce™ that it is prevention, not
cure, which has made most European cities compara-
tively immuse from conflagration risk. Banish in-
flammable material from buildings, and then only may
we hope to effectually diminish the disgraceful  fire
loss from this continent.

It was quite in line with this useful and illuminat-
ing propaganda for our contemporary to enquire as
to the ultimate possibility of huilding all freight cars
of incombuxztible material, as is already done in  the
case ol passenger cars on many lines.  That there ave
difficultics in the way of using steel for the purpose is
shown hv the following letter from the Insurance De-
partment of the Rock Island system:—

“Referring to statement contained in January issue
of *Insurance Engineering.” that all of the passenger
cquipment and a large proportion of the freight equip-
ment ordered hy the Pennsyvlvania Railroad during the
Year 1911 is entively of steel construction, in connec-
tion with which vou inquire why box car hodies can-
not he made of steel framing and sheet metal panels,
0 arranged as to he casilv detachable for repairs.

Steel has heen supplapting wood  for  {he  frame
work of freight cars to_a very considerable oxtent for
the reason that framing timher i= much more expen-
sive than the ordinary lumber emploved for flooring,
lining. sheating and roofing. In future develop-
ments it does not seem likely that steel will go much
further than for the frame work of hox cars. It is not
a good material for floors, as many varietics of lading
require a hlocking, ete., which could not be applied on
a steel floor. As to making the sides and yoof en-
tirely of <teel T helieve that the conductivity of steel
for Hoth heat and cold would make such construction
prohibitive, not to make mention of increased cost.
Unless some very thorough insulation was emploved,
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a steel box car would get so hot during the summer
months as to injure many high-grade commodities,
and on passing through a variety of temperatures
there would be niore or less sweating. ” In the winter
months, with present method of heating, it would be
a viry difficult matter to keep an all-steel car carrying
perishable freight warm cnongh to prevent freezing.
The cheapest insulationand best protection against ac-
cumulation of heat and cold, or sweating, is to have
the interior of the car of wood.

Above, T helieve, are the principal reasons why the
steel box cars does w0t seem to be desirable.

For the past two vears all of the passenger equip-
ment purchased hy the Rock Island Lines has been
entirely of sleel construction, with exception of inter-
ior finish of wool vencering and upholstering  of
scals.”

Now that atlention is heing direeted to the subject,
we may expect hat scienee will exert itself to enable
some cheap system of insulation. and non-condueti on
to he cnploved which will enable fire-proof and dur-
able material of some kind 1o drive combustible ma-
feral from usein railread rolling stock.

Tt is noticeable that Great Bri-
tain was in 1911 {he Tarveest contributor o this total, where-
as in 1910 emigrants from the United States exceeded those

from Great sritan by apout 12000, Tie iron manufactur-
ers have suflered from considerable competition turough the
importation of pig iron from the United States, where pro-
duction exceeded a somewhat slack demand; but  notwith-
standing tms, the results appear to have been satisfactory.
It 15 exactly two years ago that | intormed you that the Do-
minion Government had deerded not to renew bounty on man-
ufactured iron, and that deesion was adhered to, so that in
due course the bounty expired. It was recently announced
in the London Press that the present Government had deeid-
ed--as @ temporary measure. while waiting the vesult of in-
vestigation by the Tarifl Commussion to revive tue bounty of
60 cents, or at the same rate as was in foree in 1910, on iron
manufactured from Canadian ores; but, so far as I am aware,
no official statement has been made to this effect, and the
Iitest advices which I have seen from Canada appear to show
that the matter is stibl under consideration. The conditions
of the Inmber trade were not favourable. The rainfall was
unusually light during the early part of the season, and con-
sequently the water in the streans was too low to enable the
lumbermen to get out their last winter’s cut, The market,
too, has been dull, hoth in the United States and Great Bri-
tain; but later in the year both markets showed some im-
provement . It s always impossible at the date of  our
meeting to give full information respecting the production
of the mines for the vear under review, beeause the figures
have not then been prepared; in fact, the Government re-
port for 1910 has only recently been issued. Ti's, however,
~hows that in that yvear the total mineral proauction was
$105.000,000. an increase of more than $13.000,000 over the
preceding year.  The gold product of the Yukon Lerritory,
in which we are interested through our Dawson branch, was
no1011 $4,019.060, baxed on the rate of $15 per ounce  (the
actual total would bhe somewhat larger): this was less than
in 1910, when $0L091.000 was the total.  The silver mines of
Cobalt containue to inerease their production, and it is esti-
mated that the total output of the Camp for the year will
not be less than 32.000.000 ounces.  Not only so, bhut the
price of silver has been risng throughout the yvear, and the
present quatation is higher than it has been at any time since
1908, and this advance in values is another point in favour
of the Camp. It is. however, to the harvest that we prin-
cipally Tcok for the evidence of Canada’s prosperity, and es-
pecially to the three Central Provinees. I cannot do better
than quote from a cablegram addressed by the Mimister of
the Interior to the 1izh Commissioner on this subject.  1e
says: “The harvest was late and the quality of crops in some
places poor, but the total Crop was abundant, and the rela-
tively high prices have on the whole wiven the farmer a good
though not a bumper year.  The crop will hring $200.000.000
to Western Canada.”™  That summary coincides entrely with
the report received from our own Prairvie branches in 1911,

