Pranry Brrovep :—The Holy Church
of God is the fruitful Mother of innumer-
sble Saints, From the first Martyrs and
Cenfessors of the falth to the Martyrs and
Confessors of the present century,
millions of ber children have sigualized
themselves by the most horole virtues—
in the practice of the most ardent love of
God and of their neighbor. In the latter

s, since the rlse of Protestantism, the
alroh has todnug i::mb"l:do'ul,w”
personages who, s ops, Priests, or
Foud:gl of Religious Orders, have glori-
omly combatted heresy and jgnorance,
As in days past, o In our days, Mislon-
aries thronghout the world labor even to
the shedding of their blood in this cause,

To dispel the darkness of error, to in.
struct especially the poor and the middle
classes in the knowledge of God and in
the rudiments of eecular knowledge
necessary for their condition of life, God
raised up the Bleesed John Baptist De La
Salle, who was born in Frauce in the
year 1651, snd slept in the Lord, A. D.
1719, after diffasing the odor of perfect
sanctity both by his own lifeand by the
institution of a religious Order to continue
the work fa which he himself was
engeged,—the instruction of youth,

These loving words of our Divine Sa-
vior, so fruitful of sweetness and bleselng :
“Suffer the Jittle children to come unto
me and forbid them not, for of such is the
Kingdom of God” (St. Mark x. 14); and
these other words : “Amen Ieay to you,
s long as you did it to one of these my
least brethren, you did it to me,” (St.
Matt. xxv.40); and that expression of the
Holy Ghost by the lips of the Angel:
“They tbat imstruct many to justice
shall shine as stars to all eternity” (Dan.
xil. 3 ), have produced wonderful fruit in
the souls of God’s rervants, in Apostles,
ininnumerable Missionaries, and in Found
ers of Religlous Orders, whose number is
known to the Almighty alone.

The Church has at all times encouraged
the institution of higher achools of learn-
ing, Universities aud Colleges sprang up
in every country under her care. Each
bishop was obliged to have in his dlocese
achools of higher learning to supply well-
trained Clergy for his diocese, and each
Parish Priest endeavored to have what
was known as & Parochial School.

The monasteries were the principal
seats of the higher studies. It is but re-
cently that States have undertaken to
provide and malutain schools for. the
education of the people. BSluce they
have done 80, the enemies of the Church’
loudly proeh‘m that she was the friend of
ignorance, whereas the Church preserved
for the world whatever learning and
learned records were left after the inva
sion of the barbarians and the breaking
up of the Roman Empire, in days when
States were rabbles and Kings counld not
sign their namees We hear the eame
calumny to day. The Church gets no
credit for all her past labors in preserving
and extending the civilization of the
world, Now, whatever is dome by the
State in favor of education is entirely,
but falsely,attributed to Protestantism,

The Church has at ail times maintained
that secular knowledge without religious
training is not really an education of the
moral man, but the raislng of the tem.
poral above the spiritual, and hence, a
two.edged sword is put in the hands of
men without a just appreciation of God’s
Commandments, We see this every day
in the robbezies of banks and swindling
and peculation and other grievous crimes
committed by very smart men. Prisons
are filled with such men. The best
thinkers of the age are ralsing their volces
sgainst Godless education.

In His divine Providence God ralses
wup in His Church men fitted to battle with
the evils of the sge. At the time of the
birth of Blessed De Lu Salle it was im-
poseible for the Onurch to provide, 13 the
means then at her disposal, for the educa.
tion of the masses of the people. There
was & growing necemity for free schools
for the poor. But to have free echoole it
‘was, above 1}, necessary to have proper
teachers, who would voluntarily conee-
crate their lives to teaching, requiring
only food snd clothing for their services,
as the poor could not requite them, and
the State was doing nothing for the
cducation of the poor. The education of
the middle sud lower clasees
could only st that time be carrled on by
a Religlous Order aupported by generous
Oatholics and by the Church, Bat to
have competent teachers, s Normal School
for their training was an absolute necees-
ity. The Blessed De La Salle institated
such an Order, and founded the first Nor-
mal School recorded in the whole history

of 0gY.

'Fh'l?ﬁognnl School was used not only
for his own novices, but aleo for seculars
who were sent by Priests and Blshops, to
be trained to teachirg with De La Salle’s
own disciples. The ohject of these good
Priests and Bishops was tn have the young

masters take charge Bf schools the
Brothers could not accept owing to want
of a sufficlent number to supply all do.
mands, The Normal Schools are kept up
in the Ocder and thelr methods and equip-
ment are the finest in the world, and are
the models on which State Normal 8chools
bave been formed. B

Salle was the originator of the mutual.
simultaneons system of Education, often
erroneously ascribed to Lancaster and
Bell. In this system the movices are
carefully drilled in the Christian Brothers’
Normal Schools, sud none leave those
schools without strict examimation and
certificate of qualification as teachers. “In
the science of teaching,’ ssys a recent
writer, “not a single step in advance of De
h” o has yet been made in any quar.

ter.

The methods and school books of the
Brothers bave a world-wide reputation.
In the educational congresses held in the
United States, smong the most scholarly
papers read are those from the Brothers of
the Christian Bchools, who are sent by the
Institate as delegates to tbese assemblies,

We here briefly eketch the life of this
Blesed Benefactor of the buman race.

