In St. Eustatius we are just recovering from the ef-
fects of a gale of wind,from which we suffered consi-
derably on the 2nd of this month. Some property
was lost, but no lives. The Mission House and cha-
pel were mot injured, but fences, &c., were blown,
away. A few dollars have repaired the damages.’
We have lately gathered a few souls here, and are -
encouraged in our work.
