During the remainder of
the examination, the witness showed
some slight hesitation in respondlng to
the questions. |

The witness stated that Currey would
come home_and be laid up in bed. Mrs:
Currey had requested the witness to
kéep the children quiet. Currey passed
through the kitchen and witness could
smell’ his breath. Witness was in the
employ of Currey for two years as
nurse girl and lattsrly had meals Iir-
regular at the household.

To Mr. Teed, Miss Graham stated
that Mrs. Currey had assisted her in
the care of the children.

On further cross-examintalon by Mr.
Skinner, the witness stated she did not
think there were other girls in the
household exz2spt Victoria Short and
herself. This concluded Miss Graham’s
evidence,

Mrs. Currey then resumed the stand
and her direct examination was con-
tinued by Mr. Teed. She did not re-
member that she had cailed Currey
a coward, but told Currey he should
horse-whip Horace, who had been tell-
ing yarns to her children. She was in
the city at the time the raft had been
built. Currey went down to the shore
to see the raft, and was very angry.
He scolded the witness about the raft
for fully two hours.

(eorge H. Clarke entered the room
about this time and Mr. Hanington put
a mb#ion t6 have him called. The court
granted the request and Mrs. Currey
retired for a time.

Mr. Clark said he resided in West St.
John and had worked for Currey bulld-
ing a verandah and making improve-
ments at Woodman’s Point. He noticed
a nurse girl and servant at the Currey
home. At a meal Currey had given him
some “Limerick'” cheese, and he did
not care much about it.

Mr. Teed—"Did you make arrange-
ments for any improper relations with
Victoria Short and did Mr. Currey hear
you in conversation with her?”

The witness responding strongly to
this question, calling Currey a MHar if
he said any such remarks. Nothing of
the nature had occurred. Friendly rela~
tions had existed between Currey and
“Vickey” Short.

At his cross-examination by Mr.
Skinner, the witness stated 2e had no
extended conversation with the girl. He
had nothing particularly to do with
any of the girls, other than common
decency. On his completion of the work
at Woodman’s Point he returned to St.
John. *“Vickey” Short had made abgo-
lutely no impression upon the witness.
He bad heard Currey arguing and
wrangling with his wife. ‘T was on the
outlide looking in,”” sald the witnesse,
“‘and would not stop the hammer going,
but wouldsn’t hit so hard while I was
making ‘the repairs.” '

Witness was positive that Mrs. Cur-
!’OY did not answer back to Currey

during hig. tirade of abuse.

Witness de-
nied on the same occasion she told
Currey to shut up and that she said
she would yell “murder.”

Witness denied that she ever; said
she ‘“would scandal him,” or “drive
‘him out of the Union Club,” nor “that
she would drive his -ciénts from him
and would ruin his reputation,” nor
“‘that she would drive him to the poor
house and take all his money.”

Mrs. Currey also denied that she
ever spread her domestic troubles all
over the city. Witness denied that she
ever poisoned Mr. Gec. 8. Cushing
against Currey. Witness swore that
she has not seen or talked to Mr.
Cushing for the last five years.

THAW MAKES

SANE

WIIITE PLAINS, N. Y., July 28.—
Harry K. Thaw's fate lay in his own
hands today. For/six hours he occu-
pied the witness-stand, while District
Attorney Jerome, the man who tried
to send him to prison, and who once
previously thwarted an effort to re-
lease him from a criminal asylum in-
sane delved into his life history. Thaw
emerged creditably from the ordeal.
Whatever Jerome and ‘his alienists
may make of the examination, to the
eye and ear of thé layman, Stanfora
‘White’s slayer showed no signs of in-
sanity.on the stand today.

Tonight, Thaw, the members of his
family and his retinue of attorneys
and experts were unanimous in their
opinion that he has proved his fAtness
to be at large. His friends believe
that if he acquits himself in the future
as well as today, Justice Mills will
have no choice but to grant his appli-
cation for release from Matteawan.

But Thaw’s ordeal is not over.. He
will remain on the witness-stand to-
morrow and perhaps a day longer. The
state’s alienists believe that if he is
insane he will he more likely to betray
himself toward the end when, wearied
by Jerome’s continued hammering.

Neither Thaw nor the New York dis-
tricky attorney displayed anything but
the utmost good nature today. TFre-
quently the dialogue resembled the
chat of friends at the afternoon tea.
Sometimes Thaw thonght %e had
scored a point ané smiled with the
keenest enjoyment. "The smile was a_l-
ways reflectetd on the’ face of his
white-haired mother, who sat in.court
throughout the day with the -other
members ‘'of the Thaw family. A Before

he took the stand, Thaw kissed her on|

the check, and frequently at critical
points ‘in the examination he shot a
reassuring glance in her direction.

