Tide of Public ‘Disapproval of the Cabinet is
Rising in Great Britain, Says the
London Financial News.

Many a champagne has clinked, and;
many a coarse guffaw of laughter has
burst forth recently, says the London
Financial News, among the thousands
of uninterned German spies and mal-
ignants, naturalized and un-naturaliz-
ed. Well may they laugh. Well may
they drink deep. For in the murder of
Captain Charles Fryatt, at the end ‘of
the second year of the war, the cup
of British humiliatjon, filled by a tim-
orous and shuffling Government, has
reached itsoverflow.

Why were
not a dozen wealthy Germans arrest-
—ed-for the same purpose. A message
from them to Germany would have{
stopped the murder when their own
skins were in danger. ;

‘Was it beachise young “Tirpiz” hap-
pens to have “influence” in this coun-
try, while Fryatt was only a Aumble
merchant skipper? Was the “influ-
ence” which prevented effective inter-
vention the same as that which guards
young Tirpitz in luxury, and enables
him to laugh in indolence and secgt—
ity o‘Ver murders of the Cavell and
Fryatt type? : :

In Italy Alone 30 Are Dead and 150

ROME, Aug. 30.—Additional news
from the district shaken by the recent
earthquake, which in Italy had its
centre at the city of Rimini, near the
Adriatic gea, shows the disturbsnzc to
have been much greater in extent and
the results more serioug than a: first
appeared. Trieste, ijn Austria, on the
Adridtic, felt’ the shock and the dis-
turbance was noticed as far north as
Berlln and it is reported that the
damage done ip the Balkans was con-
siderable.

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(xcrmans Set olf Bomts in Her
Before Surrendering—Bravery
Saved the Ship—Officer of Eng-
Iish Destrover Dived Under the
Vessel and Petached Detonators
of the Mines

The first complete story of the cap-
ture by the British of the German
mine laying submarine, UC-5, is pub-
lished in The Naval and Army Record
of London in its issue of July 31. A
complete descrintion of the submarine,
said to be the first of the kind ever
constructed, is also given.

“In ‘April,” says The Naval and
Army Record, “a torpedo destrcyer,

cruising off the east coast, captured a

Geérman submarine in novel circum
stances. When first sighted the ene-
my was in difficulties. From the deck
of the destroyer, then some distance
away, a flag could be seen at the
masthead of the submarine, apd in
the mist it was at first taken to be the
Union Jack. Closer inspection proved
it to be the German naval ensign, and
then it was noticed that the whele of

the crew of the submarine appeared to

be on qeck.

“The comic side of the sxtuatmn was
not lost on the men of the destroyer,
and, once appraised’ of the enemy
character of the distressed vessel. they
set to- work to make® her a- prize.
