‘Had
a pretty bad time, and haven’t been
out of hospital long. Funny thing
happened to me to-day, and I'm fairly
upset.

“‘You see, sir, when I was wound

ed a big chap came and picked me up
in his arms and carried me back. Be-
fore he put me down he whispered in
my ear, “Smiler!” (they always call
me Smiler—I expect it’'s because I'm
always smiling) “Smiler,” he says,
“When you get back to England go o
W— if yvou can and tell my friend

I'm all right.”

*‘Well, sir, I've just been, and what
do you think? I found he was dead.
It fairly knocked me. Couldn’t go
and tell his friends, could I?

*‘“Tell you what I've done, though.
Of course, I haven’t much money, so
I went and gathered some wild flow-
ers and I wrote a label. Ilere’s a
capy of what I put on it
“From your old pal Smiler.”

JURY DECIDES
THAN 1S SANE

Important Legal
Victory.

New York, July 15—~Harry K.
Thaw yesterday was declared sane by
a jury which for nearly three weeks
listened to testimony given in the Su-
preme Court here before Mr Justice
Peter Hendrick. Forty-eight minutes
were consumed and two ballots were
taken in the reaching of a verdict.
Mr. Justice Hendrick on Friday
morning will announce whether the
commitment upon which Thaw was
incarcerated in the State Hospital for
the Criminal Insane at Matteawan
shall be vacated, thereby giving to the
slayer of Stanford White the liberty
for which he has fought in the courts
for nine years.
Before receiving the jury Mr. Jus-
tice Hendrick warned the spectators
that any demonstration would be met
with severe punishment. = Then the
jury came in and rendered their ver-
dict that Thaw was sane.
Despite Mr. Justice Hendrick’s
warning several persons stood up in
front of their seats. The courtroom
hummed like a dynamo. Mr. Jus-
tice Hendrick and a dozen court at-
tendants rapped for order.
Thaw immediately went to where
his mother was sitting a few feet
away, and, throwing his arms about
her neck, kissed her twice.
The verdict recorded, John B.
Stanchfield, chief counsel for Thaw,
made a motion that the committment
signed by’ Justice Dowling, following
a verdict of not guilty on the ground
of insanity, which was returned by the
jury at Thaw’s second trial for the
murder of White, be vacated. Justice
Hendrick, however, reminding counsel
that he had not yet given his own
decision, set eleven o’clock to-day
as the time when he would receive
briefs and hear arguments in his
chambers upon the motion to dismiss
the commitment.  Meanwhile, Thaw
remains in the custody of the sheriff.
As soon as the jury was dismissed
Thaw crossed to the box and shook
hands warmly with each of the men,
His mother also shook hands with the
jurymen, saying to each, “Thank you
so much for all that you have done.”
One of the jurors asked her whether
she had ever had any doubt of the
result of this proceeding. Mrs. Thaw
smiled and replied in the negative.
It was with great difficulty that|
court attendants and deputy sheriffs
prevented scores of men and women
from dashing up to Thaw in the court
room and the ante-room and shaking
his hand in congratulation of his
legal victory. i
Outside the courthouse another
great crowd had collected. When
Thaw, flanked by deputy sheriffs, ap-
peared in the doorway, a great cheer
went up and those who did not cheer
applauded with their hands.
EXPERTS A POOR LOT.
The experts, according to Dr Flint,
and not lay witnesses, were qualified
to say whether or not Thaw was sane,
“In his charge to the jury Justice |,
Hendrick brought up this statement
of Dr. Flint, and told the jury he
did not believe that only the word
of alienists was of value when
the jury were making up their minds
about Thaw’s sanity. The jury went
the judge one better: when they be-
gan to deliberate after the prelimin-
ary ballot they decided unanimously
early in the deiiberations to disregard
absolutely the testimony of alienists.
The jury went even further, and
discussed whether or not it would se
advisable to draft a letter to the
Legislature asking if something could
not be done about limiting the activi-
ties of experts in cases such as ths
one they were deliberating over at
the time. There was no doubt, if one
were to judge by the tone of the
jurors’ remarks following the render-
ing of their decision, that they held
the testimony of experts as next door’
to silly.

