AUGUST OHEESE.

The dairy bulletin from the experi-
mental farm, Ottawa, just issued, con-
tains some good hints on the m.kinE
and curing of cheese during the mont
of August. After pointing qut the
necessity for perfect cleanliness both
within and without the factory, the
bulletin treats the subject under the
following heads:—

In the Making-room.—This menth
geems the one when flies become most
numerous and troublesome, Home
afternoon after the cheese arein the
hoops, it'will be 8 good plan to close
up the makingroomi. windows and
doors, and to burn a small quantity
of sulphur for the purpose of famigat-
ing the place. 1f a tablespoonful of
alcohol be mixed with the sulphur, it
will burn more freely. Care must be
taken to prevent the fumes¥rom get-
ting into the curing room. The tins
of the milk vats and the insides of the
sinks should also be washed afterwards
before being used. All vats, presses
and utensils should get a thorough

It the publio would only stop to
think they would very soon eize the ques-
sionup. It is not the porters they are
tipping, but the immensely wealthy Pall:
man company which pays ite portersin ac-
cordance with the amount of traffic on the
lines they travel, and the probable amouns
of tips they wi'l reorive. It would be infin.
itely more honest for th: company to add
the amoont of sip to the charge for the
berth. The, portere. are threateming $o
strike. The regular wages they recvive sre
uot large enough to clothe them, and they
sre bezinning so feel the dagredation of
acceptiog tips. The New York Telegram
truthfally eaye: ‘‘The msn who gives
a tip in a restaurant, hotel or sleep
ing car, really pays it to the proprietor. In
place of a salary the men who istipped
wmust depend on the irregular cogpensation
he reoeives from the oustomers. The pro-
prietor or employer makes alls for
the amount a waiter or porter will receive
from the guest and takes it out of the
man's wages to add it to his own profits.”

The laiter,
commonly called *“ the :eive,” is & mass of
perves and blood - vessels, slmcsy infloitesi-
mal in gize, connected and enwrapped by &
very delicate tissue. These nerves and
blood vesse's connect with the gen:ral rys.
tem through a minute cpenirg at the ex-
tremity of the root, with whi h exception
the palp ie entirely turrounded by a wall
of dentine In fact the pulp ia the germ
of the body of the tooth. the dentine is
formed from it and nourished by it ; when
the pulp—which is extremely seusitive, as
most readers know —dies, the dentine
loses its apparent sensitivencss and grado-
ally changes color—itself becom: s dead.

Sugar beets should stand from seven to
pine inches apart, according to the ferility
of the goil. Cultivate them flat, give them
plenty of sun, stir the ground thcronghly
and aim to produce beets weighin. about a
pound when topped and oleaned.
