Use 
enongh rennet to coagulate mature 
milk to a state fit for cutting in forty 
minutes when set at 88* Fahr. Dilute 
the extract to the extent of one pailful 
of water for every valiul of milk, and 
then mix it thoroughly by vigorous, 
rapid stirring. ;

When you are troubled with gamy 
cards, allow a development of acid, 
such as will be indicated by threads 
from the hot iron test a gustier of an 
inch long, before the rempval of the 
whey. It is a good plan to run moot 
of the whey off at an earlier .stage, 
and to leave only enough whey Qo the 
curd to permit a free stirring of it.
After the whey is drawn, air the curd 
thoroughly and make provision for 
keeping it warm. When the eurd 
sink is used*, if seed be to retain the 
heat put the curd back into the vat, 
but let the temperature be kept above 
04°. Frequent turning and aeration 
will facilitate the development of acid, 
providing the temperature is main­
tained. After the card cutter has 
been used, the curd should be stirred 
and aired for fifteen or twenty minutes 
before the application of salt. From 
2} to 2\ pounds of salt per thousand 
pounds of milk should be added to 
curds that are fairly well dried by the 
previous stirring. They should be 
put in the hoops within twenty min­
utes after the salt has been mixed in.

Pressure should be applied very 
gradually. The cheese should be 
bandaged neatly when they are turn­
ed in the hoops within two hours after 
they are put in the presses. They 
should again be tnmea in the hoops 
sometime in the following morning.
Whore practicable, cheese should be 
pressed for at least twenty*hours.

Endeavor to get anyone who sends 
milk to your factory, or who is con­

The dairy bulletin from the experi­
mental farm, Ottawa, just issued, con­
tains some good hints on the making 
and curing of cheese during the month 
of August. After pointing qut the 
necessity for perfect cleanliness both 
within and without the factory, the 
bulletin treats the subject uuder the 
following heads :—

In the Making-room.—This month 
seems the one when flies become most 
numerous and troublesome, 
afternoon after the cheese are in the 
hoops, it will be a good plan to close 
up the making-room windows and 
doors, and to burn a small quantity 
of sulphur for the purpose of fumigat­
ing the place. If a tablespoonful of 
alcohol be mixed with the sulphur, it 
will burn more freely. Care must be 
taken to prevent the fumesIrom get­
ting into the curing room. The tins 
of the milk vats and the insides of the 
sinks should also be washed afterwards 
before being used. All vats, presses 
and utensils should get a thorough 
quarterly-cleaning-up early this month.
The use ot solution of borax on the 
hoops will help to. prevent mouldness 
on the sides oi the cheese.

Every cheese-maker should persist­
ently fight untidiness and filth in 
every form, end he ought the have a 
woman’s passion for cleanliness and a 
similar antagonism for dirt.

In ths Curing-room.—There will be 
difficulty in curing the cheese made 
daring July at a sufficiently low tem­
perature. Ventilation of the room 
daring the early mornings, as well^e 
during the evenings and nights, will 
be of benefit. Floors should be 
sprinkled with «old water morning, 
noon and evening. While the cheese 
are being turned on the shelves there 
should be an abundant admission of 
light. August is the month when the

“ women An English Doctor Says so, and Would 
Establish Hospitals to Cure Inebriates.

- Why do some men and women become 
drunkards while the majority of their com- 
peers, though also non-abstainers, do not ? 
asks Dr. Norman Kerr In Short CuU. No 
one starts with the design of graduating in 
drunkenness, bat a minority fail in their 
efforts at modéra4 ion. Many of the failures 
were conspicuous for thtir talents, their ac­
complishments, their energy, tbeir unself­
ishness and the nobility of their aspira­
tions. ’ In their non-alcoholic intervals not 
a few inebriates are men and women of re- 
finement and culture, temperance advocates, 
and Christian workers. The only possibly 
philosophical and scientific reply is that 
some individuals have, from whatever oon- 

ns, either a tendency to inebriate ex­
cess, or a defective power of control and re­
sistance. Environment, such as tempta­
tions arising ont of social custom or a 
profusion of pieces where liquor oan be 
obtained, also Contributes to the develop­
ment of the drunken manifestations. A 
bout of intoxication is nt* more the 
of inebriety than is gn aot of violence the 
disease of insanity.
