have failed and much of the cotton crop 
has failed, and the peasants whore farms 
produce nothing because rain bas with­
held have no money to buy food with. 
The poverty of the people is largely due 
to their relatively great expenditures 
upon marriages aéd funerals, a matter 
purely of sotikl or religious custom, and 
lack of enterprise, owing to which most 
of the people are content to work no 
more than just enough to provide for 
present needs of the most tderntfotary 
character. There is some plausibility in 
the suggestion that England is respon­
sible for tbe famine because she hat 
established universal peace, whereas there 
used to be a large mortality from wars. 
But there is no plau.ibiltty at all in the 
idea of the Baltimore American that 
England caus,<l tbe famine by insisting 
upon the growing of opium. In the ex­
tension of irrigation to prevent famine 
aud the provision of rebel employment 
for sufferers no gAvermnent ever did eo 
much to aid the population as the Anglo- 
Indian government.”
