ST. JOHN LETTER.

A Hard Road to Travel—General 
News—The Markets, eta

United States Immigrant Inspector 
Miller, who spends a considerable por­
tion of his time at Vanceboro and St. 
John, unless he is belied, is a man of cal­
losal intellect, a man who knows his duty 
and does it, and one who should occupy 
the great chair that was sent on to Wash­
ington a few months ago by Mr. Willis, 
of the Dufferin, instead of President Mc­
Kinley. The United States has produced 
sonie great men, among whom may be re­
called the names of Washington, Jâckson, 
Lincoln, Grant, Sheridan, and a few 
others, but for unalloyed patriotism, dis­
cretion and devotion to duty, Immigration 
Inspector Miller, of Vanceboro and St. 
John towers head and shoulders above 
them, and it is hoped before he dies,1 his 
merits will be duly recognized and re­
warded.1 It is necessary to recall but one 
of Immigration Inspector Miller’s recent 
acts to show how much he merits the 
gratitude of his countrymen and the re­
spect of the people of Canada. A few 
weeks ago, a lady, who with her husband 
and-children hud lived m Massachusetts 
for fifteen or twenty years, where they 
have prospered, decided to revisit her 
parents. She found them 'on the old farm 
in Nova Scotia, alone, but in comfortable 
circumstances. They had money in the 
bank, but all of their descendants were 
in the States and the shadows of age were 
over them. She desired thtt the closing 
days of their lives might be spent among 
their children and grandchildren, (they 
were of good Scotch stock) and persuaded 
them to dispose of their effects, leave their 
farm and return with her. to Massachu­
setts where ft good home was ready for 
them. They settled their affairs, bid 
adieu to their old home and with tickets 
for Boston and several hundred dollars in 
money started on their journey. But: 
Immigration Inspector Miller was at 
Vanceboro and he was on the alert. 
Neither the respectability of their appear­
ance, nor the weight of their several 
purses had any influence with him; it was 
no use to talk; they could not cross the 
liue that divides Canada from the United 
States. They returned to St. John and 
purchased tickets to Boston by the Inter­
national line, but at the wharf they were 
again met by Immigration Inspector 
Miller, and a passage to the land of the 
free and the home of the oppressed de­
nied them. But the will of a woman is 
hard to subdue. In spite of Immigra­
tion Inspector Miller, who for his heroic 
devotion to duty deserves a leather medal, 
the lady is with her husband and children 
in Massachusetts and her parents are 
with her.

The Stock Salé.

Fredericton, Oct. 1.—The sale of 
cattle yesterday aggregated about $6,600, 
which is understood to be a little mote 
than the cost of the animals to the gov­
ernment.

Yesterday morning's sale totalled about 
$600, instead of $2,800. Between eighty 
and ninety of the sheep were sold this 
morning. The highest price paid w^s 
$29 for a Shorpshite ram, while $2 was 
the lowest figure at which any were 
bought. The average price was about 
$16. Members of the government ex­
press themselves as well satisfied wit# 
the sales. It is reported (hat ' several 
Jerseys which were not offered yesterday 
were found to be affected with tuber­
culosis, they were examined bjf''Mri- 
McCrae and Veterinary Surgeon Henry, 
who are said to have reported symptoms 
of the disease present.

4., <4 '-r - v -|V »—tliafc they bad profited much by being 
present. It should be stated • that Mr. 
McCrea was sent here by Ron. Sidney 
Fisher, Minister of Agriculture, at the 
request of thé Local government.

The1 professor spoke first of New 
Brunswick being specially well adapted 
for stock farming. We were favored 
with having rich green pastures all sum­
mer, while in Ontario at present much of 
the pasture land is dry and burnt up. 
This country is also specially fitted, for 
the growth of roots, mangles and turnips, 
and with such advantages there is no 
reasoh why New Brunswick should not 
send to Britain as good well fatted cattle 
and sheep as are sent from any part of 
the American continent. Our cattle in 
Canada are specially free from disease, 
but there is'one disease which is pot un­
known in some parts and which it is very 
necessary should be quickly stamped out 
from all herds where it may have unfor­
tunately obtained a lodgment. This was 
tuberculosis or consumption, which h* al­
most identical in man arid animals. It is 
very prevalent in many parts of Europe 
and, in fact, over the whole of the old 
world. Four hundred years ago laws 
were passed to prevent its spread amongst 
cattle in Europe. It is frequently found 
in some of the States of the American 
Union. Both Massachusetts and Michi­
gan have been taking active steps to stamp 
it out of their herds. Milking cows of 
the dairy breeds were more subject to 
this disease thau young animals. Of late 
years German scientists have discovered 
that tuberculin injected under the skin of 
an animal will indicate from the tempera­
ture in a few hoars whethef the animal 
be effected with the disease or not. If in 
a herd this test be carefully applied, and 
any animals found diseased, they should 
be carefully separated from the healthy 
animals, the whole of the stable disinfect­
ed and whitewashed. Prof. Bang, of 
Denmark, has succeeded in exterminating 
the disease from a large dairy herd in that 
country. This was done by thorough 
separation of the healthy from the un­
healthy animals, removing the calves at 
birth from their diseased mother and 
boiling the milk upon w hich they were 
fed. The animals diseased were fed, 
slaughtered and inspected by the state 
inspector. In every ease the meat was 
found fit for human food and the loss td 
the owner was, therefore comparatively 
small. There is more danger from the 
milk of cows suffering from the disease, 
but all danger may be removed by boiling 
the milk before being used for food of 
any kind. The disease was not heredit­
ary. Many animals take it and are able 
from their strong constitution to com­
pletely throw off the disease. Others may 
have it.for years and keep in fairly good 
condition, but these later are always 
dangerous and may infect others in the 
herd. Stock men cannot be too cafeful 
in noting any signs of this disease and us­
ing every effort to liave it stamped out. 
It is not safe to allow a herd of cattle to 
have an attendant suffer from consump­
tion because such men frequently are 
careless and spit about the buildings. 
The dry spittal is very dangerous to both 
men and animals, and is* great cause to 
the spread of this disease.

