granl scttlements, some established
during the time of the immigration
oraze, some while ITon. B. R.-Steven-
son held office, and several since Hon.

To visit these now, gnd
to make a personal note of what the
settlers. require in the way- of repairs
ing old rcads and making ncw, and
repairing or building bridges, Mr.
Adams is to leafe nherc this evening. |
There is a certain sum of money
granted every year to the Sarveyor
General for roads and bridges in new
scttlements, which amount has no
connection with the Bye Road, and
Great Road grants. In past ycars,
wheu tiie Government set out on its
colonization policy, the sums granted
tbe head of the Crown Lands Des«
partment for new settlements-werc
very large. The grant was not ex-
pended by the responsible officer, but
was put into the hands of depart-
mental agents, who oftentimes turn~
ed it to such uses, if in some: cases
they did not put the greater part
into their own pockets, that it might
as well have been cist into the river.
We have trazelled through some
of the first ecstablished of the Frze
Graunts. ®cttlements, and scen old
roads, built in the beginning by the
agents straight over the hills and so
steep that a goat conld scarcely clifab
them.

We do not know what
other conservative papers do,—we sup -
pose among them.there are tame follow=
ers who will ery yea,yea,to everything—
nor do we very much care. We sball cen-
sure what we believe to bé 'wrbgg.
and approve what we deem to he right,
under all circumstances. The fishery
Department is going -to the dogs. In
gome cases the fisheries are stupidly pro~
tected; that isthe fisherman is burdened
while the fishery is not becefited; in
other gases,—take the lobster fishery
for example,—we' see a fishery being
murdered every day,and thougl we have
cried Hold! and Murder, Mr Whitcher
sits coolly .and impudently by without
raiging a hand, and as ‘much as to say
*Who is running this Departmen?'’ He
says “I have the Toronto Mail on my
gide, and I don’t care what the other
conscrvative papers say about me.”
Mr. Whitcher is now Minister of Marine

Tom Green, a black man, then
rushed into the group of men about the
stand with an uplified-hatchet, but was
immedigtely knocked senseless by a blow.
Sweeny again aimed at Gilbert and shot
him, the ball taking effect in his hip.

Women and children screaming, raf in
all directions; while men boih white and
black, hid behind trees. wnd endeavored
to escape from the flying bullets, which

THE MEETING OF THE EMPERORS.

Emperor William,Crown Prince Fred-
erick * William and Prince Bismarck
reached Neufahrwasser at one o’clock on
Friday afternoon, and were much cheer-
ed. ‘ The Emperor proceeded on. board
the Imperial yatch Hobenzollern, which
steamed out of the harbor and was met
by the Russian yatch with the Cazar
aboard. The ironclad squadrou fired a
salute, and the = two yatchs lay to along
side each other. At two o’cloek the
Czar went aboard the Hohenzollern, and
was cordially welcomed. The Tzar's
yacht was accompanied by two men-of-
war, At half past three the Emperors
drove into Dantzig amid the pealing of
bells, a salute of artillery and -great
cheers. The North German Gazelle,
referring to its contradiction regarding
the place of meeting of the Emperors,.
says “the activity of the international’
band of assassins justified the course we
took in the eyes of every reasonable
petriot.”
