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A JOYFUL BOOK.

Sermon by Rev. W. Harrison,
GAGETOWN, N. B.

“Rejoice in the Lord alway : and again I 
say, Rejoice.”—Phil, iv., 4.

One of the most striking features in 
the New Testament is found in the tone 
and spirit of joyfulness which run through 
it from beginning to end. Of all the books 
that have been laid upon the table of the 
world for the instruction and elevation of 
mankind, not one carries in its pages the 
record of such triumphant suffering, and 
of such pure and indestructible joys, as 
that Book which is the standard and em­
bodiment of the Church’s faith, and the 
ground and foundation of the world’s 
best hope.

No wider contrast can possibly exist

baffled hope,” and not unfrequently a 
collection of sickening horrors which we 
cannot name. The religious books of 
merely human creation have in their 
operation made a joyless, songless world, 
wherever they have gone. In the New 
Testament we have the revelation of a 
religion that knows nothing of gloom ; no 
bitter wail of despair is heard in its sacred 
page coming from its believing and 
consecrated posssesor, but a shout of 
triumph and a deep and indestructible 
joy compared with which all other of 
earth’s delights and victories are empty 
and poor.

In the outer or external conditions of 
the men who were instrumental in pro 
ducing this unchanging and undying 
Book, there is nothing which will for a 
moment explain the distinguishing 
element now under consideration. The 
men. whose teachings and experiences

than that which is found between the re­
ligious books of a mere human make, and 
this Book which made its appearance in 
our world nearly nineteen centuries ago 
To account for the joyous and triumphant 
strain which sounds and rings through its 
pages, and which has inspired countless 
millions of earth’s population with its own 
spirit and tone, is a work worthy of the 
most earnest consideration of every stu­
dent of the sacred word.

The composition and creation of such a 
Book in the age in which it was produced, 
is a feature of the most striking character. 
The most honored sages of antiquity, and 
the vast number of men of noble build 
who knew anything of the “peace that 
passeth understanding” or “the joy un­
speakable and full of glory ;’’—their 
goblet of happiness was soon, very soon 
drained, and a deep and burning thirst 
was ever theirs, which no wine of earth 
could satisfy or quench. An agonizing 
doubt was in the very air, and the giant 
efforts of those kingly men to find the 
rock of certainty were vain, and their 
past defeats filled them with a darkness 
which could be felt. The unspeakable 
dreariness of worn out religions and “the 
eternal insipidity of diluted hopes” were 
a source of oppression and disappoint 
ment to those minds that were craving 
for the light. Marcus Aurelius, we are 
told, was “wise and studious, but he was 
agitated and ever stretching out his arms 
for something beyond.” “What torments 
us.” exclaimed Tacitus, “is not the tem­
pest, but the nausea.” “Give me new 
consolation, great and strong, of which 1 
have never read or heard,” was Pliny’s 
earnest prayer. “All that I have ever 
heard or read," he says, “comes back to 
my memory but my sorrow is too great.' 
“The philosphers of the academy" says 
Cicero, “affirm nothing, they despair of 
arriving at any certain knowledge.” 
“Those whom you regard as happy,” says 
Seneca, “if you saw them—not in their 
externals, but in their hidden aspects, 
are wretched, sordid, and base.” Another 
says, “the dew of blessing falls not on us, 
and our fruits are tasteless." These ex­
pressions indicate the well nigh universal 
spirit which prevailed when the victorious 
documents comprising the New Testa­
ment were produced and given to the 
world. Looking at the spirit of doubt 
and unbelief, and the moral midnight 
which spread their palls of gloom over 
mankind. It was a simple and utter im­
possibility for such an age to give exis­
tence to a book which was infinitely in 
advance of its own condition, through 
whose pages there runs a strong and un­
disputed certainty and around whose 
brow is found a crown, distinguished by a 
bright and fadeless joy. Men do not 
gather grapes from thorns nor figs from 
thistles ; no more can a world, dominated 
by a wide and universal dreariness and 
doubt, and in a condition of moral wreck 
and desolation, give birth to such a Book 
as constitutes the priceless treasure of 
Christendom to-day.

If this immortal Book had been of 
mere earthly origin—the production and 
outcome of a lengthened process of 
human development—“ then the world 
would have loved its own ; but because 
it is not of the world, therefore the world 
hath hated it,” and long ago, if it had 
been possible, would wicked and unbeliev 
ing men have taken this volume and left 
it in ashes the wide world o’er, and with 
maddened hands and brain would have 
quenched this only lamp.
By which the bark of man can navigate the 

sea of time,
And gain the coast of bliss serenely.
The exceptional and singular feature of 
the New Testament to which attention is 
called is not, and cannot be explained by 
the age in which it appeared, or found an 
existenc in the world.

Another peculiarity connected with 
the spiritual tranquility and joyfulness 
which parvades this wondrous book, is 
found in the themes which inspired and 
sustained their elevated and imperishable 
joys. Heathen or man-made religions 
have always been systems stricken 
through and through with more or less of 
sadness and of gloom ; many of them 
which enslaved vast multitudes of the' 
race in the past, have been the centre of 
a cold despair, the “muffled moan of

are-enshwnecKn- asured Book were 
not inspired and assisted by the forces
and surroundings which were ever acting 
upon them more or less. Instead of find­
ing any source of help or encouragement 
from the unchristian conditions in which 
they had to move, is it not a fact that in 
these surroundings they found a 
perpetual and bitter antagonism, both 
against the life they were living, and the 
missson of mercy in which they were 
engaged Î The drift and stream of earthly 
influences and tendencies were corrupted 
through and through, and unstable and 
shrinking characters would have been 
swept away from their moorings, and 
carried away by the flood. But these 
men of apostolic times, whose hearts had 
been touched “with celestial influences, 
and whose foreheads had been mitred with 
pentecostal flame” carried their joy and 
maintained a spirit of hope and peaceful­
ness in spite of the noise and tumult and 
opposition of a godless people and en­
raged world ! The depth and intensity of 
this soul-possession was of such extent 
that it defied all human power to unseat 
it from the invisible throne, or to any 
great degree damage or interrupt the 
growth and flow of that experience, which 
nothing but a Divine and supernatural 
religion can explain. In tribulation tb 
they rejoiced ; the abandonment ol all 
earthly good, and the prospect of ap­
proaching trial, suffering and a cruel 
death, did not make them speechless or 
joyless men ; but urged them onwards to 
the radiant goal which filled the everlast­
ing future into which they so nobly and 
grandly moved.

It seemed as if the strains of heavenly 
music were ever sounding in their ears, a 
music which the clash and clang of earth’s 
immeasureable tumult, could not muffle 
or hush into a silence which would have 
robbed them of their strength and made 
them weak as other men. Through the 
fury of the storm, their robes of power 
remained unrent ; no wonder that the 
high and jubilant experiences, which was 
theirs, bathe and flood the immortal 
pages they have left behind ! These men, 
whose memories are festooned with “the 
garland of centuries,” and whose traces 
in the world’s most cherished literature 
can never be obliterated, doubtless felt 
that.

“One crowded hour of glorious life,
Is worth an age without a name.”

But the world did not understand these 
“crownless kings ; ” to vast multitudes, 
their lives appeared wild and strange, a 
vast utter waste. But these very men 
were the true citizens of the centuries to 
come, and their words were destined to 
strike the heart of the world, to the end 
of time, “ like a voice from eternity.”

Here and here alone, do we find the 
one grand, and victorious joy-crowned 
book that the world has ever known ; and 
through the throng of centuries it has 
pressed its way to this very hour. Out­
side of this book and the religion which 
it reveals, ours would be all but a joyless 
world and the fields of a moral and spiri 
tual midnight would wrap us round and 
round.

And is it not a fact that whatever of 
deep and real gladness there has been 
during the past eighteen hundred years, 
has been found within the influence and 
teachings of this sacred Word ? Outside 
of the Church of Christ the amount of 
deep and abiding happiness has been un­
speakably small. Paganism has sickened 
the world with its cruelties and gloom, so 
that a great effort is being made to 
bury it in one vast, one common grave. 
Atheism has nothing but a gospel of de­
spair to offer to sinful, dying, needy men. 
The outside enjoyments of earth and 
time, upon which so many are relying, 
are uncertain, and in a moment unex­
pected may vanish away." A change of 
circumstances, or a message on the wire, 
may shatter our fancied peace into a last­
ing and utter ruin. Better is that soul- 
gladness and peace which no man or want 
can take from us. Above the revolutions 
of the past, the overthrow of empires, the 
noise of a thousand battles, the clash of 
human affairs, the calamities and sorrows 
which have always marked the progress 
of the years, there comes to usa book and 
a religion which have made millions glad 
in life, and peaceful and triumphant amid 
the separations, pains and overshadowing

solemnities of the dying hour. From the 
persecuted thousands, during J^e three 
first centuries, from the bloody arena of 
ancient Rome, from the vast wilderness 
of tombs in the Catacombs, where the 
pious millions after the battles and storms 
of life were laid away to rest, from the 
glorious martyr throng, the Christian mul­
titudes ot all the past, there comes a 
blessed repetition and reproduction of 
that inward moral peace and spiritual 
victory which radiates and crowns the 
sacred book. Nothing less than a Divine 
and supernatural factor can explain the 
creation and construction of this most 
wondrous book. To talk about that sweet 
Gallilean vision, “ religious fanaticism,” 
and so on, is nothing more than a foolish 
and heartless mockery. In nearly three 
hundred languages are the teachings of 
this book found to-day ; and so vast is the 
hold that these inspired revelations have 
on the heart and mind of mankind, that 
no man has the madness to say—“ I will 
sweep this book and its religion out of 
the grasp of human thought and affec. 
tion, and it shall be no more.” Never 
can such a work of desolation have any 
prospect of success until the spiritual 
consciousness of Christendom is anni­
hilated, and the moral atmosphere of this 
nineteenth century is shattered into hope­
less ruin.

Thank God for a religion in which is 
found the elements of a deep and abiding 
joy, which can sing through the darkness 
and the fury of the storm. May its power 
comfort and sustain us here, and fit us 
for that larger world beyond, where the 
saved shall rejoice with joy unspeakable 
and full of glory.

As he was walking away, the liv­
ery proprietor called out : “ You owe me 
$12 for the use of the team.” “ Never 
pay for using my own team,” Remarked 
the young man as he departed never to 
return.

“Language,” says Talleyrand, “was given 
to man to enable him to conceal his 
thoughts ; and we may add that the 
Auditor General’s Report is a creation of 
the Government to enable them to con­
ceal the state of the Provincial finances. 
So much has been said about warrant 
accounts and check accouats lately, that 
those who have followed the discussions 
in the House must find themselves in­
volved in almost inextricable confusion.
It is therefore perhaps necessary to say 
that the law does not recognize what have 
been called the check accounts, and that 
all sums paid out of the public treasury 
ought to be paid by warrant. The check 
account was an invention to enable the 
Government to carry on the public service 
when it was short of money. Under it 
the departments check out of the bank 
such so ms as they require from time to 
time, and afterwards when the Province 
is in funds, warrants are issued to cover 
the checks, This is a mischievous system, 
for it permits of extravagance and renders 
a full presentation of the financial con­
dition of the Province at the close of each 
fiscal year S6 impossibility. But what 
we propose to deal with to-day is the 
financial statement laid before the House 
by the Psovincial Secretary, shewing 
a balance to the credit of the Province 
on the 31st day of October last of $25,- 
688.23. Mr. Adams, in his speech on the 
budget, did not accept these figures, and 
claimed that the balance was $20,097.72. 
We propose to show that neither of these 
amounts is correct, and that there was a 
deficit of about $75,000 at the close of the 
last fiscal year. A supplementary state­
ment was laid before the House by the 
Secretary, showing that between October 
31st and February 16th warrants to the 
amount of $140,000 had been issued. 
An inspection of this will show that of 
this ampunt fully $100,000 were for ser­
vices performed during the last fiscal 
year. On the face of the return, warrants 
to the amount of $77,509.48, appear to 
have been for services rendered previous 
to the 30th October, for they are so ex­
pressed, and tf the remainder, one who 
knows anything sf the method in which 
publiq business is transacted, will easily 
select more than enough to swell this 
atoOtinttfl $10*000. These exp^fajtun 
for services performed during fiscal 
year ending 31st October, 1881, do not 
appear in the accounts of that year, for 
the reason that the warrants to cover 
them were not issued until this year ; but 
this is only justifying one wrong by 
another. This $100,000 was paid by the 
$25,688.23 balance to the credit of the 
Province in the Warrant account, and by 
a sum of about $75,000 taken out of the 
revenue of the present year. The House 
has been told, and will be told again, that 
the services paid for since the close of the 
year are so paid in anticipation of the 
amount to be voted when supply is gone 
into; but this is shown by the above 
statement not to be the case, because the 
amounts to be voted are to meet the ex­
pense of the public service for the current 
year. The Provincial Secretary estimates 
that $597,296.99 will be required to meet 
the demands of the public service during 
this year. He estimates upon an income 
made up of the alleged balance on hand 
and the receipts from subsidies, of $625, 
296.21 ;but we have shown that of this year’i 
income fully $100,000 has gone to pay last 
year’s accounts, therefore the House only 
hasjat its disposal-this year about $525,000 
to meet d an estimated expenditure of 
$597,296.99, without drawing upon the 
income forithe year beginning November 
1st 1882. The objection to this state of 
affairs is not that the system of booking 
is pernicious, but such an administration 
of public affaire is almost certain to lead 
to disastrous consequences. By the extra­
vagance of the Government the Province 
is expending in advance of its income 
every year, and this in the face of the 
fact that the revenue is stationary, or 
nearly so, because we will soon reach the 
limit of our subsidy, and the receipts from 
our Crown lands must shortly diminish. 
The House is brought lace to face with a 
very serious state of affaire. If a halt 
were called to-day and accounts bal­
anced, the Province would be found to 
be in debt, with nearly half its income for 
the present year gone and less than a 
tenth of the expenditure of the present 
year paid, we mean paid by warrant, 
and that because until the July subsidy 
comes in, there is no fund against which 
the warrants can be drawn.

They would prefer to get Mr. Fraser to 
offer for they say “He is the strongest 
man among us, and if he should be de­
feated his loss would after all be our 
gain, for some one of us could step into 
his shoes ,iu the Assembly.” A little 
programme has been arranged but has 
not yet been finally adopted. It is that 
Mr. Fraser shall endeavor to carry his 
government safely through the next local 
elections and shall himself run for York. 
If elected he is to resign and face Mr. 
Pickard, and when defeated he will 
press his claims for a Judgeship, while 
another gentleman, whom we could name 
but do not vfish to just now, will come 
up under his patronage and demand the 
vacant seat in the Assembly. In this 
programme no reference is made to Mr. 
Fisher, who is to be “sat upon” after the 
fashion so popular with “the party of 
gentlemen.” The Sunbury Tories are at 
sixes and sevens for a candidate, and if 
the local elections come on first we 
imagine the terrible defeat that is in 
store for them then will incline them 
strongly to let the Dominion election go 
by default. Queens is in very much the 
same satisfactory condition, that is satis­
factory to the Liberals, and as for Carleton 
it is hardly necessary to say that “no 
Tories need apply.” In Victoria it is not 
unlikely that Mr. Costigan, if he again 
offers, will meet with a powerful op­
position. Although his absence from the 
County has weakened his position there 
somewhat, his personal popularity is yet 
very great and he will be a hard man to 
beat, nevertheless we are not without 
strong reasons to believe that his seat 
will be taken by a Liberal.

power, said it had been “ founded by 
blood and iron arid must be destroyed by 
Russian blood and iron.” He had already 
been mildly reproved by the Czar for his 
intemperate utterances respecting neigh­
boring powers, and this repetition of them 
shows, either that there is an understand­
ing between him and his sovereign, or 
that he is disposed to defy the wishes of 
the Czar, and by appealing to the passions 
of the people, at a time when their Em­
peror is hiding from his Nihilist persecu­
tors, gain for himself the first place in the 
Empire. Not the least dangerous cir­
cumstance in European politics is the op­
portunity presented in Russia for a daring 
man to so inflame the popular mind, by 
promise of glory on the battle-field and a 
system of popular government at home, 
to wrest the crown from the last and fee­
blest of the Roaianoffs. To see Austria 
reaping the fruits of the Russian victories 
in Turkey must be galling to the soldiers 
and diplomatists of the great Northern 
power. It is well known that she has 
been abie to do this, principally, because 
Go rmany has stood by ready to aid her 
by force against any nation which might 
interfere. Under these circumstances 
the temper of Russia can well be imagined, 
and the Emperor finds himself powerless 
to resist or even to direct it. Some 
well informed correspondents say ' that 
war is inevitable between the powers we 
have named, and may break out at any 

ie. The latest advices from St. Petera- 
burgh which we have seen, are of a more 
pacific character, being to the effect that 
the successes of Austria in quelling the 
insurrection in her newly acquired prov­
inces. have postponed the outbreak of 
hostilities.

We hope we do rmt do the Rev. Dr.

This statement, as taken 
down by a gentleman present at the time, 
who handed it to The Herald yesterday, 
was, “ But it is well known that these 
letters patent do not always convey the 
powers they are supposed to confer.” 
This was spoken in reference to the power 
conferred unon the Lieutenant Governors 
of New Brunswick by Her Majesty, to 
issue marriage licenses. Nearly every 
person who heard the sermon understood 
this as an intimation that, in the preach 
er’s opinion, the marriages solemnized in 
New Brunswick under license from the 
Lieutenant Governor were invalid, and 
a profound sensation was created thereby 
We are glad to learn that Dr. Kingdon 
did not mean this, and have only to ex­
press our regret that he should have al­
lowed himself to make a remark which 
was capable of being so misconstrued. 
As we promised on Monday, we shall not 
enquire what else he could have meant, 
or what other possible construction can 
be put upon the words. Our readers 
must form their own opinions. It is suffi­
cient for us that the claim of clerical su­
premacy is repudiated by the gentleman 
who was understood to make it.

It would have been greatly to be re­
gretted if a clergyman occupying so high 
and important’a position should signalize 
his entrance upon his work by claiming 
for the distinguished prelate, whose co­
adjutor and probable successor he is, a 
power transcending the law of the Prov­
ince ; and we repeat that we are glad to 
learn that no such claim was intended to 
be advanced.

THE GRAND SOUTHERN.

A correspondent asks us in what posi­
tion the Local Government stands under 
the decision of the Supreme Court in the 
case of the Grand Southern Railway. 
Until the case is finally decided on appeal 
it will be claimed by the apologists of the 
administration that the ultimate decision 
may be in favor of the Grand Southern 
charter ; but the fact remains that the 
highest Court in the Province has declared 
that the Company had no legal status to 
receive the $300,000 subsidy paid since 
the exoiry of the Act of Incorporation. 
The issuing of these debentures being 
therefore illegal, it will be necessary to 
have an Act of Assembly to legalize them, 
and this the House will not hesitate to 
pass if, as is probable, the bonds are 
held by persons who have paid value for 
them in ignorance of the Company being 
under any legal disability. The position 
of the Government before the country is 
to be judged by a very different rule. If, 
as appears to be the case, they have issued 
this large amount of bonds to a Company 
having no legal existence, except for the 
purpose of winding up its affairs, they 
have been guilty of an act which cannot 
be justified, and one which, if we had any­
thing more than the form of responsible 
government in New Brunswick, would 
cost them their position. Our correspon­
dent asks also, “ What is to prevent Col. 
Greene, if he cannot get the connections 
he wishes, from taking up the rails on the 
road, and for which the Province paid in 
hard cash, and carrying them and the 
rolling stock off to the readiest market, 
leaving some eighty miles of graded road­
way alone to represent the debentures, 
upon which, for all time to come, the 
people will have to pay interest ?" We 
know of nothing to prevent him. The 
contract rdth the Government can 
scarcely be invoked to restrain him. He 
is absolute master of the situation. This 
Grand Southern matter has been a 
wretched blunder all the way through. 
It seems fated to bring trouble to the 
Province. The electors will not forget 
that the present Government is responsi­
ble for the whole difficulty.

THE NEW RECORD OFFICE.

