| THE BATHURST INQUIRY.

Drags Along Wearily — The Public
Growing Tired,

Baraurst, June 9.—Rev. Jos. Seller
took the stand this morning, and gave a
history of the part taken by himself and
others in the town difficulties. He re-
lated conversation with Dr. Inch in which
the latter stated he told K. F. Burns, M.

unreasonable demands the excitement
would spread and might cause a great
difficulty. My people have a decided ob-
jection to their children looking at the
garb of the sisters of charity and attend-
ing conventual schools. Fifty protestants
signed a memorial to the board of edu-
cation, representing about 30 families, de-
tailing the objections of the protestants
which are similar to the already published
accounts. He opposed O’Brien’s appoint-
ment to the grammar school on moral
principles, though he did use his religious
standing as an argument in getting signers
to the memorial protest.

After dinner Mr. Seller continued. He
took no public action in the agitation un-
til afler the appointment of Mr. O’Brien.
I charged the body of catholics in the
press with forcing O’Brien on the protest-
ants. In doing so I knew the catholic
trustee, Alex. Doucet, objected to his ap-
pointment and another catholic trustee
assented. I do not want to say the whole
body of catholics favored it. Mr. Doucet
is in the employ of K. F. Burns, so is Mr.
Power. He thought a large number of
catholics assented to the appointment
from the fact of sending their children to
the grammar school to fill up, in order to
have enough pupils for O’Brien. He was
decidedly opposed to the non-sectarian
law being used for the benefit of any one
class to the detriment of another. In en-
gaging the sisters a dual grading system
was established and the public buildings
could not be filled, thus burdening the
protestants with excessive taxation. I
would have no objection to the sisters in
the public building if they would leave off
their peculiar garb. A clergyman teach-
ing school should leave aside his minis-
terial garb. I think I stated to Dr.Inch
I would not objéct to the teachers pro-
viding we got a proper school in a public
building. I would not make any particu-
lar objection if Mr. Cowperthwaite or
another efficient teacher was continued in
the grammar school. I would not now
send to the public school on the testimony
of Mr. Mercereau. If the sisters doff their
religious garb and go into the public
schools as other catholic ladies I would
not object. There was trouble between
the catholics and us about the private
schools. Boss, the proprietor, barricaded
the door. I heard he claimed we had no
right in the school. I know an action is
now pending about the lease. From what
persons present told me I thought it
necessary to advise the government, as
we feared further trouble. Of our own
knowledge we knew nothing of a riot
when we sent the telegram. Boss told
James Gammon that P. J. Burns advised
him to do so. Mr. Burns met Boss and
challenged him. Bosssaid if he did make
such a statement he (Boss) lied in saying
80, I thought the circumstances warranted
the telegram. I heard some protestant
say “you’re a mean miserable crowd to
interfere with our school,” and then hot
words ensued. About 10 catholics were
present and as many protestants. The
priine object in sending the telegram was
to protect the private school. I won’t
sweayg it was sent with a view of having
an effect on the public mind or the debate
going on at the time in parliament. The
greater part of this witness’s evidence was
hearsay.

Baraurst, June 10.—Rev. Mr. Seller,
under cross-examination, gave the follow-
ing as his objections to the sisters: 1st,
because the garb in school raises in the
child’s mind inquiries along catholic lines,
leading the pupils to think that the
sisters are more holy and sacred than our-
gelves. In this sense it is educational.

Mr. White—Does the garb have the
same effect on the minds of children if
worn by a pupil.

Witness—I refuse to answer that ques-
tion.

2nd. From the fact of the garb having
a sombre appearance; we don’t like chil-
dren during this gay portion of life hav-
ing such a sombre garb placed before
them, I would sooner see gaiety in dregs
and manners. I know the Courier; it is
a representative paper of the Acadian
catholic population. I have heard the
editor of the Courier say his paper strong-
ly opposed the appointment of a catholic
because a protestant should in justice be
appointed.

The next witness was rev. A. F. Thom-
son, the prime mover in the school agi-
tation. He stated his objections as fol-
lows: 1st. I hold that the non-sectarian
school law should be enforced without
fear or favor.

2nd. We object to ecclesiastical inter-
ference in sehools, and I hold that re-
ligion should be taught elsewhere. I
hold that protestants are as moral and as
well educated as catholics. Our national
schools are not intended to build up any
particular denomination. That persons
who have withdrawn from the world as
the sisters should not be engaged to fit
the youth of the country for life. I ob-
ject to the garb ; that protestants should
not be compelled to support schools es-
tablished in the interest of the catholic
church ; also to the expense of maintain-
ing too many schools. The witness read
a voluminous correspondence touching
the matter and wound up by saying we
will either have to get an honest adminis-
tration of a law or separate schools. The
counsel for the catholics and for the board
of education thought his evidence of so
little importance that no cross-examina-
tion was made. This was a great disap-
pointment, as it was freely thought Mr.
Thomson would occupy a fnll day, where-
a8 he was only half an hour.

Mr. Fowler then called James Buttimer
who said he was opposed to conventual
schools only on the ground of excessive
taxation. There was no cross exami-
nation.

Joshua Gatamon and Norman Des-
brisay were called to prove the circum-
stances in connection with barricading
the private school by Charles Boss. The
so-called riot spoken of in that note sent
to hon. Mr. Blair during the session, did
not, according to their evidence, amount
to even a gcod row. They feared a riot
because of a few catholics being present at
the time. The orangemen burst open the
door of thé private school. Gammon and
Debrisay heard no threats from any
catholic, and all the loud talking was be-
tween Miller and Venoit. From the fact
of neyer seeing persons in numbers there
before, they concluded there was danger.

Mr. Desbrisay says that W. R. Jackson,
S. Williamson and himself had potato

pounders with them, but did not know of

P., that if they (the catholics) persisted in-

any other weapons. The catholics didn’t
show any. Boss claimed that the orange-

.| men had no right to use a hall rented

from him for a private school.

James Gammon said Boss told him P.
J. Buins had put him up to it—*1I think
Gammon gaid Burns was leading the
speaking catholics, and I think Venoit
here spoke up disclaiming any connexion
with the matter and saying the catholics
bad (no right [to interfere with private
schools. Miller said something and then
hot worde ensued between him and
Veniot. No blows were struck by any
one. OQutside imagination as to what
might have been the consequences of a
brawl between Veniot and Miller there is
really nothing so far developed to make
one entertain even the idea of a riot.

