Catholic Schools in Manitoba

On the 11th inst,monstrous gather-
ing of the Catholics of Winnipeg
and surrounding country marched
in a body to the Goverment build-
ing to lay before the Ministers their
petition for the re establishment of;
Separrte Schools. The deputation
was received by Messrs. Greenway,
Cameron and McMillan, After the
petition had been read Mr. Green-
way promised to return a written
answer in a (few /days. More than
five thourand names were append-
ed to the petition, which was over
three hundred feet in length.

The petition is as follows :—“We,
the undersigned Catholics of the
province of Manitoba do respeoct-
fully represent,

“1. That we are unable, from mo-
tives of couscientious conviction, to
participate in, or derive benefit from
the system of education as now ca
ried on under the Pablic School Act
of 1890, and amendments thereto.
“2. That the heavy pecuniary sac-
rifice with whigh Catholics thronga-
out the province have been burden—
ed in consequence of the laws for
the last four years, even thrcugh
the financial stringency of the pre-
sent time, must remove any doubt
as to the earnestneas of their feel.
iogs, and oonvinoce' your Govern-
ment of the gravity of their, griev-
ances, - :

“3. That without sharing your
petitioners’ religious convictions
that the taxation of Gatholics for
schools, acceptable only to Protest-
ants, is most oppresive and unfair,
your Government must feel that
they can mno longer, in their own
oconscience, legitimately carry on

“4, Therefore, your petitioners,

pass such legislation as may be
necesssry fQ remedy such grievances
to their full extent, and to assure to

legitmate sbare of the public money
voted for educational purpases inth®
province, And your petitioners,as
in duty bound, will ever pray.”

It would appear ‘that Canadian
farmers are much wealthier in
the matter of herds than those
of Great Britain. According to
the latest returds of the board of
agriculture there are in the Unit-
ed Kingdom 2,460,086 cows, or
one for every six of the popula-
tion. By the census of 1891 there
were in -Canada 1,857,112 cows,
or one for #very 260 of the
population. ~In proportion to
population, therefore, Canadians
have almost four times as many
cows as have the people of Great
Britain. In the number of cattle
of all kinds, also, the Canadians
are ahead, having 4,120,584 ani-
mals to 6,347,113 ownéd by the
immensely greater number of
people in Great Britain.—Mon-
treal Gazette.

James L. Huddart, the fast
Atlantic Iine promoter, denies the
statement that Brean had been
chosen the British port for the
fast steamers. The port question
is being left entirely in abeyance.
Huddart is awaiting Lord Jersey’s
report before asking further sub-
sidies or making other efforts to
form a company. He says he is
well satisfied with the general re-
ception of the project. The
charter for the steamer Arawa, of
the Canada Australian line ex-
pires in November. It is not in-
tended to build a third boat for
that route until the British and
Australian  subsidies have been
settled in that connection, so the
Miowera will replace the Arawa,
and with the Warrimoo, will con
stitute the fleet. 5

It is stated that the cost of the
United States’ patrolling fleet to
protect the seals in Behring Sea
has been $400,000. The sealers
have made good catches, but the
only catches made- by the patrol-
ling fleet were two schooners,both
of which have been adjudged to
have been illegaly seized, and

_.have accordingly been released.
Forsuch illegal seizures of course
the United States will have to pay
damages.  Such an experience,
the first season, in ' trying to con-
vert the North Pacific Ocean into
a sort of game preserve, is enough
to make our Unlted States friends
sorry they undertook the job. If
this patrolling business doesn’t
fizzle out, because the game is not
worth the candle, it will be more
than surprising.—Halifax Herald.

At Bradford, England, silk has
been made from wood pulp, so
much like the real thing that it
bids fair to occupy a like place in
commerce and use. It is pro-
duced by subjecting' vegetable
fibre to the action of various acids,
the result being a product said to
be identical with the filament of
the worm, having its lightness,
lustre and all its qualities, includ-
ing that of durability. Com-
mercially speaking the import-
ance of the discovery can hardly
be overestimated, and it is pos-
sible that it will produce the most
revolutionary consequences in the
trade in that commodity every-
where. The possibilities of wopd
pulp are only beginning to be
realized. Mr. Eddy, of Ottawa,
predicts that in the near future
nearly everything that a man ‘re-
quires, outside of food, will be
supplied from pulp. Houses will
be built of it; furniture will be
made of it; farm implements and
carriages will all be made of it;
and finally clothing will bé manu-
factured from it. The fact that
silk has already been made from
it, is notice to the silk worm that
his occupation is gone. Evident-
ly the fortunes of the future will
be made by those who had suf-
ficient sense to retain their forest
lands. This applies to countries
as well as to individuals.—Ezx-
chamge.

