The Leader of the- Govern-
ment intimated that the judges
report might be amended, modi-
fied, rejected or adopted, This
seems most extraordinary. The
matter comes up to-day.

TaE evidence of fraud of the
most scandalous and sensational
kind, in the Federal by-election in
Montresl, is so abundant and is
accumulating so rapidly that Mr.

In South Atrica.

Telegrams received from Klerksdorp,
deecribing the Boer aitack upon and
captpre of 467 Britisb soldiers who
were acting as convoy to an empty
wagon train at a point south-west of
Klerksdorp on Feb. 24, shows that Gen.
Delarey laid his plans with consnmate
care and precise knowledge of the
ground. The Boers made thr attack
from different points and by sheer
recklessness sought to ride down and
overwhelm ' the British defence, The
British guns shelled the charging Boers
but nothing stopped thsir cnslaught,
which was delivered with unnsual im:
petus. The convoy mules were sub-
jec'ed to a heavy fire, and in many
cases they were deserted by the native
drivers, They steampeded, put many
of the defenders temporarily out of ac-
tion and caused the wildest confasion.
For two hours the British teld out.
Then thpy divided and were over-

The enemy made a sudden flanking
and enveloping attack from the rear.
The first disorder was occasioned by
the native boys.who led the horses gal-
loping the mule convoy as the latter
was endeavoring. to comply with Me-
thuen’s directjons to close on ox con
voy. This disorder in mule convoy
communpicated itself to the mounted
troops, and the Boers dressed in khaki,
riding along frustrated all attempts of

* Great confusion ensted amt;ng this
portion of the mounted troope, and they
and mule wagons galloping three miles
bsyond wagons were cut in sections.

The Fourth and Thirty eighth bat-
teries fought with great gallantry. Three
tundred of the Noerthumberland Fasi
liers and Royal North Lancashire regi-
ments showed conspicious coarags in
protecting (heir wagons and. refased
to surrender untill resistnce was use-
less.

Our dear Lord
and Redeemer reinstated man in the
friendship of God and established between
him and his Crestor s megns of communi-
cation.

No dogma of our
holy roligion is more solidly established
than that of the Real Presence. The Evan-
gelists and St. Paul set this forth in most
emphetic and incontrovertible language.
