the London papers, considerable excite 
ment was caused by the fact that an arti­
cle of a highly sensational character was 
found to be contained in both the Adver­
tiser and Free Press, ui which tho con­
duct of certain medical men of Goderich, 
as well ns that of the town authorities 
was liehFup to severe censure.

It appeared that upon the arrival of 
the-6:30 p.m. train at London on Satur­
day last it was found that a passenger, 
who had come through that day from 
Goderich, was suffering from an attack 
of smallpox. Without waiting to com­
municate with Goderich, the reporters of 
the London newspapers at once set to 
work to.write up a “sensation” fur tne 
respective journals, and the result was 
that a number of gratuitous charges were 
made against the authorities u£Goderich.
It was stated that the patient had been a 
resident of Goderich for some three 
months, and, having contracted the dis­
ease, was cast adrift to make shift for 
himself as best he could ; that he had 
been sent out of town by the corporation 
authorities ; and that a number of the 
medical men of Goderich had conspired 
to send luni out of the town,and to that end 
)iad furnished him with a ticket for Lin­
don and money to defray necessary ex­
penses. Talk was indulged in as to the 
propriety of sending the unfortunate man | he would
back to Goderich, and thereby teaching 
outside points that London should not, 
henceforth be looked upon as a place of 
refuge for those in a'diction. The above 
and a lot of other matter of a similar na­
ture, were contained in the frantic arti­
cles of the London papers, which, if they 
had their own way, would have written 
anathema maranatha upon the name of 
Goderich.
% With the object of finding out the 
true state of affairs, a reporter of The 
Signal undertook to enquire into the 
antecedents of the emigrant—whose 
name is John Little ; whether he was a 
resident ui Goderich or not ; the length 
of time which lie had resided in the 
town ; if the local authorities had any­
thing to do with his being sent to Lon­
don ; and what was the conduct of our 
medical men in the premises. Upon 
careful enquiry wo found the following 
to be

tub true facts of the case.

Something over a month ago Little, 
accompanied by his wife, arrived in Can­
ada with a lot of other emigrants, and 
travelled to East Zorra township, near 
Woodstock, where they obtained em­
ployment in the household of a well-to- 
do farmer. Shortly after their arrival 
Mrs. Little was stricken down with 
small pox, and after a brief illness died. 
The husband also contracted the disease, 
and became very low in spirit*. While 
in this state he was bathed in an antisep­
tic solution of carbolic acid ana water, a 
new suit of clothes was given him, and a 
sum of money with which to pay his fare 
to relatives who reside in Huren county. 
On Wednesday, the 9th inst., he arrived 
at Seaforth, and from thence proceeded 
to near Winthrop,where an uncle resides. 
He was there but a short time when the 
nature of the disease was discovered, 
and, as happens usually in outside muni­
cipalities, it was determined to send him 
to the county town, the impression being 
that in Goderich he could get better 
treatment than out in the country. Ac-

a case of small-pox had appeared in his 
family. The gentleman iu question 
stated that some weeks since Little and 
his wife came to Woodstock and succeed­
ed in hiring out with a farmer in the 
vicinity of the town. All went well for 
a few days,and the farmer was congratu­
lating himself upon having secured two 
valuable assistants in his husbandry, but 
only a short time had elapsed when the 
woman, became iH. Her sickness ap­
peared cf a somewhat mysterious charac­
ter, and its nature could not be compre­
hended until at length it became fully 
developed into a violent type of small­
pox. Every care and attention that 
could be given was lavished upon her, 
but she gradually became, worse until at 
length, she died £r>m the disease, and 
was interred as quietly and unostenta­
tiously as possible. All the bedding and 
the woman’s wearing apparel were 
promptly burned, the husband.'» cloth­
ing being also destroyed,and, after all pre­
caution» thought necessary by the medi­
cal attendants has been adopted,. l:e was 
furnished with new garments and allow­
ed to depart westward, although instruc­
tions were left by tho medical gentleman 
to detain linn for some time until all 
possibility of contagion was over. But 

not remain, and so he was
suffered to leave, and must have found 
his way to Goderich.

THE patient’s VERSION.

