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The Rival Reformers.
The House of Lords has passed 

through committee by an overwhelm­
ing majority Lord Rosebery’s resolu­
tions for a reform of the make-up of 
the House of Lords. The outstanding 
feature of this action is the admission 
of the principle that the possession 
of a peerage ought not in itself give 
the right to sit and vote in the House of 
Lords. The resolutions alsoembodythe 
opinion that the existence of a strong 
and efficient Second Chamber is ne­
cessary to the well-being of the State 
and to the balance of Parliament. 
This vote is only an expression of a 
"pious opinion,’ but it is important as 
showing the ideas of the majority of 
the Lords, apd a notable advance in 
a direction which Lord Salisbury and 
the late Lord Salisbury advocated 
during the past quarter of a century, 
and on the lines of the Lords’ Commit­
tee appointed in 1907. According to 
the cable despatch of to-day, Lord 
Rosebery has at length submitted his 
plan. We presume this means that 
he has embodied practical proposals 
in the form of a bill, which will go 
through the usual procedure and 
after its passage through the House of 
Lords will be sent down to the House 
of Commons, and should the highly- 
improbable happen, and the bill be 
passed by the House of Commons it 
would receive the assent of the King 
and become law.

With such meagre information as 
is contained in the cable despatch it 
is difficult to estimate the meaning 
and effect of the Rosebery plan. Our 
estimate is therefore dependent large­
ly on the opinions of the leading 
lords, expressed recently in the pre­
liminary debate .and also on the re­
lations of the two Houses and the 
general situation. Rosebery proposes 
there shall , be four classes of law­
making lords:
(1) Representatives of hereditary 

peers ;
(2) Peers with a public service qual­

ification;
(3) Members elected in some way or 

other;
(4) Members appointed by the Crown 

on the advice of the Ministry.
The despatch affords no informa­

tion as to the numerical proportions 
of the fqur classes, but the tenor of 
the speeches recently delivered in the 
House of Lords is that the first class 
shall dominate the other three nu­
merically. Further, Lord Rosebery’s 
committee in 1906 recommended that 
in a House of 360 there should be 200 
members elected by hereditary 
peers. Unless special provision for 
the minority is made, this class 
will be the concentrated essence of 
Toryism. The recent election illus­
trated this tendency. A Scottish peer­
age does not convey the right to a seat 
in the House of Lords, but the holders 
elect 26 representatives for the term 
of a Parliament. One of the 26 voted

This 
proved his Waterldb at the last elec­
tion. Now, all the trouble about the 
House of Lords arises from its Tory 
partisan character. This is the charge 
made against it by the Liberals, and it 
ia admitted by the Tory leaders. 
Lords and Commoners. The compo­
sition of the first class will not only 
not afford any remedyfortheevil,buta 
preponderance of this class will serve 
to accentuate it, and aggravate the 
feeling against the House of Lords. 
Little is to be expected from -the 
qualified peers; how much is to be 
expected from the elected peers will 
depend on the constituencies which 
elect them, wit hthe chances in fav­
our of Toryism. All then will depend 
on the number of peers nominated by 
the Ministry and their tenure. As 
most of the Lords seem desirous of 
keeping the number of this class 
small and giving the members of il 
a tenure of at least ten years, not 
much In the way of counter-balancing 
the overwhelming Tory partisanship 
of the other classes can be expected. 
Unless the proportionate number of 
the classes affords a means of cor­
recting partisanship. Rosebery’s plan 
cannot prove a success, or cure the 
evils which are so widely recognized.

There is also another matter of mo­
ment involved in the Rosebery 
scheme. It curtails the Crown’s pre­
rogative of adding members to the 
House of Lords. Hitherto the pre­
rogative has been unlimited, and this 
has always been regarded as an er- 
fectlve means of bringing the House 
of Lords into subjection to the will 
of the country. Lord Rosebery’s 
scheme as outlined sacrifices this 
safeguard, and so far as is disclosed 
substitutes nothing for it. If th( 
Rosebery scheme passed there would 
be constituted by statute a close cor­
poration of hereditary and qualified 
hereditary peers, with a presumably 
small body of popularly elected or 
Crown nominated members, who 
would be as powerless as the Liberal 
party is to-day in the House of Lords, 
and there would be no means of for­
cing the House of Lords to pass any 
popular measure. There is a means to­
day, and that means is sufficiently 
powerful to overcome the most recal­
citrant House of Lords. The King 
can create as many members of the 
House of Lords as he wishes, and the 
threat to do this can pass and has in 
effect passed measures on which elec­
tors have set their heart.

