“If ONE happened to let the bill

tion took this step. At :flrst I heard 
she was doing splendid. Later I was 
milch pained to hear that she had 
been obliged to" go back "to her former 
position at a reduced salary. Inquiry 
revealed the fact that she had failed 
through no lack of ability on her part, 
but simply because her customers— 
most of them rich women —were so 
tardy about paying their bills that 
with her limited capital she couldn’t 
keep the business on a paying basis.

A good part -of the dressmaker’s 
profit,, you know, comes from buying 
her customers’ trimmings, etc., at 
wholesale prices, and she cannot do 
that unless she is able ' to settle her 
store bills promptly.

The Commercial Announces a Cut of 
One-Half.

New York, Nov. 10.—An enquiry 
having been made of Clarence i^.; Mac- 
Kày, President of the Commercial 
Cable Company and the Postal Tele­
graph Cable Company, as to the ru­
mors of a pending reduction in cable 

r Gates, "Mf.'vMacKaÿ said: -
i * v'Thé Commercial Cable Company

-------- —------------

has been at work for some time past 
in formulating \ a plan by which the 
rates for cablegrams sent by the gen­
eral public, in other, words, cable­
grams in plain language as distin­
guished from code language, be re­
duced about one-half. That plan has 
now been _ worked out, and inasmuch 
as it will require the co-operation of 
the telegraph lines In Europe, where 
the Government own the lines, oui- 
plan involves a proportionate reduc 
tion In the land line rates, charged, 
by the European Governments, and 
hence the co-operation of the Govern­
ments will be necessary. *

“At present the cable rate is twen­
ty-five cents per word. The propos­
ed plan Is to charge twelve and 
half cents for every five letters in 
the class of cablegrams. We have 
found by careful investigation and 
examination of a great number of 
cable message that plain language 
averages only five letters to the word, 
and hence if we only charge twelve 
and a half cents for five letters (ev­
ery letter in the cablegram being 
counted as_ though the whole cable-; 
gram was one word), the result would 
be that the public In sending cable 
grams would pay but one half of 
vhùt it now pays for these cable 
grams, it being a part of the plan that 
these reduced rate messages will bq 
subject to prior transmission of mes­
sages paid for at a higher rate. '

"We hope to be able to put the plan 
into operation in a short time. It 
.eipg necessary first to make the ne­

cessary arrangements with the Euro­

ermen’s Home for St. John s. After 
His Excellency the Governor had ex­
plained the business of tlje meeting in 
a very excellent manner I was asked 
by His Excellency whether 1 was in 
sympathy with the idea of a Fisher­
men’s Home as outlined by Dr. 
Grenfell.

From practical experience I strong­
ly, advocate the building of such a 
Home for our fishermen and seamen 
as I am fully acquainted with the 
many disadvantages they have to 
Contend with when they visit’ the city.

Our city is like many other sea 
ports—there is room for much im­
provement, and very often the land 
men do not give “Jack” or “Bill” a 
thought as to how he is to spend his 
spare moments while in port.

I have spent a number of years at 
spa and have visited quite a number

Jack” while on shore, 
nights of the week these ladies would

MlNARD’S UNIMENT CUKES 
DIPHTHERIA.

The Coming 
Treasure Hunt.

A day or two ago the writer paid a 
visit to the ship "Mary Dier.” She 
lay at the wharf of the B. C. Marine 
Railway Company, where she is being 
outfitted for her treasure hunting tiip 
to Cocos Island in the southern Paci­
fic.

Capt. Fred. Hackett, the commander 
of the expedition, was aboard and 
from him was learned many interest­
ing details regarding the history of 
the treasure and the manner in which 
the present expedition is being pre­
pared.

When questioned as to his know­
ledge of the treasure Capt. Hackett 
said:

“I have stood right over it, and 
only lack of proper equipment pre­
vented me from bringing the treasure 
back. A landslide had covered the 
hiding place to some depth. It was 
useless to attempt the work with pick 
and shovel, nothing short of hydraul­
ic machinery would have any effect. 
On the voyage down 1 had picked up a 
shipwrecked crew of twenty-six men 
and it would have been unwise of me 
to try to uncover the treasure in the 
presence of this unexpected ' addition 
to the crew. This time, I am going to 
Cocos I stand fully equipped with 
hydraulic machinery. We will .-'ash 
away the earth in the same manner as 
they wash away the hills id Seattle, 
or In the hydraulic mines of Alaska. 
You may repeat this for me and you 
will repeat no lie that this time I will 
bring the treasure back.

