Facts about the
Despised Worm.

*Only a worm,” we say, scorn-

fully, as we see one \\noghn"
among the upturned earth. We
may think of worms only as food
for the thrushes that hop over our
lawns and sing to us at eventide ;
but the great naturalist Darwin said
of earthworms :

‘It .may be doubted whether
there are many other animals which
have played so important a part in
the history of the world as these
lowly organised creatures.’

farthworms have no nose, no
eyes, no-ears. Their long, segment-
ed-bodies have no limbs, but from
each segment or ring there project
tiny bristles, by which the earth-
! worm gets hold of the soil and drags

itself along. These bristles are not

[ sasily seen; but if one passes a
| dead worm through one’s fingers
their presence is felt.

The earthworm is very low in the
animal kingdom, and is the prey of
birds, fish, moles, and many other
creatures; but worms exist in such
numbers all over the world that their
work has a wild-spread influence.
Worms burrow in the soil; in dry
weather they go quite deep in search
of the moisture necessary to their
well-being.  Their numerous holes

earth beneath th,;surface. hanh-
worms eat large qdanuhes of earth ;
y find nourishment in the tiny
pleces of deca)ing substances, broken
leaves, and rotting vegetation in. the
earth ; much of the earth passes out
lhrough the worm’s body in the form
of worm-casts—thpse  tiny coiled
mounds of earth which are so famil-
iar, - These worm-castings are con-
tinually being deposited on tlie sur-
face of the earth ; they dry up. in the
weather, and are spread as a layer all
over the land.

Darwin proved that ‘the fine earth
voided by worms, if spread out uni-
formly, would foim in mny places in
the course of ‘a year a myer oune-fifth
of an inch in’ thickness,’ Earth-
worms are thus shown to mix up the
soil, and to bring fresh soil from be-
low to be admitted - to the beneficial
action of the sun and rain. They eat
fallen leaves, dragging them into the
burrows to devour them at their lei-
sure : dark vegetable mould is largely
enriched by the decaying leaf-mate-
rial brought into it by worms.
PELarthworms do vot as a rule injure
vegetation at all ; they may occasion-
lly draw a few blades of young corn
pr grass into their burrows ; but their
great work. is this stirring and dis-
tribution of the soil, which is of im-
mense benefit to agriculture.

Worms really aid in aitering the
face of the earth itself. On the
slopes of downs and mountains the
fine castings dry. up and roll away,
or are blown away with the wind.
Heavy rains, too, will wash the fine
earth down the steep places; so soil
is taken from the hills and spread to
the valleys below, or the streams
cairy it away 1o lakes and to the sea
itself . Rains nnd winds, which can
do little to heavy soil or earth bound
together by grass roots, can thus af
fect the soil which is coinposed of
castings. "

The body of an earthworm has a
swollen band around it ; this-does not
mark the spot where the worm has
been hurt by a spade and healed
again as many people think. It really
marks a part of the body where many
glands pour out a fluid that hardens
into a band or collar,

This collar is slipped right on the
worm's body at breeding time, and
as it pass over the body the eggs are
caught within it, and_it forms a co-
coon or case for the eggs. Worms’
cocoons are small brownish objects,
something like grains of wheat ;
they are laid amongst the soil, and
the young worms emerge from their
cocoons in a few weeks.

There are reckaned to lie about
20 species of earthworms.

Ireland’s New Fish
Curing_ Station.

U. S. Consul, George E. Chamber-
lain stationed at Cork, writes that
a fish-curing station has been estab-
ligshed in Courtmacsherry by the Brit-
ish Government. Two motor boats
have been supplied, each carrying
eight hands, and also aschooner, with
master and 18 hands. A -Norwegian
expert has been appointed to teach
modern methods of curing. The
metor boats go out at night and re-
turn in the morning with their cap-
tures, which are placed on board the
schooner lying in the harbor. The
fish is then split, and undergoes a
process of curing, after which it is
placed in barrels and allowed to re-
main for 20 or 21 days; it is then re-
moved  to stores, which have been
purchased in Courtmacsherry, After
some time the barrels are opened, the
fish taken out, gized and graded, and
replaced in barrels, conveyed by
train to Cork, and thence to American
markets.

Evidence in the German - papers
shows increaging nervousness with
reference to the Moroccan gituation.

Ger-
many will then withdraw her war-
ships from Agadir, after sécuring her
cconomic interests in Sus. For Ger-
many, there is no compensation, and
no recompense elsewhere. The criti-
cal point in the negotiationg|is com-
pensation, which is d{emanded - for
France's extension of power in north
Africa, which will be felt in Europe.
We consider it necessary to warn
both sides against stone throwing be-
tween two such sensitive nations as
France and Germany, when such a
question is in dispute.”

