The out-
standing success of the struggle ' in
which Europe is engaged is the dip-
lomacy by which Sir Edward Grey
has knit together Britain, France and
Russia and brought Italy to our side
in this gigantic struggle. His is the
suceess which has brought these na-
tions to the determination to fight to a
finish until the Teutonic conspiracy
against the freedom and liberties of
humanity has been utterly destroyed.
The intention 6f Germany to defeat
France and Russia in detail, while
keeping Britain out of the war until
she could tackle her alone with all
the prestige of success on the con-
tinent was frustrated by Sir' Edward
Grey, who has taught the Kaiser and
his minions that Britain will fight
for right, even though it is but a
scrap of paper. Last but not least of
his successes in diplomacy has been
his efforts to make clear to the
United States that Britain is fighting
for the success of free institutions in
the world, and for a high standard of
international law and humanity, and
his example will be a source of in-
spiration to President Wilson in de-
termining the attitude of the United
States, as the American people are
now confronted with a situation like
in many respects to which their
English kin across the water had to
face ten months ago.

GERMAN EFFORT EXPENDED—
RUSSIANS ON OFFENSIVE.

LONDON, To-day.
The great battle of the San in
which the Russians  fell back -after
retreating over half Galicia, still rag-
es, hut the Russians assert they have
assumed the offensive. This state-
ment is taken in London to mean an-
other mighty German effort has ex-
pended itself. Though the fate of
Przemysl is still uncertain, it is con-
tended in Allied circles that the Aus-
tro-Germans have failed in their ‘pur-
pose to crush the Russians in Galicia,
and that their rush forward costing
as it did thousands of lives, has fall-
en short, just as it did in the repeated
thrusts at Warsaw and Calais. The
official statement issued to-night by
the Austrian War Office, makes no
claim to any noteworthy advances in
the east, dismissing the Przemysl re-
gion with the brief declaration that
fighting continues and asserting that
there have been no serious engage-
ments elsewhere on the eastern front.
The Russians, on the other hand,
claim victories virtually along the
entire front, especially beyond the
Dneister where they say they have
taken seven thousand prisoners. In
the west neither side has done much
of late, although the French continue
gnawing around Arras. There. has
been hard fighting along the Yser.
Italy has retaliated for the Austrian
air and naval raids along her coast,
by bombarding Pola, the  Austrian
naval base, from a dirigible, while
Italian destroyers have made a dash
on Monfalconer, doing considerable
damage to Austrian shipping and get-
ting away unscratched.. German sub-
marines have been extraordinarily
active, the news last night adding one
more neutral vessel to the growing
list of victims. This was the-Danish

.steamer Soborg, which was sunk forty

miles northeast of the. Tyne. All
hands were rescued. The English
press, following the German-Ameri-
can exchanges on the Lusitania trag-
edy, display keenest interest. There
is much speculation as to the prob-
able American action.

QUEEN ELIZABETH’S HEAVY

GUNS RE-LINED.
NEW YORK, To-day. .

GERMAN LOSSES NOW 1,800,000
MEN.

London, May 20.——According to in-
formation in the possession of the
London Chronicle, the German losses
since the beginning of the war to
March 23, total 1,800,000 men. The
Chronicle says:

“We have received what purports
to. be an authoritative statement of
casualties in the German ranks from
the.beginning 9f the war until- March
23." 'The number of lists of dead and
wounded and missing until that date
was 180.

“Between March 23 and May 15,
forty-five further lists have been pub-
lished, making a total of 224 state-
ments in our possession, containing
the grand total of casualties. The
first 180 lists cover the period of
fighting from August 2 until Febru-
ary 14, and the remaining forty-five
lists -deal with the period between
the middle of February and the end
of March.

“According to the general state-
ment from which we quote the fol-
lowing is the classified loss until
February 14:—

Dead, officers, 10,951;
sioned officers and men,
wounded, officers, 19,630; non-com-
missioned officers and men,  728,406;
missing, officers, 1,853; non-commis-
gioned officers and men, 177,144; to-
tal, 1,175,681 men.

“We have not any classified state-
ment, with regard to the next forty-
five lists, but on the basis of the 189
earlier lists they would probably add
an additional 300,000 to the total. It
is to be -borne in mind that the six
weeks covered by the latest forty-five
lists include exceptional severe fight-
ing in Poland, Galicia and the Car-
pathians, as well as tremendous and
sustained struggles in Flanders and
Northern France. The - probability
therefore, is that the grand total of
German casualties until March 31,
cannot be far short of 1,800,000. An-
other quarter of a million must cer-
tainly be added for the fighting of the
last six weeks.”

In Memoriam.

Death of Captain James Murphy.

