Some Card Tricks.
Here are some simple tricks that

The Fall of Robespierri
the waves of ether

less, they used to sigh and swear, | 
when people talked of “wireless,” of.

On July 26, 1794, the final conflict 
between the Convention and Robes­
pierre began, the latter suddenly made 
his appearance in the Tribune at the 
Convention, and delivered a vague 
and lustrous, but angry and insolent 
tirade against the two Committees, 
the Government functionaries and all 
others who opposed him, denouncing 
them as traitors, caluminators, athe­
ists, profligates, and brigands. The 
House heard him without the slight­
est sympathy, and the tyrant with­
drew, disconcerted and humiliated, to 
the Jacobin Club, where measures 
were arranged for the mortal strife 
expected on the morrow. On July 
27, after much tumult, TalUen drew 
forth a dagger and declared that If 
the Convention had not the courage 
to order the arrest of Robespierre, he 
would Instantly strike him to the 
heart. Vainly did the doomed man 
strive to obtain a hearing. His voice 
was drowned by the indignant shouts 
of “Down with the tyrant!” “Death 
to the turnovers!” and, in the midst 
of inconceivable agitation and disor­
der the House voted Itself ln perman­
ent session, and decreed the arrest of 
Robespierre, Couthon, and St. Just, 
to whom Labas and the younger 
Robespierre were aided at their own 
desire. The five members were re­
moved to the bar with general ac­
clamations and cries of “Vive la Ré­
publique!” The ferocious Herriot, 
commandant of the Civic force, was 
taken into custody at the same time. 
The Commune was instantly ln arms, 
roused the sections, released the pris­
oners, and carried them in triumph 
to' the Hotel de Ville. The Conven­
tion passed a decree of outlawry 
against Robespierre, and the whole 
commune of Paris. At midnight. 
Barras surrounded the Hotel de Ville 
with hie armed battalions, and all re­
sistance being useless, the conspira- 
tore surrendered at discretion. As 
the gendarmes approached to seise 
them, Lebes shot himself dead, the 
younger Robespierre jumped from a 

. window, and broke hie leg, and Robes- 
I pierre, attempting suicide, wounded 
1 himself frightfully In the jaw. On

, The prospect of twelve thous- 

ad miners in the Nova Scotia 
collieries, which include Cape 
Breton, going on strike very 
shortly, is one that cannot be 
viewed with equanimity by New­
foundland. Dependent as we 
are on the mines of the latter 
island for practically our whole 
supplies of bituminous fuel, it 
will be nothing short of disaster 
if the threatened strike mater­
ialises. The fact that it has 
been staved off for twenty-four 
hours does not promise that it 
will be ultimately averted. 
Whether the British Empire 
Steel Corporation officials will 
agree to the demands made by 
the shippers and trimmers at 
Sydney may be known to-day. 
If favorable, then the mines 

■will continue, until a further de­
mand is made. If the reply is un­
favorable, and the rate of wages 
asked is refused, then the strike 
begins, and exports of coal from 
the Sydneys will be shut off, 
and a tie-up of the whole Cape 
Breton output will result. The 
shippers evidently have the sup­
port of the pitmen and surface 
workers, and should they, with 
the trimmers, walk out, a crisis 
will have been precipitated, one 
in which Newfoundland will 
have to share. But five months 
of navigation with the ports of 
Sydney and North Sydney are 

; left, and it is obvious that there 
are not sufficient stocks in the 
city to last half that time, if the 
proposed strike takes effect and 
is prolonged. Another factor to 
be considered in the coal situa­
tion is the very important one 

■ of large conracts being placed 
^with the Sydney mines by Un­
ited States manufacturers. Only 
"last Saturday two steamers 
taking over twelve thousand 
tons sailed for Boston and New 
York, and these are to be con­
tinued. One firm in the latter 
city has contracted for thirty 
five thousand tons of Sydney 
coal, and strike or no strike will 
insist on fulfilment of agree­
ment. Others have placed orders 
for large quantities. If New­
foundland dealers have not 
booked during the running, 

.prospects will be none too good. 
That Eastern Canada regards 
the situation as serious is shown 
by the fact that arrangements 
are being made to have a distri­
buting point at Montreal for 
several million tons of Welsh 
coal, which will be unloaded from 
ships coming to that port from 
Cardiff and other shipping 
points in Wales, and transport­
ed by rail to the various centres 
of industry. The Sydneys, it 
may be gathered from this an­
nouncement, are not able to 
meet the demand for dominion 
consumption, consequently those 
interested in the securing of 
coal supplies are not wasting 
any time in making provision 
for the winter.

