THE ANNIVERSARY ‘' OF A
GREAT DELIVERANCE.

With ‘a suddenness that Was
dramatic came the cessation of
hostilities on November 11th,
1918.

Turkey had
been brought to her knees, Aus-
tria was no longer a power to be
réckoned with, and Germany’s
plan to recoup herself from the
resources of fallen, helpless
Russia had proved futile. Oc-

tober found Germany’s navy |’

paralyzed by the mutiny which
had broken out. The disaffection
spread like a pestilence, first to
the provinces and ‘then to her
troops in the field. The-moralé of

much vaunted machine liké army
failed them at theé supréme mo-
ment. Hate and greed-had pfoved
less potent a factor ‘than ‘the
spirit of right and: justice by
which our men wéré ‘inigpired.
