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watched. The section of the Educa­
tion Act providing for the medical 
examination of schools was a most 
beneficent and far-reaching reform. 
One result has been to make the 
public realize the Importance of den­
tistry, and It Is hoped that before 
long we may be free from the stigma 
of being the nation with the worst 
teeth. Meanwhile our" resDenajblli 
ties are rapidly growing, as the popu­
lation Is Increasing at the rate of, 
say, two hundred and fifty thqu**nd 
per annum, so tliat 1930 will show an 
Increase of two million five hundred 
thousand compared with an Increase 
of two minions at the end of the last 
census period <1920). It must be re­
membered, however, that this cover­
ed the war, during which births fell 
a million and 'a half owing to the ab­
sence of the men. But It must also 
be remembered that although, as com­
pared with pre-war figures, we are 
now producing fewer children, a 
larger number of those born survive. 
This Is shown In retail by the figures 
given above.

While on the subject of Infants, I 
must refer "to a pamphlet recently 
issued by Dr. John Thomson (Oliver 
and Boyd, pride sixpence), “Opening 
Doors. A little book fof the mothers 
of babies who are long In learning to 
behave like other children of their 
age." Dr. Eric Pritchard, Professor 
Mcllroy, and other experts declare 
that the health and prospects of many 
infants would be Improved If those 
responsible for their upbringing had 
a better conception of their mental­
ity. Dr. Thomson has endeavoured to 
furnish a guide that will enable 
mothers to understand their babies 
betted He shows In detail what a 
child .should be able to do at Its vari­
ous stages, and how backward chil­
dren should be trained. It is an ex­
cellent little book, but perhaps pro­
fessional modesty forbids the authof 
from saying that the first step in 
dealing with a defective or backward 
child is to obtain the advice of a 
doctor who understands children. 
Malnutrition is the cause of most in­
fantile diseases. An Irritable or ner­
vous infant, or one who is not quick 
in the uptake, often owes its condi­
tion to -the absence of some consti­
tuent in its food, which, when sup­
plied, turns the baby into a normal 
individual.

The training of backward children 
Involves ceaseless care and attention, 
and Dr. Thomson concludes by quot­
ing St. Paul on endurance and hap­
piness, Romans v. 3. A saying that 
might well be applied to the whole 
subject of national health. He quotes 
from the Twentieth Century New 
Testament: "We know that trouble 
produces endurance, and endurance 
stability of character, from which 
springs hopefulness—a hopefulness 
which never disappoints." The Au­
thorized Version reads: "Tribulation 
worketh "patience and patience ex­
perience, and experience hope.” I do 
not know which translation Is the 
more correct, but I prefer the old- 
fashioned one.

If longer life is the chief human 
ideal, we certainly have every reason 
for hope. The nation is striving 
hard. Even the consumption of alco­
holic drinks has fallen by about two- 
thirds since 1900. Nevertheless, my 
correspondent’s criticism Is justified. 
We cannot hape for a really healthy 
nation until the people are properly 
housed. ,

THE ANNIVERSARY OF A 

GREAT DELIVERANCE.

With a suddenness that *as 
dramatic came the cessation of 
hostilities on November 11th, 
1918. At home it was received 
with mixed feelings of surprise 
and unutterable relief; m the 
field, with consternation and dis­
may. No longer insurmountable 
was that barrier that for fou 
long years had held our troop 
at bay, embedded in the mud of 
France and Flanders. The dog­
ged, indomitable line of khaki 
had won out in that gruellmg 
test of endurance, and broken 
and disorganized, the front°f 
the enemy had given way. The 
series of successes which our 
troops of late had won were on 
the point of materializing into 
an overwhelming victory, when 
the word was passed along to 
cease fire.

July had witnessed the be­
ginning of the j success of the 
plans of the Allies. Turkey had 
been brought to her knees, Aus­
tria was no longer a power to be 
reckoned with, and Germany s 
plan to recoup herself from the 
resources of fallen, helpless 
Russia had proved futile. Oc­
tober found Germany’s navy 
paralyzed by the mutiny wh ch 
had broken out. The disaffection 
spread like a pestilence, first to 
the provinces and thgn to her 
troops in the field. TheJhorâle of 
the nation was broken, and their 
much vaunted maèhine like army 
failed them at the supreme mo­
ment. Hate, and greed had ptoved 
less potent a factor than the 
spirit of right and' justice by 
which our men wéré inspired.

Is it to bé wondered at that 
those lads, war worn and weary 
it may be, but waiting impa­
tiently for the order to go for­
ward, were struck with dismay 
when they were told Instead to 
stay their hand already stretch­
ed out to grasp the fruit of vic­
tory? It was the thought of such 
a moment that had rallied 
drooping spirits. Sleeping and 
waking it was ever in their 
minds, and a full realization of 
the meaning of the order was 
for the time being impossible. 
There ih front of them were 
their enemies ;.on all sides was a 
land which once had been fertile 
fields and happy homes, but now 
was desert, beaten out of recogs 
nitton by shell and high ex­
plosives. Beyond the line of the 
enemy was Germany, unscathed 
and Intact! A few days more, 
and they would enter in as con­
querors !- Suddenly the cry of 
“Camarad” arose from the North 
Sea to the Alps. At that crjr, 
wrung- from them not by re­
morse or a change of heart, but 
by terror, the Allied powers re­
lented, and at the most glorious 
moment of their lives the sol­
dier bad to give place to the 
statesman.

If resentment and disappoint­
ment were uppermost in their 
minds, who will blame them ? It 
was but natural that they should 
feel that they had been robbed 
of their just reward, -x

Not for long, however, did 
these feelings last. In a calmer 
moment they too realized that 
the victory waa theirs, and '

safety had been secured, and so 
they passed on.

It is because our thoughts go 
back on Armistice Day to those 
brave hearts who rest In far off 
lands or in the depths of ocean 
that we grjeve anew. It must be

AN INTERESTING WILL, AND 

PROBATE.
I am in possession of Ift old Will 

Jhat is ln several respects deeply In­
teresting. It is written to very beaut- 
iful legal script, on alheet of parch­
ment 14 hy 19 inches. It begins (as 
did all such documents until recent 
date) with the words: In the name of 
God. Amen. These words are writ­
ten to large old English letters with 
still larger capitals. It is the last 
will and testament of one William 
■ïvamy, of New Bonaventure, and was 
made by him to 1806s and witnessed 
by James -Oakley, Mary Lucas, and 
John Clinch, Surrogate. < Mr. Wil­
liam Evany was one of the early >et- 
tiere in Bonaventure, and was the 
maternal great, great grandfather of 
the present Mr. George Field to Bonn- 
ventüre. Thus, Mr. George Field’s 
children are to the sixth generation 
from the said William ïvamy.

The will, however, in Itself Is not 
so deeply interesting as is the pro­
bate of it, the necessary certificate 
of which to attached to the will. The 
money that is dealt with to the Will 
was to the Bank of England, and 
hence the probate had to he done to 
England. This was done in the Prero­
gative Court of Canterbury by C. M.
