"The fundamental strength of Jap­
an has not been affected by the 
disaster,” states Frank R. Bldridge, 
Chief , of Far Eastern Division, De­
partment of Comaètoe in an econom- 

•> ic, survey made public to-day. “The 
principal agricultural and industrial 
areas of Japan were not seriously 
damaged,” Mr.f Eldridge adds.

"If a true economic balance sheet 
Of the losses were drawn the cost of 
replacèment would be greatly modi­
fied by other factors. First, the 
Japanse people can and will produce 
more gpqds under the impulse of 
this- need than normally. The plant 
»ntl equipment of the Empire will 
run at a higher ratio of capacity. The 
people will especially in the damaged 
regions, work longer hours and more 
energetically- Second,, they will ex­
pend- less upon consumptive goods, 
especially in the damaged regions. 
Wherever they can.Troduce more and 
consume less, this is a mitigation of 
the theoretical loss. In fact the losses 
will amount In reality to the imports 
into the destroyed regions which are 
necessary to them to rebuild and to 
replace stocks of goods, plus the re­
duction in surplus that this region 
might have exported had it been un­
damaged. What the ratio of this is to 
be the theoretical replacement cost 
can not be determined, but it is very 
much less.

“Agricultural crops such as rice, 
silk, barley, wheat, fruits, And other 
food crops, which in 1921 totaled near­
ly $2,000,000,000 in value, have not 
been touched by the disaster which 
struck the distributing and com­
mercial centers of Yokohama and 
Tokio.

“The food situation seems to he 
completely in hand, and the stimulus 
which the destruction of a little over 
one month’s production of silk has 
given to the reelers in the interior 
will cause raw silk stocks to ac­
cumulate for shipment at Kobe within 
a few weeks and will postpone the 
actual shortage in the silk crop to 
May or June of next year, when the 
present crop of cocoons runs out. As 
the cocoon crop for the present sea­
son, however, is estimated at three 
per cent, above last year’s crop, a de­
struction of eight per cent, will not 
have as much effect on the whole 
situation as it at first appeared.

“The principal .question not only 
for the speedy recuperation of Japan’s 
silk industry, which is^e backbone of 
Japanese agriculture,, hut also for 
the American silk mills is how 
speedily the new crop of cocoons 
can be reeled and delivered to the 
port for shipment so as to prevent 
an actual scarcity in the American 
market.

“The manufacturing industry of 
Japan has been relatively little at­
tested, the spinning industry, which 
is the backbone of Japanese indus­
trial growth, being largely outside 
the earthquake zone. Manufacturers 
of electrical goods, metal ware, pa­
per, and chemical products in Osaka 
and Nagoya will undoubtedly in­
crease their capacity so as tp take 
care of the shortage caused by de­
struction of factories in Tokio.

“The question of how far the in­
surance companies will make up in­
dividual losses will undoubtedly 
rest ultimately upon a decision of 
how far the Government wishes to 
make grants through insurance 
companies to re-habilitation of in­
dustry.

“Out of the whole disaster Japan 
will probably emerge with stimu­
lated productive capacity due to the 
necessity of large rebuilding pro­
gramme, modernization of public 
works and buildings and advanced 
methods of sanitation, drainage, and 
the planning of a newer and greater 
Tokio.”

Mr. Eldridge discusses in some 
detail the estimated economic losses 
caused by the earthquake. He shows 
that In a considerable portion of 
these losses the labor element is a 
large factor In replacements. "Fuller 
realization of Japan’s productive 
capacity,” Mr. Eldridge states, “will 
greatly reduce the labor factor in re­
construction and replacements.”

A review of the credit and finan­
cial situation causes Mr. Eldridge to 
conclude that Japan will be able to 
finance readily the re-habilitation 
programme. The Japanese will prob­
ably purchase necessary raw ma­
terials and machinery to replace 
property destroyed In the disaster 
through coordinated purchases by 
centralized agencies or possibly a 
purchasing syndicate, Mf. Eldridge 
believes.

Driv­
ing by day over the Placentia, Road 
offers many diversions but they can­
not compare with these which are ex­
perienced at night. Perhaps the great­
est difficulty is to decide whether a 
curve in the road continues to twist, 
or whether there is a dip over the 
top of the hill or not. As the motor 
car is not provided with planes, any 
attempt at gliding is apt to have dis­
astrous consequences, so discretion is 
advisable. Then too there is frequent­
ly another car approaching just 
around the corner, and the result de­
pends to a great extent on brake ef­
ficiency. Passing each other is out of 
the question.

After a sixty mile run along a road 
of this kind one feels grateful to those 
who have made such wonderful im­
provements in the road to town, and 
in particular to the old Cow Path. 
Even the car took on a new lease of 
life, but as to that, even a statement 
regarding speed made by returning 
fishermen, whose veracity is not al­
ways to be relied upon, might he 
taken as evidence by suspicious of­
ficials, so it is as well to be cautions.

