We find in the T'ranscript of May the
2nd an acoount of the opening of their
new Factory at Holyoke, 'As our nu-
merous readers in and about
wi'l be interested in the prospects of this
firm whose factory for years was of such '

and a mileage of 226,000 miles. The
revenue from the offices on the Island

had been $12,000, and the expenditure
$26,000. Ontario and Quebee numbered
in January, 1874, 2,814 offices, and the
other Provinces as follows :—New Bruns-
wick 611, Nova Scotia 833, Manitoba 34,
British Columbia 46. In 1873, the post
route’contained 65,588 miles, while [l’>{cr
Majesty’s mails travelled 13,266,598, an
increase of 718,209 miles over the previ-
ous year.

OmrcuraTioN, — Letters and postal
cards have circulated in 1873 to the
number of 34,579,000, being an increase
over 1872 of 3,979,000. Newspapers
have increased from 24,400,000 in 1872
to 25,480,000 1w 1873, a difference of
1,080,000. Registered letters numbered
in 1873 1,377,000, and in 1872 1,280,000,
an increase of 97,000.. Free letters have
decreased from 1,125,000 in 1872, to
1,091,000 in 1873. Parcels sent by post
numbered 112,300 in 1873, against 95,-
200 in‘1872, an increase of 17,100.

The receipts for correspondence be-
tween Cinada and the States were
444,024. There were 1,998,240 letters,
1,736,960 newspapers, 51,998 books, and
24,418 parcels sent between Canada—
exclusive of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia—and the,United Kingdom.

Deap LerreERs.—The number of dead
letters was in 1873 426,886, the unpaid
postage on which ted to $5,000.
3,089 of the letters were registered.

Finances.—The revenue was 81,400,-
984 in 1873, an increase of $213,922 over
the previous year. The expenditure in
1873 was $1,533,604, an increase of

, $284,411 over 1872. The total loss on
the fservice is reduced for the year to
$146,620.

The revenue for the year was divided
among the several Provinces as follows :
Ontario and Quebee, $1,192,530; New
Brunswick, $82,135; Nova Scotia $109,-
750 ; Manitoba $5,050 ; British Colum-
bia $17,517. The expenditure is as fol-
Jows :—-Ontario and Quebec, $1,164,827;
New Brunswick, $132,106 ; Nova Scotia,
$182,230; Manitoba, $14,716; British
Columbia, §59,722. The value of stamps
and postal cards was §980,075 in 1873,
exceeding the previous year by §147,840.

Tue LAxp TENURE 1N ScoTLAND, —The
British Government has published a re-
turn of proprietors of land in Scotland,
which throws some remarkable light
upon a subject regarding which even
among well-informed men in political life
there existed a vast amount of misap-
prehension. It appears that there are
131,5680-who hold ground in their own
right by various tenures, Of these
40,000 own merely building stances and
garden sites in burghs. Those who hold
feus of less than an acre, outside burghs
number 70,000. There are thus less
than 20,000 proprietors of land available
for agriculture or pasture. About 15,000
of this latter class derive an income of
£1,000 a year, and only 120 more than
£10,000 from their land. The extent of
possessions is by no means propertion-
ate to the income. Lord Elibank, for
instance, from his 1,800 acres of laad in
East Lothian has a return of about £60,-
000, while Sir Charles Ross does not get
a £1,000 from thirty times as many acres
in Sutherlandshire, 2 2

January 1874, was 4,338, an increase off
203 offices in 1873 over the previoub
year. This does not include Prince Ed-

Island, which came into the Do-

1{:)11 on the lst July, 1873, with 180
ffices, a postal route covering 98 miles

and a mileage of 226,000 miles. The
revenue from the offices on the Jsland

had been $12,000, and the expenditure
$26,000. Ontario and Quebee numbered
in January, 1874, 2,814 offices, and the
other Provinces as follows :—New Bruns-
wick 611, Nova Scotia 833, Manitoba 34,
British Columbia 46. In 1873, the post
route’contained 65,588 miles, while Her
Majesty’s mails travelled 13,266,598, an
increase of 718,209 miles over the previ-
ous year.

OmcoraTioN. — Letters and postal
cards have circulated in 1873 to the
number of 34,579,000, being an increase
over 1872 of 3,979,000. Newspapers
have -increased from 24,400,000 in 1872
to 25,480,000 n 1873, a difference of
1,080,000. Registered letters numbered
in 1873 1,377,000, and in 1872 1,280,000,
an increase of 97,000.. Free letters have
decreased from 1,125,000 in 1872, to
1,091,000 in 1873, Parcels sent by post
numbered 112,300 in 1873, against 95,-
200 in 1872, an increase of 17,100.

The receipts for correspond be-
tween Canada and the States were
444,024, There were 1,998,240 letters,
1,736,960 newspapers, 51,998 books, and
24,418 parcels sent between Canada—
exclusive of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia—and the,United Kingdom. ‘

Deap LerTERS.—The number of dead
letters was in 1873 426,886, the unpaid

tage on which amounted to $5,000.
,089 of the letters were registered.

Finances.—The revenue was 81,400,
984 in 1873, an increase of $213,922 over
the previous year. The expenditure in
1873 was $1,533,604, an increase of

. $284,411 over 1872. The total loss on
the fservice is reduced for the year to
$146,620. .

The revenue for the year was divided
among the several Provinces as follows :
Ontario and Quebee, $1,192,530; New
Brunswick, $82,135; Nova Scotia $109,-
%750 ; Manitoba $5,050 ; British Colum-
bia $17,517. The expenditure is as fol-
Jows :—-Ontario and Quebec, $1,164,827;
New Brunswick, $132,106 ; Nova Scotia,
$182,230; Manitoba, $14,716 ; British
Columbia, §59,722. The value of stamps
and postal cards was $980,075 in 1873,
exceeding the previous year by §147,840.

TuE LAND TENURE 1N ScoTLAND. —The
British Government has published a re-
turn of proprietors of land in Scotland,
which throws some remarkable light
upon a subject regarding which eyen
among well-informed men in political life
there existed a vast amount of misap-
prehension. It a&;peum that there are
131,530 who hold ground in their own
right by various tenures, Of these
40,000 own merely building stances and
garden sites in burghs. Those who hold
feus of less than an acre, outside burghs
number 70,000. There are thus less
than 20,000 proprietors of land available
for agriculture or pasture. About 15,000
of this latter class derive an income of
£1,000 a year, and only 120 more than
£10,000 from their land. The extent of
possessions is by no means propertion-
ate to the income. Lord Elibank, for
instance, from his 1,800 acres of laad in
East Lothian has a return of about £60,-
000, while Sir Charles Ross does not get
a £1,000 from thirty times as many acres
in Sutherlandshire.
