ACTION DISMISSED
IN DISJRICT COURT

Judge Carpenter yesterday afternoon 
dismissed the action raised by the E.

Says Trouble in Mexico Shows 

No Signs of Settling; Many 
Cattle Being Imported,

WOULD MAKE PROHIBITION 
CITY OF OLD MONTREAL

Lethbridge, June 2—Dr m. v.
Galligan has just returned from 
the rebel zone in Mexico, where 

he spent the last fortnight. Dr. Galli­
gan, who is the veterinary for the 
southern district, inspected a large 
number of cattle when in the south, 
and these are being imported by Chas. 
Furman and William Hill. He states 
that they are all cattle of a very high 
order and will do well here after they 
have been acclimatized- J. H. Wallace 
is also in Mexico at present and has 
bought about 8,000 head pf cattle, 
which he 'will bring north to his big 
ranch at Cypress Hills.

Dr- Gallivan spent some time right 
on the frontier, on the streets of No- 
zales, which is half in Mexico and half 
in Arizona. He says there were signs of 
trouble all the time. The American 
guard had to be watchful all the time 
to protect the American citizens on 
their side of the street against the in­
sults of the Mexican insurgents.

Gives Gloomy Prospect 
"The action of the Canadian gov­

ernment lfa“Jro»osing t» provide three 
first-class battleShipscte rerinforce thq 
British fleet, made*. pfOtodhd Impress­
ion In the world. Now .that effect will 
largely be undone. Foreign nations 
will not study the details of the con­
troversy between the two parties in 
Canada. They will probably pay little 
attention to the Liberal plan for creat­
ing fleet units. What will Impress 
them will be the apparent refusal ol 
the Canadian legislature to sanction 
the proposal for helping to strengthen 
the naval resources of the empire. By 
Britain’s rivals and enemies the decis­
ion will be eagerly welcomed; by her 
friends It will be regarded as ominous.'

“The impression must thus be in­
evitably created that the solidarity of 
the empire is but a myth; that* the 
sea-power which would Hke to see the 
overthrow of the British naval su­
premacy, need not be discouraged by 
the thought that their challenge would 
be met by the united resources of the 
mother country and daughter states. 
Such an impression, too, must be 
heightened by the doctrine advanced 
by the opposition to justify their re­
fusal to provide three battleships for 
the Imperial fleet

“The naval strength of the empire, 
must however, be maintained at all 
costs. If the Canadian government is 
for the moment unable to provide 
ships, the government of the United 
Kingdom must act In Its fU.ce. Mr. 
Churchill has eald that whatever de­
cision to made by Canada, Great Brit­
ain will not under any circumstances 
fall in her duty to,the over-seas dé­
minions.

“It is now incumbent upon him to 
make good his assurance.”

The Daily Graphic upholds the action 
of the Canadian senators aa being en­
tirely constitutional and points out 
that Premier Borden won the last elec­
tion largely on the reciprocity Issue.

side. It was built during the rage for isolation, and 
was so arranged that each prisoner should be alone 
at exercise and at work, in the school and in the 
hospital. They even wore hoods with holes for 
eyes and mouth. The building still has all the 
appalling cleanliness and order of such institutions. 
But for some time it has been felt among prison 
reformers in every country that such a system is 
as cruel as the physical discomforts of the older 
prisons. It is to the credit of the present govern­
ment, of which the much vilified Dr. Affojiso 
Costa is the head, that it has begun to modify this 
system. The hoods were abolished on February 
13 ; the prisoners now work in common ; the doors 
of the cells are left open during several hours each 
day ; and when I was there, the schools were being 
altered, so that the prisoners could sit on open 
benches, instead of being confined in separate 
pigeon-holes. The cells are large, wi(h,semi-circu­
lar windows, and drinking water and electric 
light in each- The food seemed as good as in our 
prisons. No distinction is made between political 
and other prisoners; but there we have no ground 
for complaint, for we make no such distinction our­
selves. The work is well organized, and more var­
ied than with us. There are several other points 
in which the Penitenciaria is superior to our 
prisons. The prisoner who behaves well is en­
titled to one visit a fortnight at least, instead of 
two in three months as here ; and he may receive 
presents of such articles as tobacco, fruit and 
flowers. I saw many cells decorated with flowers 
and photographs. There are no plank beds at any 
period of the sentence. There is no corporal pun­
ishment, and the heaviest penalty is confinement 
in a punishment cell, hardly worse than the ordin­
ary cells in some English prisons.

“These,” concludes Mr. Swinny, “are the 
prisons that the Dtlchess of Bedford compares with 
those of Naples and Bomba!”

Editorial Notes

The recent election in Australia has been a very 
vigorous one and the result was very close. The 
parties were evenly divided. As far as we can 

.learn from reading the Australian newspapers, 
the navy question was seldom under discussion. 
The only reference to it was that each party 
claimed the credit of creating the Australian naval 
policy. And the Australian naval policy is for a 
real Australian navy and is much the same as the 
Canadian naval policy of the-Liberal party.

And yet the Australians are not separatists in 
any sense of the word. They are patriotic people, 
who are very proud of their country. They are 
enthusiastic, self-reliant and confident. They do 
not favor giving assistance to the mother coun­
try merely by sending empty ships with no person 
to fight in them.

The Australians are more advanced than we 
are in many respects. It was a contest of Liberals 
against Radicals under the name of Labor, in 
which the Conservatives had no part. The sister 
colonies in the Pacific are advancing more rapidly 
than we are in managing their own affairs. They 
manage their own railways, telegraphs, telephones 
and other utilities, have old-age pensions and much 
other advanced legislation. It is not surprising 
accordingly that such a self-reliant people should 
insist upon a navy of their own.

The Dominion Senate rose to the op­
portunity and did the right thing with 
the Borden naval policy but because of 
that the Senate need not think that it 
can break into all commons’ legisla­
tion without getting hurt somewhat 
The Bank Act was bad enough when 
it went to the Senate, but was much 
worse when it got back.

