EFFICACIOUS.

A comparison between the mortality of
France and that of England, according to
the London Times, proves the efficacy
of enlightened sanitary - regulations.
Although the birth rate in France is only
23 in the 1,000 inhabitants aund that of
England 31 in the 1,000, the death rate
of France is 223 per théusand, while
that of England is under 19. This was
not for a month or a year or any period
in which the death rate —might be in-
creased by some unusual eause, bat for
five years, frém the beginuning of 1884 to

It is the next thing to 1m-
possible to convince them that they are
wrong in any single particular, and im-
« provements have to be forced on them
before their adoption can be secured.
They have not yet, as a class, learned
that to train the mind is not to cram the
student’s memory with a lot-of stuff, mis-
called knowledge, which he does not
need and which cannot be of the

ence between the mortality of the two
countries more remarkable- is that there
are fewer children in proportion to the

\popula.tion in France than in England.

As every one knows, the greatest mor-
tality is- infant mortality. For every
seven children born in France there are
nine born in England, but for every
seven deaths that take place in France
only six take place in England.

It is said that savitary law is much
better observed in England than in
France. 1ln some of the French towns
\he miortality is very high indeed, being’
in one as high as 53 in the 1,000, while
the highest death rate in any English
town does not reach 32. In the French
towns where the death rate is so fright-
fully high the drainage is bad and the
water supply contaminated. The con-
pection between the cause and the eflect
is so plain in every case as to be easily
discerned by allbut those who are densely
ignorant and stupid or wilfully blind.
