OPENING ATTACK ON THE N.P.

In moving for a return of claims present­
ed for drawbacks on goods manufactured 
for export, Mr. Patterson, South Brant, 
made the opening attack on the national 
policy in a speech bristling with tables of 
figures. Every argument of the speaker was 
greeted with cries by the ministerial side 
of the house as if they were firmly con­
vinced that nothing on earth could cause 
them to interfere with the national policy 
as established. Mr. Patterson’s speech was 
strongly in favor of returning to a revenue 
tariff. The industries of this country should 
stand on their own merits. A revenue 
tariff affords them all the advantages they 
have a right to ask for. (Hear, hear.)

exports of Canadian products 
manufactures during the past fiscal year 
had decreased and not increased as stated 
by the minister of cue toms in the trade and 
navigation returns, where it was stated that

in manufacturing is dying out surely and 
rapidly. In 1879 and previous years under the 
old tariff we had moet encouraging export 
trade by reason of the liberal measures then 
taken to encourage manufactures by having 
Canada represented at the various world's 
gatherings at Philadelphia, Paris, and other 
places. (Derisjve cheers and hear hear). 
Under the national policy the exports of 
Canadian manufactures were falling off and 
the speaker quoted figures to show that 
there was a very large decrease in the ex­
port of varions articles of manufacture such as 
sewing machines, agricultural implements, 
confectionery and a great host of othet 
articles. The policy of the late government 
in regard to trade, was characterized as 
wise and prudent While he admitted 

»that the country at large and manufacturers 
were in a healthy condition, he said this 
was not owing to the tariff, but it existed 
in spite of the tariff. ( Hear, hear. ) 
Heaven’s rain,heaven’s light are beyond the 
government’s power. (Derisive cheers.) 
Figures were again quoted to show that 
in 1881 $20,577,333 more of gold was 
brought into Canada through exports of 
products of forest, animals and their pro­
ducts, and agricultural products than had 
been brought in by the same articles in 
1879. Thé increase of exports of those 
same articles for 1886 and 1881 was more 
than $30,000,000 ovtr that oi 1878. (Hear, 
hear). The only way to have our goods 
sold in the markets of foreigners wai by 
making goods at home as cheap as possible.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE TELEGRAPHS.
Mr. M. H. Gault, M. P., will at an 

early day interrogate the Dominion gov­
ernment if they have considered the pro­
priety of assuming control of the telegraph 
system of Canada and of making it a part 

. of the postal service as in England. It is 
^"Xoot likely that the postmaster-general will 

be able to say that the subject has been 
seriously considered by the government. 
But the fact will remain that the feeling is 
growing among the people that the tele­
graph system is the complement of the 
postal service and ought to be under the 
control of the government There was 
considerable opposition in England when 
the government took over the telegraphs, 
bnt now the people are perfectly satisfied 
that the change has been a great improve­
ment Even greater opposition might be 
expected here on account of the public posi­
tions of the men connected with telegraphy ; 
bnt should the people demand it, the gov. 
eminent would have no course left but to 
acquire the property and secure to them­
selves the right of operating within the 
Dominion. With government management 
the public would have a service conduct 
upon fixed principles, and not a service 
that may be bent and twisted to the pre­
judice of individuals at the whim of 
officials Across the lines the integrity 
of the western union company has often 
been impeached, whether upon just grounds 
or not it is impossible to say ; but it can 
easily be understood that a telegraph sys­
tem owned by speculators is a standing 
danger to the pnblic. What has often been 
said of the western union may ere long be 
said of the corporation which by clever 
speculation for the time being destroyed 
competition in Canada: Though the
assumption of trading powers by govern­
ment is as a principle to be deprecated, 
the telegraph service is an exception which 
but gives greater emphasis ,to the prin­
ciple. The purchase of the telegraphs by 
the government is a subject that will bear 
discussion, though it may be somewfoit 
premature to urge it upon the attention of 
the government.

THE LORDS AND THE LAND ACT.
With the exception of a few Canadian 

tories there is no one who will say that 
Gladstone is not one of the warmest friends 
of freedom of discussion that has sat in the 
British house of commons; so it may safely 
be concluded that when he proposes drastic 
measures for dealing with the factions op­
position proceeding from the landlord and 
land league elements in the British parlia­
ment, sheer necessity and not any im­
patience of criticism impels him. The land 
act of last session was a measure so revolt 
tionary in its provisions that no British 
statesman save Gladstone would have had 
the moral courige to propose it, and it is no* 
to be expected that he will - sit quietly 
down now and permit the landlord 
element of the house of lords to 
emasculate his legislation by appointing a 
committee to enquire into the operation of 
the act which thus far lias not had a fair 
opportunity of being tested. The govern­
ment has not yet been completely success­
ful in breaking down the No Kent move­
ment, and until that has been done the 
land act cannot be said to have had a.fair 
trial Any attempt at this early day to 
pronounce upon the working of thé land 
act must be, as Gladstone asks tte com- | 
nions to affirm, injurious to the good govern­
ment ot Ireland. That the lords seek to 
prejudge the act shews plainly that they 
dread land reform in England and are fear­
ful for the exceptional privileges which they 
have long enjoyed, but are not destined 
much longer to exercise to the prejudice 
of those who are awakening to a knowledge 
that-there is no divinity doth hedge about 
any one class of a community ; but who 
now feel what they have long uttered, par­
rot-like, that equal rights are the birth­
right of every British subject.

MARKET FEES.
An influential deputation from the cities 

of Toronto, Guelph, Kingston, Brantford, 
St. Catharines and Ottawa, and the towns 
of Galt, Owen Sound, Chatham and Pres­
cott, waited on the attorney-general and 
Hon. Mr. Wood yesterday to protest against 
the carrying of a proposed bill for the abol­
ition of market fees. The contentions 
they chiefly urged were, first that they ha/1 
spent large sums of money in providing 
market squares and buildings, and that it 
would not lie fair to w ipe out the revenue 
which they derived from market fees, which 
went to pay the interest on the money invest­
ed in tile buildings and squares. They con­
tended secondly that if the lees wei.- 
aln/lished the market system would 
die out ant this they thought 
would not be desirable as they claimed that 
the markets secured to the buyers honest 
measurement esiiccially in tile matter ol
