by arriatocratic agents. I had the personal 
opportunity of noticing the beneficial effects 
ol immigrants having their Sunday evenings 
to cun over their letters, through not being 
a work day their mind being at reat and 
better able to write a good letter home than 
in huiryaknriy week days.

I do not kuow how far this little boon 
might judiciously be initiated in Canada, 
or whether a change like that would be gen­
erally acceptable here, judging from the 
somewhat cramped and peculiar stringent 
nature of our present legislative enact­
ments.
