SHOOTING AT SANDWICH.

JAILER KILLED BY AN ES-
CAPING PRISONER.

A Turnkey Fatally Wounded—Two Pris«
omers Make Their Eseape —One of
Them Recaptured.

Wixpsor, March 16. — This morning
about 8 o’clock the two prisoners,confined in
the Sandwich jail for robbing the Harwich
postoffice a short time ago, shot and killed
Jailer Leech and probably fatally wounded
Turnkey Davis and made their escape.
They proceeded east from the jail until they
reaclied the catholic church between Wind-
sor and Sandwich,where they appropriated
a horse and buggy belonging to a man who
was attending early mass.

Kennedy, one of the Harrow burglars
who took part in the jail delivery at Sand-
wich, was captured on board the Walker-
ville ferry boat just about to cross to De-
troit. He had procured a suit supposed to
be an old suit belonging to a rai man
or some of the men employed in the cattle
sheds of Messrs. Walker & Son. O’Cal-
taghan, the man who shot Jailer Leech
is still at large, supposed to be in
or around the outskirts of Windsor
or Walkerville. The country is being
scoured by the whole Windsor police force
and citizens of Sandwich, indsor and
Walkerville, assisted by a large number of
farmers.

It is claimed by Kennedy that Jailer
Leech shot O’Callaghan, and that when
Kennedy and O’Callaghan parted between
Windsor and Walkerville, O’Callaglian was
so weak from loss of blood that he could go
no further, and that he crawled over a board
fence into a yard, and that he was
probably dead, but altheugh a thorough
search has been made no trace has been
found of himx up to 5 s.m.

The manner of the delivery was as fol-
The jailer and turnkey were stand-
ing at the corridor door while one of the
prisoners was sweeping out the cells, when
O’Callaghan rushed at the door and pushed
it open so suddenly and with such force as
to knock the jailer and turnkey down, and
then eame out into the coridor and was
shot by Jailer Leech. He then turned
and - fired two shots at the jailer
killing him instantly. He then got the
keys and passed them into the other cor-
ridor to Kennedy who unlocked the door
and came out into the corridor and knocked
the turnkey down and pounded him witha
bottle which was standing on the stove.
The two then walked out into the passage
way leading to the street, one carrying the
revolver the other the bottle. The matron
gave the alarm and parties saw them
going away but could not capture them.
The deputy-turnkey followed them up to
Windsor where he went to the police sta-
tion to get help.

There is. very little doubt but that the
jail delivery was all planned in advance.
A round hole was cut in one of the panes
in a window of the outside wall directly in
front of O’Callaghan’s cell sometime last
night and a revolver placed therein, which
he took and secreted as soon as he was let
out of the cell into the corridor this morn-
ing. It issupposed that some person must
have climbed over the wall surrounding
the jail yard during the night and cut the
hole with a diamond and placed the revol-
ver there.

OrtawA, March 15.—The committee ap-
pointed to inquire into the working of the
geological survey of Canada held another
meeting this forenoon, when Dr. George
Dawson, of the survey staff, who has l_)qeu
operating in the Northwest and British
Columbia, was examined. The chairman
(Mr. Hall, of Sherbrook,) seemed inclined
to the opinion that the geological survey,
as at present conducted, was of little or
no practical utility, and that a complete
change was nedessary. Dr. Dawson en-
deavored to show numerous instances in
which private enterprise and exploration
had been aided by the labors of the sur-
veyors, and that large amounts that
might have been wasted in useless explor-
ations had been saved by obtaining ex-
aminations by professional geologists.

No Immediate Danger at Khartoum—The
Highland Hero of the Recent Battie—
Latest News.,

Loxpoxn, March 15.—In the house of
commons to-day the war secretary an-
nounced that telegraphic communication
with Khartoum had been broken and a
steamer passing down the Nile had been
subjected to a continuous fusilade for three
days. He believed the tribes in that re-
gion had risen. A battalion of British
troops had been despatched to Assouan.
Messrs. Bartlett and Labouchere attacked
the government. ;

The under foreign secretary denied that
Gen. Gordon was in extremities. He
asserted that the withdrawal of the garri-
| son from Kassala will be perfectly easy as
soon as the differences are settled, as the
king of Abyssinia was friendly. It was
necessary that a civilized power should

control the Red sea ports to insure the
suppression of the slave trade and maintain
communication with India. Instructions
had been sent to Gen. Graham not to pro-
ceed to Berber.

