found in the Township of Townsend, as given
to him by Mr. Richard McMichael, one of the
early pioneers : )

Abous sixty-two years ago Mr. McMichael
was en with others in clearing the
timber from some land in Townsend, Norfolk
county, when their attention was called to
some particular depressions, and, after the
timber was removed, investigation revealed
the fact that these pits or holes all contained
charred or parched corn. The corn was in
a good state of preservation, except for a few
inches mear the surface where it came in
contact with the earth; it was brighs and
glistening, showing little signs: of decay.
There were eighteen ot these ‘‘caches,” they
were uniform in size and round in shape and
measured five feet across. The corn was
found 'from three to four feet below the
surface, and, although the corn was thrown
out to a depth of four or five feet, the earth
was not reached below. We are not left to
wnjectureutohowthiseomcsmw be de-
posited here, for we know that this was the
Indian method of preserving their surplus corn
supply. Early writers tell us that the coun-
try between Lake Huron and Lakes Erie and

have been found in any place inhabited by
Indians. Then there was no indication that
this had been stored up preparatorily asa
food supply incase of war, as there was
nothing in the surroundings that would suggest
this,nor was there anything like a stockade, or
a village, or general eamping ground, for in
almost every instance, where their. villages or
camps once stood, the first settler could find
traces of them, but in this instance
there were onl! some ashes, and on
an adjoining arm can  still be seen
a large stone that was used, no doubs,
for grinding corn. I bave said that these
pits were. found in the- forest ; there was no
difference in the size of the timber in .or
about them, in fact, ons of the largest pine
trees growing near was partly over one of these
depressions, and the usual way of computing
the age of a tree by its rings or circles, that
some coutend mark —each year’s ‘growth,
would indicate thas this tree was near a thou
sand years old, but, as I donot think that this
method is trustwortny, say that the pine tree
was four or five bundred years old, and then
we can scarcely realize she fact that the corn
in these pits should have shown so little mgns
of decay, bub there can be no. doubt. about it
beingjust as Mr. McMichael stated, as noone
who knows him would question his veracity.
