EiEOTBIO_ITY ANDLEATHER.

A New Process for Facilitating the Tanner's
Work.

An electrical invention has been made and
applied by L. A. Groth-of London, which,
if the reports regarding .1t be true, bids fair
to change the entire process of tanming. It is
said that hitherto it has not been found pos-
sible to hasten the mmjng of hides by any
scientific impruvement, and the practice re-

discovered. Ordinarily, the green hides are
steeped successively i pits contaning tan-
uing liquor of varying quality, weak at first,
but qradually iucreasing in strength, this
steeping process occupying on the wrxole fromw
three to four months, and requlring quite a
number of pits. Mr. Groth’s invention,
which has been in use for nearly a year in one
of the Euglish tanneries, consists ¢f a circular
tank, within which 18 a framework of wood,
on which the hidgs to be tanned are stretched.
The tank 18 filled with tan liquor, which is
kept warm, and the frame on which the hides
are hung is made to revolve at a moderate
speed to k'ep up the necessary agitation. A
current of electricity is conducted %o the tank,
the two poles trom the dynamo enteriag it
from opposite sides by means of internal con-
ductors. The currentis passed through th:
tanning liquor, and, acting upon the hides,
the process of tanningis greatly quickened—
thas is, instead of three or four wmonths, 1t
requires  but two weeks to thoroughly tan
these hides, The saving in time effected by
the new process issaid to” be due to  the
prompt unwn which takes place between tiie
tannin  of the bark and the gelatine of Lhe
liide through the interveation of electricity.
If the foregoing statements are found to be in
all respects correct, the business of tanhing
bids fair to be vevolutionized.

The greater part 'rd 4 is wiped out so
far as regdtrds the i tant shoe manufactur-
ing blogks and promu.ent places of business.

The fire started in Mower’s wooden build-
ing in | Almont-street, over the boiler, and
spread with such rapidity that the excellent
fire department of the, city was powerless to
cope with it. This large wooden building was
soon dopmed and the flames leaped across a
narrowipassage way and communicated with
the six-ftory brick block kmownas Mower’s
block. | When these two buildings got well
under way it was evident a terrible conflagra-
tion would result. Almost simultaneously
the four-story wooden shoe factory of Bennett
& Barnard on Central-avenue and their four-
story bdiMing on Almont-street caught flre
and soan a hurricane of flame was in progress.
For eight hours the flames had full sway;
the v t efforts of the firemen and citizens
seemingly being of no avail.

The burned territory is bounded by the fol-
lowing| streets : Almont, Central-avenue at
its junetion with Willow, Union-street from
its junetion with [Broad to the Boyden block
on both sides, Mt. Vernon-street.entire, Cen-
tral-square entire, Beach-street on both sides
as far down as Lee’s lumberyard, Washing-
ton-street from Monroe through to Union,
Railroad-avenue, all of Exchange-street,
Broad-street from the engine house on both
sides as faras the corner of Exchauge, Spring-
street |entire, besides. numerous. dwelling
housesjn Siffolk, Amity Sagamore and Beach-
streets,

Aid arrived from Boston, Salem, Marble-
head and surrounding towns, but the united
effortsof the firemen seemed to have little
effect on the raging flames. Scenes of the
great Boston and Chicago fires weie repeated
in all their horrors. Mothers were seen flee-
ing with babies in their arms and express
wagons loading at business. and dwelling
houses and transferring goods ‘to places of
safety, in many cases a second removal being
necessary, Afterthe fire been in progress
two hours everybody declared it would not
stoo until it reached the ocean. So it proved

Four daily newspapers are burned out, The
Item, Bee, Press, and News, three being after-
noon and one a morning paper. Three national
banks, the Central, Security and First Na-
tional, with the Lynn Institute for Savings
located in the First National block, are all
wiped lout, Twelve of the finest shoe blocks
in the city are in ruins and about 25 stores.
At this writing'it is impossible to state how
many dwelling houses are burmed but they
were mostly occupied by poor people in the
vicinity of Beach street and the wharves.

It is impossible to give any estimated in-
surance but conservative definite- place the
lods on property at $10,000,000. There ‘were
many narrow escapes from accidents but o
fatalities are reported.
