Pacaud's Price was Higher.

Mr. J. J. MacDonald, the Ottawa con-
tractor, was examined. Witness said that
he laid aside $50,000, which he thought
was destined for Mr. Pacaud. Witness
reckoned he might want Mr. Pacaud’s aid
in settling his claims, etc. He calculated
in having a friend in court, meaning, no
doubt, Pacaud. Witness was anxious to
secure influence in the Government. Wit-
ness once met Mr. Riopel in the Russell
House, Ottawa. Riopel declined having
anything to do with witness, because he was
not open for a certain percentage he requir-
ed out of the contract.

To Mr. Hall: Witness said that
when he told Mr. Pacaud that he
would give him $50,000, Mr. Pacaud
told him it would not be enough. Witness
saw Mr. Mercier three times, once in New
York and twice in the Parliament. He
made an appointment with Pacaud' for an
interview with Mercier. Pacaud went in
the room with witness. He did not re-
member whether Pacaud was present dur-
ing his eonversation with Mr. Mercier. Mr.
Irvine told him, witness, that under the
orders-in-council he could do almost any-
thing. This was in reference to the bill
that was in the House authorizing
the subsidies.

Witness never saw Mr. Pacaud in con-
mection with the Baiedes Chaleurs moneys,
but Mr. Thom may have seen him.

To Mr. Beique witness said that
Mr. Mercier had no reason to
believe that he (witness) was in New
York when the Premier went there. The
second time he met Mr. Mercier was in the
Speaker’s room in the Parliament buildings.
Mr. Pacaud was there. He could not say
if the amount of subsidy was arranged then.
This was before the railway resolutions
were passed. He (witness) had another in-
terview in Mr. Mercier’s private office. It
was a short interview and there was nothing
decided then. Witness was not satisfied
with the land subsidy stated, which was
10,000 acres per mile. Mr. Mercier would
not alter anything of the original contract,
but Mr. Pacaud told witness that it would
be all right.

To Mr. Hall witness says that Mr. Thom
showed him the order-in-council and told
him, witness, that the company had paid
Armstrong $100,000 on his own claim, but
he (Thom) believed it all went in boodle.

Mr. Beigue objected to this kind of
proceeding.

Mr, Irvine claimed such evidence was
useless.

Pacaud Looked Anxious,

Mr. Pacaud was next sworn and took his
seat firmly on the stand. He looked some-
what anxions. Pacaud offered to put béfore
their honors all papers, check, bank book,
check stubs, etc., so as to be' studied by
them before he was questioned. Hons.
Baby and Davidson objected. to this and
Pacaud’s examination was proceeded
with. He said that Mr. Eaton Arm-
strong offered to form a syndicate to
build the new railroad and said that there
was money to be made in it. Witness
said he would ¢ry.. Witness tried to secure
an interview with Mr. Mercier but could
not. Mr. Armstrong telegraphed to Pacand
to come up to Montreal in order that Mr.

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BOBBING THE PRAISHING

PECULATION ATDS ITS ROREORS
T0 THE RUNMAN FAMINE,

A Cholera £pidemic iu China Carries Off
Natives and Missi ries Alike—Chi
Insurgents OCapture a Town—A Conflict
with the Militia Results in Heavy Losses
to Both Sides,

Sr. PerERsBURG, Oot. 22.«The famine
has extended to Siberia. Advices from the
interior of the empire are continually of
worse import. The people are commencing
to riot in Samara and Voronetz.

Reports from the provinces of Sunbusk
and Samar show that the local Government
is unable to cope with the prevailin
distress and that relief has not reach
the more remote districts. The authorities
have forbidden the.local press to record  the
state of affairs. The provincial assemblies
are panic-stricken and are utterly unable to
remedy the disorder. The sup, re-
serves of grain are missing. It been
ditcoveref that when the Czar ordered the
distribution of the reserve grain in the Gov-
ernment granaries the officials did not dare
to acknowledge that the stores were empty,
and tried to make up the deficiency from
military granaries in order to conceal the
peculation. It is feared that this will
greatly hamper ' the military commis-
sariat in the event of ussia en-
gaging in @& wan Funds  for
relief of the starving people have also been
deplorably mismanaged. In some districts
which are under powerful patronage there
is more than an abundance of relief, while
in other districts no heed is paid to the
starving peasants. Many Government em-
ployes complain that their superiors deduct
a certain amount from their wages for the
relief, fund thereby leaving them poverty-
stricken.

