OR CANADA.

- No Relicef For the Island Colony on That
Scere From the Home Government—A
Scarc Report From China Denied in

London, Aug. 26.—In the . House of
Commons to-day Mr. Willlam Johns-
ton,. Conservative member for South
Belfast, asked for information as to
the position of the negotiations which
had Been pursued between Newfound-
land and Canada, to the end that the
former should be merged into the Do-
{minion. He also asked whether the
| Home Government would assist in set-

tling the financial difficulties of New-
foundland.

Mr. Chamberlain, Secretary of State
for the Colonies, said that the negotia-
tions were in abeyance, owing, he be-
lieved, to the disinclination of the Do-
minion to assume the debt _of New-
foundland. If the second paft of Mr.

Johnston’s question meant the imposi- |-

tion upon the taxpayers of Great Brit-
ain of any liability for the debt of the
colony of Newfoundland, Mr. - Cham-
berlain said, he must answer in the
negative.

A Protest to China,

Mr. George N. Curzon, Under For-
eign Secretary, stated that the report
that the troops sent to escort the Brit-
ish Consul to Kucheng had plundered
jthe Christian mission at that place

self. The Foreign Office, he said, had

Body of Alex. T. Douglas>Regovered in
Lake Nipissing After Two Years.

North Bay, Aug. 26.—The body of
Alex. T. Douglas, storekeeper for Da-
vidson & Hay, Toronto, who was one
of the 21 who lost their lives by the
burning ¢f that firm’s steamer, The
Fraser, on Lake Nipissing, Sept. 7,
1893, was found by John Couchin, an
Indian, on Saturday on the north shore
of the lake 6 1-2 miles west of here.
It was nude, but well preserved. That
the body had been lying in sixty feet
of water, and possibly a muddy bot-
tom, seems the only way of account-
ing for its preservation for so
long a _time, and the recent
thunderstorms are thought to be the
cause of its coming to the surface.
The bodies of 15 of the 21 victims
had previously been found, nearly all
within a year after the occurrence.

P.arilamentary Possibilities.
Parllament is to be called together
not later than the 2nd of January next,
and the question which has already
beén raised is how long may it legally
sit. The answer to this does not, in
the opinion of those who have been
questioned here, admit of much doubt.
Under the constitution, Parliament is
elected for five years, beginning from
the date of the return of the writs of
the previous election. It may, if the

Government so determine, be dissolved ;
sooner, but its life is fixed at five years,

and “no longer.” The date fixed at
the last election for the return of the
bulk of the writs 'was April 25th, 1891,
So that it would appear that the limit
of the life of the present Parliament
is April the 25th, 1896. 'The Liberals

in Ontario have contended that the !

Provincial Legislature*does not expire
until four years from the date of the
return of the last writ. As the return
from Algoma is always considerably
later than those from the more ac-
cesgible districts, this straining of the
constitution has, on one occasion &t
least, been turned to profitable account
by the Local Government. Thus the
third Legislature of Ontario was con-
tinued from Dec. 23rd, 1874, to April
25th, 1879, three or four months beyond
what appeared to be the legal limit.
If this line of argument were adopted
and nothing is more unlikely, the
seventh Parliament of Canada might
claim legal existence until June 3rd,
1896, since that was the date of the re-
turn of the last writ, the writ for Al-
goma. Bu laying aside that as out of
the question, it would appear that a
session beginning on the 2nd of Janu-
ary would have nearly four months
in which to transact its business, a
period which, in the absence of ob-
struction, should be ample. Concern-
ing the election which must follow,
the only direction given by the con-
stitution is that a session - of Parlia-
ment must be held within one year of
the close of preceding session , so
that the people might be consulted in
the fall of 1896. or the spring of 1897,
provided it is done at such time that
the new Parliament may meet within
the year of the propagation of the pre-
ceding session.

7 STICK TO ONE THING

An Abrupt Change to Secure High ri:lau
For Some Particular Farm Pro-
duct is Dangerous.

