ANINTSTERIAL STANDING.

Congregationalism,likctothe Chris-
tianity itclaims to rcpresent, is a set
of principles rather than rules, a life
rather than organization. Neverthe-
less, life manifests itself in orgamsm,
which withoutit is cold, adeadincum-
brance. Rules should be but the ex-
pression of principles which cannot be
<reated thereby but simply declared,
therefore the utterancesof Congrega-
tional councils claim authority only
as they are declarations of active
principles, and guide safely in accord-
ance therewith. Social laws are,
properly read, God's laws, for le
mademannot a solitairc;and churches
arc not beyond their power; there-

forc as cxisting for God's glory in the
salvation of His people, churches '
must consider the laws of social lifc,
and rule themsclves according to)
the socizl ordinances of the God they |
serve; nor can they suffer without |
loss somc abstract principle to lcad |
the to a violation of these laws, |
The Christian ministry- is a social
fact, and the existence thercofcreates
at once incvitable relations which
must be considered, ¢, : The
pastor occupics a representative po-
sition, a fact, from which no thcory
can free him: he is more than a
member of his church | as the pastor
he bears for 1ta relation to socety, |
cspecially religious socicty, and more |
espeaially to that denomination with |
which his church stands identified. |
A social standing has been accorded
to ministers as ministers, and  there-
by the ministerial status has been of
itsclf a certification at once into that
position. Did churches always re-
alize these facts and act cver as
though there were interests much
broader than their own,when sctthing
A pasto. over them, no further re-
quirement would be called for: but
our United Statesbrethrenhavefound, |

as perhaps we have, that churches in g

practices, repgarding the standing of
ministers, and to present some resolu-
tion theicon. The questions to which
answers were sought were: 1. How is
standing in the Congregational
ministry acquired? 2. How,under
the Congregational polity, is minis-
terial responsibility maintained ? Out
of over three hundred delegates, but
onc disscnted from the position as-
sumed by the Council, a manifesta-
tion of unitv not often witnessed in
a matter which scems vital to church
polity and denominational integrity.
We give as much of the resolutions
and of remarks made in the discus-
sion thercof as will enable our read-
ers to form a just cstimate of the
ground taken by our American
brethren, and towards which Mr.
Hannay assures us our English
brethren are fast approaching, if in-
deed it is not actually by them
rcached.

In reply to the first question it was
distinctly deniced that the pastor of a
church, as such, was responsible
solely to his own church; the first re-
solutionadopteddeclaring“thataprore
rata council is the origin of minister-
ial standing in our fellowship, and
the ultimatc resort in all cases in
question.”  Having received the

right hand of fcllowship from the

churches, a certain responsibility
must obtain towards those churches
from whom fecllowship has becn ob-
tained.  This is n>t mcant to deny
the right of an indi ridual church to
clect and ordain from its own num-
ber any one it may choosc.only such
a pastor is pastor of an Independent,
not of a Congregational Church.
Fellowship must acknowledge mutu-
al relations. So thoroughly have
these principles cstablished them-
selves “over there” that the minority
report of onc which maintained that
~the pastor of a church is as sweh, re-
sponsible  solely to the church of
which he 1is pastor,” immediately
adds: * for his standing among the
churches every Congregational min-
ister, whether he be pastor or not, is
responsible to the churches in coun-
cil” The following resolution and
its prcamble were <o thoroughly
against the cvident feeling of the
overwhehining majority that it was
laid upon the table and not put-—
“\Whereas there are Congregational
ministers of unimpeachable standing,
who are not members of an Eccle-
siastical Association, or of any other
Ecclesiasticalorganization other than
the local church; therefore resolved,
that noman should be deniced a place
on the alphabetical roll of Congrega-
tional ministers, upon the sole ground
that he is not a member of some
Ministerial Association, or of some
organization other than a church.”

The reply to the first question has

it be understood thata pro rc rata
council of sister churches is the ulti-
matc authority as respects minister-
ial recognition, and that every Con-
gregational minister, when accused,
has the right of trial from such a
bOdy."

