Oune hundred and sixteen rounds has
herofore been the maximmun®  This sounds formidable, dut these are
some disadvamages about a very small bullit, and we feel the waut of
details as to the effects at short ranges. Very likely, howcver, the new
rifle is an effective arm,

No wender that the people of Cuba yearn for Home Rule, and covertly
advacate annexation to the United States.  Within the past ten years Cuba
has paid into the Spanish Preasury about 8376,000,000 and even the loyal
Spanish residents cau scarce plead an excuse for maintaining a union, tho
advamiages of which are so unquestionably one-sided. Cuba has a popula-
uon of one and a half million persons, and soon she, with her white and
colored citizens will, if Uncle Sam keeps a bright look-out, form part of the
great American Republic.

When the Comte de Paris issued his manifesto we remarked that the
indifference with which it was treated by M. Grevy's government indicated,
possibly, a consciousness of strength in the Republic.  The result of the
late crisis, which mizht have been so formidable, goes to coniirm our u}ca
that republican institutions have really acquired a firm hold on the mind
and-sentiment of France. We partly based this opinion on the fact that a
whale generation has now nearly grown to years of maturity since the
overthrow of the Empire. .

‘There is sometimes a goud deal of-—as it scems to us—unnecessary and
offensive fuss made by the strect-car conductors in hurrying up passengers’
farcs.  When the cars me over-crowded, as they often are, it is frequently
a matter of quite a livtle time and manccuvring to get your fare passed up,
or 10 navigate to the front to drop it into the box yourself, or to get change,
and as far as our observation—which is pretty continual—goes, passengers
are for the most part carcful enough, and as expeditious as is at all
necessary.  The street cars are, on the whole, well conducted ; let their
authorities guaid against any offensive nonsense.

WHOM TIME MOVES WITHAL.

It i3 not uninteresting on the immnediate Eve of the New Year, tc
think for a moment of the ages of personages who, from birth, rank, genius,
or other cause, occupy a position of prominence in the cye of the world.
Some of these have attained a term of years so prolonged that it is more
than probable another annual summary will miss some name of mark, for
we only mention such as are of what may be called somewhat advanced
age.

If it werc not fitting to give the pas (and place ans dames)to Her
Majesty, who ill be Gg next May, we might begin with the more real alter-
nate rulers of the United Kingdom, Mr. Gladstone and Lord Salisbury,
between whom there are 20 years of difference. lord Salisbury will be 58
on the 3rd February next.  Mr. Gladwione was 78 yesterday. It has been
a frequent mistake of late to speak of Mr. Gladstone as being 79, and there
is often a confusion about ages, which secms to anise in this way. Some
one speaks of, we will say Mr Gladstonz’s 79th birth-day, and some one
else at once sets him dowx as being 79 years vld.  Of course, a 9th birth-
day is the beginning of the 79th year. The 78th was completed with the
previous day. The birth-day which comes when a child is one year old, is
his second birth-day. Mr. Gladstone was born on the 29th December, 1809.

There are two Royal Personages, who, though standing in very differ-
ent degrees of interest to the world, are alike remarkable for their length of
days. One is the grand old Emperor William, the other the venerable
Duchess of Cambridge ; both were born in 1797. The Emperor will be g1
in March, the Duchess in July. :

Two Field Marshals, of widely different reputations, were born in 1800
and therefore go with the century. One is Von Moltke, the other the Earl
of Lucan, who commanded the British Cavalry in the Crimea.

A younger, but promivent soldier, Tord Wolscly, will be 55 next June.

Three venerable Admirals attract atiention by their age.

Admiral of the Fleet, Sir Provo W. P. Wallis, is 97. He was, we
believe, born in Halifax, and as Second Lieutenant of the Shannan, brousht
her and her prize, the Chesapeake, into Halifax Harbor in 1813. He was
posted in 1819.

Sir Wm. Fanshawe Martin, Rear Admiral of the United Kingdom, and
the 8ecnior on the Retired List, is 88. He was a post captain of 1824,

Admiral Henry Eden, who stands next on the Retired List, was posted
in 1827, and is go years of age.

