The
members then liove out to Lachine to
inspect the works of the Lachine Rapds
Hydraulic and Land Company, where
they were entertaned by Messys, W,
Davis & Sons, the contractors. Brief
addresses were made by Messis. W, H,
Davis, G B. Burland, W, McLea \Wal.
bank, John Crawford, and others.

In the evening a member’s dinner took®
place n the Windsor Hotel, which was
presided over by .he retiring president,
The dinner was well attended by mem-
bers, a notable feature of the attendance
being the presence of five of the six
lwing past presidents of the society,
namely, Messrs. T. C. Keefer, john
Kennedy, E. P. Hannaford, P. A Peter-
son, Thomas Munro.

Upon re-assembling on Wednesday
morning, the report of the council was
read. Thechairman, Mr, Herbert Wallis,
drew attention to the references with
regard to the status of members of the
profession. At the last session of the
Quebec Legislature, a bill which aimed
to make the society a close corporation
was ntroduced, but before 1t could be put
through the House was prorogued. He
thought that this measure could be made
to fit the requirements of the measure if
the new council was given authonty to
push the matter, and it might then be
once more presented at Quebec, and also
in the Legislauve Assemblies of the other
provinces. By the terms of tlus proposed
bill it 1s intended to prolbit from prac-
uce those who are not corporate members
of the society, or who are entitled to
proctice by some act of the Donumon or
Provincial parhament, unless such
persons who are not at present members
shall become members within a term of
twelve months.

It also provides for the formation of a
board of examiners, who shall meet every
six months to grant certificates to those
wishing to be permitted to study, and
those who have in due course rendered
themselves fit to commence practice. A
great deal of discussion followed, many
little difficulties being shown. One of
these was the question of reciprocity
between the recognmized professional men
of different provinces who might wish to
praclise in cities or towns outside their

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own province, and annther was the matter
of expense. On the motion of Mr.
Percival St. George, seconded by Mr, H.
George Boswell, it was finally resolved
that the council be given the necessary
authority to act as it might see fit.

Mr. Rust stated that the Ontario
government permitted the secretary of
the Provincial Board of Health, who was
a medical man, to pass judgment upon
plans submitted by engineers on behalf of
municipalities in the province. He did
not think this was altogether right, and
proposed that a committee from the
society be apponted to wait upon the
Ontario government. A committee was
named, which included Mr. Rust and Mr.
Jennings, the proposer and seconder of
the resolution.

The chairman announced that the
Gzowski medal for the best paper of the
year had been awarded to Mr, E, Mohun,
M.C,S.C.E, for his paper on *Sewerage
of Victoria, B. C.

The committee appointed at the last
annual meeting on standard measures
presented its report. The report pointed
out that measurements made in the
ordinary course of engineering work with
measures not having the stamp of the
Department of Weights and Measures
were illegal; that no sufficient means
existed at present for the standardlizing
of engineering measures, and recom-
mended that such standards as might be
found satisfactory for the standardlizing
of tapes and chains should be recognized
by the department as local standards for
the purtpose of 1sswing authonized stand-
ards o length ; that engineers should
only be required 1o possess one standard
of not less than fifty feet length, from
which from time to time to compare their
working measures. Standards or com-
parators of the character required have
already been established at McGill
_ University, Montreal, and the School ot
Practical Science, Toronto, in addition to
one established for the purposes of the
Dominion Laud Surveyors at Ottawa,

THE USE AND MISUSE OF WATER.®

Every member of the British Associa-
tion of Waterworks Engineers is con-
cerned with the use and misuse of water,
and while every tmember desires to pro-
mote the public health by encouraging
the use of water for every legitimate
healthy and sanitary purpose, I take it th.at
he is very anxious to prevent as faras
possible the waste of water.

FALSE IDEAS WITH REGARD TO WASTE.

People {requently leave their 1aps open
under the impression that it is good for
the drains. The 1dea is quite a wrong
one. Small duulets of water can have
no cleansing effect upon drams, but a
thousand taps left open for this purpose
would have a material effect upon the
water supply of a town, and enhance the
difficulty of the local authority in dealing
with it at the outfall works.

QUANTITY OF WATER REQUIREDL,

Itis dufficult to fix a quantity of water
per head which shall satisfy the require-
ments in the several towns, because so
many factors enter into the constderation
of such a question. For instance, w.c.'s
and baths are becoming general in some
towns, and in the future there 1s every
probability that the artisan will want his
bath—ar.d why should he not havet?
The author has measured the consump-
tion of water at differen. sized houses,
and whilst admitting that no two towns
are alike nor any two houses for the
matter of that, some 1dea of the quantities
generally used may be gathered. Meter
readings showed the consumption ot
water in cotlages to vary from four to
seven gallons per head ; in larger houses
seven, eight, ten and sixteen gallons. In
houses with two w.c’s it often came under
20 gallons.

