INSURANCE OF DRUG STOCKS.

By mutual consent of all five insurance
companies (and when will they not agreo
to increase their own profits by raising
rates), the rvate on ordinary drug stack is
higher than ordinary merchandise rates,
claiming the greater visk on the former
class. That this is not the case is shown
time and again from statistics which
clearly prove that although drug stock
may and does include goods which arve of
a particularly inflanuuable nature. yet
the precantions taken, the description of
containers in which the<e goods are kept
and the usually small proportion of them
in a retail store has reduced the number
of fires originating in such premise- to a
very small percentage of the iotal fire
losses.

In Philadelphia a - Druggists” Mutual
Fire Insurance Company ™ has been furmed,
and ka: fssued a large number of policies.
Would it not be well fur the druggists of
Canada to cunsider the guestion either of
concerted action on their part to compel
the insurance companies to give us more
reasonable rates, o1 failing in this to
establish a cumpany en somewhat the sine
lines as the Philadelphia company » We
append some extracts from the Druggists’
Circular, showing the feeling which exists
in the United States in this matter

At the annual wmecling of the Ohio
Pharmacentical Association, held in 1888.
a committee was appointed to investigate
the subject of mutual fire insurance. This
committee has recently made public the
results of its work from which it appears
that the druggists of that State pay pretty
dearly for their insurance. It is estimated
by the committee, from all that they can
learn, tha! druggists by protecting then,-
selves on the mutual plan can save from
one-half to three-quarters of the money
now expended for premiuns.

There has long lbeen an exceedingly
strong stspicion in the minds of druggista
every where that the rates usually charged
them fur insurance against fire were ex-
travagant.  When protesting against these
charges they have been confronted with
pictates £ the tenribly dangerons cha-
acter of their stocks- how their stores
were magazines of highly intlanmable
substances. which by the breaking of n
bottle, mught 1 moment be involved in
destrnetion.

To show that a pharmaey is in fact a
rather safe place, so far as fire 15 con-
cerned, we may quote from the report
above referred to that in Cleveland the
loss to retail drngyists fromn that cause
duringa period of eighteen years amounted
to only 25,500 : and in Cincinnati the loss
in eight years was but %3,000.

PHARMACISTS' AIDS,

There can be no doubt of the fact, that two
of the moat rapidly mecreamng demands upon
the ability of the pharmacist of to.day, nro
analytical chenustry and microscopy. ‘The
former mncludes that class of demands that sv
frequently apply to the drugnist for analysis of
some special compound or even mure often for
an analysms of urine.  These are not lunited
to the “ignurant (i) laty, tut are deudedly
commun requests from physicians themsclyes,
It has unly Leen a few yoars since these sab
Jjects became su snpurtant in the diagnosis of
discase, and therefore only the decidedly
studious or recent graduate appreciates or
investigates the utility of their possibilitics.
Referring especially to the matter of urine
analysis, for every druggist should bhe posted
on amalytical chemistry, we know that very
few of our best pharmacists have made any
special study of this specialty and the follow-
ing is an ordinary result. The doctor, often
for lack of time, quite as often for lack of
information, applies to the pharmacist fur an
analys s «f urine—presumng, the pharmacist
cannot do 1t, naturally enough the doctor
gocs elsewhere, but does ho ever return for
any more such work? Does he ever re'er
anyone elso to that store for it No-all
reforences 1 this line are to that pharmacist
who s capable thereof.  How many prescrip.
tions, how much trade 1s thercby loat, trans.
ferred? Just becauss the firat pharmacist
could not do a hittle chemical analysia that
would not have required more than twenty
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minutes of his time, for which, also, e would
be paid.  On the othor hand, presuming, he
says, “ Yes, T will nnalyso it for you,” the
doctor not only has reason to go thero again
for such work, not only refers othier doctors,
as nlso his patients, there, but trade, pro-
scriptions, ete., ars nocessarily increased.

Wo know a pharmacist who, as a rosult of
this ono department of analytical chemistry,
took in two hundred dollars for the worl it-
self in one year, tosay nothing of the increaso
of trade thus induced. In other words, we
believe that a pharmaciat should not oaly be
o druggist, but a chomist. Ho neced not
dolve in the minute depths of tho subject,
but there are many of its minor branches
like the ouneo referred to—that require but
Jittle study or time, that not only add to his
business, but give a scientific touch to his
reputation that the public decidedly admire.
As regards the microscope in pharmacy, the
many and increasing articles in our difterent
journals commending its value and uso are
but growing proofs of the fact that the
pharmacist of the future will and must boa
microscopist.

Horo wo have another of the many minor
studies, that are not only casily learned but
quite as easily applied.

The value of a microscopo is illustrated
readily by the fact that while every crystal,
root, rhizome, leaf, powder, starch, etc., have
distinctive and individual peculiarities, yet
very few of these are distinguishable by the
naked oye, while all are easily resolved and
can bo identified by aid of u microscope and
a little experience. When we think of the
fact that England, France, Germany and
other foreign countries make a business of
manufacturing especial ““adulterants for the
American trade’’ we can comprchend the
necessity of individual analysis. Of course
the microscope can only apply to a part of
these things, and many pharmacists have but
few occasions to use its powers. Noverthe-
. less if one pussesses the knowledge to detect
anise in conium, or vice versa, starch, sugar,
ete., in quinine and antipyrine or powdered
ipeac, to say nothing of coffeo, pepper and
many more drugs that are so commouly
adulterated, he could save the price of his
instrument in a comparatively short tume,
and while enjoying the pleasuroe of this de-
lightful and instructive work would also know
that ho is conscientious in supplying pure
articles to his customers.

1t is encouraging to know that microscropy
has been gaining in importance in many of
our pharmacy schools. Usually starting with
small proportions and ineflicient supplies—it,
as a study, gradually works its way and
proves its utihty until to-day a number of
the leading colleges require the work as one
of the necessities for graduation. In many
medical schools of the United States and
Europe not only is mcroscopy applied tem-
porarily but much stress is being laid on
photomicrography, by which means its valu.
ablo investigations are casily preserved. It
is evident that microscopy is one of the phar.
maceutical advancements of the day. It has
rapidly pressed its needs upon the scieutific
part of the profession. It is growing in de-
mand. It is & comparatively new field and
presents graud opportunities for observation,
investigation and original work.

As the timo must surely come when a part
of the pharmmacist’s armamont will be o
microacopo and microscopy, wo wish to direct
attontion to the subject in the bolief that
those who would be progressive muy be led to
investigate its value.—[N. E. Druggist.

CUTTING PRICES.

—

In connection with this subject of cut-
ting, the following interview of an Era
reporter with Mr. Alexander Hudnut, the
proprietor of the great cut rate store of
Hegeman & Co., New York, will Le read
with interest. Mr. Hudnut said :—

The rebate plan, or any other system of
artificial bolstering, is as futile asit would
be *o try and dam Niagara. Legislation
on 110 subject is unnecessary anﬁ super-
fluous. The matter carries its own death
warrant with it.

Some six years ::{;o the drug trade got
together and forined a most beautiful plan
for maintaining prices. \Where is that
beautiful plan now? The rebate system
is probably its legitimate offspring. Come
to me some years hence and [ expect to be
able to point to a string of lineal descend-
ants of the rebate plan, each of them as
helpless to perform what is expected as
the other. The world ought to be wise
enough by this time to recognize the fixity
of the laws which govern commerce.

I regard the principle of cutting asa
settled policy in the drug business, and I
shall pursue that steadily. Hegemann &
Co. have done a business of about $325,000
annually. I expect to increase it to half a
million dollars. In London the immense
stores of the Army & Navy, and of the
Civil Service have worked a revolution in
the drug trade, by buying at first hands in
immense (}uantities, and selling on close
margin. 'They have even cut the rates on

rescription business. The result has

een t{mt the chemists, as they call them
there, have Leen compelled to come down
in their prices, and a process of elimination
bas steadily gone on—the weak have had
to go to the wall. The result is the *“sur-
vival of the fittest.” These conditions
apply to New York, and I venture to say
that there are not over ten drug stores in
the city of New York that are makin
their owners more than a living. With
the rest it is simply a process of more or
less rapid rusting out.