IFurther official information received by the High Commis-
sioner from the Census and Statisties Offices at Ottawa states
that the field crops of Canada occupied Tast year a total area
of 32853000 acres, and their value, caleulated at the average
local jrices, amounted to $555.712000 a truly  remarkable
total. In the autumn Mr. J. 1. Mayne Campbell paid his
usual visit to Canada. and we arve indebted to him for much
vaduable work in the interests of the Bank. I. too. had
made arrangements for a visit to Canada. but was, much to
my regret. at the last moment prevented by private affairs
from Jeaving home. T now beg to move that the report and
accounts he adopted.

Williams: Tt seems a pity. sir. tha{ th's mo-
tion should be put without a remark of any kind from this
side of the table. but T am sure from your experience vou
feel that it is sveh a <atisfactory report that the sharehold-
ers have no criticisms to offer and no unfavourable remarks
to make. You have referred with feelings of some little
regret. T think. {o the increased expenditure upon Bank pre-
mises. T cannot myself share that fecling of regret. for T am
certain from the small observations T have been able to make

in various parts, that all expenditures of which T have any
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krowledge have been most economically and most prudently
designed and carried out. You have referred to Montreal,
and probably that and some of the Western parts are well
known to many who are here. I have noticed also both in
Victoria and Vancouver—to “speak only of two which are
further away—that there the sites are exceptionally good,
«nd the buildings are substantial and convenient, though
possibly they m:ght by some be thought to err on the side
of modesty, but that is a matter of commendable economy.
I will not troubte you with any other remarks or waste your
e further. 1 fell it is a most satisfactory statement
tl.at we have listened to.

Mr. Maurice Powell: 1 am glad’ to sce, in comparing this
vear’s accounts with last year’s, that there appears to be an
advance in almost all the items.,I think it is a very prudent

(Hear, hear.)

step, considering the very large amount of our transactions,
that the reserve fund should be increased by $121,666. That
i~ an item which one must always regard with satisfaction,
as it shows the strong basis on which the Bank is founded.
You mentioned the investment in Dominion of Canada Bonds,
and said that you had reached the limit aliowed by the Bank
Act. Perhaps you will just explain what that means.

The Chairman: The words which T used in my address were
there: —“There is no objeet in adding further to this invest-
ment. for we have now reached the limit whieh we are allow-
ed to use for the purpose of our eirculation by the Bank Act.”
We are allowed to issue notes to the extent of 75 per cent
of our capital, and we are allowed to issue further notes for
the rema'ning 25 per cent. if supported by the deposit of
Dominion of Canada Bonds. You will observe that 25 per
cent is $121.666, the point we have now reached.

Mr. Powell: 1 did not quite follow you. 1 think I have no-
thing further to say except to congratulate the directors on
the success which has attended their labours in the past year.
(Hear, hear.)

The Chairman: With regard to the question put by Mr.
Powell, the payment of che dividend must be made at a cer-
tain specified interval after the meeting, and therefore the
dividend will bhe paid jusSt as hitherto.  The month of March
is fixed by the deed of settlement for the holding of the an-
nual meeting, and we have no power to alter that: therefore.
the meeting will be held as hitherto, and the dividend will be
paid as hitherto.

My, Powell: Both dividends?

The Chairman: Yes.

The resolution was then put and carried unanimously.

The following directors who retire by rotation and offer
themselves for re-election were unanimously re-elected:—Mr.
G. D. Whatman (proposed by the Chanwman): NMr. J. J.

The motion was sec-
onded by Mr. Tunmer, and unan‘mously agreed to.