His father, a fervent Corlstian, was
Cbancellor of State to the King of France
end President of the High Court of
Rheims. His mother was equslly noble
and pious. Jobn Baptist, as he grew up,
was a model of purity, obedience, and
studiousness. He entered the Grand Sem-
fnary of St. Sulplce, in Parls, aud made
there a course of theology taking the de-
gree of Doctor of Divinity., At an early
sge he was appointed @anon of the Cathe-
dral of Rheims, and was ordained Priest
in 1678. He burned with the love of God
and & most earnest desire to save the souls
of youth. Shortly after his ordination
he met Monsieur Nyel—a descendant of
the great O’Neils, of the Emerald Isle—
who was endeavoring to found free
schools and who associated
with him in the work [
few young men of noble and genercus
dispositions, The holy Servant of God
had fonnd precisely whbat he wanted, In
course of time M. Nyel retired from his
office, and left the youthful organization
to the care of Father De La Ssile, who,
findiog it was the will of God that he
should direct there young men, provided
them with a houee and supported them
himself from his revennes. Bat this de-
meanded a great sacrifice. He wasa priest
aud of noble birth. The teachers were
poor and did not aspire to the ecclesiacti-
cal state. De La Salle conld not divest
himself of his priesthood, yet he de.
termined to b e one of th Ives.
For this purpose he resigned his canonry
and relinquished all his property in favor
of the poor. The good work prospered in
epite of the difficulties which the enemy of
salvation threw in its way.

The Holy Founder’s deep veneration
for the Church and his profound respect
for Chbrist’s Vicar on earth prompted him
to send two Brothers to Rome, Through
the kindners of Cardinal d’Estrees, Brother
Gabriel and his companion were received
in private audlence by His Holiaess, In.
nocent X(I, who treated them with kind-
nees, promised to protect them, and blessed
the Institute, Brother Gabriel remained
in Rome till, in 1725, by a solemn Bull of
His Holiness Benedict XIIL., the rules
%}Ven to the Brothers by their Blessed

'ounder wero approved and the Soclety
was raised to the rank of a Religious
Order under the title of Institate of the
Brothers of the Christian Schools.

The Institute was legally recognized in
France by Louis XV.

God raieed up two great Saints in
Franca to protect the Irish driven from
their homee on account of their religlon—
St. Vincent de Paul and Blessed John
Baptist De La Salle. 8t. Vincent received
and procured plsces for hundreds of Irish
priests, and the Bleseed Jobn Baptiet De
La Salle took into his establishments of
learning a great many of the nons of the
nobles of the Itle of Saints, who would
not conform to the religion of the king,
and beuce were deprived of all they
possesced.

The work commenced by the Blessed
Servant of God grew and prospered. The
French Revolution did not crush it,
Schools of the Brothers are now found
throughout the worid. An idea of the
immeunte work ibe Brothers are uow dolig
may be galned trom s few figures taken
from the statistics of the Institute which
we append in a note to this Pastoral.

Not until the generalship of Most
Honorable Brother Philippe, who was
elected in 1838, were any steps taken for
the Qanonization of this benefactor of
bumanity, He was declared Venerable by
His Holinets, Gregory XVI,, In 1840,
That he practiced the theological virtues
of Faith, Hopeand Obarity, and the moral
virtues of Prudence, Justice, Temper-
ance, and Fortitude in a heroic degree,
waa declded by the Sacred Co ation
of Rites, in public sesion, presided over
by His Holiness, Plus 1X., in 1873. The
three miracles operated through his inter
cestion were proved to the satisfaction of
the Sacred Congregations, and were
accepted by the Pope in 1887. Finally, on
the 19:h of last February, in the presence
of numerons Cardinals, Archhhhopa and
Bishops, the Superior-General of the Order,
Most Honorable Beother Joseph, represen-
tatives of the various provinces of the Inati-
tute throughout the world, the students
of the Vatican Seminsry, and a large
number of friends, in the Great Canonl-
zation Hall over the Loggia of St, Peter’s
—our Holy Father Lso XIII, solemnly
beatified John Baptist De La Salle.

The Catholics of Toronto and St. Cath-
arines owe much to the Brothers of the
Christian Schools. They have taught the
children admirably both secular and
religious sclence for nearly forty years,
and bave been content with the scant pit-
tance the Catholics could afford to dn:
them, for they are true servants of God,
aud they never relinquish their task nor
lessen their ardor in their hely and self
sactificlog work. If we bave to-day the
magnificent buildings of the De La Salle
Institute on Duke Street, we owa it to the
Brothers of the Christian Schools.

We shall, therefore, celebrate with gra-
titude with all religious pomp the
Jast day of the Triduum in houwur of the
Beatification of thelr Holy Iuatit utor, the
4th of May, the day appointed by the
Holy See for the annual celebration of
the feast of the Blessed Jobn Baptist De

BENEDICTION AT THE JESUITS' CHURCH,

A stranger in Montresl, with few
acquaintancee, naturally betakes himself
to church on a Sunday evening, and such
being my condition, I on the evening of
the Lord's Day in last week, turned my
steps in the direction of the Jesuit’s
Church at about & quarter to eight p. m.