Jerome today strove to establish
Thaw's insanity mainly on his alleged
hallucination regarding stanford
White's treatment of young girls. Time
and again he asked the witness’ own
opinion of his memntal state. - Thaw’s
replies in substance were:

“1 bave always been same, medical-
ly.. When I killed- White I mav have
been legally insane for a few minutes.
I am =ane now.”

Although frequently quoted in
“the past as not regretting his deed, he
declared he sometimes’' felt regret, al-
though any feelings of remorse and
horror diminished, he added, by the
strain of-the continued legal squabbling
of the past thrée years.

At times the witness scored on the
district attorney palpably that the
whole courtroom joined in his smile of
triumph. Nothing pleased him more
than the chance to correct Jerome on
some minor detail of the evidence of
past legal proceedings, which he had
at his toengue’s end. One characteristic
episode occurred when Jerome asked
Thaw to explain his hostility to Dr. Al-

Thaw said he did not know exactly
why he disliked Hamilton.

“Who is Fell?” inquired Jerome inno-
cently.

“Why, don't you know?” exclaimed
the witness in real or feigned surprise.
Then he quoted the" first two lines of
the nonsense rhyme:

He gave the first signs of wory when
the district attorney returned later to
his dislike of Dr. Hamilton and asked
a number of questions evidently de-
s8igned to show that Thaw's prejudiee
was something violent and abnormal.

Acts Relating to Driving Com-

panies Submitted — Lewis
H. Bliss Tells of Difficulties
of Low Water Driving,

FREDERICTON, N. B, July 29 —
The St. John River Commission met
at ten thirty this morning in the Su-
preme Court chambers with all the
members present. Nearly the entire
forenoon was taken up with. the read-
ing and putting in evidence of the var—
ious acts of legislature relating to the
IFredericton Boom Company and the
St. John River Log Driving Company.
An act incorporating the boom com-
bany, passed. in 1844, was submitted
by Mr. Gregory, counsel for the Cana-
dian commissioners. He also submit-
ted acts in amendment passed at dif-
ferent times defining the powers vested
in the company. The act incorporating
the St. John. River Log Driving Com-
pany passed in 1886 was next put in
evidence after a brief” discussion. Mr.
Gregory explained that all operations
on the river could become members of
the company by filing a statement be-
fore the annual meeting of the quan-
tity of lumber they expected to drive
during the year.

He admitted, in reply to Mr. Fellows,
that the company had the exclusive
rights to drive all the logs between
Grand Falls and the boom limits, and
also on the Aroostook River from a
boundary line. This, of course, cannot
apply to rafted logs.

Lewis H. Bliss informed the com-
mission that people living along the
river'had the same right now to raft
logs that they tiad enjoyed before the
amalgamation of the Boom Company
and the St. John River Log Driving
Company.

An act passed in 1907 authorizing ths
transfer of property of the Fredericton
Boom Company to the St. John River
Log Driving Company was put in evi-
dence as also was the act passed last
session conselidating .various acts re=
lating to bott companies.

Mr. Bliss was examined by Mr. Gre-
gory in:regard .to the company’s oper-
ations .and;the condition of the river
betwgen Grand Falls and Fredericton.

e said the hardest places to ~ drive
logs were at the White Rapids, at the
mouth ofsthe Aroostook and at Mu-
niac. The river was rocky at these
points,. and in low water the logs had
to be dragged over. When the river
at Fredericton is a foot below low wa-
ter it would be six inches below . at
Aroostook. The water.falls at the rate
from theh ighest pitch in June. It wag
of a foot every twenty-four hours
mast desirable that the logs should
reach the booms during the freshet sea—-
son. The company put out its booms
in spring just as soon as the ice
went out. The highest pitch of water
ocurs here about the first of June. He
was familiar with the river between
Grand Falls and Fredericton. There
were a number of places where the
company found it necessary to main-
tain sheer booms. Driving for the com-
pany up to last year had been dor.
by contract.

DOVER, July 25.—This sleepy sea-
port town experienced the keenest thrill
known in a generation when at sunrise
this morning a white-winged bird-like
machine with loudly humming motor
swept out from the haze obscuring the
sea toward the distant French coast

and, circling twice above the ‘high
chalky cliffs of Dover, alighted on Eng-
lish ‘soil. A calm Frenchman, Louws
Bleriot, a portly and red-mustached
man of 37, descended from the saddle;
limping on a bandaged foot, which had
been burned on his previofit overland
flight. Immediately two compatriots,
wvho had been waving a big tri-color
flag a8 a signal for the landing-place,
fell upon him énthusiastically, embrac-
ing him, shouting and pounding him
on the back. They, with a few sol-
diers and others who happened, by
chance, to be on the scene were the
only persons to witness the finish of
a most remarkable feat.