A BRITISH PHALANX

(From iize New York Post)

With regard to the situation in
England there has unquestionably
been a great deal of exaggeration.
From a shortage of ammunition . the
correspondents, professional and
amateur, have gone on to speak of no
ammunition at all. They have pictur-
ed the British sitting helpless in their
trenches under German fire unable to
make reply. This is absurd.

What England is actually agitated
about is not a shortage of shell for
her present battle-line but an ade-
quate supply for the immense new
armies she is creating. Where is the
British army? the Germans ask now
as they did during the first days of the
war. Of that army a million is now
in France, probably, and other mil-
lions are still drilling. If no British
advance in force has been attempted,
the reason may not be altogether one
of munitions, important though that
mav he. There are indications that
British policy is against any attempt
by a portion of her full available
strength.

If the Germans are to be pushed out
of Belgium, the attempt must be
made by vast numbers, and the attack
must be sustained. A thoughtful arti-

The packers, who have appealed to
the Washington Government to de-
mand that Great Britain stop inter-
tering with their cargoes consigned
to neutral ports and settle for $14,-
000,000 worth of their products now
held up in prize courts, continued
their conferences with state depart-
ment officials to-day. They charge
the British Government with the des-
truction of commerce in food pro-
ducts between the United States and’
other countries.

In a statement outlining their case
as submitted to the department, the
packers assert that the British Gov-
ernment purposely delays settlement
of their claims for seized cargoes and

trade with neutral countries "unless
they can be assured of delivery of
their ships to ports designed.

The American note to Great Brit-
ain, which, it was said, would be sent
immediately, will deal specifically
with the complaint of the packers.
The general subject of interference
with neutral trade under the British
order-in-council will form the subject
of another communication to Great
Britain. ‘

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THE SITUATION

The Germans continue to make
desperate efforts in the hilly region
of the Argonne district, a most im-
portant point for the French to con-
tinue to hold. That they have made
progress there is admitted. The Paris
report says: “The gains which the
enemy was able to realize yesterday
did not exceed at any point, 400 met-
res (a metre is 39.37 inches).

The German report is much more
emphatic as follows:—

“Our troops took by storm the
enemy’s ‘positions in the hills extend-
ing over a width of three kilometres,
and a depth of one kilometre. Hiil
No. 285, La Fille Morte, is in our
possession, Two thousa_nq five hun-
dred and eighty-one uninjured pris-
oners, including 51 officers, fell into
our hands. In addition, 300 wounfied
were taken under our care. Two
field cannon, two revolver cannon,
six machine guns and a large quan-
tity of tools were captured.”

A kilometre represents 3,280 yards,
not a very great distance in ordinary
sense but a lot at such a critical point
as any considerable success  might
lead on to the road to Paris.
Meanwhile the drive to Calais seems
to be in abeyance although it is be-
lieved that the attainment of that
objective looms large in the desires

and the plans of the Kaiserites, In :

this regard an English paper, of re-
cent date vouches for these as re-
cent utterances of a German ofhcer,
high up on the staff:—

“The Germans believe that by using
Calais as a base they can, with their
new guns, having a range of over 26
miles, sweep the English Channel
clear of hostile ships, and not merely
destroy Dover, but cover a landing
for their troops. The latter are to
be carried in small aluminum boats—
held in readiness for the purpose—
which could be easily transported
overland. Submarines would ensure
further protection if needed, and the
Germans are confident that the con-
fusion resulting from an air raid, car-
ried out on a stupendous scale by all
@vailable German aircraft, will per-
1. the rapid advance of a landing
forée on.London. Calais they regard
as the key to German world power.”

A very pretty program and ofi-
course John Bull would be fanning
himself while it was taking place. In-
cidentally the same officer remarked
that Emperor William and his ad-
visors regard Great Britain as the
one power able to pay indemnity af-
ter the war:; that after the struggle
of 1870-71 they had levied double the
cost of the campaign on France and
they would do the same to John
Bull.

The most important item of news
to-day over the Courier’s leased wire
is that the Welsh Miners have gone
out on strike, it is said contrary to
the advice of their leaders. Lloyd
George, is thus at a very early date
brought face to face with an appli-
cation of the stern rules which he
recently enunciatediregarding any sort
of strike under the Munitions Act.
Welsh coal, because of its particular
quality, is of essential use to navy
vessels. No doubt an example will

" be made and a way even yet found

out of the difficulty, Britain most
emphatically cannot afford to allow
any of her interests to be jeopardized
at such a period.