After the talk on tuberculosis there 
were a great many questions put by the 
audience to the speaker with reference to 
the growing of roots and corn, the culture 
of clover, the feeding of cattle, the handl­
ing of manure and other kindred farm 
subjects, which were of grei t interest to

The Rhinometer.

The latest scientific invention is the 
rhinometer.

The 
scientific truth is that the oxygen of the 
air knows better than to allow itself to 
be smuggled into the lungs by the back 
door, as it were. It will only enter our 
system in the quantity desirable through 
the nose— the straight and narrow way. 
The serious predicament of the throat- 
breathers is at once Apparent, as to the 
outcome of their detestable habit they are 
kept out of oxygen. The consequence is 
they become anaemic and suffer from a 
hundred other ills to which a sensible 
animal refuses to be heir.

A New Stock Food.

The “new corn product” is the hard 
outer shell of the cornstalk—which has 
been relieved of the pith—dried and pul­
verized In appearance it is a fi ne brown 
substance. The pith is used as packing 
in warships. As there is a great demand 
for the pith there is a large quantity of 
the stalk left. This is cut and ground, 
making a fine product containing more 
nutriment, according t* some authorities, 
than timothy hay and being more digest­
ible than com blades. It occupies less 
space than baled hay and is fed along 
with yain to make a balanced ration.

Train Our Home Makers.

They have in Brussels a free house­
keeping school. In this one hundred 
girls are trained every year. There are 
ten classes of ten girls each, and each 
class attends one week at a time four 
weeks in the year. They are taught to 
market, cook and sew. Such schools are 
almost unknown here. “Why," asks the 
Golden Rule, “should they not be com­
mon. The basis of our nation, we often 
say, is the home, but we permit our house 
makers, so far as the state is concerned, 
to go to their difficult task totally unpre­
pared for it. In hundreds of thousands 
of cases, waste and want, cheerless 
homes, tawdry clothes and poorly nour­
ished families are the results. Bricks 
cannot be made without straw, or wise 
homes without wise training far heme- 
making."

Farm and Household.
Wash for Fruit Trees.

I have used about all the tree washes 
ever recommended, and some that have 
not been, for fruit trees. Some are good, 
some good for nothing, and some posi­
tively injurious. That most commonly 
used and recommended is made by leach­
ing hardwood ashes, or dissolving pq.ash 
in water. It should not be stronger than 
one pound of potash to four gallons of 
water. This wash will kill all moss and 
fungus on the bodies, and will causg the 
loose, scojy bark to drop off and make 
trees look nice and smooth. But I don’t 
like it half as well as one made of caustic 
soda, or soda ash. The potash wash will 
leave the trees looking red, and in. about 
a year they will have plenty of loose 
bark hanging from them again. While 
it kills all foreign growth and removes 
the loose bark, it seems to sort of bum 
the young bark, and I have abandoned 
its use for the soda wash. While this is 
fully as effective in freeing the trees of 
moss, fungus and scaly bark as the pot­
ash, it leaves the tree with a smooth bark 
and looking green instead of reddish, and 
does not cause another coat of loose bark 
to form.

To prepare the wash, if caustic soda or 
soda ash can be obtained use it; if this 
cannot be found, buy the comjhou sal 
soda, of all markets, and put it into any 
iron kettle and heat it until it turns red. 
This renders it caustic and nearly as good 
as the purchased article. Dissolve one 
pound of this in three gallons of water 
for young trees, and in two gallons for 
older trees.

The Horse and. the Whip.

While it is true that with some horses 
the whip must be occasionally used it 
should be the very last resort; and re­
member always that one, or at most two, 
cuts, with a few sternly spoken wotds, 
are more efficacious than an hour’s pun­
ishment. There is no more vicious or 
false idea than that a horse is ■ benefitted 
by a “sound thrashing.” On the con­
trary it is the very worst thing you can 
do, because the horse’s recollection gf the 
pain and fright occasioned by it is more 
vivid and enduring than his remembrance 
of why it was admin is terd, and the next 
lesson he is nervous rod afraid, and at 
least note of auger in the voice (for hor­
ses judge the mood of the trainer by his 
manner and tone of voice), he may be­
come almost uncontrollable in his efforts 
to escape the flagellation. It is a safe 
rule for any one having a hasty temper 
not to have a whip at hand; the tempta­
tion to use it may be too great, and it is 
also wwe not to attempt to teach him in 
a bad. humor, for if he doer: not do . just 
right he will probably be unjustly pun­
ished.

When whipping is used only as a last 
resort, the necessity for it seldom arises; 
as the horse makes progress in his educa­
tion he understands better what is re­
quired of him and transgresses less fre­
quently; and nearly always a sound rat­
ing when he knows he is misbehaving is 
sufficient, "

Musty Hay.

Much of the bladed hay that comes to 
market is musty. Most farmers when 
they bale hay think it peed not be very 
dry, as the bales are small. But the 
amount of hay packed in them is always 
sufficient to get up a violent ferment un­
less the hay is properly dried before it is 
put into the bale. If there were more 
care used in baling hay the price for it 
would he much better than it is, as tfie 
hay itself would be better worth it.