We understood Mr. Beckwith to state 
to the Committee of the House Wednes­
day that the City Council opposed 
the setting apart of one end of the lower 
flat of the Court House for a Record 
Office and County Council Room, on the 
ground that the proposed change would 
be an interference with the original 
grant ; that one of the stairways in the 
front of the building was very offensive 
as it was used as a water-closet and tnat 
the double occupation of the building 
might lead to disputes between the City 
and County. These are simply excuses, 
not reasons, for opposing the bill. In 
answer to the first it may be said that 
experience has shown that the whole of 
the lower flat is not required as a 
market. The second objection ought 
never to have existed and can easily be 
obviated. The third is purely imaginary. 
As the building would be divided by a 
brick wall there is no more danger of a 
disagreement arising than there is be­
tween the occupants of houses a 'joining 
each other, or loan there is now when 
the dreaded double occupation already 
exists. We woul like to see the whole 
lower flat convi • l into offices as pro­
posed by the City > 'erk ; but since that 
cannot be done there is no reason what­
ever for opposing the utiliza’ion of a part 
of it for the purposes proposed by the 
County Council.
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MARRIAGE LAWS.

Not having been favored by Rev. Dr. 
Kingdon w.th a copy of his sermon for 
publication we have endeavored, by en. 
quiries among the members of the Cathe­
dral congregation, whether the report to 
which currency was given in the Herald 
of Monday was based upon facts. We 
regret to say that the testimony we have 
received is unanimous in bearing out the 
statement published, with this qualifica 
tion that the reverend gentleman confined 
himself to remarks from which the con­
clusion that all marriages solemnized in 
New Brunswick, without the consent of 
the Bishop are illegal, would of necessity 
be inferred, and did not himself put the 
necessary inference into words. In one 
view of the case it is immaterial what opin­
ions the gentleman may hold or preach. 
If his congregation are satisfied with him 
no one else has a right to complain so 
long as he keeps within the bounds of the 
recognized functions of a clergyman. But 
when he steps beyond these and pro­
pounds notions which, if they are accept­
ed, and they can oniy be advanced with 
the view of their being received, are cal­
culated to destroy society and create un 
told unhappiness, his utterances become 
public property and should be dealt 
with accordingly. It is nothing more nor 
less than a piece of impertinence for any 
prelate, clergyman, or minister of the 
gospel, to set himself above rhe law of 
the land ; and if the gentleman in ques 
tion does not know now, the sooner he 
learns the better, that there is no church 
establishment in this co intry, and the 

. church canons have no force of law as 
respects the laity at least. These canons, 
indeed, form no part of the law of Eng­
land, although they do furnish rules for 
the internal government of the church 
there ; but they n -ver had any force in 
Canada except -so far as the clergy may be 
bound to obey them by virtue of their ordi­
nation vows. Therefore when the Legisla 
ture of New Brunswick has seen fit to de­
clare that marriage licenses may be issued 
by the Lieutenant Governor, or that mar­
riage may be solemnized after publica­
tion of banns, a law passed not to restrain 
legal marriages, but simply to prevent 
illegal ones, no man has a right publicly 
to attempt to cast lou.its upon the valid­
ity of marriages contracted under it. It 
is desirable to n.p m the bud such pre­
tensions as are made to put the clergy of 
any denomination aliove the law. The 
marriage relation >s one upon which no 
difference of opinion on the question of 
validity can be for one moment to.erateJ, 
and the men who attempt to set up that 
only such and such marriages are valid, 
and others, authorized by the law of the 
land, are illegal, will find themselves 
swept away like chaff before the fierce 
breath of outraged public opinion. New 
Brunswick will be found a very poor soil 
into which to transplant.the absurd notions 
of clerical supremacy which have lailed 
to take root in England. The Anglican 
Church has a wide field before it in Can­
ada, and may prove in the future a pow­
erful factor for good in the building up of 
the nation ; but it can accomplish nothing 
by arrogating to itself powers which are 
not even accor led to the establishment 
at home. We would do that church a 
very great injustice, however, if we closed 
this article without saying that the absurd 
pretensions which have been, hinted at, 
rather than put forward, on the marriage 
q icstion, io not meet with the approval 
of any large portion of its membership.

It will do no goo l to call harsh names 
'•ver the question of the validity of New 
B unswick marriages. The Capi al will 
not be able to obscure the real issue by 
mch tactics. It has taken up the ques- 
t on neither to deny the expression at­
tributed to the Rev. Dr. Kingdon, 
which it cannot do, nor to justify it, 
which it fare not attempt, but to endervor 
to create a feeling against The Herald 
lor giving voice to the indignation of the 
co umunity, and especially of the reverend 
gentleman’s own congregation. So far 
from the attendants at the Cathedral feel­
ing “disgust" at the remarks of The 
Herald, very many of them have express­
ed their warm approval. This, however, 
is only by the way. The Herald, in the 
discharge of its public duty, has not the 
habit of stopping to ask what anybody 
will say. Ihe Capital does not deny the 
truth of what we impute to Dr. Kingdon. 
Now, it is either true or it is not true that 
that gentleman used expressions from 
which his congregation understood him 
to insinuate that marriages were illegal 
unless authorized by a license obtained 
from the Bishop. If it is not true, it is an 
easy matter for Dr. Kingdon or some one 
on his behalf to say so ; and before com- 
m en ting upon bis reported remarks we 
give any one an ample opportunity to do 
so. But it is neither denied that such 
remarks were made, nor is it claimed they

were misunderstood. If it is true that 
they were made, the only inference which 
can be drawn is, that the reverend gentle­
man intentionally attacked the validity of 
the marriages contracted by the large 
majority of his own congregation and by 
all the members of other denominations. 
For our own part we should have been glad 
to have learned that he intended nothing 
of the kind, or that he has been misunder­
stood ; but if the statement alleged to have 
been made in reference to the commissions 
to the Lieutenant Governors, by which 
marriage licenses were authorized to be 
issued, namely, “but then we know com­
missions sometimes profess to confer 
powers which the authority granting theui 
has no right to bestow," or words to that 
effect—if that statement was made by Dr. 
Kingdon in the pulpit of the Cathedral, it 
can only have been made for the purpose 
of suggesting that the commissions under 
discussion were invalid ; for we cannot 
presume that so learned and zealous a 
divine would use words which had no 
bearing upon the subject he was discuss­
ing; and such a suggestion, from whatever 
source emanating, would be resented by 
the people of New Brunswick as an insult, 
and by none more promptly than by 
the members of the Anglican communion. 
L'here is this to be said in favor of the 
policy of silence recommended by our 
contemporary : It is the only safe policy ; 
for there is no minister of the Gospel in 
New Brunswick so bold as to dare defend 
the insinuations contained in the words 
we have quoted. In conclusion, we wish 
to say that if we have drawn a wrong in­
ference from Dr. Kingdon’s remarks ; if he 
lid not intend to throw any doubt upon 
the legality of the marriages solemnized 
under license from the Lieutenant 
Governor, we shall be glad to learn it, and 
will accept the correction, without asking 
what else he could have meant.

THE PETITCODIAC BORE.

On account of what Provincial sin can 
it have been that a retributive Providence 
permitted the noisy bully from West­
morland to inflict his presence upon the 
Assembly. A steamsiren would have been 
as useful and would make a less dis­
agreeable noise and could be shut off" 
occasionally ; j>ut Mr. Hanington is so in 
love with the harsh roar of his own 
voice, so impressed with a consuming 
sense of his own ability, and of so violent 
and spasmodic a temper, that whether in 
the House or before sub-committees he 
is an unmanageable and unmitigated 
nuisance. He never hears anything 
correctly, although if the length of his 
ears corresponded with the violence of 
his bray they would enfold the whole 
Parliament Building ; and he is eternally 
growing red in the face, spitting, splut­
tering, howling and insulting every one 
within reach for no earthly reason what­
ever. If Westmorland has any regard 
for its own interests it will put an 
extinguisher on him at the next election. 
The only purpose he now serves is to 
bully those who oppose the Government 
and make every body uncomfortable. 
Yesterday while the Clerk of the Pleas 
Committee was in session this noisy 
fellow, overhearing part of a conversation 
between Mr. Blair and the editor of The 
Herald, belched forth a torrent of abuse 
upon this journal and newspaper men 
generally, whom he stated could be 
bought to do anything. Apart from the 
exquisite meanness which such eaves­
dropping displays, the shameless ignor­
ance and boorishness manifested by the 
boast that “ his ears are sharp enough to 
catch anything,” Mr. Hanington has 
shown himself to be as small in the 
matter of manliness as he is large in 
stature and gigantic in impudence and 
misrepresentation. We do not of course 
know how much Mr. Hanington has had 
to pay to secure the support of that small 
section of the press which approved of 
his base desertion of his party ; but it ill 
becomes a man who sacrificed every 
particle of reputation he possessed l'or a 
seat in the Executive to talk about the 
corruptness of others, This insult to the 
press of New Brunswick shows the 
character of his mind anl of the political 
company he has been in lately. But that 
this Honorable eavesdropper may not 
remain in doubt as to what Mr. Lugrin 
said to Mr. Blair we will tell him. It 
was this : “When a forecastle member 
of the Government is cross-examining his 
Premier and trying to extort from him 
statements which will justify the admin­
istration of the patronage of his county, 
it is ‘maintaining our institutions with a 
dignity becoming their importance’ and 
no mistake." Perhaps we are too hard 
on the irrepressible member for West­
morland and ought to make allowance 
for the fact that his Premier adhered to 
the testimony he had given to Mr. Blair ; 
and could not be made contradict him­
self even though Mr. Hanington employed 
the utmost of his ingenuity to trip him 
and snapped him up in his answers after 
the manner of a smart constable-lawyer.

The course taken by the Government 
before the Committee on the Clerk of 
the Pleas Office, is unwarranted by any 
precedent in Parliamentary practice. 
The very object of the Committee is to 
make an investigation, and to claim that 
the Government have a right to exclude 
evidence by the same strict rule as governs 
the trial of a crimnal chargetl with steal­
ing indicates great weakness. If there 
is nothing to conceal why this forced 
application of the rules of nisi prius 
trials? An honest Government would 
court the fullest enquiry.

MR. BLACK ON THE FINANCES.

We congratulate Mr. Black upon his ad­
mirable review of our Provincial finances. 
No gentleman in the Assembly stands 
higher in the respect of his fellow-repre­
sentatives, or is more worthy of it, than 
Mr. Black. Bringing to bear upon his 
Legislative duties the experience and 
prestige acquired "in an honorable and 
successful business career, his opinions 
always carry great weight with them. 
Those who take an interest in local 
will remember that for two sessions Mr. 
Black gave the Government an indepen­
dent support ; and the fact that he has 
taken a permanent place in opposition, 
is of itself well calculated to arouse pub­
lic attention. In his speech in reply to 
the Provincial Secretary, we have pre­
sented the ablest review of the financial 
situation that we have had for some time. 
It is the candid criticism of a business 
man whose position before the country is 
such that no one can charge him with 
being actuated by any motive other than 
an honest desire to discharge his duty as 
a representative. We have presented in 
his speech the unjustifiable fact that the 
public accounts of this Province submit­
ted from year to year are worthless for the 
purpose of furnishing a correct statement 
of the finances of this Province. They 
are not only prepared in an unbusinesslike 
manner, but they are glaringly inaccurate. 
If any person has been under the impres 
sion that the accounts are kept as set out 
in the Auditor’s Report, he should dis­
abuse his mind of the idea at once. Mr. 
Black showed very clearly that no one 
can form anything approaching a correct 
idea of the finances from that Report. 
But perhaps the most damaging fact he 
brought to light is that, although the 
Government has been selling its lands and 
spending every dollar it could get from 
every quarter, the Province is to-day 
$8,000 worse off than nothing, and with lib 
tie or nothing accruing due in the way of 
revenue before the first day of July next. 
For the last month, and for the next three 
months, the Provincial expenditure will 
have to be met by borrowed money, and 
yet the accounts as they are presented 
from year to year show a surplus on hand, 
and the Provincial Secretary boasted of a 
surplus this year. It is an easy matter to 
have a surplus at any time if enough 
money can be borrowed ; but there will 
come a time if things go on at the present 
rate, when that sort of thing will have to 
cease. Want of space prevents us from 
following the matter further, and we re 
fer our readers to Mr. Black’s speech for 
fuller information.

THE PROPOSED RAILWAY FACILITY 
BILL

It is said in fwell intormed circles that 
the Local Government contemplate in 
traducing a bill into the Legislature to 
grant asubsidy of $3,000 a mile to certain 
lines of railway. The Herald, while ad­
mitting the claims of certain localities to 
have railways built ,to them, is entirely 
opposed to any general subsidy Act until 
steps have been taken, by the reduction 
of expenditure on useless branches of 
the public service, to save enough money 
to pay the interest on the new loan. If 
such steps were taken then we would 
cheerfully advocate a Subsidy Act which 
would be of some use, but a subsidy of 
$3,000 a mile is of no use whatever. The 
roads which are expected to be built 
under this subsidy are principally the 
Miramichi Valley ind the Central, neither 
of which can be constructed for less than 
$8,000 a mile, and they both will probably 
cost a good deal more. Where, then, is 
the rest of the money to come from ? It 
is plain to any one who has given the 
subject any consideration, that neither of 
these enterprises is of such a character 
that two-thirds the cost of them can be 
obtained from private subscriptions. If 
the proportion was reversed and the 
Government subsidy was two thirds the 
probable cost, the remaining one-third 
could, in the present easy money market, 
probably be obtained, but it is a mistake 
to expect more than this. The proposed 
bill is cleârly a bid of the Government’s 
for popularity, and the House should vote 
it down. If the subsidy is put at five 
thousand or six thousand dollars a mile, 
and at the same time a measure is intro­
duced to reduce the expenses of the 
Government, we would advocate it to the 
best of our ability.

-A paragraph lately appeared in the 
Herald to the effect that a union of 
interests was likely to be effected between 
the promoters of the Miramichi and 
Central schemes. This, we regret to say, 
has not proved to be the case. It would 
have been greatly in the interests of 
Fredericton and the whole Province if 
such an amalgamation could have been 
brought about, but as it cannot be then 
let the Government come down with a 
scheme calculated to secure both of the 
lines and not one which will help neither.

Having been informed that a remark 
in the Herald of Friday in reference to 
the public accounts were understood by 
some as referring to the Auditor General, 
we wish to say that it was not intended 
to apply to that gentleman, whose report 
is what it professes to be, an audit of the 
accounts submitted by the Departmental 
officers. We are also authorized to say 
that Mr. Black, upon whose speech the 
article in question was based, did not re­
fer to the Auditor General. His com­
plaint, and that of the Herald, is against 
the Government for not keeping their

accounts in such a manner that they fur­
nish information as to the actual financial 
position of the Province.
* THE NEW RECORD OFFICE.

We publish in another column a letter 
from a correspondent on the subject of 
the proposed alteration in the County 
Court House. It is to be hoped that no 
unnecessary obstacle will be thrown in 
the way of so desirable a matter. The 
Records of the County are unsafe where 
they now are ; the office is absolutely un­
fit for the purpose for which it is used, 
and, at any rate, it must be removed be­
cause the Government want the ground 
it stands on. A new office must be built 
anil, as our correspondent asks, “ Where 
is there a better place for it ?” It is ar 
gued in the streets that the passage of 
the bill to authorize the proposed altera 
tions will, in some imaginary way, inter­
fere with some imaginary right possessed 
by the City. This is simply ridiculous. 
The Court has settled beyond a question 
that the market is a free one, subject to 
the power of the city to regulate it, and 
this power is of so little value that the 
City Council has not thought it advisable 
to exercise it. But, even if the market 
were of great value to the city, we cannot 
see that any harm would be done by set­
ting apart one end of the building for the 
offices, as abundant space would be left 
for the market. Che opposition to the 
proposed change springs from some fan­
cied slight which has been put upon the 
City Council by the County Council, and, 
on account of this, there are some gentle­
men who, while admitting the need of a 
new Record Office and the suitability ol 
the proposed location, are determined to 
oppose the bill.

The following is the Act of Assembly 
vesting the control of the Court House 
and grounds in the County Council, passed 
20th Victoria, Cap. 17 :—
An Act relating to the Lower Flat of the

County Court House in the County of
York :
The piece or parcel of land described as 

follows Bounded southwesterly by Queen 
street, northwesterly by Market street (so 
called) and by land granted to the Hon. John 
S. Saunders, southeasterly by land granted 
to the Hon. John S. Saunders, and north­
easterly by low water mark on the River St. 
John,—shall forever hereafter be under the 
sole control of the County Council of the 
said County of York, and their successors, 
and shall be used as a public landing, street 
and square for the said Court and Market 
House, and for no other purpose whatever.

GEORGE WASHINGTON REDIVIVUS.

It is a poor week for sensations which 
passes without the Hon. Attorney General 
posing as the incarnation of veracity. 
We have the most kindly feelings towards 
Mr. Fraser personally, but cannot help 
thinking that he is cheapening himself 
by these incessant protestations of his 
virtue. He is the “ Billee Taylor” of po­
litics. “ I am a virtuous gentleman" is 
the burden of all his utterances. Now, if 
the Attorney General is better than other 
men, that kindliness of heart, which every 
one knows he possesses, should lead him 
to refrain from overwhelming his antago­
nists beneath the crushing weight of his 
spotless virtue ; but, as he is quite like 
the rest of us, with his own share of weak­
nesses, he is simply abusing the standing 
he has before the country when he avails 
himself of it, to endeavor to blast the 
reputation of his opponents for truthful­
ness. He would preserve his own dignity 
very much better by admitting the possi­
bility of his being in error sometime*. 
As it is, he is continually coming to the 
front, like the good ♦ttle boy in the Sun 
day School book, with his “ Mr. Speaker, 
I cannot tell a lie.” Now, did it never 
strike the Attorney General that,if he con­
tinually puts his word against that of 
other gentlemen who are known to be in 
every sense honorable and trustworthy, 
he himself may suffer 7 If he holds his 
own reputation so cheap that he will 
pledge it upon the most trifling occasions, 
he must not complain if the public come 
to regard it as of little value.

The Ontario papers are after the Min­
ister of Railways with a sharp stick for 
his conduct in the matter of the Emroy’s 
Bar and Port Moody Contract. It has 
been shown beyond a doubt that the 
Minister has been guilty of a scandalous 
piece of jobbery which will cost the 
Dominion nearly $300,000 and ought to 
cost the Cumberland knight his portfolio. 
The tender of Charlebois and McDonald, 
which was rejected, was regularly put in 
and the tenderers were ready with their 
security ; but the Minister without even 
the pretence of an excuse, awarded the 
contract to his friend Onderdonk, at the 
increase in price above mentioned, it 
will be difficult to convince those who 
are familiar with the record of the Minis­
ter of Railways that this violation of 
official decency has been committed 
without some consideration moving to­
wards the party of which Sir Charles is so 
distinguished and so true a representa­
tive. In the light of such transactions as 
this we can all judge for ourselves of the 
singular felicity of expression shown by 
his colleague the member for Colchester 
when he called him in days gone by “the 
high priest of corruption.”

—By the way, our neighbor had his 
figures all ready to attempt a justification 
of the proposal to rob the river Counties 
of à representative, and could not resist 
the publication of them, even when it 
found out that the report was a false one.

THE P. B. AGAIN.

It was high tide in the Committee 
Room on Saturday morning and the bore 
was foaming. He assured his half-dozen 
auditors in hollow, melo-dramatic tones, 
that he was indifferent to the assaults of 
the Herald, and gotoff all the rest of the 
things which most men say when they 
are badly hit. We confess we did not 
expect to cut him quite so keenly. So 
phenomenal is his conceit that we thought 
our arrows, though sharp and pretty 
forcibly discharged, would scarcely break 
through the rhinoceros-like armor it 
afforded. But they found the weak place 
in it, and the defiant champion blubbers 
over his wounds like a soundly-spanked 
youngster. He is probably in a suitable 
frame of mind now to receive some good 
advice, and so we commend two proverbs 
to his careful consideration: “Listeners 
never hear any good of themselves 
“ Let children and fools beware of edge 
tools.”