Mr. Skinner intimated at adjournment
that the complainants would have but
few more witnesses to call. The catholics
will call 15 or 20 witngsses, and the case
may yet last four or five days.

BatHURST, June 12.—William Rodgers
was the first witness called this morning,
but nothing important was adduced.

JRmes Gammon and Edwin T. Carter
wire ealled to prove an incident in con-
nectisis with the so called riot. The com-
plainant finished the case at noon.

At the afternoon session the solicitor
general intimated that, in view of certain
conversations related by witnesses, it
would be necessary to recall Dr. Inch. It
was agreed in case of the argument ad-
journing to Fredericton that Dr. Inch
could be heard there.

Mr. Lawlor asked, on behalf of the
parties interested, that the argument. be
held at Bathurst. This matter was left
for discussion at a later date.

Samuel Branch was called to contradict
a statement as to a conversation with A.
M. Rodgers. He did not remember much
but was not mistaken about the conver-
sation.

Hon. F. J. McManus said he was trus-
tee of district No. 16, Bathurst village,
since October, 1890. He gave a history of
bringing the sisters of Notre Dame under
the law at a meeting of the catholics. The
rev. father Varrily did not decide the
matter; it depended on the wish of the
ratepayers. When Mr. Crockett asked
that an additional teacher be put in the
superior school building it would have
entailed the costs of an extra teacher. Not
being able to do this the protestant trustee
suggested taking the two sisters to the
public building and the protestant trustee
acquiesced. Therefore we felt that protes-
tants could not object to this system. It
gave a perfect system- of grading and we
were congratulated by Inspector Mer-
sereau. The objections of the protestants
caused a change to be made. Rev. Mr.
Thomson went to Fredericton and came
back with a letter trom Mr. Crockett. We
did not think as trustees we could take
official notice of the letter addressed to a
private individual. Every action of the
trustees was taken with regard to the
feelings of the protestant minority. We
engaged Miss Hall to satisfy the protestant
feelings. There are now 177 pupils en-
rolled, and according to the cubic air
allowed for each sitting we could fill the
public building and still have 24 pupils
still unprovided for. Owing to space we
are compeiled to rent extra space and
therefore dual grades are an absolute
necessity. There are only 16 protestant
children in the whole district, and there
are 224 catholic school going children in
the district according to a recent census.
I never asked the sisters to teach the
catechism after or during school hours.
Mr. McManus gave a lengthy account of
the way the schools were carried on in the
village. Mr. Nevins was the only pro-
testant in district 15 with children going
to school who objected to the arrange-
ment between Nos. 15 and 16. On account
of a sister going to be engaged his child
did not attend school. He even wanted
that the -district should engage a protest-
ant in ‘the district which is entirely
catholic. The amount assessed in 1889
was only $500; this small amount left the
district heavily in debt at the end of 1889,
o that in 1890 we had to make an ad-
ditional assessment amounting in all to
$1,300 to meet the indebtedness of 1889
and pay salaries, interest, etc., for that
year. There is alsc included in the as-
sessment of $1,300 the salary of three ex-
tra teachers for the latter part of 1890,
which in reality would leave the actual
cost of running the school but very little
in excess of former years. Mr. McManus
had not completed his direct examination
at 6 p. m.

JunE 13.— Patrick Maloney, formerly
trustee of district No. 8, contradicted part
of the testimony given by Mary Alexand-
er as to her engagement as teacher.

Hon. F. J. McManus continued his evi-
dence, occupying all morning and part of
the afternoon. He thought if district 15
and 16 amalgamated an arrangement
could be arrived at satisfactory to all con-
cerned. Under the suggested arrangement
we would have to continue the duplicate
grade system, but would try to arrange
that protestants would not have to go
through the schools taught in the convent.

The catholic would be willing to attend
schools with protestant “children. This
arrangement would depend upon the
good faith of the contracting parties. The
catholics would submit even if the cost
was increased by the arrangement. The
small sum voted last year was due to the
fact that the rate-payers contemplated
closing the superior school. They would
object to orangemen teaching the public
schools in full regalia as they supplement
the ordinary civilian dress by a distinct-
ive mark of political order offensive to
certain parties. The sisters always wear
the ordinary school garb. They would
not make the same objection to protest-
ant clergymen.

James Boudreau, principal of the Petite
Roche superior school, testified that he
recited “Our Father,” “Hail Mary,”
and “Angelus” at opening in the morn-
ing, the closing at noon and the closing in
the afternoon. He had been a teacher
for 35 years and an inspector for two
years and had never compelled a protest-
ant to take part in the prayers.

Miss Josephine Frenet, teacher in the
primary department of the superior
school, testified that catholie children
came in at five minutes to nine for prayers.
She never compelled protestant children
8o attend prayers or catechism ; she never
taught catechiem in school hours. The
trustees ordered the school to close at
3 30.

This witness gaye a direct contradiction
to the Corbett children who testified last
week.

Mary P. Godin, now teaching at
Tobique Road, Restigouche county, for-
merly a teacher at Green Point, contradic-
ted directly the evidence given by the
three Doucet and Wickett children in re-
gard to teaching of the catechism during
school hours. She never taught the cate-
chism during school hours. The school

was dismissed at 3 30 by order of the

%

trustees. - What Peter Doucet said is
abeolutely untrue; It was never any part
of my contract to teach the catechism.
This teacher said she had taught the
protestant catechism.

Mary O’Sullivan, pupil of district 13, ad-
joining Bathurst town, said Miss Eddy
read the Bible before and after roll. She
said to those holding up their hands when
they remembered a passage read, that it
would strengthen their minds. © We sang
protestant hymns on Fiday. Miss Stout
read the Bible and said the Lord’s prayer,
which is different from ours. I have
stayed out in yard during Bible reading
lately. There are 47 catholic children
and 35 protestants enrolled.

Elizabeth Godin of district 4, Green
Point, attended Philip Boudreau’s school
in 1888, also Philomine Boudreau’s echool
in 1887. The catechism was never taught
during school hours. This is another
contradiction of Lyda May Ellis and
others. John J. Fournier, aged 17, went
to Philip Boudreau’s school and others;
the catechism was taught only after 3.30,
the hour of dismissal.