The Toronto Telegram regorts
that a trader down from Athabasca
Landing, 100 miles to the north of
the place, states that W. A. Fraser
of Turonto, who has been boring
a test well for the government: in
the Athabasca oil fields, has al-
ready-gtruck splendid signs of an
immense deposit of petroleum.
Fraser arrived on the ground on
Aug. 1 and commenced to bore on
the 16th, and quite lately, when
the trader left, a depth of 335
feet had been attained. The work
is being pushed on with the great-
est possible expedition.  Dr.
Selwyn himself was on the spot

and approved of the site selected l

and takes, it is believed, a favor-
able view of the prospects. There
must be something -in- the Atha-
basea oil country, for a syndicate,
including one Toronto man, offer-
ed the dominion government
$100,000. for the monopoly of the
oil distriet not many months ago.
If the oi] is tound in large quanti-
ties, as there is every reason to
expect,*Canadu will own the larg-
est oil fields in the' world, and we
will be able to supply oil from
Athabasca to Manitoba, British
Columbia and all the Paeific
states of the union, and to the
islands of the Patific. The great-
est market for oil not yet ex-
ploited is Asia, and if we have the
oil in Athabasca it can be export-
ed from there to the millions of
Asia cheaper than from any other
oil field.” :

When Sir Chas. H. Tupper was
in the Maritime Provinces a short
time ago, he was waited upon by
representatives of fishermen, who
urged that the law respecting the
width of laths in lobster traps
should not be-applied to traps
built last season. The minister
promised to discuss the subject
with his officers and give an im-
mediate decision,since he appre-
ciated the fact that if this regula-
tion was to be carried out prepar-
ations would require to be prompt-
ly instituted. * The dgcigion which
he has reached is* embodied
in the following circular, which
has been sent to all fishery officers
in the Maritime Provinces: Re-
presentations having been made
to the minister of marine and
fisheries respecting the enforce-
ment of sub section 3, section_ 10
A, of the act passed this year by
parliament, respecting the width
of the laths in lobster traps, the
hon. the minister has recently
given full consideration to the
subject. - It appears that the sub-
section was inczluded in the bill
and finally adopted without much
objection. Indeed, -some experi-
snced packers strongly approved
of regulating by law the width of
the laths or slats. The depart-
ment, however, lay great stress on
this requirement in the protection
of the fisheries. The conclusion
reached by the minister is favor-
able to the wishes of the fisher-
men. Consequently he has direct-
ed his officers not to prosecute for
any violation of this section, pend-
ing an application he proposes to
make during the next session of
parliament whereby the gnforce-
ment of this subsection will
be postponed until the year 1897.
This will enable the fishermen to
use up the traps made in 1894.

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The Grand OCathedral Bazaar.
Opening Ceremonies.

THE grand Cathedral Bazaar,
which, for the past few months,
has occupied so much of the time
and attention of His Lordship,
the Bishop, the priests and par-
ishioners of - St. Dunstan’s. (?on-
gregation, and the preparations
for which havebeensoenthusiastic-
ally entered upon and carried to
a most satisfactory completion,
was formally opened to the public
on Monday afternoon last, by His
Honor Lieutenant Governor How-
lan. It was a few minutes after
three o’clock when His Honor,
accompanied by His Lordship, the
Bishop and Father Reid took his
place on the balconey at the
eastern end - of the rink, facing
the main entrance and overlook-
ing the vast auditorium. An im-
mense throng filled the building,
and when order was restored as
far as possible, His Honor com-
menced to speak. : 3

He expressed his gratification
at seeing] such a large gathering
present. It augured well for the
success of the undertaking. This
was the third time in the history
of this diocese that the Catholics
of Charlottetown entered on the
building of a Cathedral. In the
early days of the city Mass was
first said in Mrs. McPhee’s house,
towards the western end of Dor—
chester Street,near Pownal Street.
Afterwards service was held in
Reddin’s house, on Dorchester
Street corner of Queen’s Street.
Then was built the old Chapel,
near the site of the present Cathe-
dral, and finally the St. Diinstan’s
Cathedral of the present time.
And now the grand new Cathe-
dral, which would be an honor to
the diocese and an ornament to
the city, was to be erected on the
corner of Dorchester and Great
George Streets, on the grounds
occupied by the present structure.
It would thus be seen that Catho-
licity in this city, from its earliest
history centred round Dorchester
Street.

The sincerest thanks of the
congregation were due to all who
hgd so generously contributed to-
wards the Bazaar; particularly to
our Protestant friends for their
many valuable donations. It must
be most gratifying to His Lord-
ship the Bishop, “as head of the
church in this Province, to ob-
serve the energy and unanimity
with which the work of “the
Bazaar had been undertaken and
carried on. In all great projects
unanimity was needed, and in this
instance that manifested by the
parishioners of St Dunstan’s was
worthy of all praise, and both
Bishop and people were to be con-
gratulated. The different com-
mittees had done their work ad-

mirably and were deserving of
every thanks. Special thanks
were due to Mr. Handrahan and
the other members of the decorat-
ing committee for the grand work
they had accomplished. Let this
unanimity and garmony continue
and the Bazaar would be a great
success. He then declared the
Bazaar open.