According to the statements of the 
man, John Little, wlio has evidently 
reached the autumn of life, and is rapid- 
lv drifting to the great beyond, the prin­
cipal portion of his life was passed in 
Yorkshire, England, but latterly he con­
ceived a desire to remove to Canada, 
and accordingly .a fur due preparation,ho 
set sail for America nearly two months 
since, accompanied by lus faithful wife. 
The couple arrived upon tho Atlantic 
coast after an uneventful trip ami land­
ed at Portland upon the first of March. 
They immediately started westward, 
their destination being the town of 
Woodstock, on the Great Western divis­
ion, between this city and Paris. As 
was* anticipated, they found relatives 
there,.greeted them most cordially, 
and for a few days happiness reigned 
supreme. But during the ill starred 
voyage the germs of that fell scourge, 
the small pox, muse have been implant­
ed in the woman's system with such re­
sistless power that nothing on earth 
could suffice to overcome them. Little 
obtained an engagement iu the vicinity 
of Woodstock, but within seven days 
after arrival the woman manifested 
symptoms of illness. Gradually she 
became worse, and the case finally devel­
oped into a very severe attack of the 
fearful malady, lesulting in her death 
upon the tenth day. All through her 
illness alio was attended with the most 
tender care by the husband, who minis­
tered to her every want, and was almost 
distracted at her decease, but immediate­
ly thereafter, all the bedclothes and 
other articles were burned, together 
with his clothes, and the bereaved man, 
who appeared in perfect health, was 
furnished with new apparel and permitt- . 
ed to leave Woodstock. Little states 
also that he was not supplied with money 
by the Goderich physician, r\a he possess- i

______ ____ __________________ _ __ ed means of Iris own more than amply
cordingly, he was taken to Seaforth, and sufficient to pay for his passage and ex-
a return ticket was purchased for him.
Little arrived here in the early part of 
the week, and shortiÿaftirw&rd took up 
his abode with a cousin, who lives in 
Goderich. Medical attendance was pro­
cured, and after an examination it was 
proposed that he should be sent out to 
an isolated house where small-pox pati­
ents had been treated some years ago.
To this Little strenuously objected, and 
decided upon going to London, where he 
understood a regular eiuall-v.,x hospital 
existed. All efforts to deter him from 
this purpose proved unavailing, and 
as there is at present no Board of 
Health established in this corporation, 
the medical authorities were power­
less to hinder him from putting his 
plan inte operation. Such being the 
case,, it was decided that a medical at­
tendant should drive him to the station 
rather than that his determination of
taking the ’bus should bo put into opera- I have been successful a 
tion. No money was paid Little in * ’ J
Goderich, and no instructions as to his 
manner of proceeding were given him.
No ticket was purchased for him here, 
but he travelled from Goderich to Clin­
ton on his return ticket, which had been 
bought at Seaforth on his way hither.
This fact goes to show that Little had 
not beon a resident of Goderich for the 
past three months, as has been erroneous­
ly stated. It will be thus seen that 
Goderich is in no way responsible for 
the action of Little, and that tho blame 
which the London papers have en­
deavoured to place upon the shoulders 
of our town authorities and medical men 
is entirely uncalled for. Little, aîthoug 
he had been in Goderich for about four 
days, had net summoned medical assis­
tance until an hour of two previous to 
‘aking the train for London. Ir censure

A Modern Maple Sugar drove.

A very touching description of a med- 
ern maple sugar camp appeared some 
week a ago in the columns of the Free 
Frcsx. The writer whs disappointed at 
finding the sap gathered in j latent buck­
ets instead of in the old-fashioned 
trough and boiled in a patent evaporator 
set on a brick furnace instead of in the 
old black iron kettle of huge dimensions 
bubbling over a great hickory tire. The 
writer must have,been an old fogy in­
deed, for the eo-caffed modern camp lie 
speaks of has long since given way to 
the still more recent methods of making 
maple sugar. One of the finest maple 
sugar camps of the west is situated right 
here in Detroit. The camp, which,when 
first started* occupied one room in the 
basement, has now extended over the 
•ntire underground floor of a large 
building. A reporter, on visiting the 
maple grove, found the horny-handed 
farmers hard at work sugaring off. Great 
barrels of the poorest sort of Cuba sugar, 
damp, dark and clammy, stood in the 
cellar, like executed Cubans with their 
heads off. Shallow copper tanks sim­
mered over coni fires.

‘Yss,’ laid the bronzed agriculturist, 
‘new is our busy season. We use up 
several barrels of Muecovada sugar a day. 
We dump the sugar into the pans and 
stir it up with hot water. Then we add 
the sana and ground leaf and twigs- *

‘I don’t twig,* said the repeater. ‘What 
ground leaf do you me, and why V

‘Oh, we get nmole leaves and break 
’em up. Nothing pleases a man so much 
as to find a bit of maple leaf or a snapp­
ed off twig in his lump of maple sugar, ’

‘And the sand V
‘Oh, well, sand is cheap enough and 

helps big in weighing out the chunks. 
People are sort of educated up to expect­
ing sand in their sugar. ’

‘You use real maple sugar to give the 
flaver, I suppose V

‘Bless you, no ; that's the old-fashion­
ed way and it’s expensive. Now, we 
bave flavoring extract in them carboys, 
and we can turn out any brand of maple 
sugar that's called for.'