A perusal of the following short 
state document will bring out the 
point of our observation:—

“The King grants permission to 
Earl Grey, and to his Chancellor. 
Ivord Brougham, to create such a 
number of peers as will be sufficient 
to ensure the passing of the Reform 
Bill—first calling up peers’ eldest 
sons.—William R. Windsor, May 17th, 
1832."

Unless Lord Rosebery has embod­
ied in his scheme something quite 
different from what the Lords them­
selves have hitherto foreshadowed, it 
will not afford an effective cure for 
partisanship, but will strengthen 
by statute privileges and powers the 
Lords have hitherto never enjoyed in 
security.

To-morrow we propose to continue 
our observations with particular re­
ference to Premier Asquith's 'Veto 
resolutions arid how far they appear 
to us reasonable and why we consid­
er one of them almost as objection­
able as Rosebery's attempt to en­
trench the privileges of the House of 
Lords behind statutory defences.

QUEBEC ftU PROHIBIT 

EXPORT OF PULP 
. ' W00B.

Special to Evening Telegram.
WASHINGTON. DC.. April 13.

The announcement that the Pro­
vince of Quebec by an Order in Coun­
cil Would almost Immediately prohib­
it the exportation of pulp wood front 
that Province to the United States, 
was received here with surprise and 
regret. At the State Department it 
was said that the prospect of closer 
commercial relations and of a Trade 
Treaty With the Dominion was 
thought to be sufficiently encouraging 
to deter any of the Provinces from 
imposing restrictions now. The re­
sult of such summary action as pro­
posed would interfere seriously, it is 
felt, with the realization of the sug­
gested Trade Treaty and might in a 
measure nullify thfc" good that was ac­
complished by the closer friendly re­
lations into which the Governments of 
the United States and Canada have 
recently been brought. The proposed 
increase of stum page dues and license 
fees for the sake of insuring increased 
revenue is not questioned, but the 
intention to prohibit the exportation 
of pulp wood is regarded in some 
quarters as closely approaching an 
rififriendly act During the Tap If ne­
gotiations at Ottawa, and subsequent­
ly at Albany and Washington there 
was some discussion of the pulp wood 
question, but that matter is under 
stood to have been left for further 
discussion when the proposed reci­
procity between this country and the 
Dominion, the initial steps of which it 
was believed would be taken during 
the coming month. The question of 
applying the maximum or minimum 
rates of the United States Tariff grow­
ing out of the FTanco-Canadiau 
Treaty, it is said, was settled satis­
factorily, and at that time it was un­
derstood that the Dominion Govern­

ment had no intention of enacting any 
regulations which would interfere 
with the exportation of pulp wood 
anti it was hoped that the same friend­
ly ' disposition would be shown by the 
Provinces. That the decision of the 
Quebec authorities is designed to 
benefit Canadian labor is the general 
belief of the Washington officials 
Ultimately they think it will result 
in the establishment qf pulp factories 
in the Provinces thus reducing by so 
much the manufacture of pulp at 
American works. However the 
amount of pulp wood from the Que­
bec Crown Lands is not very con 
siderable. Last year the total impor­
tation of the United States from Que­
bec w;as one million cords of which 
one hundred and thirty thousand 
cords were cut from Crown Lands.

THE RIVAL REFORMERS: 
WHICH WILL MAKE 

GOOD ?

LONDON, April 13.
The debate on the Veto resolutions, 

however, has been notable in charact­
er, and has attracted many prominent 
visitors to the House, including Queen 
Alexandra who made her first appear­
ance in the House since her corona­
tion. Winston Spencer Churchill 
made perhaps the most remarkable 
speech of the debate yesterday which 
places him in the front rank of Lib­
eral Parliamentarians, and in the 
opinion of both sides o"f the House 
greatly enhances his reputation. Pre­
mier Asquith is expected to make an 
important pronouncement of the Gov­
ernment’s policy in winding up the 
debate to-morrow and will also an­
nounce the Government's guillotine 
resolution for dealing with the Bud­
get. In the meantime. Lord Rosebery 
in the Hopse of Lords to-day submit­
ted his plan for the reform of the 
Second Chamber. It proposes that in 
the future the House shall consist of 
the Lords of Parliament chosen in 
part by the Peers themselves, in part 
by nomination by the Crown, in part 
elective from the outside and of 
others sitting by virtue of their offices 
and qualifications, the term of tenure 
for ajl to be the same. No date has 
yet been fixed for the discussion of 
this proposal.