“The early history of the treasure 
is well known. In 1835 the Peruvian 
and Chilean nations' were at war. 
The British barkentlne “Mary Ditr” 
—for which the present ship has been 
named—was then trading on the 
coast One night she anchored dost 
to a Peruvian fort near Callao. The 
fort was on the point of being 
besieged by the Chilean army. 
In the fort had been gathered the 
money, jewels and golden treasure of 
the townspeople amounting to over 
$15,000,00». The anxious governor of 
the fort, fearing that the Chilean at­
tack might be successful, decided that 
it would be a wise thing to hat e it 
placed on board the “Mary Dier” and 
thus under the protection of the Brit­
ish flag. Ten boatloads in all were 
placed on board the ship. The crew 
tempted by the glittering wealth prov­
ed false to thefr trust. As soon as 
the conflict begad ’they slipped Iheir 
cables and made tor sea. The treas­
ure was hidden on Cocos Island. Soon 

'after leaving the Island a storm was 
encountered which quickly dismasted 
the vessel. She was captured by a 
Peruvian gunboat whch had been sent 
in pursuit and nine of-the eleven men 
on bbard were hanged" at the yard- 
arm. A seaman named.^lhompson and 
a Frenchman were spired to guide 
their captors to the treasure. They 
stated that the treasure was buried on 
Galapagos Island and the ship was 
headed in that direction. Fever and 
sickness ' coming aboard the ship 
caused the captain to put Into Pana­
ma and the two prisoners had an op­
portunity to escape. Sliding down the 
side of the vessel they swam for a 
whaler which was leaving the harbor. 
Sharks made that swim a ëatal one for 
the Frenchman, and Thompson clam­
bered aboard, the sole possessor of me 
secret of the buried millions.

“Thompson next showed up al 
Kingston, Jamaica, a hunted man.” 
says Captain Hackett. "He boarded 
a Newfoundland Vessel, loading with 
sugar and molasses, in search cf a 
job. He was a tough looking object 
and when he asked the captain for a 
place on the crew was promptly turn­
ed down. As he was leaving the ship 
he encountered John Keating, the 
ship’s carpenter, who taking pity on 
the dejected looking man and having 
some influence with the captain in­
duced him to give Thompson a bsith. 
During the voyage Thompson told 
Keating the secret of the treasure and 
gave him a chart he had made of the 
place. When the ship arrived at St. 
John’s, Newfoundland, Keating again 
befriended Thompson, who was lining 
in constant fear of the Peruvian secret 
service. The panic stricken" man was 
smuggled aboard a vessel bound for 
Ixmdon and Keating heard no move of 
him until he received a letter, watch 
had been begun by Thompson and 
finished by a nurse, Thompson re­
lated his instructions for locating the

S. MILLEY, water SketL
treasure. This letter is now in Capt. 
Hackett’s possession.

“This letter woke up Keating. Up 
c then he had not much faith in the 
story of the hidden treasure, but in 
il44, accompanied by a Captain Boàg 
md crew, he sailed for the North Pa- 
:iflc ostensibly, on a bear hunting e.<- 
ledition in Dulce Bay. They made the 
xcuse of calling at Cocos Island for j 

water. Keating easily located the j 
neasure and secretly, in canvas pock- . 
its sewn inside their clothing, ihey 
carried what they could to the ship, 
i'he crew got suspicio.us, and fearing 
i mutiny they had to desist. They 
:ailed for Panama where they decided 
o desert the ship. As they went 
tsh'ore a black squall struck the whale. 
ioat upsetting it, and Boag, loaded 
vith the treasure on his person, was 
lrowned. A grandson of this Captain 
Boag is' at present occupied iu making 
.he sails for the present ship "Mary 
Dier" in Vancouver.

"Keating made his way across the 
Isthmus and eventually landed in SL. 
John’s. In 1846 he again visited the 
Island and was again successful, get­
ting in his two visits about $110,000.”

Captain Hackett says: “His wife 
used to tell me how he returned and 
threw the treasure on the bed, jewels 
and gold pieces tumbling together. 
When he left he was a poor man. 
When he returned he bought a ranch, 
and built the Keating block, which 
3till stands at the comer of Prescott 
and Water Streets. The Gauntlet, his 
3hlp which he had left at Panama, was 
lost with all hands rounding the 
Horn.”

Keating later made up his mind to 
make another trip after the treasure. 
Captain Thomas Hackett bras to be 
commander of the ship on this occa­
sion and to him he imparted all the 
instructions and the chart which he 
lad received from Thompson. Captain 
Hackett, however, died at Havana, 
Cuba, of yellow fever before he was 
able to outfit for Cocos Island. Keat­
ing died a year later, and the papers 
and charts passed into the hands of 
Captain Thomas Hackett’s brother, 
Captain Frederick Hackett, the com­
mander of the present expedition.

In 1897 Captain Fred. Hackett made 
his first attempt to find the treasure, 
leaving Victoria in the echr. “Aurora.” 
This was the occasion on which he. 
picked up the shipwrecked crew, and 
beyond verifying secretly the bear­
ings and instructions contained in the 
chart and papers Captain Hackett 
made no attempt" to uncover the 
treasure.

The present expedition will go out 
fully equipped with a modem hydraul­
ic apparatus capable of washing away 
about. 4000 yards per day. Captain 
"Hackett expects to uncover the treas­
ure in about ten days after the plant 
is set up on the Island. The ship will
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garget in caws.
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also be equipped with a wireless tele­
graph instrument and will be able to 
keep in touch with ship and shore in 
case of necessity.

Says Captain Hackett:
“I do not receive one cent of money 

from the shareholders of this expedi­
tion except i bring back the treasure. 
I am the only man living who has 
authentic knowledge of its location. I 
have all the original charts and 
papers used by Keating. He got some 
of the money. I have been on the 
island, I know where the treasure is 
and I know I will bring it back. It 
would be foolish of me to waste my 
time it I thought otherwise. This is 
mo pleasure trip for me, but a busi­
ness proposition.”—Vancouver Adver­
tiser, Nov. 5th, 19J.0.