The Tageblatt says: “Britain’s
method of publicly dictating her will
to both negotiating powers, instead of
expanding ideas diplomatically, is no
longer considered by Germany as a
justifiable maintenance of British in-
terests and is but proof regrettable
of i will.”

Lagliche Rundschan, says: “The
gsituation has become grave. It is a
question of Germany’s ;right of self-
covernmént, and we know with every
srowth of the moverment, Germany
finds an irreconcilable opponent in
England. King Edward’s policy of
holding down Germany, continues
since his death. England is. playing
a dangerous game for the . world’s
peace, for the people are not desirous
of succumbing if they can- prevent
limitations dictated by jealous neigh-
bours.”

LONDON, July 26.

That Germany will get compensa-
tion in South Africa, as a result of her
deseent upon Agadir and in return
for freer hand which France is seek-
ing in Morecco, is conceded here, but
it is also clear that Britain is not go-
ing to permit the establishment of a
German naval base on the West Coast
of Afriea, if she can prevent it. Bri-
tain’'s great trade routes to South
America and South Africa and the
Far East all pass withia striking dis-
tance of Agadlr, Morocco.  Genera-
tions of Britisi statesmen have main-
tained .that to allow a hostile power
fo plank these lines of comimunica-
tion would be a vital menace to this
country. There would be, however,
no objection here to France giving
compensation in the shape of rectifi-
cation of German and French Congo
boundary, provided that it does not in-
clude change of ownership of coast
line detrimental to this country.

Activity at the foreign office again
shows marked indications peinting to
near approach of a stage in.the war
crisis which will either become -virul-
ent  or commence to dissolve. King
Alfonsa appeared on the sceme to-day,
having arrived at Portsmouth in the
Spanish Royal yaeht, “Ciralda,” and
immediately came to London, where
he conferréed with Sir Edward Grey.
King George is remaining in town, and
messengers pass frequently between
Buckingham Palace and the Foreign
Office. Unless an arrangement is
reached in the meantime, the: Atlantic
fleet's projected visit, which. Norway
cancelled yesterday, will be sent back,
probably to it8 base at Gibraltar, at
the end of the week.

The Morocco Trouble.

It may not be uninteresting to note
that the obligation of Great Britain
to give diplomatic support to France
arises out of the Anglo-French Con-
vention of 1904, under which France
gave up her territorial claims on the
West Coast of Newfoundland. The
British Government recognized that
France had special interests in Mo-
rocco, and undertook to place no ob-
stacles in the way of French inter-
vention to maintain order and secure
reform. The British Government also
promised France its diplomatic sup-
port in Morocco. Germany- has look-
ed on at the increasing influence of
France in Morocco with uneasiness,
and her intervention led eventually
to the Algeciras Act, signed by the
Powers, which guaranteed the integ-
rity of Morocco, the sovereignty of
the Sultan and the open door for
trade. It is, however, alleged that
France and Spain had a secret un-
derstanding and that both have mak-
ing expeditions and seizures for the
purposes of dividing up Morocco; and
that this action led to the seizure of
Agadir in Morocco by Gerimany. This
action of Germany, outside of any
obligation to France, is regarded by
Britain as a menace to her trade
routes and led to the present atti-
tude of Britain towards Germany.

Autos _Rgl_urned.

The automobiles of Messrs. Reid,
Bowring and Parker, which carried
the Delegate and party to Portugal
Cove this morning, returned at noon
to-day. The party embarked on the
s.8. Fife for Bell Island. The ship
looked very beautiful adormed with
flags from rail to maintop. An in-
formal reception took place before
the yacht left the Cove. Those gen-
tlemen who went down from the city
and lent their motor cars were pre-
sented to His Excellency.

Papal Delegate
at Portugal Cove.

This morning ' Monsignor Stagni,
the Papal Delegate, accompanied by
the Archbishop, Bishop March and
others visited Portugal . Cove, and
showed much interest in the qld type
of Irish church which is to be found
there. In the church there was a
bigger gathering than had ever been
known before, and the Delegate be-
stowed the Pope’s blessing on those
present. The party were entertained
to luncheon at the Presbytery by Fr.
Gough, and at 11.30 left for Bell Is
land in the yacht Fife. y

Balfour Beats
the Insurgents.