Yesterday morning there passed the
bar of death, Capt. James Murphy,
well and favourably known to hun-
dreds in Newfoundland. He had
reached the advanced age of 90 years,
78 of these was spent on the cold and
rugged Labrador, engaged at his call-
ing—a humble fisherman planter. At
12 years of age Capt. Murphy first
crossed the Stratits of Belle Isle, and
since then he has been continuously
occupied at the fishery. In the pre-
mature days he was supplied by the
firm of Thomas and David Slade, but
after they became extinct he received
the requisite supplies from the firm
of Baine Johnston & Co. Created by
nature of a strong and robust tem-
perment -he had not known a day's
illness up to a few days of his demise,
He was able to be up and around- his
home within a short while before the
grim reaper called him to his eternal
rest. The deceased could recount
many incidents relating to events of
by-gone days, long ere the coming
of the traffic indulged in by rail and
steamer. Born at Carbonear, the
home of many a hardy son of Nep-
tune, and of many a son of the church
as well, noted . for their brilliancy, he
loved her with _ all the filial affection
of a parent for his child. He leaves
four sons and one daughter, the lat-
ter a Mrs. Henry Garland, of Har-
bor Grace. One of his sons, James,
was lost in the ill-fater Erna; two of
his sons reside on the Labrador, one
of them, William, is mail courier
there; the remaining two reside at St.
John’s and were ready to sail in their
vessel the Bertha May but were de-
tained owing to the death of their
father. The Telegram extends its
sympathy to the family and friends.

MAY 31st, 1915.

Mr. Kent asked the Hon. Minister
of Finance and Customs to table a
statement in detail of Fines and For-
féitures received by the Government
from July 1st, 1913, to date, and of the
appropriation thereof.

The MiniSter said the answer was
being prepared.

Messrs. Halfyard and Winsor also
asked questions which were not an-
swered.

The Speaker reported that the Legis-
lative Council had passed the Ameri-
can Packing Co’s., Retiring Allow-
ances and Bank Fishery Bills. The
Speaker also acquainted the House
that Hon. Mr. Bishop had been put on
the Select Committee to deal with the
Logging Bill in place of Mr. Murphy.

The report of the Committee on
the Labrador Bill was reported by Mr.
Morine, setting out that the Council’s
amendment rendered the Bill useless.
The report was accepted and the Bill
sent back to the Legislative Council
with a statement of reasons why the
Assembly does not concur in the
amendments made.

Mr. Kent presented to the House the
report of the Select Committee, which
was dealing with sthe petition asking
for the incorporation of the St. John’s
Builders’ Association. "The leader of
the Opposition asked leave to intro-
duce a Bill “An Act to incorporate
the Master Builders’ Association,”
which was granted and the Bill passed
its first and second readings.

The Bills “An Act to further amend
the Revenue Act, 1905,” “An Act re-
specting the Nfld. Railway and Tram
Ferry Syndicate, Ltd.,” “An Act to
amend the law respecting the Export-
ation of Timber,” “An Act respecting
Proceedings against the Crown by Pe-
tition of Rights,” “An Aet ra Public
Service,” “An Act for raising.a sum
of money by loan for the extension of
the Railway System of the Colony,”
“An Act for raising a sum of money
by loan for the Public Service of the
Colony” and “An Act to provide for
a temporary loan for Public Pur-
poses” were passed and sent to the
Council for concurrence,

Mr. Lloyd asked if anything had
becn done with reference to the peti-
tion requesting a telephone service be-
tween Colinet and Wh:tbourne. He
reported a rumor that the Govern-
ment intended to link up Colinet with
Salmonier by telegraph and said that
would not fulfil the wants of the
Whitbeourne people.

The Col. See’y replied that the mat-
ter was still being considered and that
nothing had been done.

The Premier rose and said that be-
fore moving the adjournment of the
House he would like to propose Reso-
lutions of Sympathy in relation to the
death of an old friend, Hon. James
Baird, who for a great many years
had been a member of the Upper
Chamber of the Legislature. He took
great interest in all public matters,
and a quarter of a century ago under-
took ,the fight for the Newfoundland
lobster packers on the French coast.
The case was finally settled before
the Privy Council in England in favor
of the late Mr. Baird. This case led
up to a solution of the French Shore
dispute. His success as a business
man was also referred to, and it was
proposed that a copy of the Resolu-
tions be sent to the relatives of the
deceased,

Mr. Kent in seconding the motion
said it was an appropriate action om
behalf of the House to pass the Reso-
lutions out of respect to the memor&_

of the late Hon. Mr. Baird. All who
knew him neoticed that during the last
few years his advanced age had been
telling on him, as he did not possess
that robust appearance which he main-
tained throughout a very long life. He
was a man who carried on well a suc-
cessful business and who won the es-
teem of those who were associated
.with him in public and private life,
and his loss to the community will be
great. Mr. Kent then alluded to the
unique incident, cited by the Premier,
in which Mr. Baird came forward and
preserved our constitutional right, the
record of which will always be asso-
ciated with the name of Mr. Baird and
his name will go down in history. Con-
cluding his eloquent remarks the
Leader of the Opposition said that by
passing the Resolutions proposed by
the Premier the House would pay a
fitting tribute to the memory of Mr.
Baird.

The House adjourned until 4 o’clock
to-day.