Comparatively few smokers know 
that the so-called "briar” pipe is not 
made of briar at all, but of bruyere, 
a heather root which is dug out of 
the ground in the same way as a 
mineral.

When first taken up, 
gnarled, earth-encrusted, and shape­
less wood strike one as being about 
the last thing' imaginable to possess 
any commercial worth.

After a thorough cleansing each 
root is shorn of its straggling mem­
bers and trimmed into a rough block.

The next process is that of remov­
ing the sap. This is done by boiling 
the roots in specially designed vats 
heated mostly by the waste wood.

Each root is then carefully dried 
either in the sun or by artificial 
means. Next comes the process of 
grading, when every root is subjected 
to a. minute scrutiny to determine its 
qualities—good,bad, or indifferent

Blocks of average size are in great­
er demand by reason of the lesser 
waste entailed in the process of shap­
ing. But seldom does it happen that 
more than two or three pipes can be 
cut from a single block.

In cutting, the block is placed in a 
lathe and the bowl is cut. Next a 
rough outline of the stem is cut, later 
to be completed by the processes of 
filing and polishing.

At this stage the half-completed 
pipes are placed in long racks and 
sent to the seasoning-rooms. Much

No proof of this statement was 
ever produced and Bazaine died in 
1888, stigmatized as a traitor despite 
more than thirty years of conspicuous 
bravery in the service of his country.

FAMOUS SOLDIER WHO SURREN. 
DERED A TOWN WITHOUT 

SHOWING FIGHT.

Why did Marshal Bazaine of 
France surrender the fortress of 
Metz without the least show of re­
sistance? Did he betray his flag and 
his cause, or was he merely the scape­
goat of others who were too weak to 
support him?

Before the war of 1870, Bazaine was 
the idol of the French nation. Though 
born a rich man and well able to 
secure an officer’s commission, he el­
ected to enter the army as a private 
Béldier, rising from the ranks by rea­
son of his distinguishéd bravery in 
the Crimean and Algerian wars.

In 1864 he achieved the highest 
ambition of the French soldier—the 
[Marshal’s baton, and in the Franco- 
Prussian war Bazaine was called 
jetpon to save the country from ruin 
fwith his Army of the Rhine.

Hoisted the White Flag.
This force, nearly 180,000 strong, 

Retired Into the fortified town of 
Metz and was soon besieged by the 
Prussians. Bazaine made only the 
slightest effort to protect the city, 
Jmd practically refused the challenge 
to sally out and give battle.

On October 27th, 1870, he hoisted 
the white flag of surrender and turn- 
led over to the enemy his entire force, 
with his supply of arms and am­
munition—including three field mar­
shals, 143 generals, 6,000 other of­
ficers, several hundred cannon, and 
the stronghold of Metz itself.

His action struck the French 
dumb with amazement, and military 
authorities the world over declared 
that the surrender was absolutely 
unnecessary, for Metz was equipped 
to hold out for many months.

Rumour That Went Round.
Bazaine was later tried by military 

oourt-martial and sentenced to be 
shot, but this sentence was commut­
ed to twenty years’ imprisonment. 
Finally the Marshal made his escape 
and flea to Spain, where he was for­
ced to live as a recluse, shunned by

must receive enough remuneration 
to enable them to live, and in Ger­
many7 the standard of living normal­
ly, is not so very different from the 
standard of living in Britain or 
France or other important European 
countries.

Whether a cataclysmic political up­
heaval is coming in Germany is an­
other question. The necessity for it 
isn’t quite clear. It may or may not 
occur. But that there will be indus­
trial and econoui’e and financial dis­
turbance of momentous magnitude 
would appear to be beyond question.