For the guidance of those who, 
having read the above, are still de­
sirous of venturing into this land of 
surprises both pleasant and other­

GERMAN DELEGATES TO BE 
VITED TO ATTEND.

LONDON, July 28.
The Inter-Allied Conference was 

resumed to-day in an effort to break 
the deadlock on the subject of secur­
ity for a loan to Germany, provided 
for in the reparations’ experts’ re­
port. The advisory experts of the 
Conference, whose report of July 19 
was unsatisfactory to the British and 
United States financiers, are mating 
this morning and a plenary session 
of the conference is set for 4 p.m., 
immediately following the latter 
meeting. A despatch is expected to 
go forward to Berlin inviting partici­
pation of the Germans to the extent 
of discussing measures for applica­
tion of Dawes’ report. When the 
Germans arrive, they will not only 
urge economic and military evacua­
tion of the Ruhr Valley, but will 
probably also raise the question of 
evacuation of Cologne, the scene now 
held by British troops, according to 
the Daily Mail, which says the Brit-, 
ish Government has received exact 
Information to the foregoing effect. 
It is understood, the paper adds, that 
Premier MacDonald told his allied 
colleagues Saturday that it would be 
difficult for Great Britain not to 
withdraw in accordance with the 
terms of the treaty, which stipulates 
that, provided the treaty is faithfully 
carried out, Cologne Bridgehead 
shall be evacuated five years from 
the date on which the treaty became 
effective. This period would termin­
ate January 1st next.

This week they 
are due to have presented to them 
the greatest addition yet made, and 
one, which for years, has been most 
necesasry—The O’Regan Memorial.

To the few people ir. St. John’s who 
are not acquainted with the Mount 
Cashel Orphanage, it might her^ be 
said that it was founded twenty-six 
years ago by the late Archbishop 
Howley. and placed in charge of the 
Irish Christian Brothers. Beginning 
with a small cottage and boarding 
school, caring for some thirty pupils, 
it has to-day grown to an Institution 
providing free education, a comfort­
able home, and excellent moral and 
manual training to one hundred and 
fifty parentless boys. Besides, the 
huge pile of buildings that have made 
their appearance during the last fif­
teen years bear eloquent testimony to 
the continuous generosity of citizens 
of all denominations, and to the un­
relenting efforts of the reverend gen­
tlemen who have devoted their life’s 
best to this worthy cause. Only a 
year or two ago the second and main 
wing of the building was completed 
and improvements made to the var­
ious other departments. But without

requirements and afford them en 
trances and exits to the various de­
partments of the Orphanage, the 
building has been so arranged as to 
include within its walls, yet complete­
ly separate from the Brothers’ House, 
a Priest’s residence, which is situat­
ed at the western end„ and is entered 
through a private porch on the side. 
Hete the "resident pastor of the parish 
has exceptionally comfortable quar­
ters, comprising on the first floor re­
ception and dining rooms, as well as 
à kitchen, pantry and china room, 
immediately above are a study, bed­
room and washrooms, while the third 
flat contains a spare room, more 
bathrooms and comfortable provision 
for a housekeeper. In this way the 
Institution, the Brothers and their 
pupils, and the numerous residents 
and farmers of the neighborhood, will 
in future, always have available the 
assistance of a resident Pastor, and 
already Mount Cashel is possessor of 
a very handsome little chapel.

Possesses a Hospital.
Bnt this new building has another 

remarkable surprise for the visitor. 
The ’northeastern corner is also 
separate from the main section, and 
by two entrances provides accom­
modation on the second-floor for the 
lay assistants to the extent of a din­
ing room, library and several bed­
rooms. The third floor of this section 
provides a most Important adjunct to 
Mount Cashel—a hospital, comprised 
of an observation room and a bright, 
well ventilated ward, tong enough to 
hold seven hospital cots. Adjoining is 
a nurse’s room, who will be on duty 
whenever required.

Throughout the building hot and 
cold water is everywhere available, 
while a special size furnace in the 
basement provides the necessary hot- 
water radiation. All the walls and 
ceilings are plastered and in the main 
section of the building the panels 
and cornices are really beautiful. All 
good friends of Mount Cashel will be 
pleased to learn that this magnifi­
cent structure was raised under the 
personal direction of Rev. Brother 
Ennis, and will join in the congratu­
lations he is receiving on his work 
and the success attending it. A not­
able achievement to the credit Of Bro. 
Ennts arid his willing assistants is 
the rapidity with which the structure 
has been brought to the final stages 
of completion. A year ago not even 
the plans had been decided upon, but 
with the energy and application of 
thorough workers the task was un­
dertaken and carried through without 
delay. To-day there remains but the 
finishing touches to be done, and the 
actual arranging of the various ap­
pointments and furnishings.

It’s Fashionable 
Now to Have 

Spleens Removed, 
Not Appendices.