HEAVY PRESSURE DIRECTED 
AGAINST NEW YORK ISSUES
Canadian Pacific Fell 13 Points 

A Loss Within' Past Week 
Of 23 Points

New York, June 2.—Heavy pressure 
was directed against stocke today, and 
on an increased volume of business 
prices in many instances broke severe­
ly. Canadian Pacific, the exceptionally 
weak feature, fell thirteen points, a 
loss within a week of twenty-three 
points. Union Pacific declined 4 3-8. 
Reading 3, Amalgamated 2 1-2, and 
other standard issues 1 to 2 points. 
Over thirty stocks, ct, which Atchison, 
Canadian Pacific, New York Central, 
Northern Pacific, Penna., and Western 
Pacific are the most prominent, broke 
to lowest quotations reached this year. 
The average of active stocks fell to the 
lowest figure since 1909.

The action of the market was deter­
mined largely by the attitude of foreign 
holders of American securities- The 
unpleasant impression made abroad, 
particularly in France, by the 9t. 
Louis and San Francisco Railway, led 
'to a slump in American securities in 
London during the holiday period here 
in which time Canadian Pacifo broke 
nine points. When trading was resum­
ed here London came into the market 
as a heavy seller, not only for Cana­
dian Pacific, but Union Pacific, Steel, 
Amalgamated, and the other stocks. 
Sales for the London account, amount­
ing to 30,000 or more shares, were in­
strumental in forcing off prices sharp­
ly at the outset

The bond markets showed weakness 
in spots, with the general movement 
downward.

On Wednesday, June 4, sportsmen 

and others the world over, even in the 
furthest corners of the earth, will 
be waiting with intense interest to 
learn the result of the Derby to be 
decided at Epsom on t£e afternoon of 
that day. The Derby ranks supreme 
as the greatest annual sporting event 
throughout the five continents and 
wherever Britons by birth or adop­
tion are gathered, the race will be re­
ceived with unfeigned eagerness. The 
event marks the one hundred and 
thirty-fourth, for it was established in 
1780. It receives the name from its 
founder, Lord Derby, whose descend­
ants still keep up the sport of kings 
at Stanley house. The St. Leger, an­
other great classic of the year, was 
founded in 1776, taking its name from 
Colonel St. Leger.

Long before midnight old London 
town will be awake to the realization 
that Derby day is at hand. Piccadilly 
and Whitechapel will be both making 
arrangements. The West end aristo­
crats and the East end poverty- 
stricken class will rub shoulders for 
one day in the year. Democracy will 
rule. From other parts of the United 
Kingdom trains will steam into Lon­
don every few minutes and the race­
goers will be on tîie move to the 
Surrey course, all intent in taking up 
positions of vantage on the ground. 
There will just be the quick glance 
along the streets, the hurry-scurry 
and another station reached from 
which thousands will proceed to his­
toric Epsom. Many, no doubt, will 
not have the price of transportation 
and they will form the annual pilgrim- 
age^jtlong the whole well-worn road.

dB? Tuesday evening, the trains will 
start running -oiit of London stations 
carryihg human freight to the course. 
From then on throughout the long 
watches of the night train will follow 
train in constant procession. There is 
one destination for all—Epsom, to see 
the Derby. All the roads leading thereto 
will be thronged with travellers to 
the course. Auto and horse vehicles 
will throw their lights across the paths 
gutlding the foot-sore and weary on 
to the goal in sight. Crowds will Tine 
the roadways at all hours throughout 
night and day and they will be stil^ 
streaming on to the downs when the 
big event starts. Taking a conserva­
tive estimate to say that at least 700,- 
000 persons will wend their way race- 
wards. Of this multitude it is hardly 
likely that more than one-fifth will 
see the race.

Picnic for Costers
Perhaps the striking character to 

be seen on the grounds will be the 
London coster. Derby day is the day 
in all the year for the typical cockney. 
The cockney, in the sense as he is 
generally known, is disappearing, biit 
a great many still keep up the tradi­
tions of their forefathers. See them 
going down to the race in a donkey, 
cart. They tog themselves out with 
the loudest patterns of cloth imagin­
able, the chief decoration being the 
number of pearl buttons worn. Hats 
are worn sidewise, while it is usual 
to wear a red or purple neckerchief. 
Besides the lord and master in the cart 
is the indispensable female. She is 
also dressed with particular attention 
paid to millinery fineries. “Lor’ bless 
me, Liza, but ah’m blowed if tha’ 
blooming shaft haint gone off” will

perhaps be one of the expressions used 
by the coster who nails two pièces of 
wood to a hand truck.

And now let. us turn to the history 
of the famous race. To the credit of 
Britons let it bee said that this race 
is not run for the sum at stake. The 
honor of winning the premier event of 
the truf is the chief incentive of all 
owners. To possess the winner of the 
Derby means a lot, socially and other­
wise. Contrary to the general belief, 
the Derby is not the richest of races. 
It is worth only $32,650. Other races 
like the Eclipse stakes, are worth $50,- 
000 each. But the Derby has the name 
and for the glory of the turf and 
British sportmanship may it always 
retain it.

The race is one for 3-year-olds. As 
a colt or filly becomes 1 year old on 
January next following its birth, it 
follows that there have been years 
when horses under 3 years old have 
competed. Not so with the chief con­
testant this year, for Craganour was 
foaled in February, 1910, and Louvois 
in April, of the same year. The event 
during over its century existence has 
only once been won by fraud. This 
happened in 1844, when a horse 
named Running Vein proved victorious. 
It was discovered later that Running 
Vein never ran, but that a 4-year-old 
from the same stable substituted. The 
4-year-old bore a strong resemblance 
to Running 'foin, with the exception dï 
having ,white fqtlocks. These weie 
painted or rather dyed brown. The 
fraud was given away by a stable boy 
a few months later and Admiral Rous, 
the greatest figure that ever stepped 
o nthe English turf, caused both Run­
ning Vein and the substitute to be-shot 
while^ the owner was warned off the 
turf. e

Opinion is divided as to which was 
the greatest horse known to the Eng­
lish turf. While others favor Ormon­
de, I pin my faith in St. Simon. I 
consider St Simon, who died near 
New York two years ago, as the great­
est racehorse of oil time. It was a 
tragedy that he did not run in the 
Derby of 1883. Prince Baithyany, Ills 
owner, was watching a race at New­
market in which Gallia.ru, brother to 
St. Simon; was running. Galliard came 
on at a tremendous rate and the prince 
was wildly excited. Suddenly he drop­
ped to the ground. Tender hands rais­
ed him and carried him into Weather- 
by’s office. He died from heart fail

In the province 
of Quebec thé - Presbyterian Church is 
third, and in New Brunswick it is 
fourth. In the prairie provinces the 
position which the church at present 
enjoys is in considerable measure due 
to the herculean efforts of the late Rev. 
Dr. James Robertson- and the late Rev. 
Dr. John M. King. As the Presbyter­
ians are second in point of numbers in 
Ontario, it is clear that a union of these 
two churches will result in the creation 
of a body of very great influence.