Mr. Labouchere offered a motion that
the loss of the British and Arabs in the
Soudan was unnecessary. It was rejected
by a vote of 111 to 94. Michael Hicks-
Beach, conservative, stated that he over-
heard Sir Wm. Harcourt, the home secre-"
tary, say, after the vote had been taken,
‘‘So this dirty trick did not succeed.” Mr.
Harcourt expressed regret at having made
use of the words complained of, and said he
had no intention of giving pain to any one.

It is rumored that the government de-
siring to test the opinion of the country
in regard to the Egyptian policy and fear-
ing that the obstruction in the present par-
liament will thwart the franchise bill, has
decided to dissolve liament and in-
formed the Queen of ti‘ii: decision through
Mr. Chamberlain who dined at Windsor
castle last evening.

Svakim, March 15.—A panic occurred
last night among the Egyptians under
Baker Pasha, who is still in camp at
Sariba. They got a notion that the rebels
were approaching, and took to their heels.
Two men who were mistaken for rebels
were killed.

Adam Frazer, the largest man of the
Black Watch regiment, killed twelve
men with his bayonet in the recent battle.
Drummond of the same regiment, bay-
onetted Osman Digma’s nephew.

SvAkIiM, March 16.—At a meeting here
to-day between Admiral Hewett, General
Graham and the chief inhabitants of the
city it was decided to issue a proclamation
offering a reward of £1000 for the capture
of Osman Digma. A general opinion was
expressed that the friendly tribes would
co-operate with the British troops in open-
ing the road to Berber and releasing the
garrison.

LoxpoN, March 16.—Advices from Ber-

ber make no mention of any uprising of
Arabs in -that region. Despatches from
Cairo, however, state the government is
suppressing bad news from Khartoum. - A
number of Arab rebels have reappeared at
Tamanieb. They attack all stragglers that
approach them. There are no signs that
the defeat of Osman Digma crushed the
spirit of the rebel tribes. The Hadden-
dowas, who saffered the greatest loss of
life, still adhere to Osman.
. Many partisans of El Mahdi have been
arrested in Hedjaz, Arabia. A leading
sheikh between Shendy and Khartoum has
declared in favor of El Mahdi.

Gordon telegraphs there is no immediate
danger at Khartoum. It is reported
Zobehr Pasha has been appointed governor
of the Soudan.

A Mother's Horrible Confession.
Dayrox, O., March 16.—On Jan. 11,
1867, Christina Kett, a pretty girl aged 18,
was murdered here in her home. No clue
was ever discovered to the murderers until
yesterday,when her brother told the death-
bed confession of his own mother, made
three weeks ago. The murdered girl re-
turned home an hour late from a visit to a
lady friend. The mother in a fif of passion
struck her with an axe handle, crushing
the skull. Appalled at the crime, she
smeared the dead girl’s face with gunpow-
ner, and deported herself in such a manner
as to entirely elude detection. Mental tor-
tare drove her from the scene of the crime,
and she roamed through western cities,
finally returning here several years ago.
She was 64 years old when she died.

Taxation Should Only be Used for ﬁe
Purpese of Raising a Revenue. &
New York, March 15.—At the sixth
annual dinner of the Free trade eclub here

this evening a large number of prominent
gentlemen were present. Everett ° P.
Wheeler presided. When Speaker Car-
lisle was announced he was loudly ap-
plauded, and when he arose every man in
the room stood up and cheered again and
again. He spoke to the toast of Our Fed-
eral Union. He described the formation
of the Union and alluded to the free trade
established between the states, claiming
that the wonderful transportation of the.
country should be attributed more largely
to that provision than to any other one in-
fluence. He contrasted the situation with
what it would have been if the policy of
restriction and protection prevailed amon
the states the same as between the Unite
States and foreign nations. :
He said the power delegated to congress
to collect duties and pay for the general
welfare. was simply the power to raise
revenue for public purposes. It is a
monstrous abuse, he said, to use it not for
the parpose of raising revenue but for the
purpose of prohibiting commerce, and it is
‘a still greater abuse to employ it for

i

private instead of publicp . When
the primary or offe object of that taxation
is fostering private interest, it is not in the
ultimate used for power of taxation but is
simply spoliation,