HORRIBLE NEWS FROM CHINA,

How the Insurgents Treat Prisouners—
Nailed to a Board and Cut Up.

Sax Fraxcisco, Cal., Oct. 22. —Shanghai
advices state that details have been re-
ceived of a revolution in the province of
Fukir, ' The centre of the disturbance is in
the city of Thlma. The leader of the in-
surgents is. named Chen, and he has a
force of 3000 men. The first expedition
was directed against the salt office, which
was stormed and burned. One unfortunate
fell into the hands of the insurgents, who
nailed his hands and feet to a rd and
cut him up by piecemeal. The insurgents,
flushed with suceess, made a complete
circuit around the city. They were met
with a stubborn resistance. For three days
the city held out. The insurgents finally
scaled the walls, when a bloody struggle
ensued, resulting in favor of the attacking
party. The higher authorities, on learning
of the insurrection, despatched over 1000
soldiers to the place. The latest intelligence
is that the insurgents have left the city and
are.encamped on a hill. The loss on both
sides is very heavy. Itis said the insur-
gents butchered all the prisoners who fell
into their hands.

The mail boat
which arrived at Kingstown to-day from
Holyhead reports having encountered ‘a
terrific thunderstorm. When 15 miles from
Holyhead the passengers saw a complete
waterspout two miles distant from the
steamer. The waterspout lasted a quarter
of an hour, when it was dispersed by a
squall.

From Bath comes the report of the
drowning of two boys in the flood. The
situation in low-lying parts of the country
is becoming serious. In Lincolnshire and
Wiltshire many factories have been com-
pelled to stop operations, their ground
fioors being inundated.

The Spanish Floods,

Mabrip, Oct. 22, —Vast tractsof land to
the south of the Sierras have been sub-
merged by the floods which have followed
the recent rain storms. The Cadiar
River and its tributaries have overflowed
the plains of Albhunol and Berschulez.
Crops in those districts have been destroyed
and a number of persons have been
drowned. Terrible Jistress exists among
the inhabitants. - The country &around
Mauresa, province of Barcelona, has been
swept by a hurricane, which has done much
damage to crops and other property.

Phenomenal Results of An Fartbquake,

SAN Francisco, Cal, Oct. 22.—The re-
cent earthquake in Central and Northern
California occasioned phenomenal results in
Sonoma county. On the Polisulto ranch of
J. E. Pepper, the ground was cracked and
seamed in various places. From these
narrow openings in-the earth large quanti-
ties of water of various temperatures have
been gushing forth ever since. In several
places the watar is ice cold, while in others
it is warm, reaching a temperature of 100
degrees.

DAN VEALE FOUD

TAK EX-TORONTO BOTELEKEEPER
KI1LLED HIS WIFE,

The Jury Find a Verdiet of Man-
slaughter Against Him and He Is
Sentenced to Imprisonment for Life—
The Acoused Took His Sentence Coolly
—Motion to Quash the Conviction.

SrrATFORD, Oct. 22.—Daniel Whale of
Mitchell was to-day found guilty of man-
slaughter in causing the death of his wife
in August last, and was seatenced to im-
prisonment for life. The court room had
every seat occupied with jurymen and in-
terested spectators throughout  the .trial.
The prisoner was apparently cool and col-
lected, walking with a firm step to the dock.
His son-in-law, John Seldon, and his
daughter, Mrs. ‘Seldon, were in court.

Tﬁe evidence against the accused was not
very direct. Whale's account of his wife’s
death, that it was occasioned by a
fall, was contradicted, however, by the
medical testimony which went to show that
the wound which caused deceased’s death
could not have been made by a fall. The
testimony of neighbors showed 'that the
couple had been quarrelling shortly before
Whale gave the alarm, that Whale was in-
toxicated and that he had made threats
of getting even with some one.

r. B. B. Osler has moved to quash the
indictment against Whale on the ground
that it was defective.