The American Cultivator says very
truthfully that stead farming, with
a good rotation of crops pesistently
followed, is the surest way to success
for farmers. Abrupt changes in order
to meet high prices for some farm
product are dangerous proctices. It is
within the remembrance of every farm-
er when hay was so low that it hard-
ly paid to raise it for market, but
since then farmers have been making
more profit off hay than almost any
other crop. To suit the change,a great
many dropped hay from their lisfe
of farm crops, and tried to get along
without it. The steady farmers con-

ued to give a place in their ecrop
tation, turning it under when it
would not pay to cut and sell it as
_ hay, and when prices went up again
for hay, thqy were the only ones who
had good crops to sell. Besides en-
riching their soil with grass, they
found themselves prepared to reap a
good harvest when prices came round
again to their normal condition.

Just now sheep are at a discount, -
and thousands have been selling them
.off to raise something else more pro-
fitable.” But sheep, both for wool and
mutton, will be profitable in the fu-
ture, Several times in the past the
sheep industry has been at its lowest
ebb, but it revived in time. Steam and
electricity are said to be driving
horses out of the market, and it will
no longer pay to raise fine colts. There
never was a time, and probably never
will be, when it did not pay to raise
good horses. Underbred stock is too
plentiful, and will be at & greater dis-.
ecount in the future than now; but
fine driving road heorses or heavy
draught horses will never lose their
value permanently. It is within the
remembrance of the writer when many
farmers paid $5 and $6 per head for
ordinary sheep, because a boom Iin
that line was sending everything up-
ward. There are too many farmers
engaged in this industry who wait
for high prices, and then they rush
into that particular line of work. If
corn is the leading farm product that
pays well, then turn their farms into
enormous corn fields, unmindful of the
fact often that they do not understand
its culture, nor the expensé attached
to it. Frequently they have to make
an initial outloy to adapt themselves
to the abrupt change, which alone
will take away all profits.

Just now more farmers are prepar-
ing for abrupt changes than ever be-
‘fore. It has been a disastrous year
with most of us. Many have lost
money, and are generally dissatisfied
with their conditions. Each one is
looking around at those who seem to
be raising something more profitable.
Very often these profitable products
are only temporarily so, and by the
time the change is made they will no
longer pay good prices. Good, steady
farming, with a fair rotation of crops
is the only sure way for any farmer
to make farming a sure thing. Grass,
hay, oats, wheat, potatees, corn,sheep,
cows and horses cannot always be un-
profitable. A proper system of diver-
sified farmfhg will make profits a cer-
tainty on some of the crops. It is, at
any rate good farming. The pigs,
chickens, cows dnd sheep will all
yield some incidental profit, while the
main farm crops may fluctuate from
year to year, but not more than manu-
factured articles. Fluctuation is
characteristic of every business and
farmers have no more than their
ghare. The shoe manufacturer does
not take up pin making because shoes
happen to be unprofitable for a sea-
son or two.

We can no longer speak of irrigation
as a western topic...Here we are in
the middle of ’95, after a terrible de-
structive series of frosts, with no
rains to start our second plantings.
I am trying to devise methods for
preventing my berries from drying up.
But the pipes that are laid are use-
less because my wells are low, .and
springs and streams dried up. My plan
is to build reservoirs to hold 'a stor-
age from early spring, and to deepen
my wells. The cost will be consider-
able, but the advantage will be far
more than compensative. The reéser-
voir or reservoirs standing near my
well can be filled by pumping, and
the wash from the barn roof can be
conducted into them. The windmill
over my barn carries power down
into the workshop, and from there to
do pumping. Water can be carried
on the siphon principle from the re-
e servoir to the berries. But I see no
surety ahead of safety except in deep
wells.