No doubt the progress of such
principles will be jealously watched,
cven by those who were instrumental
in formulating them, lest they de-
generate into Lcclesiasticism; but
the truth is, the lay element, which
finds a place in all our councils, is
under God, our best security against
even the semblance of priest-craft ;
and although we need not heed what
the alarmists cry, we are called upon
to calmly consider whether having
won our freedomfrom civil Ecclesias-
tical fetter, there isnot a danger of
using that freedom unto license; and
whether now we are not called upon
to inscribc upon our banner under
the word /ibgrty, the other cqually
important onc of obedience. The re-
statement of these principles, which
are not new to historic Congregation-
alism, arc signs of the times which
we do well not only to read, but to
mark, learn, and inwardly digest.

Any one cver so slightly acquainted
with the history of the Stage for the
last fifty ycars will know that those
attempts—not very numcrous, cer-
tainly—havc all been failures. The
Stage, it is safe to say, cannot be re-
formed, and for the reason, that in its
cascreform and destruction arcsynon-
ymous. The people who go to the

theatre, or the great bulk of themn,
certainly, do not want it to be re-
formed—it suits them as it is. The
Theatre is, if anything, intended as
a moncy-making institution ; to make
moncy it must be popular; to be
popular it must mect the taste of its
patrons, and so we may be sure *that
what is provided for the entertuiu-
ment of play-goers represents their
taste. If this be correct will any.one
doubt, sceing what is represented,
that the taste is broad, farcial, and
not a little indclicate. So it comes
hat any attempt to make the Stage
pure, a teacher of morality and vir-
tuc, would be a financial failure ; and
such has becn the result of each at-
tempt we have witnessed in England.

Let us not for a moment be mis-
taken. We believe in enjoyment, in
rclaxing the strain which this age,
perhaps more than any that has pre-
ceded it, lays upon body and mind
alike. To anything that will do
that ; do it without running into the
opposite extreme of menta! and
physicai dissigation, we bid a thou-
sand welcomes. We belicve in a re-
ligion of light and liberty, of gladness
and blessing. To quote from Dr.
Cuyler, “Holiness signifies whole-
ness, <ekolth, health; and health
breeds innocent mirth. If mirth may
be innocent, recreation is not only
innocent, it is sudispensable” Still
further, “What is recreation?” We
reply, Everything that recreates what
is lost by daily life’s frictions and
fatigcs. \Whatever makes the body
healthier, the mind clearer, and the
immortal powers more vigorous, is
Christian recreation.

Now bring the theatre to the test
of this principle, Docs it really re-
crecate? Does it make the body
healthicr and the mind more vigor-
ous? to say nothing of the “immortal
powers.” Forwhatdo the great ma-
jority go there?  For this purposc:
—the question is absurd—they go to
gratify a scnsual or a sensuous taste
—to minister to what is earthly and
sinful in their nature, and the morce
completely they can get rid of all
considerations of the “immortal” the
better their enjoyment.

Who and what are the people who
“run” the theatres,—the managers,
actors and actresses. \We quote again
from Dr. Cuyler, and we fully go
with him when he says, “l do not
affirm that cvery popular play is
immoral, or that cvery actor or
actress is impure.”  No, surely not.
But when we begin to blame those
whosc characters forbid such a sweep-
ing denunciation Jew few they ap-
pear. Said Gough: “\Vhen I was
before the scenes the ladies were all
so beautiful and so charming and so
good, the men were all so courtcous
and gentlemanly, so ready to help
the distressed and ncedy,” but when
he got behind the scenes (he was an
actor for a short time) he found that
thosc beautiful ladics were made up,
that thcy were coarse, profane, and
indelicate. that these fine gentlemen
were the same only more so, more
coarse, more pi~fane, and drinkers ;
and though hc was not the man he
has sincec become by the grace of
God, yct cvenas he was he could
nout stand such conduct as that, and
speedily and forever shock off the
dust of the theatre from his feet.