Lady Burdett Coutts will be 74 in April.

Tennyson and Browning arc both about the same age, 75 or 36.

Whittier is 8o.

Cardinal Manning is also about 8o, and Cardinal Newman 8.

The redoubtable M. DeLesseps, of Suczand-Panama Canal fane, is 83.

Sir John Millaiv, the great painter, is 59.

As « centenary, the death of Prince Charles Edward, the young Preten.
der, may be boerne in mind when we come to the 31st January—that cvent
having taken place on that day, 1783. That of his brother Henry, the
Cardinal of Yourk. and last of the Stuarts, did not occur, if we remember
rightly, till 1809.

HALIFAX NUISANCES.

Three or four wecks ago judgment was given by Mr, Justice Frazer in
the case of a Miss Gilmour versus the corporation of St. John. A\ verdict
was rendered against the city for culpable negligence in the care of the
sidewalks, whercby serious injury was caused to the plaintilf in whose favor
judgment was recorded to thy amount of 22000. .

‘T'his case may tell stand as a waining to om own City Council. The
City of Halifax, considering its extent and population, carries an amount
of tax-" i which may well be called enormous, bt the state of the public
highwaya within its boundaries affords but little evidence of a judicious
expenditure of it.

At any moment the city might find itself called on to pay damages
arising out of the state of its sidewalks. The cobble stone carriage-
entrances here and there are dangerous in weather slippery either from
frost or wet, especially to females.  Young, active and expert women cvade
them by balancing along the curb-stone—itself narrow enough—but elderly
ladics are often deficient in the necessary gymnastic powers.

The raised drains across the sidewalks in some parts are particularly
dangerous on dark nights, and plank walks might surely be laid over a large
extent of streets which now entail & helpless slipping about in mud more or
less liquid or sticky.

Everybody anathematizes the winter ice-nuisance, but no such thought
scems 1o occur 10 the “ patres conscripti ” as determination to abate it.  If
property owners are not rigidly compelled. as they ought to be, to clear the
ice fram their frontages, they ought at least 10 be made to sprinkle ashes.
But we know how it goes in small cities, Every merchant or .aupkeeper
has his civic clique. The last thing he would think of conforming to in his
own high and mughty person is obedience to any bye-law which might
interfere with his smallest convenience, and he would accordingly make it
cheerful for his ward representatives if he were coerced. It is the same
thing with the frequent shameful obstruction of the footpaths by goods per-
manently exposed on them. Any stiff and stern chief of police, endeav-
oring to do his duty withcut fear or favor, wonld prebably have a short
time of it, and not a merry one. :

Some of the curbs at the street corners are exceedingly dangerous, and we
have noticed some cornors, where, at the bi-section of the angle, the pave-
ment is actually raised to a convex, rendering it almost impossible in icy
weather 10 attempt to round the turn on the sidewalk at all,

The general state of a large portion of sidewalk throughout the city is
very bad, and cellar-ways and man-hole traps are too frequently left open
or insecurely fastened.

If some of our hackmen (we do not say all) dressed themselves more
decently, kept their cabs cleaner, refrined from coarse and profane lan-
guage, not infrequently 10 be heard opposite the Grand Parade, and culti-
vated civility of demeancr instead of insolence, it wnuld not only be more
satisfactory to the respectable public, but would also probably be money in
their own pockets.

We have more than once before called attention (and we have been
requested on many hands to do so) to the intolerable nuisance of the deaf-
ening racket made by trotting drays and heavy carts, both in the business
and quiet portions of the city. A byc-law ought certainly to be passed
restraining these gentry with their raule-trap vebicles to a walk. Is there
an alderman brave enough to jucur the wrath of the carters and truckmen ?

We respectfully tender these httle items to the Corporation of the City
of Halifax as a New Year's tribute of our good will and considerc.ion for
their reputation and interests.