The question arises : How much water
per head for domestic usc must be

allowed for in the future? The demand
for manufacturing purposes must, of
course, depend upon local circumstances.
During the last few years it has become
apparent that a water carriage systemn of
drainage will be universally adopted in
all populous towns, and this means that
the waterworks engineers must allow for
the general use of w.c’s.  Wuh a view of
minimising the consumption of water for
sanitary purposes, the sink and other
waste water is being cffectively used in
w. w. closets. In the opmnion of some
engincers, these appliances are not con-
sidered economisers, but it is certain that
the three-gallon flush direct from the
tipper is not effectual in its work, and in
most cases the waste water is quite suffi-
cient, and therefore clean water is un-
necessary. A modern w.c. is cleaner
than a w.w. closet, and 1s the only
appliance applicable to outdoor use.
Another increase in the future consump-
tion of water must be looked for in the
fixing of automatic flushing tanks both in
connection with main sewers and private
drains of public institutions, Public
baths are also increasing, and there is
much more street watering than formerly.
There 1s little doubt that, under strict
supervision, an efficient supply for domes-
tic purposes may be given with ten to
fifteen gallons per head. The amount of
water going to waste in the course of a
year tn this country must be enormous,
and if 2 monetary value were placed upon
it we would view such waste as a
“ national calamity.”

HOW AND WHERE WASTE OCCURS.

A good percentage of the waste occurs
undergrour.d, and therefore its tendency
is to produce damp subsoails, wet base-
ments and ill health. In colliery districts
mains are subject to sudden subsidences,
and although a special form of joint has
been adopted it is not alwavs successful,
Service-pipes should be laid sufficiently
deep to protect them from {rost, and in
doubtful ground should be surrounded
with a soil known to be harmless to such

pipes.
A fre nt source of waste arises from
defectiv  ball-taps, and as there are

hundreds of overflows which still com-
municate with the drainage system by
unseen channels, 1t 1s only by careful
inspaction that these leakages are dis-
covered.

Much waste often results from the ball-
tap bewng insufficiently fastened down,
and as the water in the cistern nises it
lifts the ball-tap, and the water passes
down the overflow for hours togcther.
Of course, this could not happen in a
properly-fitted modern cistern.

SYPHON CISTERNS.

There are still some bad types of
syphon cisterns in the market, and careful
selection of the best is necessary to
prevent waste of water.

TWO OR THREE GALLONS ?

What is to be the future discharging
capacity of w.c. cisterns? Given a well-
laid drain, a properly-made closet basin,
a cistern not less than § ft. or 6 ft. above

the basin, a down-pipe of not less than
14 in. diameter, and then a two gallon
flush will effectually do the work, but the
work will be much better with some
basins than with others. Idonot include
the wash-out basin so much in use a year
or two ago amongst good basins. I do
not believe that anything less than a
three-gallon discharge will flush a wash-
out with any degree of certainty. The
syphon system 1s a most unsatisfaclory
appliance for a hotel, lodging house,
offices, or indeed, for any position whete
the basin is much used. Although a two-
gallon flush is sufficient, I belicve a three-
gallon flush will ultimately become
general, because in sanitary matters
nothing short of absolute certainty and
entire reliability is acceptable. Every-
body would feel confidence in the effi-
ciency of a threce-gallon flush, but there
are many cases where a two-gallon would
not inspire such confidence.

SEVERE FROSTS.

Perhaps one of the greatest enemies to
the waterworks engineer is a severe fiost,
and the winter of 1894 must have cost the
country thousands of pounds in damage
to mains, services, meters, &c. In the
author’s opinion, the practice of shutting
off the water or reducing the pressure
at nights is the cause of much njury to
the local authority or company as well as
to the consumers, and it 1s a retrograde
step in the matier of public health,
There can be no doubt that taps in open
courts or other exposed positions cause
endless worry, but the tendency now is to
provide a tap for each house, and if care
be exercised in laying the service, and if
the consumer be taught to see that—at
all events where the works are the pro-
perty of the local authority—he is an
interested parly, we may expect good
results. Even in a severe winter, with a
judicious use of stop-taps and gas-jets,
one can nealy, if not quite, get through
without a burst pipe, and of course I mean
without wasting water.

WASTE-WATER METERS.

The value of waste-water meters in
detecting waste is beyond question.
Other methods for detecting waste,
however, must not be ignored or over-
looked. Systematic house-to-house in-
spection followed up by the plumbers is
very effective. The author s~me years
ago undertook an inspection of this kind
in a large town, and the consumption
was reduced by three gallons per head as
a consequence of one inspection. What
might it have been if regular and con-
tinuous inspection had followed? The
introduction of the Deacon meter has in
several instances 1educed the consumption
50 per cent., but it would more than
justify its use if it reduced the consump-
tion by 20 per cent. in any ordinary-sized
town. It will be said that some towns.
have done much better than this with the
meter, but in these the consumption was
abnormally high to begin with. In new
works 1t 1s easy to arrange for the waste-
meter system, and it is desirable to make
such provision.