An absence of cut prices, and general
prosperity marks the retail drug trade of
Cleveland. The Cleveland Pharmaceutical
Association is clannish and its dues are s0
moderate that almost the entire trade is
within the Association. This gives rise to
a brotherly feeling which makes doing
business a pleasure ; and prevents cuts
and insures prosperity. The drug trade
in many cities suffers from wholesale
slashing of prices from the lack of such an
Association as exists in Cleveland. The
Association is thoroughly organized, and
the two wholesale houses in Cleveland do
everything in their power to help the retail
trade along, and decline to sell at vetail in

OPIUM. '

InOpium the reduced estimates of the p ro-
bable yield from the current crop, coupied
with advices of higher prices in London apd
the primary market, have caused a much
firmer, feeling here. I'he bulk of the spot
supply is controlled Vy threo dealers who
it is said are working in harmony to raise
prices, in which effort they have already
made considerable progress, it would ap-
pear, sinco at the close there was very
littlo staudarized to be had at #3.10, the
general quotation being £3.16. Natural
was held at $3.20 to #3.50. While there
were no large buyers in the market, the
demand for single cases and broken lots
was very good. Powdered has advanced
to #4.20 to £4.30 as to seller and test. We
have received the following from Smyrna
under date of July 13th: “There is no
longer doubt that if the yield of 5,000
baskets is to be reached by the new crop
(including the 1,250 baskets from Salonica)
the fields on the high grounds must yield
much more than the lower fields have
shown up to the present moment—arrivals
of 117 baskets against 570 in 1888, which
certainly is a poor showing. It is true
that in Counstantinople, where they got the
opium from the districts where the gath-
ering was made in advance of the others
this season, they had received 45 baskets
against 125 last year, which is somewhat
better than we can show, but is still aw-
fully poor. Holders are very sanguine
and will not sell their goods unless they
get higher prices, and as they now have
incveased facilities for depositing their
goods with banks at reasonable rates of
interest, it is most probable that buyers
will bave to accept their terms. The stocks
abroad were large, but as they have been
kept all along at lower rates than what
opium could be bought at in the primary
markets, they have gradually melted down
to reasonable quantities. London has
hardly 1,000 cases, the greater part of
which is Persian and high grade Turkish,
not suitable for the American market.
New York has about 500 cases which
could be called ¢in the market.’ The
balance is held by outsiders who would
not part with their opium unless they get
much higher prices for it. But all this is
a matter of little consideration to the
native merchant in Turkey ; he holds on
to his opium when he sees a small crop,
and buyers will have either to live on tho
European and New York stocks or pay
them something better than the starving
prices they paid for the last few years.”

Since this was written, some cables advise
crop estimates reduced to 4,500 baskets
(including Salonic:géand prices in Smyrna
from 9s. Sa to 9s. 94.

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ADVANTAGES OF TRADE JOURNALS.

“I'rade journals have become an established
institution, and the fact that they have come
to stay cannot longer be doubted. Their
advantage, to both the buyer as well as the
seller, is manifested every day in the change
which has been wrought in the present
manner of transacting business. A few years
ago, before these journals were established,
if a party desired to purchase a certain line
of goods, the first thing he would do would
be to supply himsclf with the necessary funds,
pack un his grip and start out upon a tour of
obscrvation and inspection ; and after travel
ing over a large amount of territory and
spending considerable money, would finally
succeed in finding the goods sought for. The
manufacturer who was desirous of introducing
to the public any new line of goeds, was
obliged to resort to the slow, expensive and
uncertain method of mailing out printed
circulars, at the rate of ten dollars per thou-
sand for postage, besides the expense of
printing, folding and directing them ; and
perhaps eight out of every ten thus sent out,
if received at all by the parties to whom
directed, would find their way to the waste-
paper basket without ever being opened. It
Leing impossible to reach every one by this
method, the chances for striking one who
might be in war. of the article named therein
was often not one in five hundred, while
perhaps @ hundred others might be omitted
who might be in want of it.

Advertising in a general way in the papers
of the day was not a profitable investment.
Those papers having a very large circulation,
such as the “ Scientific American,” the “Iron
Age,” and others which might be named,
were valuable papers and probably were the
best mediums at that time ; but their cireula-
tion, although very large, was general, and
while the advertiser was charged for the
space occupied at a rate based upon a circu-
lation of 40,000 or 30,000 copics, yet in any
instances but very few of the trades interested
and to whom it was desirable to introduce
the goods, were ever reached. For instance,
the “ Iron Age” circulated principally among
hardware and iron dealers, who formed a
considerzble portion of its circulation, very
few of whom had any interest whatever in
saw-mill or planing-mill machinery, and so
on with all other trades, and as before stated,
while they were paying cxorbitant rates for
advertising based upon the large circulation
of those journals, they were really deriving
less benefit from it than they would have re-
ceived from a medim of one-quarter the
circulation, but devoted exclusively to this
particular trade and circulated exclusively
among them.

Every trade is now represented by a journal
devoted to that trade exclusively, and a pur-
chaser now , instead of speading large sums
of money and much valuable time in roaming
over the country in search of any particular

Ime of goods, may sit down uictly n one
corner of his office and consult his trade
paper, in which he will find the goods of the
most prominent and reliable manufacturers
carefully described and fully illustrated by
finey, artistic cuts, >0 that all that i~ required
is to write to some of those houses, who will
cheertully answer all mquiries, or in most
cases, send their travelling man, who will
come prepared to give them all further infor-
mation that may be required, and their pur-
chases may be made then and there to just
as good advantage as it they had spent $100
in travelling expenses, in order to visit the
same house in person.  Uf any house is
neglecied by not beny represented i its own
trade paper, it is its nusfortune in not bemy
represented, and not the fault of the journal.

Anoiher change has been brought about,
and one thattrade gournals have had wmore or
less to do with . There s a different class of
travelling men representing these houses at
the present time from what thete was a few
vears ago.  Since buyers have abandoned the
plan of visiting these houses in person pro-
minent manufactureis have found it for their
own interest to employ none but sober, com-
petent and reliable men to represent them -
men who are well posted in the business ana
who are competent to give intelligent and
reliable information with regard to the goods
which they iepresent, and the result 1s that
the public has more confidence and 1s more
ready to deal with them than formerly, wiile
the “ bujns” that formerly represented, or
misrepresented, these houses have disap-
peared from the road. Manufacturers tind
it to their advantage to have their goods thus
represented in these journals, for the reason
that while the rates are much lower than
would be obtained in the former medms,
they are sure every copy that is sent out from
the office of publication, whether the circala-
tion be 1,000 or 11,000 per issue, will be sure
to fall into the hands of some onc who 13
interested in their particular line of goods.

The public has been bLenefited by wrade
journals in another manner which can not be
omitted. Almost every journal representing
any particular trade has secured the services
of experienced and practical writers, who,
from long experience in this particalac hine,
have become eaperts i the business, and
from whom much valuable information may
be obtained by those who have not had the
same experience and advantages. Many
young men just starting out in hfe, either as
proprietors or forcimen m the various trades,
have received many valuable hints from these
sources, which have been of much benefit to
them, and which might bave required years
of experience before they could have acquired
the same information. And for this and other
reasons which have been given, what was
said at the commencement of this article may
be repeated, viz, thatthe trade joumals have
come to stay.

Itas an error 1o suppose that we
can either interest or instruct people by nirst
assuring them that they are all but hupelessly
ignorant. Human nature may be weak, but
it 1s strong enough to resent such offensive
presumption. - The pubhic knows more than
many amerchant is wilhing 1o give i wredn
for.
~ In sending out ti .de letters and circulars
it is not only unwisc but positively ruinous ‘o
assume an undignitied  and vulgar tone.

Auction sales ave very unsatisfactory
affairs at all times, and we fear that there
was no exception to the rule in the case of
Lowden, Paton & Co., who got 1rid of most
of their stock the last week in July
through the assistance of Suckling, Cassidy
& Co., the Toronto trade auctioncers.
When people buy at auctions. if they are
well posted in values, they rarely bid above
half the value of the goods and if the
quantities are large thoy are not content
unless they obtain decided bargains., At

the Lowden-Paton sale plush goods were,

sold in large quantities at prices that
would scarcely pay for the fittings, while
rubber goods and extracts simply brought
no value at all. This sale is but another
reminder of the fact that a stock and
business are not in themselves of any move
value than they will bring under tne
hammer, but are merely means to an end
—an annual income. When taking stock
this fact should not bLe forgotten and a
liberal discount should always be made on
fixtures and such goods as are considered
poor or dead stock.