Mr. Williams: May I be allowed to propose a vote of
thanks to chairman for his able conduct of the business to-
day? As shareholders T think we are exceedingly indebted
to the chairman and his coleagues for the great attention
they give to the affairs of the Bank. I feel myself that it
is a most satisfactory Bank to have a little money invested
in, becanse it is so very carefully watehed over and so ably
put out to our advantage. 1 beg to propose a vote of thanks
to the cehairman, directors, managers. and staffl

Mr. Tunmer: T beg to second that. 1 should also like to
say that T am very pleased to sce that in the bhalance sheet
this time yvou do not .fur;_wl the stafl Last yvear the chair-
man said that someone had written to h'm objeeting to any-
thing extra being paid to the stafl. T do not think that it
is the right policy to st'nt the staff in any shape or form.
Tf we want good work we must pay for it. The remark
was made lTast vear that other banks had given more by way
of a bonus to the staff, and T think that we should not be
Dehind them. T have great pleasure in seconding the pro-
posal.

The vote was unanimously accorded.

The Cha‘rman: We thank vou very much for yvour kind ap-
preciation.

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RAILROAD EARNINGS.

Railroad gross earnings continue to show a fair increase
over this time last year, the total of all United States roads
reporting to date for the month of March aggregating $34,-
357,689, a gain of 4.2 per cent, as compared with the earnings
of the same roads for the corresponding period a year ago.
This exhibit is hardly as favourable as that for February,
there being a gain in that month of 7.7 per cent. but it is
much more favourable than the returns for January when a
loss of 0.4 per cent was reported. March earnings especial-
]_vh dur'ng the latter part of the month. were adversely affect-
ed by unfavourable weather and floods which retarded rail-
road tratne (notably in some parts of the South, so that the
returns for the last week of several roads that heretofore
reported gains show loss. More or less increase, however,
still appears on Chesapeake and Ohio, Seaboard Air Line, Ala-
bama Great Southern, Central of Georgia and C'ncinnati. New
Orleans and Texas Pacitic, while in the West and Southwest
Denver and Rio Grande. “Soo” and a few other systems also
report increases. In the following table are given the gross
earnings of all United States roads report'ng to date for the
month of March and the gain as compared with the earnings
of the same roads for the corresponding period a year ago:

FINANCIAL REVIEW.
Montreal, Thursday Afternoon. April 18, 1912,

The frightful catastrophe in the North Atlantie doubtless
accounts for great grief, and possbly some hysteria in New

York, but to lay the stress of a pronounced weakness in Wall

Street upon it. is fictional.  There was bound to be some in-
digestion in that markets after its late rather sudden uplift.
There are always some profit seekers. though not so many as
are often represented. And the condition of the steel mar-
kets, of industrial conditions, and of all of the crops in the
United States hardly warranted such advances in a Presi-
dential year, as were reported. Tt is probable that a good
deal of Canadian held stock was disposed of as the occasion

served, and our markets relieved of that source of weakness.

The possible loss of the President of the G.T.R., of a
member of our best known banking family, and of others in-
terested in the financial affairs of the community on the
Titan is casting deep gloom over the exchanges and business
offices.  Happily, the ralamity spreads no further, and there
is no sign or possibil'ty of disastrous entail in the realm of
affairs.  Stocks continue their cheerful and steady appear-
ance. The Steel stocks are puting on a most encouraging
aspect, well worthy of close attention, due doubtless to the
commanding position of the trade, owing to bulding and rail-
road operations. Transportation and electric stocks are
firm, C.P.R. vacillating between 249 and 253 on reports of
new stock issues, and of a division of profits among its sev-
eral sources of income. Montreal Power continues its mar-
vellous course, but the looming up of a sccond holding com-
pany overtopping Montreal Tramways, and called Montreal
Tramways and Power. is being pondered upon by the strect,
which “s not quite certain of itself in the face of such high
finance. Cement has had a rather inexplicable advance un-
der brisk sales, apparently just before the management was
ready for it. R. and O. has advanced somewhat, but is still
below its price of a few months ago.

The Bank list has partaken of the general activity. The
Bank of Montreal has declared a 1 per cent bonus, which had
been Tooked for sinee the Tast meeting. but has not shown the
proportional advance in stock quotations of Comwmerce and
some of the others.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even-numbered section of Domin-
jon Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re-
served, may be homesteaded by any per-
son who is the sole head of a family, or
any male over 18 years of age, to the ex-
tent of ome-quarter section of 160 acres
maove ot

Application for entry must be made in
person by the applicant at a Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-ageney for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate. En-
try by proxy may. however. be made at
any Agency, on certain conditions by the
father, mother, son. daughter. brother o
sister of an intending homesteader.

DUTTES:—(1) At least months’
residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each vear for three yvears.

(2) A homesteader may. if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence du-
ties by living on farming land owned
colely by him. not less than eichty (SN
acres in extent. in the vieinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by liv-
ing with father or mother. on certain
conditions. Joint ownership in land will
not meet this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to per
form his residence duties in accordamnce
with th above while living with parents
or on farming land owned by himseif
must notify the Agent for the district
of snch