After kneeling
for s moment before the altar he rapidly
ascended to the pulpit, and stood gravely
contemplating his large and attentive
andionce with a comprehensive glance
which took in every corner of the well-
filled church. Then from brow to breast
and shoulder to shoulder he traced the
sacred sign and began his sermon. After
a fow remarks on the feast of the day,
the Patronage of St. Joseph, he went on
to explain how the honor pald by Catho:
liss to the eaints la & practice most con.
genial to human nature, resting on that
powetful feeling of the human hesrt
which clings to the past and seeks to com.
mune with those who have glided from this
world of trial to the only real, everlastin
world of sorrow or of joy. Sach, he said,
was the feeling common to all and which
expands into & general outburst of
respect and veneration in the hearts
of natlons towards those heroes who
bave won by their mnoble deeds
the ttle of gqreat and good,
whose statues are unvelled now and then
amidst the enthusiastic cheers of vast
maultitades. He expressed wonder at the
conduct of men who pretend to exalt
Christ’s divine mediatorship, by depreci:
ating the glory of those true heroes, the
brightest ornaments of Caristianity.
Repellivg indignantly the charge of idol.
atry lald upon us by men whose ignorance
of our docirines is equaled only by their
unwillingness to inquire into them, he
dwelt on the slender reasons which serve
to substsntiate this odious charge. He
stated the clear, explicit teaching of the
OChurch which attributes to eaints in
heaven no other power than that pos.
sessed by them while on earth, that of
ministering to the wants of their suffering
brethren by the fervent prayers which
they pour forth before the throne of God,
tbrough the passion and death of Him
who is the one and only mediator between
God and man, Jesus Ohrist,

He 1000 indignantly sgainst the con-
sequences of & dootrine s0 uncongenial to

reglons of bliss above "

“Oh speak not to me of such strange,
cruel egotlem in the hearts of eaints!
Leave me rather to the sweetness of that
Faith which unfolds before my eyes the
beautiful and coneoling spectacle of eaints
prostrate before the throme of God and
pleading for their brethren upon earth;
for such was the faith of ages both before
and after Coriet.”

After dwelllng for some time on proofs
drawn from the old and new testaments,
and the writings of the Fathers, he ex
pressed his wonder that notwithstanding
this, 80 often repeated and clear state-
ment of our bellel, many should presist
in the charge of idolatry, and add to it
the fiith of their own groes and obicene
imaginations, but he wondered still more
that those non-Catholics, and these were
many, Who repudiate these charges,
should still be unwilling to share our be-
ltef and avail themse ves of the consola-
tion it affords to the soul.

Flually confronting the spirit of the
world with that of Christianity, the shallow
greatness of the former with that which
springs from the constant and herofc
practice of Obristian virtues, he dwelt on
the high degree of power and glory
enjoyed by St. Joseph in heaven, where
his close union with the source of all
sanctity and consequently of true and im-
perishable greatness, is second to none but
that of his loving spouse, Mary the
Mother of God.

Speaking of those who lately in pulpit
and newspaper blasphemed the things of
which they know mnot, he insisted
on St Joseph's title of foster-
father of the Son of God, as
commanding our highest respect and
and veneration, for as we are forced to
admit that Mary is really the Mother of
God; to avoid the blasphemous conclu-
sion that there are two persons in Christ,
one divine and the other human, so0
also we must admit that Joseph filled the
high office of foster Father to Him who
as God and man is the second person of
the Holy Trinity. He ended by claim-
ing for those great heroes, the saints of
heaven, the honours paid to common
heroes of sword and blood by the erec-
tion of public monuents and statues, say-
ing that the pictures and statues of saints
serve only 10 recall to the mind of a
Catholic true Christian virtue and hero-
sm.

I'ne sermon whioh I have thus rapidly
outlined, filled up the aillotted hour. It
was delivered in faultless English,
without  the faintest touch of
accent or provincialism of any
kindy and In a voice of ex.
ceeding sweetness and persussive in
tone. Judging from bis pronunciation, I
shonld have taken the preacher for a
native of Alblon, but, in spite of his fair
waving hair, the cast of his countenauce
was decldely French Canadian, so that I
am at a loes, as the Yankees say, “where to
place him.” Like s0 many of
the Jesuit Fathers he has something of
the lawyer in his style and in his gestures,
and were it not for his extremely youth-
ful appearance one would suspect that
his *‘maiden speech” had been made in
the roll of a barrister,

As the Father gracefully descended
the mther uograceful stair case the
organ rolled its sweet sounds through the
church, and the Rev, Father Jones, well
known to Upper Uanadians, came out to
give the Benediction,

Solemn and sweet was the music, and
plous prayers floated up beyoud the starry
apex of the golden aitar, to the God of
Christians, and the blessing which passes all
understanding was imparted to us by the
hand of the priest, and still we knelt on
and on, thlntlng possibly of God’s good-
ness to his children, or some of us, I for
one, of the dear ones at home, and the
power of Catholic faith and Catholic
prayer to bridge distance and make light
of space.

THE PROTESTANT MISSION FAIL-
URE IN SPAIN,

PERSONAL TESTIMONY OF THE VERY REV,
PROVOST MUNRO, D, D.