Bleriot left the Baraques, three miles
from Calais, about 4.30 a. m. ,on one
of the smallest monoplanes ever used.
He crossed the channel in a little less
than half an hour, twice as swiftly as
the fastest mail boat. His speed aver-
azed more than 45 miles an hour;
sometimes it approximated sixty miles.
He kept about 250 feet above the sea
level, and for ten minutes, while about
mid-channel, was out of sight of both
coasts and of the French torpedo de-
stroyer which followed him with his
wife and friends aboard.

Then in aulfck succession eame
the news that he had left land, that he
was flying high and was fast making
Dover. It was expected that he would
land west of Dover, but from the di-
rection taken it was soon evident that
he would alight to the eastward. Only
a few minutes after the wireless an-
nouncing the start, the laconic mes-
sage, ‘‘out of sight,” was received at
Dever. Hardly -had this been trans-
mitted, when the keen-eyed coast
guard, scanning the sea with his tele-

Bleriot, who speaks . little English,
described his remarkable flight very
modestly.

“I arose at 3 o’clock,” he said, “and
went t0 the aeroplane shed, Finding
everything in order on the 'trial spin,
dectded to make the flight. Bhe French
torpedo boat destroyer which was in|
attendance, "vas signalled and it puti
out about four miles. Then I rose inf
the air and pointed directly to Dover.

flag in a valley suitable for landing. I
made two circles while lessening the[
speed and then dived down, but I,
came in contact with the ground
sooner than I expected. Both the ma-
chine and myself were badly shaken.

“A few persons quickly assembled
and I wa3 helped out, as my injured
foot was painful. I am exceedingly glad
to. be here.”

M. Bleriot's friends took him quickly
in an automobile to the old L.ord War-
den Hotel by the pier, from which
mail boats depart. In the meantime
his wife arrived on the destroyer. She
embraced him weeping, but they were
soon sitting at breakfast, the centre of
a proud gathering of French people.
The mayor and other Dover officials
called early and welcomed M. Bleriot
in the name of the city and nation as
the pioneer of International flight.

The townspeople of Dover, who for
three weeks have been on the alert for
the signal announcing that one of the
flving machine men had started, were
caught napping. A’ gale was blowing
last night and the weather forecasts
promised a strong wind and squalls in
the ‘morning.  Hence the operators of
the sirens on the steamers, which it
had been arranged should be blown
when the flyer started, were absent
from their posts. Only a few persons
received the wireless warning of Bleri-
ot's ascent.

Photo-
graphers and cinomatopgraphers were
crestfallen because they had missed
the great event for which they had
walited so long. Among the first to ar~
rive were two customs officers. Close
upon their heels were several police
and their services were needed to re-
strain the curio-hunters, who imme-

| diately began to pull the machine to

pieces for souvenirs. Many others,
foreseeing that the monoplane would
be treasured as a historic relic, wrote
their autographs thereon. The city

and, with Bleriot’s consent, raised a
tent about the machine and charged
sixpence admission to  view it. The
profits from this will go to the hospi-
tals and the extibitlon did a big busi-
ness a!l day.

The only difficulty he ex-
perienced was the force of the wind,
which hurt his face and eyes badly,
and the wind eddies, which twisted his
machine about while nearing the Eng-
ligh coast.

After rather an exciting .chase,
Muse was arrested and placed in jail.
The stolen gold was taken from the
new lead which was discovered in the
Ponhook Mine a few weeks ago, and
which mining engineers claim is one
of the richest finds in the history of
gold mining in Nova Scotia.

Mrs. Sarah Upshaw, a colored wo-
man near Lockheartville, aged ninety
yvears, met with a serious and exciting
accident one day last week. She went
into the yard to turn out some cattle
that had broken into her garden,
when one of them, a cow, turned on
her. Mrs. Upshaw was caught on the
horns of the animal and tossed in the
air. As she landed on the ground the
isifuriated animal made another as-
sault on her and ripped open her
thigh to the bone. By this time
neighbors hearing her cries drove the
animal off, and carried Mrs., Upshaw,
who was lying in an unconscious con-
dition, into the house and summoned
medical aid.

Relatives of King FEdward

b Queens in Many Euro-

pean Countries

LONDON, July 26.—Despite the de-
rnial that King Manuel of Portugal is
to be betrothed to Princess Alexandra
of Fife, daughter of the Princess Royal
of Englahd, and granddaughter of the
King, there is every reason to believe
that the announcement, although pre-
mature, is true.

Like young King Alfonso of: Spain,
the more youthful ruler of “‘Portugal
will set forth in a short time to seek a
bride and in all probability the selec-
tion will be the Princess Alexandra.
Alexandra of Fife, who until revently
was merely the Lady Alexandra Duff,
is a most charming and attractive girl
and is most popular in court circles
and in the home ‘of her childhood in
the Scottisfi) Highlands where hen
father, the recently created Duke of
Fife, who was but a mere earl when
he married the King's daughter, has
vast estates. It was only quite recent-
that the Princess Alexandra was pre-
sented at court,where she made a most
excellent impression.