PREMIER BORDEN
IN OLD LAND
When Premier Borden paid his last
visit to the Old Country he spoke out
in no uncertain tones with regard to
the fact that the Overseas Dominions
in return for assuming a larger share
of the Empire’s burdens must have
more of a say in her affairs. His
claim received quite general endorsa-
tion and already on his present trip,
he has attended a meeting of the
British Cabinet.

Sir Robert has many important mat-
ters to look after during his sojourn
and without any question he will fill
the task with earnestness and capa-
bility. He is already in conference
with the war office regarding the
things Canada can supply at first hand
and he has also got in touch with the
Admiralty with reference to more ef-
fective transport facilities. This is a
very vital matter, The grain yield
of Canada, from all appearances, is
this year going to be a little better
than the average, and with a vastly
increased area of production it is
highly important that there shall be
sufficient vessel accommodation, It
would be a highly satisfactory thing
if shipments could be made gradually,
but this is impossible. Particularly in
the West, grain growers for the most
part, have to make a quick sale in or-
der to meet their indebtedness and
oenly a few farmers of the wealthtier

sort, can afford to hold their yields.

In all matters which he handles, the
course of the Premier will without
doubt be characterized by his usual
thoroughness. He is most unques-
tionably the man to be at the Domin-
ion helm during this period of stress.

STUPENDOUS FIGURES.

In justification of the superlative
adjectives that are applied to the pre-
sent war, Willian Michaelis, of Berlin,
has compiled figures in Over Land

and Sea, showing just how big the.

war is,

He estimates that 21,770,000 men
stand opposed to each other—12,820-
000 on the side of the Allies and 8,-
950.000 for Germany, Austria and Tur-
key. On the naval side, his estimates
are as follows:

Line ships 113 56
Big cruisers ... ... 87 17
Small cruisers 128 56
Torpedo boats... ... 704 358
Sttbmarifies ... ... 179 40

(number new boats unknown.)
Miscellaneous .. ... 231 139

The area of the countries ranged
against Germany, exclusive of Italy,
he finds to be 67,000.000 square kilo-
meters, with an aggregate population
of 800,000,000. Germany and her allies
on the other hand have a territory of
6.000,000 square kilometers, and a pop-
ulation of 150.000.000 persons.

The daily cost of the war to the
ten nations now taking part he places
at 169,000,000 marks (42,250.000) and
he estimates that up to the first of
April the total cost of the war
was 40,000 000.000 marks ($10,009.-
000,000). Italy again excepted, he
places the annual cost of such a war
at $15,000.000.000.

It would take 60,000,000 of the huge
1000 mark bank notes to pay this cost
and these notes, stacked up one on
top of the other, would make a pile
20.000 feet. almost four miles in
height. In gold this same sum would
weigh 24,000,000 -kilograms (52,912.-
800 pounds) whereas the entire gold
production of the entire world during
the past 500 yezrs has amounted to
but 15,000,000 kilograms,

The daily war costs for the German
Empire he places at 33,000,000 marks
($8,250.000) and only 40 days of this
conflict cost as much as the whole
Franco-Prussian war of 1870-71. The
cost to England, exclusive of the col-
onies, is about the same  and three
months of this war cost Great Britain
as much as the Boer war, lasting two
years and seven months. France
spends a little more daily.

BUT HERE'S THE RUB.

“If this question is answered in the
affirmative and its affirmation can-
not be doubted,” according to the
opinion of the Austro-Hungarian Gov-
ernment, “Then the question follows
whethter it does not seem possible, or
even necssary, that appropriate meas-
ures should be taken to make fully
respected the wish of the American
government to remain a strictly im-
partial vis-a-vis of both belligerent
parties.”

The note ccutinues:

“A neutral country cannot be allow-
ed to trade in contraband unhindered
if it takes the former dimensions
whereby the meutrality of the country
will be _endangered. The export of
war material from the United States
as a proceeding of the present war is
not in consonance with the keeping
of neutrality, The American Gov-
ernment therefore is undoubtedly en-
titled to prohibit the export of war
material.