The value of egg albumen as food in 
certain diseased conditions is pointed out 
by Dr. C. E. Boynton. When fever is' 
present an appetite is nil, hq says, when 
we want an asceptic article or diet, the 
white of an egg, raw, serves both as food 
and medicine. The'way to give it is to 
drain off the albumen from an opening 
half an inch in diameter at the small end 
of the egg, the yoke remaining inside the 
shell; add a little salt to this and direct 
the patient to swallow it. Repeat every 
hour or two. In typhoid fever this mode 
of feeding materially helps us in carrying 
out an antispetic plan of treatment. Fur­
thermore, the albumen to a certain ex­
tent may antidote the toxines of the dis­
ease. Patients may at first rebel at the 
idea of eating a “raw”.egg, but the quick­
ness with which it goes down without the 
yoke proves it to be less disagreeable 
than they supposed.

Turkeys as Grasshopper Foragers.

A flock of turkeys may be fattened on 
com alone and will become very fat and 
juicy if fed all they will eat for a few 
days before they are sent to market. 
They are great insect hunters and will 
keep a farm clear of grasshoppers when 
all other means fail. We have known one 
man to sell over 8400 worth of turkeys 
in one season which had been reared 
principally on grasshoppers on his own 
and his neighbors’ farms. One year 
when the hoppers were particularly bad 
the neighbors were very glad to have 
half a thousand turkeys run ever their 
meadows and through their cornfields.

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SHOULD ORGANIZE.
X J.j—

A meeting hi the farihers and those in­
terested in agriculture is called for Fri­
day next at the Agricultural Hall, Upjier 
Hampstead, at one o’clock. The purjaise 
of the meeting is t-e try and Organize an 
agricultural society for that section of 
Queens county lying on the west side of 
the St. John river. , , ,

As the local government gives a grant 
to all agricultural societies. within the 
province, according to the menbership, it 
is to the advantage of the farmers to form 
such an orginization.

It is customary for societies to hold’ an 
annual fair, which gives «he farmers once 
a year, an opportunity to see and inspect 
the stock of their neighbors, which has a 
tendency to increase their interest to im­
prove their stoàk.

It is an established fact that the stock 
in all sections of New Brunswick needs 
improving. With a society the farmers 
are in a position to purchase the best of 
thoroughbred stock at a very small cost 
and have them placéd where most.need­
ed.

All the farmers should attend ’the 
meeting and give their help to the organ­
izing of an agricultural society.

At the meeting their will be offered for 
sale three Holstein cattle, two bulls and 
one heifer, which were purchased at the 
recent sale of government imported stock.

Foreign News and Notes. >

There is not the least doubt but that 
Great Britain fully realizes that in order 
to maintain her position as the leading 
great power, she must maintain a navy 
not only superior to any other,, but 
stronger in every way to the combined 
navies of any ether two i*owers. Eng­
land’s first line of defence, it has been 
remarked, Is a line of her battleships just 
off the coast of an enemy’s country.

We can judge somewhat of the num­
ber of British war vessels, and how well 
they are distributed around the world, 
when we note that no matter where 
trouble breaks out affecting British in­
terests, in a few days there is a British 
fleet, either near the seat of the disturb­
ance, or cruising in its vicinity.

Great Britain possesses many coaling 
stations and holds many strategic points 
that must be held against an enemy by 
her soldiers.

The freedom of the city of Glasgow was 
recently presented to Gen. Lord Wolse- 
ley, Commander-in-Chief of the British 
Army.

In a speech in which he acknowledged 
the honor, Lord Wolseley spoke of the 
importance of having a thoroughly train­
ed and efficient force of soldiers. He 
laid stress upon the necessity of the army 
being in a state always ready for action.

In all probability Parliament will be 
Asked, during the next session, to in­
crease the forces; and in the near future, 
the army will undergo some.changes that 
will better it in many ways.

England has been buying horses for 
her army, in South America. These 
horses are said to be well suited for use 
in India.

Eight regiments in England have been 
called upon, to furnish drafts of cavalry­
men, to proceed to India.

It is unfortunate that famine should 
threaten Ireland, just when affairs there 
seemed to be settling down into ways of 
peace and prosperity. The potato crop 
has been a failure and the grain crops 
have been almost ruined. The agricul­
tural depression is widespread.

How can the poor tenants under such 
conditions pay full rents!

Prominent Irishmen assert that such a 
thing is impossible. They have present 
ed' a memorial in which they ask that 
Parliament be immediately convoked, in 
order that steps may be taken to help the 
suffering people.

The growth of London is causing wide­
spread wonderment. During the last 
year more than 14,591 houses have been 
erected m it. The latest .returns show 
that the average number built during a 
month was 16,000.

The great strike of the engineering 
trades people is almos* over. It is re­
ported that the men are now endeavor­
ing to secure the most favorable terms 
that they can get from their former em­
ployers.

For some time the New York Times 
has issued a supplement to its regular 
Saturday edition, whieh is devoted to 
literature and the arts. The London 
Times anoounees that it will in Oetober 
begin the publishing of a weekly review 
entitled “Literature.”

Baron Edward Gibson Ashbourne, 
Lord Chancellor of Irelaid, fe mention­
ed as the next Governor General of Can­
ada

It is reported that the Queen will visit

the Marquis and .Marchioness., of.. Salisr. 
bury, at Hatfield House, about the mid­
dle of November.