The judgment given in the Supreme 
Court to-day in the Grand Southern Rail­
way case will have the effect, we believe, 
of preventing the cars of that line from 
reaching its terminus in Carleton. Al­
though the road ought never to have 
been subsidized, it is clearly the duty of 
the Legislature to step in and give them 
the facilities which the tactics of an oppo­
sition line have prevented them from ob­
taining. We shall not now stop to dis­
cuss the effect of this judgment, but it 
appears to us to be a direct blow at the 
Government who, by the highest Court in 
the Province, stand convicted of a misap­
propriation of an immense amount of 
public funds, and that, too, directly in the 
teeth of an express vote of the Legisla­
ture. _____________

AN UNDERGROUND RIVER

Mete Greene, not long since, while out 
with his cattle, made a most startling dis­
covery, and one that may possible take 
its place among the grand wonders of 
Idaho. He was riding along early in the 
morning on the divide between Indian 
creek and Snake river, when his horse 
sprang aside, snorted and otherwise gave 
evidence of having seen or heard some­
thing unusual. The spot was on a little 
knoll, on the comb of the ridge, and Mete, 
who had almost been asleep, taking a 
sweep around with his eyes to learn the 
cause of his horse’s behavior, finally 
rested his vision on what seemed to be a 
hole in the ground a few paces distant. 
Dismounting, he was soon looking into a 
funnel-shaped orifice fifteen or twenty 
feet deep by ten or twelve at its rim in 
diameter. At the bottom of this funnel 
—the soil giving out—there was a rift in 
the rock two or three feet in width by 
four or five in length, which seemed to 
open into the very bowels of the earth 
Through this aperture came up from the 
depths below a terrible roaring, as of a 
leaping cataract, a mighty rush of the 
waters, tumbling over the rocks. The 
ground trembled and the subterranean 
noise continued uninterruptedly. Mete 
remained some time, and the longer he 
listened the more convinced he became 
that what he heard was running water; but 
how far down it was to the stream he could 
not even conjecture—might have been a 
lew feet of half way to China: And as 
the fissure was large enough to take him 
in should his foot slip or head swim, his 
observation was not an extended one. 
The principle thing he did while there 
was to listen low and strong and think 
loud—at a safe distanc from the brink of 
the hole. Mr. Greene told us last week 
that a party of cattle men were prepared 
to make a thorough investigation of the 
discovery by letting one of their number 
down with ropes, with a view of utilizing 
the stream if possible, in watering stock 
during the winter months when the sur­
face streams are all frozen up.

A gorgeous bnuai eUamber has just 
been completed for the reception of a 
New York bride. The walls are covered 
with heavy white satin tufted with gold 
buttons, and mirrors are interspersed 
here and there. The ceiling is painted 
in the most artistic manner, and the 
curtains are of white silk embroidered in 
gold and rich colorings in floral designs. 
These curtains are mounted on gilt poles, 
and when drawn back disclose lace drop 
curtains that cost $600 a window. The 
portiers are of white silk plush, with 
dado embroidery matching the curtains, 
and what little of the frame work is seen 
is found to be heavily gilded. A table 
cover, in white silk plush, shows gold 
embroidery, and is bordered with rich 
gold bullion fringe, with point d’spange 
heading. The fringe is seven inches 
deep.

Horrible Murder op a Young School­
mistress.—Miss Emma Numbers, 17 years 
old, a schoolmistress at Salem, Ind., was 
found murdered in the schoolhouse on 
the 28th February, by the scholars, who 
were first to arrive. A few miles east in 
Ohio is an immense forest that has long 
been the headquarters of a gang of cut­
throats against whom the law has been 
powerless. It is believed that some of 
these desperadoes, finding the little 
school-teacher alone in the schoolhouse, 
assaulted her and then murdered her. 
Besides smashing her skull,, the mur­
derers hacked off one .arm, cutout her 
tongue and pinned her to the floor with a 
dagger, which was driven through the 
neck.

WEALTHY AMERICANS.

The New York Star publishes the fol­
lowing account of wealthy Americans. 
It would probably be safe to discount the 
list fifty per cent :

Before the war there were very few men 
in the United States worth over $5,000,- 
(XX). Most of Stewart’s property was 
acquired during and since the war. Most 
of the men now worth ten millions were 
considered poor and honest twenty-five 
years ago. To-day W. H. Vanderbilt has 
$65,000,000 in United States bonds ; and 
is reported to hold some $50,000,000 in 
New York Central and Hudson River 
stock, $50,000,000 more in other railroads 
in this and other States, and a vast 
amount of real estate in this city. His 
property cannot amount to less than $200,- 
000,000, and probably is nearer $300,000,- 
000 than the former sum. He is, without 
question, the richest man on the globe 
to-day. He could buy any of the Roths­
childs, and still be the richest man in the 
world. And, unlike the rich men of Eng­
land—the Dukes of Bedford, Westmins­
ter, Argyll and Buccleub, who inherited 
their great estates—Vanderbilt's property 
has been accumulated in two gener­
ations, and most of it within thirty years. 
The case stands without a parallel in his­
tory.

It is a singular list of names that follow 
that of Vanderbildt in this catalogue. 
We take -each at his reputed valuation : 
Jay Gould, $100,000,000 ; Mackey, $50,- 
000,000: Crocker, $50,000,000; John Rock- 
afeller. of the Standard Oil Company, 
$40,000,000 ; C. P. Huntington, $20,000,-

Bank of Prince Edward Island.—An 
adjourned meeting of the stockholders of 
the Bank of P. E. Island was held on 
Wednesday, 15th inst. It was fairly 
attended. After considerable discùssion, 
the following resolution was carried unani­
mously :

Resolved, That it is the opinion of this 
meeting (should hereafter the Bank be in 
a position to declare a dividend) that a 
preferential dividend, equivalent to 5 per 
cent, interest, per annum on the sum ad­
vanced by each shareholder to enable the 
Bank to rosutne^ shall bo declared and 
paid to such stockholders before any 
other distribution of profits be made.

It was further decided that all the 
shareholders should immediately, or be­
fore the 20th inst., pay into the Bank the 
$40 per share agreed to be paid in by 
them ; as, without such payment, it would 
be impossible for the directors to judge as 
to the safety of resumption. All the 
speakers agreed as to the urgent neces­
sity of such immediate payment, it being 
distinctly understood that,,, should the 
Bank not resume business, such payment 
would ait once be returned. The meeting 
adjourned until Thursday, the 25th inst”

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The House again met at 2.30 in committee 
on the bill to legalize the Electors’ lists of 
Albert County for 1881, Mr. McLellan in the 
Chair, and the discussion was continued. 
Progress was reported with leave to sit again.

On the order of the day being called, the 
Hon. Provincial Secretary said that, in mov­
ing the House into Committee of Supply for 
the fourth time, he might say that never be­
fore had he felt more or as much pleasure on 
a similar occasion as in the present. He bad 
often referred to the relation of the Province 
to its internal affairs, as also to the depres­
sion prevailing here and elsewhere, and he 
would mention that the statement that this 
depression could have no effect on the reve­
nue of the country, as it was almost station­
ary, was unfounded in fact. By reference to 
the Report of the Auditor General and the es­
timates, it would be seen that $598,843.70 
was the estimated expenditure for 1881. He 
then went on to compare the estimates and 
expenditures. In the administration of jus­
tice the expenditures exceed the estimates by 
$821, and this would be found to arise prin­
cipally out of expenses in reporting the pro­
ceedings of the second division of the Su­
preme Court. The expenditures in bear 
bounties was less than the estimate. $10,752 
having been paid for 3.584 bears. The item 
of contingencies exceeds the estimate, and 
this item occasioned the Government a good 
deal of trouble. They had striven to reduce 
it, but it is now $4,700 in excess, but there 
are items in the Auditor General’s account 
(to which the opposition had referred) which 
were chargeable to the previous year, and 
some items still outstanding which might 
still further reduce it. However, the contin­
gencies for both branches would be about 
$12,000. The recent order in Council had 
not yet had a sufficiently fair trial to say 
whether the present sum of $10,000 for con­
tingencies was enough, and if it does not 
prove to be sufficient they would ask the 
House to increase the sum to $12,000, but 
would first give the new order a trial. There 
is also a small increase in Education in con­
nection with the University ; and $567 re­
mains undrawn for county school districts, 
but which has been applied since the close of 
the fiscal year for the benefit of the back set­
tlements. The small amount expended in 
connection with the Exhibition in St John in 
1881, $57, was for diplomas issued subse­
quently, and for two checks issued by the 
Department for prizes. He read the sessional 
expenses, and said the item of public health 
is $937 in excess of the estimate, which was 
due to the fact that emergencies arise when 
the public health must be secured at any cost, 
which no Government can foresee. The ex­
penditure for public printing is $702.07 in 
excess of the estimate ; and bye-roads 
was $9,927.49 in excess ; and the hon­
orable gentleman showed how this sum 
was made up in the grants^ to the various 
Counties. It had been the disposition of the 
Government, he said in this connection, to 
make the advances to hon gentlemen as large 
as possible, irrespective of parties, and to 
leave the matter of distribution in their own 
hands. He had asked them to pay up the 
outstanding amounts due on the by-road ser­
vice, and some had done so quite largely, 
while others had not been in a position to do 
so, but so long as the Government had the 
money they gave it freely. In the Depart­
ment of Public Works the balance of over- 
expenditure to the end of the fiscal year, 
1881, was $4,507.14, and he enumerated the 
services in which the money had been ex­
pended ; and there was a small amount due 
the Department. He thought the showing 
made exhibited good management, and com­
plimented the Chief Commissioner upon his 
charge of affairs. It was absolutely necessary 
for those who had preceded him in the Gov­
ernment to make certain large expenditures 
of money, And he thought that he - vas nowin a 
position to say that the time had come when 
he could assert that the ends justified 
the means then employed, and that 
their policy had been successfully carried 
out. He had never cast a word of aboloquy 
upon the management of the financial affairs 
of the Province by his hon friend, who had 
ever the good of the Province at heart. He 
said that it had been charged that the head 
of the Departments had formed themselves 
into a mutual admiration society, and each 
took every opportunity of lauding what the 
others did, but if the accounts of the Depart­
ment of the Surveyor Gen did not mirror forth 
a state of affairs that gave cause for admir­
ation in the managemeut of the same, no 
accounts ever did, and he defied the Opposi­
tion to say or point out anything to the con­
trary. He then went into details of the 
Crown Lands accounts. If there was any 
policy of the Government which public 
opiuion endorsed more than anotner, it was 
the policy in regard to the agricultural affairs 
of the Province The hon Mr Wedderburn 
then took up some time in apologising for his 
holding the presidency of the Board of Agri­
culture, and in explaining, said it was “purely 
accidental.” He arrogated to himself no 
credit for the present position of agricultural 
affairs in this Province, and while mildly 
appreciating his own labors, attributed it to 
the cumulative policy or the efficient manage­
ment of the Board of Agriculture. He then 
traced the establishment of the stock farm 
from the time the grant of $10,000 was made 
until it became a tangible fact. It had been 
held, he said, that it was not approved of by 
the agriculturists of this Province, aud that 
the Provincial Farmer's Association had de­
clared against it. If he remembered aright, 
this Association, the opinion of which was 
worthy of respect and had always received 
the consideration of the Government, was for 
an agricultural college, a preliminary step 
to the stock farm. It was true that memo­
rials laid been presented for an agricultu­
ral college and model farm, but the ques­
tion that hail arisen for the consideration 
of the Government was would it not be better 
give the stock farm and when the finances pf 
the Province warranted the expenditure 

I establish the model farm and agricultural 
" college. The Farmer's Association approved 

of the stock farm but wanted the two other 
things also as preliminary steps leading up 
to it. The last meeting of the Association 
was not in favor of changing the representa­

tion of the Board of Agriculture which was 
a mark of confidence. The hon gentlem out­
lined the steps leading up to the last im­
portation of stock and its connection with 
the stock farm, and in speaking of the efforts 
of the Government to secure improved stock, 
said that in 1875 an importation of stock 
had been made which had cost $21,147.
It had been sold for $15,382, which was 
a loss of $5,265. There was an importa­
tion of sheep in 1878, in which there was 
a loss of 15 per cent.: and an importation 
of seed in 1879. He then made a de­
tailed statement of the cost and expenses 
attached to the last importation of stock, 
which had amounted to $15,298.73. The 
sale of this stock realized over $5,000, 
which was enough to bring it within a 
small figure of the Legislative grant, which 
was still accounted for in the stock farm 
in King’s County. Thus they had pur­
chased $15,000 worth of stock and paid 
all extra expenditures, and still had the 
$10,000 grant as represented by the stock 
farm. The loss occasioned by the death 
of sheep on shipboard was $600, and it 
had been held that they should have 
been insured, but he would answer this 
by stating that the demand of the in­
surance companies to cover the risk was 
so great that it proved to be more than 
the loss of the sheep amounted to, so the 
policy of assuming the risk had been a 
wise one. The history of stock farms in 
the Dominion and United States showed 
that they were successful,and he cited the 
present condition. of the P. E. Island 
farm in support of the statement. Private 
importations could not supply the de­
mand for improved stock, and he held 
that the policy of the Government had 
met with the signal and he could almost 
say unanimous support of the agricultur­
ists of the Province. The Board of Agri­
culture was a representative body, and 
their being returned again to office show­
ed that the people were in sympathy 
with their action in this connection, and 
the Government seeing the feeling of the 
country was in favor of a stock farm had 
felt warranted in making the expendi­
ture and in now asking the House to 
ratify their action. The House, in pass­
ing the address in reply to the speech, had 
almost unanimously ratified the section 
upholding the position of the Govern­
ment in this connection, and then it 
became not the action of the Govern­
ment but of the House, and of the people 
and through their representatives. The 
receipts had very nearly reached the 
estimated figure as had also the ter­
ritorial revenue, and the hon. gentleman 
went on to compare the estimated and 
actual receipts for the past year. 'The 
Government had from time to time felt 
very seriously the time of depression, 
and the argument had been advanced 
that as the revenue of the Province was 
almost stationary it could have no effect 
upon it. He went on ;o show that this 
was not so holding that in such times 
school loans, involving large amounts, 
and other matters could not be collected. 
By forced collections they could have 
made but very small deficits and in a few 
years shown a surplus, but they had 
preferred to wait. With better times 
things had changed, and they could now 
show a surplus. They had believed in 
laying out the money rather than locking 
it up in the public chest to make a 
surplus showing. He outlined what they 
had expended in Public Works—the 
Suspension Bridge, exhibition building, 
and Provincial Lunatic Asylum in St. 
John ; the Model School, the exhibition 
building and the Parliament Building in 
Fredericton ; the bridge at Grand Falls, 
school houses in various parts of the 
Province, and the redemption of deben­
tures had amounted to the sum of 
$200,000. All these were permanent 
public works which would increase in 
value. But there are other expenses, 
and among them some extraordinary 
ones—the grant to the sufferers by the 
fire of June 1877 in St. John of $25,000, 
with the expenses of an extra session 
entailed thereby amounting to $7,000 ; 
$5,000 expenses on • Rodney wharf 
Carleton, St. John ; special Legislative 
Committees $3,000 ; expenses of the 
Vice-Regal visit $16,000 and Crown Lands 
$50,000, the whole swelling to a grand 
total of $300,000, and yet they are taunted 
with having had a deficit now and then. 
They had not cramped the expenditures 
in hard times, but had gone on with them 
for the good of the Province. They did 
not say to the school, if you are poor, we 
are poor ; the Government look out for 
themselves ; do not call upon Hercules, 
but help yourselves. They had raised 
and maintained the credit of the Province 
both in and out of it, unblemished and 
untarnished. The Government had found 
no difficulty in raising a loan to put up 
the Parliament Building when the finan 
cial affairs of the Province were laid before 
the banking institutions. A few years 
ago the debentures brought but par, 
while at present they commanded 7 per 
cent, premium, and some of the latest 
issue had brought 4 per cent, in St. John. 
Did this prove that the country had gone 
down ? No, for the credit of the Province 
in the money market stood higher at pre­
sent than ever it had before or since 
Confederation. He also contended that the 
present concensus of the public opinion 
in favor of the Government in making 
provision for railways was but another ex­
pression of public confidence in the finan­
cial stability of the Province. He then 
called attention to and compared the ex­
penditure of various years, and said there 
was $5,513.25 surplus in 1880 against an

over-expenditure in the years preceding, 
and in 1881 the surplus was $22,815.51, 
leaving a balance against on Oct 31st, ’81, 
of $20,097, contrasted with $48,526 balance 
against in 1879! and they had redeemed 
debentures at the rate of $10,000 per 
annum. This was an exhibit which they 
had a right to ask the House to assent to, 
and not assert that they had been going 
on recklessly. It was desirable to keep 
down permanent debt, but for what that 
debt was contracted should always be 
taken into consideration if its propor­
tions were large. The editor of the News, 
he held, had laid down this doctrine in 
the issue of the 25th ult., in discussing 
Dominion politics, and as the principle 
was surely applicable in all cases, he 
would adopt it. [The hon. gentleman 
read the article from the News and made 
some comments on it in a tone of banter, 
and as such they were received.] He 
then went on to deal with the estimated 
receipts for the current year from the 
Dominion Government, and went into the 
details of the estimated receipts. He ex 
plained the item of expense in connec­
tion with the Halifax Exhibition, and 
"aid the sum set down for the stock farm 
was the estimated running expenses for 
the year. The sum of $35,000 was asked 
for the Provincial Lunatic Asylum, in­
stead of the $26,000 last year, as the 
maintenance of the present building 
was insufficient, and the support of the 
new wing had to be considered. This 
sum would also cover some small balances 
which had come over. The Government 
think the sum of $16,000 will complete 
this new wing, and this amount had been 
set down. The expenses of the coming 
election had been put down at $6,000. 
In concluding, he hoped he had made 
clear and complete his review of the past 
operations ot the Government and the 
present position of the Province ; he had 
striven to -do so, though some may chal­
lenge his statements. He had yet un­
limited faith in the people of the Prov­
ince and their financial ability to do, and, 
although hard times may interfere with 
the smooth current of financial prosperity, 
he had no doubt but what, whosoever 
may hold the seats they now occupy, 
they would have no difficulty in carrying 
on legislation, and that the Province 
would be able to meet any new policy in 
regard to the management of its finances 
they may inaugurate.

The hon. gentleman took his seat amid 
loud applause, and the continuation of 
the debate was adjourned until Wednes­
day afternoon at 2.30.

Mr. McManus introduced a bill to em­
power the Messrs. Stewart to put a boom 
across the Tatamagouche River, and pre­
sented the usual petition praying that it 
may pass and become law.

House adjourned until Wednesday 
morning at 10 o’clock.

The debate on the motion that Mr. 
Speaker leave the chair was continued 
on Wednesday afternoon.