Bella Rey corroborated the testimony
of Mary O'Sullivan as to reading the
Bible and singing protestant hymns in
district No. 18.

THE STEVENS CASE.

Nothing New Has Been Taien from the
Evidence. Atd

DoRCHESTER, June 9.— Edward Burch
recalled. To Mr. Powell—I am 73 years
of age. I was engaged in moving corpses
in St. John on the Marsh Road. Mr.
Burch was cross-examined by Mr. Powell
at some length in respect to his experience
in- decomposition. He had a few bodies
and had seen them taken up in all the
way from two months from 30 years. He
testified that the grave that Mabel Glen-
nie Hallet Stevens was buried in was five
and one half feet deep.

The next witness called was Edward
Donoghue, who had been hired by Mr.
Burch to take the body up. He saw many
marks on the body and described them.

Rev. E. B. Hooper, the church of Eng-
land clergyman at Moncton, was called.
He testified to having a conversation with
Mrs. Stevens, but he could not call it to
mind.

Dr. Pugsley asked the witness whether
he could call the conversation to mind or
whetifer' he would not prefer to. Wit-
ness assured the doctor that he could not
call it to mind.

Miss Lizzie Hallett, sister of the de-
ceased, was then puton the stand. She
lived in Sussex. Mabel Glennie was her
sister. She came up from Sussex the
night of the 4th of January. * Her father
informed her of the death of her sister.
She went to Mrs. Stevens’ house when
she first came. Mrs. Stevens told her
that Mabel had been sick all night and
that she had been up all night and did
all possible for her.. She asked her about
the mark on Mabel's eye. She said that
Mabel would scratch her face, and then
again shé told her she had her in her
arms and she fell against the bedpost;
then again she said she fell going into the
closet. I have read the papers with my
evidence in them since the trial, but had
done so accidentally as I was looking over
papers and letters one day. I did not
know Mrs. Stevens before she adopted
Mabel. Mrs. Stevens asked me to come
and stay two or three weeks whenever 1
bad a holiday, and I went a number of
times. I have only been to Mrs. Stevens’
house twice since I went to Sussex until
Mabel’s death. I will swear I could have
seen the hands in the coffin if they had
not been covered up. Mrs. Stevens asked
her, when she was there the last time,
if she would like to have anything of
Mabel’s. She said she would like to have
her mother’s wedding ring. She counld
not find it at first, but found it afterwards.
This witness occupied the first of the
afternoon. Her evidence as a rule was
very similar to that given before at
Moncton.

DorcHesTER, June 10.—The cross ex-
amination of Miss Hallet was resumed
this morning. Witness narrated a num-
ber of conversations that took place be-
tween' her and Mrs. Stevens in reference
to Mabel’s health, her clothes, the fact of
giving her squills and several other mat-
ters. She understood from Mrs. Stevens
that Mabel had worked all the day
previous to death, whereas in fact she did
not work at all. Mrs: Stevens, out of pure
kindness, she said, had kept her three
sisters in her house for nine months.

Miss Margaret Marvin, of St. John, a
dressmaker, testified she was at Mrs.
Stevens’ house the last two weeks in Oc-
tober, 1892. She went there on a Mon-
day and remained until Friday; second
week from Monday until Wednesday.
She saw Mabel the morning she went
there, Mabel was dusting the dining room.
She was small for her age. Witness was
there eight days and only saw Mabel
twice.

Mr. Powell, for the defence, objected to
evidence on the ground “it is inad-
missible.” He cited authority for the
contention. The witness’s testimony
throughout was in every respect similar
to the evidence given at the. preliminary
hearing. Mrs. Stevens said to her she
had trouble with Mabel, making it neces-
sary for her sometimes to whip her. Ad-
journed for dinner.

After dinner P. Sarsfield McManus
called. Hesaid: “I wason the coroner’s
jury. The sleeves of the night dress
Mabel had on when we took her out of
the coffin extended down within two
inches of her fingers. I noticed that be-
fore the body was turned over the legs
were swollen. There was a cut on the
calf of the leg about one inch wide. There
were at least 25 marks on the back of the
legs. There were only 10 or 12 marks on
the front of the legs. The marks were
from a half to three quarters of an inch
in width. Isaw marks upon the arms.
They were near the shoulders. There
was a mark on the brow of the left eye.

Mr. Pugsley asked that an interpreter
be appointed as there were a number of
French witnesses to be examined next
week. Both counsel agreed that A. D.
Richard hold that office. The court ad-
journed at 4.30 till Monday afternoon at 2
o’clock.

Dorcnester, June 12,—When the court
met to-day, his honor decided that the
evidence of Miss Marvin was admissable.
Miss Marvin was then recalled. This
witness was examined at some length,
but no new evidence was adduced.

The next witness was Wm. Burnett. To
Mr. Pugsley he said: I am related to the
deceased. Had a conversation with Mrs,
Stevens. .She told me Mabel took sick
about 10 o'clock. She told me she died
with consumption followed by inflam-
mation. She said she gave her syrup of
“gquills.” She told me Mabel died about
7 o’clock. - She said Mabel was smart and
teachable, and was becoming quite useful
to her. She told me that Mr. Stevens
said to her, “I wonder Mabel is so at-
tached to you when you punish her so
much.”

To Mr. Wells—I was not examined be-
fore the magistrate. I swear I did not
se Mabel within a month before her death.
I swear positively I did not see Mabel
within 14 months before her death.

Mrs. Leverine White testified: I took
Mabel to learn the dress making business.
Mrs. Stevens allowed me to have her for
two years. Mrs. Stevens told me not to
allow Mabel to talk with the other girls
as she was a great girl to lic, and when
she got started she never knew when to
stop. Witness gave the different conver-
sations that she and Mrs. Stevens had,
and at some length was cross examined
by Mr. Wellg, but nothing new was evoked.

It is too late for the best good of either
sheep or wool to defer shearing until after
the busy spring work is over. It uged to
be done because it was thought necessary
to wash the wool on the sheep’s back.
This is rarely done now. If the sheep
have been cleanly kept, and given plenty
of straw for bedding during the winter,
their wool will be freer from dirt in April
without washing, as generally done, and
the sheep allowed to dry the fleece qn its
own back. '

FARM TOPICS.

If you print the butter, have your in-
itials, or the name of your farm cut in
the print;it will serve as a kind of a
trade mark.