His Lordship tae Bishop brietly
addressed the assembly. He
thanked all for the manner in
which they had entered upon this
good work. His Honor the Lieut.
Governor was here as the repre-
sentative of the civil authority,
and he himself, however unwor-
thy, represented the Ecclesiastical
authority. On this occasion, how-
ever, Church ®and State were
united for the furtherance of a
grand object. Taking into con-
sideration the unanimity, entnusi-
asm and generosity by which all
in connectivn with the Bazaar
were actuated, it must necessarily
be a great success. He tendered
his sincere thanks to the Lieut.
Governor and all those who were
engaged on the different commis-
tees for their hearty, energetic and
generous co-operation. Indeed, all
the parishioners were deserving of
the greatest praise for the manner
in which they had pushed forward
the work of the Bazaar. Our
Protestant friends, he said, were
deserving of our warmest thanks
for their generous co-operation,
and their numerous and valuable
donations. While we were deeply
indebted to all who had in any
way assisted the work, we were.
he said, under special obligations
to the ladies; for, after all, the
greater part of the work of the
Bazaar fell to them. The mag-
nificence of the display before
him, he said, was something inde-
seribable, and it reflected the
highest credit on those responsible
for its preparation and arrange-
ment. Nothing further remained
for him than to join with His
Honor in declaring the Bazaar
open.

Among the attractions will be
a free magic lantern show every
night. The executive committee
have made . arrangements with
Messrs. Haslam and Doull to ex-
hibit their lime light views every
night during the progress of the
Bazaar. They have spared no ex-
pense, and many new pictures
will be thrown on the canvass
that have never been seen here be-
fore. Among those specially pre-
pared will be an interior and exter-
ior view of the proposed new cath-
edral, from the plan drawn by W.
C. Harris, jr., Esq., views of His
Lordship and several local clergy-
men; also of the palace and many
of the Island churches; views of
the World’s Fair and the Canadian
Northwest will be given as well,
and the exhibit commences every
evening at 7.45.

The booths and tables are fitted
up with such artistic taste as to
be wholly indescribable. They
require to be seen to be apprecia-
ted. The refreshment, oysterand
ice cream tables are laden with
viands that must satisfy the most
epicurean taste. He must,indeed,
be hard to please who cannot find
here just what he wants. And
the fancy tables! no mortal man
can describe the numerous beauti-
ful articles offered for sale here.
The best and only satisfactory ad-
vice we can offer in this case is
“go and see.”

On Monday afternoon the School
children were admitted to'the Bazaar
between the hours of three and five!
About fifteen jhundred attended, fill-
ing the auditorium pretty well.
While they remained the candy
stalls did a brisk business and the
constant oclatter and the tooting of
toy-whistles made things generally
lively.

Yesterday a poll was opened, to
decide the most popular of the
Dominion leaders, Thompson vs
Laurier. The election is by ballot
and the result is made known
every hour. The poll will close to-
morrow. The successful candidate
will be presented with- _an appro-
priate gift.

The boys League of the Cross
Band was in attendance on the
opening day, and discoursed
sweet musicc. When His Honor
the Lieutenant Governor entered
the * building, the band played
“God Save the Queen.”

Here can be
seen, tastefully arrayed, numerous
choice literary productions, well
worthy of examination.

In the course of his address the
Lieutenant Governor said the art
gallery had, for the present, been
abandoned for want of room.

The Provincial Exhibition.

Magnificent Dispiay.

Tue Provincial Exhibition was
formally opened to the public yester-
day at noon, by His Honor Lieuten-
ant Governor Howlan. The visitors
assembled in front of the main en-
trance' to the Exhibition Building,
about twelve o’clock. A few minutes
afterwards, the band .huving ceased
playing.  Benjamin Rogers, E-«q.,
M. L. A. President of the Exhibition
Association, advanced to thé front
steps and introduced the Lieutenant
Governor. His Honor said he was
extremely glad that the pleasing duty
of saying a few words on this occasion
bad fallen to his lot. He referred to
the time in the history of this Proy-
ince when the woodman’s axe and
the caulkers mallet were heard along
every river.  Ship building was then
the great industry. There came a
time, however, between 1863 and
1869 when the timber became scarce
and ship-building declined. Some
people almost lost faith-in the coun-
try, and began to-think the best thing
to do was to leave the Island and
seek their fortune in a_foreign land.
Among the friends of the lIsland, at
that time, was the late Hon. R. P.
Haythrone. He unceasingly urged
upon the people that they should
give more attention to the cultivatiod
of their farms. By this means they
would be more than repaid for any
loss sustained on account of the de-
cline in ship-building.

The history of our agricultural
progress since then has shown thit
be was right. In the year' 1869
a commission had been appointed to
enquire into the condition of agricul-’
ture in the Province, of which the
late Hon. D. Brennan was President,
His Honor read extracts trom the re-
port of this commission, which show-
ed how far behind we were at that
time in our agricultural methods and
prosperity, as compared with the
present day, The trade in mowing
machines was confined to one man,
a Mr. Booth, and the commission
were in considerable doubt as to
whether or not he was charging ex-
orbitant prices for his machines, or
whether the latter were of the best
quality. A few steele mould-plate
ploughs were found, while cultivators
and improved harrows were extremely
scarce. At an Exhibition held in
this city; a small quantity of good
butter and cheese wa: tound, but
quite & lot of bad quality was on
exhibition.