THE DUTY OF THE HOUR.
While Goderich has been waiting, 

Micawber-like, for “something te turn 
up” in railway circles, that would enable 
the eyes of the railroad magnates to be 
turned toward it, the people to the 
northward have been working earnettly 
and steadily to draw the attention of 
the management of the C. P. R. thither­
ward. The result is that the rival towns 
to the north— Wineham. Walkerton 
Kincardine, Teeswater and Inverhurou 
—have succeeded in obtaining a pledge 
from the C. I*. It. Co. that Manager 
VanHorn will meet deputations from 
the places mentioned during the coining 
month, in the town of Wingham. It 
also understood that Manager VanHorn 
will drive ever the proposed routes t 
Kincardine and Inveihuron from Wing- 
ham, so that lie may obtain a personal 
knowledge of the topography of the 
country through which the contemplated 
roads would pass, if they went for 
ward to completion

Now that the scheme la assuming defi­
nite shape, and tint it is assured that 
the C. P. R. will carry the Teeswater 
branch to some cout town, what 
Goderich gain/ to 4p in the matter I Is 
it going to continue, as-in the pis’, to ait 
quietly by while it» neighbors seek te 
draw away the prize, which of right be 
longs to it ? We sincerely hops not. 
But unless determined efforts are made, 
and, at once, such a calamity will assur 
edly be our portion.

It is now a well-known fact that ante­
rior to the assumption of the Teeswater 
branch of the T. G. & B. R. R. by the 
Canada Pacific, and previous to the 
amalgamation of the G. T. R. and G. 
W, K. a scheme was contemplated by 
which the line from Teeswater would be, 
with the aid of Walkerton and other 
municipalities, diverted to Inverhurou, 
the basis of arrangement between the 
G. T. R. and the local railway promoters 
being that the municipalities should 
obtain and make the roadway, and the 
G T. R. would iron, equip and run the 
road. The amalgamation of tVo G. T. 
R. and the G. W. R., which at once de­
stroyed the competitive nature of the 
Inverhurou scheme, caused the local 
promoters to abandon the project, and 
thus -'far no other action lias been 
taken.

Now, however, the C. P. R. have taken 
the Teeswater branch in hand, ami" pur­
pose carrying it to some lake port,so that 
it may become a profitable feeder of 
their trunk line, and it is with this 
object in view that Manager VanHorn 
contemplates visiting Wingham during 
the month of May, and meeting the 
delegates from the towns interested. 
We Lave every i vison to believe that a 
similar offer to that male to the G. T. 
R. by the municipalities along the pro­
posed route to Inverlvuron will be sub­

(SI) That, although Little had been in 
Goderich four days, and knew that he 
was suffering from the dreadful disease 
of which bis wife had died, he did not 
call in medical aid until lie had decided 
to leave town, and within an hour or so 
of the leaving of tile train.

(4.) That in the absence of a local 
Boanl of Health committee, the medical 
men were not ill a position to restrain 
the man from carrying out his inten­
tions of traielling from town.

(J.) That it blame should be placed 
anywhere, it should be upon the medical 1 
authorities of Woodstock, who, knowing 
that Little's wife had died of the disease, 
and that he would naturally have con­
tracted the germs thereof, allowed him 
to depart from that point.

(0.) Blame also attaches to Little for 
not taking due precautions in the matter. 
He was aware of the cause of his 
wife’s death, and that her clothes 
and his had been destroyed, so that 
the chances of contagion might be 
minimized in Woodstock. Yet know­
ing that he was the medium through 
which a loathsome disease might be 
spread abroad, he did not scruple to 
foist himself upon two families of rela­
tives—one in McKillop, and the other 
in Goderich,—without acquainting them 
of the nature of the disease with which 
he was afflictefl.

The foregoihg, and a number of other 
points will at once form on the mind of 
the careful reader who peruses the re­
port which appears elsewhere in this 
issue, and will go far to show that the 
attempts made by the London newspa­
pers to cast upon Goderich blame for the 
eccentric and careless conduct of Little 
during his pestilential tour, , and the 
culpable neglect of the authorities and 
medical men at other points, is entirely 
without foundation.

so thst one can see at a glance where 
the township's meney came from and 
how it was spent. We notice this year 
a marked absence of the “bunching”^ of 
accounts which made the report so ridi­
culous in other years, but there ie still 
room for improvement in this direction. 
For instance, this office is credited with 
charging $4.G3 for publishing a small 12 
line advertisement, and only the added 
“etc.” in the item saves us from the 
charge of gross extortion.