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-day.
The banner of revolt against Bal-
four and Lansdowne was raised last
night at the dinner given in honour of
Earl Halsbury, which the extremists
among the Unionists intended should
be a demonstration of their strength.
Several hundred Unionist peers and
members of the Commons were pres-
ent and cheered the policy of resist-
ance. Earl Selborne, who is credited
with being the candidate for the place
of the Marquis of Lansdowne, as
leader of the opposition in the House
of Lords, presided. Young Unionist
reformers composed the back of the
company. A letter from “Joe” Cham-
berlain said: “I heartily support the
object of the meeting. The country
ows a great debt to Lord Halsbury,
since at this crisis in its history he
has refused to surrender principles.”
ILord Selborne said: “In this crisis
each peer has an individual constitu-
tional responsibility above all party
ties. The division in our party is in
the simple issue of the creation of
peers, when this issue is passed, the
party will close its ranks and fight
for the restoration of the constitution
and the repeal of the Parliament Act.”
Mr. Austin Chamberlain made a stir-
ring speech. When he had finished
there were cries of “Future Prime
Minister.” A reference to Premier
Asquith was greeted with cries of
“Traitor.” Chamberlain said it was
unthinkable that a great historic as-
sembly like the House of Lords, with

its fine traditions behind it, should |

acquiesce in the surrender of its
constitutional rights and its national
duty. The final solution of the poli-
tical crisis is uncertain, but it may
be safely assumed that Balfour and
LLansdowne will remain in the sad-
dle as leaders of the Unionist party.
Balfour in one of the most serious
crisis in his career has again proved
himself the party leader. No sooner
was his letter, affirming his intention
to stand or fall by Lansdowne, pub-
lished than the incipient mutiny col-
lapsed. The organisers of the Hals-
bury banquet tumbled over each oth-
er in hasty repudiation of being dis-
loyal to Balfour. A list of more than
230 peers was published last night
who declared themselves supporters
of Lansdowne’s policy, and they will
let the. parliamentary bill pass under
protest. The peers adhering to Hals-
bury do not exceed 130.

A Deadlock.

The Foreign Office, adhering to the
pact with the German Foreign Office,
refrains from all communications to
the press regarding Franco-German
negotiations. It is wunderstood here
that the situation is unsatisfactory.
The status of the negotiations might
almost be described as a deadlock.

' More Excitement

in the Cmons.

LONDON, July 26.

Another exciting day. Political con-
ferences, party caucus meetings, min-
isterial visits to the King, left the
crisis no nearer solution than yester-
day. The session of Commons was
not important, but much heat and bit-
terness was displayed. There was
renewed flinging of epithets, such as
“Hottentots,” “insolent swine,” and
similar terms. The only significant
incident of the session was when
Smith, one of the leaders in yester-
day’s turmoil, quit his geat among
the adherents of Balfour, and ranged
himself with Lord Cecil and other in-
surgent Unionists. The most import-
ant event of the day was publication
of a letter, which Balfour' wrote Lord
Newtown in reply to a request for his
opinion on the situation. As was ex-
pected, he fully supports Lansdowne
in bowing to the inevitable, avoiding
creation of Peers. Thus the rupture
in the Unionist party is definite and
open. The present erisis has been
geized upon by the malcontents to re-
new an attempt to displace Balfour
from the leadership in favor of Austin
Chamberlain. This time the attempt
is more likely to succeed, because it
has the assistance of a similar move-
ment of the Lords to dethrone Lans-
downe in favor of aErl Selborne. [t
will probably be a few days before
either side takes any forward step in
the political crisis.

A Steady Increase
in Commerce.

Special to Evening Telegram.
WASHINGTON, July 26.

A review of foreign trade states that
the last twelve months shows a steady
increase of commerce with Canada
and the Orient. Exports jumped from
the States to Canada from $216,000,000
to $270,000,000, and the imports from
Canada increased from $95,000,000 to
$101.000,000. Comparative increases
of business with China and Japan are
also evident.

To Clean Gas Stoves.

1. Lift off all the bars from the top.

2. Wash the top of the stove under
the burners with hot Boda water.

3. Clean the burners every now and
then with an old" brush: dipped in
paraffin if they are greasy.

Do not poke wire into the holes in
the burners as this enlarges them and
leads to an increased use of gas.

4. Wash bars with hot soda water,
and polish them with ‘blacklead, un-
less the bars are of steel, when they
must be cleaned with emery paper.

5. Clean the brass taps and fittings.

6. Scrape and wash the shelves with
hot soda and water.

7. Replace all the parts.