(Liverpool Express, May 17.)
There have just crossed the Belgian
‘frontier, behind German lines, and
eome into Holland, six British sol-
diers. Behind that plain statement
lies an amazing odyssey of a battle,
of hairbreadth escapes, of sufferings
terrible, writes the Rotterdam corre-
spondent of the Daily Telegraph. For
these men-were
They were at Mons in the tragic days
of August, and were cut off from their
regiment in the great retreat.” They
crept through the encircling Germans,
and for nine months have been fugi-
tives in France and Belgium, living in
fields and dugouts. They have passed
through experiences probably with-
out parallel, playing through all these
nine months a game of hide and seek
to have lost: which would have meant
summary execution. For a price was
on their heads.

But when I saw them to-day, soon
after they had crawled through the.

cheerful and undaunted, only longing
for two things, the first to see Eng-
land again, the other to return to
Flanders to “get our own back on
the Germans.”

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper’s Son is
Critically Wounded, His*Two Other
Sons are on the Way to the Fromt
and His Only Other Son Has Vol-
unteered—His Tribute to an Able
Highland Wife.

The following letter from Sir Char-
les Hibbert Tupper to Dr. H. H. Mec-
Kay, of New Glasgow, will be of gen-
eral interest. It will be remembered
that his son-in-law was killed and his
son wounded in a recent battle, and
this letter points out that all his sons
are engaged in active service.

“Your kind note (the first from
dear old Pictou) was welcome to my
wife and me. My son-in-law has been
taken and by brother’s death socon
followed., They were two. of God’s
men in every sense of the word.

“My son is in a critical condition in
Boulogne—shot through both thighs,
with a compound fracture of the fe-
mur. There is gangrene, but I am
hoping that, as he was shot on April

day, his life may be spared to us.

My youngest son is alive as I
heard from him by cable from Bou-
logne. My other son (eldest) is go-
ing with the Mounted Rifles now pre-
paring. My only other son is in the
Mounted Police and volunteered at
the outset and has not yet been allow-
ed to leave.

“In all this time of stress, and
when the blows are coming heavily,
my comfort and strength is in the
Highland character of my dear wite.
I never thought so highly of her till
this awful war came upon us. Not
a word to discourage her darlings go-
ing to the front, and not a word of re-
gret now that they have gone, and
yet her silent agony is inexpressible
and how widespread is the suffering
and how splendid the spirit through-
out not only Canada, but the empire.
God send us victory.”

If the mothers and fathers. all had
the spirit manifested by the above
sacrifice, there weould be no talk of
conscription at last.

Splendid Story of
Heroism and En-
durance at Ypres.

Sacrifice and Dogged  Resistance
Against -Overwhelming* Odds—Brit-
ish Repulse Massed Attacks—The
Germans again fail in Tactics
Against Flanders Line.

(By Percival Phillips With the Lon-
don Express.)

British Headquarters, May 24—
When the battle of Ypres ¢an be writ-
ten out in detail, it will yield one of
the finest stories of heroism and en-
durance in the history of the British
Army. It is a .story of sacrifice and
dogged resistance against overwhelm-
ing odds; of fragments of battalions
refusing to abandon seemingly im-
possible positions; of individual acts
of courage which cannot be surpass-
ed, and the success of a series of for-
lorn hopes which checked the over-
confident Germans and saved Ypres.

Altove all, it is the story of a Sol-
dier’s battle, fought under new con-
ditions, which demanded all the ini-
tiative and self-reliance of the men.

Captains were leading remnants of
battalions and wounded sergeants
commanded ragged companies under
a deluge of German shells, while they
clung grimly to the battered trenches.
New non-commissioned officers, who
never heard the whistle of shrapnel
before, directed their men like veter-
ans.; No troops ever behaved more
nobly under fire than these men who
suddenly found themselves in an in-
ferno of bursting: shells. For days
and nights they faced an ordeal suf-
ficient to try the stoutest heart. Some
came back, but many died, and, as an
officer told me yesterday, “they died
like men.” ]

Hurled Back Demoralized.

In this way the second battle of
Ypres. which began April - 22, and
lasted nearly three. weeks, Was a
British victory. = Although the short-
ened salient map may make it lcok
like a defeat, it aga:in proved the su-
periority of the British solMier. When-
ever the German infantry attempted
to storm, it was invariably thrown
hack, and only the employment of a
vast number of heavy guns and the
expenditure of an almost incredible
number of high explosive shells, in
addition to the use ‘of gas, gave the
Germans a strip of ground added to
their lines east and mnortheast of
Ypres.

" At no time did the Germans at-
tempt a great infantry attack. When-
ever their infantry camie forward in
the usual®close formation, our troops
hurled them back demoralized. When-
ever our trenches were occupied, it
was only after a concentrated snell
fire had practically obliterated them:
Not a single German infantry attack
got home.

Great Gaps Blown in Line.

One officer told me how he watch-
ed them repeatedly forming up on
Grafenstafel Ridge, two thousand or
more at a time, under officers who
drove them forward in an attempt to
profit by this incredible bombhard-
ment. The solid mass lumbered
across the ridged fields until our men
could distinguish- every frightened
face. Then as great gaps were blown
in the line, it wavered and was brok-
en. !