Understood All Right, Patriotism in Commerce, Get in on our Hat Reductions Early!from Soisaons, had few advantages 
as a boy, for his mother was poor, 
he was however, carefully instructed 
by a kindly priest, and then studied 
law, but his desire to write drove 
him to paris, when he began his car­
eer by penning vaudeville sketches 
and melo-dramas. He wrote plays 
for several years, and his “Henry 
III,” scored the first great success 
of the romantic drama. Short stories 
appeared at intervals and then his 
novel “The Three Musketeers” came 
out in 1844 ; thereafter,. romance 
after romance appeared in such rapid 
succession that his collected works 
in French fill 227 volumes. He told 
Napoleon III. that he had written 
1,200 books. Dumas was of mixed 
blood, the grandson of a French 
Marquis, and a native of the West 
Indies. His own father was a priv­
ate in the French Army when the re­
volution broke out. He was swiftly 
promoted until he held the rank of 
General-in-Chief in Spain, but he 
quarrelled with Napoleon, and when 
he died he left but 30 acres of land 
to his widow and two children, hence 
their poverty. He entertained a 
whole army of parasites and in his 
last years was constantly harassed 
by creditors. He had married in 1840

In many cases, as 
I have repeatedly stated, ouV fisher­
ies muet be modernised, revolutionis­
ed and standardised If we Want to 
take first place In the various mar­
kets. We have both quantity and 
quantity, and with proper methods 
should be supporting a population of 
at least one million from our fisher­
ies. With the Americas at our doors, 
Newfoundland should be to-day pro­
ducing at least one and a half million 
barrels of herring, also food for cat­
tle, fertilizer, herring oil, and other 
products which would give employ­
ment to every cooper In Newfound­
land, and even with modern machin­
ery to make packages, hundreds of 
coopers and thousands of male and 
female help experts at herring would 
have to come from the land of King 
Robert Bruce and also from the 
motherland. Increased exportation 
will reduce the heavy taxes which we 
are paying to-day. The masses for 
want of employment are getting Im­
pregnated with socialistic ideas, and 
had the warnings of three of New­
foundland’s brightest and philan­
thropic and good-hearted sons in the 
commercial life of their native land 
been heeded, I mean the late ' Hone. 
W. B. Grieve, A. F . Goodrldge, and 
John Harvey, names that will be 
revered by generations yet unborn, 
there would not have been the unrest 
amongst us to-day. Having given forty 
years of my life to fisheries and com­
mercial life (33 years fisheries and 7 
commercial) I hope to be the 
pioneer in paving the way to 
modernize our fisheries, and go 
down in history side by side with 
my sires and others in different walks 
of life that have done something to 
uplift my native land and conserve its 
fisheries.

We read in our papers (Of imported

UNITED STATES OF AMEBIC i.
Are we making an effort to hold the 

friendship of that great nation with 
all its wealth and its fine hundred 
and ten millions of people by our 
Government prohibiting the fishing 
vessels of the United States from get­
ting bglt fishes to catch fish for her 
own people, which will not go into 
competition with us. whereas the 
Lunenburg fishing fleet is privileged 
to catch its own bait fish in our Waters 
and part of their catch of codfish goes 
Into consumption with Newfoundland 
'fish. The United States helped us dur­
ing, the Great War, and now, Is finan­
cing us with loans of millions of dol­
lars. Out great statesman, tÇe Rt. Hon. 
Sir Robert Bond, P.C., did his utmost 
in trying to bring about free fish for 
free bait with his native land in the 
Bond-Blaine, and the Bond-Hay 
treaties. He could see the great ben­
efits to be derived from reciprocity 
to his native land. So let our Govern­
ment give the United States a square 
deal and take pattern by Sir Robert 
Bohd. I am only giving the Govern' 
ment a few ideas what should be done 
as this Is a national issue and not a

Before I lay down my pen I must 
make reference to Sir Edgar Bowring, 
Newfoundland's representative in the 
motherland, and welcome him home.