Appendix Operations Are Passe, Dr. 
Ma.to Tells Medical Association.
Chicago, June 13.—Going to the 

hospital for an appendix removal is 
likely to become a little less fash­
ionable than it has been in the past.

The mode, it seems, changes in 
operations as in other things. Ap­
pendices are going out and spleens 
are coming in, Dr. William J. Mayo, 
of the Mayo Brothers, Rochester, 
Minn., hinted here, addressing the 
assembly of the American Medical 
Association.

“An enlarged spleen,” he said, 
“may in a measure supplant the dis­
eased appendix on the operating ta­
ble, The chronically enlarged spleen 
must be regarded as a menace, and 
it rests with the physician to show 
why it should be removed.

“The spleen in such a condition is 
dangerous because of its excessive 
destruction of red cells that carry 
oxygen from the lungs to the body 
tissues, aid the blood plasms in car­
rying carbon dioxide to the lungs for 
exhalation, and transport vital sub­
stances to the tissues.

“One of the proper functions of the 
spleen is the destruction of deteri­
orated blood cells. When it is en­
larged, this destruction may become 
excessive and produce a chronic ana­
emia that leads to death, directly or 
indirectly.”

Invented very recently, a new dis­
ease was presented at the convention 
by Dr. Marshall Clinton of Buffalo. 
He called it “subcostalgia,” but a 
much better name, his colleagues 
agreed, would be “housewife’s rib.”

The disease manifests itself by a 
sharp, shooting pain in the side. Un­
til Dr. Clinton's diagnosis was ac­
cepted many physicians mistook it 
for appendicitis, gall bladder infec­
tion, kidney trouble.

What is more and worse, many 
patients have been operated on for 
these diseases, when "housewife’s 
rib” was all that was wrong. Dr. 
Clinton said. And many persons are 
suffering from mysterious pains, 
thought to be due to neuralgia and 
pleurisy when the same new and 
readily curable ailment was what 
was wrong with them. The cure con­
sists of an operation to remove the 
tip of the floating rib.

Warning was issued by several 
speakers of the peril in the prevail­
ing American quick lunch. It was 
said that the quick lunch counter is 
producing a nation of dyspeptics, re­
sulting eventually In a general ner­
vous breakdown.

Visiting surgeon» and physicians 
were kept on the move with nine big 
clinics in progress. Among the 
things discussed was the danger in 
cosmetics containing mercury and 
arsenic. Constant use of these will 
give the user a dull leaden color that 
never can be improved, it was said. 
Many skin diseases, it was, pointed 
out, can be traced to the use of cos-i 
metics that clog the pores and pre­
vent the natural cleansing action 
necessary to a delicate and finely- 
tinted skin.

Other speakers dashed the hopes of 
bald-headed men when they declared 
his "condition was due to the activ­
ités of a germ and that there was no 
known cure.

One doctor gave out good news for 
heavyweights when he said fat per­
sons could grow thin and at the same 
time use plenty of good food and en­
joy life. Simple sweets, starches and 
the like may be taken, but especial 
warning was given against freak 
“diets” which reduce a person too 
rapidly.

Tunneling to 
Empire Through 

Continental Divide.
We are generally inclined to be­

lieve that the age of great railroad 
pioneering has passed long since, and 
that no more great engineering feats 
remain for modern builders.

But fifty miles west of Denver 
work has been started on the six- 
mile Moffat tunnel which will pierce 
the continental divide at an altitude 
of 9,000 feet and which will be the 
gateway to an undeveloped empire 
larger than the three states of Mas­
sachusetts, Connecticut, and Rhode 
Island. Furthermore, the railroad 
will pass through a rich agricultural 
region and cut the very center of a 
territory which contains enough coal 
to last the entire United States for 
nearly 3,000 years, more than seven­
teen times the amount of oil thus 
far taken from all the oil wells of 
the country, and over 700,000 unde­
veloped horse power in electricity. 
Although estimates have been made, 
the extent and amount of such min­
erals as iron, copper, zinc, lead and 
hydrocarbons such as ozerkerite, 
gilsonite, wurtzilite, nigrite, elater- 
ite, are still little more than a rough 
approximate waiting for develop­
ment and closer exploration for 
fairly accurate estimates.

That region is the western corner 
of Colorado and the eastern part of 
Utah—a hinterland filled with vast 
natural resources and waiting only 
for adequate transportation to begin 
a boom of tremendous prosperity.

Moffat tunnel has not attracted 
much attention outside Colorado. At 
first it was the dream of one man, 
but now it is a district affair, spon­
sored especially by Denver because 
it is expected to make that city a 
future distribution point for the oil 
eventually to be extracted from the 
oil shale of the Uinta basin. And, 
when the six-mile tunnel Is opened, 
the Carbon County coal fields will be 
able to ship coal across the short 
cut to Denver and thus reach the 
states northward at a much lower 
cost for transportation.—Wyman S. 
Smith, In Forbes Magazine, New York.