The Rev. Dr. Grant, a year ago, sug­
gested that during the coming year the 
church should raise a million dollars 
for general missionary work. He did 
not succeed in increasing the gifts of 
the church up to the million mark, but 
the showing was very, satisfactory. For 
the church year, which ended on Feb­
ruary 28 last, the western section con­
tributed, . according to the reports 
which are now being presented, for 
philanthropic purposes outside the reg­
ular work of the churches, t^ie sum of 
$736,418.

(on the proposed basis) in Canada west of the Great Lakes." This motion 
looking to the formation of a united church in Western Canada was re­
ferred to -the memorials committee, and will probably come up for discussion 
tomorrow.

Members on both 
sides -of the house, Mr. Borden said, 
had ,-suggested that legislation should 
be tiÿt down in order to bring about 

;ation at an early date. The 
er did not refer to the wireless 

telegraph bill.
Premier Borden, in the absence from 

the house of the minister of militia, 
answered a number of questions put 
by Mr. Macdonald in regard to the 
resignation of Gen. Mackenzie, chief 
of staff.

Mr. Borden said that General Mac­
kenzie was appointed ■ to the position 
November 1, 1910, after consultation 
with the war office. The imperial 
authorities recommended him for the 
post.' He placed his resignation in 
the hands of the minister on April 7, 

■1913, and the resignation was accepted 
on April 21. The general did not 
give any reason for resigning. Mr. 
Borden added that the resignation will 
take effect on October 31, and the 
successor to General Mackenzie has 
not yet been named-

There had been no communication 
with the imperial authorities with re­
gard to the matter.

The premier also informed the house 
that Col. Crowe, the commandant of 
the Royal Military College, has not 
resigned. As a matter of fact, 
suggestion for the extension of his 
term in service, which expires next 
October, had been unofficially made 
by the minister.

Mr. Sinclair, of Guj'sboro, asked if 
the government proposes to introduce 
legislation to carry out a pledge by 
Mr. Borden in a certain manifesto 
In which he said, “We declare for 
such reforms in the mode of select­
ing future members of the senate as 
will make that chamber a more use­
ful and representative legislative 
body.”

Canadian imports of cotton goods 

have more than trebled in the last 12 
years, and they have about quarrupled 
in the last 15 years. During the period, 
from 190Ô to 1912 the total imports of 
cottons increased by 231 per cent, 
.while English" cottons increased b^r 
*209.13 per cent., American by 252.58 per 
cent., and those from other ebuntries 
by 351.67 per cent The latter figure, 
however, is larger than it should actu­
ally be, as embroidery and lace were 
formerly stated separately from the 
cotton schedule, but now white and' 
cream, colored cotton embroideries arc 
included under that schedule.

Of the total imports of cottons in 
1900, England is listed as supplying 
67.49 per cent., the United States 23.18 
Y>er çent., and all other countries 9-33 
per cent. Of the total imports of cot­
tons in 1932’England supplied 63.16 pet 
cent., the United States 26.26 per cent., 
and all other countries 10.58 per cent 
Allowing for the usual fluctuations 
from ;yeg.r to year, England and the- 
United States seem to be maintaining 
their*relative positions in the increas­
ing trade.

In the manufacturing of cotton goods 
the Canadian mills are not keeping 
pace with the, derrlands of their home 
market, but they are enlarging, and if 
a line is imported in considerable quan­
tities they soon get out an imitation. 
However, on some lines of American 
goods, such as ducklings, fleece, print­
ed scrims, Stiefels, and blue drills, in 
spite of many attempts, they have not

contribution to the building of “reafl- 
noughts.” Canadian railways have been 
built and extended, .steamship lines de­
veloped. and immigration increased, much 
owing to the lavish' borrowings of British 
capital by Canadians Without preaching 
empire on a basis of either sentiment or 
trade. Canadian expansionists, under a 
Liberal regime, have been consolidating 
the ties of empire. - And ' it • was good na­
tional business so to do.

Need for Reciprocity
“But it has always been a sort of un­

written axiom, in Canada that the. greatest 
over-seas dominion, is essentially - a land 
of agriculturists. The colossal expansion 
of industries and trade and population 
was made possible 'because of the fatmef* 
especially in the west. The production 
of wheat has increased in a ratio that 
made it possible to coin the flarribovaht 
phrase, ‘‘Granary of the' Empire.” This, 
phrase has been lavishly and magnifi­
cently worked in Great Britain for the 
sake of booming immigration.

The T.W.C.A. employment bureau 

found employment for 132 girls last 
month, but this number did not nearly 
fulfill the demand. Applications for do­
mestic help numbered 174, leaving 42 
places still available last month.

Up to date the Y-W.C.A bureau has 
been free, the expenes of maintenance 
being met by the institution, but the 
demands have grown so heavy that the 
“Y” has decided to apply for a city 
license and to charge a fee of $1 to 
employers in.future, after the license is 
granted. In view Of the public benefit 
of this bureau and the fact: ‘that the 
“Y” is a public institution, the city has 
ben asked to follow the example of Ed­
monton and other cities and make the 
fee a nominal one. Instead, the com­
missioners are recommending that the 
council avoid the danger of creating a 
precedent by granting the “Y” $60 with 
which to pay the regular fee-

The New School.
It is not often that a western town 

has the privilege of seeing such a fine 
actress as Blanche Bates, n ,r uf y lee 
witnessing such a well-balanced play 
as that of A. E. W. Mason’s, but to have 
Blanche Bates in “The WDtness for the 
Defence” is certainly an attraction 
which should bring theatre lovers out 
in full force, and should even tempt 
non-theatre goers to reform. Without 
going into the play, any who have seen 
it must be struck with the fine char­
acter portrayal which appears on the 
stage. Mason is essentially a “live” 
dramatist. His men and women are 
real; there are no very great heroes 
nor heroines in the play any more than 
there are in real life, and yet all the 
characters, like all humanity, rise above 
themselves at ohe or another part of 
the drama. Ballantine was not wholly 
responsible, even in the mind of his 
wife’s lover, for his temper and bru­
tality.