It has always been my opinion, said Mr.
Carlisle, that it was the duty of congress
to proceed carefully on this subject having
a due regard to every step. In other
words I am in favor of a reformation, not
a revolution. The process of reformation
must go on until the power of taxation is
used only for proper purposes. Taxation
only for the purpose of raising revenue for
public use should be an established law.
I will.aid any body of men in bringing
about this grand result. !

Death of Miss Emie Weathersby.
NeEw York, March 15.—Miss. Emie
Weathersby died to-day of pleuro
pneumonia. On Saturday night of last
week, she was playing at the Fourteenth
street theatre, and would have played also
on Monday, when Nat Goodwin was taken
sick and failed to appear. She was the
handsomest and the youngest of a theatrical
family now well-known in America, the
senior and the more celebrated of whom is
Eliza Weathersby, who is Mrs. Nat Good-
win.

& The Grand Trunk Bill

The object of the Grand Trunk bill now

before parliament is to enable the company
to borrow money for the purpose of double-
tracking the road from Toronto to Mon-
treal. As we have before contended, it is
for the country’s good that this should be
done, and it might be regarded as a public
calamity were the effort to fail. The
dominion government does not by any
means oppose the true and proper purpose
of the bill, but has merely insisted on hav-
ing time for consideration. And from
the amendment adopted by the rail-
way committee on Friday last, it is
evident that the time asked for has been
well used. One important point is settled:
the minister of justice announces that the
amalgamation of the Great Western with
the Grand Trunk is legal and valid. That,
we fancy, will relieve the anxiety of pro-
prietors in London, who, according to the
Globe’s correspondent there, had begun to
fear that the arrangement might be upset
after all. Power is given to the dominion
government to secure that the money raised
shall be applied first of all to the purpose
named, the double-tracking of the road.
The position of the government’s old claim
against the company is freshly defined,
and, in order to give every facility for
raising the money required, that claim is
to rank after the new bonds. Here the
government certainly deals-liberally with
the eompany, while, at the same time,
taking precaution necessary to the public
interest.

By the way in which this bill has been
handled certain important public advan-
tages have been gained. The great prin-
ciple of government control over railways
receives a fresh confirmation, and that ina
very emphatic and practical manner, too.
People have of late years been falling into
a gooci deal of uncertainty and confusion of
thought with regard to what the govern-
ment’s rights of control really are. The
truth is that these rights of control-are
much larger and of much longer reach
than has generally been supposed. The
old railway act confers upon the govern-
ment various powers of great importance,
which have been allowed to lie dormant
until the public have almost forgotten
their existence. The reminder we get
now that these powers of control ‘still
live,” and may be put in force at any time,
serves a good purpose. More than once
have the companies got broad hints from
high quarters that, in railway and tele-
graph business, the government has both
the power and the .will to protect the
rights of the commonwealth—that is, of
the people. Nor can it be shown
that the Pacific railway has been
favored above other roads in the
range of its exemption from public control.
The solid truth of the matter is that this
road is, by both the letter and the spirit
of the law, more amenable to public control
than any other road owned by a company.
The company is chartered, and a large
extent of land and portions of the road
built by the government handed over to it,
for a certain well-defined and well-under-
stood public purpose. That purpose is—
the opening up of the great northwest,
and the establishment of first-class com-
munitation through to the eastern sea-

_ board. The Canadian Pacific railway
shareholders can never be the owners
of that road, in the same sense as
that in which the English proprietors
are owners of the Grand Trunk. Through
the whole charter Yuns what the lawyers
call the “valuable " consideration” — the
great public object for which the road was
handed over. In the light of this valnable
consideration—of the great public object
in view—every clause of the company’s
charter must be interpreted. Meantime it
is satisfactory, and it gives us better hopes
for the future, to see the dominion govern-
ment making fresh and conspicuous asser-
tion of public rights of control over rail-
way companies.