The prisoner, slightly pale, never altered
a muscle when the foreman announced the
verdict. The expression, so cold and so
unreadable, which he maintained through-
out the trial, remained with him to the last.
Mrs. Seldon, his daughter, bit her lip, look-
ed at the prisoner’s lawyer, and her eyes
filled with tears. i

The prieoner was asked to stand u%, and
His Lordship in a_ kindly, sorrowful, yet
judicial tone, addressing him, said: * Iam
glad the chiarge of murder was not left with
the jury to bring in a verdicton.  The be-
lief is that you came homé that morning
inflamed = with liquor, inea quarrelsome
frame of mind, and struck the blow which
caused the fall resulting in the wound which
snapped the cord of life. The verdict is a
true verdict, given on the evidence the jury
had to consider, and I consider it the only
verdict possible under the circumstanees.

His Lordship asked the prisoner, ‘‘Have
you anything to say, Daniel Whale, before
the wsentenco of the court is passed upon

ou?”’

The prisofier, who was leading with both
hands on the door of the dock, merely raised
his hands, brought *them down gently on
the door post and said ina clear, but slightly
wavering tone: ‘I have nothing to say, sir.
The jury has fsund me guilty and I must
abide by it.”

His Lordship: ‘“The sentence of this court
is that you be imprisioned in the peniten-
tiary for the remainder of your natural life.”

THE JURY DISAGREED.

Peculiar Slander Case Tried at the ' Elgin
Assizes.

St. THoMAS, Oct. 22,—One of the most
interesting cases ever tried in Canada was
concluded at the Elgin Assizes by a dis-
agreement ~of < the jury after 12 this
morning. The action was one for damages
for_ slander. ~ The plaintiff is' Jeremiah
Donahue, farmer, township of Southwold,
brother of D. J. Donahue, county atterney
of Elgin, and the defendant Dr. McCollum
of London. 'On June 20, 1889, the plaintiff
was at a barn-raising and fell, being severe-
ly injured. His chin was cut, his right leg
bruised and his left leﬁ broken at the hip.
For 'some reason or other the recovery o
the plaintiff was not as rapid as he thought
it should be and the union of the bones of
the leg was not what in his opinion they
should. The plaintiff being ill and not
making the progress desired, Dr. McCollum,
London, antF Dr. Kains, St. Thomas, were
called in to see the patient on Sept. 19,
1889. County Atcorney Donahue went to
London for Dr. McCollum on that day. On
the way over, it is alleged, Dr. McCollum
told the plaintiff’s brother that he (the
plaintiff) was afflicted with an obnoxious
disease. This statement, it is alleged, was
untrue, and was made for the purpose of
preventing the Elaintiff from entering an
action against the attending physician, Dr.
D. McLarty; which he, Dr. McCollum, be-
lieved was pending. The principal witness
called was D. J. Donahue, county attorney.
He related the facts as to his brother’s in-
jury. He had gone to Ldndon for Dr. Me-
Collum, and while they were going to his
brother’s place Dr. McCollum told him his
brother was afflicted as charged. ~ To Mr.
Meredith he said he had drawn up the
papers in this suit and had acted as ex-
aminer at the examination for discovery of
the defendant, but the nominal solicitor
was J. A. Robinson. He had made a claim
against the physician attending his brother,
Dr. McLarty, and succeeded in effecting a
compromise, receiving $675, some of which
L;e afterwards returned. The case excited

good deal of interest amongst the medical
fraternity of the west, and the bulk of the
evidence was given by doctors.

A note was found on the bureau of the bed-
10om, in McComyn’s hand-writing, to the
effect ““that he was tired of life, and hoped
his relatives and friends would forgive him
for ' the rash act he was about to commit,
and he desired that no inquest be held on
his  remains.” The poison taken was
laudanum. Constable Cook placed Mec-
Comyn under ‘arrést yesterday, and as soon
as he is able to be removed de will be taken
before.