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ENORMOUS DAMAGE TO,VINEYARDS

Grape Pests lave Caused » Loss of $20,
000,000,

Washington, D,C., Aug. 26.—The
grape diseases on the Pacific Coast are
reviewed in the report compiled by
Newton B, Plerce and issued by the
Agricultural Department to-day. It
states that more than one-half of the
grapes of the couniry are grown on
the Pacific coast, California alone -hav-
ing approximately 200,000 acres of
vines. It is shown that the main rea-,
son why the vine diseases are more
destructive on the Pacific than on the
Atlantic coast, is because the Euro-
pean or tender varleties are grown
in the former and the American or
hardy wines in the latter part of the
United 'States,

The most serious of the plant mala-
dies is.the California vine disease,
which has already killed more than 30,-*
000 acres of the most thrifty and pro-
ductive vineyards, Whole vine-grow-
ing regions are now deunded and the
disease is at work 50 miles away from
where it began its ravages. So far it,
is estimated that the disease has caus-
ed a direct tnd indirect loss of not
less than $20,000,000,

B’oodiess Victory in Madagasecar.

Paris, Aug. 26.—Gen. Duchesne, the
commander of the French forces oper-
ating In Madagascar, has informed the
‘War Office under date of the 22nd inst.
that the French have captured Andri-
ba-Aimost without a fight. His de-
spatch says: “ We opened the attack
vesterday. The enemy became de-
moralized by our artillery fire and
quickly evacuated six fortified posi-
tions.

CRATES FOR MARKET PRODUCE.

Fruits and Vegetables Can be Handled
Much Better in Crates Thaa in
Barrels.

Crates that are Indispensable are
each year coming more and more in de-
mand, for either handling, storing or
shipping. Barrels cause harsh treat-
ment and are not convenient for rapid
work wher a delicate touch is required,

while crates present a more shallow
depth and a larger open surface. AS
they can be piled en each other, quan-
tities of crates occupy no more space
than barrels and frequently not as
much., A crate is easily handled by
two persons, and allows air to circu-
late freely between its contents (doing
away with the need of bins, barrels,
etc,, through wiich air cannot readily
pass), and the essential requirement of
sweating is obtained, The crates may
be piled one gbove another in the cel-

lar or storehouse and the fruit moved
from one place to another with great
ease. Make crates to fit into the
wagon box, and an astonishing quan-
tity of stuff can be handled at a load.
But these rectangular crates will not
“nest” into each other as well as when
made in the shape suggested in Fig. 1,
which is a decided advantage. These
can be made larger and with handles,
or.-handles put on the usual form (Fig.
2), for quick carrying short distances.
Handles may be rigged on hooks s0 as
to be instantly removable instead of
being attached to the crate. }

Imitation Creamery Butter.

Imitation creamery butter is the
manufactured product of collectors of
small parcels of farm-made butters.
These collectors are located in large
cities’ only and the great majority of
them are in Chicago. Butter of all
grades is gathered 'from country store
keepers, who take it in trade from the
farmers. These butters are necessar-
ily of all sorts and conditions of raw
material and: make, Some of them are
several weeks old when the factory is
reached and they represent many fla-
vors. The imitation creamery man first
grades them, them they are washed,
colored and salted to suit their special
markets, It is creamery only in so
far as as it is the product of a factory
method in its finished state. In France,
the factory man meets the makers at
a bi-weekly or tri-weekly market. The
farmers there make the butter to order,
uncolored and unsalted. The French
creamery man finds its cheaper to col-
lect butter than to gather cream, and
the farmers estimate the value of their
time easily. The business result is a
palatable product for the Paris or
London market within a week of
churning.

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CHAMBERLAIN'S COLONIAL POLICY,