We closc this with a further tx-
tract from the wcighty words of Dr.
Cuyler :

“We affirm unreservedly that the whole
trend of the popular stage is hostile to holi-
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ness, and the Christian who discards hotli-
ness discards Christ.  We: affirm that it
dgnores God and ton’ often tramples on His
Sommandments. 1€ the theatre be a school
~of n.>vals, it must be judged by its pupils
.and graduates ; and we do not hesitate to
«declare that an institution which wmseaes
‘womanhood, by putting her before the pub-
lic in male attire and often in almost no at-
tire at all, is an anti-Christian abomination,
The accomplished Mrs, Frances Kemble, in
Jer maturcr years, condemned the stage.
‘One of the most eminent living actresses
«declares that she only enters the theatre to
-enact her part and keeps no company with
her profession. A converted actor said to
me, while passing a play-house in which he
had often perfermed, ¢ Behind those cur-
tains lies Sodom /*

The theatre, be it observed, .is a.concrete
institution, to };c'judgcd as a totality. Itis
responsible for'what it tolerates and shel-
ters. We, therefore, hold it responsible for
whatever of sensual impurity and whatever
of irrcligion, as well as for whatever of oc-
<casional and ‘sporadic’ benefit, therc may
be bound up in its organic Iife. Instead of
Jelping Christ’s kingdom, it hinders ; in-
stead of saving souls, it corrupts and de-
stroys, We pastors know too well that
when our church members are enticed with-
in its walls they do not find there a re-
creation of body and soul for a more
vigorous service of their Lord. Their
spiritual garment is not always brought
away ‘unspotted by the flesh.! They have
given their public sanction and pecuniary
support to an institution whose doors open
downward, and not upward toward a Chris-
tian home in the heavens. Can aservant
-of Jesus take coals of fire in his bosom and
not be burned? The average theatreis a
gilded nastiness. Can we handle pitch and
not be defiled? \What concord hath Christ
with Belial 2 Wherefore. come out from
among them, and be ye separate, said the
Lord, and touch not the unclean thing. 1
will reccive you, and will be a father unto
you, and ye shall be My sons and daugh-
aers, saith the Lord Almighty.”

‘We use this word in the sense
given to it by boat-racers and such
others—the power of endurance.
Some rowers and runncrs are very
swift at first, but they have no “stay,”
no power of endurance. They dart
off at a tremendous speed, and ap-
pear as if they were going to carry
cverything before them; but very
soon they are * pumped out,” as the
saying is, exhausted, wind and power
gone.  If the race had lasted only a
few minutes they would have a
chance of winning, but as it calls for
cndurance as well, they have no
chance, and not unfrequently give up
the struggle before a third of the
race is over.

It strikes us that we have in our
churches a good many men, both in
and out of the pulpit, who are de-
ficient in this staying power. Ictus
see.  We will give no fancy sketches,
but some from actual life.

Here is the Rev. AL B, a young
man of good ability and promisc.
His first charge was in a city—not
always the best thing for a young
man. He was considerably clated
by- his_position, not in any improper
manncr, but because he thought that
hewouldhaveawideiicldof uscfulness,
and make his mark for good on the
surrounding populatioir.  He set off
at a tremendous pace, the former un-
dertakings and work of his church
were all too few and slow for him,
so he multiplicd agencics and meet-
ings, and cndcavoured to put an im-
mense amount of machinery in
motion. But things did not move
as he expected, he could not get his
people up to the boiling point of en-
thusiasm whizh he had rcached, there
was that hardest of all things to be
overcome, the inertia, which is
found in all bodies, not excepting
churches. His pcople did not an-
swer to the touch’of his hand as he
had supposed thcy would, and

further, what was done did not have:
the result he-expected ; he had not
taken into account the slow growth
of some sced, how it may lie dor-
mant for long years,and then proveits
life and vitality; he wanted it tospring
up and blossom an:d bear fruit at once.
He could see no outward sign of pro-
gress, and so in wne short year he
gave up, and the pu.nt of Ebenczer
chapel was vacant .4.un. He was a
man who failed for want of “stay-
ing"” power.