Wo have been rather in the habit of regarding the cheek and counter-cheek
features of the American constitution with disfavor ; but the roecent French
crisis induces some reflections from a new point of view. As the Irench con-
stitution now stands, the Legislature can force the resignation of the President
by refusing its confidence to any cabinet which is willing to work under him.
The chambers, therefore both make and unmako the President. It would be no
great stretch of imagination to conceive a Radical majority in the British House
of Commons unmaking the British monarchy. But the President of the
United States, his cabinet, and the whole Executive, are independent of the
Legislature. He is responsible only to the people, andethe Executive to
him. The Legislature, particularly the Senate, can annoy him, but nothing
short of impeachment can depose him. Hercin is much food for thought.

It is not an unpleasant reflection to begin the New Year with, that the
great English inedical scicntirt, Mr. Spencer Wells, says that the average
duration of human life in Great Britain has increased during the last fifty
years from thirty yearsto forty-nine ycars, The annual death rate has also
decreased in the last 115 years in a very marked degree. In Loandon, in
1744, it was 48.1 per 1,000; in 184c, it was 235 per 1,000, and 1885, it
was only 19.3 per 1,000,

A shooting affray occurred on Wednesday week at Myrtle, Ont., be-
tween two whiskey detectives and some anti Scott Act persons.  Rabert
Brown, bar-tender of Port Percy, was fatally injured.

A series of bridges, to afford communication between Canada and the
United States at the Sault Sainte Marie, is on the voint of completion.  This
new international highway will he of great importance.

Mr. Norquay, Premier of Manitoba, has resigned, and Mr. Harrison
has very rapidly formed a new ministry.  Mr. Norquay indignanily denies
that he has been offered oflicial inducement by Sic John to resige.

. Geo. Mann & Co., of the liquor-tea company, ‘Toronto, have assigned
\‘:lth liabilities §60,000, and assets 240,000. ‘The Centrul bank is the prin-
cipal creditor. Other creditors are tea and book houses in New York and
England. :

The number of sudden deaths occurring during the Christmas week has
been remarkable. They iuclude Mr. Roche and Mr. Hendeson, of
Halifax, and Mr. Owen Conolly, said to be the wealthiest citizen of Prince
Edward Island.

The St. John Sun says that Wiggins has scored a point, as he predicted
a green Christmas. We do not quite see it. We understand a green
Christmas to mean a soft one, and, though very fine, the Christmas week has
been quite hard and cold.

Some busybadies and quidnnncs in England have been amusing them-
selves with discussing the state of the Mlitia of Canada, of which they
know less thao nothing. It is probable, howeser, that their promptings
come from the disaffected here.

Six commissions in the Cavalry or Infantry of the Line are to be granted
to officers of the Active Militia of Canada under certain regulations which
are gazetted. Age, 19 10 22, must have served 15 months, and pass a rigid
medical and literary examination.

Surveying operations in connection with the fortifications to be erected
by the Imperial Government at Esqui nalt are being carried on by a d=tach-
ment of Royal Engineers, m charge of Licut. J. I. Laing, a graduate of
1883, of our awn Royal Military College.

Enlistment for the new school of nfantry, at Landon, Ont., will be
commenced very shortly. The sirength will be the same as that of the
other schools—oune hundred. The barracks are abowt ready for occupa-
tion, and the school is to be opened in April, -

There is 2 rumor that the Dominion Government is about to take over
the Canadian Pacific Railway, giving a perpetaal guarantee of 3 per cent. on
the stock. If there is any foundstion for 1t such a transaction should be
narrowly watched, and would require the fullest discussion.

The Imperial small arms committee have been conducting a series of
tests of a new magazioe rifle submitted to them, and the results have proved
so satisfactory that they have been communicated to the Militia Department
at Ottawa. They report a mean deviation of curvaturo of only twelve
inches in one thousand yards, and no recoil when the shot is fired. These
improvements are likely to cause a revolution in the uso of small arms.