The half-yearly meeting of the Ontario
College of Pharmacy was opened in the
college buildnngs, Gerrard Street East,
Toronto, on Tuesday, August 6th, at 3 o'clock
p.m. Thers wore present:
Clark, Hamilten, Mr. J. E. D'Avignon,
Windsor ; John J. Hall, Woodstuch ; G. S.
Hobart, Kingston ; Andrew Jeffrey, Toronto,
L. I Lawrence, London; John McKvee,
Potorburo’ ; J. H. Mackenzie, ‘Toronto ; C.
H. McGregor, Brantford, A. B. Petne,
Guelph ; J. W. Slaven, Unlha, and Henry
Watters, Ottawa.

On the motion of Mr. John McKee,
seconded by Mr. Andrew Jeffrey, the Presi-
dent, Mr. John A. Clark, Hamilton, was
appointed Chairmau,

The Chairman called upon Mr. Isaac T.
Lewis who read the result of the election of
members to tho council and the number of
balots cast for each and the same was
approved.

President Clark said that when he under-
took the duties of president two years ago,
ho realized that it would be a task of
considerabloe difficulty to discharge the duties
to the satisfaction of the members of the
Board He hoped the meetiny would not be
charactorised by any unpleasant feeling such
as had boen manifested in the Jate Council.

Nominations for Vice-President having
been declared in order, Mr. J. E D'Avignon
moved the appointment of Mr. W. B. Saun.
ders, and Mr. C. H. McGregor moved Mr. J.
Hall. Mr. Hall was clected, only one ballot
being cast for Mr. Saunders who was not
present.

Mr. John A..

The Vico-Presidont, in the course of a
briof spoech, oxprossed tho reluctance he felt
in opposing Mr. Hall. Hoe would resorve his
reasons for doing so until Mr, Saunders was
prosent. It was nocessary in giving effoct to
the now act that men who held office before
should bo identified with the Council. He
would do his best to sccure for tho college
any of the benelits obtained from tho act.

On tho wmotion of Mr, J. H. Mackonzie,
seconded by Mr. L. I Lawrence, Mr. Isaac
'I'. Lowis was ro-elected Treasurer and Reg s-
trar for tho next two years,

The Chairman stated that the auditor, Mr.
Danicls was away in Lngland, and that it
would be necessary to appoint another for
the unexpired torm.  On the motion of Mr.
J. H. Mackenzie, secquded by Mr. J.
McKee, Mr. W. A. Hargreaves appointed
for the unexpired term,

Mr., H. Watters, seconded by Mr, John

Mr. D’Avignon, seconded by Mr. Watters,
moved that the minutes of last meeting of
the Council be accepted as read, the infer-
ence being that they were read from the
minutes and not from the Journaj,

This was agreed to unanimously.

Mr. Mackanzio thought the whoule Council
should act on such an important branch as
the Infringement Committeo, but Mr. Wat-
ters pointod out that this was contrary to the
constitution, which limited the number to
tive. .

Mr. Hall and Mr. Hobart scomed to favour
the amondment of Mr., Mackenzie, atating
that it was difticult to cover the districts in
any other way without the appointment of a
private proaccutor or detectivo.

Mr. Jeffroy thought the Council should
not nndertake such work.

The President sustained tho by-law, and
ruled Mr. Mackenzie's motion out of order.

On the motion of Mr. Watters, seconded
by Mr. Hall, the motion to approve of the
comnmittecs was carried unanimously.

Tho council then heard communications,
accounts, notices of motion, educational
committoo’s report, special committee’s re-
port, regulations for examiners and applica-
tions from apprentices, aftor which they
adjourned till Wednesday, at 10 o'clock,
a.m., the business of considering the reports
being referred to the various committees.

Wednesday Morning.

The Council met at 10 o'clock, President
John A. Clark in the chair,

The Chairman read some correspondence
he had with Mr. E. R. Beckwith, Secretary
of tho Stato Board of Pharmacy, at Peters-
burg, Virginia. He (the Chairinan) remarked
that there had been a difference of opinion
in the Council regarding the Phavinacy laws.
The desire of the writer was that those who
passed the examinativns before competent
Boards could pass into and practise in any
other State without re examination, and that
the certificate of the Secretary should suffice.
Seventy-fivo per cent of marks were sug.
gested as requisite. It was proposed to call
a convention of State delegates to arrange
the matter, and that the vote of two ‘hirds
of those so assombled should be sufficient to
give power to act. He (the Chairman) wrote
Mr. Beckwith on June 13, giving him the
names of collegos with whom the Ontario
College interchanged certiticates, namely:
the Philadelphia, New York, Chicago, Mas-
sachusetts and California Colleges, and with
the Board of Pharmacy of the City and
County of New York. As regards the
scheme of interchange so far, the States re-
ported as follows: Delaware considered un-
advisable; Tennesseo, yes; Nobraska does
not favor; Pennsylvania, undesirable; North
Carolina, yes ; Michigan and Minnesota, yes.

Mr. A. B. Petrie said that in many of the
Stato Boards four or five men met together
and granted diplomas, while many of the
colleges wore privato enterprises. While the
Ontario College was desirous to raise the
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standard, a stop of this kind might be injur-

3. fous if not dangerous.

Mr. G. 8. Hobart thought it would prove
a benolit to go into the arrangement as moro
young mun crossed into the United States to

On tho motion of Mr. Aundrow Jufiroy,
seconded by Mr. H. Watters, the following
resolution was put and carried :

On the motion of Mr. H, Watters, seconded
by Mr. J. E. D'Avignon, the mover, with
Messrs. Petrio and Lowis, were appointed to
consult a solicite.

Mr. J. M. McKee moved, and J. W.
Slaven seconded the following resolution :-—

t That whereas the roport of the Registrar-
treasuror of Fobruary 16, 1889, shows that
the fees from atudents of this college for tho
past year liave been 85,756, of which sum
84,378 by this statement is due to the pro-
fossors, and only $1,376 retained by the
College, according to agreement (Sea Sept.
Journal, p. 33), which agrecment we recom-
mended bo cancelled, and the Professors
forthwith e notified by Registrar accord-
ingly in viow of the rapidly increasing
revenus from students and the large amount
of money paid out to the Professors, wo be-
lisve we are warranted in readjusting the
salaries so that each of the Professors bo paid
by the Executive of this College a definite
aum according to work performed. There.
fore, be it resolved, that the Educational, the
Executive, and the Finance Committees do
at once confer with the Principal and teach-
ing staff, and endeavour to make satisfactory
arrangements with regard to the same. Fail.
ing to meet this, or arrive at a satisfactory
ayroement, that they be further empowered
to report as soun as possible upon some plan
whereby such an arrangement can be
offected.”

The mover pointed out that when the
school first commenced the amount received
by the teachers was only 8108, It had beon
gradually increasing, and although not
doubting the ability of the teachers he
thouglit each one only had a right to be paid
for what he did. He did not know, how-
ever, whero they could find another college
making so much profit. Last year there had
been a profit of $1,388, which the matricu-
lation fees had brought upto 81,600, It was
a question whether they could do so with re-
duced salaries. A cheaper ataff mnight spread
an influenco against the college.

Mr. A. B. Pettio said that in Philadelphia
the scholars were certainly attracted by the
prestige of the professors, but in Canada they
wero obliged to come to the college in any
case.

Mr. J. E. D'Avignon pointed out that no
one was obliged to come until after the Act
had been passed this year.

Mr, J. W, Slaven pomnted out that the
stitution was now $14,000 1 delat,

Tho resvlution was earried and the Councid
adjourned at noon.

Wednesday Afternoon.

Tho Council met at 825, Mr, John A.
Clark in tho chair.

thought it unwise to press matters agamst
Mr. Penven,

The reavlution was carried.

Mr. A. D. Weeks, chomist, Uxbridue,
handed in a lotter and an application vn to-
half of Mr. T. C. Nichulls, B.A., Uxbrud.e,
claiting clomency of the U.C. P, The Charr.
man, after Mr. Weeks had beon heard, told
him that as was usual in such cases, the ap-
plication would be considered by a cumnulttee.

An application from John J. Watson, for
time served in Hazolton was then lodged und
also remitted to the committee.

The following notice of motion was made .