The Very Rev. Provost Munro, D. D.,
occupied the pulpit in Bt. Andrew’s
Cathedral, Glasgow, on & recent Sandsy,
when he delivered s most interestin,
lecture on the above subject. He ni&
that the United Presbyterian body of that
city bad pamed a motion to the effect that
theiz missions in Spain should now be dis-
continued as there were no fruits result-
ing from them, although yearly thousands
of pounds sterling were expended on thelr
work. It might be that the fallure of
Protestant missions in Spain or slsewbere
were of little interest to Catholica. Yet
it was a matter of interest in this respect,
that whereas the Church of Christ was to
convert all natione, Protestantism by its
preaching bad falled to convert ome
single nation, and the United Presbyter-
ians now admitted thelr inability to .
vert” the Spanish. It was only when
encoursyement had been given to athels-
tic dootrines, that Protestant missioners
went to Spain. The Provost then referred
to the introduction of athelstic dostrines
into Spain after the French Revolution.
Wonders were to be worked for Protest-
sntism in the great field, he continued,
which was to be “freed from the yoke of
Rome.” By onesect and another £100,-
000 & year was spent in carrying on the
Protestant w; Protestant cha
were bailt a: ools were opened, bibles
were distributed by the thousand, and
Protestant literature was scattered broad-
cast over the country, Children were
edacated free, and food and clothing were
given as bribes to those who became *‘con.
verted.” Among those who suffered
extreme po:‘el;y the fo(:;i and clothing
weze accept. y some, aud great LT
in the conversions was made for leg;n.
It was decided to enlarge the field of
operations, and extend it from Madrid,
where there were said to be ten Protestant
meeting-houses, and 3,000 real “converts,”
He happened to be in Madrid during the
gtoplglnds, about sixteen years ago, and

e visited the principal of the ten meet-
iog-houses, the one sald to be crowded
with a congregation of 1,000 or 1,200,
The leading preacher of the Protestant
missions In Spain was to speak on the
occasion, and he (the Provost) went early,
thinkiog it necessary to do #o to geta goo
seat, But when he entered, ins of
1,000 or 1,200 persons being present, there
were only forty in the place, and the con-
gregation later on only amounted to
ninety-three. But the ninety.three were
not all converts nor Protestants, they were
not Spanish—many of them wera foreign-
ers, such as Englisb, Swiss, and American
residents, and & number, like the speaker,
visitors, The oonErogltmn included three
young soldiers, who were there through
curiosity, and one of whom, when his
companions would not leave with him,
took oat & newspaper and began tuv read
it dmir:F the service. About thistime the
conversion work was falling away for the
want of funds; when the money was
limited the “converts” gave up this new
religion and returned to the Catholic
faith. In one week,in one church in
Madrid, the Bishop received at a public
reception into the church a large number
of wo-called Protestant converts, in other
churches in Madrid on one day ninety-five
children with their parents were recon.
ciled to the Church, as were also two min.- -
isters, four “misslonaries,” and eix school
masters, two of the latter bringing with
them n{ncty-ﬁn children. Those recon-
ciliatlons were publicly made in order to
show the hollowness of the Protestant con-
version movement, and from the blow it
then received the missionary work never
recovered. In Malage, » flourishing Pro-
testant community was said to exist four
or five years ago under a friar who had
got tired of his solitary cell in the monas-
tary, and wishing something more lively,

ot & wife and opened a church, The poor
r, after preaching, marrying, and hav-
iog a family, came back to the Church
with tears in his eyes, asking to be for-
given for the scandal he bad committed,
and entered aconvent of severe rule, there
to make reparation to God for the scandal
he had given. Although the guide book
sald there were five Protestant churches
in Malags, the speaker could find only
one in it. The Protestant school in the
town had been closed; when the food and
clothing were stopped it was impossible to
keep up the new religlon. The school
mistress, an English woman, had not been
paid her salary. She was without food
as well as without money to take her
home; and a few English friends had to
pay her passage back to her own country.

And thue in l.la&l the mimion chapel
and school had both collapsed. That was
what was going on all over 8, and
that was the reason why the United Pres:
byterians had found there was no use in
keeping up the sham of Protestant mis-
slons in Bpain, One good effest had fol-
lowed the importation of Protestant mis-
slons into Spain; it had roused the Span.
ish Catholics to an activity they did not
show previously. Previously the Spani-
ards looked to the State for every! in
the way of financlal support of religion.
Bat now they had awakened to a new life,
to new zeal, t0 new emergy, to an inde-
pendence in these matters. Awoclations
were armed for the interest of the poor,
and they and the Society of 8t, Vincent
de Paul were counteracting the work of
the Protestant missionaries, and their
labors were being crowned with auccess.
In Madrid alone they had 14 000 children

enrolled in the Catholic Youth Assocla-
tion worked by the Men’s Assoclation.

On Sanday morning the Cardinai Arch-
bishop delivered the fifth and last of his
Lenten course of scrmons at the Pro.