One of the difficulties in the way of
the princess’ marriage to King Manuél
would necessarily be the question (of
religion. The members of the royal
house of Breganza are strict Roman
Catholics, while the prineess, of courss,
belong to the Protestant church. But
such a difficulty would not necessarily
be insurmountable. Similar conditions
existed in the case of Princess Beatrice
of Battenburg and the King of Spain,
and the obstacle was removed by the
princess embracing the Catholic reli-
gion. She did this with the entire ap-
probation of her uncle, King Bdward.
Of course there was a mild wave of
virtuous indignation throughout Pro-
testant England, but it ended there
and the inevitable was accepted with
the semblance of good grace.

During her life the late Queen %of
Denmark was known as ‘“the mother-
inlaw” of Burope. Now her daughter
may well be designated the “mother of
queens.” In almost every count=" in
Europe some descendant of Queen Vie=
toria occupies, or is close to, the
throne, and in every case the relatives
of King Edward and Queen Alexandra
made what -are known as “good
matches.” The King’s third daughter,
the former Princess Maud of Wales, is
now Queen of Norway ,her husband, a
Danish prince, having been elected
sovereign - of that country under the
title of. King Hakon VII.

. Princess Beatrice of Battenburg,
daughter of the King’s sister, Princess
Henry of. Battenburg, is Queen of
Spain, while the former Princess Mar-
garet of Connaught, eldest daughter of
King Edward, is Queen of Sweden.

The jump of 12 cents in this year’s
tax rate—from $1.86 to $1.98 on each $100,
—is hardly as great as it appears. The
$1.86 rate in the general assessment of
last year was deceptively low, owing
to the transfer of a portibn of the
water and sewerage expenses to. the
water tax—an experiment which was
Boon abandoned. The rate in 1906 was
$1.90, and in 1907 $1.93. Under the same
system of acqounting last year's" rate
would probably have beén at least $1.95, ;
so that this year’s incréase is mothing
excentional. T

It is, however, very liftle consolation
to learn that instead of an exception-,
al jump in the cost of civic existence
which might have been due to unusugl
and possibly temporary conditions; this
year's increase is another step in a
steady growth in the tax rate which
has been going on for ten "years: past
and shows no sign of cessation.. Just:
abeut 30 per cent. has been addéd to
the rate since 1900. And every  year
brings demands upon those whose:duty
it is to administer the civic affairs—de-
mands for better pay for officials and
employes, for more expenditure on the
schools, for better =treets, better ser—
vice in every civic despartment. And
the wealth and population is not in-

ereasing.,

In ordinary husiness when the ex-
penses increase faster'than the receipts,
“.+ manager must either take measures
o increase his business or cut down
his expenses. The alternative is faillure.
The administration of a citv's affairs
should be conducted on the same bas's.
But we note that the civic expenditures
of St. John have grown $34,289.16 since
last year, while the valuation of tax-
able property has décreased $468,800. The
obvious' end of such 'a process in a
business enterprige - ig bankruptey.
There is probably no such danger
threatening St. John—a bankrupt city,
though, theoretically “possible, is some-
thing as vet unknown in this country.
But the certain result of a continuance
of the conditions which have marked
the past decade is such a burdensome
increase in the tax rate as will not
only prevent the establisment of new
industries, but will seriously threaten
the business ‘at present established—
will not only frighten new capital
away but tend to reduce the present
investment. And that means, if not
actual bankruptcy, a stagnation equal-
ly unpleasant to contemplate.

To avert this danger one of two
things is hecessary, and .at once—a
stringent pruning of the civic expense
account or some vigorous. and con-
certed action for the development of
new  sources of revenue. The first
alternative: is unquestionably difficult.
The aldermen are under strong pres-
sure in every department to improve
rather than diminish the facilities for
public service, and in the great ma-
jority of instances the demands are |
not only strong but reasonable. Noney
can deny that we need better streets;
that an annual increase in the expen-
diture for schools is in accord with the
commereially the city offers many ad-
ter of water supply and fire and police
protection economy must not interfere
with the public weal ;that the growing
cost of living entitles civie employes to
commensurate improvement in their
wages. Reduction of expenses must in
many instances mean injurious starva~
tion of the public service. The prob-
lem, from the standpoint of the men
who are responsible to the public for
the value of this service as well as for
its cost is a heavy one.

On''the othet' hand the increase of in-

come, except by increased taxation,
means general civie development,
whith 15 no* 86 much a problem for the
Common Counicil as for the business
interests and the citizens in general
*Bo. increase the value of real estate or
personal property ” within the city |
Umits, more - ‘population is required. !
And to attract new people we must be i
able to offer more work—wwhich means |
new industries, new ' business, mora |
trade. ‘And St. John has the capacity
to sustaln these. Industrially anq |
commercitlly the ‘city offers many ad- |
vantages to investing capital, in geo-
graphical situation and in neighbor-
hood to rich natural resources.