SOME ADVICE

“Regarding the possible objections
that American industry is willing to
supply Austria-Hungary and Ger-
many, which, however. is impossible
owing to the war situation, it mav be
pointed out that the American Gov-
ernment is in a poOsition to redress
this state of things. It would be quite
sufficient to advise the enemies of
Austria-Hungary and Germany that
the supply of food stuffs and war ma-
terial would be suspended if legitimate
trade in these articles between Ameri-
cans and neutral countries was not
permitted.”

French Now
Gain Ground

By Spn!al. Wire to the Courfer.

London, July 15.—From Athens
comes the report of a substantial ad-
vance made by the Anglo-French
forces against the Krithia-Achi Baoa
line, but since so many wild rumors
have originated in the Grecian cap-
ital, this is received with reserve un-
til officially confirmed.

The latest Paris communication
counters the claims of German suc-
cesses in the Argonne region, with the
report that the French have set foot
on several points in the German
trenches on the road to Marie The-
rese, and that the French are making
progress in their attacks beyond the
Servon road, to the west of the for-
est of Argonne.

On the eastern front nothing ap-
proaching a decisive action has been
reported in a fortnight. The Germans
however again are showing activity
in the region between the Rivers Nie-
men and the Vistula, where they at-
tacked in force, making an advance
along one section from which the Rus-
sians retired to their second line.

All these signs point to a new Ger-
man drive toward Warsaw from the
East Prussian frontier, but it is be-
lieved by military observers here that
the Russians have sufficient forces in
this direction to oppose formidable re-
sistance. It is expected that the per-
iod of quiescence in southern Poland
will be ended by an attack of the
Austro-Germans toward the River
Bug.

Great Britain again is czperiencing
domestic troubles with 150,000 coal
miners actually on strike.

The meat packers reprccentatives
who have been greatly discouragsd
because they were prevented from
getting their side of the controversy
with the British Government present-
ed to the American pubiic, and are
delighted at the news that the Wash-
ington government is about to inter-
vene in their behalf.

“It seems unnecessary to express
confidence in the prime minister and
his colleagues. We have heard mut-
terings and insinuations about in-
trigues destined to overthrow Mr.
Asquith and Sir Edward Gray. It _has
been suggested that some politicians
desire to make Mr. Lloyd George the
prime minister.

“It-is hard to understand how.any
sane man can believe in these wild
fancies. There is only one possible,
prime minister at the present time,
and Mr Asquith is the man. He is not
infallible any more than other people,
but during his long period of office,
he has shown gifts of the rarest kind
and, in particular, the gift of keeping
men together.

POSTERITY WILL JUDGE

“To much of his work, posterity
may do justice, although the present
generation cannot, for his work has
been behind the scene in the way of
consultation, negotiation and recon-
ciliation. These labors present little
for the public eye to rest on, but any-
one who has more than a superficial
knowledge of poiitics—in fact, we
may say anyone who has more than
a superticial knowledge of human na.
ture—understands how hard they are;
indeed, far harder than mere showy
performances.”

RARE QUALITIES

“Mr .Asquith has also succeeded in
expressing fervently,-eloquently and
with surpassing clarity, the true feel-
ing of the British people about the
war. His calm and steadfast temper,
his unbroken courage, his masterly
knowledge of affairs, and the per-
sonal tendency which gives him not
merely the titular, but the real first
place in his cabinet, are ack.nowlcdg-
ed by all.

FRENCH
OFFICIAL

Paris, July 15.—The French war
office gave out the following state-
ment to-day on the progress of hosti-
lities: :

“Activity during the night in the
region to the north of Arras was
quite diversified. To the south of the
Chateau de Carleul we seized a line
of German trenches. Around Neuville
Saint Vaast and the Labyrinth there
was hand grenade fighting.

“In the Argonne the fighting was
circumscribed within the region situa.
ted to the west of the forest where
we had progressed yesterday. To the
north of the Servon road, after a ser-
ies of counter-atacks the Germans
succeeded in regaining a foothold in
the Beaurain woods. In the rest of
this sector there was no change in the
situation.