Srfndew the strong man has offered his 
services in England to train the Cam­
bridge crew for the boat race of 1898.

iParis is feeling the effects of the first 
rgde blasts of winter. Heavy falls of 
sriow have taken place in some sections 
of France.

iA girl in Paris has bâen sentenced to 
lift) imprisonment, for murder; and her 
mother has received a sentence of ten 
years in prison, for concealing goods 
stolen by her daughter after she commit­
ted the murder.

The girl administered morphine to her 
victims and then strangled them to death.

Quite a sensation was produced' in 
America and Europe, by the report that 
the United States has presented an ulti­
matum to Spain as regards the conduct of 
the war in Cuba;

Such a stop has not been taken by the 
United States, but the mere rumor that 
she had taken it, caused a considerable 
amount of discussion between some of the 
European powers.

The United States has insisted with so 
"much vehemence that her Monroe doc­
trine must be accepted by the powers in 
Europe; that these powers are now in­
clined to resent any interference on the 
part of the United States, in European 
affairs. , ,,

• The United States does not merely 
Wish that the Cubans sha’l gain their in­
dependences but they hope that if they 
do, fluba will rush with outstretched anus 
into the sheltering fold of the Stars 
and Stripes.

The United States is now about to try 
and end the Cuban war, by inducing* 
Spain to allow the Cubans to) putohMer

To a country that has emptied its trea­
sury in carrying op a war in foreign parts, 
and that hap plunged itself into an abyss 
of debt, the prbspect of seeing yellow 
geld flow in and fill the empty money 
chests of the land, is a very tempting 
bait.

With the prospect of seeing a Pretend­
er raise the standard of revolt in their 
country; and knowing that the great mass 
of the people are heartily sick of continu­
ing a war that is daily .waking them poor­
er; it would not be at all surprising if 
the Spanish Government accepted the 
proposition that is said to have been 
made by the Cubans.

Torpedo boats are supposed to be built 
to fight, not to founder in time of peace." 
A German torpedo boat has demonstrat­
ed the exception to the rule. It capsized 
and went down. Eight persons on it 
were drowned. Ope of those who perish­
ed was the Duke of Mecklenburg- 
Scliwerin, son of the Grand Duke Fred­
erick Francis. As the boat sank he cal­
led out to the men to save themselvs. 
His death is lamented in Germany, as 
he was a popular and promising naval 
officer. :

It was reported, but the rumor has 
since been denied, that Paul Kruger, 
President of the South African Republic, 
was seriou’sly ill. His term of office ex­
pires next year.

The King of Benin, who was tried at 
Benin City last month, has been sentenc­
ed. He has been condemned to be trans­
ported to a slave settlement of British 
West Africa. Two of his principal chiefs 
were found guilty, and were shot. One 
chief escaped a similiar fate by commit­
ting suicide. The king and his chiefs, it 
will be remembered, were concerned in 
the massacre of an unarmed British ex­
pedition, that was on its way to visit the 
King at his capitol.

Japan has concluded a treaty with 
Chili. She is new about to enter into 
treaty relations with a large part of the 
civilized world. In 1899, treaties that 
she has made will go into effect; that will 
govern her relations with Great Britan, 
Germany, France, Russia. United States, 
Mexico, Peru and Brazil. ,

Twenty-one Japanese were recently 
buried by thé caving in of a portion of a 
tunnel on the line ef thé Ou Railway, 
Japan. Three persons were dead when 
seven were rescued. The others had not 
been extricated when the news was sent 
out of the accident.

In Guatemala and Nicaragua, South 
America, there are revolutions. It cer­
tainly appears as if South Americans 
would rather fight than do anything else.

Uruguay seems to be enjoying a brief 
period of repose. Perhaps the recent as­
sassination of their President furnished 
enough excitement for a short time.

The Socialists in Italy are in favor of a 
bill favoring the creation of a State 
monopoly in wheat and bread. That is, 
they want the price of these articles to be 
controlled by the Government. They 
hope that under such a condition, specu­
lation, that would force prices up otit of 
all respect to stfppl/and demand, wodtd 
be prevented.

LAC ALA TORTUE.

A Curious Canadian Iron Mine and Its 
History.

Lake ores are abundant In Northern 
Europe, but, so far as the writer's 
knowledge extends. Lac a la Tortue 
and a neighboring lake are the only 
lnsta?vces of the kind In North Am­
erica. The ere Is extracted from our 
lake mine by hand and by power. The 
shallow margin Is divided into sec- 
who may desire to work them and' who 
woh may desire to work them and who 
are paid at a specified rate per ton of 
ore raised. Two men generally work in 
company. Their implements are a 
shovel, a strong circular sieve and a 
rough hand barrow. When work is 
to be begun the workmen remove 
shoes and stockings and use their feet 
In searching for ore, which lies Im­
bedded in the soft sand, nothing 
coarser than sand, except ore cakes, 
being found In the lake. Guided by 
their feet, the workmen put down their 
shovels and bring to the surface a 
Quantity of ore and sand, which they 
throw- into their circular sieve. This 
is then held below the surface ".of the 
water and made to rotate to and fro 
until the soft send Is washed away 
from the ore, which Is then thrown on 
a scow provided fo- the purpose or 
ea-r!<-d to shore. When a sufficient 
quantity has been collected It Is carted 
to the railway near at hand and load­
ed <m cars.