Mr. Black said that in calling the at­
tention of the House to the matter of 
great importance brought before it by 
the Hon. Provincial Secretary yesterday 
afternoon—a matter which he might de­
fine as the life element of the Province_
the financial state and the management 
of the affairs of the Province—he might 
not hope to do full justice to the subject 
after the eloquent address delivered by 
that hon. gentlemen. But while the 
Hon. Provincial Secretary was always 
eloquent and he (Black) always liked to 
hear him speak, he thought toat when 
the innate merits of the case were con­
sidered, it would be found that as much 
depended on them as on the merits of 
tne plea advanced by him. The Provin­
cial Secretary felt in a much more com­
fortable and confident mood on this occa­
sion of moving the House into Committee 
of Supply than he had on some former 
occasions, and comforted himself on hav­
ing turned deficits into surpluses, and if 
this comfortable feeling was founded on 
the merits of the case no one on the 
Government side of the House would go 
in more heartily in the rejoicing than he. 
He did not believe the Province was on 
the verge of bankruptcy and had never 
said so, and althougtt such an imputation 
had been thrown across the floors of the 
House at him he entertained no such 
opinion. It was the duty of the Govern­
ment to look into the. future and to so 
guide the affairs of the present that no 
cause for censure may arise on the part 
of those who may hold the reigns of 
Government hereafter. It may be 
that there is something in the sur­
roundings at present which may 
have exhilarated the Hon. Provincial 
Secretary, and produced in him the 
comfortable and confident mood in which 
he spoke, and certainly the surroundings 
were of a character to produce such pn 
effect. It was the first budget speech in 
the new building, the first session of this 
House in it and the last session of the 
House itself, and from this point on the 
parliamentery history of the Province 
would be writen from a new standpoint. 
He would speak of the form of the 
opening of this new building, which was 
under the control of the Government, 
and when we remember the old House 
which was destroyed by fire, we must 
also call to mind those legislators and 
conservators of the interests of this 
Province who had made their first 
speeches within its walls and had grown 
up in it and become the leading minds 
and first statesmen of the Province and 
an honor to the country and the personnel

of past Provincial Parliaments. Under 
these circumstances he thought that 
there should have been a different 
kind of an opening. It should have 
been an appeal to the intellect­
ual being—an appeal to the head 
rather than to the feet. (Laughter). There 
should have been a gathering of the 
representative men of the Province and 
the orator of the occasion—and in this 
connection the hon. gentleman made a 
graceful reference to the eloquence and 
oratorical power of the Provincial Secre­
tary and said he could call to mind no 
one fitter for this purpose—should have 
presented a retrospective glance at the 
past history of the building, and of the 
chief statesmen with their words and 
works, honors and achievements and all 
these grouped together would have given 
us an inducement and incentive to a 
higher life than the manner of opening 
which had taken place. It would have 
commemorated our great men and their 
intrinsic worth, and a record would have 
been handed down to posterity which 
would have been much more valuable to 
them than one of the actual means 
employed, for this is a time of intellectual 
activity and there should have been a 
record of the old building and the men 
whose personal history is connected with 
it filed away in the archives of the 
Province with that of the opening of the 
new. This was his opinion and he was 
willing to sustain the responsibility of it. 
There were many acts and phases of acts 
of the Government of which he could 
approve,'but there were many others he 
must criticise and some which he be­
lieved might have been obviated. The 
first item mentioned by the Hon. Prov­
incial Secretary which did not meet with 
his approval was that of the Contingen t 
account which had exceeded the estimate 
by about 50 per cent The amount set 
down for Contingencies was $10,000 and 
when the Provincial Secretary, in asking 
for this sum, had said that it was a 
question for the House to decide whether 
this sum was sufficient or not he agreed 
with him. But when we look at the 
working of the departments of the Gov­
ernment we find that the word “ Con­
tingencies” has now a significance that 
differs widely from its origination, and at 
present means a system by which any­
thing that cannot be put in any other 
of the public accounts, is placed in the 
contingent aocount, and if there is any­
thing that might seem out of place or 
time, it is held over for a year and 
then appears in the contingencies. A 
glance into the contingent account re­
veals many curious things, which affect 
the heads of departments considerably, 
and it was this extravagance in the de­
partments that had caused the account 
to overrun the estimate, and the liberality 
in this connection of the heads of depart­
ments themselves. There were many 
things that should be remedied, and he 
did not intend to ask for anything but 
what was right and just in making his 
argument for redress of these extrava­
gances. Take, for instance, the office of 
the Receiver General, and we find such 
items in the contingent account as boot 
blacking, cork screws, and pocket knives 
at $1.50 each. On finding such items as 
these he could not help thinking that it 
was best to go back to first principles. 
In 1880 the opposition had complained 
very justly of the great expense of tele­
graphing, and the Provincial Secretary 
had promised that it should be remedied, 
but in 1881 we find another large sum for 
telegraphing, of which $107 was from an 
outlying station immediately under the 
control of the Hon. Surveyor General, 
and appeared in the accounts of the de­
partment under the head of contingencies 
as if it were a regular thing. This should 
not be so. The hon. gentleman referred 
to the general character of the manner 
of keeping the accounts, and said that 
things should be plainly and fairly put, 
so that even “ he who runs may read.” 
Whatever may be the showing made by 
the report of the Auditor General on the 
public accounts, whether it was a surplus 
or a deficit, he would show that these ac­
counts were utterly worthless as showing a 
true state of the condition of the affairs 
of this Province. (Hear, hear). This was 
a bold statement to make, and it might 
appear reckless, but it was so. Take the 
accounts for 1880, and we find that the 
sum of $60,000 was borrowed and placed 
to the credit of the Province to make the 
balance on the right side; and in 1881 
$45,000 was borrowed and placed in the 
accounts for the purpose of showing that 
the amount of over $17,000 was to the 
credit of the Province then and there. 
And this is the manner in which the sur 
pluses are made. Under confederation 
we receive a subsidy from the Dominion 
Government, which is paid semi-annually 
in January and July, and when we draw 
this semi-annual payment on the first day 
of January or July in any year, we then 
receive all the money that shall mature 
due to us for the next six months, 
and if we reach over and draw from 
ahead of that we are borrowing from the 
future—which is just like a man obtain­
ing advances on his salary and continuing 
until some day he drops off, and his es­
tate is found to be badly insolvent. This 
should not be. He could not go further 
in this discussion as he had not the data 
to do so. He would have been provided, 
but the returns he had asked for had not 
been brought down, and these returns 
would have shown the true financial con­
dition of the Province. Then there is 
the balance sheet, which ought to pre­

sent a statement of facta more es­
pecially as it had the signature of the 
Receiver General as a voucher tor its 
verity. We have a statement of the 
amounts received up to the first of July 
next, which is not due yet, but merely 
maturing due, and yet we have it. Thus 
in this account we have drawn all that is 
due us up to the first of July next. There 
is a balance struck, and we find that 
there is $46,846.99 in the Peoples’ Bank, 
and the amount of cash in the hands of 
the Receiver General $370.90, which gives 
a total of $47,235.89, to our credit. Could 
they call that a balance sheet of this Pro­
vince; does the Government expect us 
to accept it as such, and do they as ac­
countants submit it as a balance sheet. 
He did not cry out against the financial 
standing of the Province, but against this 
system, which should be changed in the 
interests of the people of this Province. 
On the same day and under the same 
date there was laid upon the table of the 
House by the Department of Public 
Works a check account on the Peoples’ 
Bank showing $56,000 drawn by the Board 
of Works or $8,000 more than the bal­
ance alleged to be in hand, none of which 
sums had been shown in the balance. 
The result of all this is that we have 
not a dollar on hand practically speaking 
and cannot get a cent of money unless 
there is some small amount from territor­
ial revenue, or from mining licenses, or 
from the fees of the Provincial Secretary’s 
office. But this is not all. What next 7 
One of the purposes of this fine building 
in which we now are is to maintain and 
preserve the dignity of the institutions of 
the country, but what it has cost from 
the time the first stone was laid until its 
completion, does not appear in the bal­
ance sheet, or in the accounts, or against 
any fund. We have the building, but 
the people do not know what it has cost 
nor do we, their representatives. All we 
know is that the sum of $60,000 was bor­
rowed for this purpose from ttie 
Bank of New Brunswick under 
authority of the • Legislature. It 
did not appear where the balance of the 
money had come from ; and he held that 
when the accounts were submitted to the 
House they should be made in such a 
manner that they could be understood. 
He did not think *hat the statement 
made ' by the Hon. Provincial Secretary, 
that the Government had turned deficits 
into surpluses could be sustained. A 
leading feature in the address delivered 
by the Hon. Provincial Secretary was the 
new departure in agriculture, and he had 
dwelt upon it because perhaps he felt 
that it was the weakest point in the Gov­
ernment armour, and surely he had de­
fended it with all his eloquence. This he 
did, and may have made an impression 
on the minds of some hon. gentlemen 
who were already biassed in favor of the 
scheme, but that he had sustained or jus­
tified the policy of the Government in re­
gard to it could not be claimed. A grant of 
$10,000 had been askéd and obtained for 
the importation of stock under former 
conditions, but a departure in its use was 
made. The Provincial Secretary says 
that the Board of Agriculture was his 
authority for this action, but when it was 
done the stock farm scheme was not very 
mucii discussed, and some had held that 
a model farm and agricultural college was 
asked for. He quoted the statement 
made by the Provincial Secretary, that 
hon. members, in assenting to the section 
of the Address in reply to the Speech 
referring to the stock farm, had endorsed 
the scheme of the Government, and said 
that the fact that no one had dissented 
from it or the grant could not be taken as 
an adhesion to the policy of the Govern­
ment, as it was understood that the mat­
ter would come up again. He held that 
the argument advanced by the Provincial 
Secretary that it was right and judicious 
that the Government should do this, in 
support of which he cited the order in 
Council, setting forth facts in connection 
with the Prince Edward Island stock 
farm, was wrong, as the Order in Council 
did not show an analogous position of 
affaire. There was dissatisfaction in the 
Province with the stock farm. The paper 
agriculturists had alone favored the 
scheme, not the solid agriculturists who 
cultivate their farms and raise stock, and 
he would challenge the statements made 
in this connection. He referred to the 
steps taken by private enterprise'in tht 
direction of improved stock, and said 
that since 1867 there had been entered 
in the New Brunswick Herd Book 1,000 
head of thoroughbred stock, outside of 
importations made by the Government, 
while within the several Societies there 
was the nucleus for large herds of im­
proved stock. This being the case, any 
action on the part of the Government 
should have rather been to encourage 
and not wipe out and discourage these far­
mers. The Hon. Attorney General, in 
speaking of the reply to the Speech, had 
stated as one of the things justifying the 
action of the Government in regal'd to 
"the stock farm was the fact that the 
newspapers of the Province had support­
ed it. He would admit that the editor of 
a newspaper could educate public opinion 
up to a certain point, but he could not 
see how an editor living in the city could 
be in a position to give the views of the 
agriculturists correctly. Then the editor 
of papers were often animated by various 
considerations, either personally or 
through party politics, and he said this 
with all due respect. The solid farmers 
who had written or spoken in favor of 
the stock farm could not be found. He

then read an extract from the Farmer's 
Advocate, of London, Ont., which was 
edited by a practical man, and which 
stated that the Government stock farm 
had a crushing effect on private enter­
prise in regard to stock-importing, and 
that any good that had been done could 
could be traced to individual effort and 
enterprise. [The same paper stated that a 
stock farm would he of no benefit if estab­
lished in New Brunswick.] We find al o 
that what the farmers asked for was an ag­
ricultural college and model farm, and hi 1 
got something they had not asked fo 
This stock farm would be placed in direct 
competition with every farmer in the Pm- 
vince. The young stock raised on ihe farm 
would be sold annually, and the figur s 
rule low under a Government sale, as people 
expect to get boons from them, and thus the 
farmersVouId find themselves placed in a 
disastrous competition with the funds of the 
country. The Provincial Secretary had sa'd 
that they had supplied the demand of the 
the coun'ry with $5,000 worth of stoc’ , 
while they had imported $15,000 worth. 
But t le real reason the demand was so sma 11 
at the sale last fall was that the inferior 
animals only were sold, the best being placed 
on the farm and it was plainly to be seen 
that farmers would not buy the inferior 
animal to compete with provincial funds and 
the superior animals. That this was all they 
could sell—that this is all the demand the - e 
was—shows that farmers do fear and resent 
the action of Government in the matter. He 
had corresponded with leading gentlemen i i 
Ontario. Quebec and Prince Edward Island, 
and they state that the Government stocV 
farms have a disastrous effect upon privât : 
enterprise. He held that the Government, 
when about to make this new departuri, 
which they had deemed advisable, should 
have laid the scheme before the House before 
actually embarking on it. The leading agri­
culturists of the country could then bav ; 
been heard on the floor of the House by peti­
tion, and the body of intelligence thus re­
ceived would have guided and shaped th : 
final result. This was a slur on the business 
ability of the people, as there were farmer! 
in the country with enough means and capi­
tal to supply the demand for stock. It is 
assumed by the Provincial Secretary that 
the annual running expenses will be $3,000. 
This, with the interest on the capital, $500. 
will make $3,500. It would have been bet­
ter had they made schedules for 
herds of cattle of different breeds and 
offered this sum of $3,500 in prizes, as then 
they would have had a score or more prom­
inent farmers working up stock farms, 
in various parts of the country in 
competitive rivalry. This scheme, instead 
of helping and stimulating agricultural 
affairs, would render the farmers indifferent, 
as they would not enter into competition 
with the Government. The result would 
have been different had tbe Legislature been 
consulted, and the voice of the people heard 
in the matter.

He next called the attention of the House 
to the statement made by the Provincial Se­
cretary, that he had changed deficits into 
surpluses, as shew»by the comparison of the 
receipts and expenditures of the years 1879 
and 1881, made by that hon. gentleman 
Taking his figures, the net revenue for 1880 
was $615,284, and the expenditure amounted 
to $609,671, which left a balance surplus of 
$5,613. If this was so it was a matter for 
congratulation, but to have correctly pre­
sented the balance on the year’s re­
ceipts and expenditures, he should have 
said that the old Parliament building had 
been burned and $8,078, the insurance on it, 
had been considered as net revenue, when it 
was not revenue, but merely the result of 
accident and which changed the bal­
ance rod showed an over expenditure on year 
of $2,463. He hoped that it would be a long 
time before it should occur again, that the 
Parliament building would have to be burned 
to make a surplus, or rather that some time 
would elapse before the Government of the 
country would be assisted in declaring a sur­
plus by such an untoward event as the de­
struction of the Legislative buildings- Then 
there were the moneys resulting from the 
sale of public lands in 1880, $17,000 ; and 
when these two exceptional items of revenue 
were considered, there were really no surplus 
but a deficit in the net revenue for 1880 of 
$19,465. Our financial condition is not pre­
sented here as it is. The surplus he claims 
for 1881 of $22,815 is approximating to a fact, 
but is not it. The fact is, we have received 
from the increased per capita subsidy $13,000, 
which is an advance. The premiums on 
provincial bonds, sold on R. R. subsidy 
account amounting to $4,312, had 
been made a matter of revenue, and the bonds 
charged to permanent debt. Surely these 
premiums were not a matter of estimated 
revenue. There were two other sources of 
exceptional revenue in this year. There was 
the proceeds sales of public lands, $19,472, 
but in the year 1879, there were no sales. 
The other exceptional item was the revenue 
received from mining licenses, with which 
comparison is made, was far in excess 
of the revenue from this source in previous 
years. The year before it amounted 
to but some $200, while this year it 
brought in $4,300. Thus we have from 
these sources of exceptional revenue 
$40,784, and when this sum is considered the 
Hon Provincial Secretary will find the bal­
ance again changes sides and shows over ex­
penditure of revenue from regular annual re­
ceipts. The facts have been presented called 
for governmental change in management of 
departments of the Province. The resources 
of the country should be husbanded, the 
heads of the departments in harmony and 
the accounts presented iu such a manner fas 
would be satisfactiry to any man of busi­
ness. The whole system of accounts should 
be such as would place the affairs of this 
Province in one account, so that auy one 
taking it up could readily comprehend the 
financial condition of just such a 
balance as any ordinary business man would 
have his book-keeper make up at the eud of 
the year. From time to time we have these 
blue books laid before the country setting 
forth that such is the condition of public 
affairs at some particular date, but it is a 
deception, and all that we get appertaining 
the true financial condition of the country as 
shown by the public accounts, gives no 
correct and reliable showing. There is no 
showing of the account between Provincial
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and Dom. Governments ; there is no showing 
of the account with the People’s and other 
Banks; no showing of the expenditure in 
connection with the construction of this 
Parliament building, said to have cost 
$120,000; nor is there any proof that 
accounts. existing prior to October 
are all in, in fact we know they 
a.e not. No matter how skilled an 
accountant a man may be it would be im­
possible for him to take up the public 
accounts and make up at any given time a 
statement of the actual condition ef -the 
affairs of this Province ; for the accounts 
before this House and the country do not 
show facts by which the exact or a reason­
ably. approximate condition financially 
could be ascertained. He called upon the 
Government to make some change in 
this connection, and pointed out that 
it was a matter that was entirely 
within their own hands. They would 
not have to ask the House to sanction this 
new departure, although he did not think 
that this would be deemed an obstacle in view 
of their action in the case of another new de­
parture—that of the stock farm. He would 
not attempt to strike a balance for himself 
out of the mass of accounts before the House. 
That would be impossible ; but he would 
call attention to one of the many announced 
yet unfblfilled intentions of the Govern­
ment. An honorable gentleman who 
controls a newspaper, and from his 
seat on the Government benches speaks in 
their behalf, had announced in his paper of 
March last, shortly after the prorogation of 
this House, that the Government was about 
to inaugurate a policy of economy that would 
be of material benefit to the country. He 
then read a portion from the St. John Daily 
Telegraph of March 30th, 1881, a statement 
that the coach hired for the use of the mem' 
bers was to be done away with. This he 
thought was a good thing, as members were 
able to pay for their own coaching ; but he 
remarked. that as this item still ap­
peared in the estimates, if the hon 
gentleman had been taken into the confi­
dence of the Government—and he (Black) 
thought at the time that he had been—he 
had been either misinformed or had misappre­
hended the facts or the Government 
had failed to carry out their in­
tention. In concluding, he said he 
had faith in the people of the country and 
faith in its resources, and believed that the 
people would have more faith in the Govern­
ments when they should see subterfuge and 
deception abandoned and ability and frank­
ness instead, in the presentmentof all public 
documents. The revenues of the Province,if 
wisely, judiciously and economically con­
trolled, may be made not only to maintain 
and develop the country’s resources, but also 
to extend and improve the facilities for the 
further and greater accommodation of the 
people through the ways and means 
of the powers vested in this Legislature. 
He asked and contended for retrenchment 
and economy in the maintenance of the Gov­
ernment. The Government has charge of all 
public affairs, and while meeting the engage­
ments of the present should studiously and 
effectually guard and prepare for the future ; 
and instead of disposing of the public lands 
for trifling sums and converting the product 
into current revenue, should with true fore­
sight mark well the coming time when all 
all the lands of this country, and the pro­
ducts thereof, would be greatly more valua­
ble. Hon. gentlemen had referred to their 
coming back after the election. On this 
subject as on all else pertaining to our future 
there was much doubt but who ever should 
be returned by the people, he hoped they 
would come back like giants refreshed with 
new wine, intellectually and fully prepared 
to discharge their duties as representatives 
of the people, honorably, independently, 
and in generous rivalry each with the other 
in the interest of the country. (Loud ap­
plause).

MR. LANDRY.