There is truth in the old saying that
the pig looses flesh every time it is al-
lowed to squeal. - Irregular feeding so in-
jures the digestion of any young animal
that thus stunted it is never after all that
it might have heen.

The ecrossing of established breeds is
nearly . ways a mistake. The excellencies
of one are the deficiencies of the other,
and when both dam and male are full
blood it is just as likely as not that the
progeny will have the worst traits of each.
All the best breeds wcre established by
selecting the best animals and inbreeding
until the excellence became established.

Fvery farmer who begins underdrain-
ing should make a map of his farm and
locate each underdrain as it is dry and
laid. While such drains properly laid
will last for ages, they will need occasion-
ally to be dug up and relaid, and a lo-
cation on a map of the points where the
drains come together is a great saving of
trouble.

The practice of wetting-the hands with
milk is a nasty one, and is, moreover,
much more likely to make cows teats
sore than is milking dry. Both bag and
teats should be brushed or wiped clean
with a rag used for the purpose, and this
will remove the small bits of dirt or other
offensive matter that are usually found on
a cow after she has laid down all night.
If any of these get into the milk pail no
after straining will make the ‘milk what
it ought to be.

Few farmers finish cleaning their barn-
yard before spring. They stop the work
because the manure is scattered and hard
to get at, oftén too because the season is
80 late that probably not enough rain will
fall to give the manure its best effect.
Yet these bottom deposits accumulating
year after year are often much richer per
load than is the coarser and more bulky

.manure which can so easily be loaded on

the wagon, yet which in dry seasons often
does far more harm than good.

No matter whether a farmer wants to
plant spruce for timber, a few on the wind-
ward side of houses and barns to shelter
them from the fierce storms will prove a
profitable investment. The Norway spruce
is a rapid grower, and a wind break once
planted will every year prove a better
protection, and prove more valuable. It
makes a better windbreak to plant two
rows about 10 feet apart, with some de-

ciduous trees between. What wind one «

tree does not obstruct the other ro v will
catch.

With some kinds of fruit nature does
much thinning, but never quite enough
for best results. The amount of fruit a
tree or vine can bear is seldom as import-
ant as its quality. In fact, so much larger
does properly thinned fruit grow that in
most cases the large quantity goes with
the best. And with how much lessened
cost to the tree is the best fruit produced ?
A peck of worthless peach pits grown on
an overborne tree have cost the soil and
the tree far more of phosphate and potash
than will a bushel of the most luscious
and largest fruit.

parents.
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A VERY SUCCESSFUL TERM.

Another term of the Normal school has
ended and another class of well qualified
teachers has gone out into the different
sections of the province to take the posi-
tions which have been so well filled by
their predecessors.. The large attendance
at the closing exercises attests tc the fact
that our citizens are fully aware of the
many advantages which result from hav-
ing such an institution in our midst.

Year by year the work of the school in-
creases ; new subjects are taken up; the
advanced work in th& common schools
calls for an advance in the work of the
Normal school. The institution must
keep pace with the times —in fact must
be in advance of them, and this calls for
earnest work and untiring energy on the
part of the principal and staff.

Mr. Mullen has so brought the routine
work down to a system that it leaves
nothing to be desired or incomplete, while
the discipline of the school has been ex-
cellent. Although a large number of
siudents attend from all parts of the
province, yet good behavior in the build-
and outside has been invariably the case.
Of course this is only what is expected of
those who go forth to teach the young,
vet expectations are not always fulfilled.

It is also gratifying to note that the
most cordial relations exist between the
chief superintendent and the staff of the
school. This tends to increase the effi-
ciency of the work done while it makes
the daily routine more pleasing, occa-
sions less friction and elevates the moral
tone of the institution.

The students who have now gone forth
to the actual work of school teaching
compare favorably with any former class.
They have had a thorough drill and the
work of the term shows that they were
well prepared both in knowledge and
profegsional skill, and that the progress of
education will not be retarded when
they take their places behind the desks.
At the final examinations for license
there were forty-eight for first, one
hundred and twenty-eight for second and
forty five for third class.

THE GERMAN ELECTIONS.

Germany isin the throes of a violent
agitation. On Thursday an election was
held in that empire, which was to decide
whether the aristocracy led by the youth-
ful emperor, or the Reichstag, the popu-
lar chamber of the German parliament,
and the people should rule. The emperor
wishes to increase the standing army from
486,000 to 573,000 men, with an equal in-
crease in batteries and effective forces,
when on a war footing. At present if
called to war, the available force is
3,350,000. By the passage of the contest-
ed bill, this force would be increased to
4,400,000, at an increased cost of
$16,000,000. This enormous tax, the
people oppose, and although the bill to
authorize its being levied has been thrown
out by the reichstag, yet the emperor is
determined that it shall become law.

Bismarck, the man of blood and iron,
is at present supporting the people, and
affairs are about as bad as they can pos-
sibly be. <

Germany, though having a parliament,
has not responsible government, and
though the reichstag rejected the army
bill, which in this country would be
equal to a want of confidence vote, yet the
government was not defeated, the result
being simply that the emperor dissolved
the reichstag and asked the people to
elect men as he desired, and not what
they believed in the best interests of
those who had elected them.

The result of the election is the triumph
of the people and the defeat of the em-
peror. It is highly probable, however,
that the new reichstag will not be called
together, but that another election will
be at once declared.

Tue Bathurst school investigation com-
mission completed its labors on Thurs-
day and adjourned to meet in this city in
August. All the press reports of the in-
vestigation have given very full details,
and it is self evident that the matter has
been very much distorted.

YORK MILLS.

JuNE 12.— The weather is all that can
be desired and the crops in this vicinity
look very promising. Business is very
lively here at present, the woolen mill is
turning out a lot of cloth for the trade
and the roads are strewn along with piles
of newly sawn lumber, while the teams
are kept busy hauling, now that the
farming is done.

Mr. Skene has brought his family from
Pennfield, as has also Mr. Smith his boss
weaver, thereby adding considerably to
the population of York Mills.

LIZZIE BORDEN'S TRIAL.

Evidence Flatly Contradicting the Testi-
mony of Government Witnesses.