There was notbing to prevent the
progress and extension of cheese
manufacture in our midst. On the
contrary everything was inits tavor.
Tustead of the ome iron and steel
plough, we had now all kinds of
improved agricultural machinery.
Wo are now producing a great many
things that were not thought of
then. Barley, wheat and oats have
gone down in price, on account of
the vast quantities of these products
raised in the Northwest. Oar pro-
vince was not alone in this respect,
the same was true of Oatario and
Quebec, not only had the price of
grain declined in these Provinces;
but even land had grown cheaper,
because of the great farms that
could be purchased so cheaply in
the Northwest. But Ontario and
Quebec had found the remedy for
this state of thinge. The farmers
of those Provinces had turned their
sttention to the manufacture of
butter and cheese. The price of
cows had gone up from fifteen dol-
lars to foruvy-five dollars, on account
of this industry. Now what bad
been done in thore Provinces could
be done here. Yea, more coud be
done here; because, experts agreed
that their was no part of the Dum-
inion equal to this Province for the
production of butter and cheese.
Already very much had been done
in this direction. The grand ex-
hibits of butter and cheese to be
seen in this exhibition building bore
testimony to what was being done,
and was cverwhelming proof of
what could be accomplished. Oar
farmers had done much in the
direction of raising superior horses,
let us now see what could be done in
the breeding of first class cows.

He then read figures to show the
extraordinary advancement that had
been inade in the manufacture and
export of cheese from Canada within
the past twenty years. Some might
object that we were not sufficiently
familiar with the business to make it
a success. That was an exploded
idea. It could be learned in a short
time, just as the lobster packing and
other industries had been learned.
Not only was our Island well adapted
for cheese-making; it was also cap-
able of producing apples and other
fruits in large quantities and of the
very best quality, as could plainly
be seen from the grand exhibits of
this kind displayed in the building.
The canning and preserving of small
truits was% industry that should
be taken up, as it would prove to
be most profitable. Butter, cheese
and fruits sre the products for
which our Island shall yet become
famous. ‘There were here, he said,
better opportunities for our young
mer, than anywhere they could go
abroad. Let them turn their atten—
tion to these industries and their
efforts would be crowned with suc-
cess and prosperity. In conclusion
His Honor expressed the hope that
before long, a better and more con-
venient way of getting off the Is-
land would bé found than exists at
Lthe present day. He then declared
the Exhibition opened.

The Exhibition far surpasses any
previous one held in this Province.
This is easily shown from the fact
that seven hundred more exhibits
have been entered thanjan any pre-
vious year. The arrangement of
everything within the builting is ex-
cellent.

An epidemic, resembling in some of its
symptoms fcholera, but -not thought be,
has broken out in the Icelandic settlement
near Selkirk Manitoba. Several persons
have already died. As they are withont
medical aid, the government will send doc-
tors there at ence.

Sixteen men were standing near a boiler
at Frank Carver’s saw mill, Pine Bluff,
Ark., the other day when the boiler ex-—
ploded. Wm. Ward colored, and an un-
known man were killed, and five or more
futally injured. All the rest were badily
injured. Mill destroyed, entailing a loss
of $10,000.

Henry Debeau, employed in the St.
Lawrence Sugar Refinery Montreal fell
into the cenrifugal dryer on Thursday last
and died a horrible death. Eastache
Quillet, a brother employee, was struck
by one of Debeau’s feet a8 the latter was
being whirled around, and had to be
taken to the hospital.

A strike of garment workers took place
in Boston, on Thursday last a3 agreed
upon. Every clothing contractor, with
the exception of a few Italians in the
north end, closed up his place. The com-
pleteness of the strike is a surprise to all
interested. About 3,000 persons have
struck and about 6,000 are closely ' in-
volved.

Percival Healy, Canadian customs
officer, charged with absconding with
$6,000 belonging to the Dominion customs
department, was arrested on the Strand
London, on the 18th, his description hav-
ing been cabled from Canada. He was
arraigned in the Bow street police court.
He had on his person 631 pounds in Eng-
lish gold and notes, and in his room at
the Arundel hotel, were found 131 pounds
in English money and $1,000 in Canadian
notes. He was remanded.

Work is about to commence on the
Boath shore railway in Nova Scotia.
The road is to be built from Yarmouth
to Shelburne along the south shore, a dis:
tance of 80 miles. The steamer Bowden
is now loadinng at Baltimore the im-
mense plant of Wm. B. Strange, jr., of the
firm of Monroe, Strange & Lee, railroad
contractors. The‘ﬁlant is so extenmsive
that it will be necessary to make two
trips to carry the whole outfit. The
backing of the enterprise comprises some
very prominent Boston business men and
New Yerk bankers. It is expected that
the whole line will be fully equipped and
in operation in the summer of 1895.