™ year as usual. Sometimes this ac­
count is audited with an “etc.” attached 
but it appears in the audit regularly 
every year, and it is extremely doubtful 
if any member of the board—the clerk 
included—can tell just whatjthat $95 is

In the course of the article which ap­
peared in the Enterprise, and which was 
written with the evident intention of 
forestalling criticism, th« following 
is stated concerning the item of “chari­
ty’

“In the matterof charities we are pain­
ed til notice that the energetic remarks 
of the Goderich Signal have not “fizzed" 
- so to speak—on the board, and they 
have actually spent 29 cents less this 
year in benevolence, notwithstanding all 
that our generous-hearted contemporary 
was able to say. The council could wise­
ly spend as much more for charity with­
out injuring their popularity among the 
ratepayers, and there is -no doubt that 
the money could be used to relieve actual 
necessities among our poorer classes.

It Â with pleasure we observe that our 
“energetic remarks” have not been in 
vain in Howick, inasmuch as from the 
above it is quite obvious that the leaven 
of charity has entered the soul of the 
editorial writer of the Enterprise, even 
though the members of the township 
council have turned “adder's ears” to 
the cries of the distressed poor commit" 
ted to their charge. The saving of 29 
cents which is pointed out in the item of 
charity,isnot a particularly large amount, 
but we question if the members of the 
township council would have bèen en­
abled to point with pride to the saving 
thus effected, had it not been that a 
pauper about eighty years of age, named 
McKinney, whose support the township 
had grown tired of, had been committed 
from Howick to Gôdcrich gaol during 
the year as a common vagrant, and had 
languished in durance for the past six 
months, at the expense of tlie county, 
when the township to which he belong­
ed should have supported him. „1

Another matter to which The Signal 
drew attention last year is. we observe, 
likely to be taken hold of, and that is 
the erection of a township hall, for the 
holding of division courts, and other 
public meetings.

Funeral Beferm.
The Ministerial Association have dona 

a good thing in taking up the question of 
funeral reform, and declaring in favor of 
the discontinuance of much of the need­
iest display usually indulged in on such 
occasions. Msny families who are left 
but poorly provided for are impoverished 
by the extravagant scale on which fune­
rals are conducted. So long as people 
have the idea that they will lose caste 
socially by economy in funeral expenses, 
a reform will be accomplished with diffi­
culty. It must begin with there of as­
sured standing, whose example will be 
followed by others. The resolution of 
the Ministerial Association should inspire 
some with courage to break through the 
tyraiivy of custom, which does not even 
stop at the grave.—[Toronto News.

The Liquor Law*.
Those persons who have taken out pro­

vincial licenses for the sale of liquor may 
breathe freely new that it has been inti­
mated by the author of the McCarthy Act 
that it is not intended to prosecute them 
for selling without a Dominion license. 
Those who take out a Dominion license 
will have to comply with the Dominion 
law. Mr. McCarthy said that the opin­
ion now entertained is that there is no 
concurrent jurisdiction, and that if the 
Federal government has power to deal 
with the matter the local government has 
net that power, and vice versa. Bat ihis 
is not admitted by the provincial author­
ities. They ‘ maintain that even if the 
Dominion has power the provinces have 
concurrent jurisdiction. Seeing that the 
Scott Act and the Crooks’ Act have both 
been upheld by thk Privy Council, this 
really seems to be the sensible view to 
take of the case. The object the Do­
minion government now has ir view ap­
pears to be to learn whether it has or 
has not the power to control the liquor 
traffic. If the Privy Council decides that 
it has, the question ot the concurrent 
jurisdiction of the provinces will still 
have to be settled, and the decision in 
the Hodge case shows pretty plain'y 
what the answer will be. — [Toronto 
Telegram.

Iti oue 
part of the city a lire was caused by the 
shock. The damage is great. In pri­
vate houses tables and chaire were ever- 
turned, glassware was shattered, and 
pictures and other ornaments fell to the 

" hfloor. Men, woman end children rushed 
/shrieking into the streets. At Chehne- 
ford the shock was so severe that the 
people were filled with terror. At South 
End the earth trembled for miles around 
The windows of many dwellings were 
broken, and chimneys demolished. At 
Maldon the town hall and private houses 
were swayed. The wave passed from 
the south to the north. In the Strand, 
London, business houses were percept- 
ably rocked. The employes fled. The 
duration of the shock at Ispwich ia esti­
mated at three seconds. The earth­
quake hat caused a general feeling of 
alarm.

IRISH OPINION.