tion law of New South Wales, his first 
proposal was to substitute for the ex­
isting court a scries of wages boards 
such as had been set up in Victoria in 
1896. He gave them more power than 
the Victorian boards had, but the prin­
ciple was the same—that questions at 
issue between employer and employe 
should be settled outright by represen­
tatives of both meeting under a neu­
tral chairman. A vital objection to the 
proposal was raised by the labor mem­
bers. Shortly put, it xvas this: That 
wages boards were a mechanism for 
bargaining between txvo interested par­
ties, neither of whom xvas likely to 
consider the third interested party, the 
consumer. A court, on the other hand, 
decides not xvhat the parties are pre­
pared among themselves to agree to, 
but xvhat is a reasonable condition of 
employment. And the objection had 
such srength that Mr. Wade remod­
elled the bill and made the boards sub­
ject to the supervision of an industrial 
court, which should both standardize 
awards and represent the consumer.

Even with the court’s supervision, 
the consumer has not come off too 
easily. There are, no doubt, many rea­
sons for the great increase in the cost 
of lix ing, which is so marked a feature 
of the last two years; but the steady 
increase in wages, agreed to by em­
ployers’ representatixres on the boards 
because they saw their chance of pass­
ing the burden on to the public, has 
been an important factor. It is not 
long since an arbitration judge felt 
compelled to tell applicants that they 
must not expect to have their wages 
raised to méet the whole increase in 
their living expenses; they must bear 
their share of the burden in common 
with the rest of their fellow citizens.. 
But the system of “passing on” has 
never been so- clearly illustrated as in 
the circumstances which led up to the 
gas strike of the last few weeks.

Bill Materially Altered.
For months the employes of

the tWo large Sydney gas companies 
have been demanding a higher rate of 
wages. While thèir demand was being 
considered by the companies, the Mc- 
Gowen ministry introduced its gas bill, 
and the companies at once announced 
that nothing could be done while the 
bill was hanging over their heads. In 
the end a Very different bill was 
passed, which still embodied the prin­
ciple of a maximum rate to the con­
sumer, a maximum dividend to the 
shareholders, and a lowering of the one 
in proportion to ex-en* rise in the other. 
On one conditoin only could the rate be 
raised— if the wages of the employes 
were previously raised by an award j 
under the industrial arbitration act.

No one seeme at the time to have 
appreciated the significance of this 
clause, whicl-wwas inserted by the leg­
islative council and accepted with oth­
ers by the minister, lest the whole bill 
should be lost. But when the employes 
after a decent interval again put for­
ward their demand for an increase, the 
companies promptly said: "Certainly, 
if you can get a board to give it to 
you.” Application was accordingly 
made to Judge Hey don to sit as a 
board—and refused on the technical 
ground that, while het had power to 
vary existing awards, .the arbitration 
act did not give him similar power 
with respect to agreements between 
parties, consequently the only method 
by which the existing agreement be­
tween the gas companies and their em­
ployes could be altered was by a fresh 
agreement between the same parties, 
which would not permit the raising of 
the rate charged to consumers. The 
Immediate answer of the companies 
was, as might be expected: “No raised 
rates, no raised w$Lges,” and the strike 
began that evening.

Frees Opinion.
It is in a way unfortunate that the 

judge found himself obliged to take so 
technical a view of the application. As 
The Sydney Mornig Herald said at 
once:

“■The axerage layman certainly has 
had the impression that an industrial 
agreement voluntarily made between 
the parties had the same validity in all 
respects as an award of a wages board 
and should be associated with the same 
privileges and powers. The decision 
may therefore have the unfortunate 
result of forcing into court matters 
which would have otherwise been dis­
posed of by mutual agreement.”

Just as in a large number of the 
decisions which have caused disaffec­
tion with the high court, Judge Heydon 
has managed to discover legal distinc­
tions in the wording of various clauses 
which correspond to nothing in the 
mind of anyone who helped to pass the 
act, and which therefore hamper its 
working very gravely. It parliament 
were sitting, little harm would be done. 
An amending act would be passed 
without demur on anybody’s part. But 
parliament is not likely to sit for some 
months.

What the Judge Said.
This, however, is not the main point. 

That is brought out in a section of the 
judgment, which may well be gi\*en in 
full.

SHIPPED EAST TO STOCK FUR 

FARMS; BRING HIGH PRICES

IS HERE TO CONFER
WITH LOCAL OFFICIALS

Says Lines are Laid Down to 
) Serve Greatest Number of 

People With Greatest Effi­
ciency; Edmonton Council 
Issued Ultimatum.

THAT Calgary is to be congratu­
lated on its street railway 
management, is the opinion 

of Mayer Short of Edmonton, who is 
in thia oity to confer with the local 
authorities, on the municipal system. 
Edmonton street raiilway is not pay­

ing, and the Edmonton city council has 
delivered an ultimatum that the com­
missioners must submit a practical 
plan of operation within two weeks. 
The mayor spent yesterday afternoon 
going over the lines with Superintend­
ent McCauley, and in conference with 
Commieoioner Graves and City Electri­
cian Brown.

Mayor Short attributes the success of 
the Calgary street railway to good 
management Excellent planning is 
•hown in every part of the sytem, he 
•ays. The city is laid out compactly, 
and the lines are laid down to serve 
the greatest number of people with the 
greatest expedition. Power and capital 
chargee here are less than on the Ed­
monton railway.

The mayor attributes the failure In 
Edmonton to the fact that the Hud­
son4» Bay Co. have held 2,000 acres of 
land near the heart of the city out of 
uae until last year ; this land has only 
recently been subdivided and is not 
yet occupied, and as a result the pop­
ulation of the city has been spread over 
a large area and all the public utilités 
have been carried unusually long dis­
tances to sefrve the population. Until 
this and other large vacant areas are 
built upon it will be difficult to make 
the street railway pay.