The Bank Clerk’s Seocial Success.

The bank officer is a prominent character
in Canadian society. In spite of the sneers
of the envious, he remains the . friend and
frequent guest of our most respected fam-
ilies. Let us question the causes of this
social preferment, and endeavor to discover
on what this popularity depends.

Shall we agree with contemptuous critics
and declare the foundation of this social
elevation to be systematic and dishonest
self assertion ? We think not, the subject
under discussion being quite as unassuming
as his neighbors. Has his uniform any-
thing to do with it ? We conclude that an
aspirant would fish in vain for society
favors if his only bait was a bob-tailed
coat, fashionably tinted gloves and a
chubby stick. Is he conspicuous as the
possessor of a well stored mind, a plethoric
purse and aristocratic  connections ?
Evidence bearing on these points would

simply show that the clerks in banks
are mevely on a par, in these respects, with
their less distinguished brethren in other
commercial offices. In fact, the propor

tion of men in banks who have learning or
wealth is painfully small. ~ Pray~what
strange purpose would lead men, who en-
joy such advantages, into banks as book-
keepers on salaries varying from forty to
one hundred dollars’ per month? As for
their aristocratic tendencies, we are per-
suaded that the ordinary bank clerk’s
political sentiments are of a most pro

nounced republican type. The nature of
his business and his frequent change of
residence seem to influence the formation
of liberal views and -opinions which the
corroding rust of fashionable conventional-
ism is unable to subvert.

It appears to us that bank clerks are
favorites in society because of the tradi-
tional respectability which overshadows
everything = connected with a  bank.
Even in this year of grace the impression
is current in hundreds of towns that the
bank manager is the most respectable and
trustworthy of all local men. People im-
mediately associate a high degree of re-
spectability with the holder of a bank
office. On being introduced to himy in-
quiries respecting his social status are sup-
pressed, when it is mentioned that he is in
the service of a bank. Again, his popu-
larity in society is relative. to his observ-
ance of social etiquette. The most popu-
lar would soon descend to the level of
himple respectability, if he were carelessly
to ignore those little social moralities, the
observance of which alone make existence
in the world of pleasure possible. Re-
gardless of time, of convenience, of expense
the bank clerk carefully adheres to good
form, and his success, in no little measure,
may be attributed to this.

Still They Come.

The cry is, still they come. Do what
we may here to stop it, some people in the
old country are crowding into Canada me-
chanics and laborers who are not wanted.
No small number of clerks and others in
quest of “‘genteel employment” are coming
in besides, it being supposed, apparently,
that Canada offers more ‘“‘situations” than
people could be got to fill. M. Pell says
that among recent arrivals in Toromto
scarcely one farm laboreris to be found,
most of them being ordinary laborers, me-
chanics and clerks, sent out on dominion
“‘assisted passages.”

It is surely high time for the authorities
at Ottawa to interfere. The city members
should promptly go together to interview
Sir John and other ministers on the sub-
ject; and if & dozen more members “repre-
senting cities could be got to accompany
them so much the better. Evidently there
is something wrong in England, in con-
nection with the “assisted” passage busi-
ness. The dominion government should at
once cut loose from the parties who are
running this emigration business, whoever
they may be.

The steamship companies appear to be
the chief sinners; it is really their agents
who do the most of the drumming up in

who are either paupers or only a trifle bet-
ter are cast upon Canadian cities for sup-
port. Still, however, the dominion gov-
ernment is responsible in every case of as-
sisted passage. One special reason there
is, why the steamship companies are at
this time more than usually active in
drumming up emigrants. The output of
oceau steamers from the great ship build-
ing yards has during the past year or two
been in excess of the actual demand, and
there is much slackness now on the Clyde
in consequence. Some of the companies
have more vessels than they can find busi-
ness for; hence one reason for the present
rush into the assisted passage trade. They
think that they “‘must live,” and just now
they are living to some extent at Canada’s
expense. 1f our city members wish to do
their duty, and to keep the good opinion of
their constituents, they should take action
in this matter without delay.