Of no little importance to Canada is
the colonial policy of Hon. Mr. vham-
berlain, Secretary of State for the
Colonies, as announced by him in a
speech in the House of Commons &
ddy or two ago. Mr. Chamberlain is
admittedly the brainiest member of
the Government. He enjoys a brilliant
reputation as a business man, as a
statesman and as a municipal re-
former. In the latter capacity he re-
organized the government of the city
of Birmingham. For several years he
was allowed a free hand in remodel-
ing the institutions of that city. The
result of his labors in Birmingham is
that the city has become a model for
all municipalities desiring the most
approved and economical methods of
civic government. He educated the
people 'to take an interest in the man-
agement of their local affairs, and
succeeded so well that they ultimately
took into their own hands the man-
agement of their gas works, water-
works and other public services, which,
up to that time had been controlled
by private corporations. - Under bis
guidance Birmingham was transferred
from a common-place borough into a
beautiful city, affording the people all
the conveniences of civilization at the
cheapest possible rates. ‘His success
in business, in municipal affairs and
politics hias been so pronounced that
great things are expected of him' in
his new role of Secretary of State for
the Colonies. He announces that his
policy in this direction will be an ag-
gressive one and he will urge upon
the people of England to take an ac-
tive interest in prosecuting the affairs
of the colonies, While he did not re-
fer to Canada particularly, yet it is
understood that he is most anxious
to forward any scheme that will prove
a benefit to this country. He has al-
ready stated that he is in sympathy
with the inauguration of the fast
steamship line between the Mother
Country and the Dominion, and he is
also in' sympathy with the project for
connecting” Canada with Australia by
the proposed Pacific cable. He is re-
sourceful in ideas, and we gather from
the cable report of his speech the other
day that he has a lot up his sleeve
which he has not yet made public.
We belleve that the whole colonial
empire, including Canagda, is especi-
ally fortunate in having so brainy a
man as Mr. Chamberlain connected
with the Colonial Department,

WARNING TO WHEELMEN.

Bicycle riders are not aware of the
dreadful fate that is in store for them.
According to Dr. Marks, ex-superinten-
dent of the City Hospital of St. Louis,
the man or woman who rides a wheel
is committing suicide by a slow pro-
cess. Whether the doctor is serious
or not we do not know. He has, at
any rate, issued a warning which is
alarming in the extreme. Here it is:

“To my mind, owing to the excess of

exercise indulged in by bicycle riders
of to-day, when a man or woman buys
a wheel they take the first spadeful of
earth from their graves, To give some
idea of the unwholsomeness of bicycle
riding, listen to this :
I “First, you have a kind of paralysis
of hands from constant gripping of the
handle bars; then contraction of the
muscles of the legs, contraction of the
posterior muscles of the lower limbs
jand of the inside muscles of the thighs;
round shoulders from stooping over
aud contraction of the chest. This
causes congestion of the Ilungs and
leads to consumption;continued violent
exercise also leads to enlargement of
the heart, Furthermore, with men
rupture, varicocele, hydrocele follow,
and,worst of all it destroys virility.

“With women, constant riding causes
troubles peculiar to women and also
bromotes gamorous desires. Married
women riding bicycles are especially
liable to véry sericus physical mis-
haps. In fact, the dangers are muiti-
tudinous. People have neglected them
too long, and if the entlre world is not
depopulated by the rapidly increasing
membership of this suicide club the
human race will die out by reason of
manhood and inability to propagate.”

ELECTRIC RATLWAY DEVELOPMENT,

The electric railways are quietly but
surely attracting the local business
that has hitherto been the' monopoly
pf the steam railways. The com-
pletion of the new electric railway in
Maryland has compelled the Western
Maryland Railroad to reduce its rates
over a part of its line to one and a
quarter cents per mile. The steam
and electric railways are both compet-
ing for traffic at this remarkably low
rate. There seems to be little doubt
that the extension of electric railways
will have the effect before long of
compelling the ordinary steam rail-
ways to come down to two cents, or
even less, In order to maintain their
business. In the cities the electric
railways are making rapid progress.
In the city of St. Louls, for instance,
they have, a complete mail service, a
street car ambulance, and a regular
express system, with cars especially
de signed, reaching from one end of
the town to the other., Besides carry-

{ ing freight, the company is going into

the express business, and a bill is now
being sought to give the company
power to carry freight at certain hours
of the day.

Much of the prejudice that has ex-
isted in years gone by against the Gold
Cure for alcoholism has now happily
passed away.

Rivet two |
quarter-inch rods to the sdes. Weld
the outer ends and drive them into the
handle.—Farm and Home,

Windmill Irrigation.