Let us ,take another illustration,
also from life. C. ). was a Sunday
Schoal teacher—a lady. She en-
tercd upon her dutics, soon after her
admission to the church, with-a.large
amount of zcal and enthusiasm.
She purchased books on tcaching,
and what was more, read them. She
visited her scholars frequently, and
had them to her own house, and in a
month or two, when the fine weather
came, took them for a trip into the
country. But they disappointed her,
they did not mould as quickly and
as exactly as she expected. They
were young boys, full of spirit and
mischicf, and they indulged it to the

full ; they laughed and talked in the
class, and as her ardour cooled down
their troublesomeness scemed to in-
crease, and so after a little longer
she told the superintendent that she
did not think she was able to teach,
and,dropping out of the raccand her
class togcther, she retired into do-
nothingism. She had no “stay.”

Stillanotherinstance.  Mr. Moody
is responsible for having started a
large number of young men by the
power of his teaching to become
tecachers.  Some of them had for
their sole capital a Bagster's Bible,
(or one like them, Bagster’s are ex-
pensive) with very little knowledze
of its contents, but who thought
they were going to develop into
full-fledged cvangclists at once, and
move the world by their cloquence
and zeal.  Itis not simply E. F. that
illustrates this, we know of cnough
instances to absorb all the letters of
the alphabet, for their name is legion.
Good men, wishful to do good, but
who did not understand that their
duty was to work, and God would
take care of their work, they wanted
to do both. They did not pull a
winning race at the first, or they
thought that they did not, <o
presently the Bagsteg was returned
to a shelf, or kept for church usc, and
others were ieft to do the work.
They had no “stay.”

And so on, in cvery department
of Church work and Christian lifc we
are met again and again by the
want of “stay” In tract distribu-
tion, visiting the sick, ministering to
the poor, teaching the ignorant, re-
claiming thc vicious and criminal,
and many other cfforts; mon and
women make a rapid start, calling
out at once, “ Look at me,and sce at |
what a pace I can go, compared with
the laggards around me.” Ve look,
but, alas, it is soon over. When the
cffective strength of a church is
cxaminced they are not counted in,
and of many such the question of
the Apostle might be asked, “Ye did
run well, who did hinder?”; in an-
other sensc it may be to that in which
he asked it,but nonc the lessin a true
and important scense.  In athictics,
“stay” can only be obtained by
paticnt continuance.  Let us be
paticnt, and “be not weary in well-

doing, for in duc scason ye shall reap
if yc faint not.”

IH'E FOREST CHURCH.

We have received a communication
from Rev. R. W, Wallace, in refer-
ence to the above case, in which he
says: “I made two cminently fair
proposals to the Forest Church, (1).
That it shoul: summon a council of
brethren to examine the case; thisit
refused to do. (2). To leave the
matter in the judicious hands of our
three Toronto nunisters, which it has
also indignantly refused. I have
now nothing more to do with the
Forest Church.”  Mr. Wallace then
gives the particulars of the charges
against Mr. Fraser, which we do not
print, but which are of a serious
character. We trust that the Forest
Church and Mr. Frazer will sce the
importance of having these charges
(of which the Church has, we believe,
been informed) fully sifted. If they
are without foundation ncither
Church nor pastor need shrink from
the investigation ; certainly until
such is done there cannot bz that
cordiality which confidence bzgets.

ORDINATION OF REI. C.
FPEDLEY.

Some twenty-six  years ago, the Rev.
Hiram Denny, assisted by two Deacons
from Springford, established a Congrega-
tional Church here, with a membership
of fourtcen.  Since that time the church
has passed through varivus vicissitudes;
progress has been hampered by intestinal
trouble ; the people have long been with-
out regular preaching, and have not as

, yet been able to erect abuilding in which

to worship ; indezd. the friends had coms
to look upon the cause as dead. Mr.
Chas. S. Pedley, coming along here in
August, at the requsst of soms friends,
and preaching for soms timz with much
acceptance, 1t was dzemed expedient
once mare to revive the work, aad we
have reason to think the result will be a
success.