The sheep ranch of Ira Wilson, at Cadboro Bay, oppasite San Juan
Island, B C, was scized by Custos officers, on Saturday last  The pro-
prietor was accused of smuggling sheep and other steck on San Juan Lslawd
to various parts of Vancouver IMand. Thrie hundred sheep, and ciher
stock, were scized, and the watter ref-rred to Ottawa.  Wilson acknowldges
having smuggled, and has put up cnough security to cover the scizure and
probable finc.

Mr. Lingham, th~ wellbknown cattle exporter of Belleville, (nt., has
just reccived through Lord Dofferin the appointmeut of manager, in India,
of the cattle estates of the Nizwm of Hvderabad, who will be remembered
as having given 82,000,000 towards the fortfications and defence of India
a short time ago,

We have to achnowledge a very artistic calondar, with a Christmas
greeting, from the Passenger Department of the “ Chicago and North
Western Railway.” The tone of the colored engraving of two handsome
dogs, and of the sporting scenc above them is admimble, and auitc novel
in this sort of thing.

C. C. Richards & Coa,, the proprictors of ¢ Minard's Liniment,’
etc., have published an extremely pretty calendar for 1888, a capy o which
they have kindly sent to us. This enterprising firm claims to have increased
its sales 50 per cent. during the past yoar, and s preparing for a large
extension of its operation=.

A fatal dynantite explosivn occurred at Brooktficld on Friday morniog
last, by which four men were killed, and a wan badly, and a womag less
scriously, injured. The disaster was caused by the foothardiness of A.
Macdonald, (killed,) who persisted, asainst remonstrance, in thawing frozen
dynamite in a kettle on the stove.  ‘The bodies were frightfully mangled.

Messts, P, W Ellis & Co., of Toranta, have just entered into a cuntract
with the Dominion Rife Association for the manufacture ol a large number
of silver medals annually distributed by that body, and which hitherto have
been made in Fngland. The samples shewn were fully equal to the
imported article, and the *Association decided that the work should for the
future be done in Canada.

The Victoria or St. Patrick's hall on Ann Strect, in Quebec, the
property of St. Patrick’s literary institute, was totally destroyed by fire at 3
o'clock on the morning of the 28th. The flames were pravented from
spreading with difficulty, as ap easterly gale was raging.

MUSICAL ECHOES.

I'ko editor ¢ 7 the dwmerican Mugician, Mr. ‘1. C. Fround, thus describes
the debut of young Hofmunn in New York :(—

Within tho wemory of the present generation no event i so profonndly
moved the musical and art circles of the Old World us the appearauce of
Josef Hofwann, the child who already in hix fifth year proved his warvelous
musical gifts to his poronts and their friends, and in his seveuth yoar
proved them {o the public at large. This was three years ago, gince which
timo ho has appeared in Borlin, Paris, Loudou, and other large cilics,
where tho oxcitement he caused was unprecedenteil. Rubiustein declared
hizu to ho ¢ tho marvoel of the age,” and Saint-Sacns gavo it ns his deliberate
opinion that the Iad had nothing more to learn as a wusician,

I'hat ho couiovnded tho critics, astounded tho musicians, and by the
timo ho finished tho vponivy picco, u concerto by Beothoven, roused the
audienco 1o tho wildest enthusiast, is now matler ot town talk.

When Adolt Neucadori) led to the pisuo u boy scarcoly over three fout
in hoight, dressed in a knickerbocker suit, who did not oven lock the tun
yuars he has reachied, and the audience realized that this infant was about to
attempt a concorto by Beethoveu from memory, and to undertuke to hold
his own with an orchestra of 100 wusicians, und thot, too, in so vast an
suditorium as the Metropolitan Opera Houss, a cry of astouishmont went up.
Tho thing was impossible !

The lad quielly seated hiwself, deliberately ectowed up his piano-stool,
nodded with tho ecaso and confidence of a veteran to Mr. Neuondorfl, and
the performance began.