“1f drugs and physic could but save us
mortals from the dreary grave,” the Regis-
trar-General’s return of mortality would Fe
reduced to ail,  For, in addition to the
swarms of doctors, male and female, in Lon.
don, licensed to kill or cure, a vaunted
remedy for almost every disease Hesh is heir
to may be bought in nearly every street.
Addison said of doctors: —** This body of
men may be described like the British army
in Cicaar’s time,  Some of them slay in
chariots and some on foot. If the infantry
do less exccution than the charioteers, it is
because they cannot be carried sv soon into
all the quasters of the town and despateh so
much business in so short a time.”

But in our daya the vendors of * certain
cures”™ du their business much more easily
by staying at home and allowing customers
to come to them. They do nat even trouble
to emulate Cotgrave’s poor doctor of physic,
Palsefeel, who was accustomed to harangue
the public that he could * elarifie your blood,
surtle your cheeks, perfume your skin, tinet
your hair, enliven your cye, and heighten
your app-tite.”  Doubtless vendors of medi-
cines, patent or not patented, find it a protit-
able business.  For one of the charcter-
isties of the true.born Rriton is an innate
love of physic.  Often the most nauseous is
estecmed the best, although it may be ad-
witted that the tuste for nasty medicine is
rather dying out.  *“To quack of univer-al
cures” has ever been a facile puth to jublic
approbation and fortune. Brown wrote:—
*«Saltimbancoes, quacksalvers, and charla.
tans decrive the vulgar:™ and Burten said,
“Many poor country vicare, for want of
means, are driven to their shifts to turn
mountebanke, quacksalvers and empyricks.”
Civilzation and progress, instead of leading
to a diminution of medicities not yrecognized
in the Pharmacopeia of the Royal College
of Physicians, has resulted in un opposite
effect.  For a number of maladies, or, per-
haps, it should be said, names of maladies,
have been called into existence unknown to
our sturdy forefuthers. For iustance, we
have half-a-dozen new designations for what
our great grandmothers would have called a
it of the spleen.” And for every new
name which is devised by the ingenuity of
nosoloegists at least half-a-dozen remedies -
pear with mushroom mpidity. Even the
medical journals teem with advertiscwents
of so-called remedies not sdmitted into the
Pharmacopeeia.  Browmidia, “the hynotic
which does not loeck up the scerctions;”
clixivr of cngeam, “laxative, palatable, re-
liable ;7 pumiline, **for bronchitis, throat
and chest atlections, fully recosuized by aver
500 testimonials: ™ vinolin, ** which will re-
licve the intersest itching from any cause
whatever; ™ liguwr eazeurt suavis, **regis
tered,” are a few amonyg wmany similar ar-
ticles advertised in a recent medical journal.

Now when orthodox medical journals insert
advertisements of the kind they might with
graco rvefrain from, as t! ey somnctimes do,
calling the lay press to account for the in-
sertion of advertisements of patent wmedi-
cines. Forto the Ias wmind there really does
not appear very much difference botween the
adeertisement of medicated bonbons, * pro-
tected by Royal letters patent,” in a medical
Journal, and adver isements of a Jiko char-
aeter in a daily newspaper,

It is, however, of shop-window cures we
now discourse,  So profitable does this branch
of husiness seem to have become, that it hus
overflowed its legitimate position in the cheme
ist's and druggist’s mart, and imaded the
premises of uther tiadespeople.  Every ven-
dur of sweets, amd many grocers, seems to
tind it profitable to have a special medical
agent for sale. In a climate such as this,
where coughs, colds, throat and chest affec-
tions so prevail, all who sell anything in the
way of medicines have certa’n cures for such
prevalent maladies.  The number of so-
called remedies is legion, and consists of
pills, syrups, emvlsions, mixtures, tinctures,
lotions and potions ad nanseam. But there
i3 one called ** cough balsam,” unblushingly
described as the “only known cure for
cough, asthima and consumption.”® Now as
cough may depend upon at least fifty differ-
ent causes, and as consumption kills thou-
sands annually, this must be a very wonder-
ful medicine indeed, and doctors should hide
their diminished heads. It is really very
stupid of people to go on couzhing when
they can precure a remedy fora few ponce ;
and quite unnecessary for asthmatics or con-
swumptives to go to the Riviera in the winter
when they have aremedy ac home.  So say
the vendors of chiest affction cares. The
giver of good advice mrely receives his due,
otherwiss we might say “Don’t™ to anyone
disposed to trust these cures,

Corns and bunions demand s good deal of
attention. There are many kinds of corn
plasters and seveml ¢ miraculous cures,”
which are all ‘“ painless, simple aud speedy,”
and which sccure “ ease, comfort and good
temper.”  One proprictor of a miraculous
cure is so cnthusiastic that he breaks ont
into dogarel—

1{ corn or bunion trouble you, of this you may be
Rure,

Thnt fveo from ain you soon will b by using —"s
cure,

After this the man who merely advertises
a corn rubber is nowhere. We were, how-
ever, under the impression that corns origin-
ated from pressure or frictien, and that the
only radical cure was removing that pressure
or friction after the comn, i very iarge, had
been taken out.  Toothache, beiny 30 com-
mon, has, of course, a number of cures. A
sufferer wonld dare a good deal to appease
the hide us throcs of torthache, and when
plaintively asked, *“ Why sutfer fromn tooth-
ache when you csn cure it by using the
toothache pencil 7™ would certainly try this,

that or the other remedy bofore facing the
dontist.  But, alns? the dentist’s chair ia
the ultimate fato of the person with an ach-
ing tooth, and he may be happy if on leaving
the dentist he carries his tooth—in his jaw
—along with him. Nervous debility scome
almost as responsible as toothache or corns
for certain cures. Awong the hundreds o*
medicines devoted to nervous debility thero
aro ‘“ best brain tonics,” botanic pick-me-
ups,” * golden medical discoveries,” * dawi-
ana wafers,” and “syrups” of all kinds.
Liver comphiuts and digestive imperice-
tions are also well supplied. ¢ Candies”
and ¢ jujubes,” em mneltis aliis, are all very
zood for liver and digestion—at least so say
the proprietors. ‘Phere iy one advertiser who,
having announced, ** Remove the cause and
the effect wilt cease,™ soars boldly abeve his
compecrs, and announces, * Head, stomach
and liver pills ! Tt is, however, in the do-
mains of surgery that shop window cures are
wost pronounced. ¢ Another leg saved !
¢ Another lhand saved!”™ < Another toc
saved ! by a cerlain ointment and pills is
boldly annonnced. If all is correctly stated
with reference to this new ointment and
pills, Professor Holloway is outdone. Can-
cers are exhibited, disensed bone is shown,
and corns are produced, all cured by this
wonderful ointment. Bills are also dis-
tributed purperting to be the history of
cures. One begins, “A boy threw a stone
and hit him on the finger over six years
ago.” The remainder of the account may be
transferred into, ** Aflliction sore long time
he bore, physicians were in vain,” until he
was cured by the pills aud ointment. Now
this was cvidently a case of scrofulvus dis.
ease of the bunes, always most tedious, and
recovery post is not prepter. Wo cluse the
Hst by mentioning birst ¢ Oriental pills.™
Why they are called Oriental vills we do
not know, and what they are for we cannot
ascertain. The name is curious, for pills
in the East, unless introduced by Euro-
peans, are as rare as snakes in Iceland.
And, sccondly, a cure for chilblains called
s Chimethloplastron ! What it mcans we
do not know. And we do not take to it—
for the word does not come trip,ingly from
tho tongue like the blessed Mesopotania.

It has been said that faith in the doctor is
half the battle. Shop-window cures, how-
ever, require more than faith ; they demand
credulity. Nothing catches 2 man moro
than a pretended confidence; and of this
amony vendors of medicines, patent or not
patented, there is no lack. It is astonish
ing how onc is able to persuade onesclf into
a Dbelief in accordance with out's wishes.
Barnunt’s definition of a humbug was, A
man who gives you your money’s worth, but
induces you to deal with him Ly some plau.
sible tale connected with his goods.” Shake-
apeare asked, ‘¢ Can’st thou not cleanse the
stutfed bosom of that perilous stuff which
bears upon the heart1™  This is not to be
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doune by nostrums, and not always by doc.
tors, Notwithstandiog the vigorous declar-
ations of vendors of nestrums, they do not
appear quite sure of themsclves. For the
names of eminent medical men are freely
used—amonyg others, those of Brodie, Blun-
dell, Jenner, Clark. 'his recalls to mind
un anecdote of the Duko of \Wellington and
Dr. Locock. Mceting one day the Duke
said, *‘ Confound you, Locock ! I've almost
poisoned myself by taking your pulmonic
wifers ! ¢ AW 1™ answered Locock, “fand
I have lamed myself by wearing Wellington
boota ! "—Glohe in C, and D),

Nothing short of an utter impossibility <hould
cause one 10 ncglect ihe fullilinent of an
eagagement, or to be belandhand in filling
an order.