His Eminence
took for his text the worde, “Have confid-
ence in this very thing, that He who hath
begun a good work in you will perfect
the :ame unto the day of Christ Jesus,”
and said : It is not enough for & ship in
all its power and bravery, in the full
morning sun and the falr wind, to go
forth to sea. If in m:d ocesn it founders,
no one shall touch the shore, And ft s
not encugh to plough half the furrow,
and for the plough to stand still ; for a
man who does this shall not reap the
golden harvest in the autumn. Our Lord
bas sald, “‘He who endureth unto the end,
the same sball be raved”—that is to any,
‘‘and no other.”  Without perseverance,
the best outset comes to nothing. Perse-
verance balf way to eternal life will not
inherit the kingdom of God, And there.
fore what we have been saying these last
Sundays may be summed up once more,
and we may put thesesl upon it; and that
seal is this, Perseverance to the end, We
have got a warlfare to fight ;

WE HAVE A PILGRIMAGE TO TREAD,
even to the last, Well, two things are
clear and certain, One is, that of our-
selves and by ourselves, not ome of us
will persevere to the end.

The houee of Pontius Pilate while in ex-
ile still remains standing, It is at a place
called Oredon, in France, about mi way
between Lyons and Vienne. The house
Is solidly built, of cut stone, and will
probably endure for centuries to come.
It is used as a presbyter and schoolhouse.
The reputed burlal place of Pilate is dis-
tant about twenty miles from this, in
Dauphine, and is marked by a hesp of
stones about five miles long, every passer
by havlug, accoiding to an sucieni custom,
cast thereupon a stone, The practice was,
after a time, forbidden by the law of the
country, but without avail, Stones were,
and probably still are, cast upon the
wound by every paeser by, and the heap
collected, as before mentioned, is about
five miies long, and is called Mount
Pllate.
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MORE PROOLAIMED MEETINGS,

On the 8th ult,, seven public meetings
were held in different parts of Ireland to
demonstrate that the influence of the
National League s as powerful as ever,
notwithstanding Me, Balfour’s boast in
Parliament thatit is “‘a thing of the past.”
The meetings were held at Lougbres,
Tullyallen, Ennis, Kilrush, Karvturk,
Macroom end Miltown-Malbey. An
eighth meeting was held at Scariff, which,
though not called for precisely the same
purpose, was equally conclusive on this
poini.

The Scariff meeting was called for the
purpose of enabling Mtr, Joseph Cox, M,
P., to address his constitusnts, It had no
connection with the National Lesgue, and
the placards snnouncing it mentioned its
object distinetly, The Government, how-
ever, being determined 1o suppress all
free speech in Ireland, would not allow
such a meeting to be held, though over
and over agsin Mr. Balfour hes declared
in Parliament and out of it that such is
not thelr intention, and that freedom fof
speech exlats, When the Orimes Act was
passing the House, the dlstinet pledge was
given that merely political demonstra-
tions would not be Interfered with under
it. The people had certainly the right To
expect that no obstacle would be thrown
in the way of meeting, aund as the officlal
Gazette did not proclaim 1t as {llegal, this
was expected, In spite of all this the
police tore down Mr, Cox's placards, and
an impudent message was sent to Rev.
Matthew Kenny, P. P., two constables

walting on him to deliver it, that if the
. meeting were® attempted, Zextra ! po.lce
would be imposed on the Jistrict. Even
this could by no means constitute the
meeting illegal, and Father Kenny treated
the messengers with the contempt they
deserved.

At the last moment, the evening be-
fore the meeting, proclamations forbid.
ding it were posted about the town, A
more despotic act can scarcely be imagined.
The object was evidently to bring about a
collision between the unsuspecting people
and the police, that the latter might have
some shadow of an excuse for attacking
them, and the lateness of the proclamation
would natvrally tend to this result. No
one could fall to see that the meeting
was a perfectly lawful assemblage, and
the Chief Police, Captain Keogh, was at
a loss to fird some reason for its suppres.
sion. This was furnished to him by the
proclsmation, which declared the meet-
ing to be a meeting of the suppressed
League, the League which Mr. Balfour
has pronounced to be “a thing of the past.”
It is now suddenly discovered that this
“thing of the past” fis able to furnish
thoueands of members to assist at a public
meeting, and hundreds of policemen with
several companies of soldiers are deemed
necessary to suppress them by force.

Daring the night, the police with their
rifles over thelr shoulders, and the mlli.
tary, poured into the town, many of them
greatly under the influence of drink, pre-
pared to force a row with the people who
were expected to come In for a lawful
assemblage.

At Mass, Father Kenuny told his con-
gregation that preparations were belng
made to prevent them from exercling
thelr rights as electors, and advised them
to submit peaceiully to the force which
was brought in for the purpose of pre-
venting a lawful meeting, though the
conduct of the real law-breakers, the
police, was “an act of opprersion such as
had never been heard of in the clvilized
world.” He continued :

“Sometimes we hear law "and order
spoken of by those who have little right
to use the word, Well I know that laws
come to us clothed, at times, in a very
peculiar garb, and do not receive the
sanction of the people to whom they are
applied. This country bas sent eighty-
&Ix representatives to Parllament, and if
the voices of those men be not heard or
respected, what respect can we have for
the conetitution under which we live 1
What reepect for law and order is shown
by those who do not respect the opinions
or pereons of the people’s representatives,”

In conclusion he advised them, even
under such provocation, not to break the
peace, but to “let your enemies see that
you are acting justly and honestly, and by
thus acting with self-respect, restraint,

and propriety, you will have struck a
blow agalnst oppresslon, and for conatitn.
tional liberty, which the democracy of
England will hear of with gretification,”