The greatest need of St. John is for a
spirit to mateh with and to realize upon
its opportumity—a spirit of self-con-
fidence and “boost” ‘among’ its citi-
zens. To this lack, more than to any
lack of prudence in its civie: adminis-
tration is due the growing gap between
taxable values ‘and civic expenses
which'compels the increased tax rate.
If those who suffer from this grow-
ing burden would set their h and
minds to the problem, not so much of
decreasing the burden as of broaden-
ing the.values which sustain it, of
Increasing tha mumber angd the
strength of the shoulders 'which bear
It, ‘conditions would séon improve.

In brief, we must admit, in our} cry
for reduced expenditure, that St John
is at a standstill ang incapable of
development—in which case ‘we not
only warn new people away but give
the enterprising men already among
us a broad hint to seek other flelds;
Or we must make up-our minds that St.
John has the capacity for growth and
set our shoulders to the work of
making it grow~of developing its
values and strengthening its population
so that a greatly larger assessment for
publi¢ purposes will weigh less heavily
upon the individual tham the present
assessment. And our choice between
the two alternatives will determine the
future of the city. ;

WANT OF CONFIDENCE

NAVIES AND DEVELOPMENT

Since his return to England, Sir Rob-
ert Perks, whose recent visit and vigor-
ous speeches are a refreshing memory
in 8t. John, has been voicing his dis-
appointment at the Canadian govern-
ment’s refusal to take up the Georgian
Bay Canal propgsition just now and in
the course of his advocacy of his
scheme, takes the ground that it would
be better for this country to build‘'the
Georgian Bay Canal than to build
Dreadnoughts. He takes still broader
ground when he says: “If I were -a
Canadian, I would maintain that Can-
ada should contribute to the strength
of the Empire by devoting its resources
to the opening of its ports; to the im-
brovement of its means of communica~
tion; to the development qf its com-
mercial and industrial resbufces, more
than to tHe building of. ships of war.”

They believe they are fade to
face, not with a storm  which may
break out toraorrow, but with condi-
tions which will pe governed by pro-
cesses of growth. There is a rivalry
between the British Empire and the
German Empire. The Supremacy will
g0 to the Empire which is strongest at
every point, And just as it is wise and
and his col-
leagues to try to strengthen the social
fabric England, and to try to remove
those weaknesses which adhere to an
old_ clvilization, so it is wise for us in
Canada to put our energy into those
things ' which wiy build wup, ang
strengthen our new clvilizatlon; into
bermanent rather than temporary
things: into railways and canals,which
will provide settlement and strengthen
Canada for all time to come, rather
which ' ten
years ‘hemnce will be.thrown into the
scrap-heap. L

contends that Canada was contribut~
ing to the strengthening of the Em-
pire by the work of confederation, by

It 1s.not a dificult metter to dis-
cover ivery. serious defects in the pre~
sent system . party . government.
Bven under the most favorable condi
tions it does not persist because'of its
perfection, but ‘because it affords the
best available scheme’ for realizing the
will of*the péople. - In spite of its
manifest defects there are few men in
Canada who ocan‘‘suggest an alterna~
tive plan that would not involve the
country In- very 'serious difficulties,
Consequently, the man who 1s. sincere-
ly interested in the betterment of poli-
tical conditions ‘will not spend his en-
ergies in the futile attempt to intro-.
duce novel gchemes. He will rather
provide the-best possible condition for
the old organizations, .

Tt is' very generally recognizes that
the efficiency. of party government de~
pPends very largely upon the vigor and
independence of the ~private - citizen.
There are occasions wher the goed of
the .country demarids .the deféat of a
government ‘and that defeat can only
be accomplished when men are pre-
pared either temporarily or perma~
nently to forsake thelr party affilia~
tions,  There can be nothing but ‘con-
tempt for the man who lightly for-
sakes his party . assgeiations that he
may . gain thereby a purely personal
advantage, but we will never attain to
any great position as a people if we
cannot believe in the man who in good
conscience votes for the right when he
believes his party in the wrong,

There is evidence that Canadians
are learning that lesson. But there is
still another lesson that must be mas-
tered before our party organizations
will serve the country well There
must be liberty within the party. At
the present time we hear much of
party loyalty and as yet there has
been no very careful nor discriminat-
ing definition of the term. But there
is an evident inclination 'to make the
term cover & multitude of very serious
political sins. Does party loyalty mean
a submissive and unquestioning obedi-
ence to every order that may emanate
from party executives and selfe ap-
pointed bosses? Does party loyalty
imply a readiness to vehemently de-
fend everything dohe in the name of the
party by any member thereof? Does
party loyalty mean that no individual
member has at any time a right to
express his disapproval of the course
the party leaders may for the moment
decide to pursue.