TELL ITTO
THE MARINES

A polite paragraph in The News
recently .advised the Kaiser to con-
vey certain informacaun to the Horse

Marines. The full flavor of this
may not be apparent to those who
are not posted on mid-Victorian hu-
mor; and indeed it is not obvious why
jokes should be made at the expense
of the Marines at all. Kipling has
described them as “Soldier and Sailor
too”—which is now correct:

“For there isn’t a job on the top
of the earth the beggar don’t
know, nor do—

'E’s a sort of bloomin’ cosmopol-
ouse—so!dier and sailor, too.”

Also “They think for themselves,
and they steal for themselves,
and they never ask what’s to
do.”

Not at all the sort to be easily taken
in and done for. Why then, should
unbelievable stories be comsigned to
the Marines. There is the whole his-
tory of the British Navy back of this,
and we may as well begin with Al-
fred the ‘Great.

FROM THE BEGINNING

In Alfred’s time, and before, the
Fnelish Coasts and also those of
Scotland were freguently r:_wag'ed by
the hardy Norsemen, the picturesque
but rascally Vikings, who indulged mn
regular excursions. seeking what they
might devour. Alfred accordingly got
together a number of small ships,
which, if not always in commission
could be manned on short notice. and
which would at least delav the land-
ing of the northern plunderers until
a suitable reception could be pre-
pared for them., Strange to say. this
nrimitive noval policy suffered little
change for hundreds of vears. For
coast defence, the King hired, pur-
chased or annexed any ships he cou'd
get, and put some first-class fightinz
men aboard. Jt was hand-to-hand
fichting in any rase, All throuoh the
Middle Ages, there was so little dis-
tinction between commerce and piracv
that all shins went armed and the
curious high bows and sterns were
simply fighting platforms,

and hammered it out. blow for blow.
When America was discovered prim-
itive cannon of about vacht size were
in use. Fired at a hundred yards
rans~ thev were effective against light
woodwork.

SOLDIERS AND SAILORS

The Navy. then, always had its
fighting traditions, but the distinc-
tively military element of a Kine’s
ship was red-coated and smelt of the
barracks and the 'parade-ground.
There was a crew of sailors to handle
the ship, under a master and mates;
but the military complement was a
company under a captain.

As the usc of ordnance grew naval
tactics changed. The castellated ends
were pared down, for they offered too
great targets for shot, Actions began
at what was considered long range—
that is a few hundred yards: each
scught to wing his enémy. and having
rendered him unmanageable to" pour
in a few broadsides, and finish the
job by boarding. It soon became ap-
parent that naval gunnery was a sail-
or’s job, rather than a soldier’s; all
the tackle for moving and pointing
muzzle-loaders was sailor’s tackle,
and who but a seaman could work to
advantage on a staggering deck? Also,

the business of m2noeuvring the ship |

into action called for the highest skill
in seamanship. The sailor-mast=r be-
came a captain, holding the King’s
commission, and his mates became
lieutenants. As a fighting machine
the ship no longer relied on the red-
coated, military element.

BORDEN CONFERS
WITH THE BRITISH
COALITION-CABINET

Lcndon, July: 15—Sir Robert L.
Borden, the Canadian Preier, attend-
ed yesterday’s mecting of the Cabinet
This is in line with the policy an-
nounced by the British Government
of “consulting the Dominion Govern-
ments on the steps being taken to
prosecute the war and the promise

that the dominions would be heard |

on all matters concerning the Em-

pire.

The Prime Minister of Canada yes-
terday was in conference with the
War Office in resvect to the supplies
Canada could furnish for the purpose
of the war. It is understood the con-
ference will be continued to-day or
Friday. Sir Robert Borden has found
officials of the War Office most de-
sirous of purchasing in Canada, so far
as possible, such supplies as can be
furnished in the Dominion.

The Prime Minister has also con-
ferred with the Admiralty respecting
more effective arangements for trans-
pcrtation in North Atlantic trade ar_1d
for the Pacific as well. This matter will
probably be made the subject of a
memorandum, in which the situation
that has to be met will be set forth in
detail. The needs of the trade be-
tween the British Isles and Canada
were strongly emphasized by the
Prime Minister, who was accompan-
jed by Sir George Perley and Mr. R.
B. Bennett. :