From the deeper parts of the lake the 
ore is ra'sed by means of a steam 
dredge. The cantaln of the dredge 
moves ove- the lake, and, putting down 
a pole and work’ng It about op the 
bottom, can easily learn where there 
1= a body of ore suitable for dredging. 
The dredge Is then moved to the de­
sired spot apd work Is begun. The ore 
and band and brought up In buckets 
on an endless chain and thrown into 
a long, revolving screen, adjueted and 
Inclined so as to deliver it upon scows 
moored to the dredge. In its course 
down the screen the mixture of ore, 
and mud is acted upon by water which- 
fs thrown upon It with considerable 
force.

Bv this means the mud and sand are 
washed out of the screen and the clean 
ore Is deposited on the scows.—J. t. 
Donald, In Popular Science Monthly.

Luke 13:23,24.—“Then said one unto 
him, Lord are there few that be saved? 
And he said unto them, strive to enter in 
at the strait gate, for many I say unto 
you, will seek to enter in, and shall not 
be able.”

Many in the world are seeking and 
striving but in their own way.

Now, we 
should be grateful to God, knowing that 
he has cast up a highway ; narrow and 
straight, in the gift of his dear son, which 
starts from the cross on Calvary leading 
all the way to joys on high, saying this is 
the way walk ye in it. To the praise of

, gate.

From the Four Points of the Com 
pass.

A woman of Buffalo, N Y., committed 
suicide by jumping into the rapids, just 
above the falls of the Niagara river. The 
body went over the American Falls.

It is proposed to employ reindeer to 
draw provisions to the starving miners in 
the Klondike.

It is reported that an English syndicate 
will invest $5,000,000 in Canada. They 
will export food products to Great Brit­
ain.

A workman was scalded to death in the 
dye tub at Yonkers, N. Y.

The Newfoundland Legislature has 
been dissolved. A new Parliament will 
be elected on Oct. 28.

Two cases of leprosy have been discov­
ered in North Dakota.

Six children were burned in their home 
in South Carolina. Their parents locked 
them in the house and then went to 
church. When they returned, the chil­
dren were dead.

Fire broke out in a mine in Alabama. 
All the miners got safely out except six 
or eight, who are supposed to have suffo­
cated. Before their bodies could he found 
the mine had to be shut up tight. If they 
were alive, they were entombed to die.

A bomb was found in a vacant room *f 
an appartment house in Brooklyn. It is 
supposed to have belonged to some An­
archist.

A boy was fined 820 in New Jersey for 
lasooing a bicyclist.

A minister, during service, in a church 
in Alabama, denounced whiskey sellers, 
and called them liars and robbers. One 
of the men in the congregation ran up to 
the pulpit, pulled the minister out of it, 
and struck him a hard blow square in the 
face.

For kidnapping a boy, two men were 
sentenced at Albany, N. Y., each to 
serve fourteen years and four months, at 
hard labor, in prison.

A hungry horse in Chicago knocked a 
$35 hat off a girl and destroyed it, in its 
efforts to get out of it a square meal.

There is a law in Michigan which pro­
hibits indecent, insulting, and profane 
language before women or children. A 
ms* in Muskegon has been sentenced to 
ninety days in the Detroit workhouse, for 
using such language.

Just as a convict in the Ingham County 
institution was about to liberate all the 
other prisoners, by pulling the lever that 
drew the bolts of their cell doors, the 
wife of the sheriff appeared and covered 
him with two revolvers. The” convict 
surrendered.

For keeping letters not addressed to 
him, for six months, a former Postmaster 
of Windelville, N. Y., has been fined 
8500 and sent to a penitentiary for six 
months.

The Board.of Health in New Orleans 
wished to turn one of the school buildings 
in the city into a yellow fever hospital. 
The. people living near the school became 
frightened at the prospect of having fever 
patients near them, and determined that 
the school should notbeusedasahospital. 
The people resisted the city authorities. A 
riot resulted, during which, the building 
was set on fire and partially destroyed. 
The unburned portion of the structure 
will be used as a hospital." The inmates 
of it will be protected by an adequate 
guard of police.

The Union Iron Works of San Francis­
co will launch next January a cruiser for 
the Japanese Government.

Dr. Nansen, the polar explorer, is to 
lecture in the United States. He will 
arrive in New York about Oct. 26.

A son of Sir John Coventry is said to 
be a common sailor on the U. S. cruiser 
Olympia.

The new steel bridge over the Niagara 
river has been opened.

For not paying his hotel board bill, a 
man in New York was sentenced to nine­
ty days in jail.

The expedition sent by the Dominion 
Government to Hudson Bay, to gather 
data relating to its navigation, • etc., has 
returned. It will report unfavorably in 
regard to ^he proposal to establish a line 
of freight steamers between the Bay and 
foreign ports.

SURE TEST OF DEATH.

FRENCH SCIENTISTS’ INTERESTING 
EXPERIMENTS IN PHOTOGRAPHY.

An Immersion Process—Hand Placed In 
Acid Bath and Then on a Bromide 
Plate—Use of Digital Kfflovla-Easily 
Recognised on a Plate.

Since the discovery of the X-rays we 
have become accustomed to all manner 
of surprises in photography, aud if these 
successive discoveries interest us nothing 
mysterious or marvellous astonishes us 
any longer. During the last ' sessions of 
tile Biological Society, one 'if tile most 
learned practitioners, Dr. Luigs, a mem­
ber ot the Academy of Medicine, read a 
palier on the subject of some new ex­
periments in photography.