The Hon. Chief Commissioner said he 
had followed with interest and great 
pleasure the remarks of his hon. colleague; 
lie said with pleasure, as some of his re- 
awrks coincided with his own views. In dis­
cussing the question it would be difficult 
far him to take up the items of revenue 
and expenditure that had been dealt 
with by the hon. gentleman, as he had 
not had the time to look over the figures. 
He (Black) had opened his address with 
* reference to our surroundings, and he 
Ifcought it was fit and proper that all should 
«to this on the first session in the new 
building. No one had felt more than he 
had the responsibility of the building for 
the past year and a half. He had taken 
» stand on the matter in the House which 
he had felt might have been used against 
him in his own county, if the better judg­
ment of his constituents did not come to 
his relief. He felt that at the time a 
strong effort was being made to prevent 
the location of the building here in Fred­
ericton, and thought that the promoters

that scheme had in view the removal 
at the site rather than the expenditure 
ef the people’s money in some other dis­
trict. He had voted as his best judg­
ment called on him to do, and since then 
the responsibility had weighed upon him. 
Iffiis feeling had subsided now, and he 
tioubted if it could be again aroused with 
tiie same power and to the same extent, 
as the better judgment of the people had 
prevailed. He was sorry that the infor­
mation in regard to the cost of the build- 
fag was not on hand, and could assure his 
bon.colleague they had not been held back 
for any purpose. They would be brought 
down perhaps before this debate was 
dosed and he thought that the expense 
would not be thought excessive, although 
he certainly expected that some of the 
items would be criticized. Surroundings 
certainly have an influence, and our 
present surroundings should have a 
dignifying influence. He felt this digni­
fying influence, and hoped that his 
actions had always exemplified this 
feeling. There was a certain amount of 
dignity to be kept up, and he thought 
that on comparing other public buildings

throughout the Province with the present 
one—say some of the school buildings— 
it would be found that they had not gone 
beyond what the people would endorse in 
supporting that dignity. When the 
Provincial Secretary had made the state­
ment that we were in a better financial 
condition to-day than ever before he had 
facts to bear him out. In the last year we 
make a better showing, as would be seen 
by comparing revenue and expenditure, 
than we have for many years back, and 
he had felt justified in his remarks in 
laying these facts before the House. He 
could find no fault with certain remarks 
of his hon. colleague in regard to the 
management of certain departments as 
it was his privilege and his duty to make 
them. It was a high compliment to the 
Government to say after having gone 
through all the blue books that the only 
fault that could be found wis, that the 
system of book-keeping was deceptive. 
There were some things the hon. gentle­
man said he could not speak of positively 
as the books did not enable him to arrive 
at a conclusion in regard to them. Why 
did he not say that he knows himself that 
there has been extravagance from having 
watched the departments, but as the 
books were deceptive, he could not 
show it? But he did not say this. 
In his contention in regard to mining li­
censes, he had forgotten that they had 
redeemed a large amount of debentures, 
and while they were rolling up the debt 
on the one hand, they were endeavoring 
to keep it down on the other. The Gov­
ernment was actually paying off the very 
debt to which he had iound exception. 
There was the matter of the insurance on 
the old Parliament buildings, which the 
hon. gentleman had referred to. He 
would say that there were large expenses 
connected with the affairs of the house at 
that time which had used this up. It was 
overlooked also that, while there had been 
these exceptional revenues, there had 
also been exceptional expenses. The 
mining lands of the country were becom­
ing a source of much revenue, and it was 
a new industry which the progress of the 
country had developed. He hoped they 
would keep on increasing in revenue 
from year to year. This would be for the 
benefit of the country, and would awaken 
our own people and turn the eyes of out 
siders towards our resources of minerals. 
The Government did not take the credit 
of this, and if it did not speak well for the 
Government it would for the country, and 
he hoped they would long continue to 
receive an increased revenue from mining 
licenses. It was a matter of congratula­
tion if by the balance sheet they could 
prove a better condition of affairs in the 
Province. He attacked Mr. Blair on the 
score of his prophesying the downfall of 
the present Government, and said he be­
lieved he was sincere when he had spoken 
in 1879. The position of the Government 
to-day was a gratifying thing. The Gov­
ernment was not in a worse state, it was 
in a better state. The accounts are in a 
better condition, and we have a larger 
balance on hand than there was in 1879, 
although his hon. friend says that this is 
not a true balance. He outlined 
his own action in connection with 
the management of the department 
of Public Works, and the policy of 
economy he had followed until he had 
obtained full control of the Department. 
Since then they had gone into new enter­
prises, put up bridges and repaired others. 
He contrasted the expenditure in the 
past before he came in office, when the 
over-expenditures were enormous, parti­
cularly under the Emergency Act, with 
the over-expenditure for the past year, 
which he held was small, and had amount­
ed to only $1,000 in the large item of 
great roads and bridges, and he had been 
able to maintain the full efficiency of the 
Department. He would take no credit 
for this ; it was his duty to do so, as he 
was paid to do the work by the people. 
He had been assisted by the other gentle­
men in the Government, and in some in­
stances by hon. gentlemen in the Oppo­
sition. He did not profess to say that 
the Department was unassailable by 
criticism, and he did not court it. He 
held that whatever criticism may be given 
it, it could not be shown that there had 
been scandal, or that there had been any 
favoritism shown. Some things had cost 
more than was estimated, and he was pre­
pared to defend all his acts since 1878, 
and also to sustain all his own acts and of 
those under him as right under the cir 
cumstances happening. He had never 
looked upon governments as being for 
the purpose of economising in order to 
have sums of money merely to make a 
surplus showing, but for the purpose of 
administering the-public money wisely 
and for the benefit of the people of the 
country. It had not been shown where 
there had been a cent of the people’s 
money misapplied, unless we thus inter­
preted his hon. colleague’s strictures in 
the expenditures for the stock farm. He 
was not a farmer, and was not able to dis­
cuss this freely ; but he would say that 
his hon. friend had gone too far when he 
he had said that the Government was not 
warranted in making this expenditure. 
The hon. gentleman had said that he was 
in favor of the grant for an importation of 
stock, and the sentiment of the House 
was that this $10,000 grant for stock was 
a wise expenditure. The hon. gentleman 
had also said that the grant was for the pur­
chase of stock to spread among the people, 
and not for a stock farm, and his main ob­
jection to the farm was that it interfered 
with the' legitimate rights of private im­

porters. Why had not the hon. gentleman 
used this argument against importation of 
stock for distribution throughout the 
country? The principle applied with 
equal force, and in this case, he thought, 
with even greater force, and contended 
in support of this that thft interference 
would have been greater Jjael tjie whole 
quantity of the stock imported been sold 
and distributed over the Province instead 
of only a portion of it, and the balance plac 
ed on the stock farm when it was establish­
ed. The hon. gentleman did not tell us 
how many people were importing stock, 
who they were that the Government 
were interfering with, what amount of 
stock had been imported, and what 
capital had been embarked in the enter­
prise. He contended further with the 
argument that the stock farm injured 
and interfered with private enterprise in 
this connection, and -defended the far­
mers from this imputation. He could not 
speak in regard to the Prince Edward 
Island stock farm as he had no informa­
tion on the subject ; but he understood 
that the circumstances there were differ­
ent from those here, and the condi­
tions of that country 20 years ago when 
the stock farm there had failed must 
have been very different from those of 
the present day. He thought the reports 
from the Island were in favor of the stock 
farm at present, and said large quantities 
of horses were brought every year from 
Prince Edward Island and taken into the 
United States for sale, and if the figures 
of the number were collected they would 
astonish the House. If tiBls wàs due to 
the stock farm, it was a justification of 
the establishment of the stqck farm in 
this Province, and if it was due to private 
enterprise it showed that the farm had 
not interfered with the private breeders 
to any great extent. He could well under­
stand why the hon. gentlemen of the 
Opposition had held that the mattre 
should have been laid before the Legis­
lature. He then went on to show that 
the Government had acted on the views 
of the people in this respect, and in 
arguing in justification of the Govern­
ment’s action said that when they could 
not get the opinion of the people’s 
representatives in the House in time, 
they had taken the best expression of 
public opinion they could find and had 
acted upon it. He believed that the 
course taken by the Government in this 
connection was endorsed by the people 
and leading agriculturists of the Province. 
There might be some who object because 
their own private ends might have been 
better served. He expressed the hope 
that the Government would be able to 
sell yearly large quan titles of stock, and 
that the people would be convinced that 
the stock could be raised more cheaply 
at home than by sending abroad and 
purchasing it as occasion may Require. 
In view of the, fact that he would be 
followed by others who would deal with 
the matter of the figures mentioned by 
the hon. gentleman he would not touch 
upon them to any great extent. From 
the scope of the hon. gentleman’s address 
he inferred that he had been enabled to 
take up the very books with which he 
had found so much fault and show how 
he would manage the affairs of the 
Province,and he contended that the books 
were not got up for the purpose of 
deceiving anyone or concealing anything, 
but that they showed the exact state of 
the affairs of this Province. The Govern­
ment had tried to give the fullest in­
formation asked for on any subject. In 
regard to the balance sheet to 16th Feb. 
that had been laid before the House 
he said that it had been brought 
down in concurrence with a passage in 
the Governor’s speech, and was to remedy 
the system which had heretofore only 
given a statement of affairs down to the 
31 st October in the year preceding the one 
in which the session is held. The account 
of contingencies had been spoken of, and 
it was large, but it would not be found 
that that part which came under the con­
trol of the Government was1' ekcéèsive. 
The legislative contingent expenses came 
within the control of the House, and he 
pointed out that the postage and tele­
graphing bills were large,and thought that 
something should be done to curtail 
them. He outlined the steps that had 
been taken in regard to telegraphing, to 
reduce the expenses, and said this would 
be noticed in comparing the figures of 
the accounts for a few years back. The 
matter of postage was discussed by the 
hon. gentleman, and he said that efforts 
had been made by the Government to 
enquire into the franking privilege and 
see if it had been abused. It would be 
seen that this matter of expense had 
been materially reduced. In regard to 
stationery strict rules had been made in 
May last that no one in any of the depart­
ments should order any such supplies on 
account of contingencies,not even for cork 
screws, boot blacking, and jack-knives. 
He could explain why these last named 
had been purchased. A material reduc­
tion had been effected by all these con­
tingencies being purchased by the Board 
of Works office and distributed to the 
various other offices. All this showed 
that the Government had taken hold of 
the matter and had done their utmost to 
regulate and cut off any extravagance in 
connection with contingencies, and had 
ameliorated the condition of tH8 Province 
and raised it financially.

The debate was then adjourned until 
2.30 Thursday afternoon.

The House met again at 2.30 on Thurs­

day afternoon, when the debate on the 
motion to go into supply was continued.

MR. WILLIS

said the opportunity was again afforded 
him to discuss the matter of supply for 
Her Majesty, and while he had never be­
fore been more deeply impressed with 
the importance of the occasion, he notic­
ed there was a disposition at this session 
to treat the matters involved with fairness 
and deliberation. In replying to the ap­
plication made by the Hon. Provincial 
Secretary of the editorial in the News 
touching Dominion affairs, he said that it 
would give him as much pleasure to 
reiterate the same opinion with reference 
to the affairs of this Province did circum­
stances warrant it, but it did not lay in 
his power to say as much in relation to 
the financial condition of this Province 
on the floors of the House as he had in 
his professional capacity of the finances 
of the Dominion. The Hon. Provincial 
Secretary had made a showing of a sur 
plus, but the returns laid before the House 
did not bear him out ; but he 
was willing to give him any credit due for 
having reduced the deficit or having 
made a surplus. The revenue of 1880, 
less $60,000 advanced in 1881, was $615,- 
284.55 ; and on 1881 $553,584.31, or count­
ing the advances to 1880, $613,584.31 ; or 
a total revenue in these two years of 
$1,228,868.86. The expenditures for 1880, 
not including $48,526.51 over-expenditure 
for 1879, were$609,671.29; in 1881,$590,- 
768.80, making the expenditures for the 
two years the large amount of $1,500,- 
440.09. If this amount was deducted 
from the revenue it would leave $28,- 
428.77, but this sum must first be deducted 
from the over-expenditure of 1879 of 
$48,526.51, which would leave a deficit of 
$20,097.74 in 1881, instead of the seeming 
surplus that was thrown broadcast to the 
country. He said that the Hon. Provincial 
Secretary had taken much credit that the 
Government had kept within their appropri­
ated income, and then went on to show that 
this was not a fact by giving some receipts 
of last year which were exceptional rather 
than ordinary, and also some extra­
ordinary expenditures. The total 
receipts under this head for the year 1881 
amounted to $45,338.28 and the expenditures 
to $21,444.04, which gave a showing of the 
former in excess of the latter to the amount 
$23,894.24. The total of the exceptional 
revenue for 1880 was $46,727.30 and the total 
expenditures not ordinary for the same year 
was $19,696.08 and this amount deducted 
from the receipts gives another balance in 
favor of receipts of $27,031.22 ; which, he 
thought, showed that the Government had 
not had the'extraordinary expenditures they 
would make out. In touching upon the 
method of keeping the public accounts, he 
pointed out the necessity of adopting a 
different system as the one at present in use 
was deceptive. From the balance sheet laid 
before the House it appears that the amount 
received from the close of the fiscal year 31st 
Oct. 1881 to Feb. 16th, 1882, is $215,388.00, of 
which there had been paid out the sum of 
$168,153.00, leaving a balance of cash on 
hand and in the People’s Bank of $47,238.00; 
yet by another return laid before the House 
it is found that the Hon Chief Commissioner 
of Public Works has checked out some 
$56,050.00, thus leaving a deficit of $8,815.00 
by the statements of the Government. This 
was a system of keeping accounts which 
gave a corrupt government an opportunity 
of deceiving the people. In Ontario, Nova 
Scotia and Quebec there was a different 
system which was more satislactory to the 
people.

Hon Provincial Secretary—But there is no 
audit.

Mr. Willis—Audit, auditl I would ask of 
the hon. gentleman of what value is the au­
dit of the accounts of this Province, after 
what has been shown here ? Any one who 
knew anything of figures knew that it was 
nothing but a confusing jumble of figures, 
which required a vast amount of study to 
make anything out of. An inspection o 
these accounts revealed many curious things 
said the hon. gentleman continuing, and he 
cited the case of a warrant issued as an 
instance of' the manner in which the 
public affairs were managed. The Gov­
ernment bad looked upon the statements 
made by the hon. gentleman from Westmor­
land as being directed rather against bad 
book-keeping than against bad management, 
but he would like to say that very often bad 
book-keeping was a result of bad manage­
ment. He charged that there had been ex­
penditures made by this administration which 
were in no way authorized, either by vote of 
the House or by the Contingent Committee, 
and sustained this assertion by showing 
several items on which there should have 
been a re-vote of the House, but which had 
been expended by the Government without 
any au.hority. There was $250,000 and from 
the 31st of October to 1st February, which 
had been paid out without authority. Per­
haps this was caused by the fiscal year end­
ing as it did, but they could remedy this by 
changing the term of the fiscal year, or by 
adopting the mode of asking the Legislature 
for a year and a half expenditures instead of 
for a year’s, and then they would have the 
necessary authority for a large amount of 
expenditure which takes place without any 
authority at all. As it is now they make these 
expenditures and then come and say we must 
sanction them. The hon. gentleman then 
took up the matter of the establishment of 
the stock farm and dealt with the action of 
the Government in regard to it, saying that 
ifthey had read all of the letter in regard to the 
Prince Edward Island Stock Farm they 
would find that there was not such a strain 
of comfort running through it as the Hon. 
Provincial Secretary would lead people to 
believe. He noticed among the expenditures 
for delegations that there was $235 for the 
expenses of the Eastern Extension Claims 
delegation to Ottawa. This delegation had 
handed in no report of the condition of this 
claim, although a return had been formally 
asked for’ and he pointed out that there was 
a want of promptness this session in the mat­
ter of bringing down returns asked for by 
the House. But these expenses were small, 
he said, compared with the $750 for the trip

of the hon. gentleman from Westmoreland to 
Halifax to inspect the Lunatic Asylum there, 
and if it was productive of no more good 
than the former why it would have been bet­
ter that the delegation had never started out 
from Fredericton. The travelling expenses 
of the heads of departments were touched 
upon, and while pointing out that it was a 
remarkable fact that the Surveyor General 
and Chief Commissioner of Public Works had 
each incurred $850 on this score, he wonder­
ed how such a coincidence in the travelling 
expenses of the hon. gentlemen had occurred. 
He cited the expenditures for by roads, and 
said he opened the matter up to show that 
the present system followed by the Govern' 
ment permitted them to militate against any 
County they wished, as money could be got 
during recess from the Government without 
a vote of the House for the purpose. Some­
thing should be done to check the system, 
and he thought that the members themselves 
should do something, by setting an example 
for the Government, in this connection, but 
he could not help remarking that some of 
them seemed to think that their only duty 
was to get all the money they could. In 
speaking of the debentures he contended 
that while the Government could claim 
some credit for the figure at which they had 
placed the Provincial debentures on the 
market yet they could claim no material 
credit for it. He touched upon the telegraph­
ing expenses of the heads of departments, 
and held that about all that the Government 
had done for the mining lands of the country 
was to put up a certain quantity of them for 
sale. The Hon. Provincial Secretary had 
spoken of the concensus of public opinion in 
regard to expenditures for railways, and he 
(Willis) had been at a loss to know what it 
meant. When he compared them with some 
other statements of that hon. gentleman’s 
made two years ago, he thought that they 
covertly encouraged assaults on the public 
treasury for railway purposes, for two years 
ago the Hon. Provincial Secretary had ad­
vocated economical measures of a more 
stringent kind in this connection. He refer­
red to the case of the Sheriff of the County 
of Gloucester, and said they had appointed 
him to the position ; that he was a faithful 
and consistent officer, and had discharged 
his duties to the satisfaction of all, and they 
had then displaced him, thinking it wise and 
judicious in their judgment to put in some one 
who was more friendly to their interests. In 
this country Sheriffs held office, or were re-ap­
pointed from year to year, unless they were 
charged with some improper conduct. The 
Sheriff of Gloucester was induced to tender 
his resignation in 1880 for a certain purpose, 
but was afterwards appointed Sheriff and 
held office, even after he bad thus given his 
resignation. Yet after having thus been ap­
pointed to office he was dismissed on this 
resignation. He held that the dismissal of 
this officer under these circumstances was an 
outrage upon the country and a disgrace to the 
Government that would stand as a blot upon 
their administration “while memory holds 
her seat,’’ to use the words of the Hon. Pro­
vincial Secretary. He might go further and 
discuss the removal of the Sheriff of the 
County of Queen’s, and while he was not so 
familiar with the circumstances of this case 
as he was with the former, he could say that 
it was such a case as would bring down upon 
the Government the condemnation of every 
right thinking man in the country. In con­
cluding the hon. gentleman said that the 
affairs of the country were not in the position 
they should be in, and that the conduct of 
the Government was such as to call for the 
tondemnation of the House. Mr. Willis re­
sumed his seat amid much applause.

HON. MR. ADAMS.
The Hon Surveyor General said that from 

the showing of the gentleman who just sat 
down the Government was justified by the 
opinion of the country and the people. He 
took up the mention made in the St John 
News of the Hon Provincial Secretary's 
budget speech, and said that perhaps it would 
be as well to have some moderation put on 
the pen and tongue of the hon gentleman 
who was the correspondent and proprietor of 
that paper. He compared Mr Willis' speech 
of this session with that of last on the same 
occasion, and indicated their points of simi­
larity. He denied that there was a lack of 
promptness in bringing down returns. 
Some, he said, had come down, and others 
were in progress, but the officers of the 
department could not make up these returns 
as easily as the hon gentlemen could draw 
up their motions of enquiry and resolutions 
for them, as they had only to copy their old 
motions off the motion book of last year. He 
taunted the hon. Leader of the Opposition 
with his vain labors to overturn the Govern­
ment. The hon gentleman who had preceded 
him had held that the accounts were mysteri­
ous and deceptive, and if this was so, why 
had he (Adams) been called stupid because 
he had said some time ago that he could not 
understand them. This was when his hon 
friend was in the Government, and if the ac­
counts were imperfect why had not he (Willis) 
introduced some scheme to amend or perfect 
the system of keeping the public accounts 
while in power? In defending the expenses 
of his department he said that he had done 
more travelling in connection with depart­
mental business than had been done for many 
years past, and his expenses were lighter. 
When he had called for a reduction of these 
expenses some time ago, when they they were 
much heavier than they were now, he, he 
(Willis) was the first to jump up and defend 
them. He touched upon the matter of school 
refunds.

Mr Willis explained at this juncture that 
during the latter years of the last House he 
was not in the Government, and held a very 
different position in the Assembly.

The Hon Surveyor General, continuing, 
said that the assertions of the hon gentleman 
from St. John in regard to members thinking 
all they had to do was to get all the money 
they could for road purposes, was a miscon­
ception. He held that the great point of 
attack against the Government this session 
was the establishment of the stock farm and 
their having taken that step without having 
consulted the opinion of the people’s repre­
sentatives. He thought that the action of 
the Government in this connection was 
justified, and held that the hon leader of the 
Opposition had endorsed the grant of $10,000 
made for stock purposes during the last 
session of the House, quoting from that hon 
gentleman’s speech on that occasion. His

idea of the policy of the opposition was that 
if the Government spent money they did 
wrong and ifthey did not spend it they were 
equally wrong.

The debate was then adjourned until 
Friday afternoon at 2.30.