New Beprorp, Mass., June 15.—In the
trial of Lizzie Borden for the murder of
her father and step-father, this afternoon
Jerome T. Borden testified that he entered
the Borden front door without difficulty
the day after the murder. -

Walter P. Stovens, reporter of the Fall
River News, testified that he went into
Borden barn immediately after the
murder. He heard three people walking
in the loft.

Under cross-examination he said he
made a search of the yard with no result;
he tried the cellar door and found it
fastened before he went to the barn.

Delia Manley testified that she saw a
man at the Borden gate about 9.40 o’clock
of the morning of the murder. He was
neither Mr. Borden nor Mr. Morse.

Simon Robiniski testified to passing the
Borden house about 11.05 of the morning
of the murder. He saw a bare headed
lady in a dark colored dress walking
slowly from the barn to the house. The
time was corroborated by other witnesses.

Two boys testified that they passed the
Borden barn just after the murder and
walked all around the loft.

The jury retired while counsel argued
the admissibility of the evidence of Jos.
L. May, who found a man covered with
blood near Steep Brook, on August 16th,
who talked about the Borden murder.
The question was reserved till the morn-
ing.

New Beprorp, June 16.—The weather
was delightfully cool this morning, but
the crowd in attendance on the opening
of the 11th day of the Borden trial was
smaller than on any other day of the
proceedings. Among the early visitors
was Miss Emma Borden, who, it is under-
stood, is to be called by the defence, al-
though she was set down as a goverment
witness. i

After the jury had been polled the
court rendered its decision in the matter
of the admission of the evidence of Jos.
Lemay, who saw a man with a bloody
hatchet in the woods at Steep Brook
twelve days after the murder. The court
said it was clear this evidence could not
be admitted.

Mr. Jennings desired his exceptions
noted, at the same time stating he would
put in writing just what he intended to
show. ~

The first witness was Sarah R. Hart, of
Tiverton. She said that on the day of
the murders she passed the Borden house
with her sister-in-law, Mrs. Manley, about
11 o’clock. She spoke to her nephew,
who was in a carriage which was stand-
ing between the Borden and Churchill
houses. She saw a young man standing
in the Borden gateway, leaning against
the gate-post. She did not know the man.

Charles S. Sawyer, painter of Fall River,
said he came to the Borden house about
11 o’clock on the day of the murder and
he told of the arrival of the officers and
others about the place. He didn’t see
officer Medley there very early in the
day. :

John J. Manning, reporter, Fall River,
said he came to the Borden house the
day of the murder and looked about the
place. He tried the cellar door and found
it locked. He never saw Medley there
during his stay about the premises. He
got back to his newspaper office at 11.50.
In an interview with Mrs. Regan regard-
ing the “you gave me away ” story, wit-
ness said Mrs. Reagan told him there was
nothinginit. He wanted to know whether
the reported story was true or not and de-
sired a negative or affirmative statement.
Cross-examined he did not recall what
she gaid to him about belieying what he
saw in the newspapers, but he would not
say she didn’t say she would tell her
story in court.

Thomas F. Hickey, reporter, of Fall
River, testified he called to interview Mrs.
Reagan on Friday about the story referred
to above. Isaid: “Isee you're getting
yourself in the paper, Mrs. Reagan.” She
replied, “ Yes, but they have got to take
that all back.”” I asked her about the
quarrel and she said there had been no
quarrel. I asked her if she bad repeated
any of the words of the sisters. I asked
ber if there was any truth in the report
and she said absolutely none.

Mrs. Mary R. Holmes, Fall River, testi-
fied to defendant’s connection with the
religious and charitable work of the
Central Congregational church. Continu-
ing, witness said she was at the Borden
house the day of the murder. Officers
were not hindered in any way from mak-
ing a thorough search of the premises.
On the day of the funeral Lizzie shed
tears when looking at her father’s re-
mains. Concerning the quarrel story
witness said she had a talk with Mrs.
Reagan about the story after its publica-
tion. Mrs. Reagan said to witness, “ Mrs.
Holmes, you know, it isn’t so, for that
was the time we were talking abcut the
eggs.” The prisoner sat with her face in
bher hankerchief during much of Mrs
Holmes’ testimony. Witness continued :
It was on Friday that this occurred.
Later, the same night, I think, while I
was sitting in the matron’s room, some
men came and talked with Mrs. Reagan.
She went out and came back seeming
quite undisturbed. I heard Mrs. Reagan
say she would sign the paper if Marshall
Hilliard was willing. This was to the
men who came into the room.

Charles J. Holmes, Fall River Banker,
testified to having a knowledge of the
paper given Mrs. Reagan to sign. The
paper was produced and identified. It
was essentially a denial of the quarrel
story as it was read to Mrs Reagan and
after the marshal refused to allow her to
sign. Witness heard part of the altercat-
ion which ensued. Mrs. Reagan never
signed the paper.

John R. Colwell, reporter, said he saw
the paper read to Mrs. Reagan, when she
was asked to sign it. She took it to Hill-
iard, and he said if she signed the paper,
it'would be against his orders; then she
went out and the marshall ordered wit-
ness out.

Mrs. Mary E. Brigham, Fall River, a
life-long friend of the prisoner, who
vigited her frequently at the jail, said she
heard Mrs. Reagan say she would sign
the paper if the marshal would let her;
that she would rather leave her place
than stay where she had been lied about ;
that was all a lie and that there had been
no quarrel.

Emma L. Borden, sister of the defend-
ant, waé the next witness. She said the
gearch in the house by the officers had
been thorough ; that Dr. Dolan had said
it could not be more thorough unless the
paper was torn from the wall and the
carpets taken up. She and Lizzie went to
the attic and assisted the officers in
opening a trunk. She never hindered
the search in the slightest. The Bedford
cord dress was made in May at our home ;
Lizzie got some paint on this dress within
two weeks after the dress was made
while painters were at work on the
house. On the day the witness came
home she went to the closet to hang up a
dress; saw the Bedford cord dress there
and said to Lizzie: “You haven't de-
stroyed that old dress yet; why don’t
you do s0o?” It was very dirty, badly
faded, and could not have been made
over, being of very cheap material. Next
Isaw of this dress was when I heard
Lizzie, on following Saturday, in the