The Moncton Times says : A horrible
accident occurred on Thursday morn-
ing to a young man named Sharp,.in
the employ of Mr Amasa Kennedy,
of Studholm, King’s County, While
feeding green corn into a machine
specially made for cutting that product
for cattle, and which is operated by
horse power, his right band became
caught in the knives, and was pulled
inch by inch into the machine up to
the waist before being stopped. The
injured man was taken to Sussex to a
surgeon, and the hand wsas amputated,

A Terrific Battle..

GREAT JAPANESE VICTORY

A despatch from Tien Tsin to London of
the 20th says: From Chinese officers, who
bave arrived here with despatches and
Jater messages from Port Arthaor, a fuli
narrative of the battle of Yule is obtain-
able. Admiral Ting, commander of tke
Chinese Northern tquadron, was insiruct-
ed by the council of war to convey six
transports and to land the troops, guns
and stores at Yi/Chow, froMi which base
Chinea intended to remew operations in
Corea, Sixteen battleships escorted the
transports., They arrived at the entrance
to the Yalu River early. Monday morn-
ing and disembarkation proceeded rapidly,
the transports steaming into the river,
while the warships anchored outside.
At eleven o’clock a large flotilla 'was dis-
cerned in the horizon, Admiral Ting
gave orders for the placing of the ships in
battle array. His position was a difficulc
one. If he remained near the shore his
movements would be cramped and if he
steamed ount for sea room, he ran the risk
of a Japanese cruiser torpedo boat running
among his trapsports. He chose the
lesser of the two evils and formed a fight-
ing line {o guard the single column. To
meet any Japanese ships which might
succeed in forcing the line, two men-of-
war, with four torpedo boats were station-
ed at the mouth of the river. The Japan-
ese fleet advanced in columns, forming iu
two lines while three gun boats and five
torpedo boats formed the second line.
Firing commenced and the guns on hoth
sides were worked unceasingly at long
range.  Hits were infrequent. 'The
Japanese crept gradually closer directing
a powerful fire upon the Chinese battle-
ships, Chin Yuen and Ting Yuen. For
forty minutes a terrific cannonade con-
tinued. One Japanese cruiser reported to
have been the Saikow was placed out of
action. One Chinese officer declares that
he saw her sink, In the meantime the
two big guns on the Chin Yuen were dis-
abled and the other ships showed signs
of damage. Both fleets were under easy
steam, the Japanese manccuvering con-
tinually, while the Chinese held their
original position. Snddenly two of the
Japanese cruisers sought to break through
the Chinsse. lines on the starboard side.
Three torpedo boats swiftly pursued,
firing torpedoes, but the nets about the
Japunese cruisers stopped them. In the
meantime other guns were brought to bear
upon the plucky cruisers,who are believed
vo have been Akitsuhima and the Yos
himo, and they were beaten back. Chin-
ese officers declare they both sank. The
Chinese had fared litfle better, for the
Ching Yuen had bepn several times
hulied and pierced on' the water line,
while the Chao Yu a)a.d stranded while
trying to evade thé Japanese torpedo
boats.  All attempts to tloat her were
fruitless, and finally. she burst into flames
The big guns of the Chin Yuen were dis-
abled, but she remained in the fighting
line. She worked her smaller and ma—
chine guns whenever an -opportuuity
offered itself ‘The Tso Yucn retired to
the second line and the King Yuen was
in a terrible plight. A shell burst through
her- decks and set fire to her and she
slowly settled. The Chinese torpedo
boals made several futile attempts to
break the enemies line. Throughout the
fight the "attack was always with the
Japanese. Twice or thrice they sought
to break through the Chinese line, but
until at the last when the Chinese guns
were silenced the Japanese never reached
the transperts. Then the Chinese ves-
sels gave way and while doing so, the
Hang Wei stranded stern first. After the
first three hours the fire became inter-
mittent, The Chin Yuen, which bravely
fought when she was nothing more than
a wall owing wreck was struck by a tor-
pedo and sunk with all on beard. It
was not until dusk that the firing ceased
and the battered Japaness fleet slowly de-
parted in double line formation towards
the south. The next morning the rem-
nants of the Chinese fleet, with six trans-
perts, reached Port Arthur. The dam-
age to the best Chinese ships can scareely
be repaired before winter. The officers
say that both sides fonght with the most
ferocious courage,

REV. MARK GROSS8’ INTERESTING DES-
CRIPTION OF THE INCIDENTS OF
HIS CONVERSION.

The Carmelite Review gives the
following interesting account of the
conversion of McMaster: Although
leading, apparently, a gay life in the
fashionable society of New York at
that period,he practiced great austeri-
ties and corporal penances, in hopes
of subduing by this means the pride
of his heart. About this time the
movement towards Catholicity in
England was making itself felt even
in this country. McMaster, urged
by his own yearning for the true faith,
wrote to (ardinal, then Dr. New-
man,on the subject of his own doubts
and fears, etc. He received a very
kind letter in return, and desiring to
confer with him still further in this
question so dear to him, yet shrink-
ing from imposing on the time of so
busy and celebrated a man, who be-
sides, was his senior by many years,
asked if there were not some younger
Hand that could convey his thoughts.
In this way a most interesting cor-
respondence was started between
Dalgairns and McMaster. Some of
the former’s letters are still preserved.
He urged ‘McMaster not to delay to
“go over to Rome,” as he called it,
saying, that if he viewed matters as
he did, he could no longer hesitate.