•f tfce Byeamllere aid tfcelr rolley—Tke 
Majority Coadena the Practice.

London, April 21.—The Parie corres­
pondent of the Time* has been interview­
ing Patrick Caaey, of the Moniteur Uni­
versal, James Stephens, John O’Leary, 
Father Hogan and other prominent 
Irishmen. Casey strongly favors the 
dynamite policy. He declares it will 
probably be extended to blowing up 
Atlantic passenger steamers and after­
wards merchantmen. James Stephens 
condemns the principles and practices of 
the dynamiters, and advocates armed 
revolution. A continuance of the dyna­
mite policy he thinks means the certain 
death of the revolutionary agitation dur­
ing the present generation and perhaps 
forever. It may besides lead to the ex­
pulsion of Irishmen from England. 
O’Leary disapproves of the dynamite 
policy on the grounds that it is inexpe­
dient and of a criminal character. He 
favors open rebellion. A war between 
England and' Rttesi.i he thinks would 
give the Irish a chance to strike an effec­
tive blow. Hogan declares that the ac­
tion of the dynamiters is morally a crime, 
politically a blunder, and socially n dis­
aster, If the Irish get fair play, Ireland 
in a few years will lie one of the most 
prosperous countries in Europe.

Ottawa, April 2L—On Friday the 
Government brought down copies of the 
correependence between the Dominion 
Government and Local Legislatures re­
specting the McCarthy Act. The cor­
respondence was asked for on the 3rd of 
March and wee in preparation until 
Friday, when it was presented to the 
House in proper shape. The opinion 
of Attorney-General Mowat'is that the 
power of regulating the matter dealt 
with by the License Act belongs ex­
clusively to the Provincial Legislatures, 
and he claims that the right of the Pro­
vincial Legislatures, to regulate the 
liquor traffic is Incident to their power to 
make laws relating to municipal institut­
ions,and this power cannot be concurrent. 
He argues that the supposed)expediency 
of having uniform through-out the 
Dominion a law which is otherwise with­
in the exclusive jurisdiction of the Pro­
vincial Legislatures does not give the 
Dominion Parliament any authority to 
create uniformity. In a despatch the 
Ontario Government expressed their 
willingness to agree upon a case for im­
mediate hearing, with respect to the cor.-

should be allowed to operate alone until 
a decision upon the constitutional ques­
tion had been reached. The Dominion 
Gevcrnment have a letter addressed by 
the Hon. Joh:i Norquay, Premier of 
Manitoba, to Sir Alexander Campbell 
on the 30th January last. In that com­
munication Mr. Norquay said he found 
many unworkable features in the Do­
minion License Act, and that in his 
opinion the subject was one that should 
be left to Local jurisdiction. He said:— 
MWe have in Manitoba a veiy stringent 
License Act, which has been in operation 
for some years, and is much more suita­
ble to the circumstances and condition 
of our people than is the Dominion 
License Act. The adoption of the Do­
minion Act, in Manitoba would be a re­
trograde rattier than a progiessive move, 
ai d therefore l would strongly urge no 
interference with Piovincial legislation, 
which has been so satisfactory, by im­
posing upon Manitoba a law not suited 
to her local requirements

Our advice to all who wish (o 
get rid af freckles is—don’t The thing
to get rid of is the wholly erroneous
notion that freckles are uncomely and 
ignominious. This popular illusion has
held sway long enough. Freckles are 
caused bv the sun acting upon ihe color­
ing matter of the epidermis. Without 
sunshine there would he no freckles, 
The more sunshine the more freckles. 
To this fact must be added the other 
equally important one, that the sun is 
the sole source of lite and health and 
beauty on this planet, and tin- wore sun­
shine the more health and life a id beauty 
—among which must be placed freckles.

The chief iniquity of our got- l-looking 
young men ami women is their mortal 
fear of sunshine. One sex shut it off on 
every occasion, lie abed till it is half 
spent, expend most of their energies by 
gas-light, carry ailk shields to keep it off, 
cover their faces with enamel to exclude 
it. Freckles are therefore a badge and 
pledge of a certain normal healthfulneas 
of action. When you see a girl with 
freckles your heart knows that she waa 
never enamelled. She has been with 
the sunshine, and ten to one her blood 
is pure and her pulse high. ' She may 
not be able to play Camille, but she will 
dance under a Maypole and escape the 
neuralgia.

Properly viewed, freckles are beauti­
ful. fen to one Helen, of Troy had 
them, and Hebe and Juno, for they 
lived in the sun, and lemons and salt 
were not thought of.

How to Encourage Tree-PI tun in a.