Edmontons’ High Capital Charges.
While the actual cost of construction 

in Edmonton is somewhat higher than 
in Calgary, the capital charges are in­
creased enormously by the system of 
financing. The Calgary street railway 
pays hothing for its right-of-way and 
as yet only allows 5 per cent, for de­
preciation; while in Edmonton the 
street railway is required to bear the 
cost of paving between the tracks and 
for two feet on either side of the rails, 
and also bears its share of all bridge 
construction, the capital account on 
the new two milMon dollar high level 
bridge, chargeable to street railway 
being a very considerable item. The 
expenditure on new lines this year will 
be very heavy,- all single track lines 
(inside the city limits being duplicated 
on permanent concrete sub-base.

Local Mileage 60; Edmonton 45. 
While Calgary has at present 60 

miles of track, Edmonton has between 
forty and forty-five miles of line, but 
many of these are stub lines required 
to carry the population over the com­
paratively large vacant areas sold only 
recently.

Under these conditions the Edmon­
ton street railway charges only the 
same rate as Calgary for transporta­
tion.

Under the system of municipal gov­
ernment in Edmonton the commission­
ers are not responsible to the people, 
but are appointed by the council, and 
this condition is said to be responsible 
for the operating difficulties—the al­
dermen laying out the track and out­
lining the business policy on which the 
commissioners have to work. Mayor 
Short, however, does not agree with 
this argument, contending that the loss 
by non-paying extensions does not 
amount to as much as the usual wat­
ered stock of corporation componies. 
Edmonton recently secured an amend­
ment to its charter whereby the city 
may charge the cost of sub-lines to 
local Improvement 

Mayor Short went carefully into all 
the details of local management, equip­
ment, construction, power supply, and 
financing in this city, with the super- 

f intendent and commissioners-

Edmonton, June 2.—A new industry 
is in evidence here, viz., the ship­
ment to eastern points of fox pups for 
the fur farms of eastern Canada. Last 
week, for instance, Wm. McKenzie, of 
Edmonton, and Dan Trump made a 
trip to the north and brought back with 
them 23 fox pups, of which 18 were 
cross foxes and five silver foxes. The 
cross fox pups for breeding purposes 
are worth from $20 to $100 each, while 
the silver foxes run from $1,100 to $2,000 
each. These fox pups were sent to an 
eastern firm which makes a specialty 
of handling matters of this kind.

Another shipment of foxes was made 
by L. N. Wade.

So important has the fur farming 
industry become in the east that the 
Commission of Conservation of Canada 
recently issued a book describing in 
detail what has been done and what 
was likely to be the outcome of the 
venture. The prices -quoted above 
seem preposterous : nevertheless the 
Commission of Conservation state that 
breeding foxes of the black variety are 

/worth from $3,000 to $15,000 per pair, 
and that even at the latter figure there 
are none on the market

“It seems very improbable,” 
he said, “ that anything can be done 
with these people without being in a 
position to rent them the space and 
power they require. I find that every 
live town and city in the Central States 
is agitating for an industrial building to 
accommodate the smaller manufacturers, 
and the wisdom of erecting these build­
ings is being proven everyfhere. Cal­
gary will wake up to the mistake some 
day.”

Davis A. Williams, who claims to be 
a survivor of the Titanic disaster, will 
be taken back to Regina by the mount­
ed police this morning, where extra­
dition papers await him for a trip 
to Chicago, where he is wanted on a 
charge of grand larcency.

Williams was arrested by eDtective 
Sergeant Richardson of the Calgary 
police and Sergeant Trundle of the R. 
N. W. M. P. late Sunday night at the 
Yale hotel, where he has been one of 
the favored guests. He arrived at the 
Yale on May 22 from Regina, accom­
panied by his wife, and was at the 
hotel for a few days. Then he went 
back to Regina, leaving Mrs. Williams 
at the hotel He returned to the Yale 
Saturday, and the information on 
which he was arrested arrived a day 
later. Sergeant Richardson located 
Williams while the latter was in 
church, but waited until he returned 
to the hotel before making the arrest. 
Williams was locked up in the bar­
racks of the mounted police.

At the hotel Williams was in the 
habit of saying grace before his meals. 
He has been delivering lectures on the 
sinking of the Titanic, and showing a 
menu card from the ill-fated ship as 
one of the proofs of his voyage. Mrs. 
Williams, accompanied by a relative 
from Regina, returned to that city last 
night. The nature of the charge 
against Williams in Chicago is being 
withheld by the mounted police but It 
is understood extradition papers 
have been granted at Regina, and 
Williams will be taken back to the 
States by an officer from Chicago.

Vancouver, June t.—Mayor Baxter 

issued a public warning today that too 
many people are coming to Vancouver 
seeking work, having given up good 
positions in the Old Country. Money 
tightness is slowing up here, and the 
mayor is afraid that there will be 
many of the new arrivals out of work 
this winter.

City Should Be in Transfer Bueiness.

“As a matter of fact, the city should 
be in the transfer (business,” said Com­
missioner Graves yesterday.

The idea, while somewhat novel, is 
not new, it having been adopted suc­
cessfully in Cleveland, some time ago, 
says Superintendent McCauley.

Aid. Tregillus’ Plan.
Aid. Tregillus has formulated an am­

bitious plan of remodelling, if the 
street railway can be utilized.

He proposes that the market be di­
vided into departments for various 
classe of produce, .with individual 
stalls for the vendors, that the lava­
tories be removed to another building, 
and that a waiting room, thoroughly 
warmed in winter, be arranged for wo­
men- Her church societies or others 
may sell tea, sandwiches, and refresh­
ments to women who may have driven 
long distances wi/th produce, or to wo­
men who have come a considerable dis­
tance to purchase. He would alter the 
interior of the market considerably, 
and would prohibit horses from the 
building.

While the old markeit site is prob­
ably not as close to the C.P.R. as 
could be desired for the present, Com­
missioner Graves points out, that a 
G.T.R. spur can be built right into the 
market as soon as the terminals of 
that line are completed, and the mar­
ket building represents an outlay 
which the city cannot afford to lose, if 
temporary arrangements can be made 
until the G.T.P. is completed.