Sir Charles Tupper's Position.

The very fact that the dominion govern-
ment has seen it necessary to bring in a
bill of indemnity with express reference to
the minister of railways, amounts to an
admission that his position was at least
open to doubt. And a further fact in con-
firmation is that the minister has all session
refrained from voting. This much may
fairly be said on the opposition side of the
question at issue.

But the argument that in this particular
case the independence of parliament has
actually been endangered, does not strike
us as a particularly strong one. A literal
infringement of parliamentary law or usage
there may have been, but no real, substan-
tial invasion of parliament’s independence,
Supposing it to be shofn that by the act of
1878 a hard and fast rule against employ-
ing members of the government on special
missions was created, we should still hold
it to be for the public interest to amend
such hard and fast rule, in order to allow
of ministers representing the
on occasions of bona fide necessity.

country
Ex-
igencies may at any time arise which
would render it most important that this
! or the other minister should visit the
mother country for special purposes, in
connection with which he would naturally
be the best man at our disposal. To lay
down a cast iron rule which would forbid
this, under any circumstances, may appear
highly virtuous in a parliamentary sense;
but it might on occasions prove a most un-
wise rule in practice, and positively detri-
mental to the country’s interest. We
would not like to see Sir John’s govern-
ment, or Mr. Blake’s for that matter,should
he ever come into power at Ottawa, ham-
pered by any such cast-iron rule.

To give hiin an insight into
the feelings of a Canadian I will illustrate:
Suppose an enterprising Indian emi-
grated to Vienna, the capital of said
alderman’s, own his native land and
there by strict attention to business and
an epidemic which caused a heavy death
rate thus making business in his_particular
line rushing, he rapidly acquired a fortune
and a municipal ofice. No doubt to per
petuate the memory of his loved America
he would impose the names and thus the
fragrant memories of home in all their wild
though sweet Iuxurance upon the streets of
his adopted country, and in a short time
he would have flourishing in a foreign
country, but with native vigor, the follow-
ing pathetic yet vigorous and expressive
reminescenses of home. On a prominent
street we would see:—Bloody-thunder-
cloud-in-the afternoon street, Baldheaded-
eagle-sitting-on-a-cliff - with-his-tail - hang-
ing-over avenue.

let us have the streets asthey are named,
and by-and-bye people will begin to know
where such and snch streets are. But if
we must be messing on with them let them
all be changed simultaneously on the New
York plan and have done with it.

AN UNKNOWN SUICIDE,
What a Domestic Fouud in a Carriage
House Yesterday Morning.
Karly yesterday morning a-domestic in

He was well and comfortably dressed
in a blue pilot jacket, with dark buttons,
dark vest and pantaloons, top boots and
overshoes, two grey woollen shirts and a
pair of pink colored woollen drawers. He
wore a sealskin cap which was besmeared
with blood. The hair on the head is of a
brown color and very thin, but the beard
is very thick (reddish brown) and long. In
the pockets were a gold chain and Ameri-
can lever watch, but not a single scrap of
paper which would lead to_identification.

. TRADE TOPICS.

Money is easier than it has been for several
years, and thg conclusion arrived at is that
busipess must be in" a quiet—ahnost stagnant
eondition.

1t is very cheap, some loans; being reported
at even a less rate than'd per cent., but the
collateral in such eases. it is obvious, must be
of undoubted character.

It is hardly necessary to add that the se-
curities on which such low rates are obtained,

are by ro means plentiful, andj the amount of
money lying idle is therefore large.

The fact is that moncy lenders are more
cautious than they have been for several
years, the condition of the export trade being
anything but satisfactory. :

We have shipped no wheat tlis season, and
considerir Capada is an agricultural
country, this is a serious statement'to publish
as a faat, and worthy the attention of every
business man in the Dominion.

Qur lumber trade is in a very unsatisfactory
condition. There is no market for the article
—one of the staples of the country—and ship-
pers are anxiously looking for the lifting of
the American duty. Free trade in this im-
portant item would be of incalculable benefit.