In dry seasons it is estimated that
more than $10,000,000 are lost in some
States through the total or partial loss
of crops, and in 1894 the loss of one
town on Long Island amounted to $1,-
000,000, thus the east as well as the
west suffer by summer drouth, The
loss is apt to come any season and
often when farmers are the least pre-
pared for it. The loss on Lopg Island
last year would have erected windmills
on a good part of the whole number
of farms. The loss of 1894 could be
made to form permanent irrigating
plants for 200 2,000-acre farms. A‘small
garden of ten acres can yleld a mar-
ket gardener a good living if it is kept
in a high state of cultivation. A wind-
mill to irrigate such land, with all
necessary material for utilizing the
water need not cost more than 500, and
in one dry season the crops would
Put
farm irrigation down as one subject
to be discussed at a winter meeting of
your grange or Yarmers’' club.—Farm
and Home,

PRACTICAL PICTURE FRAMING.

With Moderate Skill Pretty Frames Can
' be Made From Plain Wood.

Handsome carved frames are very
expensive, and paste frames, though
less so, are often undesirable, as the
design is frequently mutilated. How-
ever, with moderate skill very pretty
frames can be made of plain wood. For
a medium or large-sized picture let the
material be three or four inches wide
and 1-2 inch thick, of some nicely
grained wood, Oak is very pretty and
in good taste, and if procured ready
dressed,.as it should be, cannot be ex-

r1a. 1.
celled. The pieces should be cut so
that the inner or shorter edge is just
one inch shorter than the picture to
be framed.

The corners are the  most difficult
part, but unless you are a professional
joiner do not try to make an “invis-
ible” joint, as it will always result
in failure. Cut them carefully at an
angle of 45 degrees, making them fit
snugly. Picture-frame makers usually

; nail the pieces together with long, slim

driven through from the
edge, but this is very hard
to do without ‘special appli-
ances, in fact, almost impossible.
Fig. 1 shows an inoffensive way of
overcoming this difficulty. A piece of
hard wood 3-4 of an inch thick is cut
to a right angle as seen in the cut; this
is fastened securely to the back of the
frame with screws, and 1-2 inch from
the inner edge, thus holding the corner
and at the same time forming a place
for the glass and picture. The body
of the frame, should be thoroughly pol-
ished with sandpaper and furnished
with corners somewhat like that at Fig.
2. These corners consist of two pieces,
each 1-8 inch thick, the one being a
perfect square, tacked or glued upon
the corner of the frame; the other, an
openwork design or scroll, sawed out
with a scroll-saw, or if this is not
convenient, a carved rosette, glued up-
on the first. The frame done, give it
three successive coats of thin varnish,

brads, °

and when perfegtly dry it Is ready for
use. Put the glass in place, and back
of it the stretcher or picture, and se-
cure it firmly. To keep out dust place
a heavy sheet of manilla paper over
the back of the picture and fasten the
edge all around with tacks or glue to
the back of the frame, if with tacks
use verwy small ones, such as are
used in tacking window shades to the
rollers.

This is offered merely as a sugges-
tion which the practical mind can eas-
ily grasp, adjusting the minor details
to suit the individual taste,

IRRIGATION FOR SMALL FRUITS.

The Hydraullc Ram fs Often Used to
Good Advantage Where the Condi-
tions Are Suitable.

‘We recently visited the farm of J.C.
Eddy, Hartford County, Ct., who has
made quite a hit by irrigating his
strawberries (Haverland. fertilized by
Lovett on threeé acres of high, and
two acres of low land in Bubach fer-
tilized by Jessie). Plots watered yield-
ed 125 per cent. over those not irrigat-
ed, thus more than doubling the crop.
The first picking on the irrigated plots
sold for three cents per basket more
than the others, because larger,bright-
er and better.

The water is conducted in a canal
six feet wide, from a smalF brook
around a hillside to a ravine. A hy-
draulic ram was set in the ravine so
that between the ram and the canal
there was a drop of seven feet. This
pressure of a seven-foot fall to the
ram, which is one of the largest in
the country, produces a pressure of
24 pounds to the square inch within
the ram, and forces water through
a three-inch pipe, to be used for direct
irrigation of the strawberry patch
or for storage in an artificial pond
65 feet above the ram. The pond was
made by enlarging and damming up a
small pond or water hole that has
never been entirely dry. It will con-
tain 300,000 gallons. During straw-
berry irrigation, water is used from
the pond and from the ram at the
same time, but when - the ber-
ries are not being irrigated, all of

| of the power of the ram is directed

towards filling the pond.