The churches of Kelvin and New Dar-
ham, having extended to Mr. Pedley a
call to their pastorate, his ordination took
place in Kelvin on Mbonday of last wesk.

Last Sabbath we had the pleasure of
listening to a very clogquent anld imores-
sive sermon delivered by Mr. H. Pedley,
of Cobourg, from Jjohn xxi:16. The
spaaker riveted the attention of his audi-
ence from the beginning to the end of
his address.

The following munisters and delesates
were present at the ordination. Rev.
Wm. Hay, who organized the Kelvin
church nearly 20 years since . the Res.
W, M. Allworth, of Paria. Rev. Mr. Grif
fith, of Hamilton . Rev. Hugh Pedley, of
Cobourg; Rev. A, E. Kinmouth, of
Brantford; H. Cox, Esij., Burford: Messrs.
Emmens and Yeigh, Brantford : D). W,
Malcolm, Kslvin: James Vates, New
Durham: and Marcus Malcolm,S-otland.
In addition to these the Revs. Fife, Law.
and Ebarsoll, of the Canada Mathodist,
Bapust and Advent branches of the
church.

Rev. Wai. Hay o.cupied the chair.
After singing, Rev. Mre Fife, Canada
Mcthodist nunister, led in prager. Rov.
Mr. Allworth was then walled oa for an
address, which he dilivered with the
air of a man who has the courage of his
convictions. His subject was ¢ Distinct-
ive Principles of Congregationalism.”

The usual questions bzing propound-
¢ by the chatrman, thev were answered
by Mr. Pediey in an original, concise and
lucid manner, displaying a knowledge of
his feelings and a keen realization of the
duficulties and responsibilitics of the min-
istenal work, with an advanced, liberal,
and broad belief in the different truths
taught by the Bible.

Rev. W. H. Allwonth moved,seconded
by Rev. Mr. Griffith, that Mr. Pedley be
teceived into the fellowship of the Chris.
tian ministry.  Both of these gentlemen
expressed themselves as  pleased with

the answer of Mr. Pedley, Mr. Griftith
predicting for tim a succes ful career in
the field which he had chosen. Rew.
Wm. Hay made the ordination prayer,
after which Rev. A, E. Kinmouth ex-
tended to Mr. Pedley the right hand of

fellowship.  The mezeting then closed
with the bhenediction, to meet n the
evening.

Although the night was bitterly cold,
the house was filled in the evening.  Mr.
Hay having resumed his positiun  as
chairman, he announced a hymn, after
the singing of which, the Rev. Mr. lLaw,
of the Baptist Church, Harley, offered
prayer.

Mr. Hay annocunced the programme
of the evening, anl related soms remini-

is discernable in their writings.

Mr. Hugh Pedley delivered the ad
dress to the paople.  He comn: nced by
narrating som: inzidents of the live, of
himself and his brother, anl as he spoke
in feeling words of som> of their struy
gles, the sympathetic tear could be seen
stealing down the cheeks of many in the
audience.  He then told them of the
kind of church he knew his brother
wanted, and urged the members to be
true mzn and women, a working church
of true believers.  There were many
things a church could stand, it could
stand to be burned dowa, it could stand
financial embarrassmant, but it could not
stand the loss of spiritual life.  ‘the
world cannot tell your thoughts towards
God, but it can understand your deal-
ings with your fellowm:n, be honest and
upright, be united, let the minority be
ruied by the wishes of the majority. En-
courage your pastor by telling him when
he is a source of good to you. D't
be afmaid of making him conceited. You
must work with your pastor.  The im-
pression made by Mre Pedley in the
delivery of this address was gool, and
won for him many warm and appreci-
atne fnicnds and well-wishers. He Is a
j preacher every inch of hin.

Short addresses were then dllivered by
Rt W\ L Kinmoath, of Brantford, and
the Rovs. Fife, Law and Ebersoll, above
referred to. The meeting closed with
devotional everciszs.

The following cvening a public mect-
ing was held in the C. M. Church of this
village, which might be termad an in-
duction service.