At tho end of thoe first movement theie was a wild burst of applause.
At tho end of the. concerto the wmen wore on theiv feot waviiy their hats,
whilo the women waved their handkerchiofs and the orchestra gave a ¢ fan-
fare” ou their instruments, .

In a journalistic exporicnce of ncarly twenty years 1 have witnossed uo
such scene belore. . .

Asone old and experienced 1usician, who voiced the upinion of his
closs, said, * Had I not seen it with my own eyes and heaid it with wy own
cars I novor would huve belioved it.”

Now, tho oxtraordinary part of Hofmann's pluying is that ho does not
play Jike a Loy but like a man. You cannot say of him, ¢ He plays won-
derfully for a boy.” If he were a grown wan his perforinance on Tuesday
night would insiantly entitle him to muk with all the greatest artists and
mugicians and abovoe most of them. . .

His technic is perfect, his accuracy phenowenal, his taste exquisite, his
memory marvolous, aud his wrist-power simply extraordinary. It is not my
purpose in this article to enter juto any detailed criticism of Josof Hofmann
as o musician and composer. 1 desite simply to placo on record wy own
impressions of his first performunce in this city and tho circumstances
under which that first performauce was given.

Followinyg the Jicethoven coucerlo came some * variaticus” by Raweay,
jn which the lad displayed a facility that it waos scarcoly possiblo to realize,
wore it not that the fact was before one. .

Hix own cotopositions—a berceuso and u waltz, which ho played later—
displayed him 8s s cowposer.

Negleet of tho business
necessities of Halifax must resull in this progressive age in shunting the
handling trade that is now being attracted hero to other poits, and it will
be extremely difficult to bring it back if we once loso it.

A good deal of troublo has beon caused in the line of lighting the
streets, through the attempt of the Gas Company to roc pture the
contract, and to obstruct others who tendered for tho work. This attempt
was aided— doubtless unconsciously—by the Board of Works, in failing to
take a decided stand, and the city was unlighted for soveral weeke.

Tt
should bo tho wim of our governmont to supply us with these 1o any way
not incotnpatiblo with our honor ns a people.

In civie mattora the yorr has Leen eomowhat unsati-factorv. A wood

uoss ovents of tho incoming yoar.

THLE WEEK.

As is natural whon the year draws tuwards its oud, business assumes &
yuicter aspect, but in Halifax a fair movement has transpired for tho geason.

In viow of this fact, it secmns to me important that some one shunld set
hoefore the mining moen of the provinee the possibilitios which are open for
accomplishment to such an organization, it ultimately sucgesstul. .

The areat need-of the gold-mining men is unquestivnably, as the
Constitntion sets oat, the inteichange of knowledge and ideas.

Gold-mining differa from many other wodes of miving, in that the
circumstances under which it i< prosvented are so varied that st 1ules will
uot apply, and, therefore, varied and constantly increasing knowledye 1s a
neeessity to its successful prosecution, .

How i3 this knowledge to be attvined 1 Either by expenience, which is
costly, or by attrnitiun with thoss practical men who have heen thete and
paid for it. In propurtion te the oppertunities whieh the Association
provides to its membors for this interchange will be 1t suceess,

It seems to e, therefuro, that tue first object to ba attaiaed by the

heidquarters. I the Asseciation is suflicivutly strong, linancially, to s cure
a desirable room in a contra) locwtion in tho city. with a propur person an
constant atiendance, its future would, I think, be to sume extent araured.

Wishing our agricultural frieuds and patrous & happy aml presperous
Naw Year, and being thoroughly impreesed with the importance and dignity
of their calliny, we present to them a few notes on the estimation in which
it was hold in nvtiquity, as we Lthink the reading of the farmer should nol
be confined exclusively to dry details of every day bustness and production,
Wo find the folluwing in the American Brocder :—

Rome hiad an agricultuml litotature unsurpassed by any of mordern times

This from Virgil = * The farmer may praise lnge estates, hut et him
cultivate a sinall one.”