When the great warchouses of an extensive
provision merchant were smokmg i ruine,
he at once matde out a circular and seat it to
all who were expecting orders filled. stating
that xt firc on the premises bad caused a de-
lay, but that the neat day they expected to
dispatch all the goods ordered. It required
all the energics of a masterdy mind to accom-
plish the task, and all the hands he <ould
bring to bear upon the business, but 1t was
done, and his many customess had the in-
convenicnce of but a day’s delay. It was a
part of the man’s religion, as well as his busi-
ness science, to keep no one waiting,  That
was but one of his manv strony points, but
they were ali of the same relinble chamcter.
No wonder he rase o a true and substantial
greatuess in his chosen line. It is very hand
mmmb over a new leafin this p'n:ucuhr, 0
itis a good plan to begin nght.  'rompt,
punctual boys are apt to make the same hind
of men, and vice versa.

You know that yout “boyvs’ are to be the
future merchants of the land, however small
the chances seem for it now.  * The posts of
time un swift,” and soon one and another
will be dropping a hine to this depastment,
teHing of their small stiarit i business on
their own hook.  They will be sure of con-
gratulations and  good wishes all aroumd,
which will be cheering and mspiring, and so
far real help to the worker.  The habits he
is forming while a clerk will, however, de-
ade more than anything else his future suc
cess or failure,

If one has fallen inte careless, unmethods.
il habits in any of his affairs, the only <afe
course is to “right about face.”  The carlier,
the caster. Selitinterest alone would prompt
such acourse as well as honesty towards s
employer.

NECESSITY FOR DISCRETION.

Though occasionadly it might prove to be
of value for the commercial traveller to ham
m an of.hand way that he has recerved
orders from other firms m the same town,
still 1t would be the height of stuprdity 1o tell
the factright out, as many of the brotherhood
are in the habit of doing, that Mr. John
Smith, for example, has to-day bought gonds
at such or such a price, and mentioning all
the particulars of the sale, with the addition
that the man solicited, if he will gne the
order, shalt get the same article at a much
lover rate. Auy one who has an eye to
business can m a moment see what ths tatk
means,  Besudes, the commeraal traveller
who adopts such nustaken measures w i
attempt to do business, wall certaunly lose
the contidence of the man addressed, for no
sensible person can thunk otherwise than
that the agent would say exactly the same
thing to a third and fourth cu-tomer as o
the first and second. Without douln 2
customer has the might to feel sure that the
amnunt of his order and the price he paid
for goods will ot be made known to any
business competitor, and e certainly would
be littde disposed to jave his orders to an
agent who shows a readiness ta gossip about
the affuns of neighbonng merchants.

The commeraial tmsceller who s wise will
cither anoid talk about purchases made of
him in the place where he is domg business,
or will say very little, always avouding in tus
cine the mention of details.  And this cven
when questions are asked about them, for,
though they may be pleased for the moment
at haviag ther cunosity saustied, people will,
as a rule, look wath suspicion upon the un.
pradent discloser of other people™ business,
behieving, and not unjustly, that such 2 man
would manifest the sunce willingaess to reveal
their secrets 1o others. Diseretion ' busi-
acss matters will probably have its revard
the esteem of others, which seadily develaps
into their contidence.
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“ Your Committeo uppointed to examine
tho claims of W, R. Austin and others to
apprenticeship registration under tho Phar-
mney Act of 1884, recommends that their
requeat bo granted, and that all similar ro-
quests addreased to the Registrar be similarly
treated.”

Mr. A. Jeffrey moved, and Mr. McGregor
seconded,—

¢ That in any case where the presence of
the Exccutive or other members of this
Council is required in Toronto or elsewhere
to attend upon the work of the Collego, that
they bo paid their actual expenses out of the
funds of the College.”--Carried.

The Principal of the College sent a com-
munication acknowledging receipt of a quan.
tity of apparatus and books from Henry
Watters, Esq., Ottawa. On the motion of
Mr. J. J. Hall, seconded by Mr. Lawrence,
Mr. Watters was thanked for the donation.

The Council adjourned at 4.15 until 10
a.m. Thuraday morning.

Thursday Morning.

Tho Council met at 10,80, Mr. John A.
Clark in the chair.

A representative of the CaNaviax Drve-
a1st, who was present, lodged with tho regis.
trar an application on bebalf of Mr. Dyas,
proprietor of that paper, for access to the
various reports made at the semi-annual
meeting. The chawrman stated the request
to the meeting, and after & brief diacussion
the following resolution was, on the motion
of Mr. A. B. Petrie, seconded by Mr. McKee,
unanimously passed : —

*That the request of Mr. Dyas, of tho
Caxan1ay DrraaisT, to be allowed to obtain
full reports of this mecting, bo granted.”

Tho roport of the By-laws and Legialation
Committeo was read, and, on the mation of
Mr. Hall, secondel by Mr. McGregor, they
woro received.

The mceting adjourned at 10L.80, until
three o'clock.

Thuraday Afternoon.

The Council et at 3.45, Mr. John A.
Clark i1 the chair.  All were present except
Mr. G. S. Hobart. The Council went into
comniittee of the whole on the motion of Mr.
Clark, scconded by Mr. McKee, on the
report of the By-laws and Legislation Com-
mittee, Mr. Lawrenco in tho chair.

On clauso 3, \Ir. Watters moved that the
name of J. W. McEachern be inserted as
employer.—Agreed.  Clauses 2 and 3, deal-
ing with applications, wero passed without
dincussion. Clause 4 having been reached,
the chairman read several letters from George
B. Dingman, Butfale, asking what had been
done regarding his application for a diploma.
In his first try Mr. Dingman had been sue-
ceasful in all subjects cxcept dispensing, but
had sinco passed in that subject.  Mr. San.
dors, at whose request the correapondence was
read, thonght the explanations mado suf.
ficient, and the clause was passed.

Discussion srose over clause §, from the
fact that tho applicant, Mr. A. W. Caton,

admitted having been out of business since
1887, Mr. D'Avignon thought Mr. Caton
wanted to set his wifo up in busincss, and by
saying that on paying up his arrears he wonld
bo admitted was paramount to saying that his
wife would not. ‘I'ho clause was passed.
Clauses 6 and 7 woro passed. On clauso 8
Registrar Lewis stated that recently he had
an application from an apprentice of Har-
greaves Bros., of whom vue member had not
paid fees. Four dollars was still claimed for
one of their branches.

Mr. Sanders thought the precedent in
McGrogor & Parks’ caso should not rule,

It was explained that threo of the Har
ureaves had interest in one store and only
two in another, and when they made this
application they had three businesses.

After further discussion progress was ro-
ported, aud, on the motion of Mr. Hall, the
roport, as also the report of the Committeo
on By-laws, was referred back for amend-
ment. The following is the gist of the reports
as finally adopted :—

“ Your Committee on By-laws and Legis-
Jution make the following recommendations :
(1) Referring to the two letters of A. L.
Foster, of Ottawa, advise that the registrar
be instructed to write him, that there being
no evidencoe before the committoe that the
apprentico did indenture himself s stated it
would b necessary for him to send aflidavits,
duly sworn to by the apprentice and his
employer, Mr. J. W. McEachern, proving
hir cases, and that when received we feol dis-
posed to comply with the request. (2) In
the matter of Alired Wilson, of Radcliffe
Intirnary, and the corroborative letter of
Richard Bremridge, wo recommend the regis-
trar bo instructed to write to Mr. Wilsen
tuat if ho can produce to this Council satis-
factory evidence that he is a pharmaceutical
chemist of Great Dritain, ho may register.
(3) In the caso of W. S. McClintock, of
Galva, 1ll,, wo adviso that the registrar be
inatructed to writo him that our by-lawa pre.
vent the Council recognising his claim for
registration, as ho has failed to passon the
subject of chemistry, and that at present
there is no arrangoment for exchange of
diplomas with the State Board of Pharmacy
of Illinois. (1) In the case of George B.
Dingman, of Buffalo, we find by tho evidence
submitted to your comnmittee that he is enti
tled to registration. (5) In the matter of
A. W, Caton, Owassa, Mich., we recommend
the registrar be instructed to write him that
on payment of arrears due to this Council he
may bo registered. (6) \We recommend that
the registrar be instructed to notify Mr. Geo.
M. Everist that his claim, made on bohalf of
R. E. Sinclair, caannt be recognised, as Dr.
G. M. Eastern is not aregistered pharmaceu-
tical chemist.  (7) The claim of Malcolm C.
Roscof six months’ service with Mr. Hazelton
cannot be entertained. as Mr. Rope’s appren-
ticeship contract was not registered. (8) In
the matter of W. A. Hargreaves, of Turonte,
your committeo would recommend that the
precedents established in similar cases are
according to the Act, and that we cannot
comply with Mr. Hargreaves' request. (9) In
the matter of J. H. Emery we are of opinion
that his apprenticeship, served in New York
State, under E. G. Watts, who is a regularly

ualified pharmaceutical chemist of Qntario,
though resident in New York State, will
count in the same way as if served in Ontario.