He added: “We
bave & force hese quite determined to do
their duty. They will do it with vigor,
with determined vigor, and I ask you to

For such conduct as this the servile
majority which sapports the present Gov-
ernment in thelr seats Is responaible, A
more srbitrary procedure could not take
place under the rule of the Czar or the
Sultan of Tarkey. Sach facts as thess,
occurring in the nineteenth century, under
the bossted free rule of England, speak
more loudly than the tongues of the
Nationalist members of Parllament, of
the necemity of Home Rule, Theapathy
with which an English majority in the
House of Commons regards them, shows
that they arve mot fit to govern Ireland,
whatever may be thelr ability to govern
themselves.
wAt Mitown-Malbay the proceedings
were very similar to those of Scariff. The
police drew thelr batons, and the military
fixed bayonets, for a charge, after Msjor
Warlng read the Riot Act, and the people
qulietly dispersed. At Kilrush, Macroom,
Kenturk, and Loughres, the “police
charged the amembled multitudes with
thelr batoms. and many persons were
injured, including several of the police-
men, and at Eonisand Kilrush “the most
wanton brutality was exhibited. Nothing
was loft undone in the way of aggressive-
nems to provoke the people. They were
beaten with the batons of the police, or
stabbed with thelr bayonets.

Yet after such proceedings, we shall, no
doubt, hear it eald again that Ireland is
subject to the same laws by which Eng.
land is governed. Such has been in the
past the burden of the declamation of the
enemies of Ireland and her cause, and we
may expect to hear the same tune again.

These meetings have proved to demon-
stration the falalty of Mr. Balfour’s state.
ments that bis policy of Coerclon has
destroyed the Land League, and makes
manifest the resolution of the people to
continue the agitation for their rights
until they are gained. Already these
barbarous acts are producing zood fruit
in the sympathy which has been aroused
for the cause against which they bave been
directed, Notably in Scotland, the press
have spoken of them with undisguised
indignation. The North British Mail points
out to the people of Glasgow that it
would have been as ressomable to
bave suppressed a Liberal meeting which
took place the other day in that city, and
asks “what would the'people think if the
speakers at the Glasgow meeting had been
hustled off the platform, and the aundience
had been compelled to flee to save them-
selves from being batoned and sabred.”

Mr, Balfour may be sustained by the
present majority in Parliament, Probably
he will be; but we trust the time ls not far
off when he will be solemnly impeached
to anawer for his deliberate criminality,
from the Mitchellstown massacre to his
work at Ennis, Scariff and Kanturk.

JUDICIAL INCONSISTENCIES.

In the Cours Sesslon at Carrick-on-Salr,
on the 5th ult, Colonel Carew and Me,
Vesey Fitzgerald tried sixteen young men
for ‘‘unlawful awembly.” They had
formed past of 2 band which marched
through the town on the occasion of Mr,
Wilfred Blunt’s release from prison.
Innocent as the ocoasion was, such acts as
these have hitherto been construed by Mr.
Balfour’s magistrates as unlawfal, There
are now in prison many young men
whoee only “crime” was playlng muaie,
or cheering, or lighting bonfires on the
release of Mr, Willlam O'Brien or other
Natlonallsts) and even cheering for Mr.
Gladstone was held to be enough to con.
stitute an assembly unlawful, and to be
a breach of the pec~e, It will be also
remembered that the tooting of a tin
horn and similaracts by lttle girls were
deemed sufficlent to “intimidate” the
courageous Irish police, and were punished
with incarceration. In the present case,
however, the judges took a different view.
Mr. Fitzgerald sald he saw nothing in the
conduct of the prisoners to connect them
with an unlawful amwembly, He there-
fore dismissed the case.

At Newmarket -on-Fergus, two of the
magistrates took & similar view, Captain
Keogh dissenting. Twelve men were
charged with groaning at the police,
and shouting “Harvey Duff,” on the
occaslon of Mr, Cox's release, On the
occaslon of Me. Snelling’s arrest, a man
named Thos, O'Nelll did similarly, anda
young man named William Reidy acclden.
tally knocked against Sergeant Riley while
the latter was cautioning a crowd not to
light tar-barvels. He was arrested on o

charge of sssaulting the policeman, but in
all these cases]the charge wasdismissed, aa
it was not proved that the parties them.

selves wese guilty of dlsorderly conduct,
though there was evidemes that such
“orimes” as wo have enumerated were
committed by the crowd, The maglstzates
dismiseed all these cases, Is this an earn-
oot of sometbing like justios in the future
treatment of accused Irishmen? We can
scarcely bope for this under the present
regime. It must be either that there are
lsolated ceses of Independence among the
maglsteates, or the latter are to
800 in the r 'z signs of coming changes in
the Government. This ence
will, cartainly, not suit Mr. Balfonr, We
sball probably next hear that these magis-
trates will have thelr commissions can-
ocelled, or at least that they will bs warned
to give judgment after & manner better
suited to the despotism of Balfour rule.

BIGH LOW OHUROHISM.