That there. is an inclination to en-
force such a test of loyalty indicates a
very undesirable state of affairs. And
if there is not sufficient vigor of public
opinion to repudiate the test, a most
demoralizing condition must result.
For it is only by the challenge, from
within that any party 4s saved from
the domination of men who are in poli-
tics for what they can get out of it.
And when a party becomes the ma-
chine of such men it very stupidly loses
the confidence of all self-respecting
people. A party that cannot endure
the criticism of its own members will
not iong command the support of the
people.

Moreover, it is instructive to note that
this cry of party loyalty is always
raised by the men who have a personal
or business Interest in the success of
a party. These men are in politics to
win. They have not even the spirit of
good sportsmen to say nothing of good
patriots. Every man is g good fellow
who will help their cause along. And
every man is a knave who burdens
them in the realization of their pur-
poses. These men invariably make
much of unquestioning party loyalty,
for it means dollars to them. Without
it their machine would not work. It is
manifest that if party organizations
are to be made the means of gaining
an expression of public opinion there
must be a readiness to enter a vigor-
ous protest when party leaders and
executives fall under the dominaton
of men whose interest in party success
is purely personal or financial,

DISTRIBUTING THE JEWS

The Jewish Chautauqua, Soclety in
session at Buffalo has approved 4 pol-
lcy having as its object a wider dis-
tribution of Jewish immigrants coming
to the Uniteqd States. It is realized
that already the Jewish colonies in a
number of the Atlantic Seaports and
particularly in New York are becoming
too congested, that the increasing
wealth and power of the race is ¢en-
tralized, and that the influenca which
this people threatens to wield in the
American metropolis may, in cours:
of time, give rise to racial and re-
religious animoasities such as have ‘fille
their lives with misery in other lands.

During ithe past thirty years the Jew-
ish populafion in New York has in-
creased from one hundred thousand
to something over a million; in the
United States as a whole there are
NOW over two million Jews, and it is
stated that more than seventy-five per
cent of 'the total lve in Atlantic coast
cities.. New " York, receives the great
majority of new arrivals. The per-
secution of the Jewish race in Russia,
which has been the direct cause of the
heavy emigration from -that country,
has sent to - New York rhousands
upon thousands of men and
women in’ search of religious liberty,
who have never even thought of mak-
ing their homes elsewhere than at the
rort at which they have landed. They
have remaineq there, have brought
friends, have raised large families, and
the result is that while g generution
ago-the Jewish population was to Netw
York merely an Insignificant colony,
today men of this race are easily the
Wwealthiest of the city. *Phe Jéews ot
ninety per cent. of the whole lower
city, and are steadily moving up towh
purchasing real estate, establishing

‘thelr business and with their chara.-

teristic ability fuecessfully competing
with  their Christian neighbors. ' Yet
although $o much of New York!s pro-
8ress and wealth iy due to the enter-
brise of the Jewlish residents, that
deeply rooted prejudice which Chris=
tiams seem to entertain againt them
is beginning to make itself noticeable,
This cireumstanss hus been chiefly re-
sposible for the action of the Chau-
taugqua Soeléty. The fear of develop-
ment of “the old spirit »f enmity be<
tween the two bodles of bellevers, im-
bels the associatioon to an affort  to- |
wards a_better distributton of the new
arrivals, 4

It is proposed to relieve the congos-
tion in' New York City by inducing as |
many as possiblé 6f those who have
not yet. become ‘established, to make |
their homes elsewhere, preferably in
the Middle antl Western States. It is
inten®d also, and this 1s the princi-
pal work, to divert to southern ports
the majority of the Jewish ‘immi-
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grants from Europs, i

Mr. Jaeob H. Sehiff, the well known
New "York banker who proposed the
adoption of this policy by the soclety,
concluded his address.as follows:—,

hospitable ‘country; fo our own pos-~
terity, not less than to the many wha
have, through the immigration of re-
cent years, become our wards, 1s yery
.Breat, and if we want to keep open

better distribution of those of our co-
religlonists .whom 4 continuance ' 6f
conditions such as are still prevailing
in Russia is bound tq bring " to our
doors.

THE PUBLIC SCHOOL

There was a day when men referred :
to the public school system of this
brovince with a certain complacent
pride that indicated satisfaction. "But
happily that day is past. While we are
not now inclined to disparage the good
work already accomplished, there ig a
very general acknowledgement that im-
brovement is possible and essential.

The initial satisfaction was doubtless
largely due to the fact that schools
were at last provided  for practically
all the children of the province,

That marked a qistinct step in ad-
vance and produced ‘natural -elation.
That free schools were proviled for
gll was quite enough and there was
hen little tendency to inquire too care-
it’ully into the character of the teach-

But now that these free public schools
are a common and accepted feature of
our life we do very well to question
the character of their work. For Yyears
there has been a recognition of an un-
desirable tendency to Pay special heed
to the child who was to have oppor-
tunity to enter upon the advanced work
of the High School and university.
The fact must be taken seriously into
account that the large majority of the
boys ang girls when or even before they
have completed the public schools
course. Not the least important ques-
tion, therefore, has to .do with the ef-
ficiency of these Same public schools.