In collaboration witu Mr. David, the 
Doctor had succeeded in fixing per­
manently and distinctly on a photo­
graphic proof the effluvia from the 
fingers of an adult enjoying perfect 
health. To obtain this result the two 
siivnns shut themselves in a dark room 
with their subject. The hand which was 
to be experimented upon was placed in 
a bath of hyroquinone; the palmar sides 
of the fingers were then placed on a 
photograph.c plate covered with bromide 
of silver. The pose should last from 
fifteen to twenty minutes to be success­
ful. The bromide plate, treated in the < 
usual manner, furnished a proof as curi­
ous as it was instructive.

The extreme tips ot the fingers could 
be seen forming a variegated spot, stand­
ing out in bold relief from the circumfer­
ence of effluvia which surrounded them. 
In the upper left hand corner of "the 
plate could be seen a fragment of skin, 
which had become detached in the strong 
acid bath, aud which gave out direct 
effluvia under the form of vertical 
threads like sheaves. All the tiny white 
spots seen on the black background of 
the proof represent the effluvium dust 
floating in the hydroquinone bath.

In reply to some criticisms Dr. Luigs 
isolated two fingers from direct contact 
with the plate. The result was a proof 
with three impressions, similar to the 
first proof, and two others not so well 
developed, but nevertheless convincing.

“It can be seen,” said the Doctor, 
“that this new method of producing 
photographs by immersion is susceptible 
of fruitful results, both in physiology and 
pathology. Its application is simple, it 
requires no complicated apparatus and 
can be practised by any one with some 
knowledge of photography."

The variations of this nervous force, 
which -is incessantly ejected from the 
tips of the fingers, may be gauged, ac­
cording to the age, the sex, the dif­
ferent phases of the day and the 
emotions which are agitating the hu­
man subject

Thus the study ot these effluvia, their 
density, their diminution, will permit us 
to experiment in the domain of the 
phenomena of sensibility, and perhaps 
also that of motivity, as we are still 
ignorant of the'r intrinsic physiological 
characteristics. The Doctor believes that 
certain temperaments, certain profes­
sions evert, may present special pheno­
mena for examination. He has proofs' 
of the fingers of a pianist and of a mas- 
sngeur, which are absolutely curious. 
The effluvia of the ma songeur are 
violently. accentuated; they jut out in 
globules of variable sizes and are very 
characteristic. Between the fingers of 
the pianist are seen fine filaments, which 
described odd and distinctly marked 
curves.

But the real advantage of Dr. T,ufes* 
discovery is the fact that he has en­
riched science by giving it a positive 
means of determining death.

The Man In Debt.
There is no greater spur to a young 

man of acute intellect and sound health 
than a" thupiping debt of, say, $50,000. 
How inferior are the novels written by 
Balzac before he had incurred great 
obligations to those written in hope of 
freedom from his debt! Furthermore, a 
man who owes a large sum of money 
seems to be respected by the butcher, 
baker and candle-stick maker more than 
the thrifty, anxious soul who is disquiet­
ed by a trifling unpaid bill. The audaci­
ous debtor is pointed out to strangers, 
not derisively, not with the fingers of 
reproach, but as a historical building, a 
landmark in the community. He wears 
the best clothes, eats and drinks sum- 
bust iously, sits in the chief seats in,the 
theatre, and as a rule spends thé som­
mer on a steam yacht. The man iwho 
owes $50,000 is far better off, so far as 
this world goes, than the man who owes 
$50. Are there not banks that lend 
cheerfully to him who already owes them 
$50.000. fearing possibly that, if anger­
ed by refusal, the debtor will never pay 
even a portion of the original debt? Yes, 
a man of acute intellect and sound body 
should contract as soon as possible after 
he starts in business a thumping debt. 
The only trouble is the difficulty in find­
ing anyone who will lend the first $50,- 
000. We have not found him yet, and 
we have been searching for him since 
1870.—Boston Journal.

Itisnrlnv Workingmen.
The German Government provides a 

system pf compulsory insurance for 
working men. Under this system a 
workman 20 years of age pays an equi­
valent of 40 cents a week for three 
years, and at the age of 65 he receives 
the sum of $77. in the meantime hav­
ing had an insurance against accidents. 
The annual premium is divided into three 
parts, one of which is paid by the work­
man. another by his employer and the 
third by the state. The report for 1806 
shows that 18.389,01)0 persons were in­
sured under the law, of whom 3.409.000 
were employes in shops and factories, 
12.200.000 were employed in, agricul­
ture and 690,000 were in the employ of 
the state. In that year the number of 
(accidents was 74,807, of which 6448 
terminated fatally. The total expense of 
the system for the year was $13,400,000.

“Dour Walker-.”
“Dog walkers” and hotel portresses 

are among the new fields opened up to 
wemeu in England. Certain families 
have dogs who need exercising. Now 
tile dog walker calls at their homes and 
presents a cpnd on which is printed 
"Miss So-and-So, Walker of Dogs.” For 
so much a month she guarantees to take 
"doggie” and trot him about the streets 
twice a day. each trip to consume twenty 
minutes. All of this she does for 3 
shillings a week- And some women are 
now earning quite a good livelihood 1» 
this fashion.

t.nadlxn Parks.
With wise forethought the Canadian 

Government has set apart a number of 
islands and parts of islands, from King­
ston, Ont., to Alexandria Bay, for park 
purposes. Tliis has been done on the 
understanding that the state of New 
York would set aside tracts of land 
of equal extent on the Americun side. 
The lands put aside tor common use in 
Canada are for fishermen, campers, and 
pleasure - seekers generally. — Chicago 
TSmes-Hernld.

GAMBLING.