FRIDAY AFTERNOON.
The House met again at 2.30 and the Hon 

Surveyor General continued his speech, hav­
ing apparently fortified himself with an 
abundance of figures in the mean time. In 
continuing in reply to Mr Willis he said that 
he would challenge every statement made by 
that hon gentleman on the floors of the 
House, and would convince any reasonable 
person that they were wrong. He said that 
the transactions in the past two years left a 
surplus of $74,214.79, if there had been no 
deficit in 1879, but deducting the sum of 
$45,786, which was a loan from the Dominion 
Governmen", it left a surplus of $28,428.79 ; 
or deducting the deficit of 1879, $48,526.51, 
from the surplus of $74,214.79, it left $25,- 
688.28. When we take also from it the loan 
of $45,786.00 we find that it leaves an actual 
deficit of $20,097.72 as against $48,526.51 in 
1879, or a reduction of our deficit 1 
of $28.428, and the $45,786,00 which 
was borrowed from the Dominion Gov­
ernment, is still untouched. He look up some 
time in defending his action in going into 
the Government, which be said has been en­
dorsed by the people when he went back for 
re-election, and then turned his attention to 
the efforts of the hon. leader of the Opposi­
tion to overthrow the Government, recalling 
the predictions he had made in regard to its 
downfall, and quoting from a speech of that 
hon. gentleman made in 1881. He held that 
he (Adams) was in a positien in 1878 to go 
into the Government and to give it his full 
support, and defended the administration of 
affairs in his own department. In replying 
to the statement that he was absent from his 
office a great portion of the time, he said that 
if they expected to get a man to stay in the 
office all the time, he thought they would 
experience some difficulty in getting any one 
to fill the position. There were the Crown 
lands to look after, and the Free Grant set­
tlements, and if any of the bon. gentlemen 
would look into it they would find plenty of 
work to do outside of the offiee, which would 
take up a great deal of time and attention.
In speaking of these free grant settlements, 
he touched upon the remarks of the opposi­
tion in regard to them, and said that he would 
venture to say that the hon. leader of the 
Opposition did not know how many there 
were in the Province, and that his statement 
that they were of no benefit had been made 
at mere haphazard. He would say that there 
were forty-five of these settlements, embrac­
ing 7,000 souls, and should the hon. gentle­
man ever visit them he would find that the 
policy of the Government in this connection 
was a good one for the country, as would be 
evidenced in the improvements made by the 
settlers. He then took up the revenue of the 
Crown Lands department, and showed by 
comparison of the receipts for each year, that 
the revenue from them for 1879,1880 and 1881 
was $128,191 over that of the three years pre­
ceding them. While making this showing 
he pointed out that in 1879—the bad year, the 
year in which there had been a deficit—the 
decrease in revenue amounted to $36,123.78, 
which was nearly the whole amount of the 
deficit in that year. He then went on to show 
that the cost of collecting the revenue was 
smaller to-day than it had been during any 
year since 1875, and than when his hon. friend 
was in office. He took the amount of stump- 
age returned, and went back over the years 
since 1875, showing in each year what the 
cost of collection and other expenses had 
been, and indicated particularly how much 
less it had been in 1880-81 than in 1875. He 
wanted to know if this was what the hon. 
gentleman called extravagance, and if this 
looked like the management of an official 
who gave no time or attention to his office ? 
He claimed that it was an exercise of 
economy, and that it had cost less to conduct 
the affairs of the department in 1880-81 than 
it had in any year previous. He also con­
tended that while more work was done by 
the department this year the salaries were 
smaller than in any other year. He held 
that economy had been exercised in the mat­
ter of the travelling expenses of the depart­
ment as compared with those of other years, 
and said that if his expenses were similar to 
those of the Hon. _Chief Commissioner of 
Public Works; there bad been no consulta­
tion between them in regacd to it, and 
claimed that it was not wise that charges 
against the department should go to the 
country unanswered and unchallenged. In 
conclusion he said that results had proved 
that they were correct in their judgment, 
and held that the Opposition should give the 
Government a certain meed and measure of 
praise which was certainly due them for 
their management of the affairs of the Pro­
vince. The discussion between the Govern­
ment and the Opposition had so far this ses­
sion resulted favorably to the Government 
in the impression conveyed to the people.

The Hon. Surveyor General then sat down 
amid the applause of both sides of the 
House.

MR. RITCHIE.

Mr Ritchie said in rising to reply to his 
hon friend that all would agree that this was 
the first time they had heard him make such 
extensive remarks, and thought that they 
had often had resolutions before this House 
which affected the hon gentlemen and his 
department to a greater extent than had this 
debate ; but never before had they had a 
three hour speech from him. What’s in the 
wind ? He had gone outside of his usual 
course on this oocasion. For some reason or 
other his lion colleague from the City and 
County of St. John had enraged the hon 
Surveyor General, and he seemed to have 
forgotten what had been said by the lion 
mover of the address—the gentleman who 
had received some of that whitewash of 
which the hon Provincial Secretary seems 
to have such a large stock on hand. The 
mover of the address had said in reference 
to our surroundings that we should treat one 
another kindly, and this had been over­
looked. The Hon Surveyor General had 
presented a jumble of figures whicli no one 
knew the meaning of but himself; but their 1
tenor seemed to be that the Government had 
not been extravagant but more economical, 
and he would like to know who- it was they 
had excelled in economy. It had been 
charged here that this opposition was a
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degraded party—that the hon leader was 
dragging it down to degradation. Wasthis 
contradicted. No ; then it is dragged down 
to degradation without being degraded. He 
held that the Opposition dealt fairly with 
the Government, and he appealed to both 
sides of the House to support him. On his 
aide of the House, there was no personal ill- 
feeling with reference to any other mem­
ber on the other side of the House. 
The Hon Surveyor General had never 
made such a long speech before*, he had never 
gone into figures before and he (Ritchie) 
could not understand why it was. Was it 
the surroundings, which had been referred 
to, or was it the coming event in June? It 
bad been said that the Opposition would go 
to the people with the cry of the Eastern 
Extension claims. They would go upon all 
the questions that were raised against that 
Government—not upon any one but a per- 
view of the whole. It has been claimed that 
the Leader of the Opposition was a silent 
leader, but he thought that if he was, his 
remarks had very often called members of 
the Government to their feet to answer him. 
Was this being a silent leader? They said 
that he was day by day leading his party to 
degradation. Was he leading his party to 
degradation on the stand he took upon the 
Grand Southern Railway question ? It had 
been said that a great many resolutions for 
returns and enquiry had been given which 
kept the Government busy answering them. 
The hon. gentlemen had labored over this, 
and yet it was the right of every member to 
do so—it was the right of the Opposition to 
do so. The Surveyor General denies in fact 
that there were any pretended sales of Grown 
Lauds. Contrast this with his statement 
that a clerk in the department had bid on 
these lands and had a lot knocked down to 
him. If they were bona fide sales would not 
the money go into the coffers of this Pro­
vince. Could his hon. friend say that the 
money had? He was on the horns of a 
dilemma in view of his statements, his denial 
and admissions, and the Government should 
explain their position. In this connection 
he wanted to know if these sales were for 
the purpose of harassing a certain licensee, 
and said that formerly a committee bad been 
asked for to investigate into these sales and 
it had been refused by the Government. In 
regard to the matter of Sheriff Vail—oh, the 
Attorney General would tell us all about 
that and perhaps he (Adams) had done well 
to leave it to that hon. gentleman, the 
noblest Roman of them all. He hoped that 
the Hon. Attorney General would give them 
some information on the subject, as it was 
needed. The Provincial Secretary had given 
them the Government policy in regard to 
the stock farm, but something more was 
needed to show that the Government should 
have gone into this scheme without consult­
ing the Legislative. It would be a dreadful 
thing if the Government did not consult the 
representatives of tne people, and the Hon. 
Chief Commissioner had held that it should.

The debate was adjourned until 2.30 on 
Monday.

The debate on the budget was resumed 
at 3 o’clock on Monday afternoon.

MR. RITCHIE

'continuing said he was approaching the 
matter of the Stock Farm when he had 
moved the adjournment-. of the debate 
on Friday last. It was an important 
matter, not so much because there was 
a large amount of money involveu, but 
because of the peculiar circumstances 
connected with its establishment. There 
was an important principle underlying it 
all, and could the House sanction the 
action of the Government in establishing 
it in view of the principle involved ? The 
Provincial Secretary had said that the 
House had expressed satisfaction with 
the action of the Government when they 
had passed the Address in reply to the 
Speech. He pointed out that there was 
no division on the Address, and that it 
was the custom of Legislatures now-a-days 
to pass the Address without- a division. 
But would the hon. gentle nan hold now 
that they could not express their dissatis­
faction at the present time, having passed 
the Address ? Could the House con lone 
an expenditure during recess, involving 
large sums of money, without the 
sanction or the authority of the House 
having been obtained ? If they did, 
where were they going to stop ? Money 
had been granted fora certain purpose— 
that of the importation of stock—and it 
had been applied for the purposes of a 
stock farm. The Hon. Chief Commis­
sioner of Public Works had thought it 
would have been well to have consulted 
the House, but had also pointed out that 
the newspapers were in favor of the 
scheme. He was glad to say that that 
delectable time had not yet arrived in 
this Province when the newspapers 
guided and controlled public opinion to 
so great an extent that a Government 
could take such action as they had and 
point to the newspapers as expressing 
public opinion in justification of their 
action. He dealt with the aspect of the 
scheme as shown in the Agricultural 
Report page 24, and said the facts there 
stated showed that they were only con­
ducting negotiations and should never 
have gone so far as to close a bargain. 
He also quoted from page 25 of the 
report, and wanted to know what the 
people’s representatives were going to 
do now with this lease for ten years and 
the men who had been appointed to 
positions in connection with the farm. 
He attacked the whole principle of the 
Government’s action, and condemned it, 
pointing out that $15,000 worth of stock 
had been purchased when an expenditure 
of only $10,000 was authorized. If this 
stock had been lost on the passage out, 
where would this Government have 
been ? There was no insurance. Why ? 
Because it cost more than the value of 
the stock to insure them. Why, he 
asked, if they had thought fit to start 
this stock farm, had they not tried it for 
only a year instead of taking a lease of

this land for a farm for ten years? The 
question was not would the stock farm 
be successful, but had the Government 
a right to go outside of the law in ex­
pending the money necessary to establish 
this farm. The Secretary for Agriculture 
points out that this farm is a new de 
parture—true, it is a new departure in 
that the Government has made expen­
ditures without law or the authority of 
this House—and that it marks a new era 
ih the agriculture of this Province. He 
(Ritchie) thought it was a new era, but 
not so much in connection with agricul­
ture as with the principle underlying the 
Government’s action. It was a dreadful 
thing for this Government to have such 
a responsibility as the incurring of such 
expenditures during recess. They might 
do it again this coming recess ; and he 
thought that this House should at least 
say that the Government had been hasty 
in this matter and should have consulted 
the House before taking final action. 
The Board of Agriculture had not 
authority to establish this stock farm, 
and while they had the right to memor 
ialize the Government the Executive 
should not have been so hasty in acting 
upon the memorials. The revenue of 
the Province did not change much from 
year to year, yet there were means by 
which some of its branches could be more 
utilized and economised, but the Govern­
ment did not always embrace the 
opportunity. He pointed out that many 
items of extraordinary expenditure which 
had been indicated by the Hon. Provin 
cial Secretary were the same as had been 
trotted out before by the Hon. Attorney 
General in making the budget speech. 
There were the expenses connected with 
the extra session after the fire of June, 
1877, in St. John, and the munificent 
grant of $25,(XX) to the sufferers by that 
fire, which was being dinned into our 
ears year after year. If one makes a 
gift there is no need of bringing it up 
continually. There was the Consolidated 
Statutes too and their expense of $18,000, 
which also showed the faulty system ot 
bookkeeping. The system" was probably 
as good as politicians desire any system 
to be; it was a delightfully confusing mass 
of figures, and just such a system as a 
Government that wished to deceive 
would be most likely to adopt. The 
system of checks and warrants was de 
lusive and wrong. There was, for instance, 
H. A. Cropley’s account of $677, on 
which $350 was paid away back in June 
last, and had not yet appeared in the ac­
counts. We find that just before the 
close of the fiscal year $327 was paid Mr. 
Cropley by a warrant, and it had found 
its way into the accounts. We may be 
told that the $350 was paid by check 
away back in June, but we do not know 
where it is at present, but if it had been 
mixed up with some other accounts it 
would tell with equal force against the 
system of keeping the public accounts. 
It may be all right, but it does not ap 
pear that it is. The public accounts 
should be made up plainly and so that 
“he who runs may read.” He took up 
the statement of warrants issued 
since 31st Oct., 1881, to Feb. 16th. 1882, 
and pointed out that work done during 
the fiscal year was only paid by warrant 
after the close of the fiscal year, but may 
have been paid before by check. This, 
as would appear by the statement, seems 
to be the case in the matter of Mr. 
Cropley’s account. He thought a simpler 
system than that of checks and warrants 
should be introduced, as the present one 
was wrong, delusive and deceptive. The 
Hon. Attorney General praised the Hon. 
Chief Commissioner of Public Works 
whenever there was a chance, and the 
Hon. Provincial Secretary took care of 
the Hon. Surveyor General, and he re­
ceived an ample share when - he (the 
Provincial Secretary) laid himself out ; 
but the Hon. Solicitor General was the 
only one who did not come in for a share 
of he general praise, and he, perhaps, 
was one who should receive a double 
share. When they had been charged the 
other day with being a “Mutual Admir­
ation Society,” it was said that the books 
would justify them in admiring one 
another; but he (Ritchie) thought 
that as the books were so delusive 
they would cut a sorry figure if 
praise or admiration was measured 
out to them by that standard. He 
defended the hon. leader of the Op­
position from the slur of being “sincere 
in his pretentions," which had been cast 
upon him by the Government, and the 
hon. gentleman from Westmorland 
(Black), from the imputation of incor­
rectness thrown upon the figures he had 
used in his speech. Why had they not 
placed the correct figures, if his were 
incorrect, alongside of that hon. gentle­
man’s so that the truth could have been 
seen at a glance ? It had been claimed 
that the books were not meant to deceive, 
but a few years would show whether they 
were or not. In touching upon the 
travelling expenses of the Hon. Surveyor 
General, he said that although he had 
appeared to do a good deal of travelling, 
he (Ritchie), could say that there were 
some counties in the Province he had not 
been in for two years. In referring to 
the remarks of the Hon. Chief Com­
missioner of Public Works who had him­
self asked a good many questions, he 
would like to ask him about two bridges 
that had been built which would not 
stand after the scaffolding had been taken 
down. Perhaps the Government in­
tended that the scaffolding should re­
main standing, but the hon. gentleman

would have ample opportunity to explain. 
At the first session of this House the Hon. 
Provincial Secretary had taken stock, so 
to speak, and had presented a clean 
sheet. Tie Eastern Extension claims 
were touched upon on that occasion, and. 
it was hinted that they would soon be 
closed and settled. The penitentiary 
matter was also promised to be opened 
up. He asked why it was that nothing 
had been done in the past four years in 
connection with these two matters ? The 
penitentiary question was a burning one 
n St. John, where they were in daily 
dread that something would happen from 
the overcrowded state of the county jail. 
If this Government had any influence 
with the Dominion Government, they 
should have pressed and enforced 
these matters upon the attention 
of the Dominion Government. He 
took up the statement that the Oppo­
sition was being degraded by the hon. 
Leader, and said the hon. gentleman sit­
ting opposite him took every opportunity 
to cast doubt upon any legal opinion he 
advanced, the stand the hon. Leader of 
the Opposition took on the Grand South­
ern was a purely legal one, and was sus­
tained as good law to-day. He dealt at 
considerable length with the stand the 
Government had taken on the question, 
and mentioned the recent decision on 
the appeal in the Grand Southern case by 
the Supreme Court. He quoted from the 
speeches of the hon. members on the 
Government side of last session, and com­
pared them with the manner ih which 
things had turned out. He did not doubt 
but what a measure would be introduced 
to legalize the debentures which 
had been issued to the Company, and 
this would further show that the position 
taken by the Opposition was the correct 
one. He held that the Government had 
lone nothing in the past four years, and 
had performed none but passive or nega­
tive acts. The action of the Government 
has been such all through as did not 
merit the support and endorsation of the 
people for all their acts as was claimed 
for them by the Hon. Chief Commissioner. 
The Opposition had been singularly active, 
and the time was not far distant when the 
present Government, like the last Govem- 
nent, would be hurled from power.

Mr. Ritchie was applauded on resuming 
his seat.

HON. MR. CRAWFORD.

The Hon. Solicitor General said that the 
hon. gentleman who had just sat- down had 
resorted to stock arguments, and had 
thought that if he could prove a charge of 
inconsistency against any individual mem­
ber he scored a point against the Govern­
ment-. He went back, to the time of the 
last election, and spoke of the policy of 
the hon gentleman from St. John at that 
time, holding that he had been a supporter 
of the Government. He read from the 
Journals of the House to show how he 
had voted during the first days of the pre­
sent House, and then preferred a charge 
of inconsistency against that gentleman. 
He said that while the individual actions 
of members were not controlled by the 
House, yet when a member made a 
charge of inconsistency against another 
hon. gentleman he should go back on his 
own record and see that it was free from 
a like charge. The Journals would tell 
some queer things, as they bound a man 
lown in black and white. He the took 
up the charges made against the Hon. 
Surveyor General.

The debate was adjourned until Tues- 
lay afternoon at 2.30.

The House met at 2.30, and at 2.45 the 
HON. MR. CRAWFORD

resumed his speech. In continuing, he took 
up the charges perferred against the Govern­
ment by Mr. Ritchie, which he said amounted 
to incompetency and mismanagement. He 
defended the consolidation of the statutes 
by the Government, and after referring 
briefly to the remarks made by the hon. gen­
tleman on the stock farm, he mentioned his 
remarks in regard to a measure for the bet­
ter collecting of debts pointing out he could at 
any time have introduced a bill to bring 
about the ends he desired. In this connec­
tion he dealt at some length with the Gar­
nishee Act and the attachment law which 
bad been repealed. There were certainly 
cases of hardship and oppression under these 
laws, and now there was an agitation on 
foot to revive them again. With refer­
ence to the office of Solicitor General, he 
said that any one who looked into it would 
see that that official’s time was very nearly 
entirely taken up, and at a salary of $1,200 a 
yelr he was not apt to be rolling in wealth. 
He then read from a memoranda facts show­
ing what had been done by the Solicitor 
General in the past year in conducting cri­
minal prosecutions in County and Supreme 
Courts, and said he thought that in every 
case the ends of justice had been served. He 
mentioned that criminal business in the 
Courts had been on the increase for some 
time past, and was still on the increase. He 
said that the Opposition’s strongest charge 
against the Stock Farm was that the Govern­
ment had made the expenditure without con­
sulting or asking the authority of the House 
for the same. He held that the Govern­
ment was justified in doing what they did, 
and that the opposition would find them­
selves satisfied with it. He dare say that 
the hon. gentleman from Westmoreland 
would not put himself on record against it.

Mr. Black said he would vote against it.
The Hon. Mr. Crawford continuing, de­

fended this scheme and the Government’s 
agricultural policy generally, and in connec­
tion with the Board of Agriculture, from the 
attacks of the Opposition. Fault had been 
found with the public accounts and the man­
ner in which they were kept. He did not 
knoiv that this House was any better judge 
of this matter than any previous Assembly. 
The accounts had been kept in this manner 
for twenty or thirty years, and he had never 
heard of any complaint having been made

before. He wanted those who had taken ex­
ception to the system to suggest or provide a 
better one, and defended the audit of the 
public accounts. In regard to Çropley’s ac­
count, which had been mentioned, its not ap­
pearing was probably due to some oversight?— 
the memorandum of it lost, perhaps, and 
being covered by warrant it did not appear in 
this year’s accounts. He defended the trav- 
elling‘ex(>erises of the heads of department, 
and said they were under the ifiark when 
compared with the expenses of other persons 
in this connection. He claimed that the 
Government had been pressing the Eastern 
Extension claims ever since he could remem- 
be*, and had done all they possibly could, 
but there was no power the Government could 
bring to bear to force the Dominion Govern­
ment. They had also done all they could in 
regard to the penitentiary matter, to bring 
about a settlement and in favor of the Gov’t. 
The Dominion Government had taken strong 
ground on the question. He explained the 
many steps the Government had taken to 
being about a settlement, and passing.on to 
the Grand Southern Railway question, said 
he thought that the opposition could claim 
nothing more on the recent decision in the 
Court than a mere division of two Judges 
against two others—that the cause was still 
pending in the Court. He next dealt with 
the present financial condition of the country 
and held that it was in a very good con­
dition indeed, compared with that of Nova 
Scotia in the amount of public works per­
formed in proportion to revenue, although 
New Brunswick had $65,000 more revenue 
than Nova Scotia. In 1881, New Brunswick 
had paid out $356,000 for education and 
public works and Nova Scotia $235,000 for 
like purposes in the same year—a balance in 
favor of Nqw Brunswick of nearly $21,000 on 
these two; branches. He claimed credit for 
the Government on this score, and pointed 
out the increase in some branches of revenue. 
It had been claimed that the Government 
■had ddtië'tiothing, and he glanced back over 
the past 10 years indicating what the Gov­
ernment had done, because if they got the 
blame for anything that was done in this 
time, they should also get any credit there 
was to be found in it. In concluding he said 
he thought that he had answered all the 
questions which had been raised by his bon 
friend from the City and County ofSt. John, 
and if he had set his mind at rest or at ease 
upon any point, why his labor had not been 
in vain. (Applause.)