kitchen, say, “ I'm going to burn this old

dress,” which was ori her arnf. I said
“I would,” or “why don’t you,” and

turned away. I did notgee her burn the
dress. Miss Russell was there at the
time. On following Monday Miss Russell
said she had told an officer that all the
dresses were in the house that were
there at the time of the murders. It was
then decided between us, Lizzie, Miss
Russell and witness that Miss Russell
she said it was true and that she would
sign it, if the marshal would allow her.
Then she and Mr. Buck went down to the
marshal’s office. They came back and
went into the matron’s room down stairs,
should go and tell the officer that she had
told him a falsehood. My sister said at
the time: “Why didn’t you tell him
about it; why did you let me do it?”
Witness said she never had any conver-
sation with her sister as was reported by
Mrs. Reagan ; there never was any quar-
rel or trouble in the matron’s room be-
tween them, or anything that could be
construed into a quarrel. Witness ab-
solutely denied the whole story. Cross-
examined, Emma testified that her father
had given a house to the stepmother and
it made some trouble between them and
stepmother. Lizzie ceased to call her
the stepmother and spoke of her as Mrs.
Borden, but relations between Lizzie and
Mrs. Borden were entirely cordial for the
last two or three years. She did not re-
member saying their relations were not
cordial. Questions and answers of the
preliminary hearing were read to witness.
She remembered some of them but
couldn’t remember all of them. (She
contended that the relations between
Lizzie and Mrs. Borden were entirely
cordial.)

THAT CRUEL WHIP.

DoRCHESTER, June 15.— The first wit-
ness sworn this morning was Simon
Melanson, a juror on the coroner’s inquest.
He testified to marks on the body and
described the size and direction taken by
different marks. His testimony was
similar to that of juror McManus. Mr.
Melanson noticed that an odor was
emitted from the body which was not
very perceptible.

H. G. Wadman, also of the coroner’s
jury, testified similarly to the preceding
witness.

Mrs. Milligan was sworn — She lives in
Moncton ; knew Mabel well ; she was in
Mrs. Stevens’ house the day of the
funeral ; Mrs. Stevens told her that Mabel
died at 7 o'clock; she said she had a
doctor there during the night and that he
gave her no hopes; she ascribed Mabel’s
death to heart failure.

Owing to the medical men not being
present as witnesses the court adjourned.

The court continued this afternoon.
The first witness called was Mrs. Mary
White. To -Mr. Pugslev: I live in
Sunny Bray. I udsed to work for Mrs.
Stevens. I washed clothes. One morn-
ing when I was there I heard a cry from
the coal shed door. I saw Mabel stand-
ing in that door a short time before that.
I saw Mre. Stevens come from that shed
door shortly after T heard the cry. She
came from that door between 10 and 11
o’clock in the forenoon. I will swear it
was a cry. Then I saw Mabel afterward,
her hair was hanging over her shoulders
and her eyes looked sore. i

To Mr. Wells—1I did tell Mr. and Mrs.
David White that I was not sure whether
the cry came from that shed door or
from the street. I will swear now that it
came from the coal shed door. I was not
on oath then but I am now. IfI did tell
them so I told a lie. Mrs. Stevens had a
whip in her hand. I will swear Mabel
used to wear her hair tied up.

Bessie Babineau was next called. I
work with Mrs. White. Isaw long marks
on Mabel’s hands. They were black and
blue marks, and about a quarter of an
inch wide. The flesh where these marks
appeared was raised. Mabel made a
statement to me at one time.

Mr. Powell objected to her telling what
it was.

Mabel did not complain to me about
being sick before. her death. Mrs.
Stevens told me when I was at the house
to see the corpse that Mabel died of
inflammation of the bowels and heart
failure. Two Miss Lebreques went with
me.

Selina White was the next witness. I
lived with Mrs. Stevens for some time.
(This witness was stood aside for the
present, but will be called some time soon
again.)

Josephine Lebreque was next called —
I was working with Mrs, White. Isaw a
greenish colored mark on Mabel’s fore-
head. I noticed it three or four times.
Mabel was of a good disposition.

Dr. Robert Mitchell was the next wit-
ness — The dress that was -on the body
came down to the knuckles. The body
was in a comfortable coffin. Witness
described the marks on the body at some
length, very much like his evidence
given before.

Mr. Powell, after Mr. Pugsley’s direct
examination, cited the following medical
authorities: Tidy, page 66; Caspers, page
219, and Taylor.

MoxcroN, June 16— Dr. Mitchell’s
testimony was resumed. He was cross-
examined by Mr. Powell. He explained
how marks such as were on the body of
the deceased could be caused either be-
fore or after death. He defined the
meaning of word shock and various
causes and consequences. A noteworthy
point during the cross-examination by
Mr. Powell was that with the single
exception of referring to the eye he did
not ask the witness his opinion respecting
marks on the body. Ata certain stage
in the proceedings the ladies present
were requested to retire, as the evidence
given aimed at points showing that there
were conditions in female life when,
after death occurred, ther decomposition
would be more rapid than at other times.
Dr. Mitchell was the only witness on the
stand this morning, and will be on at
some length this afternoon.

There is considerable agitation worked up
among the people of the city tegarding the
unsightly station of the Canada Rastern R.
R. company on the cornet of Sunbury and
Brunswick streets. When this station was
placed there the R. R. cotapany pioitised
that it was ohly a tefnporary erection and
would be reitoved &s soon a3 the line was
got into tunning order. Since connections
have been made with the C. P. R. branch
back of the city, there is really no need of a
station there atall. The C. P. R. Gibson
train always starts from their depot on
York street, and it would surely be possible
for the C. E. R. R. company to use that de-
pot as well, or to build a new one towards
the back of the city. The present rough,
unpainted structure is moresuited to a back
woods flag station, than to the capital city
of tne province. Itisin the very centre of
the most beautiful portion of the city ; just
below the cathedral, and surrounded by
handsome dwelling houses. Then, again,
the present arrangement is highly danger-
ous. Theshuntingback and forth of loaded
freight trains across the principal street of
the city, is a vonstant menance to life, and
1t 2is 4 wonder that no lives have thus far
been lost.

R. Linden Fenety is circulating a petition
among the citizens, asking for the removal
of the station to some other part of the city,
and has already obtained a large number of
signatures.

Brave Rescue.