Although McMaster was fully con-
vinced of the truth, yet his proud
heart rebelled. He had long before
said to himself;: “Either the Messiah
is yet to come and the Jews are
right: or he has come and the
Catholic Church is right.”

How often in afteryears he bitter-
ly bewailed that it was his “miser-
able pride that bhad kept him without
so long.” “I used to say,” he would
add, “that if God Almighty had not
cared enough about me to put me in
His Church why should I go through
all it would cost me to get there?”
Confession was no stumbling block,
as he was accustomed to go since his
entrance intq Episcopalianism. The
most (difficult mountain he had to
climb was the beautiful’ mount that
had held within her Him whom the
Heaven of beavens cannot contain.
He could not pray to the Virgin.
And yet his longing to do so increas-
ed as the days went by and he be:
came more and more tamiliar with
the praise that had been written in
her honor. The following is his own
account of the moment when grace
touched his heart and ‘Mary became
to him his queen and mother for-
ever. He was reading a treatise of
the great St. Ephrem, so devoted a
servant to our Blessed Lady. His
whole soul was stirred by its wonder-
ful beauty as he read,‘growing éach
moment more intense, until he cried
out to her: ¢Oh, if I could only
pray to you!” A cold sweat cover-
ed him from head to foot, his whole
frame shook with emotion. He
said, “I will.”_ He knelt and prayed
to her. From’that moment he never
had a doubt. He had found his
Mother and¥ ever afterwards be styled
himself “Blessed Lady’s bad boy.”

He placed himself immediatelyd
under the care of the Rev. Gabriel
Rumpler, C. SS. R., (then rectgr6f
the convent in 3rd street, New York,
attached to the church of the Most
Holy Redeemer) for instructions in
the Catholic faith. He was enchant-
ed with the abruptness with which
this good Father received him. “If
you are sure you are in earnest L
wiil instruct you, but if you are not,
you had better stay as you are as
you would be worse damned asa
bad Catholic.”

Now that McMaster had, at length,
evercome all obstacles (that is all that

1ad swayed him) in. the conquest of
his own heart, his ardent impulsive
nature was impatient of the happy
moment which would admit him to
the one true fold.

Father Rumpler gave him at first
the small catechism: He returned
vith it the next morning assuring him
rhat he knew it from cover to cover.
But the good Father (perhaps te
ry him) oaly shook his head and
aid: “What you learn so fast, you
forget just so fast,” and insisted on
s studying it longer. McMaster
was received into the Church on the
zve of Corpus Christi, which fell that
vear, 1845, on the 8th of June. He
could nouv have the happiness of be-
ing even conditionally baptized, but
judging from his own expressions
with regard to himself at that time,
his soul must have been well cleans-
ed by his hearty sorrow for the.sins
of his whole lfe, of which he of
course made a general confession.
“While he was kneeling at the altar,
candle in hand, piously reading his
profession of faith to Father Rumpler
ne accidently set fire to Fatber
Tschenhen’s hair, one of the Fathers
who assisted at the ceremony.
Walking together afterwards in the
little garden of the convent, Father
Rumpler, said to him: “Mr. Mec-
Master, you begin well, setting fire to
1 priest.” *“Ob,” answered he, “if
I don't set fire to something more
<han that, it will be a pity.”

He received his First Communion
the next day. The certificate of his
reception iato the Church and of his
First Communion were found among
bis private papers.

McMaster took in confirmation
the name Alphorsus, and dropped
the “a” in “Mac” thinking McMaster
more Catheclic. Hence he was known
as James A. McMaster.

[n the midst of his great spiritual
joy his poor heart had much to
suffer A most touching interview
—of which, unfortunately, : there ap-
pears no written record—occurred at
this time between himself and his
father. Oa becoming an Episcopa-
lian McMaster had been cut off by
his family. They regarded him, with
much sorrow, as an outcast, who had
deserted the faith which they firmly
believed to be the only 'tru€” one.
But now that he had become a
Papist, the poor .father’s heart smote
him, Jest his harsh treatment of his
son had led him into what he held
to be the worst of all creeds. He
feared at the same time that. his son
was somewhat demented jn taking
such a step. Accordingly, in spite
of his age and infirmities, he under-
took the then tedious journey tq
New York City, seeking tor this son
who was lost to bimn. The nigat
before meeting him he spent at the
house of a friend, and McMaster
learned afterward that they had over-
heard him through the long silent
hours, groaning and murmuring to
himself, “Oh, my son! My son!”’
On approaching his son the nextday
the father was much moved, and said
to him: “My poor boy, come home
with me !” “Father,” replied young
McMaster, “you believe I am crazy.”
Then followed a long interview,
during the course of which young
McMaster declared, in loving words,
that he owed his present happiness
to him from his earliest years to seek
after truth and justice and holiness.
This was their last meeting on earth.
Letters passed between themn. His
tather’s were written in a digmfied
and elevated style, penetrated with a
deep religious spirit.. He sighed over
his poor ‘‘erring boy”—bitterly re-
proached him that he was the sorrow
of his old age—that all he ever de
sired of ¥im was that he might be
boly.