Mr. Dempsey, ex-presidont of the On­
tario Fruit Growers’ Association, in 
speaking of making home attractive and 
pleasant l y the planting of « rnamental 
trees and shrubs, said : — “Can wu not 
encourage a taste for arboriculture by 
introducing the study of hotany into our 
public schools ? Could not our teachers 
make the study interesting by showing 
the children how plants grow, what the 
componc.it parts of a tree are, the differ­
ence between the formation of wood and 
bark, and how to recognize the different 
species of trees and flowers by their foil- 
age and otherwise ? Also by encourag­
ing them to plant each a tree within the 
school grounds, each to care for his or 
her tree or plant ? Could not this ays 
tern be so introduced among our people 
that the love and respect for tree culture 
will become so inculcated in their minds 
that they will look upon any person 
that will deface or destoy any ornamen­
tal or shade tree as upon one that would 
rob them of their existence or best 
friend ? Could not our children bo so 
taught that the next generation would 
hold our forests as sacred, and preserve 
them as one of God’s blessings ? Alrea­
dy seine of our best teachers have direct­
ed their attention to this subject with a 
view to encouraging tree culture and 
floriculture. Were teachers as a whole 
to give a little more attention to this 
subject they would not only interest and 
edify their scholars, but they w« uld give 
a wonderful impetus to t He onward ; 
movement of a branch of education rapid­
ly coming into prominence and of vital j 
interest.

Many pieces of old paper are worth 
their weight in gold. I will tell you of 
one that you could not buy for even so 
high a price as that. It is now in the 
British Museum in London. It is old 
a : l worn. It is more than 068 years 
old. It is not easy to realize how old 
that is. Kings have been born and 
died, nations have grown up and have 
wasted away during that long time. 
There was no America, so far as the 
people who lived at that time knew, when 
this old paper was written upon ; Amer­
ica was not discovered for nearly 300 
years after it. A king wrote his name 
on this old paper, and though lie had 
written his name on many other piece» 
of paper and they are lost, this one was 
very carefully kept from harm, though 
once it fell ii;!-> the hands of a tailor, 
who was about to cut it up for patterns, 
and at another time it mi almost de­
stroyed by fire. Visitors go to look at it 
with great interest. They find ;t a 
shrivelled piece of paper, with the kings 
name and the great seal of England on 
it ; but they know that it stands f©r 
English liberty, and mean» that—as the 
pool Thomson wrote in the sonj, “Rule 
Britannia”—“Britons never shall be 
slaves.” It is called the “Magna Chaita” 
which means simply the “Great Paper.” 
There have been othy great papers, and 
other papers that have been colled 
“charters,” but this one is known the 
world over as the “Great Paper.”

We do not sufficiently appreciate the 
value of pressure in the formation of 
character. “A child left to himself 
bringeth his mother to shame,” says the 
inspired proverb. And all of us are, in 
a sense, children all our lives through. 
The best qualities which any of us pos­
sess have been given to us, or have been 
made effective in us, through some such 
outside and inside pressure as a child 
must have brought to bear on him to 
keep him from growing to worthlessness 
or going to ruin. There is nothing that 
any of us can do exceptionally well that 
we were not somehow forced into,or train­
ed into by severe pressure. All our powers 
of endurance also came to us in that 
way. We learned to endure by having 
to endure—whether we wanted to or not 
If we had been left to ourselves, we also 
should have brought our mothers, or our 
mother’s children, to shame. There is 
nothing we have more reason to be grate­
ful for than the pressure which in one 
way or another has been brought to bear 
upon us the compacting and right hard- 
ending of our characters. Why, nowa­
days they are actually making railway- 
car wheels out'of paper; pressing pulp 
into a strength of resistance and viiduv 
ance that even iron itself cannot,, equal. 
But for that pressure the pulp would 
have remained pulp, useless, unattrac­
tive pulp. Because of that pressure, 
the compacted and soliditied pulp has 
become a power, and obtained a mission, 
in the world Many a strong character 
was only pulp to begin with#; and but for 
a providential pressure upon it it would 
have remained pulp to this day. And 
there is still a great deal of character- 
pulp which vfrill never amount to any­
thing unless it comes under a stronger 
pressure than has ever been brought to 
bear upon it thus far. Pressure upon us 
is the last thing in the world we ought 
to think of regretting—unless, indeed, 
we want to remain pulp.

Household Hints.
Carrots boiled an 1 then browned in 

butter are un appetizing dish at this
season.

Oxalic sc'd will almost always remove 
stains left by mud which cannot be ie- 
moved by soap and water.

If a little kerosene is mixed with stove 
polish, it wi I assist greatly in improving 
the look of rusty stove*.