EDMONTON PAVES ON
THE MAWS0N PLAN

The policy of narrowing the pave­
ment and widening the boulevards on 
residential streets, as recommended by 
City Planning Expert Mawson, has 
already bsen adopted In Edmonton and 
Is working out very successfully says 
Mayor Short, who is in Calgary on 
business for a few days.

Edmonton has directed Its efforts In 
this detail to town planning, toward 
the provision of 80 foot paved business 
thoroughfares; 30 foot paved semi- 
residentlal streets, and 24 and 18 foot 
strictly residential streets. Radial 
streets have been made with 18 foot 
pavements, the remainder of the 
street width being converted into 
spacious boulevards; and the result Is 
very good in Mayor Short’s opinion.

Edmonton lanes are 20 feet wide and 
all public utility transmission lines are 
now placed in the lanes. Underground 
conduits for telephone and electric 
light are placed separately and the 
cost, says the mayor, Is only slightly 
greater than the old way, while re­
pairs are made much more convenient­
ly in the lanes than In the streets. 
Edmonton has practically abandoned 
the plan of laying any public utility 
lines on the streets.

LOBBYISTS TOO BUSY 
WITH SENATE, SAYS

Statement of Mr, Meighen

Government Can Do Nothing 
About Sikh Labor Question 

And is Very Guarded
Ottawa, June 2.—The question of the 

exclusion of oriental labor was under 
consideration in the senate. It was 
brought up by Senator Bostock of Brit­
ish Columbia, who said that the Sikhs 
were ill treated. The government had 
not given the attention it shoudl have 
done to the application made for bring­
ing in the wives of the Sikhs, who 
were not at the coast. The result was 
that agitators in India had stirred up 
feeling

Senator Douglas declared the action 
of British Columbia to the Sikhs as 
un-Christian, un-British, and ungrate­
ful. They had fought for the British 
flag. To inflict upon them the cruelty 
of depriving them of the association of 
their wives was something unworthy 
of any part of the British empire- He 
admitted that the Canadian climate 
was not suited to the Sikhs.

Senator Davis favored excluding the 
Chinese entirely and permitting the 
Sikhs to come in.

Senator Lougheed spoke very guard­
edly. The late government had allowed 
5,000 Sikhs to come in. If the wives 
and children were excluded it was the 
late government which was respon­
sible. If the climate of Canada was too 
severe for the men how much more rea­
son to prevent the women and children 
being exposed to it. It would be diffi­
cult to fly in the face of the sentiment 
of a province, and British Columbia 
was against the admission of the Hin­
dus. The whole matter was under con­
sideration.

ARRANGEMENTS FOR BIG 
CALEDONIAN GAME DAY

Arrangements are being pushed 
ahead for the Calgary Caledonian 
games which will be held at Victoria 
Park on Saturday, August 9th. Since 
the committee drew up the program 
the finance committee has been active­
ly engaged obtaining the opinion of the 
merchants in this city, and the feel­
ing is that the Scottish gathering will 
prove a great boost to the city.

As the large program calls for a con­
siderable amount of money, a canvass 
of all Scottish business men in Cal­
gary will be started today, for the pur­
pose of raising sufficient funds to 
make the event the largest of its kind 
ever held in the Dominion. In order to 
get the very finest talent to compete 
in the numerous events substantial 
prizes must be offered, and with this 
aim in view a number of office bearers 
are out canvassing for subscriptions.

The collectors have been provided 
with official subscription books, and it 
is hoped that by the end of the week 
over two thousand dollars will be do­
nated for prizes-

As the event will become an annual 
affair, it is the aim of all interested 
to make the prizes so substantial that 
the Calgary Caledonian games will ul­

CERTAINTY SAYS EXPERT
(Continued from page one.)

Ottawa, June 2.—The word ‘lobbyist” 
was featured in the debate in the com­
mons this afternoon. It came in when 
the members of the commons were 
taking a fling at the venerable senators. 
This arose when the amendments which 
were proposed by the senate to the 
bank bill were under consideration. The 
suggested amendments were not very 
extreme, but it gave W. P. Nickle, of 
Kingston, and R. B. Bennett, of Cal­
gary, a chance to take a shot at the 
senate. They would not sit idly by and 
see the senate ride roughshod over the 
representatives of the people.

Mr. White, finance minister, who had 
charge of the bill, did not take the mat­
ter seriously, and suggested accepting 
the amendments. He said that it was 
the senate’s duty to amend any provi­
sion in any action if it so desired, and 
that the changes which had been made 
in the bank act were of minor charac­
ter. Such important matters as the 
gold reserve, complete returns and ex­
tending loans on farmers’ grain had 
been left untouched. It was desirable 
to bring the session to a close as soon 
as possible, and he thought it would 
be well to concur in the amendments 
proposed. He said that with regard to 
the clause respecting the transfer of 
shares, legislation might be brought in 
next session providing that the domi­
cils of shares is in the particular pro­
vince in which the shareholder hap­
pens to reside. This would be a very 
simple way of dealing with it.

With regard to the sterilization of 
bank notes, he said Dr. Steel, of South 
Perth, the originator of this provision, 
had concurred in the view taken by the 
senate that the legislation might well 
be permissive instead of mandatory.

It had been said in some quarters 
that the new bank act Was not suffi­
ciently progressive. That it was sub- 

I stantially the bank act of 1871. That 
might be true in a considerable degree, 
but it did not mean that parliament 
must radically change the act. For 
himself he was In favor of combining 
progressiveness with caution. He 
pointed out that banking was so com­
plicated and so intertwined with every 
branch of the country’s business that it 
was necessary to proceed -with con­
siderable care.

May Disappear Suddenly.
Mr. White paid a tribute to the work 

of the banking committee during the 
session. Mr. White referred briefly to 
the financial outlook. He felt that very 
few men knew just how stringent was 
the period through which the country 
had passed an-d was passing. Canada 
had by no means suffered as much in 
this respect as other countries, and he 
thought the tight money period would 
gradually disappear, and per haps more 
rapidly than was generally looked for. 
Mr. White concluded by moving the 
concurrence of the house in the amend­
ments proposed to the bill by the sen­
ate. This did not pass without a divi­
sion of ten members of the house, eight 
of them Conservatives and two Lib­
erals, who voted against the concur­
rence.