A fairly satisfac - trade in butter and
cheese has been d ially in the latter.

The shipmentof live cattle was greater from
sthis province last year than everin its history,
and we are glad to say that a very auspicious
o‘pcning of (his trade this season is awaited.
This trade aggregates more than $4,000,000 a
year to the farmers of Ontario.

Good crops the coming season would stimu-
late all branches of business, and low rates of
money would create enterprises that would
give us a new cra of {m‘usporil.\n Unless the
crops should be abundant, our hopes will be
dashed. We have to wait patiently until the
next harvest, and all predictions not based on
that are worthless,

The high rates of sterling exchange are ow-
ing to the comparatively small exports, and
large shipments of gold from the continent
the past two weeks proves that the balance of
trade is against us.. The Bank of Montreal a
few days ago absorbed a round amount of
sterling offered by our governiment in connec-
tipn with the Canadian Paecific railway loan,
which has tended to ease rates temporarily,
and the anticipated large shipments of cattle
from here in May will also help to case the
market.

STOCK GOSSIP.

The condition of the stock market is abnor-
mal, as'far--as bank shares are concerned.
This is no new feature,;as it has been in that
state forsome time past.

The volume of transactions this week has
been -exgeedingly limited. Prices fluctuated
with thuse of the Montreal market. There is
no investment demand, and the late advance
is due to the covering of short contracts. The
shorts p[‘()i);}ll‘_\‘ ot scared, thinking that the
new Canadian Pacific loan would stimulate
the trade of the country.

Some stocks were made scarce from the fear
of lending them,and as large quantities had
been previously over-sold, deliveries were
hard tomake, and Hence their firmness. If
the market was in a normal conditlon, prices
would probably deeline in keeping with the
genceral condition ¢f trade.

Banks have made”large profits in the past
few years, but it is reasonable to expecta
smaller percentage this year, for the simple
reason that nearly every branch of trade has
been eurtailed. These Securitics are selling
for all they are worth as investments, and the
demand from that quarter being so restricted
it is not possible that they will advance much.

There was another big reduction this week
in the ‘reserve fund of.-the New York associ-
ated ‘banks, It fell off” $6,165,000, and the
fund. witich a few, wecks ago was about

000,000 above legal requiremients, is now
$6,655,000 above the legal limit.

The mestactive stock on the local miscel-
laneous 1isf this week was Western Assurance,
which™s up to 18, the highest price for
some fime.

A Tale of Two Poets.
From London Truth.

T. Buchanan Read, the dead poet, a
native of Chester county, Pennsylvania,
was in London in the summer of 1861, and
was invited to meet Tennyson at the house
of a common friend. He went with eager-
ness and enthusiasm to see the illustrous
singer, who figured in his mind the strik-
ing, handsome, noble-looking creature
whose portrait, taken in his younger days,
is so familiar. An introduction zevealed a
very dissimilar person, a thin-faced, fussy
man, with scant hair, blue glasses, and
round shoulders—the reverse of his ideal.

Immediately the Briton broke out with :
T wish to say, Mr. Read, that I have in
the past had a liking for your country ;
but, as it is now plainly going to the dogs,
1 feel bound to tell you that you must not
look for sympathy or aid from us English-
men.” 5

Very properly nettled at such unpardon-
able rudeness, Read replied with heat :
Do not disturb yourself, Mr. Tennyson,
abofit our country. We don't care a ——
for you or your aid and sympathy. -It is
not worth having under any circumstances.
We propose to fight this thing out our-
selves, regardless of Europe.  John Rall
and his noble family can go to —— for all
us. We Americans are not going that way
just at present.”

This insolent response, as Read himself
said, instead of offending the elder Xoet,
seemed to have a mollifying effect. ‘‘After
that,” to use his own words, ‘“Tennyson
treated me quite decently, and spoke very
kindly of America and Americans. If I
had . allowed his effrontery to pass in
silence he would have had no respect for
me. The only way to get on with English-
men who bully you is to bully them in
turn.”