Already 3000 feet of iron pipe have
been laid for strawberry irrigation
and 350 feet of condemned. hose secur-
ed from the Hartford fire department
at 16 cents per foot., The pipe from
the union at the ram and pond pipe
is all two-inch. A portion of the
pipe lies about one foot below the sur-
face, so as to allow of plowing and
cultivating, but the larger part lies
on the ground, near the berry field ;
the hose is coupled to the pipe, and the
former moved to any portion of the
field desired. An inclined board, six
to eight feet long, is supported by
pieces of scantling as®legs on each
side. On the inclined board the hose
is laid. An old nozzle is used and on
the end is a large sprinkler with nu-
merous eighth-inch holes. A barrel
of water passes through the sprinkler
per minute. To equal a good summer
rain, at least one inch in depth of
water should be applied per acre,
which means 27,000 gallons or 113 tons
of water. A pipe must discharge near-
ly twaq gallons per second to run such
1 quantity over an acre in“fifre hours

HINTS FOR CAMPERS.

This Outdoor Life is Becoming More and
More Common.

An air pillow and
cushion that can be inflated at pleas-
ure are comfortable and light. Plates
should be of wood and plentifully pro-
vided, to be thrown away after each
meal. Canned provisions come in such
variety that, if there is strength in
the party to-carry them, there can be
a sufficient change of food. Out-of-
door life will provide such sauces and
appetites as are beyond description.

During the march from Wilna to
Witespk, in July, 1812, the colonel hap-
pened to notice a certain fourgon
among the baggage train, emblazoned
with the Imperial arms, and always
specially looked after. From the offi-
cer in command of the escort the col-
on.el learned that the fourgon con-
tained the Emperor’'s coronation kit.
From the Princess Pauline Borghese
he learned, during the Hundred Days,
that the Emperor had intend=d to ap-
pear in coronation array at Moscow,
a.!}d proclaim himself Emperor of the
West, Chief of European Confedera-
tion, and Defender of the Christian Re-
ligion. Events frustrated this inten-
tion. The coronation kit was never
wanted, and the fourgon in which it
had been brought so far was either
plundered by Cossacks or burned dur-
ing the retreat. Certainly, the idea of
that performance at Moscow was Na-
poleonic enough.—Notes and Queries.

Telegraphing in Australia.

A cl?ver bit of telegraphy has been
done in Australia. Through the co-
operationfof the telegraph authorities

Jdn all the five colonies on the main-
P land .of Australia a very interesting
experiment . was lately made in the
1\?qg distance transmission of telegra-
Phic messages. The points selected
were Rockhampton and Broome, in
Ir}oebuc,k Bay, Western Australia.
b'roome s on the northwest coast of
Western "Australia; and is the point
where the cable of Java, and so from
Europe, 1s landed in that colony. Tt
is also the furthest point north in
Western Australia to which the tele-
graph has yet been carried. At thg
time appointed all the instruments on
the various intervening stations be-
tween Rockhampton and Broome were
¢onnected, and thus a continuous cir-
Cuit was made between the two points.
The signals received in Rockhamp-
top from Israelite Bay, about 4,000
m}les away, on the southern coast of
Western Australia, are described as
being as clear and sharp as if they
had come across the street. In the
li‘nc between Israelite Bay and Brooma

Paris Tax on Amusements.