In the Lest days of Ancient Rume no higher praise could be bestowed
upon a citizen than to give him the vame of a geod hushudman,

Pliny reports the sendivg to the Emperor Angustus 480 stalks of wheat
grown from one keinel; and anmother stoul sont te Nero, from Africa,
contained 340 stalks. .

Cato said : “* Our ancestors regatded it as a grand point in husbandry
not to have too much lund in one farm, for they considered that more profit
came by holding little and tilling it well."

Plows for heavy and light soils, double plows, plows almest the exact
models of those uow in uge in the South of France, in Italy and in Spain,
were in Rome 100 years B. C. ‘The Romuns also had hoes, spades, harrows,
rakes and many other furm implements.

The importance of forestry was fully appreciated by the ancients, and
much written shout. Pliny wrote : ¢ Men should plant trees while yourg,
and not build till their fi- 1ds are planted, and oven then they should tako
time to consider and not bo in teo great haste, to profit by the folly of
others.” .

Inan early period of Roman history tho highist and most honorable
occupations of her citizens were war and sgriculture,  Commmerco and
metchandising were considered plebijan pursuits. When Rome ceased to
choose her generals and statesmen from those who sprang from the obscurity
of tho farm, her powor aud greatness began to wane.

Palladius, who psobably lived in tho first century of the Christian era,
wrote fourteen largo volumes on agricnltural topics ; one was jutroductory
and generalisation of the subject : each ono of the fullowing twelve contained
matter egpecinlly adapted to one of the twelve months: thus exch mouth
had a volume adapted to its needs and labors ; the fourteenth was a pocticnl
treatise on, and descriptive of, grafting fruit trees  The precopts and
practices of this old wnter show a wonderful similarity to those of the
present day.

Manures wero saved with care, especially tho excrement of fowls and
birds 7 camposts to absorb and utilize liquid manures were common ; clover
was sown for the purpose of plowing under; graiz stubbles wero often burnt
over for the ashes; and tho advautages of rotativn of crops were all praticed
by farmers who tilled the soil 2600 years ago. 1t iv very probable that wo
might leain some valuable truths from lessous that wote taught to farmer
boys ““ when the world was young” In fact we are now relemining the
old lessons. for the scienco of agriculture was one of the lost arts which
was hutied in the impenetrable blackness of the dark ages.  For 1600 years
man got kis sustenance from the earth, but agricnlture.—as it was, aud is vow
beginning to be—* was without form and void.”

Tho following is an extract from the letter of Mr. Naylor, which wo
acknowledged, and to which wo drew attention in our i=sue of the 16th
instaut. on the subject of dehorning cattle, which wo now publish, together
with the English notice referred 10, in accordance with Mr. Naylor's request :—

Halifax, N. S.. 10th December, 1557
Tothe Fditor of the Critic:

DEar Sir,—I notico in a recent number of your paper a refereuce to
the practice of * dchorniug” cattlo pursued in somo paits of the United
States, and a subscquent cnquiry fromn some of our farmers for inforination
on this subject.

I wish 10 ivform you and your readers, with your pernizsion, that the
pepantly for such an act in Nova Scotis is, for each apimal, fifty dollars fine
and costs, or threo month's imprisonmont, or both fine and imprisonment
at tho option of the magistiate 1 inclose you a poster distributed by the
Royal Suciety for the Preveutivn of Cruelty to snimals, giving particulars of
a case in which a farmer was fined soven pounds twelve shillings for such
ag offonce. 1 would be much obliged if you would publish the caso as
priuted, for the imformation of our farmers, so that they may not bo led into
doing wrong through ignomnce of the laws.