(10) Wo have oxamined thoe claims of Mr. J.
C. Nicholls, Iargely based on tho aamo
grounds as others referred to in the report of
the Education Committeo of last February,
and that like them Mr. Nicholls’ claim cannot
be entertained. (11) We recommend the
application of J. J. Watson, of Torcuto, be
granted, and that he be credited with the
time from January 7 to August 13, 1888,
served with Mr. J. C. Hazelton.

In concurrence with notice of motion a1 rved
upon the Registrar and members of the
Council in accordance with by.law No. £0.
we recommend that the word *¢ public” in
by-law 3 in the sentence ‘“act as public
prosecutor when so inserted by thoe chairman
of the Infringement Commattee,” be struck
aut, as recommended by the Deputy Attorney
General in his letter of May 27, (2) That
the phrascology of by-law 6 be changed so as
to read * Two auditors shall be clected by
ballot by the Council, said auditors shall not
be memlers of the Council.” (3) That in
by-law 13 we strike vut the words “ three
years,” where they occur first in the by-law,
and iusert in place thereof lirst the wards
*¢ four years ** and after thu words ¢ pharma.
ceutical chemist ™ insert ** and has attended
two courses of lectures firat in any college of
pharmacy or achool of medicine approved by
the Council, the period occupied in attending
these firat coursea may be counted as part of
the term of apprenticeship, and the second or
senior course at the Ontarie College of
Pharacy such course to comprise the follow-
ing subjects, namely : Pharmacy, chemistry,
materia medica, botany and reading and dis-
pensing of prescriptions, and has attained the
age of twenty-one years. ‘This shall net
apply to those who are registered as appren-
tices prior to March 23rd, 1869,  Such shall
only be required to produce a written con-
tract as having served as an apprentice fora
term of three years. (3) By-law 13 after the
words “‘charge for™ add ** engroased.”
{5) By-law 10. Regarding the advice in the
Deputy Attorney-General's letter of May 27
we recommend that when by-law 10 is dealt
with according to the notice of motion given
at this meeting, the advice therein contained
will be acted upon. (6) By-law 12. We
advise that by.law 12 be cancelled, and that
there be subatituted therefor the following :
‘¢ All apprentices shull, before the term of
their contract cominences, send to the
Registear of the college the sum «f &1, to-
gether with » specified form of certificate,
signed by the Pravincial Inspector of Schools
or by the head master of a high school or
colleate institute or other evidence satis.
factory to the Councidd showing that the
applicant has j.assed an cxaminatioa in the
following subjects, namely :

Arithmetic and Mensuration. —Reduction,
Simple and Compound Proportion, Vulgar
and Decimal Fractions, Square Root, Arcas
of Rectilineal Figures, Volumes of Right
Parallelopipeds.

Algebra. - Elementary Rules, Greatest
Comimon Measure, Least Common Multiple,
Fractious, Simple Equations of one Unknown
Quantity.

Political, Physical, and Mathomatical Geo-
graphy.

English Grammar and Composition.

And at the samo timo shall also send to the
Registrar a specified form of certificate show-
ing that the applicant hss entered into a
binding contract with a registered pharma-
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coutical chomist to sorve an apprenticeship
for a tormn of four yeara. ‘This shall not
apply to apprentices who are registored prior
to March 23rd, 188%. And tho forogoing
requircments as to rozistration shall not
apply to those who commence their appron-
ticeship prior to March 24th, 1884, all of
which is respuctfully submitted.

The report aud amendments wore adopted.

Mr. McKonzio read the report of the
Infringements Committeo, and moved that
it bo recoived. Carried.

Mr. McKenzie, secconded by Mr, Hobart,
moved its adoption.

Mr. Sanders made somo abjections, stating
the work should be dome directly through
the chairman.

Mz, McKenzie remarked that it was timo
the Council took decided action in the matter
as the country was wellnigh tlooded with
illegal business.

Tho wotion was carried.

Follewing is the report : * Your conunittee
believe that it is tine that action should be
faken by this Board to have the Pharmacy
Act more atrictly enforced, and we ave of
opinion that the detective systom is by far
the best possible way to reach the offenders.
A division of tho Province into districts will
materally ass st your committee in reaching
many of the offenders, and in view of that
we would advise that the registrar in future
refer all complaints of infringements to the
nearest representative of the district on this
Council ; and 1f he is satisficd that such
complaint is well founded, he shall at once
communicate such fact to the registrar, who
shall at once notify the chairman of this
committee, who shall have powoer to pay ever
to said detective a part of the fine accruing
to the College ; and that the sumn of £200 be
placed to the credit of the chairman of the
commttee, subject to his order, of which an
account shall be rondered at cach semi-
annual mecting of this Council. We recom-
mend the rescinding of all former Acts of
tlus Connail conflicting with this report ™

Tho olection of scrutineers was the next
businesx. 1t was moved Ly Mr. Petrie,
seconded by Mr. Mackenzie, That Mcssrs.
McGanu and 3Murchison be appointed. It
was agreed that the Presicent cast lus ballot
on this election, and the above named gentle-
men were accordingly clected.

Mr. Jeffrey was appointed to fix the seal of
the College in the absence of the Chairman
and Vice-President to all documents requir-
ing tho aame.

On the motion of Mr. Mr. G. S. Hubart,
seconded by Mr. McGregor, shis resolution
was passed, —

*That the registrar be instructed o hava
orinted 2 000 copies of the Pharinacy Act as
amended to date, in form and size similar
tn those in tho Poison Books, and thata copy
be sent to each drugyist in the Province.”

“That Messra Jellvey and Mickenzie he
appuinted to act n conjunction with the
Presidont and Vice-President undor By -law
5.

This clause relates to tho transfer of stock
or debontures.

The Council adjournod at .15 p m.

Friday Mornius:.

‘The Council mot at 11,20, Mr. Clark apain
in the chair.

Mr. J. W. Slaven read tho report of tho
Joint Special Committoe compossd of the
Excoutive, Finance and Educational Com.
wittees, which was adopted. From this re-
port it appeared that the Council havo at last
succeeded in settling the vory difficult ques-
tion of the Professors’ salaries. Under an
armangoment entered into in 1886, the Pro.
fecsurs have been paid according to the
attendanco at the College. Under the ar-
rangement offected, each Professor will be
paid a definite salary in proportion to the
work hedoces, which it is oxpected to be a con-
siderablo saving to the College, thereby plac-
g the Council in a position to deal with the
delit upon the building. The report was
adopted.

Friday Afternoon.

The Council et ac 3.5, Mr. Clark in the
chair. Mz Jeffrey read the report of the
Education Counmittee, and having been sec-
onded by Mr. Watters, moved its adoption

Following is a summary of the report,—

““ The Principal of the School reports 63
junior and 63 senior students at last term.
The fees received amounted to §5,776. The
general conduct of the students was in al}
respects satisfactory.  The results of last ex.
amination show proficiency fully up to the
standard.

““In subwmitting rules for the guidance of
oxaminers the Committeo, among ather alter-
ations, suggested that the dispensing clause

The report of the Commniittee re the Dutics
of the Board of Examiners was also read.