In Bishop Usher’s absurd denunciation
delivered at the meeting of the Evangeli.
cal Alliance in Montreal, he declared that
‘in many Protestant churches, it would
be bard to tell the service from that of the
Roman Catholis Oburch,” The conse.
quence of this he declares to be that
“Roman Cstholies naturally conelude that
Protestants are in sympathy with them.”

Of course it is well understood that in
these inculpatory words Bishop Usher had
in view the High Church section of the
Church of Eogland. It was on accounnt
of the dissensions between High-Church.
men or Ritualists, and Low-Churchmen
or “Evangelicala,” that the sect in which
Bishop Usher assumes Episcopal functions
originated. It was claimed by the Evan-
gellcals that High Churchism was undoing
the work of the Reformation by gradu.
ally introducing into the English Church
Catholic practices, which would lead to
the adoption of Catholic doctrines, and
finally bring 1ts advocates into submitting
themaelves to the authority of the Catho-
Mc Church, Nothing Is more common
than to hear Low Church Protestants
assert that High Churchmen are in real-
ity no better than Catholics, oz, as they
tay, “Romaniste;” and frequently do they
declare thel: readiness to rid themaselves of
theincubus of High-Churchism; and it was
because the Church of England either can
not or will not #id itself of the High Church
party that the “Reformed Episcopallans”
bave sprung into existence, It is because
the ultra-Protestants of Bishop Usher’s
stamp cannot endure the existence of
High Churchism in the ; same denomina-
tion with themselves that they formed
themselves into a distinct body.

It cannot be denied that 1f the palmary
principle of Protestantism be correct, that
the private individual has the right to set

up his judgment against that of the
Church, the Reformed Episcopalians had
s perfect right to cut themeelves adrift
from the Anglican body, and to set up a
business of their own, and to reform the
prayer book to suit thelr views; and in.
deed Protestants generally have a habit of
saying, such a man “has & perfect rightto
leave his church, if he thinks proper, but
while he stays in it he should conform to
its usages.” Jf this be true, who can
deny that the High-Churchmen have the
same right of individual judgment which
their demonastrative antagonists assert for
themselves? Itis a poor principle if it
cannot be pushed to its consequences: and
if this principle be of divine appointment
the High.Churchman is just as free, by
divine right, to use it as the lowest of the
low.

Of course we do not mean to maintain
this right of individual judgment s
against the true Church of Christ,
This would be a gross absurdity; but
a2 against any Protestant demomination
the right exists, Against God man can-
not have rights, nor against His Church,
wulch 15 lavested wiih authiozily from
God. But as every Protestant denomina«
tion is founded upon this individual right,
this fact is sufficlent to refate the claims
of each Protestant Church to be the
Church instituted by Chriat.

To the Church, as Christ instituted it, a
positive doctrine was delivered which was
to be propagated through all natioms,
everywhere one and the same, and not
subject to the whims of individuals or
nationalities, as the systems of individual
judgment, and of national Churches
imply, Hence High Churchism and Low-
Churchism are equally alien to Christ’s
institution ; and Reformed Episcopalian-
ism equally so.

Strongly as High-Churchism may be
reprobated by Bishop Usher, it has a
standing in the Church of England which
enables it to bid defiance to the powers
which are arrayed against it. Oaly a few
days ago a convention of the Protestant
Eplscopal Church of Ohio assembled to
elect an assistant bishop to Bishop Bedell,
who 1s decidedly Low Church in his views.
The clergy wished for a High-Churchman,
but the bishop desired a man whose views
would be in eympathy with his own.
Several ballots took place, with the result
that the clergy persisted in carrying out
thelr own views, until Bishop Bedell
informed them that he would withdraw
his request for an assletant unless his
wishes were complied with, Then a com.
promise was effected by which a bishop
acoeptable to both parties was elected,
with views not too declded either ong
way or the other; and s marked &

g

the line of sepasation between the two
parties that the bishop virtually informed
the convention that young men whose
views are not in accordance with his own
will in fatare find it difficdlt to enter the
Theological Beminary at Gambier.

We are also informed that s High.
Church clergyman, Dr. Atwell, celebrat-
ing the Communion service at Gambier,
was greatly shocked at the carelessness of
the clergy there in dlstributing the con-
secrated bread, “which was scattered on
the floor, all along the chancel rall.” We
presume that this is the style of ocelebsa.
tion which would be pleasing to Bishop
Usher, instead of the “reverent rendition
of the service” which characterized, Dz,
Atwell's colebeation, This sepms to be the
chief difference between High and Low
Churech celebrstion of this aod &
Dz, Usher complains of the High Church
metbods, it is to be supposed that the
Gambier style would exactly suit him.

In London, Eoglend, High-Churchism
is known to be equally strong snd irre-
premsible. The erection of & new reredos
in Bt. Paul’s, whereln a large crucifix and
a statue of the Blessed Virgin have been
placed over the communion table, has been
the occasion of & grest display of Low-
Cburch indignation. Blshop Wsher would
certalnly say of this, as he says of many
Montreal Churches, that it would be
difficult to distinguish the service con.
ducted at this table “from aRoman Catholic
servics.”” One thing made certain by these
events, that it is more easy to abnse the
High-Churchmen than to suppress them.