Moreover, the tests that have all too
frequently been applied in the past are
no longer sufficient. The public school
and the public school teachers have
been judged by their service to the
High School ang University rather
than by their Success with the boys
and girls who went directly from that
tuition into the work oflife. The prim-

istence and; rarely - #écong
their's was a distinet . function, Now,
however, we are forced by the evi-
dent conditions of life to admit that it
is the business of the public school, es-
pecially in the small community,
furnish the boys and girls with
training which shall

life of that community,

If that object is to be-attaineq it is
evident that each public school must
be given large obportunity to make itg
educational life complete. To set g cer<

in specified standard as the mark of
admission into the) " High School or
University is Very desirable, but to
make the attainment' of that standard

that

\-the mark of dismission from the public

school is not so evidently to be desired.
It means that the boys and giris who
do not enter the advanced school wilt
have no opportunity of doing ad-
vanced work ‘and will, hence, leave
school just at that time when school
would profit them most,

It would not be difficult to provide
ample work for g continuation of the
work usually done the public
schools. It is evident that the boys
and girls who leave school at that
period propose to enter work other
than that included under the term, the
learned professions. It would seem
reasonable that they ‘should receive
Some technical instruction with a view
to their selected occupations. This
technical instruction cannot  well’ be
given except“in connection with the
strides orinarily included in ®chool
work. But there is good reason to be-
lieve that boys and girls who now find
the work of the school too foreign to
the work they expect to do, would dis-
cover a new interest in studies that
were actually preparing them for effi-
ciency in their chpsen occupations,

Moreover, there is always the argu-
ment that plain justice demands more
consideration for the great majority.
The taxes of the people
pay the bills of the schools,
and there is reason in the
complaint - that too much has been
spent for -the privileged minority, The
reason, however, is not that too much

The person-
nel of the navy varies from 65,000 to
6,000 men, including some 2,000 con-
scripts - annually, who hawve to serve
two years. The present naval pro-
gramme includes the acquisitlor, ot
three modern battleships, nine destroy-
ers and twenty-one torpedo boats, in-
volving a total expenditure of $7,000,000,

Bolivia has no coast line and conse-
quently has never felt the need of a
navy. In area it is scarcely mor2 than
half the size of Argentine, having
only 708,195 squ e miles. [ts popula-
tion is 2,267,000. The  latest available
estimate indicates that the effective
force of the 'ine It 1906 was fixed at
2,430 men. All Bolivians are, however,
liable to personal military service be-
tween the ages of tweney to fifty
vears, and the military census of 1905
gave the number who could be call'ed
on for service at 223,100. This total in-
cludes the next levy, the garrisons or-
dinary reserve, extraordinary reserve,
and territorial guard.

The prospective antagonists, being
immediate neighbors, with a common
boundary of some 450 miles, will be
able to carry on their belligerant oper-
ations without disturbing any of those
people surrounding them, although
strategy may demand from Peru and
Chili some concessions in the way of
transport.

A NEW PREACHER OF THE OLD
RELIGION

Charles W. Eliot, president emeritus
of Harvard Unlversity, has fairly
eari.ed an enviable reputation among
men. He has been remarkable for the
ability and fidelity which he has ais-
played in the administration of the af-
fairs of a good university. There are
indications, however, that the distin-
guished man will not add to his reput-
ation of his efforts as adviser to the
world at large. He has undertaken to
select from English literature a five-
foot shelf of books which is to provide
the reader with the means of obtaining
a liberal education. That five-foot of
books has not yet been completely an-
nounced, but from present indications
it is abundantly evident that though
it will be an interesting selection, it
will not be an unanimous selection.

But the benevolent doctor has but
recently made a still more startling
announcement. It now appears that
this old world is to have in the near
future a bran new religion. There is,
of course, no personal confession ac-
companying this prediction, but it is
evident from the maunsr of ike jro-
phecy that this novel religion is the
present personal possession of the ex-
president of Harvard. That, in itself,
would justify a doubt as to the imme-
diate advent of this fresh faith. The
ex-president of Harvard, though very
much of a man,-is not exactly as other
men are. Moods of thought which he
relegates to the rag-bag of all out-
worn and antiquated garments, still
serve the great majority of men. It is
a fact worthy of note even by the ¢is-
tinguished doctor, that religions that
have held sway over men in the past
have not been inaugurated by men
whose training had developed abnor-
mally their analytic faculties.  With-
out sceptical questioning they have en-
tered a world which reason has here-
tofore been unable to explore and from
their experience have discovered a
way of life, the power of which reason
could not deny. Strange as it nay
seem there is in this prediction another
evidence that the carpenter shop, the
common way of humanity, is the hetter
place in which to discover life's jargest
Dowers.