From the Scottish Reformer.
Prof. Marcus, Dials, D. D., has written 

l a good paper on “Betting” in the Sep- 
1 tember “Good Words.” Were^ it pub­
lished in pamphlet form and‘scattered 
broadcast over the land it would do - vast 
service for the anti-gambling crusade. 
The professor says we shall be in a better 
position to pass judgment on betting if 
we trace it to its source. The attractive­
ness which gives it almost universal em­
pire is its appeal to two of the most per­
sistent ot our appetites—the craving for 
stimulation and the desire to make money 
without toil. The dreary monotony of 
ordinary human life is accountable for a 
great deal of the betting as for much of 
the drunkenness in town and country. 
He then goes on to prove that betting is 
ungentlemanly and unsport rmanlike, 
foolish, productive of crime, and a viola­
tion of the fundamental law of society. 
The man, he says, who wins money with­
out producing the money’s worth, or in 
any way benetitting those from whom he 
derives it, transgresses the law that 
everyone who enjoys the advantages of 
society should contribute to its well-being 
and becomes a mere parasite or abscess 
on the body of » hich to be a helpful 
member, consuming the substance and 
contributing nothing to its strength. If 
it is objected that those who have inher­
ited sufficient means and live a life of 
leisure and those who from any cause are 
above the necessity of working are in­
cluded in this condemnation, then, says 
the professor,/ “of such the same law 
holds good.” His last sentence sums up 
in saying: “It is the prolific mother of 
a brood Without exception evil.”

The Chinese Weeelbarrow.

How to Tak« Castor Vi'.
When a dose of unpleasant medicine 

is necessary, particularly with children, 
its disagreeable taste may he almost 
wholly concealed if a pepperment candy 
is token just before the medicine. This 
is a better plan than taking something 
after the dose.

The wheelbarrow affords one of the 
chief means of travel and transport in 
China, especially in the northërn part of 
the Empire, and through the Great Plain. 
The roads are bad, and tlje wheelbarrow 
has to be strongly constructed with axles 
and wheels callable of standing the great 
strain to whicl^they are subjected. The 
wheel is three feet in diameter and has 
an iron tire l£ inches wide and | inch 
thick. To aid in steadying and propel­
ling the vehicle, the wheelbarrow man 
wears a strap across his shoulders, which 
is attached to the shaft on each side. The 
charge for carrying an average load is 
about 34 cents a mile, hut varies accord­
ing to the load.

The Modem World.

The world as we know it has only ex­
isted a very short time. The “Dark 
Ages” did not end till the fourteenth cen­
tury. Printing was not invented in 
Europe till the early part of the fifteenth 
century, and America not known to be in 
existence till Columbus discovered it at 
the close 1492. Musical notes were not 
used till thè\beginning of the fourteenth 
century, and not printed till the begin­
ning of the sixteenth; a few years later 
the first post offices were established at 
Vienna and Brussels. Watches were un­
known till the latter part of the fifteenth 
century, and were first made in Nurem- 
burg. Newspapers have been in exist­
ence in America less than two hundred 
years. The first was printed in Boston 
in 1690. The greater part of the world 
as it exists to-day is less than four hun­
dred years old; and the neisest, most 
rapid part of it,—steam, electricity, and 
their application as motive,—has been 
developed within the present century.

Asking England’s Aid.

London, Sept. 23.—Count Casa Va­
lencia, the Spanish Ambassador to Eng­
land, yesterday called at the Foreign 
Office and was closeted for over an hour 
with Sir Thomas Sanderson, Permanent 
Under-Secretary of Foreign Affairs, re­
garded as a man knowing most about the 
foreign relations of England and having

K influence in formulating Britain’s 
jn policy. The subject of the con­
versation is reported to have been a pro­

posed alliance between England and 
Spain in defence of their American colo­
nies, te curb American aggressions and 
arrest the extension of the Alonroe doc­
trine.

The belief exists in diplomatic circles 
here that Spain desires and is endea- 
oring to enlist the sympathies of England. 
“This” said a member of the diplomatic 
corps, who declined to permit the use of 
his name, “means that Spain is trying to 
borrow the British navy with which to 
hold Cuba, making representations that 
the seizure of Cuba by America as she ex­
presses it, is the first step toward the 
seizure of Canada.

She hopes to get up an alliance of all 
the powers having American colonies to 
resist encroachment by the United States, 
saying that the time has now arrived to 
crush the Monroe doctrine apd to put an 
end to the gigantic extensions America is 
making. They have not got beyond the 
most desultory talk. The Spanish Am­
bassador does not see Lord Salisbury; he 
meats only the Under-Secretary. Lord 
Salisbury does not take the trouble to 
te come to London to discuss the matter.

“It is fnerely a continuation of the 
effort Spain made about a year ago to get 
up just this sert of alliance. The last 
thing en earth Lord Salisbury would do 
would be to encourage trouble with 
America. Even the attempt Spain has 
made to negotiate a loan in England has 
met with poor success. England. has 
everything to lose and nothing tq gain by 
su* alliances, having Canada at dtake.

Without England's help Cuba is lost te 
Spain. England will never help while 
Lord Salisbury is in power.”

At the American Embassy, it is said, 
nothing is known about Spain negotiating 
for England’s help, and the first attempt 
with this Government^ was such a flat 
failure that it was not believed a second 
would be tried.

The Spanish situation is being closely

watched in England. The unanimous 
opinion is that Cuba is lost to Spain if 
America intervenes.

A Newspaper Sermon Upon Yellx'e “A 
Convenient Season. ’

Felix trembled, and answered. Go thy 
way for this time; when 1 have a con­
venient season 1 will call fur thee.—Acts, 
xxlv., 25.