MR. BARRARIE -
who followed, said that the Hon. Solicitor 
General had gone over some of the acts of 
the Government in the past eight or nine 
years, but when we turn to the Dominion 
Statute book what do we find? Why, some 
of those very pieces of legislation, such as 
common law procedure and attachment acts, 
are annulled. He referred in a jocular vein 
to the style of oratory in which the Hon. 
Provincial Secretary had made the opening 
speech, and said that the bon gentleman when 
he came into office was going to do wonder­
ful things, but he had found the office in such 
a condition he had done nothing. . In speak­
ing of the last election and the formation of 
the present Government, he made special 
reference to the hon gentlemen of the Gov- 
ernmentas the “Truthful Peter,” the “Sincere 
Dari"1 and the “Honest Mike," which evoked 
roan's of laughter and much applause. He 
toubhed upon a speech delivered by the Hon 
Provincial Secretary in 1880. From the 
showing of the Hon Surveyor General, it 
would seem that there had never been such a 
Surveyor General before. He had made a 
grand flourish of figures and took all the 
credit of the settlements qjnder the Free 
Grant and Labor Acts unto himself. He 
charged that the Government had sold a large 
tract of land in Restigouche for settlement, 
which embraced some of the best timber land 
in that County, and if it had been sold as 
such it would have brought nearly ten times 
as much. The same thing had been done in 
Northumberland. No Government should be 
allowed to do this simply because they want­
ed a little cash. He took up some time in 
replying to statements made by the Hon Sur­
veyor General, and said he had not visited 
Restigouche County at all last year (nor had 
the Hon. Chief Commissioner either) yet he 
(Adams) would have the House believe he 
had done a great deal of travelling last year. 
He also dealt with the matter of the travell­
ing expenses, and at considerable length 
with the affairs of the departments of the 
of the Hons. Surveyor General and Chief 
Commissioner of Public Works, and passed 
on to the hemlock bark question, which he 
discussed very fully. The hon gentleman 
commenced speaking at about 4.20, and held 
the floor and the undivided and at times 
mirthfuli#ttention of the House until 5.45, 
when he said that as his throat was sore and 
he was getting slightly asthmatic—the build­
ing being a hard one to speak it—he would 
move the adjournment of the debate until 
Wednesday afternoon at 2.30. This was 
done. Mr. Barberie, during the course of his 
speech, reviewed all the acts of the Govern­
ment in the past—the Stock Farm, the Grand 
Southern Railway—and condemned them all, 
and the policy and administration of the 
present Government generally. He holds 
the floor for this afternoon.

THURSDAY, March 9.
The House met at 10 o’clock. After rou­

tine, a message was received from the Legis­
lative Council referring the bill incorporat­
ing the St. Croix Skating Rink Company 
back to the House with amendments.

The Hon. Solicitor General introduced a 
bill to establish a new polling place for elec­
tions to the General Assembly in the Parish 
of Kingston, King’s Co., and said His Honor 
the Lieutenant Governor has been pleased to 
sanction it.

The House passed Mr. Perley’s bill to 
authorize the County Councillors of the 
Parish of Blissville, Sunbury County, to sell 
certain lands, after a final consideration in 
Committee.

The bill to incorporate certain districts in 
the parish of St. Stephen, Charlotte County, 
known as the Town of Milltown, was also 
passed, and the House rose for dinner.

In the afternoon Hon. Mr. Marshall intro­
duced a bill to amend an .\çt making pro­
visions for the returns of civic and municipal 
indebtedness.

FRIDAY, March 10.
The House met at 10 o’clock.
After routine, a bill to incorporate the St. 

Croix Skating Rink Company, and a bill to

incorporate certain districts in the parish of 
St. Stephen, Charlotte County, known as 
the Town of Milltown, were read a third 
time, and referred to the Legislative Council 
for concurrence.

Mr. Colter moved that the bill authorizing 
the County Council of York to erect a Record 
Office and other offices, in the basement of 
the County Court House, be referred to a 
select committee of seven members.—Car­
ried.

Mr McLellan introduced a bill relating to 
rates and taxes in the City and County of 
St. John, and another bill relating to high­
ways in the same.

Mr. Leighton introduced a bill relating to 
the County valuation made in the County of 
Carleton for 1881, and presented the usual 
petition praying that the same may pass and 
become law.

Mr Ritchie introduced a bill relating to 
Slaughter Houses in the City and County qf 
St. John, and nresented a petition praying 
that the same may pass and become law.

The House'adjourned until 2.30.
FRIDAY AFTERNOON.

The House met at 2.30 
The Hon Surveyor General laid on the 

table in answer to Mr. Sayre's resolution the 
returns relating to the sale of hemlock bark 
lands.

The Hon Mr Wedderburn laid on the 
table returns showing the sums received 
from the Dominion Government from the 1st 
of January 1881 to January 1st 1882, with 
the interest thereon ; also a statement of 
account between the Dominion and the 
Province; returns showing what lines of 
steamers are receiving Government subsidy ; 
and returns showing municipal and civic 
indebtedness.

Mr Hutchison was given leave of absence 
until Tuesday next.

House adjourned until 10 o’clock Saturday 
morning.

SATURDAY, March 11. 
The Hon Provincial Secretary laid on the 

table returns showing the number of cattle, 
etc., upon the Government Stock Farm, 
when they were sent there and the cost of 
the same.

On motion of the Hon Provincial Secretary 
rule 185 was suspended Until Saturday next 
in order to allow of the introduction of 
private bills.

Mr Elder introduced a bill to incorporate 
the Women's Christian Temperance Union 
of the Town of Portland, which was read a 
first lime.

The House considered in committee a bill 
to further amend Chapters? of the Consoli­
dated Statutes relating to the Civil Court of 
the Town of Portland, Mr Woods in the 
chair. Progress was reported.

Mr Elder introduced a bill to ameud an 
act authorizing the Board of School Trustees 
of Portland to issue debentures, which was 
read a first time.

Mr Black gave notice of motion for Tues­
day next.

The House adjourned until 2 30
AFTERNOON SESSION.

The House met again at 2.30, and in com­
mittee of the whole resumed consideration 
of the bill relating to the Town of Portland 
Civil Court. After considerable discussion, 
the bill was agreed to with amendments. 
The bill as amended extends the jurisdiction 
of the Court to the parishes of Musquash and 
St. Martins in actions of debt to the amount 
of $80, and in actions of tort to $16.

Mr. Lewis committed his bill to legalise 
the electoral list of Albert County for 1881. 
This evoked considerable debate, not so 
much upon the subject matter of the bill as 
upon the powers of revisors. The bill was 
agreed to.

House adjourned until Monday morning at 
10 o’clock.

MONDAY. March 13. 
The House met at 10 o'clock.
After routine several bills were advanced 

a stage.
The House in Committee agreed to Mi- 

Hill’s bill relating to the stock of the New 
Brunswick and Canada Railway, and it was 
ordered to be engrossed.

On motion of the Hon Provincial Secretary 
the House went into Committee on a bill to 
authorise the Sun Publishing Company to 
increase its capital stock and to issue de­
bentures on the security of its assets, Mr 
Barberie in the chair.

The bill called forth considerable discus­
sion and was then read section by section, 
the discussion still being continued when 
the Committee rose for dinner at one oclock. 

MONDAY AFTERNOON.

The House met again in committee at 2.30, 
when the discussion on the Sun Publishing 
Company’s bill was continued and agreed 
to with amendments and an amended title.

The Hon. Provincial Secretary submitted 
the lease from Allen C. Otty and wife of the 
lands in King’s County for the purposes of 
the Government stock farm.

Mr Barberie moved, seconded by Mr 
Kenny, that a committee be appointed with 
power to send for papers, examine witnesses, 
etc., to investigate the claim of Robert 
Sinclair, supervisor of great roads, Resti­
gouche County, for a balance due him.

The Hon Chief Commissioner of Public 
Works said that while he was not aware 
that any such claim had been made he would 
not oppose a committee being appointed.

The Hon Attorney General said that the 
mover of the resolution had shown him 
papers and letters which made a good claim 
if substantiated. He proposed that the 
matter be left to the Chief Commissioner of 
Public Works to investigate and settle if the 
claim was found just, as the sum involved 
was only $200, and by this mode the ex­
penses of the committee would be saved.

Messrs. Barberie, McManus, Morton, Rit­
chie and White (Sunbury, were appointed a 
committee under the resolution which 
carried.

The House went into committee on Hon 
Mr Marshall’s bill amending the act pro­
viding for returns of municipal and civic 
indebtedness, Dr. Lewis iu the chair. The 
bill was agreed to with amendments and the 
House adjourned until 10 o’clock Tuesday 
morning.

TUESDAY, March 14. 
The House met at 10 o’clock and after 

routine the amended bill of the Sun Publish­
ing Company was referred back to the Legis­
lative Council for concurrence.

Mr. Johnson gave notice of enquiry respect­
ing the intention of the Government to take

action in regard to the readjustment of the 
representation of the counties of Kent and 
Gloucester.

Mr. Killam introduced a biH to amend the 
the Act of incorporation of the Town of 
Moncton.

The House went into Committee on the 
Hon. Solicitor General's bill to encourage 
the establishment of manufactures, Mr. 
White (Carleton) in the chair. The object - 
of the bill was to give the MunicipalCouncils 
the power, in their own discretion, to exempt 
any manufacturing enterprise in which at 
least $10.000 is invested, from taxation.

Some discussion ensued, in which Messis 
Barberie. Turner, Johnson, McManus, Thomp­
son, Willis, Killam. and the Hon. Solicitor 
General took part, and progress was repoit- 
ed with leave to sit again.

Mr. White (Carleton) gave notice that he 
would commitJiis bill abolishing the office 
of Solicitor General on Saturday next.

The House took recess until 11.50.
Bills were introduced to incorporate the 

Women's Christian Temperance Union of 
Portland; to provide for the winding up of 
the affairs of the Albert Mining Company; to 
amend Consolidated Statutes relating to 
attachment.

l'he bill to remedy a clerical error in the 
Act authorizing the Portland School Trustees 
to issue debentures, was agreed to.

Refund of the fees paid on the bills of the 
Bible Society, Historical Society, and S. P. 
C, A. was ordered, on motion of Mr. Elder.

Mr Turner committed the bill providing 
for the payment of coroners in summoning 
juries and for attendance on court jn Albert 
County (Mr McManus in the chair).

Hon Mr Fraser favored the bill being made 
general, and progress was reported after 
recess, so as to permit the Attorney General 
to perfect it.

WEDNESDAY, Mar. 15.
After routine the bills in amendment of 

the Act of incorporation of the Town of 
Moncton and relating to the Albert Mining 
Company were referred to the Committee on 
Corporatione, and the bill reviving and 
amending the Attachment Act tp the Law 
Committee.

The Committee on Corporations reported 
favorably on the bills incorporating the 
Womens’ Christian Temperance Union of 
Portland, and the Y. M. C. A. of Moncton.

Recess until 12 o’clock #
After recess a message was received from 

the Legislative Conncil stating that they had 
agreed to the amendments to the Sun Publish­
ing Company’s bill.

The Committee on Corporations reported in 
favor of the bill increasing the capital stock 
of the New Brunswick Antimony Company.

The House went into committee on Mr. 
Elder’s bill to incorporporate the Women’s 
Christian Temperance Union of Portland, 
Mr White (Sunbury) in the chair.

Mr Elder explained the objects of the bill, " 
and it was taken up section by section. Pro­
gress was reported with leave to sit again.

The Hon Provincial Secretary submitted 
returns asked for by Mr Blair in regard to 
the state of the estate and condition of the 
proceeds of the estate of the late John 
Woodforde, who died without heirs and 
without making a will, and which was paid 
and handed over to the Auditor General by 
the executor of the said estate, John 
Edwards, Esq.

The House went into committee on Mr. 
Elders bill to further increase the capital 
stock and to amend the act to ratify and 
confirm the incorporation of the New Bruns­
wick Antimony Company, Mr Willis in the 
chair, and agreed to it with amendments.

Hon Mr Hanington committed his bill to 
incorporate the Young Men’s Christian 
Association of Moncton, Mr Hill in the chair. 
The bill was taken up section by section and 
the bill agreed to with amendments.

The House rose for dinner.

The Enquiry Into the Clerk of 
the Pleas’ Office.

FRIDAY, March 10.
Mr Fraser's examination was continued 

yesterday. No important facts were elicited 
the enquiry being chiefly directed to the 
receipts from the Clerks of the Circuits. Mr 
Hanington made himself very obnoxious and 
told Mr Blair that he, Blair, would forget 
after a while that he had charged the mem­
bers of the Government with personal dis­
honesty in respect to the fees of the Clerk of 
the Pleas. To which Mr Blair replied, that 
he would not call the statement that he had 
made such a charge an unmitigated slander, 
but would call it an unmitigated lie.

Mr Fraser afterwards in reply to Mr Han­
ington, swore that no member of the Gov­
ernment had taken any of the fees. Mr 
Hanington then cross-examined Mr. Fraser 
very severely in reference to the acccount of 
Mr Peck, Clerk of the Circuits of Westmor­
land, but was unable to shake his testimony.

Mr. Carman was then recalled and gave 
some testimony on minor points.

To-day Mr. J. W. Smith was examined. 
His testimony is not of public interest. The 
Auditor General was then called, and being 
asked to state what Mr. Bliss had told him as 
to his agreement with the Government, Mr. 
Davidson objected at the suggestion of Mr. 
Hanington, and the question was ruled out 
by the committee.

Mr. Blair then asked Mr. Beek to relate his 
conversation with the Attorney General, and 
upon his proceeding to do so was stopped by 
Mr. Hanington, who claimed that only such 
evidence could be given as ought to be re­
ceived in a trial in a court of law. In this 
he was sustained by the Committee. Mr. 
Hanington took occasion, in the course of 
some boisterous remarks, to tell Mr. Willis, 
the Chairman, that he might telegraph down 
to his paper a remark which he (Hanington) 
had made. Mr. Willis told him sharply to 
be silent, and that he would not allow him 
to repeat his insults. Mr. Hanington then 
subsided. Mr. Blair finding the Committee 
determined to block the enquiry, declined to 
question Mr. Beek any further.

Mr. Carman was then recalled and was 
cross-examined at length by Mr. Hanington.

The 
HggAr.n will enter upon the discussion of 
such subjects as these with a determina­
tion to consider them from a Canadian 
standpoint, and to favor and advocate 
anything calculated to advance the mate­
rial interests of the people.

In discussing the political issues now 
before the people, this journal will act in 
sympathy with Her Majesty’s Loyal Oppo­
sition in Parliament.

The people of Canada cannot view with 
asdifference the enormous expense at­
tendant upon the administration of gov­
ernment. This is entirely out of propor­
tion to the wealth and population of the 
Dominion, and as in a new country, seek­
ing to build itself up by attracting immi­
gration, it is all important that the rate of 
taxation should be kept low, the Herald 
will join hands with those who advo 
sate a reduction in the cost of gov­
ernment. The expense of administration 
■d the large debt of the Dominion com 
pel the imposition of a customs tariff, 
which, in order that sufficient revenue 
may be raised, must bear so large a pro­
portion to the foreign trade of the Do­
minion as to be necessarily “ protective.” 
The so called “ National Policy” is sim­
ply the outcome of past and present ex­
travagance, and cannot be justified by 
reference to any principle other than this, 
tfcat the country ought to meet its en 
pagements as they fall due. The people 
not being willing to have resort to direct 
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course, 
that whatever party is in power will be 
compelled to continue a high tariff. 
Nevertheless such alterations ought to 
be made in details as will make the burden 
<£ taxation bear as lightly as possible upon 
the staple industries of the country and 
the lalxiringclasses. The nearer we can ap­
proach to free trade the better, in view as 
w 11 as of the interests of our own people 
* of the relations in which the Dominion 
stands towards the other parts of the 
Empire and the United States.

Upon the Temperance question the 
Herald will occupy no uncertain position; 
bat will give its assistance to any well de­
vised attempt, either by legislation or 
otherwise, to suppress the use and traffic 
in intoxicating liquors.

LOCAL NEWS.
Twenty-four new members were received, 

into St. Paul’s church Sunday.

BURNING OF THE BAPTIST CHURCH.

Resigned.—Sergeant Woodward has ten­
dered his resignation, to take effect on May 
1st next.

Wanted.—Twenty copies of the Weekly 
Herald of the 4th instant, for which ten 
cents each will be paid.

The Methodist Church Trustees have offei ed 
the Baptist Church in this city the use of 
their vestry for Sunday services.

Accident.—Henry Grace had one of his 
hands hurt on Monday last by being caught 
in the belting of the machinery in Risteen 
& Co.’s factory.

Band Concert.—The Fredericton Brass 
Band is to give another concert in the City 
Hall in a short time and are now preparing a 
programme for it.

Let every one give our Baptist friends a 
helping hand in rebuilding their church 
Sympathy that does not find practical ex­
pression is a poor article.

The village of Gibson will petition the 
Methodist Conference to be set apart as an 
independent circuit, and will probably invite 
the Rev. Mr Brewer to accept the pastorate

New Pump.—A new pump, which was 
purchased by subscriptions made up by the 
inhabitants of St. Mary’s, has been placed in 
position at the fork of the roads in that 
village and is found to be a great conveni­
ence.

Lecture.—R. F. Quigley, Esq., of St. 
John, lectured on Friday evening last in St. 
Dunstan’s Hall on “Self Culture” to a very 
good audience. The lecture was a capital 
one. The Band of the 71st Battalion was in 
attendance.

The Rev. Mr. Evans preached an able 
sermon Sunday in the Methodist Church 
in this city on the question of marriage with 
a deceased wife’s sister. He favored the 
passing of an act legalizing such marriages 
As this sermon was a very full presentation 
of this important subject we shall publish it 
next week.

Legal.—In the case of Elliott vs. Merri- 
thew, tried at the last sitting of the Supreme 
Court, in whicn the Plaintiff recovered a 
verdict of $20.10 for tresspass and malicious 
prosecution, Judge King, after hearing Mr. 
Wetmore for the plaintiff and Mr. Gregory 
for the defendant, gave judgment on the 11th 
inst., refusing to allow the plaintiff costs.

Concert at Gibson.—The concert in 
Gibson Methodist Church on Friday evening 
last was a very successful affair. Mrs. Ely 
Perkins, Mrs. W. G. Gaunce, Miss Jennie 
Perkins, and Messrs. Graevell, Adams, 
McAdam and Nesbitt took part in the pro­
gramme, and Mr. Ely Perkins presided at 
the organ. The Fredericton Brass Band was 
present and discoursed some pleasing 
selections.

Thursday evening, about 7 o’clock, the City 
Hall bell was rung for a fire in the Baptist 
Church on the corner of York and Brunswi a 
streets, and the Fire Department turned out. 
The fire caught in the north-western angle of 
the building, and ii thought to have origin­
ated from the furnace in much the same man­
ner as the small blaze that occurred there a 
couple of months ago. The building was so 
filled with blinding smoke that it was impos­
sible for the firemen to get at the exact posi­
tion of the fire, and while they were working 
away in the basement, it had insidiously 
crept up, and in a very short time made its 
appearance in the upper part of the edifice in 
the north-western angle of the building. 
Through the window "the whole interior could 
be observed to be in a red glow, and before 

stream could be got on it the glass was 
knocked out. Additional draught was 
thus given, and with increased energy 
the flames and smoke leaped up and out 
of the window, curling around the sills.
A stream was taken up a ladder and 
pht in this window and another up the front 
stairs. The fire was momentarily deadened 
there but broke out again in the rear, and 
began spreading throughout the whole upper 
part of the edifice. From that time on the 
flames were unchecked, and shortly after the 
fi emen desisted in their efforts to quench the 
fire, and turned their attention to saving 
some of the surrounding buildings. Dr. 
Atherton’s house on the opposite corner, 
Mr. John Wiley’s, and the parsonage, next 
adjoining the church, were several times in 
immediate danger from sparks and large 
flakes of burning brands and red hot ashes, 
but the water being kept on them saved them 
from igniting. The building burned but 
slowly and the tower stood a long time. It 
was on fire nearly to the top, and all the 
lower part up to the bell tower was but a 
frame-work of glowing timber long before 
the tower went down. When it did, it fell 
in on the church with a crash, the top pro­
jecting out through the side into Brunswick 
street.