Spurd Delong, a lad of about thirteen, em-
ployed at J. G. Gunn’s tailoring establish-
ment, had a very narrow escape from
drowning yesterday afternoon. He was in
swimming in the river opposite D. F.
George's whart, when he took a cramp, and
sank. A companion who was swimming
with him tried to reach and save him, but
was unable. Fortunately a young man
named Smith was near at the time, and as
soon as possible he dived under water and
succeeded in bringing Delong to the surface.
He was lying in about ten feet of water,
had been under water over five minutes,
and when brought to shore was to all ap-
pearance dead. Dr. Seery arrived on the
spot just as they were bringing Delong to
the shore, and after a very long time, and
the use of every means known to restore
life, succeeded in bringing him back to
consciousness. But it was a close call.

Great praise is due John Smith, who left
his team, and forcing his way through the
crowd that were devising means to rescue
the lad, and without removing his clothes,
dived to the bottom and brought DeLong to
the surface. Such heroic bravery should
not go unrewarded.

A Good Idea.

Some of our more prominent citizens are
discussing the advisability of bolding a civic
holiday some time during the present sum-
mer, say about the fifteenth of August. They
say that the people have not had, and will
not have during the summer any day de-
voted to local sports. The first of July will
see some horse races in the park, but outside
of that there will be no effort made to pro-
vide. amusement to the people, who will
probably visit other places in large num-
bers. The scheme is to have the Mayor
proclaim a public holiday ; have all places
of business closed ; arrangea series of events
to take place on the grounds of the Frederic-
ton park association, such as horse races,
bicycle races, foot races, base ball, and other
field sports, athletic competitions ‘and
games of all kinds. There need not be any
great expenses attending the celebration.
The day could be advertised if thought ex-
pedient, in other towns and places in the
province, and excursions arranged. The
beauty and accessibility to Fredericton
ought to prove a sofficient attraction with-
out anything else, and the matter might be
made a financial success. It is to be hoped
that the idea will be put into practice.

‘Will Probated.

“The will of the late John A. Morrison, jr.,
has been admitted to probate. Frank I.
Morrison is the sole executor. The estate
is entered at $20,000, of which $14,000 is
real, and $6,000 personal property. The
mill property, and all its accompaniments
is devised to John A. Morrison, jr., and also
the homestead. All the household furni-
tare, pictures, books, and other personal
property in and about the homestead is de-
vised to Mrs. Morrison. It is understood
that John A. Morrison, jr., has declined to
accept the bequest ot the will and also that
the estate will not realize sufficient to liqui-
date the debts. It is also stated that there
is sufficient life insurance to give Mrs. Mor-
rison an anuual income of $1,000 which had
been trusteed for her as far back as 1849.
Besides this there was several thousand
dollars in insurance which has gone to
liquidate the claims of certain accommo-
dation creditors.

The doll show was very much admired by
the great crowd of visitors present. Finan-
cially speaking the carnival realized $365,
an amount exceeding all expectation, and
being $125 more than was raised in St. John.

Supreme Court.

Trinity term of the supreme court opened
in the judge's chambers Tuesday morning
at 10 o’clock, all the judges being present
with the exception of judge Fraser, who is
at Bathurst conducting the school investi-
gation. A number of common motions
were made Tuesday morning, and the court
adjourned till Wednesday at 10 o’clock,
when the regular business of (lie term com-
menced. The alleged contempt case of
Queen vs. J. V. Ellis was ordered to stand
ovér until October term. It had already
been adjourned from the Easter térm, but
the return had not yet come from the
supreme court of Canada, where the matter
was heard in appeal. The docket this
term is small. There is no motion paper
at all, a rather unusual occurrence.

LIBERAL CONVENTIONS.
|Moetings ia Victoria, Charlotte and
Otiier Counties,

The liberal conventioh held at Grand
Falls Monday night was fairly attended and
fully representative of the various parts of
the county. After short addresses the meet-
ing proceeded to business by electing Walter
Warnock of Drummond, chairman, and S.
A. Young, of St. Leonard’s, secretary. The
following were elected delegates to the lib-
eral convention at Ottawa: Messrs.J. E.
Porter and Donald Fraser, of Andover; B
R Violette, of St. Leonards; and J A Ber-
nier, and H R Pelletier, of Edmundston;
with Messrs. Geo. E Baxter, A J Beveridge,
A Parent, M Martin and N. Marques as al-
ternates.

Resolutions were passed in endorsation of
hon. Mr. Laurier and of the policy of rev-
enue tariff and the freest possible trade re-
lations with the United States. After dis-
cusion the question of county organization
was deferred until after the convention.

Victoria will be represented at the con-
vention, and may prove a surprise party to
the Toty heelers at the next election.

The following are the delegates selected
by theliberals of Charlotte county as their
representatives in the Ottawa convention :
hon George F Hill, James O’Brien, M P P,
Mayor Ray, of Milltown, R E Armstrong,
editor of The Beacon; and Capt Warran
Chaney. The alternate delegates are Messrs
Dan Gilmor, J Sutton Clarke, Andrew Bald-
win, Caleb Hawkins and Nicholas Meeting.

Gloucester alone remains among the
counties as an exception to the otherwise
unanimous response which the convention
call has brought forth.

The big convention will meet at Ottawa
next Tuesday, and will number many
thousands among its members. Twenty-
five delegates will go from 8t. John, among
whom will be Attorney General Blair, John
McMillan, A I Trueman, E. H. McAlpine,
H A McKeown and others. The Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island constitu-
encies have elected full contingents of dele-
gates, numbering very many of the most
prominent inhabitants of those provinces,
and a yery large proportion of those elected
will attend the convention. The liberal
policy will be thofoughly revised and
strengthened, and a most effective organiza-
tion completed for the coming eleetion.

At the Polioe Court.

Before police magistrate Marsh yesterday
morning there were three Scott Act cases up
for hearing on information laid by Fred-

erick Dunphy against W. H. Lawrence, |

Albion Lawrence and George Dunphy, all
for first offences. James W. McCready ap-
peared for ‘the prosecution. George Dun
pby’s case was the first called; George F.
Gregory appeared for Dunphy, and asked
for an adjournment until this morning
which was granted.

Albion Lawrence did not appear, and the
prosecution proved the selling of the liquor.
The judge said he would impose a fine of
$50 and cests, but as costs were not yet
made up, he would postpone the conyiction
till to-day at three o’clock.