Of the difficulties which McMaster
bad to overcome in becoming a
Catholic, be says in his editorialof
March 1, 1879 :

“Thirty—four years ago, from the
8th of June coming, I became a
Catholic, I had, two months before,
the regard and companionship of
many that were of the most cultivat-
ed and charming of the quiet old
New Yorkers of that time. ,The
promises of those, too honorable to
break them, and too well establish-
ed not to bhave been ygble fully to
complete them, were offered me, if I
would give 'up my purpose of becom-
ing a Catholjc, and pursue the pro-
fession of lay, for which I had made
my studies. Partly by inherited
disregard of ‘wealth as a condition of
happiness, but, mostly, by the grace
of our Lord, procured, I think, by
prayers of some that Knew of me,
though I knew not them, I became a
Catholic.”

The Enchantment of Dist-
i‘ ance.

Close inspection too often ends in
disappointment.  Water lilies and
babies, tigers and penny whistles re-
quire distance to ensure appreciation.
Not exactly the farther off the better,
but a certain adjustment of inter-
vening space enables the eye placidly
to enjoy their seductions. A water
lily in the midst of its green plaques
floating on the crystal surface is de-
lightful from the bank, but it is not a
success in the button hole. The
soft pudgy face of a baby peeping out
of spotless raiment and bribed to
keep silence is pleasing, ~provided
rgpat near approach is barredi—The
magnificence and majesty of a tiger
are only enjoyed when close acquaint-
ance is beyond suspicion. Many
persons and things lose their come-
liness as distance is lessened, and
coversely hideous things part with
offensiveness,and plain things become
presentable on removal from toc

In
varied outline serried pryramids, soft
domes, and a stretch of undulating
curves with intervals of fissure, stand
out in relief in the horrizon. and the
remoteness make them almost quiver
with life. The warm red ot the
masses deepens in the gloom of the
shadow, afier which the eye picks
out the iron grey with an occasionai
sheen of mica, and is led on to the
su l=n islets of black peeping up out
of the flockless snowfield. Shoulder
and slope are broken by cleft and
chasm, and relieved by the seam of
A cataract or the@glint of a glacier.
Lower down, the body of the moun-
tain i clothed in sylvan raiment,
road belts of pine melt into verdaat
pastures dotted with picturesque
chalets, ever and anon the foam of a
torrent glistens in the sun, and the

thens the greens and darkens the
purples. The distalice blends each
feature one into the other in softness
and balance and harmony, so that
one dare not suggest a re-arrange-
ment, but simply lets the eye drink
in the beauty of the scene. Four
hour’s climb and four hour's toil to
reach the paradise. end in disillusion
The torest is morose and confined,
the pastures are stunted and parch-
ed, the mountain side changes from
stony windings to aggravating shale
and the shingle of a torrent bed, the
glaciers are smirched and worn, and
all the harmony and blending has
vanished. But stay, look below; dis-
tance in its turn has enchaanted the
valley. The beight lends a sense of
power and superiority as the familiar
objects so recently left are dwarfed
far beneath. The eye sweeps along
the valley, and is carried onward to
the shimmer of the blue haze at the
opening far away. The rough and
irregular tracts of half cultivation
have turned into a prolonged garden
with parterres of bright green and
gleams of golden maize. Pine-clad
knolis of an old moraine strut boldly
half-across to give variety and
shadow. The'white road like a tiny
tape, is stretched from point to
point, to measufg\sﬁu the course.
The stream, a vein of crystal mean-
ders in desultory curfes with a fi'ful
streak of silver as it catches the
light. The villages and hamlets link
their roofs into patches of russe with
a siray speck of white, and cluster
round their church with its toy spire
and glistening belfry. The whole of
the fair scene is the mirage of dist-
ance; an hour and a half's scamper
down and the unsubstantial . pageant
disolves into dusty roads, prosaic
fields, weather-beaten chalets, and
dingy limewash.