If baby is hoarse at night, take a small 
piece of oil silk, rub a little lard or 
animal oil of any kind over it and fasten 
it next hie akin, over the chest. It may 
be pinned with some safety pin» to his 
wrapper.

Sponges which are to be used in the 
bath may be softened by boiling for a 
few minutes in three waters. After each 
time of boiling rinse it in c.ild water,and 
put on the stove again in a pin of (cold 
water.

A fastidious convalescent may be de­
luded into taking more nourishment thaa 
he knows of *r is willing to taliu, by 
having the yoke of an egg stii red into 
his morning cup of coffee. Beat the e^g 
very light.

Pieces of layer cake that have become 
too dry need net be thrown away. Steam 
them for five minutes ; and serve as des­
sert with a nice pudding sauce. The 
layer cake made with boiled frosting and 
chopped raisin filling manes a delicious 
pudding.

To purify the air of the cellar, and to 
destroy parasitical growth, a German 
authority says :—Put (some roll brim­
stone into a pan, set fire to it, close the 
doors and windows as tight ‘as possible 
for two or three hours ; repeat this inex­
pensive operation every threeemonths.'V

In many cases “like mistress, like 
maid” could be emphasized with gaud 
effect.

Knives with ivory handles, which have 
hi come loosened or have fallen out 
entirely, can be cemented at home, and 
with small expense, by using this cement: 
—Take four parts of resin one part of 
beeswax, one part of plaster of Paris ; 
fill the h"le in the handle with the 
cement, then heat the steel of the handle 
and press it firmly into the cement.

A pretty way to vary the baekets made 
of Seme twine is to crochet them in 
stripes like the tidies, so that ribbons 
can lie run in. If you wish the basket 
to be particularly ornamental and to put 
it in the guest chamber, take three round 
poles, point them or gild them, tie them 
together at the top with ribbons, and 
bang the basket within after the fashln 
of a gypsy kettle.

An excellent rule for making nut can­
dy ia to take two pints ot niap'e sugar, 
half a pint of water, or enough to dis­
solve tne sugar and no more. Let this 
boil until it lie comes brittle, when a little 
is ‘Hied’ in cold water. Butter some 
plates orti.i". cover with nut iiuats. and 
pour the candy over them Hickory 
nuts or b itterri'its are nicer with this 
than almonds or peanuts.

Variety may be gained by cooking some 
lamb chop, or mutton chop, until it is 
quite r'r"wn. Remove the meat to a hat 
plate, add a li‘tle water and a lump of 
butter, with pepper ard salt ; thicken 
with In owned fl air. When almost done 
odd half a cei . !* stewed peas. When 
thest ale sufficiently heated pour with 
tl.e gravy over the meat. With mashed 
po'atoes, squash, and currant jelly this 
makes a respectable dinner.

To get the full flavor of dried orevap 
orated peaches they should first lie allow­
ed to «oak format least three Ilnurs, then 
cook them slowly ; when they are almost 
done add the sugar, then set them away 
and let them get perfectly cold. If not 
used until the second day they will be 
still better, as they w ill absorb the sugar 
and lie tnncli tivher apparently. If for 
use i" polio tig - treat in this way also, 
as it will rei ay you f ir taking thought. 
Vse the juice in the pudding sauce.

A novel way to serve»orange marma­
lade is to cut a third off the tup of the 
orange ; remove the fruit carefully so as 
not to break the skin. If necessary to 
keep them in shape till them with cotton 
pressed in quite hard. The top of the 
peel may be cut in points ; the smaller 
and more perfect the prettier. Just be­
fore it is time to serve the marmalade 
remove the cotton ; leave space enough 
at the top so the marmalade will not 
spill over. Orange jell may be served 
in this way also.

One reason why so many young moth­
ers do not look so tidy and attractive as 
it is the bounden duty of all women to 
look, is that they do not accept the in­
evitable with the proper spirit, and then 
adapt themselves to it ; for instance, tt 
is impossible to care for a baby as it 
should be cared .for, and yet to wear as 
good a drees as you would if you were 
simply sitting down to do fancy work. 
The usual dress when engaged in this 
occupation abound be of some material 
that will bear sponging ; then, a sponge 
and a bottle of diluted ammonia should 
be- kept near at hand.

Farm and Garden.
The sugar maple, the elm, the oak and 

the hickory are varieties of trees well 
adapted for cleared lande. They are 
hardy and picturesque, and form good 
wind-brakes,

If low lends are given a coating of sand 
or gravel in early epnng their produc­
tions may be very considerably Increased. 
It warm» them up a id makes more avail­
able to tbeir supply of plant food.