Advent of lhe Lobbyist
"I must protest," said Mr. Merghen, 

"against the too easy access of the lob­
byist at Ottawa in recent years. I am 
told that when the bill was in the up­
per house the paid solicitor for the 
Bankers’ association sat within the 
railing or just without it, and went so 
far as to interfere with statements 
which were being made by senators on 
the floor. It is no wonder the bill 
came back to us emasculated.’*

E. MacOonald came to the rescue 
of the senate and protested against the 
language of Mr. Nickle and Mr. Ben­
nett attacking the upper house.

Mr. Clark, of Red Deer, also thought 
the senate had been unduly attacked, 
and came to the defence of the mem­
bers of the red chamber.

E. W. Nèsblt, Oxford, rose indig­
nantly to defend his brother, Wallace 
Nesbitt, of the charge of being a lob­
byist.

"My brother does not stoop to he a. 
lobbyist,” he said. "He does not have 
to. He came here as a lawyer repre­
senting the Bankers’ association, and 
not to lobby. He was invited by the 
leader of the senate to take a seat on 
the floor of the committee room when 
the bank act was being considered, and 
he would not have been courteous had 
he refused that invitation.

Mr. NJesbitt added that so far as he 
himselr was concerned, he had never 
been approached by any lobbyist dur­
ing the year that he had been a mem­
ber of the house of commons.

No Protection Needed.
He resented the action of Mr. 

Meighen in sending broadcast over the 
country the impl ication that the mem­
bers of the house of commons required 
plain protection by law in order to 
enable them to perform their duties 
honestly.

“I don’t,” he said, "require any pro­
tection to keep my skirts clear from 
lobbyists, and I would like to know by 
whose or what authority the member 
for Portage circulated such an insult 
to his fellow members in the house. He 
should take measures to protect him­
self.”

“The crops, of course, were late

The far­
mers appear to be unanimous in 
their opinion that this will be the 
biggest year in their farming life, 
and in their reports force me to 
the same conclusion.”

Labor Administration Now in 

Minority of One in House of 
Representatives and May Be 
Three Behind, Government 
Still in Majority in Senate

FARMERS ALARMED AT
DEMANDS OF LABOR

That Was Reason Liberals 
Made so Many Gains in 
Farming Districts and Em­
barrassed the Government; 
Cook's Majority 10,000.

London, June 2—A special Sydney 
dispatch to The Morning Post says 
the results of the election for the house 
of representatives are now practically 
complete and that it is now practical­
ly certain that the government has 
been defeated and that a majority of 
one against them already exists. The 
result of one seat is still in doubt.

A labor majority, however, it assur­
ed in the senate. The half of the 
senate which did not go to the polls 
is purely Labor and one of the con­
tested seats the Labor party has won 
at least half. The senate will thus 
have three-fourths Labor members.

The leader of the opposition, Jos. 
Cook, who will probably be the next 
prime minister, had a majority of 10,- 
000 in his electorate. Sir William 
Lyne was defeated for Hume.

The state of the parties in the house 
of representatives now is: Liberals 
38, Labor 36, doubtful 1.

Cause of Government’s Defeat
London, June 2—The Times’ Sydney 

correspondent says thàt today’s counts 
in the federal elections have complete­
ly altered the position of the parties. 
The latest returns give the Liberals 
an almost certain majority of one and 
possibly three.

The cause of the Liberal victory is 
now unmistakable. It is feared that 
the rural workers’ demands has trans- 
fered sufficient votes to defeat the 
Labor party in all farming constituen­
cies throughout New South Wales and 
Victoria. The Liberals- thus gain in 
New South Wales seven seats; in Vic­
toria five; in Western Australia one.

in the plot, the dramatist has given 
the other characters some very effec­
tive lines.

All the characters are essentially 
human and the male characters are 
what might be called idealistic, with 
the exception of Ballantyne, whose 
type, it seems unfortunately necessary 
to admit, really exists in some spheres 
of life. Old Mr. Hazlewood has some 
sociological ideals, even involving the 
reform of such an English institution 
as cricket; Henry Thresk is presented 
as an upright man who was willing to 
sacrifice his reputation for his love; 
Richard Hazlewood with a true lover's 
instinct could see nothing but good in 
the woman whom, by others, was look­
ed on with suspicion.

The part of Stella Ballantyne became 
a living vital presence in the hands of 
Miss Bates; in fact, the great beauty 
about her performance was the ad- 
mireable repression she displayed in 
the emotional parts when an inward 
struggle was going on to place her­
self right before her dearest friends. 
Frank Kemble-Cooper as Henry 
Thresk was clear cut and convincing 
in all his lines and gave a most force­
ful impersonation 'of a splendid part; 
Ernest Stallard and Arthur Lewis also 
gave two excellent impersonations of 
two matured roles, diametrically op­
posed.

He In­
vited the audience, which crowded the 
large theatre, to remain for the pre­
sentation.

The audience stayed. It sat through 
a fifteen-minute wait while Mme. Bern­
hardt rested after the one-act piecu, 
and the invited guests grouped them­
selves on the stage. Mme. Bernhardt 
occupied the centre, while on either 
side stood the speakers, Daniel Froh­
man, David Belasco, E. M. Holland and 
Mrs. Thomas Whiff en. The stage was 
crowded with celebrities who, with 
more than a hundred others, had sub­
scribed for the wreath.

David Belasco and Daniel Frohman 
made the first addresses.

David Belasco, who followed Mr. 
Frohman, said:

"As long as I live this will remain 
the hapoiest and proudest moment in 
my life.‘All I can say is that through­
out all my career this great and dear 
lady has always been my inspiration.
I kiss her hand. God bless her!

"I can’t make a speech, so our com­
mittee has selected two of our best 
preserved American artists, E. M. Hol­
land and Mrs. Thomas Whiffen. Mr. 
Holland has won his spurs, as his 
father did before him. As for Mrs. 
Whiffen, she is still in the harness, 
and I may add she was our original 
‘Little Buttercup.’ ”

Mr. Holland, who spoke directly to 
Mme. Bernhardt, read his short speech. 
He said:

"Dear lady, the honor has been con­
ferred upon me today to act as mouth­
piece for the American theatrical pro­
fession. It is our desire to render some 
portion of the homage and affection 
which we" have long borne in our 
hearts for you.