The tax of three per cent. levied on
the receipts at all places of public
amusement, for the benefit of the poor
is, perhaps, the one paid least grudg-
ingly by Parisians. , This year the sta-
tistics published in connection with
that tax not only show that the poor
p.roﬁted largely by the pleasure of the
richer classes, but they are interesting
from quite another point of view, as
they show a degeneration in the artis-
tic taste of Parisians. It is certainly
a fact that the receipts of the Folies
Bergere amounted last year to 1,147,-
406f.,, while those of the Odeon, which
enjoys a state subvention, and ranks
after the Comedie Francaise, were
only 428,609f., whkile those of the Gym
only 428,609f. The receipts of the
Rouge were 582,964f., while those of the
Gymnase Theatre were 578,390f. The
money taken in at the doors of  the
Casino de Paris were 569,210f, and the
receipts of the Music Hall, the Scala,
amounted to 621,306f. At the Olympia
493,998f. were also taken at the door.
There- are, however, five places of
public amusement that stand in the
list above the Folies Bergere. They
are the Opera, with receipts of 3,146,-
670; the Comedie Francaise, with re-
ceipts of . 2,079,774f.; the Opera Comi-
que, with receipts of 1,545267f.; the
vaudeville, with receipts of 1,437,984f.;
and the Renaissance, with receipt® of
1,305,551¢.—London Standard.  »

Hardy Garden Roses.

Mr. Isaac Hicks of Long Island says,
in Gardening, that he has abandoned
the culture of tender roses, as with all
his methods they die so frequently
through the winter that he is satisfled
with the H. P. roses only. He has also
the setigera, rugosa and wichuraina
roses. Prairie Queen and Baltimore
Belle are the 'most reliable climbers,
and Madame Plantier is the best hardy
white rose. Mr. Hicks thinks we have
so large 'a variety of beautiful peren-
nial and annual flowers that we scarce
miss the tender tea, noisette, etc,
roses. Still no flower takes the place of
a ros>, and it is worth an occasional
failure to carry the summer bloomers
through the winter. We have done
this in the latitude of Albany, with only
a light covering of earth, leaves, etc.
Last winter the one-year-olds were
killed, but the two-year-olds came.
through all right and are giving up
beautiful blooms. But, for a mass of
splendid flowers, for a short time noth-
ing equals the.hardy perpetuals, as the
present display in our Washington
Park will attest. It is ‘“roses, roses
everywhere”’—white and red, pale pink
and dark crimson.

The best pillar rose, says Mr. Fal-
coner, is without any exception, Rosa
wichuraina, the Japanese trailing rose.,
It covers the pillar with a heavy uver-
lapping spray of glossy leaves from
the ground up, and produces panicles
of small, single white flowers after
most other roses are out of bloom;
and these are succeeded by crimson
heps that hang on the plants all wine
ter, It is hardy and free from insect
and mildew attacks. It will throw out
shoots that groew 20 to 30 feet in a
year, but they must be tied up. It may
also be used for trailing over a bank,
or a heap of stones,

'TUESDAY
WHEELMAN AND WALKER.

The Pedestrian Would be a Giant Whe
Could Race With a Bicycler.

The great distance covered by bicy-
clist with ease shows conclusively that
the human walking aparatus although
it may be the best possible contri-
vance for all the uses for which it
was designed, is not to be c_ompared
with wheels, for the one purpose of
getting over the ground. A single ob-
gservation of a wheelman going at mod-
erate speed shows that, with an effort
which in walking would result in two
steps of say two feet each, or a total
advance movement of four feet, with
the wheel the advance movement would
be two bicycle steps, or downward pres-
sure of the feet, each resulting in a
forward movement of seven and one-
half feet, or fifteen feet for one entire
revolution of the pedal shaft, and this
with less exertion than is required to
take two steps. In fact, it would be
easier for the bicyclist to make fifteen
feet on a level with one pressure of
one foot than to take two steps.

Now, in view of these magnified,.
steps made by the bicyclist, it would
be interesting to know what the stat-
ure of & man must be to make in walk-

ing the same distance made by the bi.
eyclist with the same number of move-
ments of the feet. Clearly the steps
in this case must be seven and one-
half feet each, which, at the lowest es-
timate, represents three steps of an
ordinary man. It would, perhaps, be
nearer the mark to say four steps, but
to be on the safe side we call it three,
and have made an illustration showing
the comparative size of a wheelman
and a pedestrian built to keep step
with him. The. pedestrian must at
least be eighteen feet high.