“ Horrintr Cask or CRUELTY TO CATTLE AT LEvBURN.—Before lord
Tolton, the Hon. A. C. 0. Powlett, and other inngisimtey, at the Town Hall,
Leyburn, yesterday, Joln Ted, farnier, Arrowthorne, appeared at the instanco
of the Royal Socicty for the Prevention of Ciuelty to Animals, to an.wera
charge of il}-treating and tosturing eight heifuis, by eutting ofT their horns,
on the 11th inst. William Wake, laborer, Bunstan, stated that on the day
in question he was called upon hy tho defeudnut to assist him in fetching
cighteen Itish heifers out of a field on the farm aud putting them into a
fold. One of the animals was then tied firmly up by the defondant so that

1 could ot stir ahout, and with aun ordinary saw he cut away the horns
closa o tho head. Blood flowed in cousiderable quantity during tho
After seven of
the liciftis had been troated thus, Wake, becoming disgusted with the work,
refused to holp further, Tod continued tho process however, und did not
desist till fourteen wers denuded of their horna.  Mr. Choyee, ofticer of
the Society, said that on the 23rd inst., he visited tho farin of the defondant,
in compasy with Superintendent Walmsloy and a police coustable. e
told Tod the object of his visit, and was informed by him that the practice
of cutting off tho horns was a custom in Scotland, and that he intonded
taking tho hoins off the other four of his heifers. The dofendant at tho
same time oxpressing his willingness to allow Mr. Choyco to sco the snimnla.
My. Choyce went into the fuld yard and examined the heifers. The wounds
were just beginning to heal up, but thero were holes in the hoad of each in
which the finger conld bo inseited. The eurrounding parts scemed to bo
vory tender whentouched.  Mr. Broad, Mombor of the Coucil of the Royal
College uf Surgeons, London, gave evidonce n3 to the great cruelty of the
practico.  Witnesses were called by the defendant to prove that cutting off
horus in the manuer he had dous was not nucommon in Northumberland
and the North,  As it was atated that this was the firat caso of the kind in
Eughud, the magistrates juflicted a fiue of 1s. and costs in cach caso—in
all .£7 12a.—with the alternaive of 56 days' imprizonment. The fine was
paid.”—Frem the Yorkshive Post.

OUR COSY CORNER.

Nowadays, when ecoromy 18 the chief aim of woman, a few useful hiuts
will not be amise—10de d, they may enable some prudent sister to restore
to itr originui color and beauty rome cast-off’ party dress, sash ribbon or
faded garment that she had despaired of over utilizing again.

‘To clean colored silks, make a strong lather of seap and boiling water
(soft soap is best), and when you can bear your hand in it put in the article.
If tho materis] is strong it can be rubbed as in washing. Rinss quickly in
warm water, into which a littlo oil of vitriol may bo sdded if the silk is
bright yellow, crimson, maroon or scarlet; but for orange, brown, fawn
or similar shades omit the acid. Gently squeeze, roll in a coarse sheot and
wring slightly.

For pink, roso and their shades add only enough lemon juice or vinegar
to give the water a sour taste. .\ small quantity of baking scda or pearl ash
will rostore all the shades of blue and purple.

After squeezing and hanging to dry, make a sizing of gum water by
steeping half of n white kid glove in a quart of water.  Rub the sizing on
tho wrong side of the goods with a sponge or clean white woollen g ;
then pin it up to dry, or if the garmont has been ripped, foll it over a cur-
tin roller. A weak zolution ‘of copper dissolved in the water will restoro
the color to olive-g:een. .

To remove stains from silk mix together in a phial two ounces of vssence
of lemon and an ounce of oil of turpentino.

To clesn white brocaded silk and satin, mix sifted stale bread-crumbs
with powdered blue, and rub it thoroughly all over the goods ; shake well
and dust with clean soft cloths ; if thero are gold or silver fluwers rub the
flowers with r pieco of crimson velvet to restove their color,

Another method is to pass tho material through 2 solution of fine hard
soap, at a hand heat, drawing it through the hand. Rinse in luke-warm
water, dry and pin out. Brush tho right side the way of the nap with s
clean clothea-brush and then dip a sponge into a size made as sbove and
apply it to the wrong side ; now rinse out a second time and brush and
dry near a fire or in & warm room.

Another method, if the fabric is not very dirty, is to strow Fronch chall
ovor it, and brush it off once or twice with a hard brash. P