It contained the following :

‘* Wo rocommend the appointment of the
following gentlemen as examiners for the
ensuing two yoars: Prescriptions, A. R.
Fraser; chemistry, B. Jackes; botany, C.
R. Sueath; pharmacy, Frank Holnan;
wateria medica, D. S, Sager: dispensing,
Wm. Murchison. Wae think, in view of the

inerensed work devolving upon the examin
ors, their romuncration should be increasod,
and advise that each oxaminer shall receive,
as addition to his present romuneration, a
furthur sum of 59 ceuts for each student
oxceeding the number of 50, who shall be
exsmined by him  Wo deem it advisable
that By.law 18 be ameaded by erasing the
words ¢ Professors of the College shiall be
ex-oflicio tnembers of the Board of Examin
ers, atid shall act ax advisers,” and that the
latter clnuso of By law 13 reading * Ques-
tions asked by examiners shall be published,
and approximate rating of the answoers may
bo furtushed to caudidstes, their parents,
employers or teachers,’ bo struck out.”

Mr, Sandurs sugeested that the report be
taken up clause by clause. Ho explaned
that a great duliculty experienced by the
students wus the fact that the nnmber of
marks in subjects in which they failed was
not made kaown to them as in the subjects
in which they were suceessful,  Thoe Counerl
had set up a standard which was a high
ono, aud did not give an oppottunity to stu
dents of knowing to what extent they were
deticient. Al the marks, he thought, should
be published.

The report was adopted after a brief dis
cussion,

The report of the Board of Exaunmuers,
contamng the follewing, was also approved,

themselves for examinativa was 103 Of
these 66 entered tor all the subjects, 37 for
thuse aubjects m winch they had previoualy
failed.  With an expericucs of an examiua.
tion conducted under your proposed rules

usual method pursued by the examiners of
the Medical Collego: that the regulation
regarding the number and valuo of written
questions be changed so as to read as for-
merly, and as appeared n the Juarnal,
namely, that the written guesations be not
more than four-fifths, cither m aumber or
value, more especially m the subject of pre-
acriptions, when the value of the oral exam-
mation bears directly on the ahility of the
candidate, and conld profitably and justly beo
enlarged to at least 50 per ce it in value™

Mr. Androw Jeflroy gave the following
notice of motion for amendment of By law 12
to crase tho following. **The professors of
the Collego shall be ex officin members of the
Board of Examiners, and ahallact ax advisers,
and that the Jatter clause of By -law 13, read
ing * The queatiens asked at the examinations
shall be published. and approximato rating of
the auswers way bo furnished to candidates,
their parents, emjloyers, or teachers,” be
struck out.™

On the motion of Mr. \Watters the meoting
adjourned at 3.43, tameet at ? pom. on the

PUT YOURSELF IN HIS PLACE,

It is always i order to talk about the
deportment of clerks towards  customers,
»2ys Geyer's Stationer.  Almost every per-
son one meets has a theory on the subject
which, on investigation, will be found more
or less tinctured with selfishness. Admtting
that clerks are not always as affable as they
should be, it is just as true, on the other
hand, that customers are often at faalt in
manners, and too frequently excite sunilar
shortcomings in those who ate serving them
for the time being.  Still, in the world of
clerks, patience should never cease to be a
virtue, and a good salesman or saleswoman
will never show a ruftled temper even under
the most trying circumstances. Next to
affable manners a cool head is of vital im-
portance, for who likes 1o deal with fussy,
confused people, and when rapid work is
necessary, as at the busy season in large
retail stores, the man or woman with a rather
short supply of nerves will generally come
out ahead.

Alertness and promptness are conceded
requisites and obligingness a positive essen-
tal. But the faculty most valuable in 2
salesman is that of reading character, and
if it is backed by rcady adaptability and a
mind sufficiently well informed to cater
mildly to discoverable idiosyncrasies, o
much the better.

A salesman’s busiuess is, of cowse, to sell
goods, but 1t 1s cqually Ins duty to make the
store a pleasant place for customers ; and
above all, to make them carry away a fecling
of perfect satisfaction with the business they
have transacted. ‘This can be done with-
out giving overweight or over-measurement,
which are notlung less than a betrayal of
trust, and as reprehensible as giving short
weight and measure, the odim of which
must, in the nature of things, fall upon the
cmployer.

“ Put yourself in his place” is an excellent
guide to practice. A clerk who considers
what qualitics and qualifications he would
like in employees were he, himself, an em-
ployer of men, and governs his conduct
accordingly, will not stray far from the right
course. Awn employer who can, in fancy, put
himself behind the counter and view himself
from the clerk’s standpoing, will be vastly
wiser and ore successful in his manage-
ment, and customers who can imagine them-
sclves in the salesman’s place, and can com-
prchend the thousand and one trials they
are subjected to by carcless and indifferent
humanity, will, if they choose, be able to save
both themselves and the clerks an infinite
amount of wear and tear of nerve force, and
at the same tine, receive vastly more satis-
factory service.

ealaries, including a feir salary for himself,
a small amount for sundries, also interest on
capital invested, making in all from 18 to 25
per cent. on the invoice price of all goods.
That is, an article costs in the wholesale
house 81. Its cost price when handed to
customer is $1.20. Would like to hear how
others figure this up and if my cost is too
high, and if I must reduce expenses. Yours
very truly, Durucaeist.

Who can do business without advertising?
In this advanced age, when competition is
so great, he that runs the race without ad-
vertisimy - eventually gets left. 1t is con-
sidered one of the most important branches
of a business wman's education to know how
to advertise judiciously, and to do 1t $0 as to
altract attentton, and plice 1t where it will
do the most good. It 1s fooked upon as
much a part of contings nt ewpenses as rent,
insurance, ete. A certain percentage out of
the profits of each year should be decided on
10 be expended for the next vear's business,
and the sum increased in proportion to the
increase of business.  To do business, a
busmess must be advertised.—{ Manufacturer.

HOW TO BUY.

“ How can I buy best?™ is a question that
agitates more than one mind in the commer-
cial world, and one that very seldom is solved
to the perfect satisfaction of the querist. |
propose 1o go into some of the phenomena
of the art of buying in this issue and, if pos:
sible, portray some of the obstacles in the
way of the non-successful purchaser.  “There
are two prominent classes of successful buy-
ers, which are subdivided into many, but 1
intend to treat of these two only at thas time,
first amony these, and the most favoured is
the one who has intimate knowledge of that
which he intends to buy, and who is thor-
oughly informed as to the best goods (o pur-
chase ; the prices ; where they are from, cte.
The sccond hest buyer is he who makes a
great plunge among those from whom he
intends purchasing and endeavourstoimpiess
them with his importince 2s a buyer, and
his pretended knowledge of the subject on
hand. Thislast fellow is styled the bulldezer,
As to which onc of these two classes of per-
sons buy the closest and best there can be no
dispute, the person of knowledge is frec and
unfettered because he is on an <qual or
superior footing to him from whom he in-
tends buying, inasmuch as his information
gives him the necessary leverage.  The
sccond is in the power of the scller because
if a misstatement of fact is made, the pur-
chaser is at a disadvantage in not knowing
whether it is fact or not, and he has to rely
upon his powers of depreciation and arraign-
ment of the goods to carry him to success.

1 remember once being in a merchant's
store and his tactics and manners or that
occasion created the impression, which has
lasted up to the present time, that he was
the Lest buyer, or at least one of the best, 1
ever met. I will tell you what he did and
you can then sce for vourself, I walked in
and awaited my turn 5 as soon as he was at
leisure he came to me, and telling mc his
name, asked me if 1 wished to see him per-
sonally. I answered him I wished his atten-

tion, and told him my business, e said he
was exceedingly busy and would like me to
call again. 1 specially requested his time
for a short space, and he gave me tive min-
utes. I pulled out my watch and taking it
off the chain laid it upon the counter, vpen.
I commenced 1o tell him about my goods,
and as fast as 1 could, dealt out the points
respecting them. As the minute hand crossed
the point, and my time epired, 1 was in the
middle of a sentence, but 1 stopped abruptly
and informed him *“time was up.”’ e said
he was sorry he could not grant me a longer
interview as he had an engagement “but®
said he, “1 am interested in the information
you have imparted, and I want you to come
and sce me when 1 have time to listen” |
promised I would, and did so. [ went into
all the details. 1 gave him all the knowledge
1 had amassed by months of study of that
one object, and when I left him it was with
a feeling of satisfiction that 1 had been
partly repaid for my labonr in mforming my-
sclf of the subject, and that man at least
knew enough to buy of that commodity
intelligently.