From constantly recurring circumstan.
ces in the Church of Eogland, or the Pro-
testant Eplscopal Church, as it is called in
the Wnited Btates, it 1s quite evident to
all that the Church is hopelemly divided
between the two parties wo have indicated.
Two other parties, equally well defined,
hold the balance of power between these
two, the Erastian and Broad Caurch See-
tions, These four parties all, apparently,
accept the Common Book of prayer as
thelr standard of beiief, but their inter-
pretations of the prayer-book are widely
divergent. When the Prayer-book was
composed, it was intended to be non:
committal and ambiguous so as to include
within the fold of the Church as large s
body as possible of the English people,
Hence all these parties find something in
the book to uphold their views, In the
order for the visitation of the sick, the
priestly power of absolving is cortainly
maintalned, and auricular confession is
strongly recommended, at least, under
certain circumatances, These matters favor
the High Oharch views, and even on the
subject of the Lord's Bupper, High
Churchmen find abundance of passages
which teach the real presence, though
Low Churchmen maintain that ‘this doc.
trine ls therein repudiated. Atall events
it is evident that the only unity to be
found in the Church of England is the
unity of & kingdom which i “divided
sgainst itself.” Such a kingdom, our
Lord says, “shall not stand.”

These divislons are the more remark-
able, at & time when it is actually spoken
of as a very probable event of the mear
fature that the Church of England will
form a union with Presbyterlans, Metho-
dists, etc. To an outsider it would cer.
tainly appear ad visable to settle its intrin.
slo and apparently irreconcilable dissen.
slons, before arranging to bring in other
causes of disagreement.

Oa behslf of those who have
been ralsing an agitation to introduce the
ballot futo the Separate School elections,
Mr, 8, Danbar was put forward as &
candidate. The Hon. T. W, Anglin was
nominated ov bebalf of those who sup-
port the views of His Grace the Arch.
bishop in opposition to the introduction
of the ballot, and generally in favor of
preserving the moral inflaence of the
clergy in the management of the Separate
Schools, The weakness of the agitation
In favor of introducing chauges in the
manner of voting for Catholic School
trustees may be judged from the result
of this election. Me, Anglin received 170
votes, Mr. Dunbar 75, Of course, if Mr.
Danbar had been elected, thejfact would
have been appealed to as proving that the
ballot s asked for by the Catholic people,
but as he was defeated, the Globs;and the
Madl infer that they need the ballot to en-
able, them to record their votes freely.
Some of Mr. Danbars mpporters
amerted that they oan vold the elestion

on the ground of spiritual intimidation,
but as there is no proof fortheoming that
any intimidation war. used, it is probable
that there will be no attempt at s protest,
For the information of the Toronto dallies
wWe may say, the Catholic electurs are
quite able to deal with the mansgement
of the Catholic Bshools, , withont the
paternal protection which these journals,
unasked, are 0 ready to extend.

AN OMINOUS RUPTURE.

Lord Randolph Churchill created great
sensation and surprise in the house by his
speech on the bill of Me. James L. Carzew,
M, P. for North Kildare, to grant County
Government in Ireland in local matters,
through Counclls elected by the people,
Ho said the Government bad pledged itself
in 1856 to extend to Irelsnd the same
local liberty which is enjoyed o England,
and on that pledge the Union party was
formed. Ifthe Government relied merely
upon the exesutive powers, If it were
going to preach that the Irish must be
looked upon as inferiors, it might bold
that position for a time, but not tor long.
When the division was taken on the bill,
Lord Churehill and several Conservatives
and Unionists left the House to avoid
voting. The bulk of the Liberal
Unionists voted with Mr, Chamberlain
against the blll, which was rejected § by
282 agplnet 195. It is evident that but a

TBE POPE’'S WEEDS,

With a great flourlsh of trumpets it
bas been announced that ‘s brilllant dig -
nitary of the Roman Oatbolic Church, an
honored confidant of the Pope,” ets., has
been converted to the Protestant Epls-
copal creed, and on the authority of the
New York Herald the Canadian papers
announce the great importance of the
converslon, as the individual co: _erned
“writes, by Papal authority, the following
distinguishing designations after his name.
Honorary Private Chamberlain of His
Holiness, Leo XIII., Honorary Canon of
8t. Michael Archangel, Rome; Honorary
Canon of the Metropolitan Church of
Rheims, Commander of the Order of the
Holy Sepulchre, Member of the Acad-
emie des Arcades, and President General
of the Soclety of the Avocates de St.
Plerre in North America.”

The Rev. Leo Bouland is the name of
this priest who writes after his name so
many ti tles. He publishes in the papers
a letter in which he states that he no
longer belleves in the Syllabus of doc
trines promulgated by Pope Pius IX.,
nor in the decrees of the Vatican Coundil,
but that he finds & truly Apostolic and
Nicene Church in the Protestant Eplscopal
OChurch in America, and to this Church he
gives his adhesion, though he gives us
plainly to understand that if he were in
Europe he would attach himself to one of
those schismatical bodies which become
separated from the Catholic Church on
lesser grounds than distinguish the Pro-
testant Episcopal from the Catholic
Church : the Jansenists of Utrecht, to wit
or the Old Catholics under Dr. Dollinger
or Father Hyacinth, in fact, to any Schis-
matical association which would set up
the standard of revolt against the Pope.