And an examination of the special
features of this new religion gives evi-
dence of the rare authority of the Man
of Nazereth. Much is repudiated that
is now characteristic of the Christian
practice and preaching, 'but that which

is repudiated is to a very largé extent
utterly foreign to thé life and teaching
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interference of the Supernatural, but
it is abundantly evident that the plain
man who Dersistently makes that a
feature of his creed is simply affirm-
ing his belief in a world and a law of
lfe and a relation in life which. the
Sclentific man as g scientist has not
discovered, nor measured, nor named.
And if the man of science will be suf-
ficiently. humble-in' the face of nature,
awed before its unknown forces and
reticent, about his religion, then the
plain man will ufter no protest at this
new expansion of the idea of an or-
derly nature.

But after all it is well for us to know
that religion does nothing, that men
do everything. Whatever religion may .
do through and in. & man it can ac-
complish nothing without a man. Dr.
Eliot’s prediction is mot interesting as
a discovery of mew vital forces. He
reveals mo new way of life, no fresh |
acquaintance with the elemental forces

It has even been asserted|
that the work was done by:agents of
the ¢ompany with the object of dis-'
crediting the U. M. W,, but this theory
is generally ridiculed. That the Coal
Company placed the lives of six people!
in jeopardy to secure a .point against|
the U. M. W. is a suggestion so ludi-|
crous that practically no one enter-
tains it. On the other hand there has.
been disorder at No. 10 of a minor kind
during “the: past ten days. Another
post was damaged some days ago by
what was apparently powder explosion,|
and although threats that there would
be trouble at Number 10 a detachment
of troops was placed there some days.

Mr. McCurdy, when questioned, said

.that there was nothing in any way

secret about the tests that were to he
made, but still not a great deal for
publication. He thought it would be
a week or 8o yet before they would be
ready for “taking to the air,” as there
was considerable to be done.

“How many airships have you
turned out?” . - .
““There have been -five altogéther,"
replied Mr. McCurdy, “though the
fifth one has not" been tested at all.
It was merely put together in the
gshop at Baddeck,and then taken apart
again. It has to be put together
again and will be brought here in a
few days. The test might as well be
here ~a clsewhere. We turned out the
Red Wing, then the White Wing, the
Jine Bug, the Silver Dart (which is
the airship we are now putting to-
gether here), and the last one, which
we have christened the Baddeck No. 1.

“Is your new airship much of an
improvemrent '\bh' the Silver Dart?

“Well, we think it is an improve-
ment, though <we have not tried it out
yet. In design, it is much the same
as the rilyer Dari, and yet there are
many wiys in which it is different.
The Silver Dart has a surface (can-
vas, etc,) of 420 feet, while the Bad-
deck No. 1 is larger with one of 550
feet. The test at the camp here is
really to try it out; and when we get
through with the work on the Sflver
Dart the intention s to have the
different parts of the Baddeck No. 1
brought here and put together for a
thorough trial.”

Mr. Baldwin intimated that he, Mr.
McCurdy, Lieut. Perrin of the En-
gineeers, and Mr. Wm, Macdonald,
who comes from the works at Bed-
deck, were looking after the Silver
Dart and the preparations necessary
to nut it together,

He vpointed out that the aerodrome
runs on three wheels when making a
start. These three wheels are practi-

. cally the same as bicycle wheels, and

The airship
is 30 feet in length, 48 feet wide, and
about 10 feet high.

HONDREDS IFEGTED
BY 0EAD BATLE

‘Authrar Sweeps Londly Parish s Lovis
iana—People Ignorant of
ﬂlﬂ!ll’.

NEW ORLEANS, La., July 28—The
Department of Agriculture has taken
char_‘e of the fight against anthrax,
which has broken out in san epidemic
form "amongst cattle in Cameron, an
isolated - parish-in south-west Louis~
iana, on the Texas border. The parish
is ‘mainly swamp lands and is without
railroads, ‘and largely cut off from the
world.  Anthrax, one of the oldest and
most deadly and -loathsome of animal
diseases, broke. out among the cattle
last month and spread rapidly. Ignor-
ant of the infectious nature -of the
malady, which requires the burning of
the bodies of all animals dying from
the disease, the bodies were allowed
to lie unburied 'on the prairies or in
the marshes, so that swarms of flies
carried the disease. to -other animals,
with the result . that one-fourth of
those in Cameren died. In- some cases
attempts’ were .made to skin the dead
animals and eight men are now under
treatment at Leesburg, the parish
seat,

The disease is very rare in human
beings, ‘and is equally ias fatal as
with cattle, although none of the men
victims of the malady have died as
yet.,