Felix was very wily, very timid und 
very selhsh, us most of us are.
. Under the circumstances in wjlich the 
world bus entangled itself it 6 ruthei 
difficult to be anything else. Whut witu 
the teasings und cujolings of persona.' 
ambition it requires a certain amount 
of heroism for a man to do what lie 
knows he ought.to do.

There is no doubt that goodness is the 
best spiritual investment a man can 
make; that uprightness, integrity, gen­
erosity, charity are quai tics of ehuraetei 
whose value is beyond all appraisal. 
And yet ambition is an orator with such 
persuasive speech that it can make the 
worse appear the better mid half con­
vince u* that an act at which our con­
science revolts will produce the happi­
ness we long for. We allow ourse-1 .es 
to be deceived by specious arguments, 
und nnwho.esvme lives mingled with ui* 
spoken regrets are the consequence.

We all intend to rectify things by and 
by, but life slips away, the years like 
a swift flowing current sweep us into 
old age, and what we hoped to do re­
mains forever unaccomplished, so fat 
us this life is concerned. Beginning with 
false premises, we inevitably ami logi­
cally reach an unsatisfactory conclusion. 
With the power to make ourselves noble, 
we waste our energy and die in tne 
sad consciousness that we have not done 
the half of whut we intended to do, and 
have not done that half as well as we 
were capable of doing it.

It was so with Governor Felix, and it 
is so with the majority of us. He saw 
that Paul’s doctrine was the only safe 
doctrine, und he determined to adopt the 
principles propounded by him, but it 
would be more convenient to do so at 
some futuie time, and very inconvenient 
to do so just then. Tne chance to 
change himself from a bad ruler into a 
good man was lost, and it never again 
presented itself.

There is a similar story told of the 
wild and dissipated youth who after­
ward became St. Augustine. He seems 
to have had two natures, ns most of 
us have. Ou a certain occasion, when 
Ins nobler nature was m tne ascendent, 
he fell on his knees, crying, "O, Lord, 
make me holy!" but immediately his 
ignoble nature wrestled for the mastery, 
and he added, "But not yet!”

We all have the same experience. 
There is a saint and a devil inside of 
every human being. In some lives the 
two skirmish with each other and noth­
ing decisive is attained—neither obtains 
the mastery. In other instances there 
is a pitched battle between the two, and 
though the fortunes of war waver for 
a while, the saintly wins the day and 
the evil surrenders unconditionally.

No man knows himself until that bat­
tle has been fought. So long as it re­
mains in doubt whether you are to lie 
governed by principle or by expediency, 
by justice and truth or by personal am­
bition, so long you are building with­
out any solid foundation, and your fu­
ture will depend largely on the tempta­
tions which may happen to conic your 
way. If you have dear weather you 
will get on without any serious mishap, 
and appear to be a better man and a 
stronger man than you îeally are; but 
if some evil minded chance knocks at 
your door with its promit of aggran­
dizement you will be in danger of being 
so dazzled that conscience will retire in 
dismay and despair.

This “more convenient season” is a 
mere figment of the imagination, the de­
vice of the spirit of evil, .a false pro­
phet, a dose of opium thrust down the 
throat of your better self. There nev­
er was and there never will be a more 
convenient sasou than no*. The man 
who waits until to-morrow always waits 
until the day after. Difficulties accu­
mulate with the passage of time.

If you are about to start on a journey, 
and. standing in fhe doorway, watching 
the first snowflakes of a coming storm, 
you say, ”1 wiil go in the afternoon,” or, 
"I will go in the morning,” the chances 
are that you will wait until it is too 
late to go at all. Every minute makes 
your task harder to accomplish. Start 
at once and you will triumph over the 
elements. The falling flakes will not 
impede your progress, and you may 
reach your destination before the storm 
bursts in its first fury. But if you wait 
you make a mistake which may possibly 
prove fatal. The snow heaps itself in 
drifts, and by the time you have fully 
made up your mind to start the roads 
have become impassable.

In spiritual concerns the same rule 
holds good, as many a poor, forlorn soul 
can testify, and as all of us, for that 
matter, can testify e> a certain extent. 
The habit which you ought to break is 
now like a spider's web. One sweep 
of the will and it is gone; delay, and the 
web hardens into threads of steel, and 
only a giant’s strength can break it.

If you say, “I will mend myself by 
and by,” you will find that your “by and 
by” wiH never arrive. It is a delusion, 
a rainbow, a dream, a nothing. What 
is worth doing at all is worth doing now. 
One effort, one mighty effort, calling on 
all- the hosts of heaven for help, and 
you will make a man of yourself.—New

The trial of the Steward of the May 
Queen, for selling liquors in violation of 
law took place last Tues-lay evening be­
fore Justices Ward and Fraser.

The information was laid by Charles 
W. Weyman, Scott Act Inspector of 
Kings county.

Mr. McCully of Moncton, appeared on 
-behalf of the prosecution and Mr. Dunn, 
of St. John, stood for the defendant.

Court was opened in Kings Hall, in 
presence of a large number of spectators 
after which Mr. McCuliey called the first 
witness, John Parkhill who deposed that 
he knew George Brennan. Had seen 
him iu the May Queen at its wharf in 
Chipman, Queens county between the 
16th April and 14th of July.

Have you been in the May Queen?
Yes sir. ’
Were you in the bar of the boat?

Did you see George Brennan there any 

time between these three months.
Mr. Dunn objected to any questions 

being answered which were outside the 
charge as such answers were not evi­
dence.