The loss to the congregation is very heavy 
and the sympathies of the community are 
with them. The building was insured for 
$7,000, divided as follows :—$1,600 in the 
Citizens, $1,600 in the Canada Fire and Ma­
rine, and $2,000 in the Western, John Rich­
ards 4 Son, Agent; and $2,000 in the Sover­
eign, Richard H. Phillips, Agent. The con­
gregation has been to considerable expense 
with the church lately. Last summer $4,500 
was spent in repairs, $800 the year previous, 
and between $400 and $500 in furnishing, etc, 
outside of repairs, which makes nearly $6,000 
expended on the building in two years, 
There is an indebtedness on the church of 
$3,000 for repairs, $1,500 of which would be­
come due in June, and provided by subscrip­
tion. The Sunday School Library and the 
Pastor’s Library were got safely out of the 
building, and the two organs also, as well as 
some of the internal fittings, cushions, chairs, 
seats, 4c. The damage to the parsonage was 
but slight,and consists principally in scorched 
paint. The pastor, Rev. F. D. Crawley, 
moved out and sustained a slight loss incident 
to the hasty removal of library, furniture and 
fittings.

WATER WORKS.

To the Editor of the Herald:—
Sir—In your issue of the 6th inst., a com­

munication signed “Justice ” appears and 
refers to on e of mine of the 3rd inst., over 
my own signature. It is a great pity this 
gentleman did not sign his own name to 
this communication, then we would know 
who we are dealing with.

“Justice” must know, and every citizen 
must have known, what action the City 
Council took. They gave public notice, ap­
pointed the day for voting, took the vote, 
yea and nay, and the majority, though small, 
were in favor.

We cannot see how “Justice” can call it a 
farce. To my mind it is a farce, and a great 
farce to the people who, knowing all about 
this matter, did not come forward and record 
their vote against water supply, when they 
had it in their power to do so. Then they 
would not have to raise this howl against the 
City Fathers “Justice” refers to. He will 
find it no farce. The citizens themselves are 
to blame if they are taxed to death and 
driven out of the town through indifference, 
perfect indifference, in matters of so much 
importance. Let them howl. They have no 
right to find fault. Just let them keep on 
for another ten years the way we have in the 
past, and we will be head over heels in debt, 
and we will have something to howl about. 
Grumblers, like “Justice,” will wake up 
when it is too late. Personally, I am in 
favor of water, and am willing a company 
should supply the city, and would like to see 
them get all the privileges they are entitled 
to “and no more." Then it will be optional 
with “Justice” and myself whether we take 
the water or not. But if people are so in­
different, neglectful and obstinate that they 
will not vote when their own interests are at 
stake, the only way is to let them howl. 
“The majority rule, no matter how small.”

THE RECORD OFFICE.

To the Editor of the Evening Herald.
Sir,—Can you tell me why it is that any 

citizen of Fredericton should object to a por­
tion of the lower flat of the County Court 
House (over 100 feet long by 42) being con­
verted into a Record office and other public 
offices, leaving 31 feet by 42 for a market, 
which is ample, considering that there are 
two in the city? As the Government who 
own the land on which the present Record 
Office now stands has given notice that it 
must be removed, it becomes necessary to 
obtain another one without delay, and where, 
may I ask, could you get a more convenient 
site with the four walls already built, than 
in the lower basement of the Court House? 
It would cost four or five thousand dollars to 
buy a lot and erect a new building, and be­
sides it would be a long time before it could 
be completed, whereas if the lower flat of the 
Court house is adopted, it can be made ready 
by the first of May with very little cost. X.

The Rev. Mr. Shaw.—A correspondent

“The Capital of the 11th instant, under 
1 Capital Specials from Saint John,’ endea­
vors to assign reasons of a vile character why 
Mr. Shaw left his Parish. That he left on 
account of being in debt is, I am sorry to 
say, not without foundation, but let the 
scandal-monger pause before he goes further, 
for, by the black lie which he endeavors to 
force on the public, under the cover of rumor, 
he not only attacks the absent, but he casts 
the shade of doubt and dishonor on the mem­
ory of the innocent girl who lies in the village 
graveyard at Gage town, sleeping her long 
last sleep, and it is hard that the sorrowing 
hearts of her friends should be insulted and 
outraged by reading such low, contemptible 
scandal in a paper pretending to respecta­
bility. Mr. Shaw has gone and has left his 
debts behind him, but the writer feels safe in 
saying that if he (Mr. Shaw) has health and 
strength for the next few years, not one man 
in whose debt he now is, will lose one cent 
through him. It is to be regretted, though, 
that his profession did not allow him to take 
the benefit of insolvent laws, as some of our 
first men have done, and be thought as much 
of as though he had paid dollar for dollar. I 
presume that when Mrs. Shaw goes on to 
meet her husband the Capital will have an­
other sensational runaway story to report, 
for it might even furnish the public with an 
elopement case, or something of a like char­
acter.''

There was a little matinee in the office of 
the Queen Hotel Thursday evening, which was 
very interesting to those who witnessed it, 
and doubtless at the time was the source of 
much satisfaction to one of the principals, 
Mr. W. H. Lewis, a commercial traveller 
representing a Montreal house. City Mar­
shall, John Woodward, called on him 
for his license to do business here and 
Mr. Lewis refused to take one out, saying 
that Woodward must take n for a “bum­
mer” and not a commercial traveller. He 
was served with a summons to appear to 
answer a charge of doing business without 
license, but would not appear. The City 
Marshall spent some time in trying to get 
him to appear, and eventually got a warrant 
for him. He went down to the hotel last 
evening and so informed Mr. Edwards, the 
proprietor. That gentleman said Lewis was 
up-stairs doing business with Mr. James S. 
Neil, and then went up-stairs to see him. 
When he came down he said that Lewis and 
Neil had gone out the back way. Shortly 
after the City Marshall went up-stairs to 
room 42 (Lewis’s room); he was not there 
On coming down he met him making 
his exit from another room. They went 
down into the office together and the warrant 
was served. Woodward said he was going 
to arrest him, and Lewis said he was not. 
Woodward laid his hand on him for the pur­
pose, and Lewis struck him on the head 
They clinched, went down, and rolling over 
on the floor Lewis kept attempting to strike 
Woodward in the face. He got Woodward 
by the throat and tried to bite him there. 
Woodward demanded help, and after a little 
they got on their feet, Woodward holding his 
man securely by the back of the coat collar. 
After some further talk, and recrimination 
on the part of Lewis, he was marched off be­
tween Mr. E. H. Allen and the City Marshall 
after having refused to go with the latter. 
He spent the night in the Police Station, and 
this morning was fined $20 for’doing business 
without a license. In consideration of pleas 
advanced by Lewis, the City Marshall did 
not press a charge of assault against him. 
The Police Magistrate informed Mr. Lewis 
that, if the charge was pressed, he would be 
under the necessity of sending the case to 
higher court.

Woodstock, March 8.
Civic.—At Monday evening’s meeting of 

the Town Council, John McCormack, Esq 
was appointed School Trustee vice Bart 
Lynch resigned. Mr. Lynch will be a can 
didate for Councillor for Queen’s Ward 
A very carefully composed draft of a Bill to 
empower the Town Council to institute 
water works, prepared by Mayor Jones was 
presented and adopted by the Council. The 
Bill will be forwarded to Fredericton for 
enactment forthwith. The civic election 
takes place next Tuesday, each ward will be 
warmly contested for the Councillorship, but 
the Mayor will be returned unopposed.

Carnival.—Last evening the third car­
nival was held in the Skating Rink and was 
a more decided success than either of its 
predecessors. The ladies were present in 
larger force than usual and had prepared for 
the event with ingenuity and industry.

The postal treaty between Canada and the 
United States has been amended by striking 
out the second article and substituting for it 
the following :

“When newspapers, periodicals and other 
printed matter published or originating in 
the United States, or purporting to be pub­
lished in the United States, or circulated on 
behalf of a person or firm doing business in 
the United States, are posted in Canada for 
destinations in the United States, apparently 
to evade the postage laws or regulations 
applicable to such matter in the United 
States, the Canada post office may require 
prepayment of the same to be made at a rate 
equal to the domestic postage chargeable 
thereon by the laws of the United States.”

The present article takes effect imme­
diately.

The excitement throughout the State is in­
tense.

Washington, March 11.
The finding of the Court Martial, in the 

case of Sergt. Mason, on trial for attempting 
to shoot Charles J. Guiteau, is that he is 
guilty, and the sentence pronounced is 
that he is to be dishonorably discharged 
from the service of the United States with 
lose of all pay and allowance now due or to 
become due him and then to be confined at 
hard labor in such penitentiary as the pro­
per authorities may direct, for eight years.

Letters Were read from the pastor and trus­
tees of the Methodist Church and from 
“Victoria Lodge’’ of Oddfellows, tendering 
the nse of their rooms for the meeting^ of the 
church. The Bishop Coadjutor of Frederic­
ton, the Rev. F. Alexander, and others in 
this city and in St. John bed expressed to 
Rev. Mr. Crawley their sympathy and good­
will. A resolution of acknowledgment and 
thanks was thereupon moved by Dr. Rand, 
and cordially adopted, as follows :—

Resolved, That we, the members of the 
Fredericton Baptist Church and congrega­
tion thankfully acknowledge the courtesy 
and kindness of the pastor and members 
of the Free Baptist Church, the pastor and 
trustees of the Methodist Church, and the 
members of Victoria Lodge of Oddfellows, 
in tendering accommodation for our Sunday 
services and other meetings, upon the de­
struction of our House of Worship; and 
record our grateful appreciation of the 
Christian sympathy expressed by these 
bodies and by other friends.

It was then decided to occupy the City 
Hall for Sunday services, and to accept in 
part the offers of accommodation for social 
meetings. The Clerk of the Church was 
directed to make suitable replies to the 
invitations received. The question of re­
building was then taken up. It was not 
even thought necessary to move a resolution 
in favor of taking immediate steps toward 
the erection of a new building, ,, ,Thia was 
taken for granted. It was decidqil to open 
a subscription list at once for the building 
fund, the subscriptions to be payable annu­
ally for four years, beginning in June next 
(1882). A. F. Randolph, Judge Steadman, 
Dr. Rand, J. G. McNally, J. W. Spurden, D. 
F. George and H. C. Creed were appointed 
a committee to solicit and receive sub­
scriptions. The style, size and material of 
the new church will be determined upon 
after it shall be known how much money 
can be raised.

WOODSTOCK NOTES.

Woodstock, Mar. 10.
Town Council.—At the Town Council 

meeting, which is the last of the present 
Board, the Mayor, at the conclusion of the 
ordinary business, made a fnll and explicit 
statement of the finances of the Town. He 
showed that unless some unforeseen expendi­
ture had to be provided for, the present 
means -of revenue would absorb the debt in 
about five years. His Worship was tendered 
a hearty vote of thanks for the able manner 
in which he had performed the duties of his 
office. He made a straightforward, manly 
reply, that was warmly applauded.

Meeting.—A Praise Meeting was held in 
the Town Hall last evening at which Evan­
gelist Aaron Hartt conducted the exercises. 
His Bible readings and singing were interest­
ing and instructive. The revival meetings 
in the Free Baptist Church are still 
continuing.

New Church.—The Free Baptists have 
advertised for tenders for the construction 
of their new church which is to be one of the 
finest buildings here. Several private parties 
are taking the preparatory steps to rebuild 
their residences destroyed by last fall's big 
fire. 6

CITY COUNCIL.
SPECIAL MEETING TUESDAY NIGHT—THE WATER 

BILL PASSES BUT THE POLICE BILL IS BURKED.

A special meeting of the City Council was 
held Tuesday night, Mayor Fisher presiding. 
There was a full Board, with the exception of 
Aid Wilson, who was absent in St. John.

The draft of an Act to provide a system of 
sewerage and water supply for the City of 
Fredericton was then read by bis Worship 
the Mayor. This bill provides for the intro­
duction of water into the city by the Corpor­
ation from any source when they deem it ad­
visable. It also provides that the sole charge 
of the introduction cf water and of its man­
agement thereafter shall be vested in a com­
mittee of the Council of three Aldermen, 
whom that body shall remunerate if they see 
fit; makes provision for the taking of lands 
for water or sewerage purposes,and laying of 
pipes and sewers or the erection of hydrants 
and reservoirs ; and for the contingencies of 
land damages arising and arbitration thereon. 
The committee of management is appointed 
by the Council in the Same manner as any 
other standing eommittees, and shall have 
full power to act on any matter connected 
witli the sewerage and water supply, report­
ing the same to the Council. The issue of 
debentures to the amount of $100,000, at 6 
per cent, is also provided for, for such term 
and sum each as the Council may decide upon. 
Section 10 provides for assessment for any 
sum that shall he required by the committee 
in the same manner as rates and taxes are 
now levied for fire and gas purposes. The 
City Clerk is by the bill clerk ez officio to the 
Water and Sewerage Committee. Another 
section provides that the pipes and other 
plant of the system shall be exempt from 
seizure by course of law ; and that any mem­
ber of the Council or Board shall become dis­
qualified on holding any contract in connec­
tion with the concern.

Aid Macpherson said the bill was just what 
he thought it was going to be—a loaf for 
some of the City Aldermen. He did not 
see why they should have sole control 
of the machine.

The bill was taken np section by section in 
committee of the whole.

When the 1st section was read it carried, 
Aids Macpherscn and Atherton voting nay. 
On section 2nd Aid Hall objected to its 
principle, as when the committee had learn­
ed by experience they would be apt to be 
changed ; and the mention of remuneration 
made in the bill seemed to be contrary to the 
constitution of the city. He favored the per­
manent appointment of the committee of 
management, which would obviate the “loaf1 
suggested by Aid Macpherson.

Aid Macpherson said both a committee and 
a commission were evils, and that of two 
evils they should choose the least. He 
thought we would find the commission worse 
than the City Council chaps after all. He 
moved in amendment that the water supply 
and sewerage be in the hands of the whole 
Board with the Mayor as chairman, they to 
choose their own clerk, and that they receive 
no salary.

Aid Leigh thought that the Clerk and City 
Treasurer should receive some pay.

Aid Farrell said this was the most serious 
section of the bill. He favored appointments 
from year to year to office, subject, however, 
to the City Council; and pointed out that it 
would be impossible to get any Aldermen to 
devote enough of their own time to the sub­
ject to carry it through or on successfully 
without pay.

Aid Simmons favored a commission being 
appointed to construct the work, the Council 
to carry it on after that by a manager, ap­
pointed from year to year by the Board.

Aid. Hall drew attention to the fact that 
this was no small matter, and should be 
treated with due consideration.

Aid Macpherson withdrew his amendment, 
and Aid Farrell moved in amendment “that 
the committee shall make no contract in­
volving heavy expenditures, without the 
authority of the City Council."—Carried.

Sections 3, 4 and 5 carried, and on section 
6, providing for debentures issuing, Aid 
Farrell moved in amendment that $80,000 be 
issued in place of $100,000 named in the bill. 
—Carried.

There was some little discussion on the 
section providing that the committee shall 
estimate the amount they shall need yearly 
for running the water and sewerage and the 
city shall assess the same on the citizens,and 
a motion to make this optional with the city 
was lost, Aids Macpherson and Atherton 
alone voting yea. The section carried by a 
diverse vote. Aid Hall was absent from the 
Board during this division.

The bill passed section by section, was re­
ceived and ordered to be engrossed and pre­
sented to the Legislature for enactment. A 
section is also to be introduced into it giving 
the city a lien on such real estate in which 
water is used as well as making the tenant 
liable.

The draft of the bill for the further regula­
tion of the police establishment of the City of 
Fredericton, was read by His Worship the 
Mayor. This bill vests the appointment of 
the police in the corporation, in that they 
appoint the Chief of Police who selects his 
men, and gives them the power to regulate 
the police by by-law.

On motion to take up the bill section by 
section Aid Burcbill moved a month’s hoist. 
The latter was lost, Aid. Leigh alone voting 
with the mover.

The bill was taken up section by section, 
and Aid Farrell moved to strike out the first 
section and insert one erecting and legaliz­
ing the establishment and maintenance of a 
new police office and police court by the 
Council, thus killing the original bill.

The other two sections of the bill were 
struck out, and thus was the whole police 
bill knocked in the head by Aid Farrell’s 
little amendment.

The effect of the new bill is merely to 
legalize the holding of the police court and 
establishment of the police office in the old 
officers’ mess room.

Wm Grieves’ resignation of the position of 
roadmaster was received and accepted.

D Casey was appointed to the office tem

The Board adjourned at 11 o’clock.
There is a case of small pox at New

It 
violates obligations, loves fraud and 
honors infamy. It defames benevolence, 
hates love, scorns virtue, and slanders 
innocence. It incites the father to de 
liberately butcher his helpless offspring, 
helps the husband to massacre his wife, 
and the child to grind the parricidal axe. 
It bums up men, consumes women, 
detests life, curses God, and despises 
heaven. It suborns witnesses, nurses 
perjury, defiles the jury box and stains 
the judicial ermine. It degrades the 
citizen, debases the legislator, dishonors 
statesmen, and disarms the patriot.

A STRANGE STORY.

EQUALLING TALES OF CAPTAIN KIDD’S BURIED 
TREASURES.

Montreal, March 1—Truth is stranger 
than fiction in many cases though there 
is generally a superabundance of fiction. 
A case in point has just been related to 
your correspondent. It is almost an echo 
of Capt. Kidd’s hiding exploits. The 
merchant had been for years in the 
grocery business, and grew portly and 
rich in it. He held a large amount of bank 
stock at the time of his death. He was a 
Protestant, and belonged to one of the 
oldest grocers establishments in Canada. 
At his death he surprised many of his 
friends by leaving to his partner all his 
moveable property, while he left to his 
wife some £300 a year and disposed of 
his immoveable property in divers direc­
tions. His whole estate must have been 
nearly half a million. Quite recently the 
widow was questioned by the executors 
under oath as to whether she held any of 
her husband’s immoveable property. The 
reply was in the negative. The executors 
were puzzled at this, as there seemed a 
discrepancy spmewhere, but an old 
servitor come to the rescue. He believed 
that Madame in her zeal for securing 
money for church purposes had impor­
tuned the late merchant to leave the 
faithful servitor $1,000 instead of $2,000 
He would have his revenge, and he came 
before the executors with the story that 
about $100,000 in bonds and stocks had 
been secured in an iron pot by Madame, 
in the garden in rear of the house. The 
executors proceeded to the garden, the 
old servitor turned up the sod, and the 
iron pot came forth with its treasure. Now 
came the conflict with Madame. The 
family did not want a scandal while the 
executors wanted the money. They at 
length compromised the matter, and 
agreed to pay the widow $10,000 as a 
quittance. She is now on her way to 
France rejoicing, and in the company o 
four or five Sisters of Charity on board 
the steamship Parisian. She was a 
devoted daughter of the Church, and se­
cured for it a good deal of the merchant's 
money.

Pernicious Literature. — Pernicious 
literature seems to have as bad an effect 
on the minds of the young men of Great 
Britain as the dime novel trash on those 
of America, but the remedy applied in 
England would seem to be more salutary 
and appropriate. The London News of 
the 7th inst., says : “Under the heading, 
‘A Youthful Highwayman,’ this morn­
ing’s newspapers give an account of a boy 
named Jones, who has been distinguish­
ing himself in the neighborhood of 
Wrexham by stopping persons on the 
highway and robbing them in footpad 
style. Youthful highwaymen turn up 
from time to time at assizes. Some years 
ago we remember one of these young 
gentlemen being tried at Hertford. He 
was charged with stealing a horse and its 
bridle and saddle. When he wag taken, 
a pistol, some bullets, and a life of Dick 
Turpin was found upon him. The Wrex­
ham young gentleman did not aspire be­
yond the revival of the glories of the 
footpad, whilst the Hertford hero hoped 
to revive the glories of the road. Their 
fates were, however, identical. They 
were both flogged.”

A policeman walked along the road 
with a girl near a small town in Germany 
to protect her from robbery, she having 
saved her wages and become possessed 
of a considerable sum. As she was near­
ing home he left her, but scarcely was 
his back turned when he heard a pierc­
ing shriek. Running back to her he 
found her head had been cut off. Recol­
lecting something she had told him the 
policeman ran to a butcher's house in the 
village whence she came. In about half 
an hour he came in with a bag. On be­
ing questioned as to its contents he said 
it held a sheep’s head. She had shown 
the butcher her money and he advised 
her to wrap it up and hide it in her hair 
which she did, with the consequences 
described.