The case against W. H. Lawrence was
next called. Mr. Lawrence appeared in
person. Wilbur Yerxa was the chief wit-
ness for the prosecution. He swore that on
the night of the 10th June, at half-past ten,
he saw Albion Lawrence, the defendant’s
father, take a case of gin into the defendant’s
store, having first called the defendant from
his home to open the store. When inside,
he (the witness) gave Albion Lawrence.a
dollar for two bottles of gin. Albion called
the defendant to open the case, which de-
fendant did and handed him the two bottles
ofgin. He had also between the 1st of May
last and the 13th of June instant, purchased
intoxicating liquors on other occasions at
the defendant’s store, and had more than
once seen parties within the store drinking
liquor. ¥

There was no evidence directly connect-
ing Mr. Lawrence himself with the sale of
the liquor. Mr. Lawrence himself took the
stand and swore that he never was connect-
ed in any way with the sale of liquor on his
premises, His father had brought the
gin home ; he opened the door and took the
gin out of the case for the purpose of pre-
venting a quarrel with his father. He had
not sold the gin, but merely had opened the
door and took out the gin, his father re-
ceiving the money. Upon the conclusion
of the evidence the police magistrate dis-
missed the case.

Sale of Crown Lands,

The sale of timber licenses for the greater
part of the timber lands of the province
will be held at the crown land office here
beginning on Tuesday, the 29th day of
August next. These lands are now held
under ten year leases, which will expire on
the 1st day of August next. It will be re-
membered that at the last session of the
legislature the government carried resolu-
tions, to be incorporated into law, empower-
ing them on the expiration of the present
leases, to grant licenses for one year, with
the right of renewal yearly without com-
petition for twenty-five years with the
provision that they may at the expiration
of the yearly term, increase the rate of
stumpage on all kinds of lumber cut, and
with the further provision. that they may
require the licensees to cut each- year an
amount of lumber equal to 10,000 feet for
each squere mile leased. The amount of
land to be leased is 4,400 square miles, or
2,800,000 acres. The upset price will be $8
per square mile and,ffhe conditions are
complied with, the licenses may be renewed
each year on payment of a mileage rate of
$4 per square mile, in addition to the stump-
age dues. The stumpage dues for the three
principal kinds of lumber cut are: On
spruce, pine © 4 hardwood saw logs, $1 per
thousand superficial feet; cedar logs, 80
cents ; iemlock, 40 cents. b

Lumber Notes.

Mr. Welsh, the well known lumberman,
was in the city on Monday and Tuesday,
having come from Miramichi, where he has
succeeded in getting his last drive into cor-
poration limits after a very difficult season.
Mr. Walsh thinks that all the lumber on the
Miramichi waters will be successfully
brought down. James Fairley, who was
reported hung up on the Dungaryon, was
at that time coming along nicely, and Mr.
Walsh thinks he will get out all right. On
the Tobique waters Hale and Beveridge are
about out with their drives. R. A. Estey
will get out all his lumber. The operators
have had a narrow escape. At one time it
looked as though a proportion of this year’s
cut would have to be hung up. Yet, al-
though the drivers have thus far been gen-
erally successful the lumber has been got
out at very heavy cost, and the past season
can scarcely be said to have been a fortunate
one for the large operators.

It is estimated that there are now over
gsixty millions of lumber in the booms of
the Fredericton boom company. The
Donglas booms are pretty well filled.

GOOD BUTTER IN WARM WEATHER

The question often arises how cream
should be handled during warm weather
to get the best results with the butter. It
must be remembered that correct flavor
scores fifty points, and here is where the
most important work is done. Every
day’s cream must be made a special study.
The observant butter maker will notice
three very marked stages in the ripening
of cream —viz.: a flat acid and a sour
acid. The first acid has a flat, insipid
taste, with very little odor. At this stage
the cream should be thoroughly stirred,
getting the air through it as much as pos-
sible. With the gradual thickening of
the cream there approaches the border-
land of the second stage of acid.

Now the skill of the butter maker is put
to the test. He must so develop the acid
and regulate the temperature that his
ideal churning point is reached and have
the cream in the churn and under motion
within fifteen minutes after he enters the
creamery in the morning. No exact rule
can be laid down for every man to work
by. The danger now lies in overripening,
not in too little. What is wanted is a
rich, heavy, smooth cream, but not to,the
third stage where it has a disagreeable
taste, forming in small chunks and show-
ing whey around the sides.

The market reports say a great deal of
butter lacks body and shows hot water.
Remember that the body of butter is in
the hands of the butter maker. Cool
cream, cool churns, cold water, well cooled
worker aud tubs, haste in washing and
handling, exposing the butter to the warm
air as little as possible, then a cold cooler.
The dairyman who has plenty of ice and
water and a good room in which to keep
the milk and who knows how to use the
ice properly, is the man who is going to
succeed in furnishing the best butter to
the market. By careful study any dairy-
man can acquire this knowledge, and then
the exercise of it does the business.

PEOPLE'S KITCHEN'S IN VIENNA.

Places Where Breakfast Costs 4 Cents,
Dinner 7 and Supper 5 Cents.

As a general rule, the cost of any given
article depends on the quantities in which
it is manufactured, and to this rule
cooked food is no objection.s The smaller
the scale on which the business of a res-
taurant is conducted the higher must be
his charges if he is to extract a living out
of it for himself. Where much larger
quanities of food are cooked at the sime
time the cost of their preparation becomes
diminished to a mere fraction of that of
the raw material, and charges can be
lessened accordingly. The success which
has attended an experiment of this kind
is notably instanced by the “volkskuchen,”
or “people’s kitchens,” which have been
established in Vienna, according to the
National Review. It shows the exceed-
ingly low prices at which food can be
supplied where the demand is large and
steady, and thus furnishes us with a basis
for practical calculations. At the “people’s
kitchens” no fewer than from 40,000 to
60,000 meals, ample and excellent, are
prepared daily. The price of dinner con-
gisting of soup, meat, bread, vegetables,
pudding and coffee, with fruit or cheese,
is about three pence half penny in Eng-
lish money. A breakfast of coffee, vege-
table soup, bread, ham and eggs may be
had for two pence. A supper of cold
meat, bread, vegetables and pudding, with
tea or coffee costs two pence half-penny.
The large consumption of food, which
allows it to be bought in cheap markets,
is, of course, one of the causes enabling
the establishments to maintain such low
prices. A more important cause is to be
found in the perfection of their organi-
zation and management.