Time, equally with space, casts the
spell of distance. The sight of up-
land and mountain has its counter-
part ina boy’s view of his future
career. - All is rosy and light and
harnonious. He maps out ruccess
and fortune, position and enjoyment,
all blending together in the distance,
and glistening in the sheen of hope
or the glow of confidence. Distance
conceals the monotony and the
dreariness, the  precipice and the
chasm. So also in the height of
manhood ghe lapse of time casts its
enchantment over the ‘vista back
through life to the days of boyhood
and childhood until it is indistinct
in the haze of infancy. The doings
of childhood and schooldays have a
softness and mellowness in the re-
trospect that are captivating. The
asperities and the drudgery, and the
transient trials are overlapped by the
more pleasant memorigs. The keen
delight of the boyish holidays stands
out clear and definite, and still sends
an afterglow of enjoyment through
the intervening year. Success in
school work survives in the remem-—
brance while the pain of the effort
has faded. The exultation at victor-
ies in favorite games, feats of prowess,
bold escapades, the baffling of author-
ity, distance preserves, tempers, and
even magnifies: while it glosses over
the defeats and the failures, the dis-
graces and the hardships, the associa-
tions, the friendships, the merest
trifles, the pranks, the small wit, are
all pieced together by distance into
one harmonious whole, that brings
delight and abiding enjoyment when-
ever memory opens the album of
youth.

Distance casts its glamor over
absent friends. Their attachment,
their kindliness, their sinking. of self,
the bright side of their nature come
uppermost in recollection, and the
glow of affection is not cooled by
contact with their faults. * The mind
lingers on reminiscences, sayings,
trifling relics that pass unheeded in
familiar intercourse, and it is taken
as an axiom that the distant friends
thinks of us in likewise. ~ Lstters
are warmly welcomed, and “every
phrase scanned for evidence of re
sponsive feeling. Often the actual
meeting after years of - parting brings
anillusion to an end; preparations
are made, expectations are raised,
eagerness and affection are strained
to the gushing pont, and bebold the
first half-hour tfitns the divinities in-
to clay; they have little to say, they
were only enshrined in the halo of
distance. So it is with those whom
we have never seen. ' We are en-
raptured with an author, feast on his,
words, place ourselves entirely under
his leading. We picture his charact-
er and disposition, his person and
habits; but'if we meet him at dinner
or in business often enough tbe idol
is shattered. At a distance he is a
hero, close at hand he is common-
place. Again distance creates a mur-
age around a supposed enemy.
We are conscious of an injury, and
in the distance the author of it
schemes and ‘plots, tears our good
aame to taters, and makes the welkin
ring with his machination and calu
moies. No sooner do we meet our
foe at close quarters than the con-
tact and a few words of explanation
dispel the illusion with which dist-
ance had clothed him.

Space and time are potent wizards.

No creation of panto-

mime or glitter of transformation

scene could be further from the truth

than the ordinary mental represeata-

tion of historical scenes. The news

that the mind forms of Thermopyl®

and Memphis, of Grecian Areopagus

and Roman Senate, of Darius and

Chaarlemagne, have an ualimited

range of wondrous, unreal, and

nebulous development. One single
fact seen by the eye would chase
away much of the spell. To see
Julius Casar eating without knife or
fork and cramming his meal iato his
mouth with his fingers would take
away much of the sympathy excited
by the dagger of Brutus.

The explanation of the enchant-
ment of distance, either of space or
time, lies in the play of the imagina-
tion. The mind is not occupied too
clysely with minute details and in
supplying them pictures what is most
congenial to it, and overlooks what
may jar on its mood. Furthermore
the view from a distance is more
comprehensive, and embraces 2 wider
range of sensations than is possible
at close inspection. The combina-
tion and harmony sometimes come
as a pleasurable surprise, and we
dwell with delight on the unaccus-
tomed in juxtaposition of varied fea-
tures. Distance in time adds a
peculiar softness to .events within
our own experience, the revival of
old sensations is rarely as keen as
the original, memory plays tricks and
preserves such incidents as are con-
genial, and imagination embellishes
and intensifies always in favor of the
current mood. In events beyond
our own experience, whether present
or past, imagination becomes ram-
pant, and is controlled only by the
capacity of the mind and a habit of
rigid accuracy. The enchantment
of distance may be classed as one of
the pleasures of the imagination
founded on a basis’ of fact and detail
more or less known.—London Tablet.
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Editor Stead conceived ;the idea
of portraying what he believed would
be the sentiments of the Saviour ol
men if He were to appear in His
Humanity in the streets ot Chicago.
Scarcely less startling is the sugges—
tion of the Very Rev. Dr. Hewitt
in his masterly article in the current
number of the Catholic World as to
what St. John the Evangelist would
have thought of the World's Fair
with its almost incredible wonders of
art and science. But Father Hewitt
does not follow out this thought. It
is not his purpose to subject the
maryecllous White City to any such
severe test -as the spiritual and
eternal good. He proposes merely
to try it and the civilization of which
it is the outcome by a touchstone
to which no man can object—*the
truest and most genuine temporal
and earthly welfare and happiness of
nations and of the people, for whom
all political and social order is, or at
any rate ought to be, established,
and to whose benefit all achievements
of human genius in the intellectual,
moral and practical spheres are sub-
ordinate.” This is the test which
sturdy old Jobn Ruskin has all his
life insisted on applying to our mod-
ern progress, and _judged by which
he has found it wanting. As we
bave said, it is a test which the
most enthusiastic admirer of the age
cannot reasonably -object to its being
subjected to. nd yet how many
there are who never think of judging
our achievements in the arts, our
much-vaunted progress, by this stand-
ard!