There should be good judgment used 
in the selection of breeding fowls. 
Vigorous females, as well as males should 
ba selected. We mean by this that the 
colour of plumage, symmetry, and the 
carriage that denotes good health, should 
be considered.

One of the meet valuable of the con­
ditions of success in fruit culture is busi­
ness honesty. The man who gives short 
measure, or who docs not deliver a quali­
ty equal to sample, don’t deserve success, 
and kn sins are sure to find him out.

It is not yet too late to warn farmers 
to procure reliable corn-seed before 
planting time. The safest way is to test 
it and see that it possesses vitality. The 
crop was so generally injured by last 
fall s frost, that sound see.l this spring 
may be regarded as the exception richer 
than the rule.

The way to a colt’s heart is through 
his mouth, and it soon learns to obey the 
hand that feeds it. Kindness, patience, 
and firmness will enable a boy to teach a 
colt anything ; and nothing so much in­
terests a boy in farm work as to be given 
a young colt to care for as his own pro­
perty.

There appears to be only one success­
ful treatment of She grape mildew, and 
that is the burning of all affected loaves 
There are two varieties of mildue, one of 
which attacks the upper and the other 
the lower surface of the leaves. The 
latter is much less injurious than the 
former, and usually yields to a treatment 
of sulphur dust.

The Early Rose variety of potato in 
this Province has had its day, and farm­
ers who continue to grow it are almost 
certain to bo losers. Not only ia the 

uatity bad, but the yield is small, 
hosj who hare imported potatoes fur 

seed from the Maritime Provinces, and 
especially from that portion of New 
Brunswick adjoining Maine, report the 
results to be very satisfactory. The 
Copper variety is one of the best.

Good werk may be done by farmers in 
the first days of spring by transplanting 
handsome young maples, beeches, bass­
woods, etc., from their woods to suitable 
spots in their clearings—in the neighbor­
hood of the house er bam,along the lane 
the line fences or the street. A farm 
judiciously planted with shade trees is 
not only more attractive than one that is 
not, but it is worth more for grazing and 
grain-growing purposes and «’invariably 
more saleable. jüjitfEBfcïkMsSS 

The Commissioner of Agriculture has 
rendered important service to the farm­
ers of the Province by giving them a law 
w hich deals with the subject of noxious 
weeds. Hitherto Canada thistles were 
alone mi the proscribed list, but now a 
number of others are added and provi­
sion is made for putting the law in force 
by one officer appointed for each rouniei 
pality. The appointment of such an offi­
cer is optional with the council, but in 
the case of a petition by a certain number 
of property holders it is mandatory. The 
Act also deals in the same way with the 
diseases affecting fruit trees known es 
yellows and black-knot.

In the old world they are raging on 
improved potatoes. There, as here, they 
are food of getting for speakers on great 
occasions some great man whoso chief 
claim as an orator for the occasion i« the 
great ignorance he exhibits of the subject 
that he talks about.

With a little salt and 
cold water, and the potato brought to a 
boil, then the water poured off, and the 
not kept keated for a few minutes to 
drive off the surplus steam, the potato 
may be made to rank .closely with an 
orchard fruit.

A Maple S*gnry.

The idea of a city sugar bush may ap­
pear paradoxical to many of our Readers. 
Such, however, is said to exist in the 
city of Brantford. In the spring of the 
years 1848 and 1849 one B. G. Tisdale 
set out a number of maple trees about 
hie handsome property, and this spring 
had the p'easure of eating sugar manu­
factured from trees growing as these do 
in the very heart of the city. Mr. Tis­
dale tapped this year 24 trees and has a 
number of others that will be sufficiently 
large to Up in a few years. Hon. H. G. 
Joly, ex-Premier of Quebec, in a recent 
lecture on forestry, on which he is an 
excellent authority, speaking on this 
point, says : It you wish to raise a maple 
sugary with the smallest amount of trou­
ble a id expense, go to an old maple 
grove in the fall when the ground is cover­
ed with a thick carpet of seedlings. After 
rain you can pull them up by hand with­
out breaking any of the smaller roots if 
you are careful. Plant them at once in 
your garden about two feet apart ; weed 
during the firtt two summers with a hoe. 
After four years the trees will be fit for 
transplanting. The dangers from trans­
planting are less than when you seek 
maples in the woods. In his own experi­
ence Hon. Mr. Joly never found these 
small trees to fail. Maples will begin 
t> yield a reasonable quantity of tap It r 
sugar when twenty to twenty-five years 
old. Maple inakesone of the very host of 
shade trees—cheap, clean, handsome and 
enduring, and although the streets of 
Goderich have not a few of them aiJarge 
additional planting would be most de­
sirable,