"Since vou first came to us with your 
wonderful genius and your incompar­
able art, which has illuminated all the 
world, you have been an inspiration 
not only to us of the theatrical profes­
sion, but to students and workers in 
the great arts. With your golden voice 
you have conquered all the nations of 
the world. You made the universe your 
slave.

‘But it will not be as Sarah of the 
Golden Voice alone that America will 
always remember and revere you. It 
will be ae Sarah of the Golden Heart."

Mrs. Whiffen, who handed the wreath 
to Mme. Bernhardt, spoke in French. 
She said:

Mme. Bernhardt, the greatest and 
most wonderful artiste, I have the 
honor and great pleasure of presenting 
to you, on the part of the artists of 
America, this crown.”

When Mme. Bernhardt rose to &c 
cept the gift there was a tumult. It 
was some time before she could speak, 
and when she did she addressed the 
audience, and in English. There was 
a decided accent, but the audience 
could understand.

With her arms extended and tears 
streaming down her cheeks, the actress 
said, in tones that could be heard in 
all parts of the theatre:

"My dear public, I cannot find the 
words to express all that is in my 
heart. I cry out with all my soul: 
Thank you, thank you! my dear pub-^ 
lie; thank you, my dear sisters; thank 
you, my dear brothers; thank you, 
thank you, with all my heart Fare­
well. Alas!”

Ottawa, June 2—While on the sub­
ject of the p«ay of the yucriciary, R. B.

The most interesting development 
occurred in connection wtih the con­
sideration of a few amendments made 
by the senate to the Bank act. The 
group of members consisting of eight 
Conservatives and two Liberals declin­
ed to accept the amendments without 
protest, and some of them criticized 
the minister of finance for not oppos­
ing the changes made by the upper 
house. Mr. White maintained that they 
were not important enough to quarrel 
about, and he had no desire to delay 
the prorogation of the house.

Stevens (Conservatives), and Buchan­
an, Liberal The division stood eighty - 
three to ten.

NAVAL QUESTION
IN BRITISH PARLIAMENT

London, June 2.—During question 
hour in the House of Commons this

The Daughters of the Empire have done 
good patriotic work such as the generous 
assistance they have given to the fight 
against tuberculosis. For surely promot­
ing the welfare of the people at large is 
the truest patriotism and intelligent war­
fare against moral of physical disease is 
real natural service.

Another remark in Miss Boulton’s ad­
dress that may well taken exception 
to was that none but naturalized Can­
adians should be admitted to Canadian 
clubs, at the same time admitting that 
the work of such patriotic sicietles lay 
chiefly among the immigrants who were 
so rapidly settling in our country. Sure­
ly the fact that people of other nation­
alities are coming to live here, are send­
ing their children to our 'schools, are as­
sisting in developing out country,

that they have a loving and loyal regard 
for the land that gave them birth does 
not meSm that they will not serve with 
faithfulness the country of their adop­
tion. Rather it means that there is sta­
bility to their love of home and country, 
and that it takes time to transplant those 
saored feelings. It is not the part of 
clubs, the object of whose existence is to 
foster patriotism, to open their doors to 
those new comers while still the home­
sickness of the old land is upon them and 
invite them to join in gaining information 
regarding the laws, institutions, resources 
and ideals of Canada. If these patriotic 
clubs can do anything to harmonize that 
heterogenious population, if they can do 
anything toward bringing those new Can­
adians of foreign birth to a more loyal 
and loving obedience to Canadian laws, if 
they can do anything to further a more 
united spirit among the many races and 
classes, then thefr existence will be of 
real value, but snobbishness and exclus­
iveness will only create divisions and 
disturb harmony.

Masters in Calgary Refuse to 
Accede to the Demands of 
Workers and. As a Result All 
Steamfitting Work is Tied Up 
In the City,

INCREASE OF FIVE
CENTS IS SOUGHT FOR

Other Trades Will Follow Suit 
and More Strikes are Likely 
to Follow for Similar In­
crease in Ray; Situation 
Covers All West,

THE plumbers of Calgary went out 
on strike yesterday for an in­
crease in wages. Plumbing op­

erations were at a standstill all day 
and at night there were no signs of 
an approachment between the masters 
and the workmen. The trouble arose 
from the agreement as to wages for 
the coming year, the men .demanding 
65 cents an hour in place of 60 which 
has been th.e rate in force up to date 
and offered by the masters for the 
coming year.

Over 16 men went out yesterday las 
a result of the calling of the strike, a 
meeting being held in the morning at 
the Labor eTmple, and the decision 
reached. The trouble has been of loufc 
standing and teh strike was forecasted 
in The Albertan two weeks ago. The 
movement for higher wages is not 
confined to Calgary nor yet to the 
plumbing trade and this is only the 
first series of strikes which may be 
pulled of- fthroughout the west, all 
trades being unanimous in the de­
mand for better pa>\

The plumbers of Calgary declare 
that they will not give in to the de­
mands of the men and their opinion 
is that the men will soon give in and 
return to work on the old scale. The 
statement is made that many of the 
men are worth the higher rate of pay 
but there are many who are not and 
and there is no reason why all should 
be paid on a higher scale.

The men at the same time are just 
as obdurate and say they will not give 
in tille the better rate asked by them 
is agreed to. If the plumbers succeed 
in their demands the other trades will 
follow suit and it is expected that the 
bricklayers will be the next to go in 
for a better scale of payment.

LIGHTNING CALCULATOR 
CANNOT READ OR WRITE

Paris, June 2.—A doctor at an asy­
lum at Nànton has found among his 
patients a "lightning calculator,” who, 
although he can scarcely read and can­
not write, • solves mental arithmetic 
problems involving large numbers.

Asked “How many seconds arc there 
In 39 years, three .months and twelve 
hours?” he gaveithe correct answer in 
32 secolids. Explaining; how .he calcu­
lated the number of seconds in 30 years, 
he said:

“I know by heart that there are 
31,536,000 seconds in a pear. I mul­
tiply 30,000,000 by 30. That gives me 
900,000,000. Then I multiply 1,500.000 
by 30, and get 45,000,000; 30,000 by 30, 
which gives 900,000; and, 6,000 by 30 
giving 180,000.' I add all these products 
and get 946,080,000'seconds in 30 years."

This answer was given in 14 seconds.