The great difficulty in the way of most mer
chants becoming good buyers is because they
are not satisfied 1o expend from three to five
minutes with a salesman when he comes into
their stores in finding out his prices, goods,
cte, 50 that when the next one comes along
if his prices are below he can take advantage
of it, but at any rate, 1 would suggest the fol-
lowing to all merchants . “I'reat the salesman
coming to your store with courtesy, politeness,
and consideration, and you may be sure vou
will receive in return information that will
repay yvou far the expenditure. 1 am sorry to
say a great many business men forget that a
compliment to thar credit is paid to them
when a man enters their stores to solicit their
trade.  Then remember the “goods well
bought are half sold.”--[Review,

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FILL ORDERS PROMPTLY.

1 was chatting a few days ago with a dowa.
town stationer on the suhject of tilling orders.
Strange as it may appear, this meirchant held
the opinion that the most pernicious, if not
the most damaging, habit in daily business
was the lack of promptuess in supplying what
wits ardered. *°T'o secure an order,” said he,
“some men will promise anything and
everything.  You may ask as a favor to
have your order filled on the day agreed
upon, and he will promise faithfully that
it shall be done.  You then make your
arrangelnents and find that you cannot exe-
cute them. ‘The worst of it is that some of
the men who make these pronuses are of
business repute.  They mean well, no doubt,
but | contend that they should show more
regard for their word and respect for other
people’s business,”

These are somewhat severe words, yet they
arc probably warranted, although the breach
of faith complained of is not common. Busi-
ness men, as a role, while anxions to obtain
an order, are equally as anxious to fill it, for
the very obvious reason that the motive gov-
craing them inthe one case is the same which
governs them in the other, The truth is that
in these competitive timeseveryone isdesirous
of doing all he can, and hence he accepts
orders with the belief that, barring accidents
or other unforeseen circumstances, he will be
able to redeem his promise.  Of course the
wilful promise breaker and his business, 100,
regulate themselves, for if & man’s word is
not t0 be generally trusted, depend upon it
his goods will not find a very extensive
patronage for any length of time.—{Stationer.

A PRACTICAL SYSTEM.

—

Some business men do a vast amount of
work without any apparent effort : they are
rarely, if ever, rushed, and are seldom com-
pelled to seclude themscelves from  their
friends on account of the pressing demands
of their business.  Other people. who really
accomplish very litde, are always in ahurry;
they scem to have a dozen things to do at
once, and the result is, they are in a state of
almost perpetual confusion, and the litle
they accomplish is only done by the greatest
difficulty.  In 2 very small country store per-
haps a mcrchant can get alony without any
system or method in conducting his business.
He knows where cverything is tn his stock,
and can lay his hands on it ata moment’s no-
tice, and i a customer calls for it he can
serve him without any very great aumount of
trouble ; but, on the other hand, if he is at
the hiead of a vast business, some great estab-
lishment, perhaps, in which there are a hun-
dred departments, it woukl be utterly impos-
sible for lum to keep track of things without
the most methodical armngement throughout
the concern with which he isconnected. Our
great merchant leaves the details of his
business to subordinites, who ave account-
able to him that everything goes right in the
deparuments ovei which they are placed.
Some of the great establishments in our city
cmploy thousands of men, yet so perfect isthe
system that cvery man can be located at a
moment’s notice, and the closest watch can
be kept upon the work which he is doing.
‘There is a system for receiving and shipping
goods, a system for keeping track of stock
while in the hands of the producer or dealer 3
there is a c2sh system, a system of book-
keeping by which a mistake of a penny can
be detected at the close of every dav's busi-

ness. 1t is only by.these wise and sensible
precautions that a great business can be car-
ricd an successfully.  Thousands of losses,
lile and great, are averted that would cer-
tainly occur did not this watchfulnes prevail
in every department.

A writer m the Detroit Free Press said not
long ago that “there are some occupations
which compel those who follow them  be
orderly and methodical.  There are none in
which these qualities, where they have been
ucglected, can not be cultivated to good ad-
vantage.  Deficiency in them is far from
bemng a token of genius, 1t signifies some-
thing of indolence and much that is slipshod.
Every man knows whether or not he is as
orderly and methodical as he should be.  1f
he 1s not, unless hie s too old 1o attempt the
task, he should endeavour to improve in
these vespects.  “There is no danger of his
carrving 1t to that excess which marks per-
sons who have a passionate love of order, but
there is a likelihood that he will materially
lighten his work, or find that he can do much
more than he has been in the habit of doing.”

It scems to the Criterion that this is the
keynote of a business wan's success. No
man who conducts his business in a slipshod
manner can expect to achieve desirable re-
sults.  He should determine to be orderly
and methodical at the very commencement
of his career.  Order soon becomes a habit
with a business man. and by its observance
he is enabled to do a hundred things that it
would be impossible to accomplish if he did
not go at them in the handiest and most
efiective manner.—{Grozers’ Criterion.

BRAINS IN BUSINESS.

—

One secret of success in business —the se-
cret, in fact, of success on a large scale—isto
conceive of it as a matter of principles, not
merely as a series of transactions. There are
great merchants as there are great statesmen,
and there are small merchants as there are
small politicians, and the difference is very
much the same in both professions. The
small politician works by the day, and sces
only the one small opportunity before him,
the small merchant does the same thing-~he
is looking for the next dofiar.  The statesman,
on the other hand, is master of the situation,
because he understands the general principles
which controlevents ; this knowledge enables
him to deal with large questions and to shape
the future. The great merchant does the
same thing, his business is not 2 mere money-
getting affair, not 4 mere matter of barter,
but a science and an art ; he studies the gen-
eral laws of trade, watches the general con-
dition of the country, investigates present
neceds, foresees future wants, and adapts Lis
business 1o the broad condutions of time and
place. He puts as much brains into his work
as does the statesman, and he ends by being
not a money getter, but a large minded and
capable man.  An cminently successful busi-
ness man, of statesmanlike quality, said the
other day that the more he understood of life
the more clearly he saw that it was all done
on business principles. By which he meany,
not only that the universe stands for the dol-
lar, but that the universe is governed by un-
varying laws, that promptness, exactness,
thoroughness and honesty are wrought into
its very fibre.  On these business principles
all life is conducted, if not by men, at least
by that power which is behind man. It ought
to be the aumbition of cvery young man to
treat his business from the point of the states-
man, and not from that of the politician.

Morphia and Opium, slightly advanced.

In Camphor there is a large demand and
a further advance probable.

We were in error regarding duty being
taken off tanuic acid, it is only free when
imported by manufacturers for manufae-
turing purposes.

Cubebs are dear and scarce. supplies are
smaller every year.

Caseara Sagrada huas gone back to old
prices.

Pot Jodide and Bromide are nnchanged.

Fair demand for Inseet Powder : prices
unchanged.

Mercurials ave all higher.

Oil Anise will probably be higher as the
bulk of it has passed into the hands of
three holders. The basis of the speculative
movement is owing to the probability of a
stoppage of the shipment owing to a dis-
agreement between the producers in China
and the importers here,

Balsam Copaiba will probably be lower;
the high price was caused by tle crop last
vear not being narketed by the South
dAmerican natives. The result was ligh
prices which stimulated the natives to great
activity in gathering and forwarding the
halsam, and stocks have accumulated rap-
idly, so that at present there are 40,000
1bs, in first hands in Buropean markets.

Golden Seal Root is unsettled and the
tendency is to higher prices. Senega is
in about the same position. Serpentaria
continues to advance.

Coca Leaves reported advanced.

Caffeine and Salts ave cheaper.

Glycerine unchanged, but there has been
a sharp advance in crude.

In Gallic and Tannic Acids the veports
of short crops from China are confirmed.
Galls bave gone up 10 to 15 per cent., and
we mity soon have to ask more money for
Gallic and Tannie acids.

In Sulphonal the extremely keen com-
petition between the eight or ten manu-
facturers has resulted in a decline in price.
As things are it seems advisable to order
only for immediate wants.

0Oil Sassafras is likely to be dearer.

_Opium, cuttlebone, quicksilver, anise
oil, golden seal root, senega root, serpen-
taria root, shellacs, star anise, cassia,
cloves, allspice have advanced.

D. S. Sage, Brantford, is doing the
Continent. Mr. Charles Miller is looking
after his business.
